Gunnery Superiorify
in Sunday’s Fight.

The extent of the loss and damage
to the British fleet in Sunday’s naval
engagement has been given out by the
Admiralty. It is comparatively light
as compared to that sustained by the
Germans. All ,told, the loss of life
amounted to thirteen killed and twen-
ty-six wounded. On the other hand,
the loss of life on the Blucher was
much more than five hundred, and this
of course does 1ot take into account
the casualties sustained by the Ger-
man battle cruisers. In addition some
three hundred German sailors were
saved from a watery grave by British
destroyers, and are now prisoners-of
war. The loss in materiel was also
comparatively small. The Lion and
the Meteor were disabled and were
towed to port. The damage cannot
have been very serious, as the Admir-
alty states repairs can be speedily
effected. The Lion was Vice-Admiral
Beatty’s flagship. She is a sister ship
to the Princess Royal, and of 26,350
tons, carries eight 13.5 guns and was
designed to have a speed of 28 knots,
but this has been largely exceeded.
The Queen Mary and Tiger are later
and even more formidable ships. The
Licn, however, led the fight, and it is
unlikely that her large guns were
damaged, as it is reported that out of
her complement of 980 men, none
were killed and only 17 were wound-
ed. As the big guns of the Lion,
Princess Royal and Tiger got home
their 1400 1b. shells, the damage to
the German battle cruisers are prob-
ably serious. The guns of the Moltke
and Seydlitz are smaller and the
shells they fire are not half the
weight of these big shells. Their big
guns are 11 inch, and they fire a 660
1b. shell, and the biggest of the Ger-
mans, the Derfflinger has " twelve
inch guns which fire 860 1b. shells.
The superiority in gunfire of the three
largest battle cruisers over the three
largest Germans in Sunday’s engage-
ment may be seen from the fact that
the total weight of the broadsides of
the three British is 30,000 1bs. against
21,880 Ibs. of the German three.

This estimate leaves the New Zea-
land and the Indomitable out of the
reckoning on the one hand and the
Blucher out of reckoning on the other.
The two British carry between six-
teen 12-inch guns, firing a 850 1b.
shell against the Blucher’s twelve 8.2
guns, firing a shell not likely to be
more than 400 1bs. at the outside.
‘Without taking into account any sup-
eriority in gun-laying, this explains
sufficiently why the Germans turned
tail and refused to meet the British
in an action where broadsides would
be put against broadsides. But even
in a stern chase the superiority of the
British gunfire would ensure not only
the destruction of the Blucher but of
serious damage to the German battle
cruisers, if the British got within
reach for effective gunfire. How near
the British were able to get to the
Germans we shall in all probability
learn when Vice-Admiral Beatty’s re-
port is given out.by the Admiralty.

LONDON, To-day.

EDINBURGH, To-day.

Fifty survivors were landed from
two British torpedo boat destroyers
to-day -at: Leith. A contingent of the
Red Cross corps at the dock with am-
pulances received twenty-three men
who had been wounded in the fight.
One of the wounded Germans had died
while on the way to port. Several of
the wounded are terribly injured.

PRAISE FOR OVERSEAS HELP.

LONDON, To-day.

An interesting rehearsal of the ef-
ferts made by the Overseas Dominions
to co-operate with the Mother Coun-
try against the enemy, both in Europe
and in the outlying sections of the
Empire, was given by Hon. Lewis
Harcourt, Colonial Secretary, at a
meeting organized by the Victoria
League. Starting with Canada,®Har-
court sketched in detail the contribu-
tons of men and war materials as well
as a long list of ailmentary, monetary
and medical contributions. Referring
to.the' Canadians troops the Colonial
Secrétary said it was'an open secret
that some were already at the front,
the rest were straining at the leash to
join them. He ventured the predic-
tion that the - period of probation
would net last much longer. The part
played by Australia, New Zealand,
South Africa and Newfoundland re-
.ceived equally unstinted praise.

GAZELLE TORPEDOED.
COPENHAGEN, To-day.

Despatches confirm the reports
that the German cruiser Gazelle was
torpedoed by a Russian submarine in
the Baltic and taken to Sasnitz in a
sinking ‘condition.

Smallpox on
Belgian Ship.

PUTS IN TO LAND PATIENT.

