South of St. Mihiel 
we repulsed a strong enemy recon- 
noitering party which attempted to 
capture one of our small posts to the 
east of Bislee. In Lorraine we sur­
prised a German patrol which had 
crossed the Seille in the neighbor­
hood of Lanfroicourt to southeast of 
Nomeny, and made fourteen prisoners. 
During a squall on the day before 
yesterday, about twenty of our cap­
tive balloons broke off their moor­
ings. Some were carried away to­
wards the German lines and others 
toward French lines. Most of the oc­
cupants ware able to land in our 
lines by using their parachutes. 
There is no news from those who were 
caried away into the enemy zone.

NIVELLE SUCCEEDS PETAIN.
PARIS, May 7.

General Robert, Nivelle has been 
appointed to direct local operations at 
Verdun. He will succeed General Pé­
tain, who has been promoted to Com- 
mader-in-Chief of the .Central Army, 
sector between Soissons and Verdun.

MAKES THE SUPREME SACRIFICE.

Dear Mr. Editor,—Allow me to place 
on record the death on March 20th of 
one of our noble boys, Enoch B. Adey, 
of Marystown, T.B., from wounds re­
ceived on the battle front in France. 
Enoch was the son of Mr J. P. Adey 
and at the opening bf the war he, with 
his brother Edgar, was working in 
Canada. Both enlisted in the Second 
Canadian Division. Enoch was listed 
as private soldier, 5th Can. Infantry, 
25th Battalion, and was serving his 
fourteenth month in the service and 
his eighth month on active service in 
Flanders. He had been through many 
hard scraps in dangerous positions 
while serving through the cold and 
rainy winter months, and had come 
successfully through it all until the 
evening of March 7th. With part of 
his unit he had been working for a 
few hours behind the front line of 
trenches and just as the work was 
finished he was shot through the hack, 
receiving a fatal wound. As soon as 
possible he was removed to a base 
hospital, but he could not be saved 
and died, on the morning of March 
20th. iRje «-brother Edgar, serving on 
tine staff of tlie Canadian Field Ar­
tillery, 5th Brigade, was with him at 
the end to cheer and comfort him, and 
on the 21st he was buried with mili­
tary honors, wrapped in the flag for 
which he had died. The loss to the 
father, brother and little sister who 
remain is indeed great, but they arc 
comforted in knowing that he died a 
noble death for Country and Justice. 
“Greater love can no man have than 
this, that a man lay down his ljfe for 
his friends.” He was a favourite in 
his unit, was well liked by his offi­
cers and had a clean conduct sheet. 
To such noble boys, many of whom 
have paid the supreme sacrifice, wc 
to-day owe our liberty. Let us cher­
ish their names in our memories and 
show our appreciation of their sac­
rifice by finishing tile glorious work 
they have begun.—Cor.

ZEPPELIN L-7 DESTROYED.

Galatea and Phaeton 
her destruction was completed by a 
British submarine commanded by 
Lieut.

BERLIN AND THE AMERICAN NOTE 

- BERLIN, May 7.
The utter lack of excitment on the

Berlin, with which publication of the 
German note to the United States was 
received, was in strong contrast with 
the great interest, shown everywhere 
when the American note to Germany 
was published April 22. After the 
first flurry, at noon to-day, when ex­
tra editions of the papers appeared 
with the text of the note, the city re­
sumed its usual calm.

- The news this morning
3 of the commutation of
S of the sentence of death
Sk of Countess Georgina

Markovicz and on four
men who had been tried by court- 
martial for taking up arms and fight­
ing against the Crown in support of 
an Irish Republic, which had been 
declared to be in existence shows that 
clemency is taking the place of stern 
justice, now that the Sinn Fein rising 
has been put down. It is a wise act 
of statesmanship to let mercy season 
justice, although the circumstances 
would warrant the sternest of meas­
ures. Clemency in a conqueror who 
has established .his supremacy is al­
ways a desirable trait and rarely fails 
to be more effective in making it pos­
sible to live down an ebullition of the 
kind in question. Reckoned in the 
most sordid light, it is a course which 
will pay in the future. Considered in 
the light of humanity, the effect ' of 
commuting the deatli penalty passed 
on Countess Markovicz will have 
a more trqnquilizing effect on those 
tainted with the Sinn Fein revolt than 
her execution could possibly exert. 
Farther it affords a marked contrast 
to the way a German court-martial 
dealt with Nurse Cavell, for a much 
less heinous offence. In the one 
case there was overt rebellion, actual 
fighting against the forces of the 
Sovereign and within the confines of 
the realm, in which Countess Marko- 
vecz took part, and in which she was 
a leader; and in the other the charge 
was merely connivance at the es­
cape of fellow-countrymen. It is 
much better that the British should 
sustain a reputation for humanity, 
clemency and mercy than any attempt 
should be made to rival even in a 
slight degree the Hun-like ferocity of 
the German Government.

