WHAT need is there to describe 

Grassmere? Who does not know it, 
with its half dozen rustic houses, 
handful of farms, Irregular cluster of 
cottages, old, time-eaten church, rot­
ting pillory and rusty stocks ;' its 
bright, silver stream, tall, regal trees, 
green robed valleys and heather 
covered hills ; and, lastly, its ancient, 
stately hall and moss-grown rectory?

has issued further orders designed to 
check the needless consumption of 
foods. It becomes effective on Feb. 
1st. After that date it is illegal to 
manufacture any form of chocolates 
retailed at a price exceeding three­
pence an ounce or any other sweet­
meats exceeding two pence an ounce. 
The use of sugar or chocolate for ex>- 
ternal covering of cakes, pastry, etc., 
is forbidden. During 1917 no manu­
facturer will be allowed to use for 
confectionery fifteen per cent, of the 
amount of sugar used by him for such 
purpose in 1915. Feeding of wheat to 
animals is prohibited in order to dis­
courage the raising of pheasants 
which are destructive to crops. Feed­
ing of them with grain which can be 
used as food is illegal. The export 
of oats from Ireland is prohibited ex­
cept under license in order to con-

Millërs are now required to extract 
from wheat seventy-six per cent, of 
flour. The new order requires that 
eighty-one per cent, shall be extract­
ed either by further milling of wheat 
or by the addition of flour derived 
from barley, maize, rice or oats.

ZEPPELIN ALARM.

PARIS, Jan. 12.
A Zeppelin alarm which was found­

ed here last night was as it turned 
out due not to Zeppelins but to air­
planes. As soon as the warning was 
receivéd the city was plunged into 
darkness and the street cars stopped. 
There was little excitement, and few 
pedestrians had the curiosity to leave 
tlieir fireside to see what was happen­
ing. The British army is continuing 
day by day to pound the German lines 
although there has been no distinctly 
spectacular action recently. •

The New War Loans
We pay our correspond­
ent "Patriot" the compli­
ment of recommending 
that his letter, which we 

publish to-day, be read In conjunction 
with the report of the British Prime 
Minister’s speech at the Guildhall. 
Huge war loans have become of such 
frequent occurrence that their an­
nouncement seems now to arouse lit-, 
tie interest save among regular in­
vestors: they have never aroused the 
slightest here. There has been much 
glib talk of utilising the whole re­
sources of the Empire, and it is now 
known in the remotest corner of it 
that those resources consist of more 
than men to line trenches. “Men, mu­
nitions and money.” We have given 
and are giving men. We are sending 
over a few shells, but more is hardly 
expected of us. What money are we 
giving? If we except the voluntary 
subscriptions to Red Cross, Aeroplane 
and other special funds, which stand 
on a separate basis and as to which, 
our efforts have been' splendid as far 
as they have gone, is it incorrect to 
answer, none at all? It is all very 
Well to speak of ourselves as a small 
and far from wealthy community, but 
what would be said if some quarter 
of a million of the subjects of the 
British Isles took the same stand, had 
no appeal of this nature addressed 
to them or seemed not to be expected 
to respond to. it in like measure to 
their fellow subjects? And this is not 
a fanciful point of view as long as we 
insist on talking of the unity of the 
British Empire.

