ress, Heligoland, been enabled to con­
vince myself of the strength and se­
curity of this front, too.

The farce is nearly end­
ed. But for the strutting 
actors, who insist on a 
last spouting to ?the gal­
lery, the curtain would 

already be rung down and the tired 
audience be allowed out for a breath 
of clean air. We need not dwell on 
the last scenes, laughable as they are: 
ridicule would die from sheer excess 
of indulgence. The sputterings in 
the House, the fiery denunciations, 
the original views of finance and law, 
the fastidious relevancy which dwelt 
upon every point but the one at is­
sue; in the Council the solemn array 
of Government voters, reinforced by 
the illustrious four, assembled for 
the final assault upon trenches 
which are found after all to be emp­
ty, the triumph of it all, the waving 
of the wooden sword—what a spect­
acle it is! Well might a foreign cynic 
speak of our Government as the 
trappings of an elephant on the 
back of a rat. But he did not know 
what a clever rat it could be, what 
amusing antics it could perform, to 
what impressive proportions it could 
swell up with self-importance, like 
the frog in the fable. Let us hope it 
does not share the frog’s fate. As 
the Premier thundered out in the 
popular forum, we could almost fan­
cy the world listening. Westminster 
shrinks into self-effacing insignifi­
cance beside the Colonial Building. 
Even Germany may yet hear of it and 
Potsdam shiver with apprehension of 
the effect upon the enlightened peo­
ple.

There was much oratory in the 
House yesterday. It consisted of the 
usual tirades against the merchants, 
the usual affectionate concern for the 
people and for the men at the front. 
This last from a Government which 
took three years to provide them with 
pensions, which refuses to support 
them now, which allows many of 
them, returning injured, to leave the 
country in search of employment, 
which fills the positions they should 
occupy with party lieelens, which a 
few days ago refused to remit the du­
ty on a couple of automobiles im­
ported for their benefit, adding to the 
refusal a gratuitous insult to the 
gentleman who offered them. The 
greater part of the empty rhetoric 
we need not notice. We do notice, 
however, that the Premier stated the 
Council proposed a tax on fish in lieu 
of that on profits. A deliberate un­
truth. The Council made no such 
proposal. Even in that respect the 
"refutation" of that idea by the Pre­
mier, that the tax would be paid by 
the fishermen, is, needless to say, 
found in no text book. The real ob­
jection to such a tax, much more con­
clusive than this imaginary one, will 
be found in any of them : it is simply 
that the cost of the fish to the for­
eigner would be increased and his 
consumption naturally diminished by 
an amount in proportion to the tax, 
to the consequent loss of this coun­
try. But we have ceased to expect 
any member of the Government to 
know anything about economic mat­
ters.

It is a pity the debate, if anything 
entirely one-sided can be so called, 
was not held in a court of law. If it 
had been, these florid orators would 
have been kept sharp'- to the point. 
There is only one to consider in the 
whole matter of the Profits Tax and 
the dispute between the two Houses. 
The objecting Councillors asked that 
interest be allowed on capital; the 
Government refused. There Is no 
question about anything else In the 
Act. Now the Premier is eloquent on 
the matter of precedent. What has 
precedent to say on this point? Sir 
Edward Morris says, "It (a similar 
Act) had been the law of Canada 
(with slight variation) for nearly 
three years.” We are glad his con­
science conceded the little parenthe­
sis: it is the “slight variation” that 
the Councillors asked, and nothing 
more. The English Act provides for 
tills allowance of interest on capital ; 
the French Act provides for it; the 
Italian Act provides for it; the Ameri­
can Act provides for it; the Canadian 
Act provides for it; the Newfound­
land Act does NOT provide for it. 
Further, it was deliberately taken out 
of the Newfoundland Act, for a delib­
erate purpose. We leave our readers 
to decide, on the ground of precedent, 
on whfch side justice lies. The Coun­
cil asked for a provision common to 
every one of these foreign Acts. It 
was the only single question in dis­
pute. But then, after all, what do 
they know of finance in England and 
America and these other little courr- 
tries comparable to the sagacity of 
our own expert financiers?

