Labor conditions in the United King-
dom, Mr. Lloyd George added, have
improved. Of the 3,600,000 men de-
mobilized, only 350,000 have not been
absorbed in industries. The national
debt, the Premier declared, has grown
from £651,000,000 to <£7,800,000,000.
Pensions cost the Government £100,-
000,000 yearly. Private expenditure
in the aggregate, the Premier said,
was more formidable than public ox-
penditure. One way of meeting the
increase in expenditure was to in-
crease production, but the output is
less in everything except agriculture.
The Premier declares that if the
country continues in the way in which
it is going, the adverse trade balance
would reach £1,000,000,000 compared
to £150,000,000 before the war. “We
cannot prosper,” Mr. Lloyd George
said, “we cannot even exist without
recovering and maintaining our in-
ternational trade. We must bring up
the trade balance, adding to our ex-
ports and lessening our imports.”
“The world is suffering from shell
shock on a big scale, but all of this
will pass away,” said Lloyd George.
One of the arguments in favor of re-
ducing the number of working hours,
the Premier said, was that the re-
duction in time would not mean a re-
duction in output. There has, he said,
been a substantial reduction in the
hours of labor, and it has been found
that the output has been reduced al-
most the same mathematical propor-
tion. Labor has made tremendous
gains during the last two or three
years, the Premier added, and these
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could not be maintained if production
did not increase. During the session
of the House there was introduced a
bill that represented an agreement
between employer and employees. The
bill calls for a 48-hour week and
what are considered living wages.

MOROCCAN BRIGANDS WAR-LIKE.

PARIS, Aug. 18.

Moroccan brigands, under command
of their leader Raesul, are reported
to have ambushed a Spanish force ac-
companying a food convoy between
the towns of St. Guedla and Egalia,
killing twelve soldiers and wounding
a number of others, four officers be-
ing among the casualties. The column,
however, succeeded in escaping. Rae-
sul is said to be organizing a vast en-
trenched camp between Tangiers and
Tetonan near Fondeck. Natives report
that an elaborate system of trenches
and blockhouses has been construct-
ed, all the works being modern in
character.

ANXIOUS ABOUT AIRPLANE.

PARIS, Aug. 17.

Anxiety is felt here over the lack of
news of the arrival of the giant air-
plane Goliath at Dakar. The airplane
was last reported on Saturday morn-
ing at 3.10 o’clock passing over Porte
Mienne, 300 miles from Dakar. At
that time the machine had accomplish-
ed the worst part of the journey from
Magadar to Dakar, having crossed
the Sahara.

BRITISH WOOL BOARD CRITICIZ-
ED.

MONTREAL, Aug. 18.

The Montreal Gazette says the op-
erations of the British Wool Board is
coming in for some share and strong
criticism by importers of woollen
textiles in Montreal. Any number of
these contend that their feelings of
resentment and even wonderment will
be reflected by the public in general
once the situation is understood, when
the continued high prices of articles
of woolert clothing are traced to their
responsible source. More than that,
it is put forward that the established

AFROPLANE MAKES FLIGHT.

The commercial possibilities of the
aeroplane have just been demonstra-
ted in a most striking manner by the
expedition of the H. V. Green Co., of
New York to Northern Labrador. The
company is a body of capitalists who
have recently begun to look to the
making of profits in the pulp indus-
try. Some months ago, as told by a
party who reached town recently,
they took over the steamer Granville,
which had been engaged on the mail
and passenger service between points
on the Bay of Fundy. She was a ship

