Merchants smoke their pipes from
dawn until dark, in Korea, writes a
correspondent. They squat down when
they smoke, and as the stems of the
pipes are three feet long, the bowl can
rest on the ground. In Bethlehem the
hookah is very popular among the wo-
men and it accompanies the morning
and afternoon coffee drinking hour.
Several tubes extend from the water
bowl through which the smoke pass-
es in a cooling process, and the women
gather about the hookah, each select-
ing a tube, and all drawing smoke
from the common bowl. The Burmese
maidens smoke a cigar 10 inches long
and as fat as a good-sized candle and
with a white paper covering. The long-
est pipes known are those used by the
natives of the Belgian Congo. These
pipesghave stems 10 or 12 feet long,

ith small bowls. If matches were
used to light them "a friend would be
needed to apply the flame, but the na-
tive gets his light by merely thrust-
ing the bowl into his camp fire.

The
cross markings, as on new boots, were
perfectly reproduced during the vul-
canising process. Mr. McKinley is to
be congratulated on his enterprise,
and having several returned men in
his emﬂoy, those of the public wha
have rubbers to mend would, besides
benefitting - themselves, help to keep
tllese men in employment. Besides

London Town (England) has many
curious _names incorporated in its
streets and squares which embody
strange 1nc1dents or are of peculiar
origin. The derivations of the name of
the city itself would fill a page but
one authority gives the name as deriv-

ed from the Celtic Luan-dun, City of |

the Moon, and tradition has it that
there was once a temple of Diana
where St. Paul’s now stands. Similarly
Greenwich is supposed to be derived
from Grian-wifck, also Celtic, meaning
City of the Sun. London is also said
to be derived from Lud’'s Town, so
calleed from Lud, said to be a, myth-
ical King of Britain.

Cripplegate was so called before the
Norman Conquest from the number of
cripples who resorted thither to beg.

His churches are usually in
the suburbs of the towns in which they
are built.

“Tipperary” the marching song
which had such a vogue in 1914 re-
fers to Piccadilly, One story is that
the ‘phce was_named after the Picca-
dilla Hall, where a certain kind of
lace much in vogue during the reign of
Queen Hlizabeth was made. The lace
was called piceadilly because of its

, | spear-points, a diminutive of pica, a

pike or spear. Piccadilly was/ once
famous for its gambling houses. In one
of these run-by Watier, the Prince
Regent’s cook, Beau Broummel wan
seventy-five thousand dollars'iu ten
minutes and insisted upon giving one-
half to Sheridan.

Mincing Lane is a  corruption of
Mynchen Lane, so called from the tene-
ments held there by the mynchens or
nuns of St. Helen’s in Bishopsgate
Street. The ancient Saxon for nun was
“minicen”; “minchery” was a nunnery.

Petticoat Lane, peculiarly enough, is
now the chief place of business of
firms specialising in men’s second-
hand suits.

reached a maximum leével. Pressure
rent high level, but no substantial in-
for banking accomodations, either for

cial and industrial requirements.
The  credit position is essentially
sound and the future is to be regarded
with confidence.

The banks and reserve institutions
have financed the enormous volume
of current requirements with no
weakening of their reserve strength.
The beginning of a rediition in the
aggregate of these requirements  is
now evident.  Loans of reporting mem-
ber banks of the reserve system ex-
panded steadily until the middle of
October. A moderate contraction is
now shown. Interlor banks in diverse
sections of the country are moderate-
ly increasing the volume of their pur-
chases of commercial paper, an evi-
dence of the release of funds from
other employments. They have also
begun, in a small ‘way, to reduce their
borrowings with other banks. Such
contraction as has occurred is not Qf
large volume. It is important, how-
ever, because, in the présent difficult
situation, it indicates an .ability
greater than might have been anticl-
pated, on the part of both the interior
banks and their customers to liqui-
date o.utstanding obligations. It indi-
cates also that the future trend will
be toward the contraction rather than
expansion of such obligations.

Money Rates.

