Pearls From Herrings

|

A number of experts have 1atelyl
visited the fishing ports of .the KEast |
Coast and Scotland, with the object
of studying.the possibilities of mak-
ing a new kind - of imitation pearl
from the scales of the herring.

The scales, which are chosen for
their brilliance and purity, are con-
verted by a secret process into a |
substance known as chitin. Artificial
pearls, of which many kinds are now
made, are treated with this substance,
and are said to resemble the . real
pearl much more closely in con-
sequence.

When ' treated with - this prepara-
tion manufactured pearls, it is claim-
ed, are given mnot only the precise
lustre found in the real pearl, but
the same velvety appearance. It is
more than likely that soon it will be
impossible even for experts tc distin-
guish between the genuine pearl and
the imitation, with ‘microscopic ex-

“Judge Gary used to make much. of
the theory that ' foreign-born men
preferred the twelve-hour day because
it gave them a chance for larger earn-
ings; but little complaint .has been
made about reduced hours from these
or any other individuals.

“The investigators report that in
the .mill towns the pressure of life
has obviously been lessened. Men
may be seen on the streets not in thejr
working clothes — a phenomepgon
As a rule, men
reduced from twelveé to eight hours
have had ‘their pay cut from a twelve-
hour to a ten-hour basis, the company
and the worker sharing the loss. The
hysterical . predictions by representa-
tives of the steel industry that they
would be unable to secure the addi-
tional labour necessary have proved
as false as their threats that the cost
of steel would be enormously increas-
ed. Partly because the men  work
harder during the shorter day, the
average increase in employees has
been only about 10 per cent. The ac-
tual increase in cost of steel is said
to be about three dollars a ton.

“A comparison of present fact and
past prediction, can only leave one
with lessened respect for either the
honesty or the intelligence of the guid-
ing minds in the steel industry. For
years reformers had harped upon the
inhuman cruelty .of the twelve-hour
day. For years the high-salaried big
officials had replied blandly that the
reformers didn’t know what they were
talking about, and that what was ask-
ed was economically impossible. Now
it turns out that the high-salaried of-
ficials were talking through their
hats. Either they were grossly ig-
norant of the elementary facts about
their own business affairs, or they de-

These
have never been erected, although pro-
visions was made for them by the
architect.

St. Paul’s Cathedral has never been
finished according to the plans of Sir
Christopher Wren, while the Law
Courts have many niches that have
never been filled, as well as ‘numer-
ous blank shields on which heraldic
devices were to have been carved.

Again, on the Thames Embankment

there are several pedestals awaiting |&

monuments or statuary, while Somer-
set House has various omissions in
the form of unfilled niches and other
‘decorative details. The Houses of Par-
liament, too, have never -been" com-
