Nicolal Lenin and Leon - Trotsky
are the two names universally asso-
clated with the coup of November,
1817, which gave the Bolshevists con-
trol of Russia. Even in their own
country, where other Bolshevist
leaders are equally well known, Len-
in and Trotsky were, from the first,
the two outstanding personalities.
Now Lenin is dead; Trotsky is 'liv-
ing. He ig only 48, though his pho-

‘| tog show that he has aged during the

last few years; but, despite his “ill-
neésses,” he is alert and vigorous.
What will his future be?

As a young man Leon Trotsky took
an active part in the Russian revolu-
tionary movement. In 1899 he was
sentenced to four, years’ exile in Si-
beria, but escaped before the term
expired and, for the next few years,
lived mostly abroad. - The words
“Bolshevik”  and “Menshevik” had
then no significance. It was at the
Congress of the Russian Social-
Democratic Party in London in 1903
that the differences between the
Bolshevik (Majority) and Mensheviki
(Minority) revealed themselves. They
divided on their policy towards other
parties in the movement against
Tsardom, the Bolshevist attitude be-
ing one of independence ,amounting
to antagonism, while the Menshevist
attitude supported collaboration with
all anxious for the overthrow of the
old despotic regime., At the time
Trotsky did much to soften the bit-
terness between the two sectiong and
to prevent the widening of the
breach; and though his doctrinaire
Marxism no doubt threw him to-
wards the Bolsheviks, he held aloof
from them until after the March Re-
volution of 1917,

The abortive attempt at revolution

in 1905 had brought Trotsky well to
the fore, He then became president
of the short-lived St. Petersburg
Soviet. Hig popularity in that con-
nection probably made him favour-
able to the Soviet form of adminis-
tration which was adopted later.
Tried and sentenced to exile for life
in Northern Siberia, he escaped after
two years, and lived in Vienna till
the outbreak of the war. Expelled
from France in 1916, refused per-
mission to enter Switzerland, arrest-
ed in Spain and imprisoned for a
short time, he arrived in New York
in 1917. The collapse of Russian
Tsardom in March, 1917, drew Trotsky
to Russia, as it did almost all the
revolutionists. On the way he and
his family were arrested at Halifax,
N.S., and interned with war prison-
ers. That action of the British au-
thorities turned Trotsky against the
Allies, for he was furious at the
treatment he received. Possibly fuel
was added to the fire by the fact that
he was released from internment at
the urgent demand of Dr. Paul Mili-
ukov, then Foreign Minister of the
Russian Provisional Government, to
whom Trotsky was strongly opposed.
Trotsky reached Russia, but not with
the permission and assistance of the
German General Staff like Lenin and
his companions.
Neither in his “War and Revolu-
tion” nor in' “The Bolsheviki and the
World Peace” did Trotsky  take a
pro-German view of the Great War.
Both were written before the Russian
Revolution. From his cosmopolitan
standpoint all Powers were to blame,
and the working classes of the na-
tions involved had no real interest
in the colossal struggle. Neverthe-
less, he recognized differences, though
in his opinion they were not funda-
mental, between the = absolutism of
the German, Austro-Hungarian and
Russian Empires, and the “bourgeois
democraciés” of Britain and France.
“German absolutism represents a
feudal-monarchical organisation, rest-
ing upon a mighty capitalist founda-
tion which the development of the
last half century has erected for it.
Gesmany’'s barbarian Tetrograde po-
litical system gives her a great mili-
tary supremacy.” Trotsky ridiculed
the notion that the war was one of
‘“defence” for Germany.

