For imstance, the mile-
age from Calgary to Winnipeg is 840
miles, and from Winnipeg to Port Ar-
thur, where the terminal elevators are
situated, a distance of 430 miles, or a
total of 1,270 miles, If interior ele-
vatorg were establizhed at, say, every
200 miles, it is evident that none of
the farmers along the line would be at
a greater distance than 100 miles from
one of the intérior elevators. In other
words, the hgul’ would be reduced to
practically 12 1-2 per cent. of the to-
tal. When this is done, the car short-
age problem will be largely settled:

A committee was appointed some
time ago by the Calgary board of trade
to secure data op causes of car short-
age and lay the facts before the com-
missioners.

The wives and famfilies of the min-
ers and drivers in the mines rushed to
a large hole made by the rushing wa-
ter at the manway, and frantically
threw sticks stones, bushes, poles, and
whatever other timber they could find
into the water to stop its rushing into
the . mines Faillng {n that, they
rushed to the mouth of the mine, and
would have continued their mad dash
into the water {n the mine had .they
not been stopped by
sons’ who guarded the entrance,

The women and children remained
at the mouth of the slope late tonight,
refusing to return home until an at-
tempt had been made to rescue their
husbands and fathers. Several large
pumps will be placed in the mine to-
morrow, and everything possible will
be done to get at the bodies.

The water rose so quickly following
the cloudburst, that it practically de-
stroyed all rallways and street rafl-
ways in Fayette county.
