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CANADIAN

CATTLE SHUT OUT.

The closing of British ports to C&!}ndiln'
cattle will be & serious blow to the trade of
the Dominion with Great Britain. The
trade in live stock has been a growing onme
for some years, and it promised to go omn
increasing. It was in this trade that
Canada enjoyed a very considerable ad-
vantage over the United States. The
British authorities had, some time ago,
decided that cattle could not be imported
alive from the United States with safety,
as they were likely to be affected with
pleuro-pneumonia. Americans were, there-
fore, obliged to send their beef to the
British market dressed, or have the animals
slaughtered as soon as they were landed.
But Canadian cattle being free from disease,
were allowed to land, and were sent alive
to different parts of the country.

The English cattle dealers were not by
any means pleased that this privilege should
be extended to Canadian cattle, for it
brought those cattle into the market to
compete with British bred animals. They
have, therefore, been for a long time seek-
ing for a pretext to exclude Canadian cattle
as they had excluded United States catile.
A year or two ago they had nearly succeed-
ed, and had it not been for the exertions of
Sir Charles Tupper they would have effected
their purpose. They have laid their plans,
it appeéars, better this time. Canadian cat-
tle have been pronounced dangerous, and a
decigion has been procured against them.
There are no details in the report an-
nouncing the fact of their exclusion, but we
gather from the tone of the telegram that
Canadians in England do not think that the
case against cattle from the Dominion has
been proved. As they are deeply interest-
ed in the decision arrived at by the author-
ities it is hardly safe to conclude that anin-
jury has been causeléssly inflicted on Cana-
dian trade. It would seem to us that the
efficers of the Crown would not have pro-
nounced against Canadian cattle without
what they, at any rate, considered sufficient
proof.

It appears quite certain that there is no
pleuro-pneumonia in any part of Canada.
A rumor was raised some time ago that the
disease had made its appearance some-
where near Edmonton, in the Northwest,
but the report, if we do not mistake, was
proved to be false by the highest authority
on cattle diseases in the Dominion. There
has not been as much as a whisper of its
having made its appearance since in ‘any
other part of the Dominion. It is, how-
ever, just possible that the disease may
have been caught while some cattle were in
transis to the British market, or it may be
that some enterprising American may have
succéeded in getting diseased animals
across the line and passed off on the
buyers as Canadian cattle. It is difficult te
believe that a verdict would be given
against Canadian cattle in England without
proof. It may, as we say, be pquible that
animals ‘purporting to be Canadian have
been found to be diseased in England, but
we do not believe that a single animal
could be found affected with buch a highly
eontagious disease as pleuro-pneumonia on
Canadian territory from Halifax to Victoria.
It is to-be hoped that when this is proved,
as we have no doubtit will be, the prohibition
will cease, and that Canadian cattle will
pass as freely into British ports as they

have been allowed to do hitherto.
. - e

A MISTAKE:

Mr, Mercier and his agent Pacaud have.
"been acquitted by a Quebec jury. We can-
not see how anything-else could have been
expected. Those acquainted with the ways
of Quebec juries might have known that if
any pretext could be found to acquit Messrs.
Mercier and Pacaud—or whether there could
or not—they would be acquitted.

-when he was in so miserable a condition
'was, it was said, like hitting a man when he
is down, and » sympathy was created for
him among people who, when they saw the
political wreck that he had made of himself,
felt that he was receiving the punishment
he deserved. But when he was prosecuted
for a crime, the punishment of which
was imprisonmens in the penitentiary,
dndifference, in these persons, became
pity, and they considered  that
ke was being made a martyr of. The
aympathy, instead of being with the prose-
cutor, was with the prosecuted, and when
Mercier was acquitted he was, as we see,
treated as if he hdd been a hero. This
shows that the Provincial Government in
sprosecuting him on a criminal charge had
made a mistake. If the ex-premier had
‘been left alone in poverty and obscurity,
and if ,those who had been his political
-opponents had taken no further proceedings
against.-him, it would be very hard for him
to get into notice agaip and to raise himself
in the popular esteem. But the late prosecu-
tion has given him the lift that he needed.
1t has brought him again to notice. It has
roused the enthusiasm of many ‘of his old
£riends and given him a place in the politics

of Quebec onge more. Men of Mr. Mercier’s
anoral constitution are not easily killed, and
the people of Quebec are not disposed to
consider the offences of which he has been’
guilty crimes of a very deep dye. His
being carried on men’s shoulders through

light procession are evidences of this, Mer-
ciér has, through the mistake of his oppo-
nents, got his foot. on the political ladder
again, and he is not the man to throw away
an advantage no matter how it may have
been gained.

A MIDDLE COURSAH.

