«“J Want to be Hung at Twelve 0’clock

Sliarp”—An FEruption of Cranks—The
Tast Hours of th  Assassin, '
W ASHINGTON, June 29—Guiteau to-day
is aypareutly less concerned about the exe-
ution than any other person about the
jail. He seldom alludes to the subject
voluntarily and when be does his utterances
are so contradictory that it is still a matter
of speculation whether he is convinced that
the execution has been irrevocably fixed
and has nerved himself to assumed indiff-
erence or that he still entertains the hope

or belief that at the last moment some-

thing will
INTERVENE TO SAVE HIM.

Dr. Hicks last evening remained with him
a tew munutes, Guiteau said “I want you
to go to the president and tell him if he is
going to do anything I want him to do it
once. Idon't want any more attorney-
general business and I doun’t wunt any re-
prieving down here on Friday morning,’
After Hicks left a gnard enquired ‘‘how do
you feel.” Guiteau replied quite cheerily

that he felt first rate and was ready 'to go
at any time but he had no idea he would be
hung Friday A colored woman called
at the jail to collect 60 cents which she said
Guiteau owed hr for washing. A jail gzby
te .dant to k her messa e to Cui‘eau wh
hiyded out 50 cents remarking, **all righr;
please give her that and tell her I will pay
her the balance on Monday.” At
haif past one Reed, Hicks and Dr. Beard
arrived at the jail. Hicks reported that the
president declines to see any person in re-
Jation to Guiteau's case. When told his
sister wished to see him Guiteau remarked
that he did not want any *‘crazy talk,” but
if she could restrain herself he would be
pleared 10 see her and would bid her an
«ffectionate and brotherly farewell, Gui-
teau received Hicks and Reed with a cheer-
ful silutation, When the foru er announc-
ed his failure to see the president Guiteun
replied, ‘“That’s all right, that setiles it.
I waut you to ¢xamine the scaffold and
make sure it is all right too, so there’ll not
be any bungling.
I WANT TO BE HUNG AT 12 0’CLOCK SHARP.
Guiteau’s last craze 1s likening himself to
Byron in theught and intellect. He says
t1at the world is composed mostly of fools
and the only solacc he has in his hour of
trouble is at the bot.om of hisown heart,
where he tinds a world for intellectnal ex-
ploration as the poet did. Shaw (colored)
awaiting execution for the murder of his
sister, otten annoyed Guiteau when. the
laiter was walking in the corridor by say-
ing, * Hello, old Inspirstion, how do you
feei now; I'm afraid God’s man will get
left.” These remarks angered the a-sussin,
but he did not reply. Guiteau took exer-
cise in the south corridor to-day. It is
rumored that a qnack doctor has been
euyaged by M Sgovi le to try the effect of

GALVINISM UPON THE ASSASSIN'S BuDY
in view of bringing hiin again to life
should it happen that his neck is not
broken. When Mrs, Scoville was asked
it the near approach of her brother's doom
ciused her to loose hope she responded:
*No, and I venture to say Friday will
bring with it a great surprise.” A pum-
ber of queer people at the White house to-
day wauted to see the president in Gui
tesu’s hbehalf,  They were all referred to
the executive clerk who -heard their re-
quests. They wanted Guiteau respited or
pardoned on account of insanity. When
the clerk told one of the female visitors
that the president decided not to interfere
she was overcome with grief and burst into
tears and had to be led out of the bui'ding.
She said it was a shawe for the country to
allow

‘‘POOR BROTHER GUITEAU”
to be hangd.” Au effors will be made to
dissuade Mrs. Scoville from attending the
exccution, for fear it would muke her in-
sane. Wasbington 1s full of queer people
these days. There seems to be a general
eruption of cranks. Yesterday an inven
tor begged Hicks to take the pictare of his
patent gallows, and asked the  doctor to
take it to Guiteau and persuade him to in-
sist upon being hanged on one. Hicks re-
plied that ii the inventor would go away
and hang himself on one of his own scaf-
folds he would cheerfully certify to the ma-
chine. The inventor then expressed a wil-
lingness to do some
SINGING AT THE EXECUTION.

