' ing increase of $11,000,000 in¢the trade with
Great Britain over 1889. On the whole, the
home trade was in a healthy ocondition. In-
terprovincial trade.was steadily increasing,
mining activity bad “increased and the good
results of the iron bounties fvere seen in in-
creased production in some districts. Im-
migration was not so heavy ascould be
wished but was of a satisfastory class. Our
credit abroad stood as high as in pre-
vious years. 'Our securities stood better
than those of the sister colonies. We were a
bapoy, progressive, right-minded- people

__with  hopeful .. regard '~ for. "the.  future
mnd full of progress at. the preseht. Two
steamship lines” were well-established with
‘the West Indies. The Pacific steamers bad
begun their trade. They had endesivored: to
establish a fast Atlantic service and had
entered into a provisional agreement. This,
however, fell through owing to the disor-
ganization of the money market and the
death of the eontrolling genius, Bryce Doug-
lass. »

Uuited States in a fair and equitable, posi-
fion, and .with a serious desire to remove
sauses of friction and to give whatever free
irade is compatible with ‘the intérests of
)yach conntry. - More than that no self-

net debt, $237,583,211. “The addition to debt
was $3,170,000, against $2,998,683 in 1889 and
&7, 1888. The net rate of
interest was 2.99 get cent. against
307 - and 812 the years ' before
The average interest for capital of the
national debt was $1.65, against $1.74 and
$1.79. in the years before. Theyestima ted
revenue for the year ending June 3y, 1891,
was 839,200,000; received up to June 20, 1891,
$86,602,857; revised estimate, $38,350,000.

5 The Tariff Changes.

‘Mr, Foster dealt lasl with the. most inter-

‘| esting part of his subject, the tariff changes.

A considerable number of changes had been
pressed upon him, but last year there was an
extended revision of the tariff. The present
séssion. would probably be short™ and
hot and there were . important com-
mergial ~ negotiations with - the Unit-
ed 'States. = For these reasons the
Government decided to make no general:
revision this year. A change, however,:
would be made regarding one article—suga r’
The course of the sugar industry in this
country had been remarkable and separated
clearly both political parties. In 1878 there
were imported 109,000,000 nds, worth
$6,186,000 to the cutside world, on which the
duty was $2,595,000, or 41 per cent. The
cost was 5,65 cents a pound and the duty
.2,37 cents a pound. But only 6 per cent. of
this was raw, the rest was refioed
other countries. There was. therefore a
price, a bigh duty and ‘a Jack of sugar in-
dustries in this country. Next year a chauge
was made,' In 1880 there were 116,000,000

unds imported. worth £4,000,000, duty

2,000,000, price 8.35 cents a pound, duty
1,78 cents a pound. But 63 per cent. was
raw and refined in this country. Only 82
per cent. of refined was imported.
there were imported 223,841,171 Jaoungis,
worth $5,800,000 to the outside world, price
242 eents a pound, duty 1.58 cents a pound.
Only 7 per eent. of the importation was‘ re-
fined, gge r cent, was raw and refined in.this
country. The result of the Conservative policy
therefore was that a decreased burden was
paid the outside world, the sugar was
cheaper, the duty was lower and the in-
dustry was established in our own country.
Last year 223,400,000 pounds were consumed
on which the duty was $3,675,724. If sugar
was placed on'the free list this serious loss
of revenue must be faced. The duty col-
lected on sugar for the past three years
averaged three and a half millions per year.
The Government has decided under two
conditions to sweep away ata stroke of
the pen three millions and'a half of taxes.
[Loud cheers.] - i

Sir Richard Cartwright: “Let us hear
your eonditions.”.

Mr. Foster said- the conditions were greater
econoniy in public éxpenditure and compen-
sating duties to g certain extent. They
woulg ask an additional cent a pound on
malt, which would add three cents to the
value of every gamon of beer and result mn
an inerease of $500,000 to the revenue on last
year’s consumption. They would add 20
cents a gamon to theduty on distilled spirits,
which add $600,000 to the revenue.
They would increase the excise and im-
port duty on tobacco and raise an additional
$400,000, These changes would increase the
revenue by $1,500,000. The remainder of
the deficit would be met by economy in pub-
lic works. st

Mr. Foster then presented to,the House the

utions containing the tariff changes,
which come into force June 24. He added a
few explanations. The duty on salt, which
was 10 and 15 cents per 100 pounds, was re-
duced one-half because combines bad formed
under the excessive protection. During the
past few years a great change bad taken place
1n the sugar industry. At the present time 65
per cent. of the world’s consumption was beet
root sugar, Spasmodie attempts bad been
made to intFoduce it into Canada, but so far
unsuccessful. He was not there to say he be-
lieved in the introduction of the bounty
system’ to make beet root sugar a success,
But one or two factories were already esta-
lished in Quebec and it appeared a hardship
to take off all the protection they now.eu-
joyed. The Government therefore recom-
‘mended that for one year. buk no longer, a
bounty should be paid beet root sugar
equal = to the protection it now bhas.
He declared emphatically that he was
not thereby committing himself to the -prin-
ciple of the bounty system. It was for this
season only. .

