that an arrangement had been made be­
tween the Government and the Hudson 
Bay Bailway Company and the former 
contractors of the company, who had 
considerable claims still 
against the company, by which the 
Government would bonus the road for 
a distance of 250 miles at $10,000 a 
mile, and thus build the road to the 
Saskatchewan. When this announcement 
was made a great deal of opposition was 
evinced, especially by the Canadian 
Pacific, whose line would be paralleled 
by the new road, and by the other con- 
tideration that ii the Hudson Bay Rail­
way were built it would make 
a new seaport, and deprive the 
C.P.R. of a large portion ol its exist­
ing traffic. But besides this opposition 
the promoters of the road and the con­
tractors failed to agree, and the result 
has been that the Government have 
practically withdrawn their promise of 
aid, and a considerable feeling of relief 
is thereby experienced by their sup­
porters in the House.

Northwest Immigration
Mr. Martin moved for correspondence 

with reference to the immigration of a 
number of Jew peddlers from Chicago to 
Calgary, making this the occasion for 
an attack upon Mr. Daly and the 
immigration policy of the Government.

an increase of 45,000 in three years.

Sir Richard Cartwright : Did 
Government pay on that estimate ?

Immigration had declined in every Bri­
tish colony, and in the United States 
and in all these countries in a greater 
ratio than Canada.

Canada’s annual drink bill he figures 
out as follows: Amount paid for liquors 
by consumers, $39,879,864; value of 
grain destroyed, $1,889,765. Cost of 
pauperism, disease, insanity and crime 
charged to the liquor traffic, $3,149,097. 
Loss of productive labor, $76,288,800. 
Loss through mortality caused by the 
traffic, $14,304,000. Misdirected laboT, 
($7,748,000. Total, $143,268,716.

Revenues, Dominion Government, $7,- 
101,557 ; provincial governments, $942,- 
652 ; municipalities, $429,107 ; total, $8,- 
473,316, leaving a total annual loss of 
$134,785,400.

The remainder of the report is taken 
up in discussing at length the laws re­
lating to the liquor traffic and describ­
ing the different methods and workings 
of prohibitory laws.

The Doctor'll Conclusions.
Dr. McLeod sums up his conclusions as 

follows : In view of_ the facts recited, 
and after careful consideration qt all 
the evidence taken by the commission and 
of all other information and knowledge 
obtained, the undersigned submits the 
following as his conclusions.:

1. That the Housf of Commons of Can­
ada made a right and wise declaration 
in relation to the subject when it de­
clared in 1870, “ That total prohibition 
is the right and only effective remedy 
for the evils of intemperance ” ;

That the House of Commons was right 
in declaring at the same time, 
this House is prepared to enact such leg­
islation as soon as public opinion will 
sustain them in doing so, and that the 
House of Commons was well advised in 
reiterating from time to time, as already 
set out, this declaration. /"

2. That all information which 
commission has been able to obtain has 
made it clear to the undersigned that 
the effect of the liquor traffic has been 
and is seriously detrimental to all the 
moral, social and national interests of 
the nation ; that the measures employed 
to “ lessen, regulate or prohibit ” the 
traffic have been of value, and effective 
only in proportion as they have ap­
proximated in their operation to the 
absorutg. prohibition çf the traffic in 
intonating beverages, and that the 
revenue requirements of the country 
should not be considered a reason for 
the continuance of an admitted evil, and, 
moreover, could be met without the con­
tinuance of that evil.

3. That the endorsement which the
electorate of different sections 
Dominion have given at the ballotNbox 
to the principle of prohibition, whenever 
submitted, as well as many petitions, 
memorials and declarations of clurch 
courts, temperance organization and 
municipal councils and other rejtfescnta- 
tive bodies makes it sufficiently clear 
that a majority of the people/of Canada 
are in favor of a total prohibition of 
the liquor traffic. /

4. That it would therefore be right 
aud wise for the Dominion' Parliament, 
without further delay, to carry out ^he

Ottawa Two-Acre Flots.

Assessment Commissioner Pratt has been 
studying the Awrey bill, recently passed 
by the Ontario Legislature. The act 
reads that all “ lands of two acres or 
over shall be assessed as farm lands when 
not in immediate demand for building 
purposes,” or when no sale of the said 
land for such purposes can be reasonably 
expected.” Mr. Pratt points out the case 
of Ottawa. Judge Ross has ruled that 
all such lands in the city are in de­
mand for building purposes, and sales 
may reasonably be expected for all va­
cant properties, so that the act does 
not apply to this city whatever. 
The lands lying in the southern portion 
of the city will be assessed as building 
lots, and the burden of proof that they 
are otherwise must be on the owners) 
thereof, when, if they maintain that they- 
are only needed as farm lands, the city 
will still be, under the special act, ob­
tained at the time when the outlying 
districts were annexed to the former city 
limits. Mr. Pratt takes the decision of 
Judge Ross in the Glebe lands case iu 
Ottawa and the McLean appeal agoiust 
the assessment of his property in Hiu- 
tonburg to mean that all “ lauds in 
the southern part of central Wellington 
aud Dalbousie Wards are in immediate 
demand for building lots, aud these pro­
perties will be assessed as such for the 
year 1896. With respect to other cities, 
the act is not any more harsh than iu 
Ottawa, but rather the reverse, aud To­
ronto now fiuds/rtself better off, under 
the present act than it was hitherto, 
owing to .the proviso respecting the 
reasonable expectation of the laud 
being required for building lots, and the 
fact that the law originally exempted 
half an acre as farm laud.

