Buying m the Home Town

An editorial appeared in a recent 
issue of a Sutherland, Sask., paper 
containing some good homely advice 
on the question of the general public 
buying at home and cutting out the 
mail order house. It is worth re­
production here :—

“If everybody were loyal to the 
homo town there would be no hard 
times. Let us look at the circula­
tion of money. A storekeeper gets 
$15 for goods ; he sends $10 to the 
wholesale dealer to pay for the 
goods. He takes the five and pays 
his meat bill, the butcher takes it 
and pays his coal bill, the coal dealer 
pays it for board. The keeper of the 
boarding house takes it and buys 
$2.50 of meat and $2.50 of mer­
chandise. This is giving a short cir­
culation of money. We might go on 
to figure it out till most every dealer 
in town would have a portion of this 
money; but the point is that just as 
soon as one sends a part of the 
money in circulation out of town 
then everyone suffers by that action, 
and he then wonders what makes 
collections poor.’

Retailers should all do their part 
to keep the money at home by buy­
ing everything possible from their 
fellow merchants. They can, too, 
enlist the sendees of the local press 
in showing the public by such an 
illustration as appears above what 
they lose in dealing with out-of-town 
stores. Usually, when a person is 
made to see the injury done the 
community by purchasing from mail 
order houses, he is easily won over 
as a good booster for his home town.

Emigration m Britain

The English correspondent of the 
Montreal Witness writes as fol­
lows :—

Up to the present Great Britain 
has been encouraging in every pos­
sible way the emigration of its sons 
to Canada.’

I understand that a sharp change 
in policy in this respect is about to 
be introduced by the Government, 
and that every possible means will 
be taken to discharge emigration, 
especially of that class which is most 
desired by Canada—the agricultural 
class.

Of course Canada is not singled 
out for discrimination, but Canada 
will be more affected than any other 
of the Dominions if a marked restric­
tion in emigration from Great Britain 
takes place.

The fact of the matter is that 
whole districts in our countryside 
are being depopulated. In many 
places practically every young man 
has left, and only old men and wo­
men are left. The country has sud­
denly woke up to the fact that it is 
losing the cream of its young people; 
that every gain to the colonies is a 
loss to ourselves.

The Government is now giving its 
serious attention to this problem, 
and I understand that Mr. Lloyd 
George will make the restriction of 
emigration one of the planks in his 
platform when he introduces thq 
great land reform scheme which he 
is now preparing.

Harold Madill, the five-year old son of 
Mr. and Mrs. J. Madill, Strathroy, was 
severely scalded on Saturday, when he 
fell into a tub of hot water in the bake- 
shop in the rear of his father’s store. 
The little fellow was burned about the 
arms, legs and face. He is rapidly 
recovering.

Miss Lucy Saunders, of Strathroy, was 
the winner of the scholarship of one 
year’s tuition, presented by the Alumnae 
Association of the Western University, 
London, for obtaining highest standing 
in the third year in arts. Mtes Georgie 
Davidfcon, of Arkona,, was a close second.

A KNIFE OF FUME
Wonderful Work Done by 

Oxyacetylene Torch.
the

A MARVEL IN CUTTING STEEL

This Astonishing Tool' Will Slice a
Massive Metal Beam Almost as
Quickly as Though It Were Made of
Cheese—It Is Also Used For Welding.

One of the moot carious Instrument» 
used by the structural Iron workers 
and steel shipbuilders, the most as­
tonishing In Its performance and the 
most spectacular when seen at work 
Is the oxyacetylene torch. It Is made 
In two forms—a welding torch and a 
cutting torch. With the former cast 
Iron, cast steel, steel, wrought Iron, 
aluminium, brass, copper, platinum 
and various alloys can beelded with 
ease, while a perfect weld can also 
be made between any combination 
of cast Iron, steel, brass and copper. 
Welds are often made In steel and Iron 
with this torch up to eight and nine 
Inches in thickness, the heaviest weld 
of which there Is any record being 
fourteen Inches.

