His 
early life was spent as & plowman in 
the fields of his native place which, 
no doubt, gave him that acquain­
tance with Nature so picturesquely 
and beautifully described in his 
poems. He died in poverty at the 
age of .37.

Soon 
after the opening of the session the 
council elected John Huey, reeve of 
Dawn, as County Clerk. Mr. Huey 
was warden in 1919.

Henry Dunn, of Fillette Corners, 
near Walkerville had the misfortune 
to have his finger mangled so badly 
that it had to be amputated.

It will cost $1,700,000 to ascertain 
Canada’s population and the statisti­
cal information of industries and 
agriculture at the decennial census 
in June next. A chief enumerator 
will be named for each electoral dis­
trict early in the year, and there 
will be appointed in all about 13,000 
local enumerators. Quebec’s popul- 
tion, which fixes the federal repr 
sentation, is believed to have largely 
increased. This will have a direct 
bearing on the representation from 
other provinces. The census will be 
ready for redistribution purposes in 
October and the redistribution bill 
will be before Parliament in the 
session of 1922.

Word has been received from 
Vancouver* B.C., of the death of 
Donald (Dan) McLachlan, who some 
years ago was a resident of Wat­
ford. When living here he worked 
for the late Peter Dodds, and will be 
remembered by some of our older 
readers. He died on Wednesday, Jan. 
12th, at the home of his son, Dr. A. 
J. McLachlan, Vancouver. He was in 
his 77th year. Mr. McLachlan was 
born in Glasgow, Scotland, in 1844, 
says the Vancouver Province, and 
came to Canada as a boy, making his 
home in western Ontario. He came 
to Vancouver fourteen years ago and 
entered into a commission business, 
but had been retired for several 
years prior to his death. He was a 
life-long Mason, being a member of 
eastern lodges. Besides his wife, he 
leaves to mourn his death one 
daughter, Mrs. Chas. H. Hubbell, 
and two sons, Dr. A. J. MacLachlan 
and Mr. D. G. MacLachlan, all of 
Vancouver.

Does real farming in Canada pay? 

Alex. Nelson of Pennant, Sask., 
should know. Last year he bought a 
quarter section of land near Swift 
Current, Sask., for which he paid 
$3,200. He cropped the land this 
year and sold 1,600 bushels of wheat 
at $2.60 a bushel, realizing $3,900 
for the product, or $700 more than 
he paid for the land. This is not all, 
Tor he still has 800 bushels of wheat 
and 1,000 bushels of oats left from 
the crop which he harvested on his 
farm this fall.

Sir Henry Drayton, Minister of 
Finance, speaking before the Retail 
Merchants Association at their ann­
ual banquet warned them against 
under trading with the United 
States and said that unless Canada 
swings the balance of trade in her 
favor by buying more at home or in 
Great Britain, she is merely post­
poning the inevitable ruin. Our im­
portations of fruits from the United 
States jumped from $176,000 in the 
year 1919 to $374,000 last year; 
■canned vegetables importations 
jumped 124 per cent. ; pickles and 
sauces, 60 per cent. ; textile pro­
ducts, 66 per cent. ; embroideries, 
800 per cent. Despite the fact that 
many of our shoe factories are 
closed, Canadians imported last year 
$13,000,000 in shoes from United 
States. The Finance Minister told 
the merchants that only the people 
can bring about a change,- and he 
asked their assistance in bringing 
them to their senses, by pointing out 
the reason why we should buy at 
home.

• • »
An important cnange in the Mun­

icipal Election Act. whereby the 
candidate polling the next highest 
vote will take the place of an aider- 
man who dies, is disqualified, or

withdraws tiom the council, will be 
undertaken by the Provincial Legis­
lature at its next session. At present 
if a vacancy occurs on the council 
before November 1st, another elec­
tion is necessary, involving consid­
erable expense to the municipality. 
The candidate next highest on the 
list at the previous election is ob- 
t iously the choice of the electors, 
and there is no need to put the 
municipality to the additional ex­
pense. The Legislature might also 
while amending the Municipal Art 
change the date at which the muni­
cipal year ends to the first of De­
cember, in order to eliminate the 
rush now necessary to get the fin­
ancial statements out ,ifi time for 
nomination. If the date of the 
annual elections were also fixed at 
any time of the year except during 
the Christmas holidays, it would also 
be a pleasing relief to a large ma­
jority of the municipalities.