The Belgian ojl tanker Tiflis, Capt.
Sybor, 12 days out from Bilboa, Spain,
bound to New York in water ballast,
put into port this forenoon to land a
member of her crew, who has small-
pox, The name of the pzatient who
has the disease is Geronimo Androver,
aged 24, a, native of Belgium, who
was engaged as a sailor on board and
who joined the ship at Bilboa. Three
days after leaving there Androver
showed symptoms of smallpox and was
at once isolated from the rest of the
crow. To-day  the steamer was an-
chored on the gquarantine grounds and
boarded by Dr. Campbell, Quarantine
Officer, who examined the patient,
whose complaint is of a serious type,
and arranged for his admittance to the
Signal Hill Hospital, where he will be
transferred this afternoon. The ship
will be disinfected later. No other
cases were found. The patient refer-
red to was the only man on board
who was not vaccinated.

The crew .of the Tiflis are all na-
tives of Belgium and most of them
sustained losses in the recent invas-
ion of Belgium by the Germans, not-*
ably Capt. Sybor, who was the victim
of a heavy loss of property. The Tiflis
was never here before. She was built
in 1900 and is 2783 tons ,gross and
1845 net.

More Wholesale

Egypt.

By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Siwash.”

Egypt is an African country con-
gisting largely of the right-of-way of
the river Nile.

If there was no Nile river there
would be no Egypt. At least the coun-
try would not be distinguishable from
the rest of the Sahara desert which
consists of 1,000,000 parts sand, one
part of fleas and a trace of water.

The Nile arises in the dark thorax
ol Africa and wanders north 4,000
miles into the Mediterranean. Its hab-
its are much like those of the Missis-
sipi river but much more regular.
Each Juné, the Nile rises and over-
flows the land on either side; It then
subsides and behaves itself with un-
failing docility while the Egyptian
comes down out of the date palms and
house tops and raises a thundering
big erop on the lucky bottoms.

If the Mississippi could control its
habits it would be justly beloved as is
the Nile. For six thousand years the
Nile has been spoken of by the Egyp-
tians with. great affection, while the
Arkansas farmer who has gotten up at
midnight to escape a rise in the Mis-
sizsippi which wasn't on the calendar
mentions it and the Repuhblican party
in the same breath.

Egypt has 400,000. square miles, but
only 13,000 of these are worth' culti-
vating. However, this little strip of
land, a little larger than Massachu-
supports 10,000,000 people —
thcugh nect as well -as the paupers in
the Massachusetts - poor-house are
supported.

Egypt is chiefly distinguizhed for its
pyramids and .its age. Its pyramids
are the largest structures ever erected
by man, but are out of date and use-
less, having no ventilation or eleva-
tors. They were built 4,000 years ago,
a time when Egypt was already up-
wards of 3,000 years old and still go-
ing strong. Six thousand years ago
this country was the greatest nation
on earth, but it didn’t live up to its
opportunities. It buried its dead kings
in tombs of granite as large as a Ne-
braska mountain, and kept its living
taxpayers in mud huts. This caused
the said - taxpayers to deteriorate se
rapidly, that for the Iast two thousand
years they haven’'t amounted to much.
England has run the country of late
and the most interesting things in it
are the neatly preserved remains of its
old families who died -off before Rome
got into swaddling clothes.
A great ’many nations
and grew in the old days but their
kings' always made the mistake of
thinking that they were the only in-
habitants who needed any support and
the population in consequence died off,
very inconsiderately, and left wsaid
kings in an awkward and ridiculous
position. Nothing is more embarras-
sing than to be a great king with-
out any papulation among the royal
assets.

One cannot forecast anything of the
action of the Navy in the year that
began vesterday with a disaster, but
one may profitably look back at what
the Navy has achieved since the war
commenced, and take account of the
position, which it has established for
us as we enter upon the New Year.

Ferhaps it is unnecessary  to dwell
upon the cardinal fact that it has
maintained for us command of com-
munications at sea. It has enabled
the army to cross to the Continent, to
change its base as required, and to re-
ceive reinforcements and additions
and every imaginable kind of military
equipments, armaments and stores
punctually and regularly; it has fur-
nished a guard for Dominion and In-
dian troops coming from distant parts
of the world, and it has given a se-
curity to our floating commerce and
supplies such as never existed in war
b'ofore. All like things it has denied
to the enemy. That, in general, has
been the achievement of the Navy.

There has been no great battle, but
that is becguse the German fleet has
not ventured to leave its bases. All
that it has done has been to send a
few big cruisers to bombard open
towns, using speed to come and speed
to go, like the thieves who break
through and steal.

In the- Mediterranean the Goeben
escaped us, but Admiral Tl'o'uhridge
was in inferiority which would not
have justified him in entering an en-
gagement.

In the Pacific, Admiral Cradock’s
squadron .~ was destroyed, but ven-
geance came, and the destroyer exisis
no-more. We do not know what in=
structions the gallant officer received,
and.,we..cannot” say. how\it happened
that he became engaged with such in-
ferior force on his side.