Soon after the war began lie return- I 
ed to Ireland, where .he displayed I 
great activity in his leadership of the 
Irish Volunteers. He was open in hu 
opposition to war, but even his bit­
terest detractors were totally unpre- 
pared for the startling announcement 
condc .nlng him which came through 
the nlerlin wireless service on No- 
vember 22, 1914. This was the news 
that he had been received at the Get- ! 
man Foreign Office.

Berlin told the world Sir Roger 
had gone to tlie German Foreign Of­
fice with the plaint that it was noised 
abroad in Ireland that if Germany 
triumphed over Great Britain the 
Green Isle would be devastated by 
invading Teutons. The Acting Sec­
retary of the Foreign Office, by order 
of the Imperial Chancellor, was re­
presented as declaring to Sir Roger 
that the German government utterly 
repudiated the intentions attributed to 
it. The Acting Secretary, Berlin said, 
assured Sir Roger that Germany had 
Ireland’s interests and prosperity I 
deeply at heart and implied that so­
licitude for Ireland’s welfare was one 
of the reasons for Germany engaging 
in war with England.

Sir Roger Casement.
The news of the capture of Sir 

Roger was received with satisfaction, 
mingled with regret at the termina­
tion of what previous to has alleged 
activities with the Germans had been 
a brilliant career, useful both to hu­
manity and his own country. That 
he should have engaged in such a 
madcap enterprise as the British-of­
ficial commupication gives as the rea­
son for his seizure is considered as 
lending color to the view held by his 
old friends here that he is mentally 
unbalanced.

It was reported recently that Sir 
Roger had applied for citizenship in 
Bavaria. Later came a report from a 
neutral country that he had been ar­
rested in Germany cn an unspecified 
charge.

Sir Roger Casement has many of 
the attributes of the American trait­
or Benedict Arnold. Before he fell 
from "grace he had won a place in 
the hearts of his countrymen and of 
all the people of Great Britain by 
bold and brave acts in the cause of 
liberty and humanity. But, as with 
Arnold, the very brilliancy of his pre­
vious achievements only aggravated 
and made more heinous the crime of 
his disloyalty.

Born in Ireland in September, 1864, 
he passed his youth in obscurity, but 
early showed an aptitude for diplo­
matic service. Beginning in 1896, he 
was successively consul at Lorenzo 
Marques and for the Portuguese pos­
sessions in West Africa south of the 
Gulf of Guinea. Afterwar# he was 
consul in the Gaboon and from 1898 to 
1905 in the Congo Free State. He 
was consul in Santos in 1906, and 
was appointed consul to Hayti and 
San Domingo in 1907 but did not quali­
fy. He was consul at Para, Peru, in 
1908 and 1909. From 1909 to 1913 he 
was Consul General at'Rio Janeiro. 
He was created a Knight in 1911. 
Thereafter he became the leader of 
the separatist party in Ireland.

Suppresses Atrocities in Congo.
His work in suppressing atrocities 

in the Congo Free State and in the 
Putomayo district in Peru constitute 
the brightest chapters in his career. 
At the risk of his life he effectually 
ended the brutal practice of scourging 
natives employed in the rubber trade, 

for this he received the commen­
dation of the entire civilized world.

SiJ’ Roger was in the United States 
the summer of 1914, a few weeks 

before the European war began. He 
made speeches in many cities for 
home rule in Ireland. Then he sud- 

assumed the role of leader in 
a movement which had been started 
in Ireland a few months before to 
organize an Irish national volunteer 
force to uphold the authority of the 
crown and government of Ireland. 
The movement was similar to the Ul­
ster force which Sir Edward Carson 
organized.

Sir Roger was ih Philadelphia in

, killed and many wounded near Dub­
lin in a riot following the seizure by

LORD R. CECIL’S REPLY TO GER.
MANTHARGES.

LONDON. To-day.
Lord Robert Cecil, Minister of War 

Trade and Parliamentary Under Sec­
retary of Foreign Affairs, in a state­
ment given the Associated Press, deals 
with charges against Britain and Ger­
many’s avowed desire for peace as 
contained in the German reply to the 
Note of the United States on the sub­
marine warfare. After recalling the 
inhuman practise of Germany through 
the employment of subs., zeppelins, 
poisoned high explosives, Lord Robert 
on the issue of peace says: “Of Ger­
man peace overtures if such they are 
to be called, I will say little. It was 
only last December their Chancellor 
declared we believe it to be in our 
interests to attribute falsely to them 
peace proposals, yet the German Gov­
ernment nows says that twice within 
the last few months Germany an- 

, nounced before the world her readi­
ness to make peace which is truth. It 
may be that the Germans want peace. 
If so it is because they fear defeat- 
It may be only that they want to ap­
pear peaceful. For us it matters not. 
Our attitude, at any rate, fis unchang­
ed. We drew our sword unwillingly. 
We shall sheathe it gladly, but we 
should be untrue to our trust, we 
should be betraying civilization if we 
abandoned our task until we have re­
established in Europe the supremacy 
of law and the sanctity of treaties 
and the right of all nations, great and 
small, to live their lives and fulfil 
their destinies free from the intoler­
able menace of Prussian militarism. 
This statement is the defence of Brit­
ish blockade on the sea.” In refer­
ence to the German claim of a British 
intention to starve millions of wromen 
and children and who by their suffer­
ing will force the victorious armies 
of the Central Powers into ignominous 
capitulation, Lord Robert quotes the 
remarks of the German Chancellor 
last month in the Reichstag in which 
a declaration was made that Germany 
had sufficient food for all with a sur­
plus, and which concluded: “We have 
not run short of anything in the past, 
nor shall we run short of anything 
in the future.” Statements by Prince 
Bismark and Count Caprivi dealing 
with the rights of belligerents to cut 
off the food supplies of any enemy 
also are contained in the communi­
cation as a defence of the British 
stand. The communication also gives 
the history of the subs campaign, 
citing the sinking of various ships 
and repeats the German order of Feb. 
15, declaring a submarine blockade 
about the British Isles and says the 
measures taken by Britain against 
German trade have not cost a single 
human life.

OFFICIAL FIGURES NOT ISSUED.
DUBLIN, To-day.

No official figures lias yet been is­
sued of deaths of civilians in the re­
cent revolt, but 160 have already been 
accounted for, 112 males, 20 females, 
28 unindentified Lists still are still in­
complete because it is known that 
many dead have not been registered 
and any place is open to public in­
spection. Reports of missing are com­
ing coming in from every district. 
The question of compensation for 
losses sustained by traders during the 
revolt is causing much heartburning. 
Under British law the government is 
now liable to much losses in Ireland 
and Scotland, but strong feeling pre­
vails that the Government ought to 
make an exception of this case, and 
formulate a scheme for compensation. 
The Irish Chamber of Commerce and 
Council desire to place on record their 
considered opinion that the outbreaks 
would have been impossible but for 
gross and unpardonable laxity and 
long continued maladministration of 
the Irish Govt. The Council there­
fore consider that funds are necessary 
for restoring buildings and property, 
of unoffending citizens destroyed in 
the rebellion should be provided by 
the Imperial Treasury without delay.

WASHINGTON’S DECISION AWAIT­
ED.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
President Wilson and Secretary of 

State Lansing conferred late last 
night at the White House on the sit­
uation confronting the United States 
on the result of the latest German 
note, regarding the conduct of sub­
marine warfare. While Lansing said 
later that no final decision had been 
reached, it is understood the course 
to be pursued probably will be known 
to-day or Tuesday.

HARCOURT SUCUEEHS BIRKELL.
DUBLIN, To-day.

It is reported here that Lewis Har­
court, First Commissioner of Works, 
has been appointed to succeed Augus­
tine Birrell as Chief Secretary for 
Ireland. A party of about a thousand 
prisoners left Dublin last night for 
England, they were mostly from coun­
try districts. This is the last day un­
der General Maxwell’s order for Sinn 
Féiners and Irish Volunteers to hand 
arms and ammunition. Saturday was 
the noteworthy anniversary of the 
assassiation of Lord Frederick Caven­
dish, Chief Secretary of Ireland, Thos. 
H. Burke, Under Secretary, at Phoen­
ix Park, which occurred May C, 1882.

CHALMERS SUCCEEDS NATHAN.
LONDON, To-day.

Sir Robert Chalmers, Governor of 
Ceylon since 1913, has been appointed 
to succeed Sir Matthew Nathan, Un­
der Secretary for Iseland. Sir Mat­
thew resigned simultaneously with 
Agustine Birrfil, Chief Secretary for 
Ireland, who relinquished his post last 
week shortly after the appeared Irish 
uprising was Well under control.

SUNK BY GERMAN SUB.
RIO JANEIRO, Brazil, To-day.

The Minister of Foreign Affairs re­
ceived a telegram from the Brazilian 
Minister in London, announcing the 
crew of the Brazilian steamer Rio 
Branco, sunk last week, presumably 
off the English coast, confirm the an­
nouncement that the vessel was tor- 
pedied by a German sub. A despatch 
from Rio Janeiro on May 4, stated 
official telegrams received there an­
nounced the Rio Branco had been sent 
to the bottom by a torpedo.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.
LONDON, To-day.

What seemingly is a great offensive 
with its objective to capture Verdun 
has been launched by the Germans, 
northeast and northwest of the fort­
ress. In both sectors gains for the 
Germans are chronicled in the latest 
French official communication. In 
the former sectors between Haudro 
mont wood and Douamount the 
French first line of trenches over 
nearly a third of a mile were entered 
by the Germans, while northwest of 
Verdun and east of Hill 304 they 
penetrated the underground passage 
ways of the French, except near Hill 
304. However the entire attack which 
was thrown against the sector be­
tween Hill 304 and Le Mort Homme 
was repulsed with serious lossess to 
the Germans. A similar fate befell 
the attacking forces northeast, except 
in the region of Haudromont wood 
On both sides the attacks were deliv­
ered after heavy preparatory bom­
bardments. Aside from these attacks 
only bombardments have been in pro­
gress on the line of France and Bel­
gium. Artillery action have been ex­
tremely heavy in Woevre at the foot 
of Meuse Hill, region east of Verdun. 
The Russian torpedo boats have in­
effectually shelled German positions 
on the northern coast of Courland, ac­
cording to Berlin. In Galicia along 
the lower Stripa River the Russians 
made another advance against the 
Teutons, while in the Caucasus region 
the Turkish attacks in the Black Sea 
were repulsed. The Turks who had 
been contesting the advance of the 
Russians towards Bagdad in Serinal- 
kerinde region have retreated hastily

Doubts U Boats Get 
the Range By Air.

Washington, April 27.—Submarine 
experts of the United States navy are 
interested in reports which recently 
have come from Europe that German 
submarines are now equipped with 
devices enabling them to locate their 
prey by ear, using underwater sound 
disks insntead of periscopes.

If the Germans have actually per­
fected a system by which they can 
dispense with periscopes,” said a high 
officer of the navy department to­
day, “they have made a tremendous 
stride in undersea warfare and have 
about reached the ideal from a sub­
marine standpoint.

“I am satisfied, however, that they 
have not perfected a disk that can 
take the place of a periscope. In all 
probability this story refers to the 
use of Fessenden disks for the loca­
tion of other craft in the water, but 
not for actually securing the range.

Fesseflden disks, which are carried 
on virtually ail our submarines and 
other classes of ships, can be used for 
underwater signalling from ship to 
ship, in the fog, supplementing the 
wireless ,and it is possible to tune 
them so that they will detect the 
sound of submarine motors at a dis­
tance of one, two, three or sometimes 
four miles.

When it comes to a . question of 
firing from underneath’ the water, 
with the disks as the sole rangefinders 

believe the report ’is exaggerated. 
So far as we are advised there are no 
disks that can actually detect the dis 
tance of a ship and the speed which 
she is making. With torpedoes cost­
ing $5,000 apiece I cannot conceive of 

submarine commander firing away 
in a general direction at a ship which 
he knows is somewhere in the neigh­
borhood.

Khaki Gaps
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Missionary Service 
at Cochrane St. Church.

Yesterday was observed as Mission­
ary Sunday in Cochrane St. Church. 
The Rev. C. A. Whitemarsh, M.A., con­
ducted the opening exercises at the 
service of the morning, the Rev. Dr. 
Curtis being the preacher, who took 
as‘his theme, Paul’s wonderful mes 
sage and heart to heart talk with the 
Ephesians which had ttie genuine 
ring of the true missionary spirit 
with it, based on the text found in 
Acts 20th Chap, verse 24.

The report was presented by Mr. Ar­
thur Mews, who spoke of the work 
hci:ig done by the General Mission 
Board and its claim on the generos­
ity of our people. Newfoundland con­
tribute last year for missions $16,597 
not including $1,406 raised by the 
Women's Missionary Society whose 
work Mr. Mews complimented and 
paid a splendid tribute to their de­
votion for the mission cause. After a 
solo rendered by Mrs. Farndale, 
the Chairman introduced the speaker 
of the evening, the Rev. J. S. Suther­
land. M.A., of the Presbyterian Church 
who after congratulating the officials 
and others on the splendid new school 
building, proceeded with his address 
basing his remarks on the ‘‘Hand of 
God in modern missions." The speak­
er reviewed the history of missions 
down through the ages and contrasted 
the work being done at the present 
time and that of years ago. This is 
no time for apathy and indifference 
on the part of the Christian Church. 
The Church must he aroused to its 
opportunity. God’s interest in men is 
intense, all must have a knowledge of 
the truth, and carry out the principles 
and precepts of Jesus Christ. There 
must be a constant development and 
growth of the missionary cause on 
the part of the people in our Chris­
tian Churches. The glad evangel of 
the Gospel must be proclaimed, then 
we can expect as a result a better 
world and a better people. Mr.