This particular matter is one within 
the province of our Government, which 
has been completely neglectful of its 
duty from the beginning. War loans 
arc the Jirst means of financing the 
war and are initiated by the Imperial 
Government. Naturally it exercises no 
influence over the Colonies in this 
respect, but it may be said to delegate 
its influence to the Colonial Govern­
ments. Our own has made no effort 
not merely to popularise this very- 
sound and profitable form of invest­
ment but even to make its existence 
and nature known to the people. The 
terms of the issues should be publish­
ed broadcast; our banks and other 
financial machinery should be utilised 
to encourage and collect subscriptions. 
This latest loan comes at a time and 
is of such nature as to distinguish it 
from its predecessors. It has been ap­
propriately named the “Victory" loan. 
“Every well-directed cheque properly 
loaded and timed,” says Mr. Lloyd 
George, “is a more formidable weapon 
of destruction than twelve-inch 
shells.” It is a weapon which New­
foundland can supply as well as any 
other part of the Empire. It is not 
like other contributions. Britain asks 
us to give our men; she merely wants 
us to lend Our money. She will pay 
no less than 514 per cent, interest in 
return. That payment is guaranteed 
by the British Government; it has the 
Wealth of the Empire behind it. 
“Patriot” refers to the regrettable 
lingering among so many of our peo­
ple of the Impression created by the 
bank failures of 1884 and their, re­
luctance to deal with their ready 
money. It is- indeed time that this 
superstition were laid. The same peo­
ple risk yearly, and often lose, their 
money and labour in fishery and oth­
er ventures, yet are fearful of disturb­
ing the gold they have accumulated 
and permit It to lie Idle. There Is 
here an opportunity of utilising it to 
the benefit' of themselves and the great 
cause, with the absolute assurance 
that every dollar will be returned and 
handsomely increased. “The big loan 
now will win the war. Let no money 
be squandered on- luxuries or indul­
gence. . . . The more we get the surer 
will be our victory and the shorter 
will .be the war. The more we get the 
smaller will be the

There Is not likely to be

and we can all preserve our wits. The 
latest German note appears tb be a 
pitiable composition. It is merely 
the street boy argument, “You’re 
another!” It seems to be principally 
abuse of England. The world will 
read with some amusement an indict­
ment which depends upon such 
counts as the “fate” of the Irish peo­
ple, and of the Boer Republic (repre­
sented, we presume, in the persons of 
Redmond and Botha), violation of the 
Declaration of London, and so on. 
But the “piece de resistance" is the 
truly amazing defence of the outrage 
upon Belgium. That country, and 
the Allies who supported her, were en­
tirely in the wrong in blocking Ger­
many's “right of way" through her 
territory, and she deserved all she got. 
This frank and unblushing repudiation 
to the world of the elementary rights 
of neutral nations, the claim of their 
duty of non-resistance to neighbour­
ing bullies who wish to make use of 
that easement, will not improve Ger­
many’s case at the bar. It is without 
doubt the most extraordinary preten­
sion that this extraordinary nation 
has yet advanced.

Sejman Drowned.
FAMILY LEFT DESTITUTE.

At noon yesterday, Hon. J. C. CrOs- 
bie received a cable from Capt. David 
Robinson, of the schr". Clutha, stating, 
that.lie had arrived at Pernambuco 
after a very stormy passage, and that 
seaman Sylvester Cane had been 
washed overboard and drowned on 
the night of Nov. 27th, the day on 
which the Clutha left this port. No 
further particulars have been re­
ceived. It will be, remembered that 
on the afternoon of the date men­
tioned a heavy gale sprang up and it 
is supposed that poor Cane lost his 
life in an attempt to shorten sail or In 
performing some other hazardous 
work. Immediately àfter receipt of 
the message, Mr. Crosbie communica­
ted the happening to the Rev. Fr. 
Conway, who broke the sad news to 
the widow of the deceased, who occu­
pies à flat in a tenement house at 17 
Holdsworth Street. Mrs. Cane, on 
receipt of the terrible news, broke 
into bitter sobs, and with her six lit­
tle fatherless children gathered 
around her the scene can more easily 
be imagined than described. At the 
best of times the small monthly earn­
ings of the father were only sufficient 
to supply the means whereby the fam­
ily could exist, as is evident by the 
fact that they were ^compelled to live 
in a two room flat consisting of a bed­
room and a living room. Of the six 
children the eldest Is 16 and • the 
youngest 4 years old. The former is 
a messenger boy and a 14-year-old 
daughter Is now in hospital undergo­
ing medical treatment. Shortly be­
fore Christmas there were seven in 
the family, but the oldest, a girl of 18 
died from the effects of a lingering 
illness. Seaman Sylvester Cane was 
45 years of age and followed the sea 
tor upwards of twenty years. To the 
bereaved famjly general sympathy 
will be expressed, in which the Tele­
gram joins.

Killed in Action.
The Bowring family Is well repre­

sented in this great war and the first 
member of it to have fallen is Capt. 
C. $. Bowring, who was killed in ac­
tion with a Canadian Regiment on 
December 29th last. Deceased is ' a 
first cousin of Mr. Eric A. Bowring, of 
this city. News has also reached the 
city that Fred Burchell, better known 
here as “Fritz," was killed in action 
in France on Thursday last. He was 
a Sergeant with the Canadian Artil­
lery. He was a son of Mr. Burchell, 
one time Government Engineer here, 
and a first cousin of Mrs. Dr. Dung­
eon.

All About a Pair
of Rubbers.

Business has been exceptionally 
slack at the Magistrate’s Court lately 
and the only thing to engage its at­
tention this morning was an absent 
pair of rubbers. An outport volunteer 
summoned a city shoemaker for the 
recovery of a pair of rubbers. The 
plaintiff claimed he gave the rubbers 
on board a schooner to the defendant 
to repair, while the latter was equally 
certain that he never received the 

in treasure rubbrs. The merits and demerits of 
plther side were not discussed and the 
case was postponed till Tuesday next.

The gift of the Messrs. Harvey & 
Co. to the city is very opportune, and 
may be looked upon as the beginning 
of something practical in the housing 
problem, which for such a long while 
has been discussed. But there is al­
ways a reward for patience, and many 
of our best comforts come to us from 
perseverance and waiting.

It is, however, high time that we 
got to work and made a move In this 
direction, and when once the ball is 
started it may be kept rolling. The 
city really needs more workingmen’s 
houses, but to discuss ' the . question 
further would be vain repetition. The 
only thing that is now necessary is 
legislation, and this will in all prob­
ability be enacted at the next session 
of the Legislature. This legislation 
implies the passing of the Charter, in 
which the rules and regulations gov­
erning the erection and construction 
of workingmen’s houses are fully set 
forth.

As to the passing of the full Char­
ter this season there is still some 
doubt, but there should not be any 
doubt whatever for this section of it. 
A special Act would meet the case 
and make it lawful for the City Coun­
cil to undertake the work. At present 
the Council has not the power to raise 
a loan for such a purpose, nor to 
erect such a class of houses. If it 
possessed such power it would ere this 
have moved in the matter. Sometimes 
this question is asked the Councillors, 
and some citizens seem to wonder 
why the matter has been so long neg­
lected. But all the Councillors are 
willing and ready to act, and the 
Mayor is only waiting the authority 
to proceed.

Therefore the project now awaits 
the House cf Assembly. When the 
House will meet may not be generally 
known, but it is hoped that when it 
does meet, and the Charter comes up 
for debate, whatever turn things may 
take, there will be unanimity in pass­
ing such measures as will authorize 
the Council to set the machinery of 
the housing problem in motion.- This 
Is not too much to expect. The ques­
tion _is worthy the very best that our. 
legislators can do for it; and as they 
all profess to be there for the coun­

try’s good, there Is room for great 
expectations. We expect to see diver­
sity of opinion over some sections of 
the Charter before it is passed, but as 
the housing problem is one that meets 
the general approval of our people, it 
is not likely that, any very serious 
obstacles will be placed in the way 
of this feature of the Charter.

At the same time we are conscious 
that for party purposes even a good 
measure Is sometimes defeated, and 
rather than let an opponent win, the 
good must suffer with the bad. New­
foundland has suffered from this cus­
tom in the past, nor was it possible 
to be otherwise under the extreme 
party spirit by which our politics 
has been dominated. In this respect 
the majority of us have failed, and It 
is just as well to be frank about the 
matter and to acknowledge our error. 
We have been party blinded, and 
sometimes party intoxicated.

But we think the people are seeing 
their mistake somewhat, and it may 
not be too much to hope that the poli­
ticians also are seeing it, and that 
they are about to adopt a better way, 
and to display a nobler spirit. The 
present is a time when the best is 
required of every man, and when the 
people as a whole ate doing their 
best; therefore it is only reasonable 
to suppose that upon such an import­
ant question as is here dealt with, 
our rulers will rise to the occasion 
and do their duty.

A common feeling of citizenship 
demands that the best be done, and 
that it be done at an early date; for 
next to that love of country, which 
we call patriotism, comes that love 
of citÿ, which comprises true citizen­
ship. We therefore confide our case 
to the gentlemen who have It in hand. 
They consist of the Citizens’ Commit­
tee, and the Select Committee, and 
finally the Legislature, and we hope 
that by wise counsel and high ideals, 
and a keen sense of the situation, they 
will enact the necessary laws for 
which the Mayor has so arduously 
worked, and for which he Is so zeal­
ously waiting, and by so doing they 
will enable him to caffy out his plans 
and re-model at least a part of St. 
John’s.

MORE EXPLOSIONS.
NEW YORK, Jan. 12.

TI1E WEEKLY NATION.
LONDON, Jan. 12.

The Weekly Nation discussing 
briefly the Entente reply to President 
Wilson, remarks that “this Is the first 
time all the Entente Allies have for­
mal !y Committed themselves to the 
approval of the League of Nations for 
ensuring peace.” It considers the 
expulsion of the Turks from Europe a 
drastic penalty, but the .people of the 
United States, who have taken a 
special and honourable Interest in 
the wrongs of .Armenia, .will hardly 
think it excessive. Referring to the 
address of Ambassador Gerard at Ber­
lin, thq Nation thinks the incident has 
been much exaggerated but that it is, 
nevertheless, disquieting, because it 
suggests that in the Ambassador’s 
mind there is a chance that the pre­
sent relatively moderate Government 
of Germany may fall. This figures as 
a real possibility.

The Accident at Grand 
Falls.

Shortly after 7 o’clock on Tuesday 
morning, a fatal accident happened 
at the Acid Tower, causing the in­
stant death of one of the workmen, 
Richayd Rendell, of Bishop’s Falls.

$15.00. At this figure most of the 
goods changed hands, and in some 
cases fancy stock brought up to $16.50., 
The remainder of the spring catch 
which has been offering in the trade 
is quoted on the general basis of from 
$12.00 to $13.00. The quality of the 
new fish is not as fancy as that of a 
year ago, and it is a general opinion 
among herring factors that the qual­
ity of the fish for the entire season 
will not' show the same excellence as 
that of last year, and therefore priçés 
are not expected to reach a higher 
leved than $18 at the outside. There 
is little demand for stocks now held dti 
store.—N. Y. Fishing Gazette.

There is still more talk of peace 
than narrative of war, and' the sum­
mary of the week’s operations is a 
short one. In Roumania thé Ger­
mans have carried their successes an 
important and dangerous step further; 
there are signs of a quite new British 
and Russian campaign against Tur­
key in Agia; and on the West front 
there have been minor events of no 
very preat moment; beyond this little 
has happened.

Voti Mackensen seems to have bro­
ken down the Russian lines before, 
thpugh not on, the Sereth. These 
lines ran from Focsaui in the west 
to Braila in the east: both places have 
been taken. The logical results of 
this enemy victory have followed. The 
Russians hâve fallen back upon the 
riyor itself and the Germans are now 
attacking Galatz. They seem bent up­
on nothing less than an invasion of 
Bessarabia, for the position they have 
already won is amply satisfactory fpr 
further defensive purposes. If this Jig 
their project, it is an ambitious one. 
Eithçr the Sereth or the Danube 
(Galatz marks their junction) will 
have to be forced. The former is a 
formidable obstacle and will be 
strongly defended by the Russians ; 
the latter is still worse, being, from 
Galatz to the Black Sea; nothing but 
a chain of marshes and great lakes. 
We read that the Bulgarians have al- 

i ready encountered this difficulty. So 
far Galatz is being merely bombarded. 
This the Germans can easily do with 
their large guns: it will he another 
matter to occupy it. A glance at the 
map will show how strong a natural 
barrier ,tlie line of the two rivers 
presents to their advance. If it ia 
passed there would seem to be no lim­
its to what the enemy can do in this 
region. But it has yet to be passed, 
and unless this is done from Dobrud- 
ja (an exceedingly unlikely evetlt) 
the Pruth will still remain to be cross­
ed before Russian territory is reach­

es strong as arms. The successful 
disaffection of the Arabs last summer 
must not be forgotten. If no other 
object* is gained, Britain and Russia 
have it in their power to keep Turkey 
so thoroughly busy at home that she 
will be unable to interfere in the more 
important campaign that will open 
with the spring in the Balkans.

A good deal was heard last week of 
a new Russian offensive at Riga, 
which claimed a good measure of suc­
cess, but the last few days have made 
no mention of it. The attack was 
made in the Tirul Marsh region west 
of Riga, taking advantage of the froz­
en ground. The recent silence con­
cerning the operations seems to mark 
them as less important than they at 
first appeared. On the west front the 
weather still precludes, and will for 
some time, anything like a continua­
tion of the Somme offensive, but the 
Allies are far from idle there. In the 
absence of the regular attacks, trench 
raids continue to be carried out and 
the artillery fire, maintained as in­
tensely as possible. A few days ago 
successful raids'were carried out on 
the Ancre, near Beaumont Hamel and 
Grandcourt. It was in this region 
that the last distinct advance of the 
British was made; they were com-

bably unintentional, or make a griev­
ance out of. He who looks for griev­
ances will always find them.

Won Battles.

London Chronicle: Weather, which 
has been hampering the operations of 
our armies, has in all times influenced 
the course of battles.

At Crecy, 
for instance, the “great rain,” which 
Froissart records, rendered useless 
the bowstrings of the Genoese arch­
ers, but the English bows, being kept 
in cases, were not affected. At Plas- 
sey,. too, a heavy shower of rain dam­
aged the enemy’s powder to such an 
extent that his fire slackened, and 
Clive was enabled to avenge the mas­
sacre of the Black Hole. Bad wea­
ther materially contributed to the 
failure of Napoleon's ' expedition 
against Russia ; and the Austrians, in 
their retreat at Solferino, were saved 
from annihilation by a hurricane so 
fierce that, according to the “Moni­
teur” of that day, “nothing could any 
longer be distinguished on the field of 
battle."

The Fly Swatter ia a murderous 
implement which is fast making life 
for the domestic house-fly as precar­
ious as descending a wet clay hill 
without chains on.

WILSON’S ATTITUDE UNKNOWN, 

WASHINGTON, To-Day.
The attitude of President Wilson to­

ward the replies of the warring na­
tions to his suggestion that opportu­
nity be given for comparing their 
peace terms remained undetermined 
to-night. The official expressed opin­
ion of the problem facing the Presi­
dent is, however, to reconcile the con­
flicting attitudes of the Central Pow­
ers and the Entente Allies on the 
question of comparing terms.

I

WAR REVIEW.
LONDON, To-Day.

While Berlin asserts that infantry 
engagements are in progress north of 
the River Ancre in France, the Brit­
ish official communication dismisses 
the situation in that area by merely 
reporting the capture of an addition­
al small number of prisoners, appar­
ently the result of a pgtrol raid. Ber­
lin credits the British with two at­
tacks in this sector, and adds that 
fighting there continues. The British 
have been successful in raids north of 
Arras, and the French have captured 
prisoners in a sortie in the Vosges. 
In the Oituz Valley in Moldavia the 
Austro-Germans continue to advance 
against the Russians and Roumanians, 
while in the Suchitza Valley they re­
pulsed attacks by the Russians. Rou­
manian troops attacked the Austro- 
Germans in Kassitta Valley and drove 
them back more than a mile, Petro- 
grad states. The forces of Field Mar­
shal von Mackensen, while apparent­
ly inactive around Fokshani, are re- 

, ported to be progressing between 
Braila and Galatz. The Russians have 
been pushed back further toward thé 
Sereth and the town of Laburtea has 
been taken. Around Riga on thé 
northern end of the eastern front 
fighting has apparently died down to 
isolated attacks. Neither Petrograd 
nor Berliii in their latest statements 
record any great activity in this re­
gion. A Turkish official report of 
January 11th says a British cruiser 
of the Juno type, measuring 5,600 tons, 
was sunk by Turkish gunfire during 
an attack on the Island of Kastelorizo, 
in the Eastern Mediterranean. This 
report may refer to the British bat­
tleship Cornwallis, or the British sea­
plane carrier Benmy-Chree, reported 
lost oy the British Admiralty on 
Thursday.

EXTRAORDINARY PERSPICACITY 
OF THE DUTCH, 

LONDON, To-day.
A despatch from Amsterdam says 

the Dutch are convinced that peace is 
no nearer now than it ever was. After 
having read the notes of the Allies to 
Wilson, and of Germany to neutrals, 
it is idle to deny that the Dutch re­
gard both sides as out to force con­
quest. The despatch says that all the 
Dutch papers recognize that the atti­
tudes of the two groups exclude an 
early peace. The Socialist paper Volk 
says the framers of the Allies pro­
gramme can scarcely believe their de­
mand will be realized.

Les Dareey as Seen 
From a Different 

Standpoint,

Les Darcy, of Australia 
I have seen Les Darcy, of Australia. 

I saw him in a Broadway restaurant. 
He was with Tex Rickard. He was 
laughing and smiling at the men and 
women who make the place gay. 
Everybody was pointing him out. 
“There’s Darcy!” they' were saying, 
"the great Australian Fighter!"

I didn’t go over and meet him. He 
looks like a pleasant sort of fellow, 
a good-natured boy, who has the phy­
sique that would seem to indicate 
great prize ring possibilities.

I didn’t met Darcy, because as I 
watched him there rose up before me 
another picture, far different from 
the one he made. It was the picture 
of another man, an Australian. His 
name was Anthony Wilding, and he 
was the greatest tennis player in the 
world until he went to his death in 

JJhe great war beyond.
All I could think of as I looked at 

Darcy was Wilding lying dead. Wild­
ing of Australia, a gentleman of edu­
cation and refinement, doing work 
that meant something in the cause of 
civilization, and withal one of the 
world’s greatest athletes, answered 
the call of his country and was kill­
ed. The newspapers ran accounts of 
his death. Glowing eulogies were 
printed. But the death of Wilding 
did not begin to create the furore that 
the arrival of Darcy has, and Darcy 
lias run away, not from military ser­
vice, for there is no conscription in 
Australia yet, but from the possibility 
of being forced to make the sacrifice 
that Wilding made voluntarily.

Must Be No Heroics.

There is no great reason to censure 
Darcy for -not enlisting as lorfg as 
there fs not conscription in Australia. 
Even his running away might be Con­
doned in a measure, for he is very 
young and may have been poorly ad­
vised. There is every reason in the 
world to censure the attempt to make 
a heroic figure of him. If this is suf­
fered to be done, it is ifldeed a sad 
comentary on the spirit of the Ameri­
can people.

Hundreds of thousands of Germans, 
Frenchmen, Englishmen, Russians, 
Italians, Canadians, Australians, 
Irishmen and Bulgarians lie dead on 
the battlefields of Europe or are in 
the trenches—men of brains, great 
artists, literary men, men from the 
ranks of business, lawyers, doctors, 
engineers, every type of professional 
man known. Darcy is a young man 
whose contribution to the advance­
ment of civilization is ability to fight 
in a roped ring. His profession is 
supposed to be fighting, and he would 
not even stay in his own country and 
obey a law made necessary by a great 
war in which hie fellow Australians 
are fighting. And some would make 
him a hero!

It is said now that Darcy will go in­
to vaudeville. He is not even going 
to fight in the ring for a while.

Murder Charge
Against Austrian

An Austrian, who answers to a 
name resembling Mikal Ofitichuk, was 
arrested this morning on a warrant 
issued by Stipendiary Campbell, 
charging him with assault occasioning 
actual bodily harm upon the person of 
a fellow countryman named George 
Lomisk. The arrest was made by 
Detective C. W. Edwards and the ac­
cused lodged in jail. Lomisk, the in­
jured man, was subsequently taken 
to the city hospital where he passed 
away about one o’clock. Shortly 
after this hour the wife of the dead 
man lodged information before Sti­
pendiary Hearn against Ofitichuk 
charging murder and process was 
forthwith issued. It is alleged the 
wound inflicted caused a fracture at 
the base of the skull. Several other 
defendants are alleged to be impli- 
'cated and warrants have been issued. 
An inquest will be held before Coron­
er Townsend to-morrdw morning.— 
Sydney Record, Jan. 8th.

zLoss of the "Roma”
Was Torpedoed, Without Warning, In 

Mediterranean—Hair-Breath Escape 
and Perilous Experience of Crew 
—German Submarine Fired Twenty- 
Five Shells at Helpless Craft—Mate 
Struck by Pleee of Shell.
That the fiendish Huns should fire 

on a helpless 99 ton craft, without 
giving the slightest warning and with 
utter disregard for six human lives on 
board, is within the radius of belief, 
but that a German submarine cruelly 
continued a volley of 25 shells on the 
smitten craft seems, almost incredible. 
It is nevertheless true, and the occur­
rence Is vouched for by the crew of 
the schooner Roma, which was tor­
pedoed and sunk in the Mediterranean 
i: t long since.

The shipwrecked seamen reached 
here Thursday night and their names 
—the posts they occupied on the Ill- 
fated schooner, and where they be­
longed, are as follows:—

STORY OF THE VOYAGE.

The Roma, owned by Messrs. Baine 
Johnstone & Co., for which firm she 
took a cargo of dry codfish, left here 
on October 4th last for Gibraltar for 
orders. Favored by suitable winds, a 
quick passage was made and the 
"rock” was reached eighteen days lat­
er. Orders were received there to go 
to Naples and while en route the Ro­
ma was twice held up by two French 
patrol ships (auxiliary cruisers) and 
after the schooner’s documents were 
scrutinized she was allowed to pro­
ceed. The run to Naples was made 
in 13 days.

HOW SHE MET HER FATE.

After discharging her fish cargo at 
Naples, the Roma left for St. John’s 
in ballast on November 28th. While 
coming down the Mediterranean Capt. 
Lawrie was constantly on the qui vive 
expecting at any moment to be ap­
proached by a submarine, but never 
dreamt of sharing in such inhuman 
treatment as was meted out to him­
self and associates from the infamous 
Huns. All went well until six o’clock 
on the morning of November 30th or 
42 hours after leaving Naples. The 
schooner’s position then was 150 miles 
W. S. W. of Naples. There was a fair­
ly heavy sea on and a stiff breeze 
blowing, but the Roma was making 
good headway. Suddenly a thunder­
ous noise was heard. It was the 
bursting of bomb shells over their 
heads and meant the presence of a 
sub. somewhere In the immediate 
vicinity. Those on the Roma became 
somewhat alarmed, but no injury was 
suffered up to that time. The sub. 
had fired three shots in quick succes­
sion and missed. When the dense 
smoke cleared away a bit the under­
water craft was seen from the Roma’s 
deck 3 miles away emerging to the 
surface. A moment later the fourth 
shot irças fired, striking the schooner 
forward on the starboard side above 
the water line.

PIRATICAL CONDUCT.
The crew of the Roma then started 

to launch a lifeboat and while lower­
ing It in the water a fifth shell struck 
the forward part of the vessel carry­
ing away the bulwarks; the deck 
caught fire and the mainsail fell. 
Pieces of shell and woodwork flew in 
all directions around the crew and the 
wonder is that someone was not killed. 
Unfortunately, Mate Hynes, who was 
at the tackle at the bow of the life­
boat, was struck%y a piece of shell In 
the left hand, battering to pulp an 
index finger., He suffered much pain, 
as there was no treatment for his 
wound, but he had to make the best 
of it and prepare to undergo another 
terrible ordeal with the rest of his 
shipmates. When the Roma’s crew 
were getting into the boat they were 
seen by the submarine, which was 
then only about a mile and a half 
away and as they rowed away from 
their disabled craft another shell was 
fired at the Roma’s stern. The Huns 
continued their piratical conduct, fir­
ing 25 shells altogether, until they 
riddled the schooner so that she sank.
THRILLING EXPERIENCE IN LIFE. 

BOAT.
It can scarcely be imagined the 

hardship and exposure these poor 
shipwrecked seamen went through, 
suffice It to say that they were adrift 
at the mercy ot the waves for thirty 
hours with not a mouthful of fresh 
water to quench their thirst and with 
only a half bag of hard bread to exist 
on, that being all they had time to 
take In their emergency. To make 
matters worse the wind freshened 
from the south east, accompanied by a 
heavy swell and It started to rain in 
torrents. The boat was knocked 
about like a cork by the stormy bil­
lows. They had no compass aboard 
and the boat was kept in the direction 
the waves were surging. The men 
kept rowing with might and main in 
turn, but their efforts were dampened 
by the fact that the boat was filling 
with water, caused by the sprays go­
ing over it and there was no bucket

or can of any kind to keep it out. 
This had the effect of making the ship­
wrecked men feel despondent, but 
Seaman Tucker soon overcame the 
difficulty by using his oil hat as a 
bailer. Looking in the distance the 
crew observed the submarine cruising 
about for an hour or so where the 
Roma went down, and lay down in 
their little craft, fearing the pirates 
would resume their- frightfulness. 
Those on the sub. evidently could not 
see the boat owing to the heavy swell 
in the sea. A few moments later the 
underwater boat disappeared, evident­
ly submerging. As night gradually 
came on the fugitives began to show 
signs of fatigue, particularly the 
Captain, Mate and Cook. They were 
sparsely clad and suffered more from 
exposure than the other seamen, who, 
fortunately, had oilskins on them and 
consequently did not mind the rain 
storm much. They did not reach the 
land till the following evening when

they were taken ashore at Arbatax, 
in Sardinia, in an advanced state of 
exhaustion. The next day , Capt. 
Lawrie on consultation with a chart 
found that they had covered 68 miles 
in the open boat.

TREATED HOSPITABLY,,
At Arbatax they were met by Italian 

soldiers, none of whom could speak 
English. Through code signs they 
became aware of the circumstances of 
the distressed seamen, who were given 
hot meals, warm beds to sleep in and 
other comforts. From there the sea­
men were sent to Cagliari, the Capital 
of Sardinia, where they were met by 
the British Consul named Enrico Perj 
kins to whom Capt. Lawrie gave a 
statement as to the destruction of the 
Roma. The Consul treated the strang­
ers with the utmost kindness, gave 
them clothing and in fact everything 
they needed. After a delay of 13 
hours at Cagliari the seamen took 
passage on an Italian troopship and 
27 hours afterwards arrived at Genoa 
in the night. They were immediately 
arrested there, as they had no pass­
ports to show, and kept in jail all 
night. During the night three of the 
seamen made their escape, but they 
were re-captured. The next morning 
they were brought before the Judge. 
Capt Lawrie showed his certificate 
and the Judge ordered the release of 
the men and gave them an ample 
apology for the mistake made.

Captain Lawrie and crew cannot 
speak too highly of the treatment ac­
corded them by the Italian people.

CAME THROUGH FRANCE.
From Genoa they were sent by the 

I British Consul en route to London

■over land through Italy and France, 
stopped off at Paris a few days and 
while there saw a batch of German 
prisoners at work on a French road. 
Mate Hynes who went to a Red Cross 
Hospital to get his hand dressed, 
learned that the Newfoundland sold­
iers were billetted four miles from 
Havre, but he could not get a chance 
to see them. That was on December 
11th. From France they crossed the 
English Channel to Southampton and 
thence went by train to London. 
There they were quartered in the Sea­
men’s Home where they remained a 
fortnight, were given all sorts of com­
forts and treated to the best in every 
way. They spent a very merry and 
enjoyable Christmas, all things con­
sidered. Nine other shipwrecked 
crews, the victims ot submarine at­
tacks, were met in the Sailors Home. 
All told the same story which was to 
the effect that they were fired at with­
out warning by the Infamous Hun. 
Before leaving London Mate Hynes 
underwent an operation on his hand 
and got the bones scraped. The Ro­
ma’s crew proceeded to Liverpool by 
train on December 26th and joined the 
C. P. R. Liner Missanabi for St. John, 
N. B„ arriving there on Sunday last. 
On the liner also were hundreds of 
wounded Canadian soldiers! At St. 
John the Roma’s crew were given 
their passages and came by I. C. R. 
train aqd S. S. Kyle to Port aux Bas­
ques, thence across country to the 
city, arriving here Thursday evening 
after an experience that will alway 
live in their memories.