As for the Parliament Bill, there is

little we need say here. We must con­
gratulate the Government on the clov­
er manner in which they copied the 

I British Act. Here, at least, they were 
in their element. How skilfully they 
substituted "Legislative Council" for 
“House of Lords” and made other 
equally difficult adaptations! Why, 
even the punctuation appears to have 
been correctly reproduced! For our 
own part we regard with equanimity 
the reduction of our Upper House to a 
mere debating club. It tends to dimin­
ish legislation in the country, and it 
needs only a survey of recent legisla­
tion here to convince anyone that the 
less of it we have the better off we 
shall be. Those who take a deeper in­
terest in the matter, the Council or 
anyone else, have only to represent 
the whole affair to the British Secre­
tary of State to have the impudent en­
actment vetoed and annulled. As for 
the dummy Councillors, appointed for 
the purpose of making their own views 
of legislation of no importance or ef­
fect whatever, we would have sym­
pathy for them in the ridicule that 
must be their lot if they had not em­
braced it themselves. For one of them, 
at least, no contempt is too strong. 
No one despises a man for holding a 
contrary opinion, but we are justified 
in despising one who has allowed this 
breathless honour to convert him from 
a stout opponent into a warm advocate 
of the Bill that he has helped to make 
law.

AND HIS UNIFORM INSULTED.
A seaman named McManus, a figure 

well known in police circles for fight­
ing, was before court to-day for 
rowdyism and for assaulting and de­
stroying the uniform of a U. S. Navy 
man. The evidence of the prosecu­
tion was to the effect that McManus 
molested the navy man, a splendid 
type of physique, on Friday last, so­
liciting a fight. The navy man re­
fused and moved away, being chased 
by McManus, who struck him. The 
latter retaliated in fine shape and 
manly style. The one blow he gave 
McManus knocked him out. Then Mc­
Manus got his gang, known as the 
"dirty dozen,” and lay in ambush for 
the navy man, whom they set upon a 
few hours later, McManus butting him 
in the face and tearing his uniform 
in pieces, after which he was kicked 
about in the mud on New Gower 
Street. He was picked up in a help­
less condition and brought on board 
his ship. The defendant and his wit­
nesses, all sailors, testified that they 
were on board their schooner at the 
time the rough-handling was done. 
The American had civilians as wit­
nesses but did not know their names, 
as he was a stranger in this town. 
Judge Morris, who presided, held that, 
according to the evidence, an alibi 
had been established and that it was 
a case of mistaken identity. During 
the cross-examination of witnesses by 
the Supt. of Police some climaxes, in­
teresting to the large audience in 
court, were worked up when such 
questions and answers as these were 
heard: “How many times have you 
been in jail?” "What odds is it to 
you?” "How long is it since you 
were released from the Penitentiary?” 
“Mind your own business.”

McManus was also charged with 
assaulting another American seaman. 
This case was postponed.

BRILLIANT FRENCH VICTORY AT 
VERDUN.

PARIS, To-Day.
On the front north of Verdun our 

troops captured on both sides of the 
Meuse enemy defences on a front of 
eighteen kilometers and to a depth 
which reached two kilometers at cer­
tain points. On the left bank of the 
river we hold Avocourt Wood and 
two summits, Lemort Homme, Cer- 
beaux Wood and Cumieres. On the 
right bank we have occupied Talour- 
idge Camp, Campleuville, Hill 344, 
Mormont Farm and Hill 240, north of 
Louvemont. On the right our troops 
have advanced considerably in the 
Bois des Fessee and Bois de Haumer. 
The number of unwounded prisoners 
taken is more than 4,000. The Ger­
mans carried out violent counter at­
tacks in Avocourt Wood, and against 
Le Mort Homme and Hill 344, but our 
fire everywhere broke down their ef­
forts and inflicted heavy losses. Our 
aviators took a brilliant part in the 
battle, turning their machine guns at 
low range against the enemy concen­
trations and contributing to the re­
pulse of counter attacks. Our pilots 
brought down eleven German air­
planes on the battle front, while two 
other enemy machines were brought 
down by our special guns.

BRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, To-day.

A British official communication is­
sued this evening, follows: The ene­
my this morning endeavored to launch 
another counter attack against our 
new positions north of\ Epehy. His 
troops were observed as they were 
moving into position to assault and 
were dispersed by our artillery be­
fore the attack developed. Patrol en­
counters, in which we made some 
progress, took place throughout the 
day on the northwestern outskirts of 
Lens. A hostile raiding party en­
tered our lines early this morning, 
east of Armentieres; two of our men 
are missing. Yesterday hostile air­
craft worked in large formations well 
behind their own lines and endeavor­
ed unsuccessfully to hinder the work 
of our bombing, photographic and 
reconnaissance machines. Our 
bombing operations were continued. 
An enemy train was wrecked and 
much damage was caused to hostile 
airdromes, dumps and stations. The 
work in co-operation with our artil­
lery was carried out with good effect 
and many photographs were taken. 
In the air fighting two German air­
planes were downed; four others were 
driven down out of control and one 
other was shot down inside our lines.

A DAY FOR THE TANKS. 
BRITISH FRONT IN FRANCE 

AND BELGIUM, Aug. 20th, by the As­
sociated Press.—British tanks scored 
another triumph in the capture of im­
portant German positions yesterday 
morning in the neighbourhood of 
Ypres, Poelcapelle Road and North of 
St. Julien. It was a tank show almost 
from start to finish, and the infantry 
in this case played the part of super­
numeraries in support of the leading 
actors, while large numbers of the 
enemy troops added a final melodra­
matic touch by surrendering abjectly, 
or fleeing in terror as the heavy hero­
es lumbered onto the stage and reach­
ed for their shooting irons as record­
ed in the official communication. The 
British captured the German defence 
along a mile front to a depth of five 
hundred yards. Among the strong­
holds occupied were the famous tri­
angle Hiban and Cockoreft Farms, the 
sites of exceedingly strong concrete 
and steel machine gun redoubts which 
menaced the infantry advance. It was 
in the afternoon when the tanks lined 
up and waited for the signal to "Go 
over the top.” The British Artillery 
rendering no less chivalry to the 
tanks than to the infantry in the past, 
poured a preliminary stream of shells 
into the German lines then dropped 
a barrage ahead of the iron monitors, 
wkich started forward looking for all 
the world like dragons which had roll­
ed out of Hans Aanderson’s Concep­
tions into gray morning light that 
shrouded this battlefield and “Cock­
pit of Europe.” Behind them came in­
fantry ready for the cleaning up of the 
remaining enemy after the tanks ha;l 
finished their hunt but there was 
little for infantry to do except assem­
ble and care for the prisoners as the 
tanks progressed. There was hard 
fighting at several positions, such as 
the redoubts mentioned, but it was 
always brief. The tanks wheeled in­
to position, turned a heavy fire on the 
fortifications and the Germans wore 
either killed or surrendered. The 
German casualties were heavy. Great 
numbers of Germans were seen fleeing 
terror stricken as the tanks appeared 
in the distance and a considerable 
number threw down their arms and 
surrendered without offering any re­
sistance. The tanks cleared the 
whole territory desired and then trun­
dled back home. They suffered no 
damage and the casualties for the op­
eration totalled fifteen. This has been 
the most striking incident of the lat­
est fighting along this front. There 
have been intense artillery bombard­
ments and the air service on both 
sides have been unusually active. Last 
night the air was full of German and 
British planes which bombed their 
way into each others territory amidst 
pictuscesque but awesome flashes 
from breaking shrapnel and long 
white rays from searchlights. French 
engineers have encountered consider­
able difficulty amid the marshes into 
which the French have advanced on 
their left, but the work is proceed­
ing with marvellous rapidity.

Floating Bomb- 
Laden Net to Foil 

Submarines.
Drifting, explosive snare nets, 

streatched across the entrances to the 
North Sea or forming protected lanes 
across the Atlantic, have been pro­
posed as a means of defeating the 
German submarines, says the Sep­
tember Popular Mechanics in an il­
lustrated article. Tills comprehen­
sive scheme has been worked out in 
considerable detail and calls for care­
ful consideration because all of the 
materials with which these nets 
would be made can be had at once 
in great quantities. . . The
nets would be made of single-strand 
telephone wire, with 15 or 20-fL mesh­
es, and to them bombs would be at­
tached which would explode on being 
struck by a submarine. These bombs 
would be similar to hand grenades 
but more powerful. The nets would 
hang to a depth of about 200 feet, or 
below the depth to which a submarine 
can go. Oil barrels would serve as 
buoys. It is apparent that it would 
be a sorry day for the U-boat that 
tried to cut its way through one of 
these nets with any of the cutting de­
vices which the Germans are report­
ed to have devised and placed on the 
exterior of their submarines.

Unarmed Craft
Sinks Sub.

Captain and Crew Presented With 
$2,500 for their Deed.

London, Aug. 9—Another unarmed 
merchantman has sunk a submarine, 
but, because of the fate of Capt. Chas. 
Fryatt, of the British steamer Brus­
sels, who was executed in July, 1916, 
by the Germans for attempting to ram 
a submarine, the names of the cap­
tain and crew of the steamer and 
particulars concerning their achieve­
ments cannot be published.

The captain and crew of the vessel, 
however, have been presented with 
$2,500 by Sir Wm. J. Tatem, chairman 
of the Tatem Steam Navigation Co., 
for their deed.

Child Welfare Week 
Opened Yesterday.

At 3 o’clock yesterday afternoon 
Lady Davidson opened the Child Wel­
fare Exhibit at the Grenfell Hall, 
which is the beginning of a week’s 
campaign for the promotion and pro­
tection of young children and the im­
parting of information to young moth­
ers how best to care for their infant 
children. Lady Davidson, who deliv­
ered an impressive and highly in­
structive address, spoke on the need 
of educating the young mothers. Dr. 
Tait in reviewing the situation spoke 
from practical experience and showed 
that the high rate of infantile mor­
tality could be attributed to the lack 
of knowledge.

At 8.30 o’clock last night a public 
meeting was held in the Methodist 
College Hall, His Excellency the Gov­
ernor presiding. On the platform 
were a number of city clergymen of 
the different denominations, a number 
of ladies interested in the movement, 
members of both branches of the 
Legislature and the City Councillors. 
His Excellency expressed his deep in­
terest in the welfare of the children 
and thought that too much attention 
was paid to the departing period of 
our lives while the earlier days were 
somewhat neglected. Our duty is to 
rear the next generation to a higher 
plane than ourselves, to educate our 
young women as mothers and to guard 
them and their offspring. He believed, 
that maternity and nursing homes 
should be established where a young 
mother could be instructed as to the 
proper care of her children The con­
ditions under which the larger portion 
of our industrial /classes were com­
pelled to live were disgraceful. In 
the event of the establishing of such 
a home he thought the C. of E. Or­
phanage could be converted into most 
suitable establishment.

Mayor Gosling read a letter from 
His Grace the Archbishop expressing 
regret at his inability to attend and 
also his complete sympathy with the 
movement. He hoped the meeting 
would be the means of awakening in­
terest in this vitally important ques­
tion of public health. The Mayor 
pointed out that our death rate was 
out of all proportion to that of other 
countries. The existing state is dis­
graceful and a slur on our good name. 
It is remarkable that when the child 
is born it is in good health and does 
not commence to fall off till about 
three months of age. In view of the 
wonderful decrease in human life, re­
sulting from the war, this is the pro­
per time for us to become active in 
preserving our infant life. Figures 
obtained from Inspector O’Brien show­
ed that 369 houses unfit for habita­
tion were occupied by poor people in 
this city, and 2,000 without sanitary 
appliances. Many of our people live 
mainly in cellar tenements, away 
from fresh air and sunshine, where 
babies cannot be expected to thrive.

The nurses because of 
their training achieve better resitts 
than anyone else, bnt the main objdt 
of the work is prevention rather ttan 
cure. She is very hopeful of g>od 
results and hoped all steps posable 
towards the instruction of mothers 
would be taken.

Rev. Canon White thought that 
many difficulties in the way, praticu- 
larly indifference and ignorance, on 
the part of mothers would be over­
come by proper education. He deeply 
regretted the abnormally high death 
rate.

The Premier spoke on improving 
sanitary and everyday conditions of 
living and stated that many deaths 
arc blamed on the Almighty that the 
Board of Health should be respon­
sible for. He then moved a vote of 
thanks to His Excellency the Gover­
nor and Lady Davidson, which was 
seconded by Mr. A. McDougall and 
carried by acclamation.

The Child Welfare Exhibit will be 
open every day at the Grenfell Hall 
from 10 o’clock to noon and from 3 
to 6 p.m. daily.

“Though overwhelmed by the tre­
mendous weight and driving power 
of the enemy’s counter movement, the 
advanced British forces rose to the 
highest military traditions of their 
race, and made a series of heroic, and 
often scattered, stands. The. New­
foundland troops, who had proved 
their desperate valour on the Somme, 
had pushed to the farthest point of the 
preliminary advance in a most diffi­
cult part of the battle front. They 
were assailed liy two fresh German 
columns, possessing a great superi­
ority in numbers. Yet only some 
Newfoundland outposts were cut off. 
The main body of Newfoundlanders 
fell hack in orderly fashion, keeping 
off the German masses by means of 
skilful and dauntless rearguards of 
machine-gunners and riflemen.

A Few Points on
the Profit Tax.

WILL DISORGANIZE OUTPORT 
TRADE.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Last evening the curtain 

rang down upon one of the most dra­
matic scenes ever witnessed in the 
Halls of our local Legislature. To 
the man who has a spark of pat­
riotism in his make up and has fol­
lowed the careers of our public men 
for the past generation, it would have 
appeared better had the Upper House 
been legislated out of existence al­
together. It has certainly now be­
come the “dumping Chamber." One 
felt like wondering what were the 
feelings of the four new Councillors 
who had just taken the oath of office. 
The Business Profits Tax Bill has 
now become the law of the land. 
Whatever extra Revenue will be rais­
ed by this method will be paid, while 
the war lasts, by the merchants. The 
rich man who is not a merchant es­
capes scot free. The motor car of the 
wealthy joy riding lawyer or politi­
cian may continue to splash the poor 
pedestrian citizen witli mud, the mer­
chant will have to pay the taxes.

“Every person liable to taxation 
tinder this Act shall, on or before the 
first day of February in each year, 
without any notice or demand, deliver 
in duplicate to the Minister (of Fin­
ance ami Customs) a return in form 
B of the Schedule to this Act or in 
such other form as the Minister may 
prescribe covering each accounting 
period for which he is liable to taxa­
tion," etc., etc.

Outport business men who have 
hitherto thought that they were free 
and independent, and conducting their 
business according to their own 
methods, will now realize that they 
can no longer do so. Those who have 
hitherto not been able, through cir­
cumstances over which they have no 
control, to settle up their previous 
year's business before April will now 
have to do so in February. For in­
stance an outport business man usual­
ly has to visit St. John’s in January 
to make arrangements for salt and 
supplies the coming season. This trip 
generally takes from one to three 
weeks. Then he returns home and 
takes stock. After stock .taking is 
over he gets his traps, etc., mended for 
the next summer. Not until this is 
done does he make up his balance 
sheet and open his books for the cur­
rent year. Now all this has got to be 
altered. The outport merchant wiil 
have to take notice and govern him­
self accordingly.

The city merchant who buys in any­
where from one hundred and fifty to 
two hundred thousand qtls. of fish in 
November and December and does not 
get it all out of his stores until th