of tug type, with accommodation for
about 20 passengers and carrying
capacity of 1,000 barrels. At Hali-
fax she was quickly converted to
meet the ideas of her nmew owners,
and with two aeroplanes and one
hydroplane on board as part of her
equipment, started for the north.
Battle Harbor was reached on July
20th, and as it was intended to sur-
vey newly acquired timber proper-
ties inland, the work of building an
aerodrome at William’s Harbor, some
21 miles north of there and behind
Fishing Ships’ Harbor, was begun.
This was abandoned when Mr. Not-
ley, a furrier and salmon fisher came
down the coast and stated a much
better site was available up the
Alexis River. The Granville left
Battle Harbor, and proceeding 28
miles up the river reached the new
drome, a stretch of sandy soil cover-
ed by turf, about a mile long and half
a mile wide. The place, which i
under water for perhaps half the year,
was much exposed to the weather,
and the first tents erected on it,
though the “pegs” were driven six
feet deep, were torn away by heavy
winds. Fortunately the flying ma-
chines were not damaged, and one
was quickly made ready for service.
In a few days it flew over some 2,500
square miles of the property allowing
photographs to be taken of the same,
and did, as calculated by the owners,
as much timber cruising as could be
accomplished in the ordinary way in
10 years. One of the conditions
against the foot traveller in the area
is the continual presence of mos-
quitoes, which were found to be of
the largest and most aggressive
type and proved most annoying,
though the members of the expedi-
tion were protected by specially de-
vised helmets. The expedition was
under direction of Capt. Daniel Owen,
a nahve of Annapolis, N.S., where he
was a lawyer before the war, but
went overseas with the Canadians,
lost an eye in action and for a time
was a prisoner in the hands of the
Germans. The party on board the
Granville, besides the regular crew,
consisted of about twenty and includ-
ed doctors, dentists, mill-site men,
five airplane pilots and wireless men,
the expedition having been fitted out
regardless of expense and with cvery
provision for success. Most of the
party were men who had seen war
service. The Granville has now re-
turned to New York and it is the'in-
tention of the Greene Co. to efect
pulp and sawmills on their far north-
ern property as soon as possible.
Paper mills may be considered later,
but in this regard the matter of ob-
taining skilled labor would be a seri-
ous problem. While coming south
the Granville met at Battle Harbor
the Seamen Paper Co. party, who had
left cruisers at Hamilton Inlet to
examine their properties and aiso a
“picture” man, who proposed going
inland to photograph the famous
Grand Falls. :

The battle of Vimero, fought Aug.
21, 1809, was on no great scale, but
jt is notable as the first noteworthy

victory gained in the Peninsula by

Wellington, who until then was
known only as an Indian general.
Sir Arthur Wellesley, as he then was,
did not even hold the chief command
of the British Expeditionary Force.
Two old generals—Sir Hew Dalrym-
ple and Sir Harry Burrard—ranked
him; and by the bungling of the
politicians (as often happens) they
were sent out one after the other, in
such a way that the command chang-
ed hands twice in quick succession.
Burrard, indeed, had arrived already,
when the French general, Junot,
suddenly attacked, and he had previ-
ously interfered to paralyze a pror

ising advance; but he did not int-

fere in the actual battle, which w._.
brought about by an unexpected at-
tack on the part of Junot. The en-
suing engagement was hotly con-
tested for a time, but ended in the
complete repulse of the French with
a loss of over 3,000, while the Brit-
ish casualties were but 750 all told.
In fact, there is no doubt that if the
success had been followed up, Lis-
bon must have fallen; but Burrard
again interposed to check pursuit,
and the chance was lost. Then
Dalrymple arrived, .and, on the
French offering to negotiate, he de-
cided to suspend operations. The

A Famous
British Admiral.

On August 19, 1711, Admiral Ed-
ward Boscawen was born, third son
of Hugh Boscawen, created first Vis-
count of Falmouth, whose descendant
is now the sixth of that title, and on

Friday and Saturday, August 17 and
18, 1859, this child of that first peer
defeated the French in Lagos Bay, off
the south-western extremity of Por-
tugal, and his son succeeded as the
third Viscount. Boscawen entered the
Royal Navy in 1726. In 1739 he help-
ed in South America to capture Porto
Bello from the Spaniards, and in 1741
in bombarding the French at Carth-
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.agena, at the south-east corner of
Spain. In 1747 he was wounded in
!the British defeat of the French off
Cape Finisterre? at the morthjwest
corner of Spain. That year he was
'appomted commander-in-chief on
land and sea in the East Indies, hut
in/ 1748 he failed to take from the
TDutch Pondicherry, in south-east
India. From 1751 he was Lord Com-
missioner of the Admiralty, was made
a Privy Councillor, was commander
.oif the North American coast, also in
the English Channel off Brest on the
north coast of France and in the Bay
of Biscay. While commanding the
Mediterranean Fleet he defeated the
French in Lagos Bay, whose Admiral,
De la Clde, lost both his legs and dizd
next day. Of the French ships, the
“Centaure” was wrecked after three
hours fighting, and its captain and
half its crew killed; the “Temeraire,”
and “Modeste” were taken and the

ashore and burned, the scattered rem- |
nants being driven into Cadiz. For
such eminent services Boscawen was
appointed General of Marines, with
£3,000 a year, but died on January 10,
1761, at Hatchland Park, in Surrey,
a residence which, in the words of his
epitaph, “he had just finished at the

Asquith Asked
Peace in 19177

Berlin, August 18.——H. H. Asquith,
the British Premier, launched a peace
feeler in August, 1917, according to a
letter written by Frau Frieda Perlen,
President of the Stuttgart branch of
the International Women’s League for
Peace and Freedom, to the Frieheit.
She quotes a letter she received at that
| time from Jonkheer J. O. Jong Van

Anti-military League, in which he in-
formed her that Mr. Asquith had ask-
ed him to put the direct question to
the German Chancellor, saying that a
“good answer would be of tremendous
importance.”

The letter to Frau Perlen said it
was thought that Mr. Asquith was
ready for an understanding if the
Reichstag should demonstrate it ruled
the situation and really possessed
power in Germany.

This point, it was said, would be
carried if the majority of the Reich-
stag should succeed in bringing out
an unequivocal statement regarding
Belgium. The letter begged her to do
| her utmost to induce the Reichstag
lto issue such a statement. Van Beek
said that the declaration of Dr. George
Michaelis, then German Imperial
Chancellor, relative to safeguarding
boundaries had, as he conceived it,
created an unfavorable impression
abroad and declared that he wanted
established whether the Reichstag
would not make clear the German
stand regarding Belgium. Frau Per-
len states that she took the letter to
members of the Reichstag, who pro-
mised to present the matter before
committees, but she adds: “The lead-
ing men of the Reichstag parties were

It was given out with
the idea of helping the newspaper
and, to a greater or less extent, its
purpose was achieved.

This has been changed. The govern-
ment has managed to grasp the
thoroughly " business proposition that
the proper object of advertising is to
help the advertiser. This principle
was applied in connection with the
loan campaigns, the advertising being
placed with regard only to the value

States, as well as in Canada, the gov-

Situation.

It is a pity that we are unable
to obtain here the full report of
the British Prime Minister’s im-
portant speech yesterday in the
House of Commons; but even
the very brief cabled summary
contains some striking senten-
ces, backed up by striking fig-
ures. Most of the forty billion
pounds which the war cost the
country was spent, he says, on
destruction. Longer and more
learned statements could not put
the case better. The war was
waste, sheer waste—waste of

_ material, waste of labour, waste
of precious human lives. Yet
the world which committed the
waste is continuing to commit
it; except that the present un-
necessary profligate extrava-
gance evident everywhere is far
more reprehensible and less ex-
cusable. There is only one thing,
broadly speaking, which from
an economic point of view has
offset the loss caused by this
waste, and that is the greatly
increased power of production
called into existence by the de-
mands of war, which again has
its set-off in the depleted ranks
of the workers and the hopeless

. disorganization of industry. We

isay “has offset,” and speak of
ithe “power” of production mere-
+dy, beeause with the advent of

i peace both terms have steadily

:Jost their application. The world
is able.to work, but for the pres-
ent at least is not willing. But
it is both willing and able to
spend, and it is spending with a
will. :

An end must come to it soon;
or the gloomy forebodings of
more than one economic pessi-
mist will be fulfilled. You can-
not eat your cake and have it.
Yet the world, particularly that
part of it which goes by, or has
appropriated, the name of Lab-
our, is not merely eating larger
slices of cake, but evincing the
greatest disinclination to bake
more. The desert traveller can
have a perfect orgy, if he wish-
es, with his last quart of water,
but there will be trouble ahead.
The spendthrift is a millionaire
as long as a dollar remains in
his pocket. The conditions pre-
vailing in England, to which the
English papers bear abundant
witness, are different only in de-
gree from those to be observed
in other countries, our own
among them. Yet it is most
likely that the remedy will only
come in the one inevitable way,
under the sharp spur of neces-
sity. For nothing is harder than
to persuade the average man, by
words alone, that he does not
stand alone; that even the pos-
session of an ample bank bal-
ance is no justification for ex-
travagance; that that extrava-
gance is the one thing that will
keep prices up and deplete the
bank balance with double rapid-
ity ; that the present prosperity
may in truth prove the last
crumb of cake or the last drop
of water, or a radiant bubble
that may be pricked at any mo-
ment; or that laying down tools
will inevitably bring him less in
the end, whatever temporary im-
provement in his fortunes it may
extort, than using them and ad-
ding to his own prosperity by
adding to the world’s.

LLOYD GEORGE’S SUMMING UP.

LONDON, Aug. 18.

In his speech in the House of Com-
mcns to-day, summing up, Premier
Lloyd George said we saw the coun-
try imperilled by under product
and proposed to deal therewith by
bringing the facts home to labor. By
dealing with the question of extend-
ed powers and minimum wage, and
giving workers a voice in control and
a share in the property of the indus-
try. Turning to the trade conditions,
Mr. Lloyd George said we must forget
pre-war ,conditionh and deal with ac-
tualities. He declared that he re-
garded the adverse American change
rate as in itself protection against
the importation of manufactured
goods. To deal with the vagaries
arising from the fluctuation in ex-
change, the Premier said, the Board
of Trade would be equipped with em-
ergency powers to check sudden and
undue importation of goods at prices
below the cost of production of goods
in Great Britain, but to the collapse
of exchange, the Premier said the
Government had declared, as an in-
terim policy, that import restrictions
should be removed on September 1.
With regard to protection against un-
fair competition, the Premier contin-
ued, there will remain obstacles to
imports in the shape of low exchange
rates and high freights. These will
remain because we have decided that
we cannot longer keep up exchange.
It is better we realized that it may
have the effect of raising prices of
food and raw material, especially
those from America. That is the re-
sult of under production and it i¢
needful that it should be brought
home to everyone, otherwise it will
never be cured. The Government
purposes to abandon the support of
exchange, except where support may
be necessary to prevent the cemplete
collapse of any important exchange
until our output increases.

Great Fight.

HOW WILDE WON—FIERCE EX-
CHANGES AND FINISH.

By Berkeley.

It took Jimmy Wilde twenty rounds
in which to beat “Pal” Moore at Olym-
pia last night, but the Welshman's
victory was clean cut in every way.

He was the greater artist at all
points of the game, but I think he
will be the first to admit that he has
never had a harder job. Moore start-
ed without confidence and it was not
until he had gone half a dazen rounds
that he appeared to recognize that he
had a chance with the “L‘le ‘Won-
der.”

I have never seen a more dramatic,
or exciting finish to a boxing contest.

Wilde, who by an unfortunate ac-
cident had his upper lip cut through
contact with Moore's head, was al-
most blinded by his own blood. Moore
gaw his opportunity and took it. He
hammered away at the little fellow
for all he was worth, and in the
eighteenth and nineteenth rounds it
looked as if “the pride of Wales” was
at last to meet the fate so long pre-
dicted for him, There is no “give” in
the constitution of Wilde, however,
He fought the last round like a ter-
rier, and when the gong sounded the
conclusion of the contest he had Moore
in an almost helpless state.

The men were half an hour late in
taking the ring, and as a result the
contest was not over until nearly mid-
night. General Pershing and his staff
arrived just as Wilde was bowing to
the acclamations of the crowd. The
little Welshman had a simply great
reception. I have never seen him in
better condition. He was well mus-
cled all over, and he smiled confident-
ly atall the friends surrounding him.
Moore also had an ovation, but he ap-
peared to be somewhat anxious and
overawed by his surroundings.

For the first four rounds Moore
showed no signs of the form which he
dieplayed later. Wilde pursued him
from the sounding of the bell, upper-
cut him, and jabbed him and hooked
him in a way that made the American
look almost like a novice,

Wilde had never been seen to bet-
ter advantage than he was in these
opening rounds. His boxing was per-
fect. He hardly missed a blow, and
it was no wonder that his opponent
was looking very anxious before the
conclusion of the third round.

Moore came up full of fight in the
gsixth round, and in this bout he had
clearly the advantage. He displayed
remarkable speed with his left hand,
hut when he tried to mix it he found
his master. Again the round ended
in a display of fistic fireworks with
the onlookers cheering for all they
were worth.

In the seventh and eighth rounds
Wilde boxed more carefully, but he
still kept on scoring. His work with
the left hand was beautiful, and by
this time Moore’s smiling face was
beginning to wear a rather damaged
appearance. In the ninth Wilde very
nearly brought Moore down with a
right-handed blow on the jaw, but
the American took his punishment
with great gameness and was fighting
back fiercely when the bell went.

Fought Like A Tiger.

It was in the tenth round that
Moore was cautioned for using the
open glove, and he was admonished
several times after that for the same
offence. Moore made a point of fin-
ishing up each round with an electric
burst, and as a consequence the in-
tervals were periods of excitement.

Wilde set about Moore in the fif-
teenth, but just as everybody was say-
ing that the end was not far off the
American retaliated, and fighting like
a tiger he had Wilde in rather a dil-
emma when the interval was called.

The sixteenth round was a
“scream” from start to finish. They
leapt at one another like fighting-
cocks, and never let off until the bell
]again called them to their corners.

It was just about here that Wilde
began to show signs of tiredness. He
was apparently much worried by the
cut on his lip, which bled profusely,
and a good deal of his speed had de-
parted. Moore seeing this, turned on
the steam, and in the eighteenth and
nineteenth rounds he certainly scored
the majority of points.

In the final bout we saw Wilde at
his best. Surely there was never
such an indomsitable spirit in any
human body. He was palpably fagg-
ed, yet instead of trying to avoid
trouble he sailed into Moore with
both hands in a way that simply made
the roof shake with the shouts of the
onlookers. When the timekeeper held
up his hand to indicate the finish the
yell that went up was simply appall-
ing.

About the verdict there cannot be
the slightest, possible doubt. Moore
was outboxed in at least 14 of the
20 rounds. He is undoubtedly a good
man, but he has no pretensions to
rank with Jimmy Wilde, who is the
boxing wonder of the age.

As he was being rushed along last
night Wilde managed to gasp out to
m\e, “T shall never give weight away
again.”

No fight in recent years has arous-
ed such enormous interest. Soon
after five o’clock the crowd began to
arrive—the men were not in the ring
until 10 o’clock—and when the boxers
appeared there were 15,000 spectators.

One of the vital questions which
occupied the attention of the Feder-
ation of Parent-Teacher Associa-
tions during the past year was that
of the growing evil of cigarette
smoking among very young boys.
Many discussions arose as to how
far the habit might prove injurious
and as to how to combat the prac-
tice. It was agreed that while men

:who had reached years of discretion
:cculd use their own judgment in the

matter where thsy themselves were
concerned, that all should combine to
influence the boys against using
cigarettes.
In this connection it is interesting
te discover a book on the subject by
Mr. Henry Ford, Detroit, Michigan,
whose opinion alone carries weight
with it. But the fact that he has
made extensive research study of
the subject and collected data from
scientific sources makes his work
even more valuable, The book is en-
titled “The Case Against the Little
White Slaver,” and is prefaced with
a letter from Thomas A. Edison, ac-
companied by his photograph. The
letter is indicative of the contents, a
straight statement of the injurious
effect of cigarettes and why—that
“The injurious agent in cigarettes
comes principally from the burning
paper wrapper. The substance
thereby formed is called ‘Acrolein.’
It has a violent action on the nerve
centres, producing degeneration of
the cells of the brain, which is quite
rapid among boys. Unlike most
narcotics, this degeneration is per-
mament and uncontrollable. I em-
ploy no person who smokes cigar-
ettes.—Yours, Thos.” A. Edison.”
The whole world is extra proof of
the injury caused by the “Little White
Slaver,” and in compiling it, Mr.
Ford has conferred a benefit on hu-
manity.—Vancouver Sun.

Korea a Second Belgium.

Alleged Atrocities by Japanese.

New York—That “Korea is another
Belgium on the world’s hands” is
the declaration contained /in a re-
port issued by the New Era Move-
ment of the Presbyterian Church in
America, which contains a long list
of allgeed atrocities by the Japan-
ese in Korea.

The report, which is given consid-
erable prominence in the morning’s
papers, quotes statements by Presby-
terian officials to the effect that hun-
dreds of Koreans who professed
Christianity were driven into the
churches at the point of the bayonet
by Japanese gendarmes and fired on
through the windows, the churches
then being set on fire and many of
those inside being burned to death.
This is alleged to have occurred at
Su-Chone and Tyung-Ju, in the pro-
vince of Pyeng-An-Oo, and it is alleg-
ed by the officials that instances “can
be duplicated by scores in other places
in Korea.”

The report further charges that men
were beaten to death and women sub-
jected to nearly every form of shame-
ful treatment, and contains a long de-
tailed account of the torture of a 19-
years-old boy, who, it is declared, lay
at the point of death in hospital for
more than a month before finally be-
ing sent to prison. It is explained in
the report that the information it con-
tains was conveyed to New York in
such a manner as to escape the Japan-
ese censorship.

Old Mines of
Western Nfld.

(By B. D. HALIBURTON, Port-au-
Port, Nfld., in Canadian Mining
Journal.

Newfoundlanders have so often
theard Newfoundland spoken of as one
of the richest mineral countries in the
world, yet undeveloped, that they us-
gally accept the statement as a mat-
ter of course; but they are appalling-
ly ignorant, as a whole, of any real
knowledge of the mineral possibilities
of this island. It is that lack of know-
ledge which induces our moneyed
men to invest rather in the mines of
other countries. They welcome the
pucress of any local venture, but they
have too iittle faith in our minerals to
back mining enterprises firancially
gnd to the want of capital, the unde-
veiopment of the country must be at-
tributed.

Tn this article I shall deal with
mines which lhave been ecxploited,
yrather than worked, on cne section of
the West Coast alone.

The possibilities of the oil areas on
the West Coast have nevar been real-
1y tested. About twenty vyears ago a
company, called “The Western 0il
Company,” was promoted in New |
Brunswick to develop these areas and
2 man, named Bell was given a con-
traet to bore, at Shoal Point, in Port
au Port Bay, on the north side of the
barbor of Picadilly. Oil was struck
at eight hundred feet and five or six
wells were sunk to that depth, the best
P 4 them flowing about four barrels a
&y. But the strike was not rich
énough to save the company which,
its capital exhausted, abandoned the
project, and the pipes are there to-
day, still filled with the oil which is
used by all the fishermen around as
lubricating oil for their motor boats.

In 1908 an English company sent
an oil-expert to the same place, with
six Londoners who were supposed to
have been accustomed to drilling.
These men bored to a depth of 300
feet beside a well of eight hundred
feet and of course got no result. The
outfit used an old fashioned drill and
appliances more antiquated than those
used by Bell yeafs before, and the ex-
pert is said to have had no control
over his helpers who stopped work
when they felt so disposed, to drink
tea or to go swimming or read the
newspapers as fancy willed, and so ac-
complished little work. This attempt
was begun in the winter and many
difficulties had to be overcome as a
consequence. Instead of bringing their
machinery to the spot by boat, as they
might have done a little later in the
season, they had it come by train to

' the nearest station eight and twenty
miles away, hauling it ten miles across
the bay on the ice.

The company in England, consider-
fng that the expenses of operations
were too great, sent the outfit ‘Some-
where else, so they loaded machinery
aboard a schooner in Piccadilly and

sailed away. But the expert went
away unwillingly, he had studied the
formation of the country closely, the
strike and dip of the shales on the
opposite sides of the bay, and he was
convinced of the existence of unlimit-
ed quantities of oil anywhere in the
bay at a depth of two thousand feet,
for in his opinion it was ideal coun-
try.

About the oldest attempt to work a
mine on the West Coast, then, the
French having certain rights of curing
fish and certain jurisdiction over it,
called the French Shore, was a ven-
ture of those pioneers among New-
foundland mining men, Messrs. McKay
and Bennett, whose names are still
connected with many of our mines. At
that time McKay was manager of the
Anglo-American Telegraph Company,
which owned as they do still, large
tracts of land in various parts of the
island. In 1873, the Anglo-American
people sent out Captain Andrew
Harvey and his son, to prospect on
land owned by them on the Western
side of Port au Port Bay. These men
prospected all summer without suc-
cess and in the fall set out on their
return journey to St. John’s. They
crossed a cove near the isthmus when
the tide was very low and Captain
Harvey, walking out to the waters
edge along the ledges on one side of
the cove, noticed some gleaming metal
which he took for galena; but on clos-
er examination he found that he was
standing on a lode of pure lead. They
blasted out a specimen, boxed it and
brought it to St. John'’s. The lump
weighed four hundred pounds and
proved to be 75 per cent pure lead
with enough silver in the residue to
pay for working the mine.

The company determined to work
their property and men were sent on
to build the necessary houses and
stores in readiness for the next spring.
The following year, a schooner left
St. John’s bringing men and supplies,
and immediately upon her arrival at
the mine, which was called Lead Cove
operations were begun, under the man-
agement of the Harveys.

Thirty men were employed. They
sank a shaft on the beach just above
high water mark, and at the foot of
the cliff, then tunnelled in the cliff
about thirty feet and another shaft,
tunnelling north from the bottom.
Every earlier indication of an unlimit-
ed quantity of the metal was support-
ed by the result of these workings,
and the quality uniform, with that of
the original lump taken as a speci-
men. For three years work was con-
tinued and hundreds of tons of ore
were mined and piled on the beach be-
hind a brakwater, built to prevent the
sea washing it away. Before this
mine had been three years in operation
its existence was discovered by the
French, and .being so near the sea,
was within the limits over which they
had rights and one morning a French
man-o’-war appeared off the cove and
ordered the mine shut down. At that
time there was much enmity between

the French and English, who were
always in dispute on this coast, and
the Harveys refused to stop working
the mine. A second warship, and a
third bringing the Commodore of the
French squadron appeared, to no
purpose. Not daring to use force the
French complained to the English
cruiser further down the coast. This
cruiser was the only law and order
enforcing instrument recognized by
the British at that time on the coast,
for there were no representatives of
the law on land, and English laws ap-
‘plied to the English, and French to
the French, so the English cruiser
came and put a stop to the mine. The
place was deserted and hundreds of
tons of ore, the result of three years
labor, left to the mercy of wind and
tide, which soon scattered it over the
bay.

Forty-five years ago, when pro-
specting up Robinsons River, Harvey
found a four foot seam of coal, dip-

and striking diagonally across the
river to be lost in the woods on the
other side. They paid little attention
to it as coal was then of little value.
The party camped beside this seam
for the night ‘and building a fire, heap-
ed huge piles of coal over it so that
it burned all night and kept away the
flies which had previously bothered
them. Years later when one of the
party tried to locate the same spot it
could not be found; a landslide had
covered over the outcrop. Many coal
seams have been relocated in that
vicinity during the past few months.
Higher up the river the prospecting
party referred to, found many huge
boulders of hematite, pointing to the
existence of a deposit of iron in the
neighborhood, but as iron also held
little attraction for them they wasted
no time looking for it. Coal and iron,
the latter containing a trace of
titanium, are now known to exist in
large quantities on the Eastern side
of St. George’s Bay, and the whole
of Port au Port Peninsula on the op-
posite side is composed of limestone,
all the essentials, including a harbor
in the centre, for creating a great in-
dustrial community within a radius of
twenty miles. At Indian Head, in the
bottom - of the bay, a deposit of mag-
netite contammg a large percentage
of metallic iron, was discovered a few
months ago. Just prior to the out-
break of war, an American lady, call-
ing herself a doctor, became interested
in this ore and brought down some
men from New York with' drilling
machinery, ostensibly to learn the
size and value of her claim. They
did no work, however, and on the out-
break of war the whole outfit vanish-
ed and nothing has been heard of them
since, the circumstances were so
peculiar at the time that the people
around universally concluded that
she was a spy.

The most interesting mine on the
West coast, the scene of many at-
tempts, and as many failures, is the
chrome iron mine at Bluff Head, the
entrance to Port au Port Bay. About
fifty years ago a man named Holden
was sent from St. John’s to open up
this mine in the fall and he had huts,
stores, and stables erected and a few
miners employed. These few miners
were working but a few months when
winter and disaster overtook them.
The mine was nearly up to the top of
the mountain, which formed one side
of the gulch terminating at the bot-
tom in Bluff Head Cove. The huts
where the men lived, were built on a
sort of terrace about half way up this
mountain and to get to the mine they
had to traverse a path that curved
around and upward. The miners were
four in number and one morning these
men left the huts to shovel a path
to the mine. When half way across
the snow began to move and unable
‘o save themselves three of them
were swept away in a gigantic snow-
slide; the fourth happening to be the
last man and furthest from the centre
of the slide,

feet but escaped with his life.

One of the men who was swept
away was Holden’s brother, and after
this acicdent, the company abandoned
the mine. But another company call-
ing themselves the Halifax Chrome
Company, took it over. This company
under the management of a man nam-
ed Leewald did a good deal of work;

The country around Bluff Head is
rich in many minerals. The Louis
Hills and the Blue Hills are rich in
asbestos, and gold has also been
found there. Lumps of malleable
native copper occur in many places.

The Sailors’
First Uniform.

Our sailors first wore uniforms in
the reign of Queen Elizabeth, when
she ordered that naval commanders
were to wear scarlet. This order was
confirmed by James I. During sub-
sequent reigns, however, it lapsed, and
the Navy appear to have worn uni-
forms according to each commander’s
fancy.

The introduction of a regular uni-
form dated from 1748, when the
“blue jacket,” which has now become
a synonym for a sailor, became cus-
tomary for all the naval forces. Geo.
II. is credited with having selected
the colour, which was nothing more
than the outcome of a passing whim.

It is said that he once met the
Duchess of Bedford ridirg on horse-
back, and attired in a charming habit
of blue faced with white. This so
pleased His Majesty that he immedi-
ately commanded the adoption of
these colours by his Navy. It is not
supposed that the order was meant to
be an official one, as it was never
gazetted. It has, however, remained in
force ever since, and it is doubtful
whether, for sailors’ use, bule serge
could be improved upon.

Depth of the Atlantic.

The greatest depth of the Atlantic

Ocean is over five miles. Nearly one
half the ocean, however, is only from
a2 mile to two miles deep; the rest
varies from less than a mile to more
than three miles and a half in depth.
Out in the middle is the huge mid-
Atlantic ribe, running from Iceland
to far below the equator, and rising
in mighty peaks above the water into
what we call islands, such as Azores,
St. Paul’s Rocks, Ascension Island,
and others.

Why Doesn’t an
Iron Ship Sink ?

This is a very natural question for
anyone to ask, especially as you know
that iron sinks in water. The explan-
ation is, that by making an iron ship
in the way we do, we fix it so that it
holds a lot of air in between the bot-
tom and sides, making the combina-
tion of the two—the iron ship and the
air in it—lighter than the water on
which it sails. Men thought at one
time that a ship would sink if made
of iron and, therefore, built all their
ships of wood. Finally one inventor
made a ship of iron and it was one of
the wonders of the world. When we
found that iron ships would float if
they were built to retain sufficient air
to keep them from sinking, we made
the hulls of most ships of iron for a
time. Now, however, the best ships
jare made of steel, which is even bet-

* . ter.

If you bore a hole in the bottom of
.a ship, the water will run in if the
ship is in the water, and the chip will
sink, because the water coming in
drives out the air; and when the ship
|is full of water, the water in it, with

. 'the ship itself, are heavier than the

water on which it sails, and the ship
1 will go down just like a bar of iron,
so far as its sinking qualities are con-
cerned.

Of course an iron ship must be made
long enough and broad enough so that
when it is completed there will be
sufficient air contained within the hull
to make the combination lighter than
water. Always, therefore, when a ship
is to be built, competent engineers

®& and calculate the air capacity, so as to

Why the Ghosts in
the Tower Are Angry.

The Tower of London, which has
housed so many famous
from Lady Jane Grey down to Carl
Lody, the spy, it is said, will be the
ex-Kaiser’s place of detention.

“A meeting of historic ghosts, who
have either lived or died in the Tower,
was held at midnight last Friday,”
says the Evening News, “to protest
against such a degrdation of their his-
toric home!”

“The following resolution was pass-
ed:—

“ ‘We, the members of the Tower
Club, do hear with dismay and pain
the rumour that Wilhelm II,, the Ger-
man, may be conducted to this our
Tower of London, and protest with
all our might that this low, filthy fel-
low be not so honoured and ourselves
so brought to degradation.’

“Sir Walter Raleigh was in the
chair. The club, one of the most ex-
clusive in the whole world of ghosts,
is composed of distinguished person-
ages who have been imprisoned or ex-
ecuted in the Tower.

“They are not by any means all vir-
tuous or narrow-minded characters;
vet I have never, in a long experience
of their assemblies, seen them so
deeply moved by indignation.

Sir Walter Raleigh’s Protest.

“Sir Walter was supported by the
brothers Edmund and Arthur de la
Pole, the two members who have re-
sided in the Tower, in body or as
ghosts, since 1562,

“The Duke of Monmouth, Anne
Boleyn, Lady Jane Grey, Sir Thomas
More, Sir Thomas Overbury, Arthur
Tarl of Essex, Queen Katherine How-
ard, and the auburn-haired Guy
Fawkes were among those present.

“Sir Walter Raleigh made a speech
full of fire and anger.

“He said everyone would remember
that the membership list of the club
had been virtually closed at the time
hair-power went out, but that the
Committee
admit from time to time any further
lodgers at the Tower who might seem
to be worthy associates.

“It was laid down at the time that
ex-Sovereigns in particular should
have the right to apply for the honour
of membership.

“In the case of the Irish dynamiters,
and of the Germans who were recently
executed at the Tower, membership
was impossible. ’

“There could be a certain splendour
even in arson and assassination—
(‘Hear, hear’)—but these people were
merely infamous.

An Incredible Proposal.

“Now came the incredible proposal
to allow the dog Wilhelm the Second
the dignity, the immortal lustre, of re-
sidence in the Tower. (Groans.)

“He asked the Jacobites, the Tudor
captives, the Jesuits, and all others
whom he saw around him whether
they would receive this foul ruler in
their ancient place? (‘No! no!’) Even
the pen of their friend William Shape-
speare might fail to exprss their hor-
ror of such fiendish company.

“He knew, they all knew, that this
was the very fate in - which the
scoundrel would delight. Was it not
true that the dog was growing a Van-
dyke beard so that he might seem the
very picture of the great Charles 1.?

“Could they not see the knave
posturing in uniform, with one single
star on his breast, a playactor’s scowl
on his brow, passing through Traitor’s
Gate with his antic strut, wishing all
the world to see him a splendid
martyr?

“As they knew, even at an exhibition
called a wax-works, the inmates of a
dreadful room called the Chamber of
Horrors had declined to have Wilhelm
II. for companion.

“His manner of punishing the dog
would be to bed him in a plain house
with the watch to guard him.

“The man knew himself that in the
dress of a soldier he was something
of a figure, and that in the clothes of
the citizen he looked but a clumsy
German hairdresser.

At the Old Bailey.

Therefore he would have him
appear at Old Bailey in citizen's
woollens, so that all the world
would see him for the common knave
he was, and so deride him. (Loud
cheers.)

“Lord Essex, seconding, said that
if the fellow came to the Tower
he would, were it possible, make
bold to kick him out, but in the
alternative he and the members
would so haunt his bedchamber that
the wretch would be crazy with
terrors.

“Several other speeches of a vio-
lent description were made, and the
rsolution was passed with - acclama-
tion at cock-crow. .

“The disgust of the ghost is very
real. They are quite fervently excit-
ed at the threat, and hope that the
public still on earth will support
their agitation.

“They feel that it should be re-
ceived sympathetically by everyone
of true British -blood and instinct.”