Opén market rates on commercial
loans have continued unchahged on
an 8 per cent. level,. .with country
banks purchasing paper in fair vol-
ume. Call money was tight, ruling
throughout most of the period at from
9 to 10 per cent., but easing at the
close to 7 per cent. The continuing
high rates in the call money market
veflected the general stringency of
&-edit rather than the requirements of
R e stock market, where sharp liqui-
dation continued throughout the per-
jod. Both demands for and offerings
of time loans on securities were
nominal. Moderate offerings of time

shortly, as funds are rdleased from
other uses. This would - result in
lower quotations. Prime bank accep-
tances were in active demand and in
reduced surrly.

General Conditions. ¢

The determinating factor in the en-
tire situation continues to be the re-
luctance of consumers to buy, partly
because of their expectation that pri-
ces may go even lower, and in part
because of the curtailment of purchas-
ing power of large sections’ of the
buying public. - Farmrers are not pur-
chasing actively at present because
prices of the products which they have
to offer in exchange Have declined
sharply. Wage earners hesitate to
purchase because their earnings are
being curtailed by increasing unem-!
ployment and in some cases by re-
duction in wages.

The . adjustment - of prices- to new
conditions of supply and demand has
proved difficult. Two factors on the
buying side of the equation offer much
encouragement, however. In com-
parison with those classes whose in-
come increased rapidly during the
period of rising prices, the decline in
prices which has already taken place
has increased the purchasing power
of salaried employees and persons in
receipt of fixed incomes from invest-
ments. Large crops assure a fair
volume of buying throughout the agri-
cultural parts of the country, espe-
cially the grain states. Farmers un-
questionably are delaying their pur-
chases until the prices of what they
mast buy sell their crops. As that
level is approached, they will buy iﬁ
increasing volume, because their posi-

: metal.

St. Catherine of S |

Born on the 25th of = March, 1347,
Catherine ' ot Siena was the twenty-
fifth child of Giacomo di Benincasa
amd Lapa.: - - Y >

Catherine, a  highly-strung neﬂous

child, very early showed a pious and |-

devout dispsoition and at the age of
.seven dedicated her -virginity to
Christ. ‘When only sixteen she per-
suaded her parents to allow her to
don the habit of the Dominican ter-
tiares.

For some time she led the life of a
recluse in her own home, ni‘*~
speaking except to her father con-

{ fessor, and devoting her days to de-

votional exercises and religious ecs-
tacy.

This self-control mode of, life did
not satisfy her for long and we soon
hear of her helping the poor and the

sick. ¥e

She became highly educated and
mastered the art of penmanshi)—an
unusual accomplishment in her day
—soon acquiring a wide and variel
correspondence. Sound common
sense and goodness of heart led to
her advice being eagerly sought and
many were the disputes she settiggd.

It was in 1374, that is in her 28th
year, while ténding the sick in plague-
stricken Florence that she met Rai-
monod of Capua, her favorite confes-
sor and biographer. In 1375 at the
invitation of Piero Gambacorti, the
ruler of Pisa, she visited that city, in
the role of an evangelist, persuading
the citizens to undertake a Crusade.
At the same time she used her influ-
ence to prevent Pisa and Lucca from
joining the Tuscan League against
the Bishop of Rome.

It was in the yeatr 1375, on April
1st, that what her dbiographers term

, Catherine’s greatest glory befell her.
{ After partaking of the Holy Commun-

ion, while sitting in the church in
rapt ecstacy, she is declared to have
received the “stigmata”—an impres-
sion on hands, feet and heart of the
wounds received by Christ at ' His
crucifixion. In answer to her prayer
the marks were not made visible. dur-

 in her lifetime.

For over seventy years a papal
court had been held at Avignon | in
France as well as at Rome and every
good Italian wished to put an end to
what some termed “The Great
Schism,” others “The Babylonian
captivity of the Church”; but the Ital-
ian influence proved unavailing until
Catherine was asked 'to negotiate.

Finally she went herself to Avignon |

and persuaded Gregory XI to -take
wp his residence in Rome.

Although the Italians had decided
to accept him, Gregory did not find it
all plain sailing, at Rome, and so
vented his anger on Catherine, who
reproved him for devoting too much
time to things temporal.

However, she set out for Florence
at his behest, and while there news
Riots im-
mediately set in and Catherine near-
ly lost her life. However, peace be-
ing secured under Urban VI. Cather-
ine once more returned to Siena.

But before long Urban begged her
to return to Rome, whither she went
accompanied by her band of follow-
ers and workers. A hard worker at
all times, Catherine gave herself up
heartily to Urban’s cause and the
healing of 'schism, but the labor was
heavy and Catherine’s strength frail
and on the 29th of April, 1380, she
died.

Catherine’s death, naturally broke
up the little fellowship o evangelists
but the members kept up their good
works and her many books still keep
Catherine’s memory green.

Secret of Sacred Cities.

The history of the Holy City of
Sheshuan, recently taken over by the
Spaniards, is full of interest. Four
hundred and fifty years ago, when
Christain civilization was making it-
self strongly felt throughout the coun-
tries of the world, a number of fana-
tics in Morocco, headed by one Muley
Ali Ben Rachid, determined to isolate
themselves from the rest of the world
by building a city of their own. They
chose a spot surrounded by a natural
barrier of mountains, about sixty miles
directly south of the Straits of Gib-
raltar, and there built Sheshuan, a city
which has never .been trodden by a
white man. A stranger” who tried' to
penetrate the city would probably be
instantly killed, and the only instance
or record of a white man running the
risk was that of a French explorer, the
Vicomte de Foucauld, who reached the
suburbs of Sheshuan disguised as a
native. Fortunately for him, he was
turned back by the authorities before
he could penetrate the inner town.
Spanish airmen, however, have flown
over the city, although they have
learned little beyond the fact that it
contains many mosques and religious
foundations, has a bugy bazaar, and
large public baths. One of the prinecipal
buildings in the city is the large mos-
que built by Rachid. Morocco, by the
way, boasts of two other sacred towns
—Zarbou and Wazzou—only the lat-
ter, which is about fifty miles south of
Sheshuan, being open to Europeans.

Artificial Jewels.

Artificial jewellery is coming into
more general use every day, and even
to the jewellers the extent to which
women have become interested in
cheap pearls is a surprise. Artificial
pearl earrings which run from the
normal pearl sizes up to as large as
a quarter of a dollar arg worn by wo~
men of refinement. Not only pearls,
but artificial stones of all kinds are
popular, probably owing to the price.

A short string of real pearls, im-
perfectly graduated, can be bought
perhaps for $1,000, but a string of the
same length in the finest pearls, per-
fectly graduated, will cost- from
$50,000 up, and in the longer strings
the price will run to $150,000 at
least, Artificial pearls are very skil-
fully made, and they are not inexpen-
sive, the price being anywhere from
$256 to $1,000. This will include the
cost of the clasp.

There are different ways of making
the artificial pearls. They range
from the cheap little pearl that the
children wear, which used to be 6 and
10 cents & string, to the finest made
pearl, known as “the indestructible.”
The children’s pearls ‘are of blown
glass, with a pearl effect in a coating
on the inside, and very fraught.

Regular commercial pearls are
known as the half filled, the full fill-
ed and the indestructible. The first
two are hollow beads, into which is
inserted the_nacre or fish silver, made

chiefly from Russian ‘sources. This
was lmebuiublo during the war, Bt
is now again on the market. The in-
destructable pearl has for a founda-
tion usually a composition of opague
glass or crushed mother-of-pearl, on
the surface of which is blown the fish
silver in_ Ws ‘Jayers, from three
0 tmty. the finer pearls having the
greatest’ of coatings.

How the British Ambassador
Views the Influence of the Press.

¥

The British Ambassador, Sir Auckland
Geddes, in a recent address before
the Southern Newspaper Publishers’
Association, at Asheville, N.C., dis-
cussed the influence of! the public
press in shaping international senti-
ment, and the opportunity possessed
by the press to foster peace and good
will by promoting better understand-
ings between races and natioms. A

detailed report of the Ambassador’s

address has been obtained by the
Foreign Information Department of
the Bankers Trust Company, of New
York, and is herewith reproduced.

“Jt is with peculiar personal plea-
sure that I stand here to-day to bring
to you a message of - good will and
friendship from all the peoples whom
I have the honour to represent. *

There is no need for our nations to
gaze suspiciously each at the other;
there is every need for you, for us, for
the whole world, that they regard one
another with mutual respect and un-
derstanding. I know of no reason why
respect should be lacking; the deeds
which each has dohe proclaim the
character, the resolution, the capacity
of its citizens.

But I do know of many reasons why
each at present does not understand
the other. To begin with, each sees
the other in a mental atmosphere col-
oured by misread or misrepresented
history; each learns of the other’s life
mainly through press reports which
naturally and inevitably record the
most striking and unusual items in the
list of the day’s, week’s and month’s
doings.

The Rise of Misunderstandings.

Newspapers, by the law of their be-
ing, must report events which stand
out like mountain peaks above the
flat plains of the average man's due
performance of his daily round and
common task. This leads to no misun-
derstanding in connection with local
news.

The reader has all round him the
facts of his own and his neighbours’
daily life, but when an . untravelled
Englishman reads in one issue of some
sensation-loving English paper of a

|

railway accident in Texas and another
in Maine, shall we say,—he says “Good |
Lord! It must be more dangerous to:

No sensible man would for a mo-
ment blame either press for this. I do
not really see how it can be entirely
avoided, but I do believe that if every

newspaper man puts himself on his €

guard something, a great deal, can be
done. 3

Some may say, why should newspa-
per men take the trouble to foster
good-will and understanding between
nations? Well, newspaper owning and
editing is a solemn responsibility
which in the vast majority of cases in
England speaking countries is honor-
ably assumed and honorably support-
ed. I am not quite sure, however, that
the international effects of day to day
journalism are fully recognized.

There are journals wl}ich create dis-
trust of foreign powers by the gentle
art of innuendo. Here is a sentence
from a recent issue of a rightly re-
spected daily paper speaking of the
position of Russia when she is recon-
stituted: ‘“Will Great Britain hold oil
fields which the Russians own?’ The
answer is “No, she will not then any
more than she does now, and that is,
not at all.” But note the suggestion to
the reader that Britain is now hold-

ing Russian oil fields, and he inevitab- ' -

ly assumes that Britain has some rea-
son to be hostile to the constitution

Triumphs of Contradiction.

I solemnly read all the news that is
printed about the British peoples and
their public and private doings, and
1 find myself getting positively
hypnotized into the belief that the
British Peeresses are all either drown-
ed or divorced, the Peers bankrupt,
the Government effete and useless in
its treatment of domestic affairs but
diabolically cunning in International
matters. When I read some American
papers I am almost persuaded with a
deepening sense of gloom that my fel-
low-countrymen left to their own
devices, have gone mad in two
directions at the same tmoment—mad
with Imperialism and mad with Bol-
chevism.

But the greatest triumph of con-
tradiction that we have achieved, ac-
cording to the columns of one paper,
is to be at the same moment ‘bankrupt
beyond hope of recovery, and a terror
to the world because of our unrivalled
financial resources. Of course, this is
all nonsense.

A Confusing Picture.

Yet clearly the daily press is one of
the ordained and inevitable instru-
ments for producing understanding of
one nation by another. At present all
I can say is that with the best will in
the world the British press as a whole
fails to convey to the people of Eng-
land a picture of the American people
whom I know and admire, and
equally the American press as a whole
fails to present a picture of the British

Will they be helped if you and
we are unfriendly and bickering with
one another? Will it help you or us if
larke areas of the world lapse from
civilization to semi-civilization because
you and we fail to co-operate with one
another and with the nations whose
social existence is threatened by the
economic chaos in which they find
themselves? )

I know of no human good which
might not be gained for ourselves and
for the world by your and our cordial
co-operation one with another.

Co-operation Urgently Needed.

Here is the problem: Co-operation
which is urgently needed between us
is only possible on a basis of friend-
ship and friendly trust.