Among. the strong personalities
which a movement brings to the
front no two will be alike. The
stronger their characters the more

| clearly will differences show them-

selves. At first, Lenin was none too
confident of Trotsky, at whom he
thought unduly favourable to the
Mensheviks, Lenin considered him
sometimes as ‘“‘a man who blinds
himself with revolutionary phrases.”
Yet there can be do doubt that, in
the actual working of the Bolshevist
insurrection, Troteky was comple-
mentary to Lenin. The one supplied
the guiding lines of political and
economic policy, the_ other impro-
vised efficiently, the forces and or-
ganization necessary for seizing pow-

| er, \and inspired them with ruthless

disregard of all consequeénces save
immediate success. In his
.of OctoBer, 1917, Trotsky mentions
that Lenin thought Moscow more
suitable than Petrograd for starting

| the Bolshevist insurrection, while

he (Trotsky) was certain that Petro-
ptd by reason of the “pull” of the
cmai over Russia, had the stronger
‘claim.

frankly acknowledges that he was
right and Lenin wrong.

A. V. Lunacharsky, the Bolshevist
Commissar of Public Instruction, in
his “Revolutionary\Sﬂhouettes," says,
“Lenin is perfectly fitted for sitting
in the President’s chair of the Soviet
of People’s Commissars, and guiding
with genius the world-revolution,
but obviously he could not handle
the titanic task which Trotsky took
upon his shoulders, those lightning
trips from place to place, those mag-
nificent speeches, fanfares of inglan-
taneous commands, that role of con-
tinual electric fire, now at one point
and now at another of the weaken-
ing army. There is not a man on
earth who could replace Trotsky
there.”

Leon Trotsky became Foreign Sec-
retary at the outset of the Bolshe-
vist dictatorship. until the Brest-
Litovsky Treaty with Imperial® Ger-
many was signed. The signing of the
Treaty was due to Lenin’s “thesis,”
published in Pravada of February
23rd, 1918, in which he urged that
it would be a rash adventure to eh-
ter upon a Holy War against German
Imperialism on the chance of a ‘so-
cial revolution breaking out in Ger-
many in the next few months, for
meanwhile defeat would mean more
onerous conditions for the future de-
velopment of the Revolution in Rus-
sia.” At the meeting of the Central
Soviet Executive on February 24th,
some bitter things were said against
signing ‘the Treaty. Alexandra Kol-
lontay and Karl Radek were among
those who strongly opposed the sign-
ing of it, the former declaring that
Lenin was compromising with Im-
perialism. The signing of the Trea-
ty was carried by 112 to 84 votes,
with 24 abstentions at five o’clock
the next morning, only a few hours
before the expiration of the German
ultimatum.

Trotsky was absent. He had ap-
pealed for refusal to sign “a dis-
graceful peace with the German ty-
rants.” His demand that the German
General Staff should undertake not
to transfer troops from the Eastern
to the Western front was, of course,
rejected by the German General Hoff-
man, and Trotsky was hoping that a
refusal to sign the Treaty would have
roused the working classes of West-
ern Europe to revolutionary action.
Signing the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk
did not stop the German advance to-
wardg Petrograd, and the seat of the
Bolshevist Government was °trans-
ferred to Moscow. Then arose the
urgent necessity for creating an army
in place of that which the Bolshe-
viks had done their best to-destroy;
and in the organization of the Red
Army and the enforcement of mili-
tary discipline which he, in common
with his colleagues, had denounced
and undermined, Leon Trotsky un-
dertook and carried through a stu-
pendous task.

Nicolai Leon died on January 21st,
1924, He had already uttered warn-
ings against the growth of the Soviet
bureaucracy; . and soon after his
death signs began to appear of the
breach between Trotsky and certain
prominent Bolsheviks which reached
an acute stage at the end of last and
the beginning of this year. The
“troika,” the triumvirate of Zinoviev,
Kamanev, and Stalin, who practically
control the Russian Communist Par-
ty—the real masters of Soviet Rus-
sia—took advantage of Trotsky’'s ab-
sence to change considerably the
personnel of the Military Control of
the Red Army, so that its chief should
not be-surrounded by too many per-
sonal friends. About a month later
Trotsky  issued his “Memorandum” in
which he scathingly laid . bare the
growing deterioration of the Russign
Communist Party. It was “false in
the core and unhealthy.” A *“secre-
tarial hierarchy” had grown up which
controlled éverything, and the mass
of the party knew of decisions only
when they took the shape of re-
quests or commands. Hence, extra-

Trotsky's “Problems of Life” was
another thing not relished by the ex-
treme Communists. They considered
that some thingg in it savoured of

in with the notion that “proletarian
culture” must be completely separa-
ted from all-thdt had gone before.
“The Russian proletariat is poor in
clags history and class tradition. This
undoubtedly facilitated its revolu-
tionary education up to October, 1917.
It causes, on the other hand, the dif-4
ficulty of constructive work after
Ogtober. The Russian workman-—ex-
cept the very top of his class—usu-
ally lacks thé most elementary hab-
its and notions of culture (such as
tidiness, Instruction, @&nd punctual-
ity). The Western worker possess-
és these habits.” He utters a warn-
ing against State incursions into fam-
ily affairs in regard to which “great
caution” must be used. “We want
our young generation in the first
place to develop into good, highly
qualified workers, devoted to their
work. It must grow up with the firm
conviction that its productivé work s
at the same time work for Social-
ism.”

But it was his “Lessons of October,
1917,” that upset the rulers of the
Russian Communist Party most of
all, In it he discloséd that Lénin and
he were diametrically opposed to all
other members of the Central Com-
munist Committes in the critical days
of October-November, 1917. He re-
fers to Lenin as saying, “It is not
very difficult to be a revolutionary
after the revolution has broken out
and" conquered.” This points to the
fact that both Zinoviev and Kamenev
drew back from the enterprise, and
tried to separate théemselves from the
Lenin-Trotsky group, as thejr letter
“On the Present Momeft,” of Octo-
ber 11th, 1917, clearly shows. " Trotsky
also declared that the tactics of the
present Central Committee had no
logical connection with the tactics
of 1917, to which fact he attribufed
the disastrous attempts at revolution
in Bulgaria and Germany.

The official central Communist or-

gan, Pravda, attacked Trotsky furi-
ously, and defended Zinoviev and
Kamanev in a way which bore out all
that Trotsky had said. - Certainly no
triumvirate holding  dictatorial pow-
ers could remain indifferent to such
an attack, “The Lessons of October,
1917,” was confiscated ‘shortly after
its issue from the Soviet State Print-
ing Works, though not before a con-
siderable number of copies had been
sold, It was announced that Trotsky
had again fallen ill—seriously ill—
and had been officially ordered to a
warmer cimate. Anti-Trotsky résolu-
tions filled the pages of official Soviet
publications. Not only his “Com-
munism” but his administration of
the Red Army was called in question.
Finally he was removed from the
Presidentship of the Revolutionary
Military Council, and Michael Frunse,
who stopped the advance of Admiral
Koltchak and defeated General
Wrangel, was put in his place. On
January 20th of this year Izvestya and
Pravda printed a long letter from
Trotsky in which he expressed his
willingness to place himself at the
disposal of the Comimunist Party, and
to accept whatever Party work might
be given him. The triumvirate had
triumphed.
The situation is by no means set-
tled. Trotsky may be biding his time.
He wag present at the Congress of
the Union of Soclalist Soviet Repub-
lics which openéd at Moscow on May
12th. He -was proposed for the
“Presidium” (Congress Bureau) and,
coming on the platform, he was re-
ceived with enthusiastic and pro-
longed applause. It is announced
that he has béen appointed chiet of
the Concessions Commission, and a
membeér of the Supreme Council of
National Economy, and that the boy-
cott on his works has been removed.
It is hardly likely that he will silent-
ly acquiesce in the “iron discipline”
of the Commsunist Party after what
has hapepned.

An old frisnd of mine, a German
Social-Demberat who has followed
the Socialist movement in all {its
phases for more than forty years,
said to me some time ago, “You will
see Trotsky in Park Lane yet, bar-
ring accidents.”