Our esteemed contemporary the Vancou-
ver Telegram, says with reference to the
controversy respecting the Nakusp road :

It is not our province to decide which of
them (the controversialists) is to be blamed
for this, or which has the best of the argu-
ment, The one appears to be trying to
make a point against the Government, the
other to defend its action or want of action
in regard to the Slocan country. Both our
contemporaries seem to have entirely over-
looked the public interests in the matter,
which are not at all likely to be promoted
by useless wrangling.

Such criticism as this-is very common,
but it is not, we submit, either fair or sensi-
ble. The man who steps in between two
disputants and looking very wise, says:
¢ Youare both in the wrong, gentlemen,”
and suggests a middle course is often nothing
better than a pretentious humbug. It is as
if A said, ‘‘ two'and two make four,” and B
maintained that *‘ two and two make five;”
C, who is represented by the Telegram, puts
in his oar and says oracularly, ¢ this is use-
less wrangling. Neither of you is right,
for two and two make just four and one
half.”  After having thus delivered himself,
C looks round with a self-satisfied air, ex-
pecting the applause to which he considers
himself entitled.

But the Telegram is not an oracle, and
when it says that both its ‘‘contemporaries
seem to have entirely overlooked the public
interests in the matter,” it expresses itself
like one of the shortsighted and superficial
bystanders. The CoLONIST, we contend,
when it maintained that the Government
would not be justified in taking large sums
of money out of the Treasury without great
urgency and withont the consent of vhe Legis-
lature, did not overtook the public interest,
On the éontrary, it kept the public interest
well in sight, not only in the matter under
discussion, but in all matters in which the
adminigtration of public money is concerned.
The people and the people’s representatives
are bound to see that the Government does
not exceed its legitimate aunthority in the
expenditure of the public money. Laxity
in that matter opens the door for
the most serious abuses. Twenty-
five or thirty-five thousand dollars
is not by any means a small matter when
the amount of the revenue of the province
is considered. Is there any ome in Great
Britain who would have the assurance to
ask the Imperial Government to expend,
without the authority of Parliament, a sum
proportionately large? No one would think
of making such a requess, and no British
Government would entertain it for a single
moment if any one could be found audacious
enough to make it. And our contemporary
should remember that our institutions are
framed on the British model, and that the
nearer we keep to the British practice in the
expenditure of public meney the better will
it be for our public interests. Perhaps
when our Vancouver contemporary takes a
little time to think over the matter it will
find that our dispute with the Times about
the construction of the Nakusp wagon road
was not ‘‘useless wrangling,” and that
the CoroNisT, at any rate, did not lose
sight of the public interess. We have a
notion that if it were the public interest
alone that the Telegram had in view it
would not have expressed itself as it did.
There are wheels within wheels, as our
contemporary very well knows.

TIMES IN GREAT BRITAIN,

as being on the borders of starvation. The
picture which they draw of the condition of
the wage-earners in all parts of the United
Kingdom is exceedingly gloomy. This they
attribute to Great Britain’s free trade
policy. In order to prevent the working-
men of the United States from voting for
Cleveland, who is in favor of tariff reform,
the Republicans create a British working-
man and hold him up before the wage-earn-
ers of the United States as a bogie, He is,
as they paint him, & very pitiable creature
indeed ; but as he exists in real life he is
not much to be pitied. Americany who’
have had opportunities of observing thz
‘“pauper” laborer of England at home
attending public meetings and taking his
holiday, have been surprised to see what a
sturdy, independent, .comfortable-looking
chap he is—the very opposite in fact of
what they expected to see. >

But leaving partisan exaggeration out of
the question, times in Great Britain are
just now pretty hard for the workingman,
and they threaten to be still harder. Work
is difficult to be procured, and wages have
a tendency to get lower. The Ilabor cor-
responident of the British Trade Journal, en
the 15th of last month, wrote :

Since the middle of last year the labor
market has slowly but surely indicated the
progress of a period of trade depression, but
in no month during the whole of that time
has ‘the change for the worse been so
strongly marked as during the month just
P away. It is fortunate that the
Aransition has thus taken place by easy
stages up till now, so that }:rgo bodies of
men have not been thrown on the market
with the suddenness noticeable in the case
of some former depressions. The greatest
change has come upon the shipbuilding,
engineering and other related trades, amon
which the proportion of those now out o
work varies from 3 to 10 per cent. Pos-
sibly some portion of this may be due to
the strikes now pending in various ship-
building and engineering centres.

Much was said at the above date about
tha proposed strike of the "cotton spinners
in South-east Lancashire, but that trouble
has since been happily averted. We think
we see, too, a disposition on the part of the

crease of wages until times get better.  The
poor harvess, too, has aided fo produce
depression in Great ' Britain.. The crops
seem to have grown well enough, but the
weather was so wet that the late grain
could not be properly harvested.. We see
that so late as the middle of October ‘‘an
enormous acreage in Yorkshire ” was still
out in the fields, and that on  some farms
the crops had not been eut. In all parts of
England and Wales grain was suffering trom
moisture. Tenants in some places were
talking about asking for a reduction of rent
and the small pay of the farm laborers was,
in view of the poor returns, made smaller
still.

On the whole, then, the outlook in Great
Britain is not cheerful. A season of depres-
sion has apparently set in, but the distress
is neither so general nor so great as the
American Republican politicians are repre-
senting it to be. Great Britain has
weathered other periods of depression and
it will get over the coming one, no doubt,
without sustainingany very great injury.

THE MEDICAL PROFESSION.

To TaER EDITOR :—In my last letter I
proposed to say something of the medical
profession, and the statistics it supplies, I
do not intend to attack the doctors. I dare
say they would survive it if I did, but I
have too many friends among them to at-
tempt anything of the kind. The doctors
are splendid fellows. I had rather meet one
of an evening than almost any other man.
As a rule, he has a wide knowledge of
buman nature and a collection of good
stories, which he tells well, and there'are but
few of the profession who chase the elusive
dollar to the exclusion of all the finer graces
of life.” Then, again, your doctor, if he be
a good specim.en, is brave; he has the heart
of a lion and the hands of a woman; he is
locg-suffering, patient, and enduring. There
are medical men, here and elsewhere, to
whom I would entrust the direst need of
wife or child without a second thought.

But the doctors, taken collectively, be-
profession, and of
it I am very suspicious. The medical
profession has very - ‘definite views at
any particular period, and does not hesitate
to force them upon the public at times, but
it is continually shifting its ~ground, and
what is to-day orthodox medicine becomes
to-morrow anathema. The medical profes-
sion at one time believed that the arteries
were filled with air; for 40 years it opposed
Harvey’s discovery of the circulation of the
blood ; it practised bleeding until the na-
tions revolted ; it gave mercury until peo-
ple’s teeth dropped out; and it is not many
years since it refused a cup of eold water to
a patient burning-with fever.

My desire in enumerating these facts is
not to rake up things that had better be
forgotten ; my point is that the practice of
medicine is continually altering. The men
who held these beliefs were, as you say,
‘“specially educated in medicine and sur-
gery,” and during their currency for one
medical man who doubted, there were a
hundred who had the firmest faith in them.
Is it not then quite likely that the medical
profession has been mistaken with regard to
vaccination ?

Doctors do nob make a special study eof
vaccination, The?' are taught at college
that it is beneficial and ry, only to
be disappointed when they;begin to practise,
by the appearance of patients withoutnum-
ber who have been vaceinated. It never
seems to strike them that vaccination is
probably of no use after all, so they strive
to remedy matters by stréngthening the
dose; some by revaccination, some by mul-
tiplying the marks.

‘The only scientific enqziry into the sub-
ject for 50 years has, as its result, Dr.
Crookshanks’ “History and Pathology of
Vaccination,” published quite lately at 36s.
Now I contend that, apart from all else, .if
any medical man can mnot only publish a
book at $9, but sell it, his opinions are en-
titled to the greatest respect. But Dr.
Crookshanks’ standing is, in any case, quite
beyond question, as he is Professor of Path-
ology and Bacteriology in London Univer-
sity. And whatdoesthisgreatauthoritysay?
Why, he has dealt vaccination such a stag-
gering. blow that it can. never recover,
again. I have a pamphlet containing the
main points of the book, and ¥ shall be
happy to lend it to any doctor who may ex-
press a desire to see it.

It is when we come to statistics, though,
that the medical profession goes so far
astray. Having committed itself to the
truth of the theory, it has to make outa
case for vaceination, and therefore a case is
duly made out. I do not aceute any doctor
of deliberate falsification, but I do accuse
many of them of keeping back facts that
are essential, if their statistics are to be of
any value whatever. What, for instance,
can be more unfair than to class a patient
as unvaccinated, because the doctor does
not see the marks, Given three men
vaccinated to-day : in 20 years ;be marks c;f

d, of ti

the first may be well defined,
faint, and of the third invisible, and yet if
these three were admitted to the hospital
ill of confluent smallpox, and were to die,
they would probably all go down as unvac-
cinated, because no marks could - be seen.
OF course, if they recovered, the marks on
the first two would become visible and any
conscientious doctor would amend his
returns, but the third man would still be
returned as unvaccinated. It is owing to
this erroneous method of - classification that
such-deathrates as you quote are arrived at;
in your quotation it is 37 per cent., but the
number of cases is not given—a most im-
portant point where percentages are taken.

A golden number for the anti-vaccinator
is 18°8 per cent., as this. was the death-rate
of all classes in the eighteenth century,
when no one was vaccinated and inoculation
spread small-pox breadcast. I will tell you
how this figure is arrived at. Drs. Jurin
(1723) and Lambert (1763) collected the
records of 18,138 cases, and the Loudon
Small-pox Hospital Reports (1746-63) supply
6,454 cases more, the average death-rate
being 18'8 per cent. Rees’ Encyclopzdia
(1779) gives 18°7 per cent. The average of
such an enormouns number of cases cannot
fail to give an eminently fair result.

Now if, in the Eighteenth century, with
all its insanitary conditions and with inocu-
lation rampant (no vi tion then, r
ber),—if, I say, the death rate was only
18.8 per cent., when we are now confronted
with death rates ranging from 33 to 60 per
cent., we are perfectly justified in conclud-
ing that there is something wrong, either
with the figures or with the doctors, for if
they lose from two to three times as many
patients as their grandfathers did, what be-
comes-of their boasted advance in medical
science ? The fault, assuredly, does not lie
with the doctors, therefore their figures
must be sadly out. 4

Here, sir, I shall close for the present,
although the subject is exhaustless. If your
readers seem, like Oliver Twist, to wish for
more, I shall gladly write you again.

CABLE LETTER.

Home Rule for Seotland—The Wreck
of the Roumania—Tremendous
Strike Inevitable.

Kaiser Wilhelm Celebrating the Re-
formation—What Was Done
at Wittenberg.

Loxpox, Nov. 5.—All efforts to bring
about a settlement of the threatened strike
in the cotton manufacturing industry hive
failed. Thirty mills at Ashton-under-
Lyne closed to-day and the crisis is on. A
general strike of operatives opens this after-
toon unless something unforeseen happens.
It inaugurated it will last several months.
What promises to be the greatest strike in
all history, growing out of the Lancashire
trade  troubles, is now apparently

inevitable. Between this and the 8th inst.
between 50,000 and 60,000 operatives will
leave their looms and 16,000,000 or 17,000,-
000 spindles will become.quiet. The manu-
facturers insist on & five per cent. reduction
in wages. The operatives admit the market
is 8o unfavorable that -their employes are in
some difficulty and they offer to submit to
some reduction in hours and corresponding
reduction in pay. They will not accept less
money for the present services.

Never was a battle so carefully prepared
for ‘and so thoroughly equipped on both
sides. The operatives have the strongest and
wealthiest organization in the world. Their
resources are sogreatthatthey canremainidle
several weeks without actual want. For
the first time in England the employees are
all in a compact, well-disciplined body,
holding the control of half of tEe spindles in
the whole cotton trade. They really gain
strength from a certain term of non-produc-
tion, so the struggle in its- present ontlook
has no terrors for them. The battle will
probably be a bloodless one for a long time.
At least the operatives are intelligent; they
have shown no bitterness in the dispute.

In ‘most of the cities and towns which
are affected, the cotton mills furnish
almost the sole industry. There will
be a oclear field for a great well
balanced campaign, which cannot fail to
command the attention of the world. The
Pall Mall Gazette says there is no doubt
that the heavy tariff duty on cotton goods
abroad is at the bottom of the difficulty.

HOME RUIE FOR SCOTLAND.

A deputation from the Scottish Home Rule
Association waited on Sir O. Trevelyan,
Secretary for Scotland, and claimed that the
question of Scottish Home Rule should have
attention simultaneously with or directly
after that for Ireland. He declined to make
a definite promise regarding the course of
the Government, though he showed that he
was in sympathy with the object of the
deputation. - .

WILHELM AT WITTENBERG.

The Kaiser’s visit to Wittenberg at the
beginning of the week was an event of more
than ordinary significance  politically and
from a religious point of view. The old
town of pointed gables, quaint towers and
narrow streets presented a unique aspect.
Everywhere bright banners and floral fes-
toons were seen, and the whole town bore a
holiday ap?esmnce: The Schloss Kirche,
the centra int of the fete, was com-
menced in 14;{;) and finished in 1499. In
1760 it was seriously injured by bombard-
ment and suffered in the same manner in
1813-14. It was first restored in M814-17,
aad now,’owing to Emperor William’s gener-
osity, it has been again restored. On the
north side were the wooden doors to which
Luther affixed his theses. These doors were
burned in 1760, but were replaced in 1858 by
metal doors 10 feet in height. They were
presented by Frederick William IV and
bear the original Latin text of Luther’s
theses. Above ‘on a golden ground isa
representation of Christ, with Luther and
Melancthon at his feet. On the right and
left, above the doors, are statues of Elec-
tors Frederick the Wise and John the Con-
stant. The. bodies of these electors are
buried in the church.

THE OLD TOWN.

Everywhere in the town are evidences of
the great reformer. Not far from the rail-
way station, outside the Elster Thor, stands
an oak tree planted in 1830.  This tree is
#aid to mark the spot where Luther publicly
burned the Papal bull on December 16,
1530. This spot is said to have been select-
ed by Luther, because here were buried the
clothing of those who died from the
plague. In Collegeien-strasse is the
Augusteum, in the court of which stands
Luther’s house. The first floor is fitted up
as Luther Halle, and contains many arti-
cles that belong to Luther, In the vesti-
bule are a number of paintings representing
scenes in Luther’s life. In the market
place stands a statue of Luther under a
Gothic canopy. The base bears the in-
scription : **Ists Gottels werk so wirds beu,-,
tein; ists menschen werk, wirds nnt._ergahn,
(If it be God’s work it will endure; if man’s
work it will perish).

NEW YORK, Nov. 4.—One of the largest
meetings of the Irish-American. Republicans
ever held in this city occurred te-night at
‘Cooper Union. The large hall was filled to

its utmost capacity with an enthuainstic
crowd, who cheered the names of Harrison
and Blaine to the echo. The speakers of the
evening were Patrick Egan, John.J. Finerty
of Chicago, and John Brennan of Jowa. In
thanking the assembly for its cheering wel-
come when he appeared, ex-Minister Egan
said the reason -that he had been singled
out by the un-American Mugwamps
and by the pro-British section of
the press and used as the butt of all their
bile and venom was to econjure up some
ground of attack on those of the Irish race
who would not tamely bend their necks to
the yoke of the Democratic party. A sét of
resolutions was adopted which, after pledg-
ing earnest support to Messrs. Harrison and
Reid, appealed to the Irish-American citi-
zens throughout the Union to assist in pre-
serving this nation from the accursed sys-
tem that had reduced Ireland te pauperism,
repelled with indignation the lying pretence
of the Democratic party to ‘“own” or to
‘‘ control ” the Irish vote. They repudiate
Wayne McVeagh as a renegade from his
party and race; commend the present
administration for its action in behalf of the
Irish political prisoners, and reiterated their
confidence in Hon. Patrick - Egan, at the
same time thanking the President for his
support of the latter.

BISMARCK’S OPINIONS.

The Ex-Chancellor Denies That He Planned
War With France—The :
Army Bill

Leesic, Nov. 4.—Dr. Blum recently had
a long interview with Prince Bismarck at
Varzin, an account of which was published
in the Neusste Nachrichten, of this city.
Prince Bismarck spoke at length of the new
military bill and Germany’s relations with
France and Russia. He denied that he
planned to attack France in 1875, contend-

ing that, on the contrary, he had persuaded
Emperor William to forbid the general staff,
and especially Count Von Moltke, whe were
anxious to -provoke war, Yo interfere with
foreign politics.  The ex-chancellor dis-
sented entirely from the Government’s sup-
port of the military bill. He said he
thought ‘the German army quite strong
enough to face even war on two frontiers.
He believes that neither France nor Ruesia
desires war, and that no war is likely to
break out, at least for years to come.
Moreover, eaid the .Prinee, victory rests
with that power which wins the first few
battles, and those battles will be fought not
with millions of men but with a few hun-
dred thousand. *‘The main thing,” he
continued, ** is that they be well led. The
new militury bill has the greatest defect in
its inadequate provision for commissioned
and pon-commissioned officers,” He con-
demned the proposal to retain the third
year of service solely for men who incurred
penalties, believing that tliis provision’
would destroy all respect for the third year
plan. He gquoted Emperor William 1.,
Count Von Moltke and Gen. Von Roon as

ot to roject the bill as a whole, but to de-

clare itself ready to remedy the real defects
when the Government has showed how to
cover the increased expense. With regard
to Russia, Prince Bismarck said that only
the newspapers, Poles and Jews desired war
between the Russians and Germans.

CABLE CORRESPONDENCE.

Home Rulers and the Gladstone Gov-
ernment Bill—A Farmers’
Party . Forming.

The Monetary Conference—Precautions
Against Trouble on Lord Mayor’s
Day—Monetary.

LoxpoN, Nov. 5.—When Gladstone, soon
after taking the reins of office, held a con-
ference with McCarthy and O'Brien on
Home Rule, he gave them the distinct im-
pression that in the forthcoming bill the

full representation of Irish members in the
Imperial Parliament. The progress of the
bill in the cabinet councils during the
present week has darkened the prospects of
its approval by the Nationalists. The sup-
porters of the ministry say the cabinet is
discussing favorably a clause to retain Irish
representation in Parliament, but favors re-
ducing the number of members entitled to
vote on Imperial questions only,from 103t078
under the new scheme. Another point, re-
garding which the Irish leaders are likely to
come into collision with the ministry, is the
decision that the Imperial Parliament shall,
by two-thirds majority, have power to vote
on all bills passed by the Irish Parliament.
Irish Nationalists demand that the sole right
to vote on such bills shall be vested in the
crown under the direct advice of the Irish
ministers. The McCarthyites are better
pleased with the amendments giving the
Irish Parliament control over the police and
judieiary and liberal provisions to settle the
land questions after the funds of the exist-
ing purchase acts have been exhausted.
Both Liberal and Conservative wire-
pullers have been trying to seize an advan-
tage in the agitation springing up because
of the depression of agriculture to form a
Farmers’ party. The demands made in-
clude a readjustment of ‘the rates the farm-
ers pay for holdings; reformation of land
grants; a reduction of tithes and taxes, and
reform of the game laws. Farmers are now
facing the worst year known to the present
generation, and are seeking relief in im-
mediate legislation on these lines.

Now, that the membersnip of the mone-
tary conference is fully made up, it is evi-
dent that the advocates of the single tax
standard are in the wmajority. England,
Germany, Austria and Belgium will send
delegates having a preponderance ot mono-
metalists, yet a growing belief in London
circles is that the conference will effect
some arrangement. The talk formerly in-
dulged in about the futility of the congress
is no longer heard. The president of the
Institute of Bankers, in- his inauguration
address, referred to the currency question
as urgently demanding reasonable settle-
ment. The duty of the Government, he
said, was to find a practical remedy for ex-
isting difficulties that could never be met
by theoretic discussion. This declaration
had great significance and -was a distinct
advanee ou the laissez faire treatment of the
subject. The attitude of the English dele-
gates selected will guide the decisions to a
great degree. They have as yet received no
definite instructions. It is reported that
the Government is considering suggestions
by influential firms in Manchester, Liver-
pool and London to settle the question upon
the basis of reciprocal concession, gold
standard countries taking silver coin at par,

NOT A COMPETITOR.

The Seattle Telegraph speaks in high
terms about the prospects of the Canadian
Western, and the Vancouver Telegram is of
opinion that the construction of the road
will confer great benefits on the province.
Both papers are right. The enterprise, if
properly managed, will be a good thing
both for its projectors and for the inbabi-
tants of the province, present and future.
But our Vancouver contemporary is a little
too fast when it looks upon the Canada
Western in the light of a competitor to the
C.P.R. :

The new road is evidently not intended
for a transcontinental road. It is constructed
mainly and primarily to be a colonization
railway. Its great object, as we understand
it, is to open up the Northern part of the
province, and to develop the resources of a
rich region that has hitherto been almost
inaccessible. It is impossible vo predict the
effect of the opening up of the Cariboo dis-
trict, alone, by a railway to this coast.
Those acquainted with the mineral resources
of that great district believe that when it is
possible to convey machinery and supplies
to it cheaply, a new and a golden era
will be opened up for British Columbia.
The Canada Western will also bring
within the reach of the enterprising
men of the coast the hidden riches of the
great Peace River region. The possibilities
of that region are said to be immense, as are
also those of the Northern country which can
easily be made available when the Canada
Western is once constructed. XNo one
knows as yet precisely what are the agri-
cultural and pastoral capabilities of the
North. They may be, and very likely are,
much greater than the most experienced
pioneer dreams of. The country which the
new railroad will pierce is beyond question
rich, and it will probably task the energies
and the resources of the company for a con-
siderable time to develop it. The road will,
no doubt, eventually unite with the great
continental system on the eastern side of
the Rocky mountains, but when it does it is
more than likely it will have work enough
of its own to do without trenching upon
what now may fairly be considered the
sphere of the Canadian Pacific. There is
room enough in this large province for at
least two railways running across it from
west to east. In fact its great resources
cannot be developed without them.

CLEVELAND ON CORRUPTION.

Mr. Cleveland, on the last evening of last
month, made one of his compast little
speeches before the New York Business
Men’s Democratic Association. After hav-
ing spoken on the issues of the contest and
on the rational way in which it was being
eonducted by the great body of the electors,
he alluded in terms of great severity to the
corruption which was being practised by his
opponents. ~ He said :

It is & confession most humiliating to
Aumerican citizenship, that with a cause
moss thoroughly entrenched in reason, and
commending itself o clearly to the intelli-
gence of patriotic Americans, we daily hear
predictions of Republican success based
upon the ability of that body to purchase
the votes of the people. A little reflection,
it seems to me, cannot fail to ‘royse the
American conseience to the wickedness as
well as the peril of a debauched suffrage.

The ex-President spoke strongly in favor
of honest politics. Itistobe hoped that
his speech will do good, but if all that we
hear of the political methods of United
8tates politicians is true he had a most un-
promising audience. If the Republicans
alone were corrupt and intent on debauch-
ing the electorate with money and promises
of office the case would not be by any means
hopeless,” But the Democrats are greatly
belied if they are not as deep in the mud of
corruption as their opponents are in the
Indeed, it has been said, and with a
good deal of the appesrance of truth, that
Mr. Cleveland himself is notnearly so popu-
lar with his party asa man of his ability
and with his record ought to be; because he
is too Honest a politician. - He not only has
no sympathy for the bosses of his party, but.
he is outspoken in his denunciations of them
and their methods, "It is also said that the

bosses return his = dislike and disap-
proval with interest. It is an open secret

one branch of the Demooracy of
New York was strongly opposed to
Mr. Cleveland, and at the Con-
vention the bosses of that State did their
utmost to prevent Mr. Cleveland’s nomina-
tion.  So bitter was the animosity of the
Tammany leaders that it was fora long
time believed that they would be sure when
the eleotion came on to *‘ knife” the Demo-
eratic candidate. There are some, indeed,
still who believe, or effect to believe, that
the worst enemies Mr. Cleveland has in his
own State are the men of his own party,
and they predict with confidence that they
will, on election day, betray him.  And
this b he is an h t man and is de-
termined to carry honesty into politics.
With Cleveland for President political
deals of all kinds will be sternly discoun-
tenanced by the Federal Government and
the most influential of the bosses need not
expect either profit or aggrandizement from
the administration because he is a “boss.
This prospect is not pleasing to. the men
who expected to get Senator Hill as their
candidate for the Presidency. =

FROM A DISTANGE.

It is well sometimes to see how the acts
of our Governments are regarded from the
other side of the Atlantic. The spectator

from that standpoint is generally disin-
terested, his vision is not distorted by
colonial prejudices, and, if he is intelligent,
he takes a broader view of things than most
Canadians. The manner in which the Cana-
dian authorities have dealt with public
servants who have advocated anmexation
has been censured by some speakers and
writers in Canada, on the ground that it is
an unwarrantable restriction of the freedom
of speech which is the birthright of ali
British subjects, The Saturday Review,
which would treat with merciless ridicule
any act of petty tyranny, thus notices the
way in which Lieutenant Macdonald was
treated :

On Wednesday it was reported that a
Canadian volunteer lieutenant had been de-
prived of his commission for advocating an-
nexation to America: This will shock some

ple, but appears to us to be perfectly
air and rational. If a man wishes Queen
Victoria not to be Queen,- he is, according
to medern ideas, free to hold, and even ex-
press, his opinion, provided he does not nse
violent means to turn it-into fact. But he
cannot decently hold what is indirectly, if
not directly, the Queen’s commission and
advocate the alienation of the Queen’s
dominions. A door must be open or shut.

A FAVORABLE OPINION.

MILITARY DISCIPLINE.

The St. James’s Gazette expatiates upon
the disposition which soldiers, in these days,
evince to *‘argify.” They think there are
times when it is theirs “‘to ask the reason
why” as to matters of duty and discipline,
and the consequences have recently been
that they have committed acts of insubor-
dination which go>d British officers have
deplored, and which foreigners have . re-
garded as indications that the British army
is not up to the mark.

But the insubordination does not, after
all, appear to have been serious. It amount-
ed to rowdiness on the part of some soldiers
who thought that they had not been well
used. The Gazette says: It would be
wrong to regard as acts of mutiny the stupid
pranks by which some ill-conditioned louts,
in the - Army Service Corps, following
the recent example of the emart gentlemen
of the 1st Life Guards, at Windsor, yester-
day  brought discredit on the body
to which they belong.” It appears that the
soldiers have taken to reading the news-
papers, and some of those to which they
have access have recently paid particular
attention to army grievances. The men,
when punished for slight breaches of dis-
cipline, are encouraged toconsider that they
are ~ abominably wused, and _have the
right not only to growl at
the treatment they receive at
the hands of their officers, but to resent it.
This sort of thing may be all right in civil
life, but~in military service strict limits
must, of ity, be placed on freed
both of discussion and action. If = regi-
ment were transformed into & debating
society, there would soon be an end to all
subordination and all discipline. The
Gazette gays :

Now, this is a virtue
which does not come naturally to the mod-
ern man, Itis inbred with the child or
cultivated with the rod; but it is weak-
ened by a system of education which ap-
peals—we do not say wrongly—more
to the intelligence than the sense
of duty; it. is shaken by the
life about the streets which too
often is interpolated between gchool years
and learning a trade; and it is finally
preached against, mocked and destroyed by
the agitators in the press and on platforms
who are never tired of exhorting a mam to
think for himself and to act for himself.
We admit that the spirit of eriticism and
independence is the cause of much that is
highest and best in modern civilization, and
that without it Englishmen would never
have attained the freedom which they enjoy.
But it is not favorable to military disci-
pline. If a man goes into the army he
should cease to be an individual, - He be-
thing less and thing more.

He signs away, for the time, his personality
and enters into a kid of noble servitude.
This sounds like harsh doctrine, and we
might hastily conclude that military disci-
pline tends to lower the moral tone of those
who are the subjects of it—to deprive them
of their ppirit and their manliness. But such
is not the case. There is not to be found in
the wide world a more high-spirited and a
more manly set of men than the sons of Eng-
lish squires, and of Englishmen of the middle
class generally. Yet these men submit to
the discipline of the army, give up their
will, as it were, and become parts of an im-
mense machine, But they retain their
manliness and their spirit.” The sense of
duty is so strong in these men fhat they,
without hesitation or without a murmaur,
obey orders which expose them to danger
in a thousand forms and at times to almost
certain death. "It is, indeed, the manliness
of these men which impels them to obey
orders promptly and cheerfully. And his-
tory tells us that the rank and file—the

ocontend for. It takes a long time to teach
people of this kind, who have an overween-
ing sense of their own importance, to form
something like a true estimate of themselves
and of ‘their position in the community.
Even after they have been vigorously sat
upon and conspicnously snubbed, they, with
surprising elasticity, spring back again to
their old places in their own estimation,

Bumptiousness is about the hardest dis-
ease with which the politician is afflicted, to
curs. The bumptious man may fail a hun-
dred times in asserting himself, but, not-
withstanding the checks and snubs he has
received, he is ever ready when the oppor-
tunity offers, and sometimes when it does
not, t0 make the one hundred and first at-
attempt. It seems an impossibility
to convince such men of their own
insignificance, or to get them to
know their true place and their real
powers., These men cannot brook opposi-
tion. When they are crossed in the prose-
cution of some favorite seheme they rage
furiously and threaten dreadfal things. And
there are simple people who take thém ab
their own estimate of themselves, and are fear-
ful of offending them, expecting that when
they are offended by being refused what
they ask for, the most fearful consequences
will follow. - But they do not. Bombastes,
when he finds that his bullying and threat-
ening have no effect on his opponents, but
that they quietly pursue their way as if no
such person as he' was in existence, soon
appears the harmless creature which. he
really is. Such persons do not resent the
indignities ~offered them, but, with a
philosophy that cannot be sufficiently ad-
mired, they adapt themselves to the new
circumstances which they had but a little
while before proclaimed to be intelerable.

One of these fire-eaters has roused the ire
of the Toronto Empire. He has been want-
ing something and declaring if he does not
get it, he, and those whom he undertakes to
represent, will smash the Confederation to
shivereens. The Empire replies to this
threat by saying:

The Dominion is not to be smashed at the
will of any man or set of men. The Union
of 1867, in the eyes of the vast majority of
the people, is permanent, and will be pre-
served at all costs, no matter who threat-
ens. * * * The sofa-cushion revolution-
ists are not an order of men the state need
be much afraid of, but it is well to let them
and all other uneasy persons understand
clearly that smashing. Confederation for
those who tried it would be the most
dangerous job that could be undertaken,
and would certainly deprive a number of

families of their protectors and bread-
winners.

But there is not the least danger that
Bombastes will make the: slightest attempt
to carry out his threat. The Confederation
is safe from the attacks of such as he for all
-time to come.” He would not sacrifice the
bread of his family, to say nothing of its
bread-winner, to carry out his own or any
one else’s ambitious designs. The **sofa-
“cushion revolutionist ” has no stomach for
hard knocks or for serious sacrifices. Like
Artemus Ward, he is perfectly willing to
sacrifice all his wife’s relations in a good
cause, but when it comes to his giving up
anything for its sake, he is certain to find
some excuse, to him at any rate, perfectly
satisfactory, to stay where he is and to keep
what he has.

Now it is a bustlisg
little city, with its own newspaper, its
stores, hotels, real estate offices, restaurants,
barbers’ shops, druggists’ establishments,
bath houses ard other conveniences of civili-
zation. The paper before us tells us all this
and a good deal more about Kaslo.. People
everywhere are asking, ““Is what we hear
about the Kootenay country true?’

A recent telegram from Boaton, Mass.,
reads as follows: ‘A shooting outfit,
which is probubly the most complete that
ever left New England shores, will start in
a few days for the Pacific Coast. The crack
schooner Rattler, of Rockport, is to sail for
Behring Sea in pursuit of seal, walrus and
other valuable furs. The Japan coast will
also be visited. The weapons which the
vessel contains are of the. most approved
modern type... Forty-eight Parker hammer-
less shotguns of 10 bore, 32-inch barrels, and
93 pounds in weight, will form the main
battery, while 13 Winchester rifles, of the
1886 model, and 40-45 calibre, will be used
for shooting beyond the range of the Par-
kers. -As ammunition, the Rattler will
carry 850 pounds of powder, 2} tons of
shot, 16,000 brass shells, and 82,000 black
edge wads. Captain Fred Nielson will be
in charge of the vessel, which is owned by
Roscoe Wheeler. In addition to the regu-
lar crew, the Rattler carries twelve men
whose business will be solely to shoot such
game as may be found.”