One of the prison officers said yesterday
he regarded Guiteau as absolutely the
meanest piisoner who ever came under his
charge, and he all along attributed the
crime to abject meagness rather than to
insanity or inspiration. ln his desperation
to escape hanging he :forgets the inapira:
tion theory and his talk about being
God's man and under divine protec-
iion, and mskes absard suggestiors to de-
lay the executi6h beyond the latest hour
named as if he would make a plea that his
hanging after that hour would be illegal.
The yuards allege that instead of sleeping
profoundly as he did a few weeks ago, his
s'eep now is so light that he answers imme-
diately if spoken to. Hicks says before he
is hanged,

GUITEAU WILL READ AN INVOCATION
of a personal nature with political a lusions.
It is entirely proper in tone and free from
feelings of malice or ugliness. Guiteau
said yesterday he had not prepared a
speech, but said, ‘*I.hav. written with
great care an invocatisn to the deity which
I shall present in case I go off on Friday.

| Hfiqks has it, and the president has a copy
fof-1t.”

The president has decided to hear
no further applications on the assassin’s
behalf. Those who call may submit views
to the president’s private secretary. Gui-
teau ye-terday declared, ‘*I was directly
ivsgired by the deity to rembve Garfield.
Cau you lind any man, no matter what his
politics, who will say it has not resulted
for the beuefit of party and nation? If he
and Biuine had been permitted to continue
as they ware going, this country would be
at war with Chili to-day. It was a good
deed and the time will come wheii I will be
looked upou as a patriot.
POOR GARFIELD HAD TO GO

because he was under bad malign influences,
Itis not Guiteau who is in trouble: it is
the people of the United States who
are on the brink of ciime.  Guitean, the
inspired, is all right but those who hang
him wish they had never been born. h!
I wish the president had the grit to put
this thing off t:ll January, Dr. Beard will
write 4 book about e whether I'm dead
or alive and being published by some good
house in New York, and bound with my
book of 4Truth’ it will make a sensation
and be an important factor in the educa-
tion of the people.” Guiteau also claimed
he was as sane as anybody. Guitean sent
to the president a paper entitled ** God's
Ways.” The document aims to show from
scripture how God aiways vindicates His

name. The jail is daily visited by hun-
dreds of people.

While Reed was in Guitean’s cell this
afternoon, an attendant hauded the prison-
er a large hoquet. *‘ Where did that come
from?” arked Guiteau. *‘From your sis-
ter” the guard- replied. Guiteau presscd
it to his lips and wept bitterly for a few
minutes: and  suddenly conquering his
emotion he exclaimed. ‘‘This does not
become a man about to meet his God for
doing God’s will.” = At Guitrau’s dictation
Reed drew up his will bequeathing his body
to Di. Hicks, but it is on no account to be
used for mercernary purposes. He also

-gives Hicks his book and other papers to

be used in writing his biography. A docu-
ment was also drawn up and signed by
Mrs. Scoville and John Guiteau anthor-
izing Warden Crocker to deliver the body to
licks after execution.” Guiteau then
thanked Reed for his efforts in his behalf
and becoming greatly excited exclaimed :
““As for President Arthur
HE IS A COWARD,
and an ingrate, aud he will be punished
hereafter.” Reed staried to go when Guit-
eau -said, ‘‘wait a moment, I wish to say
som-thing n.ore.” He then sat down, and
ina firm and bold hand wrote the following
and handed - it to ' Reed who came from the
cell deeply affccted : “ To my dear fiiend
Charles H. Reed—1 am only too glad to
express to you my unbounded appreciat on
of your services in my behalf.

The Government's Policy Discussed at a
Publiec Meeiing—The tHonor of the Em-

LoNpoN, June 29.—Notwithstanding
that yesterduy was coronation day, Wool-
wich presented a busy aspect in conse«
quence of war preparations upon a large
scale, and the d spatch of munitions of w.r,
inclading explosives. Arrangements are
perfect:d by which 40,000 men can be ¢m-
bark.d in aninstant. It is stated on re iable
authority that 25.000 men of all arms have
been selected for Egyptian service. Several
commanding officers of volunteers have
offered the services of their men
for garrison duties. At Chatham last even-
ing a complete return was ordered of
marines available for foreign service.
The Dukes Bueccleuch, Sutherland and
N'r sumbal nd,L rds Salisbury, Carnarvon
ava Barringron, the Marquis of Water-
ford, Sir Stifford Northcote, B.ron de-
Worms and others attended a meeting on
the Egyptian policy of the government to-
day. Salisbury supported resolutions de-
claring that it is the duty of the govern-
ment not to conseut to any settlement of
the Egyptian affair inconsistent with their
pledge, He said he agreed with the senti-
ment that the government should be turned
out and he would be willing on all proper
occasions to take steps toward that end.
The measures and actions of the government
were little consistent with the honor of
the empire. His object at present was
to arouse the opinion of the country to guide
it at a moment of great danger. He point-
ed out the way in which the government had
suffered their demands tobe disregarded
and declared that unless they rcmoved
Arabi Pasha their whole position in the
east would be jeopardized and England will
lose her ancient reputation. Northeote
supported the resolutions which were
adopted.
The News Jearns that the conference re-
gards speedy armed interference in Egypt
necessary and that it is improbable that
any offer of Turkey to send troops will be
accepted. \
ALEXANDRIA, June 29.—It is believed
that important events are impending, as
people who hitherto intended staying on
sccount of :heir vital interests in Egypt are
now hurrving away. On Tuesday right a
council was held to cousider the question
of hostages, the selection of Eoglishmen
being principally advocated. The natives
seem to be certain that dissensions have
arisen in the conference on account-of some
power siding with them.

Whatever defects may be found to be
absolutely inseparable from the system of
voting by ballet it should at least have—
what it has never yet had—a fair trial.
The Canadian ballot acts, based on the law
of England, proceed on an entirely incor-
rect asumption and therefore quite natur-
ally lead at times to very absurd results,
such as the disputed returns for Bothwell
in the late election.

The English law assumes that the prin-
cipal object of the ballot is to prevent it
from being in anyway discovered how a
man votes at an election, whereas the prin-
cipal object should be to enable a
man to keep others from knowing
how he votes. The  ballot s
a device to protect the veter from intimi-
dation, not to make bribery and corruption
impossible, So long as candidates are un-
principled and voters are venal, money
will be paid for votes or to induce electors
not to vote at.all, and it is doubtful if
the ballot has imposed or can impose any
considerable check on such practices. What
it does is to enable a man to vote quietly
for the candidate of his choice and keep
every one else from knowing what his
choice is. In this way it is useful if not
indispensible in every country where a cer
tain portion of the electors are dependent
for subsistence on the will of arbitrary em-
ployers of labor.

It is almost incredible that an intelligent
people, like those of England and Canada,
should have so completely misiaken the
real purpose and use of the ballot, and it
is matter for deep regret that so large a
proportion of the electors in both countries
are disfranchised under this system through
no fault of their own. Take the. Bothwell
dispute as an example. The election act
requires the deputy-returning officer to ea-
close in his sealed return to headquarters a
statement of the ballots cast, specifying the
number counted and the number rejected.
At two of the polling booths in Bothwell
the deputies of the returning officer failed
to comply with this requirement of the law
and the returning officer refused to count
any of the votes from these sub-divisions.
In this way hundreds of electors, the great
majority of whom, it is safe to say, had
marked their ballots properly, were by an
act of official carelessness or fraud deprived
of their franchise. If the returning
officer’s ruling was correct then we
have the further result that the
candidate who received the largest num-
ber of good votes has been counted out and
the one who is the choice of the minority
takes the seat. The dispute will of course
have to be settled by the election court,

HANGING AS A FINE ART.

It must be confessed that there are some
arts not at all as well understood in *‘ raw
democratic Canada” as in the more aristo-
cratic mother country.

This is evi-
dent te all who have read the details of the
wretched Vankoughnet’s execution. A
more bungling piece of butchery does not
stain the sorry records of the gallows.

THE CITY CLERKSHIP,

We understand that it is the intention of
Mr. Roddy to resign the - ffice of city clerk,
his health not being sufficiently good to
warrant him in fill ng the arduous duties
in connection with that office—even now he
1as been off on leave of absence for some
time. Assoon as it was known that he in-
tended to retire a small clique of conserva-
tives got together and determined to cap-
ture the office if passible for one of their
number. The man they have selected for
the post is Alderman John Blevius, the re-
turning officer in the recent .elections in
east Toronto. Mr. Bleving is an out-and-
out conservative and his been for quite a

but_while it is hard to see on what reason-
able ground the wish of the majority should
not be allowed to prevail, it is just possible
that in the opinion of the judges non-com-
pliance by the deputies with the plain re-
quirements of the law justified the action
of the returning officer.

The case of East Hastings in 1878 shows
how singularly the election act may some--
times be made to work, Mr. Aylesworth
was returned by a small msjority at the
general election. Mr. White, the present
member and then defeated candidate, ap-
plied to the county judge for a recount.
That functionary found on an inspection of
the ballots, that same of them had been
marked on the back, contrary to law, with
certain numbers, and on the theory that
these numbers might be the means of ascer-
taining how certain parties voted he threw
them out and thus deprived the unfortunate
electors altogether of their franchise. The
effect of his decision was to transfer the
seat from Mr, Aylesworth to Mr. White
and though the former went to the expense
of contesting the election in the courts the
most he could pbtain from Mr. Justice
Afmour was a judgment declaring the seat
vacant.

Be it remembered that in neither Both-
well nor East Hastings was there any alle-
gation that the electors who wsere thus dis-
franchised had not marked their ballots
properly. Surely, whatever our system of
voting, it ought to be a cardinal axiom that
no clerical error or fraudulent practice on
the part ofany official should be permitted
to deprive any man of a vote of which he
is not deprived by any act of folly or dis-
honesty of his own. It is desirable to pre-
vent the identification of ballots, but it is
infinitely more desirable that the will of the
majority, when fairly ascertained, should
be carried into effect and that po man
should be disfranchised by the misconduct

while in the city council as alderman for
St. David’s ward.

We wish here to putin our-protest against
the introduction of politics into municipal
matters. If (Mr. Blevins is a can-
didate for.a civic position he should
apply for it on other merits than
that he has the conservative party at
his back, and the conservative members
working for him. We prefer to see the
principle of promotion in civic offices car-
ried out' to the fullest extent possible,
This was done in the case of Mr. Roddy,
and the city has no reason to regret his
promotion from assistant city clerk some
years ago to the chief clerkship. If there
is a man now in the city service who is
competeat to succeed Mr. Roddy he should
get the office by all means,

INDEPENDENCE AND IRONCLADS.

One of the arguments advanced against
the advocates of Canadian right of treaty-
making is that it would be necessary for us
to build a fleet of ironclads in order to give
support to our treaty-makers and diplomat-
ists. Those who seriously maintain such a
view of the question are quite ignorant of
the conditions under which Canadian
diplomacy would be conducted. Canada
would have little in ‘the shape of
diplomatic relations to do with Euro-
pean nations. For Canada is essentially
aﬁabsolutely an American power, her
relations would be almost exclusively
with the United States ; or, perhaps, as her
trade extended with the advance of her
productive power under a protective policy,
with Brazil and other South American
countries,” Now, neither these latter nor
the United States are naval powers. Can-
ada would no more need ironclads than she
would need a Noah’s ark. And it is ob-
vious that war between Canada and the
United States would be far more pro-

bable if Canada were a dependency

dly‘Engl‘igd. in the contingency of war
twa#en England and the United States, For
Canada would then be the most vulnerable
and the most defenceless part of the Eng-
lish territories. But if Canada were an in-
dependent republic it is in the last degree
probable that public opinion would ever
support hostilities. The American’ policy
unlike that of the Eurepean countries, is
altogether regulated by commercial consid-
erations. In European countries peace
and war are caused in great
part by considerations = with which
commerce has nothing to do : npationa
jealousies, the balance of power, or, as in
the case of the Franco-German war, by the
influence of the eclergy. If the Unitea
States has any armaments, they are not,
like those of Europe, for the purpose of
aggression on her neighbours, but to defend
her trade. Itis all the difference between
the peaceful storekeeper who has a revolver
ready to defend his goods, and the late Mr,
Jesse James who carried his pistol for a very
different purpose.

A OCANADIAN FLAG.
[BY A CANADIAN NATIONALIST. ]

Nations are men in the aggregate,
When they grow beyond the mere corpora
tion or colony and become infused with
national life they are “emtitled to cer-
tain requisites. Canada”Has got beyond
the mere corporation state of existence,
Like oth r corporations it is still partly
skeleton. There is little flesh on the frame
work and there is still less national soul,
There has been mo struggle, no calamity,
no climax to fuse the nationalists and to
knit the inhabitants together as country-
mer.

Although this is the case, Canada never-
theless possesses many of the attributes of
a nation. The maiu attributes of a nation
are alegislature to make laws, a Jjudiciary to
interpret them, and an executive to enforce
them. We have a legislature, but it is
10t absolute : all its laws may be vetoed
in England ; we have a Jjudiciary almost
independent, the queéen’s prerogative only
being saved by our supreme court act; and
we have an executive ostensibly the
queen of England acting through a gov-
ernor-general, but really the cabinet of
the Dominion. All that is necessary
to complete Canadian sovereignty is
for England to give up the right of veto—
a right which is scarcely ever exercised
and for Canada to elect her own governor-
general.  All other national wants depends
on ‘these things bemng done. Nationality
is plain ip sight, and it is like the grace o
God: obtain it-and all other blessings
will be added thereto.

The argument, that Canada in the latter
quarter ot the 19th century, with 5,000,-
000 of people, 340,000,000 square miles of
territory, the fourth largest mercantile
navy in the world, her fisheries, forests and
mines inexhaustible, and her agricul-
ural resources the largest in the world,
would not be able to support nationality, is
put aside ‘as too absurd to attempt to ser-
i>usly answer, more especially as our self-
supporting fiscal system is now definitely
settled, and in less than five years the
whole country will be bound together from
the Atlantic to the Pacitic by the Canadian
Pacific railroad.

There - is still some opposition to the
great works that are lifting us out of our lit-
tleness in despite of ourselves. The immense
expense is spoken of as something awful—
the Syndicate as the terrible monster that
is [going, to swallow us whole bye-
and-by. What would you imbecile ?
What, would you rather achieve
freedom by a seven years revolutionary
war in which millions of money would be
spent in powder and devastation and thous-
ands of lives lost, or that these millions
should be spent in settling and binding
your country together and enlarging your
minds to your destiny. But we do
not want freedom. Then go and bury your-
selves. You shonld not live in the same
age as the half civilized people of Bulgaria.
Servia, the Transvaal, where even the
poor Fellah slaves of Egypt are up and
striking for liberty,

A good deal of what has been written
and spoken about the Syndicate is losing—
has now lost its force. The minds of the
people’under the teaching of the fossils of
the Globe had bezome stationary. They
are now awakening. The shriek of dispair
of the politicians when the Syndicate was
formed has died away and the Syndicate
which is every day paying out vast sums
of money and will continue to do so for
years without any adequate returns, is a
matter of indifference to the people if not
a body to be commended.

Now what is the result of all this pro-
gress that has been going on—the people
have got confessedly out of the colonial
stage of existence. This progress ought to
be marked.

We have still the old mongrel banner
floating over us neither British nor Canad-
ian. It is said to have been the product of
that erratic genius, J. BurrPlumb. It isa
pity to see the British flag marréd so sadly.
It is a grand old symbol. Canadians had
no hand in pulling it down—it was pulled
down ten years ago from the flag staff at
Quebec by the English themselves, and
the present makeshift substituted for it. It
i time the Canadian people had a distinct-
ive ensign tor their own, Their numbers
and power require it, It is absolutely neces-
sary for the merchant shipping of Canada.
There is continual confusion with the pre-
sent Canadian ensign in foreign ports, it
is 5o hard to distinguish it from the British
flag.

The question is then what should a Ca-
nadian flag be. Thic seems easy to answer,
When the famous French tricolor was form.
ed it was simply adding the colors of the
city of Paris and ethers together. We
can do better ; we can add together the
colors of the nations from which we sprang.
The red for England and Scotland, the
green for Treland and the white for old
France that peopled Quebec. While
Quebec belonged to France she never saw
anything but the drapear: blane, and al-

though the tricolor now attracts the regards

) > more

1'glory encitcles it than “the gend old
flag for which the present Dac de Chambord
Rave up & kingdom. . If we retain the
union in the upper corner to signify the in-
dissoluble union of the provintés which com.
pose the Dominion of Canada, we should have
a flag which the English governnient woald
permit, and which will attract the regard
and love of every Canadian, both native
and sdopted.

It ia' not necessary to point out the
benefit which would accrue from such an
ensign. It would be a symbol of Canadian
power and authority, not only in Canada
.Jbut all over the world. It would especial-
ly gladden the hearts of our countrymen
in the States, who are forming Canadian
clubs in all the American cities, and pre-
serve that love for Canada in their hearts
which expatriation is sure to awaken. Tt
would also be a bond of union for the dif-
ferent provinces and ' continually remind
their inhabitants that we are all Canadians
and should not be influenced by the feuds.
of other countries.

No dount we shall soon have a new
national party, and we look to it to seeé it
adopt some distinctive symbol like the one
above described. ' The tactics of nationalists
should be to see the tories every time and
80 1000 better.

In his domestic relatioas
he belongs to the new school of moham-
medans, and has but one wife, with whom
he lives very affectionately.

ABUUT CHINATOWN.

A Startling Pletare of the Mongolian
Quarter of san Francisco.

A correspondent writing from San Fran:
cisco gives a startling picture of ** China-
town"” and its inhabitants :

I thought that Chinatown in Frisco was
& low-lying tract covered with thatched
shanties, but it is one of the finest quarters
of the city, which was solidly built with
business houses and sheltered thovsands of
white laborers. When the cancer was
small, in the days when they were hailed
as a desirable addition to the laboring popu-
lation, they 1ented here. Others came and
rented. Soon it became more pleasant for
the white neighbors to rent to them and
move than to stay in range of
their noisesome habits. So step by

step, paying at first high rates on shof

leases, they covered many blocks. As the
leases expired no white man would take the
property and the owners were compelled to
rent to Chinese at their own rates or lose all
lncome. By this process the districc was
conquested. Now it is extending around
its borders ; property. across the street is
undesirable for whites and the Mongols
takeit, Nearly forty thousand of them
are in this distriot. It is to all intents and
practices a Chinese city : here are their
stores, their factorics, their temples, their
markets, their nautch houses. Now, re-
member this population of 40,000 has in it
not a dozen wives, not a dozen families !
Forty thousand white laborers would re-
present 160,000 population. Here every
woman is unclesn, she is a passion slave,
sold at birth to infamy and trained from
her lisp to vice as white men train their
daughters to virtue! Since I came a
ship landed a thousand Chinese laborers
and thirty-five prostitutes, billed as
such and shipped to the masters here
whom they must slave for in inf.my. The
men cook their own food,tend their own foul
sleeping places and live on twenty dollars
a year. We make a travesty of *‘Chinese
cheap labor.” Here isa tragedy Along-
sidle of this wifeless. childless, Christless
laborer, the white toiler with his wife and
weans competes in vain. My readers have
beard of the hoodlum of San Francisco.
He is the victim of the cancer. He is the
son of the white laborer who was gutted
ip the unequal contest, his sons missed
their schooling and-at working age had to
compete with Chinese labor. The com-
petition was impossible. They fell into
vice. The white laborer’s daughters have
not a thing to which they can turn to hon-
estly earn a living. The young men who
would wife them and make them homes
are in jail, the penitentiary, the gutter, the
gambling house. So the girls’ feet are on
perdition and they carry their bodies to
market to compete with her in the foot
race to hell. So the white laboring class
is festering out, livid with the leprosy of
this Chinese curse, rotting with the cancer
which grows and thrives as they decay.

TO CIGARETTE SMOKERS.

A Litile Savoyard Jalled for Picking up
Stumps.
(From the New York Times.)

A little red-headed Italian boy, who gave
his name as Frank Clacabau, and said that
he was 8 years old, wae brought before Jus-
tice White 2t the Harlem police court yes-
terday, by an officer of the twelfth precinct,
who charged him with being a vagrant.
He was barefooted, wore ragged clothing,
his head looked as though it had never
known a comb and his face as if it had not
been washed for months.  He spoke Eng-
lish very imperfectly. The officer said that
he found the, boy gathering cigar stumps
from the gutters and streets and sidewalks,
and showed Justice White a basket half
filled with the butts of old cigars covered
with mud and water soaked. *‘ What
do you do with them?”’ asked his honor. *‘I
sell them to a man for ten cents a pound,”
replied the boy, ‘but I don’t know his
name, and they are used for making cigar-
ettes, like they sell in the stores.” The
officer corroborated the child’s statement,
and said there were many boys, and even
girls, scouring the city in search of
stumps and half-smoked cigars, which were
dried and then sold to various parties who
used them in making cigarettes. The boy
said that he lived with his father in One
Hundred and Eleventh street, but could

ive no further account oP himself. Justice
hite thought the case one for the society
for the prevention of cruelty to children to
investigate, and temporarily committed the
‘‘cigar-butt grubber, ’ as those children are
called, for eaamination. diracting that the
officers of the society be notified.

The Buckley murder trial was resumed
yesterday morning at the assize court, before
Judge Galt. The interest taken in the
case seemed-to have abated. The prisoner
from his appearance must have passed a
restless night.

Dr. Riddell assisted Dr. Kennedy in the
post mortem examivation. The injaries to
the m mwight cause death. There
was a.contused wound on the leg. It was

not probabls, but it might be pos-
sible, that ‘the woman  could
bave placed herself on the bed. The
wounds in the abdomen were made with
some blunt instrument. Did not believe it
was the result of a fall.

Michael Cochrane and Hugh Lappin were
at the prisoner’s house when he was arrest-

ed. Saw nothing taken into or brought
from the house.

Mary Jane McMillan testified as to
seeing Mrs. Buckley with a black eye, and
three days afterwards she saw her sgain,
when she @ red.to be suffering from
wounds on m‘body. She walked with

Oa’ cross-examination she said she had
frequently seen Mrs. Buckley staggering
ur:ger the influenee of liquor. She was
abusive when drunk.

James Rosney stated that prisoner came
into their liquor store on the 24th but got
nothing.

William Gray testifiel that Buckley came
to his father’s nursery at one o’clock uader
the ivfluence of liquor. Told prisoner he
had better go home and have a sleep, He
worked h\ﬁ an hour and went off He
came haek again,but could not do anything.
He said his wife had been drinking, and he
had nodinner,

Croes-ex+smined by Mr. Murphy, —When
spesking about his wife he was in the best
of humor.

Rev. Father Conway said Buckley came
to his place between 2.45 and 3 o’clock.
He took the pledge and left. He was in-
toxicated.

On croes-examination the rev. gentleman
stated that the prisoner scemed to have
good purposes in his mind. Was a very
industrious man and peaceful as far as he
knew.

This closed the case for the crown.

The first witness called for the defence

was

Thomas Boland, jr.: Lived near Buckley;
have lived there fiftcen years; knew Buck-
ley before that: atout a week before Mrs,
Buckley’s death she was lying near the
bridge from 1 oeclock to 6; as she was
crossiug the ravine she tumbled hea Ifore-
most into the diten; between 1 o’clock and
6 she was lying 200 yards from the ravine;
she fell again going up the hill against the
fence; saw her so often drunk that I did
not bother about her; saw her oftener drunk

-than geber; have seen her trading off stuff
for whi-key; she was good-natured when
druuk, except her tongue; she was quarrel-
some if sue could get anybody to qu.rrel
witn her.

Cross examined by Mr. Irving—I have
seen lher carrying provisions to sell at
Biocktou. Dou't know fior sure what she
bought. " Saw her oftener than I saw Buck-
ley “ Did not see him during the day ex-
cept on Sundays. Kuew he drunk but
Dever 8aw him unable to manage himself.
Knew they used to guarrel.

JohuMcCarthy—Saw her working in the
gardeo in the morning aund intoxicated in
the aftérnoon,

Catharive Brennan lived in Brockton for
forty.years. Have kuown priso: er thirty
years. Hewasa kind. good-natured and
hard working man. He has worked for
me ofien. Have seen Mrs. Buckley have

" bottles in hor aprou sometimes,

Edward McKenna—Knew the prisoner
for thirty years sud his wife for twenty
years. Prisober was a good hard working
man and in no way quarrelsome.

Cross ex+mined by Mr. Irving—Have been
-at Buckley’s many times. Ncver saw them
-quarrelling. Never saw him rightly drunk
Have not often seen her drunk. Thought
she was always indastriouns and good around
the house.

Mrs. MacNamare has lived  on the Brock-
ton road thirty-six® years; ‘Buckley was
married at her house; Mrs. Buck.ey always
called’ witues “mother;” she was in her
house nearly every day; Buckley was as
kind a man as ever lived; Buackiey was a
hard-woiking industrious man,

James Rosney, recalled: Mrs. Buckley
got liquor from me about 8 a.m. on the 234
May; she got a quart bottle of rye.

John MgocNumara and Edward MacNa-
mara knew prisoner to be a bard-working
man; Mrs. Buckiey was abusive when under
the inflaerice of liquor.

This concluded the eviderce,

Mr. Murphy, delivered: an eloquent ad-
dress to the jury. He explain-
ed that there was a total want of evidence
to show any cerious quarrel or colission
between Buckley and his wife, It was
quite evident that the woman died on the
23d of May, but the prosecution had not
established the fact that the woman was
murdered st all. They shou'd return a
verdict of not guilty, but he wonld explain
the difference between mauslaughter. and
murder. If the malice’ aforethought conld
be proven a3 in the indictment, it would be
murder, but unless that was the case it
would simply be manslaughter. He also
~referred to a case where his Lordship Judge
Patterson had held in the English court
that a man under the influence of liquor
was incapable of having an intention.

r. Irving, sifting the evidence,
believed the lea  of intoxica-
tion, as advance for the d.fence,
was of no account, The various
stories told by the prisoner were conflic:-
iug. Had the prisoner gone home and
found his wife dead, he would bave rushed
out and asked his neighbors to halp him
to find the murderers. He wanted to have
the body washed and there would be no in.
vestigation. Mr. Parker said nhot to wash
the body till the corner came. It was evi-
dent that thé woman had had to flee from
her husband’s wrath.

H s loid-hip, in summing up the case ex.
plained that all the jary had -to do was to
~weigh the facts ~and come to
the  conclusion us to whether there
was evidence - that the prisocer had
caused the death of his wafe.” The medical
men thought there were bruises on the
body sufficient to cause death, If the jury

The judge then said he
wou'd sentence him to ten years in the
Kiugston peritentiary, The prironer’s face
brightened up and he replied : ‘‘ thank you,

4BOUT THE WATEBWORKS.

Speciatl Meeting of the Commitiee Yesters
; @ay—The Lake Extension, &
: The waterworks sommittee held a special
Meating yesterday afternoon, at which Ald.
Geo. M. Evans presided.

_The chairman announced (as was, fj"’
announced in The World a few days ago)

The water was let back again last night.
In reply t0-Ald, Sheppard the city engineer
stated that there was more sediment at the
bottom than was usual at this season of the
year. This he accounted for in a measure
!:y the draivage that had been done ,at the
island, thus stirring up the waters in the
bay. The water had been bad this year.
WATER PIPE EXTENSION.

Hon. John 0'Douchoe aud F. B. McNa-
mee wmted'on the committee re the water-
Pipe extension into the lake. Mr. 0'Dor o-
hoe said he was Mr, McNamee's solicitor
and one of his bondsmen, but he appeare
before them now as a citizen and friend of
the latter and hoped the committee would
act generously with the contractor and ena-
ble him to finish the work.

Mr. McNamee explained that he had al-
ready laid a crib and 900 feet  of pipe—300
feet from the south end and 600 feet from
the filtering basin. This left the distance
in the centre to be connected about 1500
feet. He had another 100 foot length
teady to be launched. He hoped to be able
in a few days longer to have four other
lengths ready to be launched and sunk in
posl_niun. He hoped the committee would
see its way clear to graut him an estimate

#50 that he could get money to assist to aid
10 perforwing his coutract.

The engineer then reported in regard to
the progress of the island work aince the
*eason commenced. The lengths of pipe
that was constructed last season and left at
the filtering basin have been taken apart
and the material removed to the engine
house whaif, One of thesg lengths has
been rebuilt and sunk at the island, though
not fully jointed. The large lake tub and
twoof the lengths of pipe that were con-
structed at the wharf last year bave also
been sunken on lines, This brings the total
length of pipe sunken up to'900 teet, There
are now in course of construction three 100-
f-et lengths, one on the engine house
wharf almost cumplete and two at the Credit
Valley wiarf, one just commencéd and one
almost half finished. The dredging for a
length of some seven hundred feet 1s nearly
complcte, and will not, it is believed, in-
terfere with the laying of the above pipes
when ready. There is sufficient oak de-
livered to build about three lengths in ad-
dition to those now under way. There are
hopes to complete two lengths of the fore.
going. but there are no end castings for any
but the lengths being bailt.