The Changes in Malt, Sugar, Tobgcco
and Other Commodities,

Victoria, chapter 39, iutitule@ ‘‘An Act to
temend the a¢t respecting she duties' of
customs,” by repealing the itéms nuwbered
126, 127, 128, under section 1 of the said act,
and to amend the act 53 Victoria, chapter
20, intituled *“An ,Act to _.amend the act re-
specting the duties of customs,” by re-
pealing the items 148, 156,.157, 158, 159,
165 and 166 ander section 10 of the said - act,
and to provide otherwise oy enacting that

SIR RICHARID'S AMENDM BN}‘.
He Delivers a Three Hours’ Caustic Philip.
pic Leveled at Foster.

Sir Richard Cartwright entered oh one of
his philippics against the Government lasting
over three hours. He said it would strike
the House as curious that after the ’declara-
tion of the Government that it intended to
follow its own path irrespective of. any
United States legislation by far its most im-
portant fiscal act was done in obedience to
and at the dictation of the Uuited States
Government. Why was thedut¥ énraw sugar
abolished? Because the United States
Government enacted similar ‘legislation
about a year ago. After a general con-
demnation of thé extravagance of the Gov-
ernwment, he moved in amendment to Mr.
Foster’s motion to go intv committee to con-
sidor the resolution: =t

That the Spedaker do uot leave the chair, but
that it be resolved that the Government should
forthwith reduce all duties on articies of prime
neces-ity, and more particularly on those mosi
gevecally comsumed by artisans, flshermen,
miners und farmers, and further that the nego-
tiations which the House has been informed are
10 be opened in Washington in October should be
conducted on the basis of the most extended re-
ciprocul trade between Canada and the United
States in manufactured as well as natural pro-
duets.

Sir Richard withdrew kis amendment tem-
porarily to allow the passage of the resolu-
tions in order to facilitate public business.
I'he resoiutions were then passed pro forma.

Sir Richard’s amendment will be discussed
wou Tharsday.

THE CHANGES,

The Difference Between the Old and New
Tariffs Where Changes are Made.

Under the old tariff the duty on raw sugar
was almost equivaleut to 2 cents per Ib. This
has been wiped out. The old ducy on re-
tined sugar was 1}g cents per 1b., and 35 per
cent. ad valorem;this has now being reduced
to $-10 cents per Ib. In order to encourage
the cultivation of‘beet sugar, a 5 per cent.
bounty has been placed on beet sugar im-
portations; hitherto they were admitied free.
I'nere has been a considerable iucrease in to-
bacco duties. Cut tobaceo has béen increased
to 45 cents per Ib. and 12} centsad valorem,
suutl and other manufactured tobacco have
been increased five cents per pound. Ale,
beer &ud perter in casks have been in-
creased five cents per imperial gallon and in
bottles three cents per gallon.. There are
also large iucreasse in spirits and strong
waters of ail kinds. ‘T'he duty on salt has
been reduced one-half, owing to the fact
that combines have favtened as the result of
the excessive taxation.

CARIBOO STAGE ROBBERY,

REMARKABLE TR1AL IN BRITISH
COLUMBIA,

A Highwayman's Ingenious Plea~Claim-
ing That theé Gold Found in His Posses-
sion was Obtained by Work at the
Mines—Experts Oritical Examination of
the Ore.

VANCOU VER, B.C., June 28.—At the Clin
ton Assizes the crown preferred four bills for
robbery and receiving stolen property
against Martin Van Buren Rowland for the
stage robbesy on July 14 last, and the grand
jury, after an absence of one hour, returned
true bills. The trial of the prisoner com
menced about 12 o’clock, The crown had a
great number of witnesses but no distinct
evidence as to thaidentity of the prisoner as
to being the stage robber,j;and the other evi-
dence being circumstantial, the robber’s
disguise being so complete ,it was impossible
to identify him. On the arrest of the
prisoner in November last he made a writfen
statement to Mr. Harvey of Kamloops, iv-
ing a detailed account of the different places
he had visited and prospected at during the
past two years, ending with the Scotty Creek
claim, the place where the prisoner cl'aimeq
he obtained the gold in s possession. Upon
this point the crown directed its attack.
Gold experts and miners from Cariboo gave
testimony that the gold found on the prisoa-
er was like the gold that came from Fraser
River, Cottonwood and other places in Cari-
boo, and unlike the gold that came from
Scotty Creek; that ~the prisoner’s sluice
boxes were so rudely constructed that it
would be impossible to save all the gold in “a
claim that the prisoner said had paid him
$50 per day without leaving color in the
tailings. The tailings had been examined
and no color ¢ould be found in themi, and
several of the Chinese had visited the ¢laim
on Scotty Creek and tried'to obtain color by
washing the dirt but  without success.; The
prisoner had stated that he had washefl up
three times and retorted or cooked his'gold
twice or three times, but the gold found in
possession of prisoner contained from 59 w 75
pieces that had been retorted separateiy and
a great portion of it had been uunecessarily
amalgamated and doctored.

The counsel for the defence did not call
any witnesses, but argued that no evidence
had been given as to the identification of the
prisoner as the robber and that it was im-
possible to identify the gold in the .court as
the gold in the iron safe on theday of the
robbery. .

The jury retired and after an absedce of
half an hour returned with a verdict of
guilty on the second count, viz.: receiving
stolen property. The prisoner was sentenced
te five years. Three other indictments
against him stand over until the next
assizes,

The gold bgrs are supposed to be buried in
the Bonapart® River, and it is expegted that
in the course of a day or two the iron vox
will be recovered within a short distance of
where the robbery took place. ;