Made a Bargain With Japan That Ms- 
please* Reasl*

New York, April 25.-A special to The 
Herald from London says : The real 
significance of the joint protest made 
Tuesday by Russia, Germany and France 
against the ratification of the Chino-Ja- 
panese treaty of peace is a protest 
against a secret British-Japanese un­
derstanding arrived at before peace was 
finally arranged.

In a. word, England has made a hard 
and fast combination with Japan, and 
the other great powers have joined in 
the late protest to prevent the possible 
consummation of the alliance. England 
and Japan have been in perfect accord 
since the peace negotiations began.

England, after the continental powers 
rejected her overtures at the commence­
ment of the war, set to work safe-guard­
ing British interests, in view of the ul­
timate success of the Japanese.
It is stated on good authority that 

Lord Kimberley has been consulted in 
every step during the peace negotiations, 
and that England will support Japan 
by every diplomatic influence in the ra­
tification of the treaty as arranged at 
Shimonoseki.

Japan’s concessions to England it is 
impossible to learn, but a definite un­
derstanding has been arrived at, and 
England will support Japan if the lat­
ter ignores the protests of the continent­
al powers.

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m of fuimg Jail to Prove It, a Professer Imposes a 
Task on Dae of His Pupils, Who Save 

an Aeearate Narration of American UMr 
tory Equal In Length to the Iliad.
A distinguished professor In a New 

York Institution of learning favored a 
Sun reporter with some Interesting 
ideas upon the power of the memory, 
bearing especially on the opinion recent­
ly given by Dr. Max Muller, "that the 
memory of man has become something 
totally different from what it was in. 
ancient times, when reading and writ-** 
lng were unknown.

“I do not agree with Muller,” said the 
New York professor, “in the belief that 
the memorizing capacity of a man has 
degenerated in the last three or four 
thousand years. It Is true that the Iliad 
of Homer was kept In existence for ages 
by oral tradition, and was memorized 
by many Greeks. It Is true that the 
Kalevala, the great national epic of Fin­
land, which is as long a work as the 
Iliad, was kept In existence by the 
same means, and was memorized by 
the Hindoos. The facts given by the 
Oxford scholar are as intertsting as his 
Inferences are erroneous. I believe that 
there are plenty of living Americans 
who are capable of performing as re­
markable feats of memory as any that 
were ever performediby Greek, or Finn, 
or Hindoo. Not long ago I made two or 
three experiments which seem to me 
to support this opinion. It to easy to 
say that there- are not precisely ana­
logous to the memorizing of the Iliad 
or the Kalevala ; but It will certainly be 
admitted that the test of memory In 
many cases was about as severe as 
It could have been In the other cases.

“A young man, who was once a pupil 
of mine, and who to very well versed in 
American history and of lively imlglna- 
tlon, was my first subject. Having 
occasion to pass a week In his com­
pany at a country place. I told him 
that I would like him to spend a few 
hours of every day of the week in recit­
ing within my hearing an account of 
American history from memory, to an 
extent about as great as that of four 
Looks of the Iliad for each of the six 
days. My young friend asked me to 
give him an hour to think of the 
task thus Imposed upon him and to 
promise him that no one but his old 
professor should be within sight.

a"At noon of the first day we were out 
In the woods, seated upon logs that 
fronted each other, and with our backs 
resting against living trees. He be­
gan his task. At first he sat on the 
log, but within a half hour he stood, 
erect as he spoke and gave evidence 
ot the deepest Interest In his theme. 
He opened with a rapid survey of the

A French Physicien Declares It Has Cost 
France Ike Lires ef MH.ee* 

Soldiers.
A highly Interesting study of what 

100 years of war have cost France in 
human life has Just been made public 
by Dr. Lagneau, member of the Aca­
demy of Medicine of Paris, and to found 
In the Lancet. When the revolution 
broke out, France’s effective army was 
only 120,000 men. For the wars waged 
during the 10 years in Belgium, on the 
Sambre, the Meuse, the Rhine, the Alps, 
the Pyrenees, in the Vendee and In 
Egypt there were called out 2,800,000.

In the ninth 
year of the republic there remained of 
these only 677,698. In killed and in dead 
by disease the wars of the first republic 
cost franee 2,122,402 men. From 1801 to 
Waterloo 3,157,398 men scarcely sufficed 
to fill the blanks which, in an Inces­
sant war against combined Europe, 
France incurred at Austerlitz, Jena, 
Auerstadt, Friedland, Saragossa, Smol­
ensk, ’Moscow, Lutzen, Bautkten, Dres­
den, Leipzig and Waterloo. Under the 
restoration, Louis Philippe, and the sec­
ond republic, in spite of the war In 
Spain (1823), the conquest of Algiers 
(1330), and the taking of Antwerp, 
France passed through a period of com­
parative calm. The army numbered 
about 213,748, and the mortality aver­
aged 22 per 1,000. In 1853-5 compienced 
the epoch of the great wars—the-Crlmea, 
Italy (1859-60), China (1860-1), Mexico 
(1862-6), and the disasters of 1870. In 
the Crimea, out of 300,268 men 95,615 suc­
cumbed ; In Italy, out of 600,000 there 
died 18,673 ; in China, 960 ; and In Cochin 
China 48 per 1,000. The second empire 
cost France about 1,600,000 soldiers. Ac­
cording to Dr. Lagneau’s demographic 
tables the century from 1795 to 1896 wit­
nessed the death In battle or by disease 
of 6,000,000 French soldiers.

Judge Robertson Has n IMflcolty In De­