With the catting torch steel and Iron 
(other than cast Iron) are readily cut, 
with the aid of mechanical devices for 
guiding the torch, up to a thickness of 
eight or nine Inches. This means that 
with the oxyacetylene torch a piece of 
steel eight of nine Inches thick and of 
any width can be cut squarely In two, 
just as a carpenter saws through a 
board or a beam. The kerf In cutting 
the steel—that Is the part of the metal 
that Is burned away where the cut Is 
made—Is only about one-eighth of an 
Inch wide.

Steel six Inches thick can be ent In 
this way at the rate of one foot In 
three minutes.

To the man who knows nothing of 
chemistry or what actually takes place 
when any object burns this seems In­
credible. When the process of combus­
tion is explained the mystery Is swept 
away. Combustion, then. In its sim­
plest terms, consists in raising the 
temperature of an object to a point 
where It will unite chemically with the 
oxygen of the air. When this chemi­
cal action takes place It Is accompani­
ed by light and heat, and the object Is 
said to “burn."

This temperature varies greatly with 
different objects or substances. Many 
substances that bnrn at a comparative­
ly low temperature can be set on fire 
with a match. With these substances 
every one Is familiar, and other sub­
stances that will not readily bum 
when a match Is applied to them are 
popularly regarded as ‘‘fireproof.’*

But this Is a wrong view. It may 
simply mean that the temperature at 
which the object will bum—called the 
“kindling temneratnre”—is too high to

Is the case with Iron and steel, and 
when the oxyacetylene flame cuts 
through a bar of steel nine Inches 
thick and three feet wide It simply 
burns up a layer of the metal one* 
eighth of an Inch In thickness, 

z The welding torch, to describe It as 
simply as possible, consists of a handle 
through which extend two tubes of 
brass. These tubes are connected with 
two gas tanks, one containing oxygen 
and the other acetylene, and these 
gases are admitted to the tnbes by 
valves at the rear, the oxygen entering 
the npper tube and the acetylene the 
lower. Both tubes open Into the head 
of the torch. Into which la screwed a 
nozzle or tip. The gases enter this tip 
by separate passages and are there 
mixed together and. being under pres­
sure, spurted from the jet ^The acety­
lene Is first turned on and lighted. 
This ts the fuel of the flame. Then the 
oxygen Is turned on. This supports 
the flame.

The quantity of each gas can be reg* 
nlnted by the valves, and tbos there Is 
produced what Is called a “neutral 
flame”—that Is to say. It contains nei­
ther an excess of oxygen nor of acety­
lene, but just enough of each to ac­
complish complete combustion. The 
temperature produced by. tills flame, 
with an almost pencil point concentra­
tion, is approximately 6,300 degrees P.

In the cutting torch there Is n differ­
ence in construction, because the ob­
ject now is not only to beat the metal, 
but also to bum it—to consume it by 
fire. The torch is so made, therefore, 
that at first a “preheating” flame, 
which is the same os the welding 
flame, is directed against the metal, its 
purpose being to heat the metal to in­
candescence, or “white beat” When 
this point Is reached a slight move­
ment of the thumb on the hand bold­
ing the torch opens a valve that sends 
rushing against the hot metal a sepa­
rate stream of oxygen under high pres­
sure.

At Its great bent of 6,300 degrees and 
in the presence of this free oxygen the 
metal readily burns. The iron or steel 
is the fuel, and the stream of oxygen 
supports the combustion.

The cutting torch is now used In the 
repair of ships in many ways. A new 
ventilator hole, a porthole, a piece of 
dnmnged deck or side plating can be 
cut out and removed 1n a few minutes 
Very often when new boilers are to be 
installed In a vessel the old ones art- 
cut Into pleres with the torch and re 
moved In a few hours.—New York 
Tribune.

FIELD MICE IN FRANCE.

At Times They Overrun and Complete­
ly Devastate Whole Cantons.

The average loss inflicted auimnlly 
by field mice upon the cultivators of 
Fiance is estimated at 2,000,000 trnnes 
—about $400,000. From time to time, 
however, there is an enormous increase 
in the number of these pests and in 
the extent of their ravages.

France has experienced about a doz­
en serious invasions by field mice since 
the beginning of the nineteenth cen­
tury. The most disastrous was that 
which occurred from the summer of 
1801 to the end of the autumn of 1802. 
On that occasion three departments 
were absolutely devastated. As an il­
lustration of the prodigious numbers 
in which these animals appear it may 
be stilted that during the outbreak of 
1822 in Alsace, within a single fort­
night 1,570,000 were slaughtered in one 
canton—the French equivalent of a 
township—500,000 in another and 272,- 
000 in another.

The sudden appearance of these ani­
mals in such numbers is not due to a 
rapid migration, but simply to the as­
tonishing rapidity with which they mul­
tiply when the weather happens to be 
favorable to their preservation. Un­
der such conditions a field containing 
150 animals—the females are about 
twice as numerous as the males—at 
the end of winter would have more 
than 20,000 in September.

There are many ways of fighting the 
pests, including the use of various poi­
sons, and asphyxiation of the animals 
in their burrows by means of noxious 
vapors, but the plan recommended by 
the French government is to spread a 
contagious disease among them by giv­
ing a bacterial preparation.

General News Items
Two minor tragedies lately—a woman 

dying from a prick of a needle and a 
farmer succumbing in twenty minutes 
from a sting of a bee—proves that the 
unexpected may ever be looked for.

Mayor Baxter, of Vancouver, has 
issued a public warning that too many 
people are coming to Vancouver seeking 
work, giving up good positions. Money 
tightness is slowing business up there 
and the mayor is afraid there will be 
many of ' the new arrivals out of work 
next winter.

Farmers will save $2 on every head of 
cattle sold after April 1st next year, if 
they are dehorned. The big cattle inter­
ests have determined that on an average 
there is a loss of $2 per head by bruised 
meat, scored or punctured hides and oth­
er injuries, on account of cattle being 
shipped with their horns. After this 
date dehorned cattle will receive top 
market price, and those shipped, not de­
horned, will be docked $2 per head. It 
is agreed among veterinaries and others 
qualified to know that dehorning is of no 
serious injury or detriment to the animal, 

1 and they thrive as well without horns as 
with them. An investment of 5c of caus­
tic, applied on the calves about three 
days old, destroys the horn and there is 
no trouble afterwards.

A decrease of labour with no diminu­

tion of income, but with general improve­
ment of results, is a combination which 
appeals to any one. Labour-saving ma­
chinery and thoroughly efficient machines 
might just as well be used by dairy farm­
ers as by any manufacturer. So the 
questions come : Have we efficient cows ? 
Do they save or make work ? Are they so 
good that they decrease both compara­
tively and actually the necessary amount 
of labor in keeping cows, and $t the 
same time increase the income ? Every 
dairy farmer needs to answer such ques­
tions as applied to his herd, ana he can 
answer them satisfactorily when he keeps 
dairy records.

A statement made by the Dairy Divi­
sion, Ottawa, regarding Ontario cows 
last year, was that dairymen are keeping 
sixteen cows to do the work of ten. So 
it is quite possible to cut down work one- 
tliird, and rejoice because possessing 
more efficient cows. To the scrap-heap 
with the old junk !

A Quebec dairyman after one year of 
cow testing writes the Dairy Division 
tint he now gets as much milk from his 
32 selected cows as he use l to get from 
his larger herd of 42 cows. Ten ineffici 
ents were beefed. Dairy farmers have 
not time to waste working for poor cows, 
so make sure that each one pays.

England’s Distinguished List, From 
Bacon to Morley.

For nearly three centuries there has 
been a close association between 
scholarship and statesmanship in Eng­
land. From the time of Francis Ba­
con to that of Lord Morley of Black­
burn there have seldom been wanting 
among the conspicuous leaders of one 
or the other of the great parties some 
men who were deeply interested in 
learning or letters and some who had 
earned distinction as writers or stu­
dents.

England’s political history is rich In 
names, like those of Sir William Tem­
ple, Bolingbroke, Fulteney, Carteret, 
Burke, Fox, Canning, Derby, Glad­
stone, Beaeonsfield and Salisbury, not 
to mention' those of Swift Addison, 
Grote, Macaulay and Mill, whose own­
ers would be remembered, or bad at 
least the power to make themselves re­
membered, if they had never taken an 
active part in public affairs.

Of England’s prime ministers during 
the past hundred years one wrote bril­
liant satirical verse; another translat­
ed Homer; another was the author of 
the best political novels in the English 
language; another amused his leisure 
with classical scholarship and theolog­
ical controversy; another occupied 
himself with serious scientific research; 
another has added to our libraries 
some charming historical and bio­
graphical studies.—Edinburgh Review.

PLANTING SPONGES.
Methods of Making Them Grow In Use 

on the Florida Coast.
Biscayne bay, Sugar Loaf key, An- 

clote keys and Key West, on the Flor­
ida coast, nro the principal places In 
this country where experiments in 
sponge culture have been made. The 
various methods are as follows:

“Seed” sponges are cut into small 
pieces and, after having been attached 
by wiring or spindle to circular or tri­
angular cement blocks, are dropped^ or 
lowered (depending upon the depth) to 
rest on the ocean bottom, where they 
remain for a year 'or two until they 
reach a size proper for commercial pur­
poses. They are then taken by the 
hook, when new cuttings are attached 
and the cement blocks let down again.

Another method was to string them 
on a wire held horizontal by stakes 
driven in the bottom. In doing this, 
however, various difiiculties arose. The 
sponges became loose and rotated on 
the wire, enlarging the hole made 
through them, and the action of the 
salt water corroded and destroyed the 
wires until, after many trials and ex­
periments, a lead wire with a copper 
core was successfully used.—St. Nich­
olas.

Always Ready to March.
“There Isn’t an army post In the 

United States whose garrison couldn’t 
makq^ ready inside of an hour to start 
off for any point,’’ said an army officer. 
“Clockwork? Well, there’s nothing 
mechanical about it. A man naturally 
is ready when he sleeps and lives with 
his equipment at all times.

How could 
there be when a trooper has his 
clothes, his gun. his bandolier with its 
ninety rounds of ammunition, his web 
belt with ninety rounds of ammuni­
tion and his twenty-four hour emer­
gency ration that he always keeps to 
his haversack? The tentage is always 
lying ready for use, and when the men 
are going on a short march two men 
share a small shelter tent, half of

HORSES AND HARNESS.
A Plea For Lightness and Simplicity 

In the Trappings.
From many fragments of the archi­

tecture of the early ages and first al­
lusions to the horse as a domesticated 
animal it is obvious that nothing su­
perfluous in the way of saddlery and 
harness was employed, and on Grecian 
bari-rellets and friezes horses are rep­
resented as being ridden without bit. 
bridle, saddle or stirrups, the animals 
being trained to obey the indications 
of the hand and leg, while the attach­
ments for draft to the chariots used in 
war and sport were of the simplest 
character. As time went on, ho we 
superfluous and injurious portions 01 
harness were Introduced, the weight 
of leather and metal furniture In­
creased, and more attention was paid 
to appearance than utility.

This has continued down to the pres­
ent times, and, In spite of the protests 
of those who have made the welfare 
of the horse a specialty and the ex­
ample of a few enlightened owners 
who have realized the advantage of 
lightness and simplicity In harness, 
there still persists the Idea that cer­
tain portions, snch as the bearing and 
home rein and the winker bridle, even 
if unnecessary and useless, give the 
horse a more furnished appearance 
and, when dispensed with, a naked 
look. In other terms, fashion or cus­
tom outweighs consideration for the 
comfort, well being and effective work­
ing of the horse.—Animal's Friend.