An organization, known as the 
British Empire League, has been 
launched at Ottawa. Rev. Kennedy 
Palmer, secretary of the new league 
states that a number of prominent 
men have co-operated in its found­
ation and are now prepared to bring 
it to the attention of the public. The 
objects of the British Empire Lea­
gue, as set forth in its constitution, 
include the following : “To bear un­
swerving loyalty to King and Em­
pire; to cement the kindly ties be­
tween the Mother Country and the 
overseas Dominions;” to mark “all 
news printed and published in the 
attempt to destroy the integrity of 
the Empire and to bring such art­
icles and news to the attention of 
members in order that steps may be­
taken to combat, in all fair ways, 
their evil add foul influence ;” to 
watch over the education of child 
ren by watching all text books 
selected for use in public schools ; to 
supervise the catalogues of all books 
placed in public school libraries; to 
do all in its power to encourage 
observance of days of Empire sig­
nificance and the flying of the flag 
on public buildings and mercantile 
houses daily; “to place our loyalty 
to the Empire'above all party poli­
tics and so govern ourselves as to 
refrain from taking part in any pol­
itical action which may have a da­
tèrent effect between the o-ersees 
Dominions and the Motherland.”

Silting Down to Count the Cost— 
Wlml the Machines Can Do—The 
Personal Factor In Triotv* 
Management Important.

IB farmer, who l* always or 
conservative nature, is no» 
so readily convinced of iIt 
tractor’s paying qualities 

He has seen demonstration tnnemner 
with one man plough as much 
ground In an hour as he could plough 
in a day; he has also seen tractors 
give a very creditable showing on the 
belt. Then again he has seen ma­
chines which for some reason or 
other did not give satisfaction; he 
has also seen instances where ma­
chines were tied up for weeks tot 
want of a spare part to replace u 
broken one. The result Is that they 
are not "falling over each other” to 
buy tractors. A tractor costs a lot of 
money, and he is afraid to make the 
plunge, not being so certain that it 
will pay lor itself.

An old saw-miller once said to the 
writer; "Every second that saw is noi 
actually cutting lumber she is a bill 
of expense." Manufacturers tell us 
that the factory which can be kept 
going twenty-four hours a day Is the 
factory which gives the biggest re­
turns. The same is true of the farm 
tractor; the most profitable machine 
js the one which is kepi àt it fbr 
three hundred days of the year. This 
means that if we have not enough 
work to keep the machine going for 
a ççrtain length of time each year we 
will be losiné money.

The debt which a tractor must wipe 
out when it sets foot upon a farm is 
a. two-fold one. First it must more 
than repay operating expenses, and 
second it must pay whai the manu­
facturer calls "overhead expenses." 
Thé machine has no reason to tear 
the former obligation when it is pro­
perly handled. We know that the 
cost of ploughing with a tractor costs 
only from $1.25 to $2.00 an acre, 
while horse-ploughing will come to 
anywhere between $3.50 and $6.00 
per acre, while other work shows an 
equally favorable comparison for the 
tractor. Besides the draw-bar work 
the tractor offers itself as a source of 
belt power which work horses have 
long since ceased to perform.

The "overhead” expenses which the 
tractor must face consist mainly of 
interest on money invested, together 
with a reasonable allowance for dey 
predation on the price of itself, plus 
the price of any machinery bought 
expressly for use with the tractor. 
The price of a three-plough tractor is 
somewhere near $1,400; the ploughs 
cost $200. To this we must add say 
$500 for part ownership of a thresher 
and silo-filler. This makes $2,100 in 
all. The interest on this at 7 per 
cent, is equal to $147.00, and the de­
preciation of 10 per cent, per annum 
is equal to $210, or a total of $357, 
which our tractor must face, no mat­
ter how much or how little work it 
does. If the machine does only ten 
days of work pw year the cost of the 
overhead per day would be $35.70: 
if, however, the machine is used for 
one hundred days the overhead drops 
to $3.57 per day. So that the greater 
the number of days in which the 
tractor is employed per year the more 
profitable will the machine prove.

There is plenty of work for a trac­
tor on most Ontario farms, but the 
work is not in such shape that the 
tractor can do it satisfactorily. a 
tractor cannot do good work in small 
fields. Turning around, even with a 
small tractor, is laborious work for 
both the operator and the machine, 
and is not conducive to the maximum 
amount of work per day nor to the 
best quality of work.

Most Ontario farms have too many 
fences for profitable horse-farming, 
to say nothing of using a tractor. 
Fences mean waste land; they harbor 
weeds, and it costs more to keep the 
usual quota of fences in repair than 
it does to build a temporary fence 
when needed and roll it up when not 
needed. Removing some fences is the 
first step toward fair play for the 
tractor. It is hard work to cultivate 
among stumps and boulders with 
horses. With a tractor it is impos­
sible to do good work in such condi­
tions, The second step in arranging 
our work for the tractor is to remove- 
all obstructions. Give the tractor a 
fair chance at its work and it will not 
disappoint you.

In summing up the tractor’s case 
as a business proposition we must 
consider the following points: —

1. That the tractor will do farm 
work more cheaply than horses can 
do it, if the work is properly arrang­
ed for the tractor.

2. The personal factor in tractor 
operation is so great that it alone 
may cause success or failure

3. When a tractor is kept - ousy 
enough, its upkeep and overhead cost 
per year is far less than the same on 
the horses, which it is able to sub­
stitute for.

4. Belt work constitutes a large 
portioiv of the tr=viur’a useful:!*;#:.

BASEL TOWER MERE MYTH

Ascribed to Fact That City of Babylon 
Had a Great Population of .

Many Tribes.

The story of the tower of Babel 
and the confusion of tongues while 
still taught in many Sunday schools as 
I literal and historical fact, is gen­
erally conceded by theological leaders 
to be just what science has discovered 

7 t to he—a myth and folk lore, bâseiÿ 
on a very small foundation of fact. 
The tower in reality was the temple 
fewer north of Marduk temple, and 
was but 275 feet in height, being built 
of six platforms or stagés, the lower 
being the highest, with 121 feet to its 
credit, the second GO feet high and the 
remaining four but 22 feet in height. 
At the time it was built it probably 
was the highest building in the world, 
and the Babylonians were not slow1 in 
bragging about it. The .Tews, active 
enemies, probably seized on this to tell 
the story of the “false god worship­
ers” trying to reft eh heaven. The pow­
er of Babylon passed with the suc­
cess of Sennacherib, and later, some 
time between 1110 R. C. and 1004 B. 
C., an Elamite sought to rebuild the 
city, and his plans included several 
towers.

By this time the city had a great 
population of many tribes, Sum­
erian, Akkadian, Chaldean, Aramaic, 
Iranian and Hittite was spoken by 
those affiliated with each of the vari­
ous races. A Jewish poet observing 
this, wove the story, and to give it col­
or, declared the name “Babel” meant 
“confusion” of tongues." In reality,. It 
means “Gate of God," from the words 
“bab,” meaning “gate.” and “Un,* 
meaning a god.—Detroit News,

THE KEIL CANAL

In the British House of Commons 
recently, some valuable information 
Was given relative to the Keil canal. 
The question was asked whether it 
compared favorably for merchant ' 
vessels, with the natural waterways 
in and out of the Baltic ; and the ; 
answer was that the canal offered the j 
best passage. It is 52 2-3 miles long, ( 
its bottom width is 144 feet, its sur­
face width 334 feet, and its depth 36 
feet. Lord Pirrie, of the Wolff and 
Harland shipyards, said that if Ger­
many had adhered to peace for two 
years longer, her merchant marine 
would have been the greatest afloat. 
But the Keil canal was not intended 
primarily for trade expansion, but for 
war purposes, and so Germany used 
it. But now it is possible that the I 
canal will be used for peaceful trade 
and under Allied management it 
may help pay some of Germany’s 
debt to the nations. So far there is 
no definite statement as to what 
will be done with the canal, but it 
seems probable that for the time at 
least it will be internationalized, 
and managed by representatives o* 
the Allied nations.