The Germans have.now at sea only
& few fugitive cruisers, whose days
are certainly numbered. As to the
German colonial| possessions, they
have nearly all been captured, and
German East and West Africa must
sooner or later be reduced.

The best way of cleaning greasy
mess tins and “dixies,” where hot
water is not available, is to rub them
well with mud or a clod of turf. This
absorbs the grease and the tins can be
ringed in cold water.
If it is raining, do not touch the
walls of your tent or the water will
come through. If your tent should
leak, draw your fingers from ,ethe
place of leakage down the “flies” to
the ground and the rain will then run
harmlessly to earth. Slacken the guy
ropes of your tent in wet weather.
Blind discipline is the discipline
that carries regiments through. Don’t
criticise orders given to you. Carry
them out and don’t argue—it's only
waste of time. You will - have plenty
of scope for brain work when carry-
ing out the order. Remember orders
are issued by men who know more
about the game than you do. If you
get what appears to be a rottem or-’
der, carry it out 3s though it were the
best one in the world. The man who

BELGIUM RELIEF SHIP IN HALI-

BUDGET FROM LONDON.

LONDON, Jan. 27.

11 their object, and that the Germans
sufféered heavy losses.

The Germans, on the other hand,
while admitting their attack on the
Pritish on the north side of the canal
was unsuccessful, say that on the
south side of the waterway their ef-
forts resulted in complete success,
ond that the British attempts to re-
conquer these trenches was repulsed
with heavy losses.

These attacks were followed by a
heavy bombardment by the British

I.a Bassee, which, according to re-
ports from Bolougne, one big German
gun was completely destroyed while
the Getrmans were prevented from
&etting the second heavy gun in posi-
tion. This was on Saturday.

On Monday the Germans made their

cttacks, and some of the hardest
fighting of the campaign took place
The hospital at Bethune was shelled
by the Germans and the wounded
kad to be removed to Bolougne. -

There also has been heavy fighting
east and west of Craonne, m the Ar-
gonne and Alsace.

The Russians are making anoéther
effort to advance in East Prussia,
while in Poland there has been ¢
slackening in fighting ‘on both sides
for the moment. '

north of the Lower Vistula, while
Austro-Germans are making prepara-
tions to meet the Russian -advance

Annual Meeling.

The annual meeting of the Board
of Trade was held yesterday after-
noon, Mr. J. S. Munn presiding. Pre-
sent were Hons. J. Harvey, W. C.
Job, Jas. Ryan, J. Harris, M. G. Win-
ter, J. Anderson; Messrs. J. Hender-
son, J. Browning, A. McDougall, J. J.
McKay, R. B. Job, F. Moore, G. Hutch-
ings, C. P. Ayre, R. F. Horwood, H.
E. Cowan, Ju C. Marshall, E. A.
Bowring, R. Winter, H. J. Earle, W.
G. Gosling and P. H. Hudson. The
minutes of the last meeting were
read and confirmed after which the
account of receipts and expenditure
were read. The adoptionl of 'the re-
port was moved by the President,
seconded by Hon. J. Harvey and 'car-
ried. The quéstion of bait, and the
establishment of some system where-
by the Bank and Shore fishermen can
rely upon a bait supply, evoked some
discussion. -“With reference to this
question, Hon. J.-Harvey pointed out
that the firm of Harvey & Co. had
recently erected a freezer at Rose
Blanche principaplly for the use of
the banking schconers, in which they
were interested. It was rather pe-
culiar to note that while the codfish
were at hand no bait could be secured
and frozen squid had to be imported
from Gloucester. The matter. of
steam trawlers was also discussed at
length. It appears that two will be
sent out by Patten and Forsey, of
Grand Bank. While the enferprise of
the: firm is commendable, it was
feared that steam trawling may de-
velop a business that may be preju-
dicial to the best interests of the col-
ony. The example might be followed
by trawlers from elsewhere, but at
present there appears to be no reme-
dy in sight. With regard to the mat-
ter of freights it was shown that the
rates are now. about double the nor-
mal figure. The rates between St.
John's ‘and Italy, via New York, are
now $7.50 for each cask of fish, which
is unusually high. Hon. J. Harvey
showed that the increase was be-
tween New York and Italy, as the
Red Cross Line had not altered their
rates on this end. The different items
of the report created much discussion
in which the principal speakers were
Messrs. Harvey, McDougall, McKay,
Gosling, Anderson, Moore. The elec-
tion of officers for the ensuing year
resulted as follows:
