cargo landed (instead of $1, as formerly), 
and $1 per 1,000 kilos on all cargo loaded 
outward, whether vessel arrives with car­
go or in ballast, which is a new U|, not 
before required, and is equal to about 7 
cents per 100 pounds on a cargo of sugar. 
For a number of years past the charges in 
Porto Rico have been moderate, but this 
makes tbfm more than they are in Cuba, 
and vessels going to the island should se­
cure quite an advance in freights to offset 
these unreasonable chargea.

— The great cantilever bridge just 
completed across the Niagara River, 
connecting the New York Central and 
Michigan Central railways, was formal­
ly opened on the 20th inst.

are mere articles of merchandise and 
should be rated as fourth class matter, 
the postage upon which is 1 cent per 
ounce. These articles have heretofore 
been rated as third class, subject to 
postage of 1 cent for every 2 ounces.

CLOTHING,Toronto, Jau. 3.—One of the most 
frightful railway accidents which 
cured in Canada, took place yesterday 
morning at five minutes to seven. About 
fifteen minutes previous a suburban train 
consisting of a dummy engine and two ears 
on the Great Western Division of the 
Grand Trunk left union station having on 
board sixty passengers, chiefly employes of 
the Bolt and Iron Works, Humber, resid­
ing in tbe city, who were going to their 
work. On rounding a sharp curve, just be­
fore reaching the Bolt Works, the engineer 
reversed his engine, ahrleked out warning, 
and, along with the fireman, jumped for 
hi# life. The conductor beard the warning 
and yelling ont “jump buys, for your 
lives " sprang amongst the snow In a 
second mure there was a terrific crash. 
Tbe engine of the freight train knocked 
the boiler of the dummy clean through the 
first car, crushing the unfortunate passen­
gers in every direction and pinning many 
to the floor. The impetus was so great 
that the engine actually mounted the truck 
of the dummy which kept to the rails 
and remained on a balance. The engi­
neer of the freight train when ho saw that 
collision was inevitable sprang from the 
engine, but Thomas, the fireman was kill­
ed instantly. To add to the horror of the 
scene the boiler of the dummy exploded, 
and the steam and boiling water scattered 
death ami terrible injuries to the mangled 
and bleeding men. Then the fire, as if 
maddened at the other agences clutching 
so many victims, broke out and completed 
the Hickeoiug work of destruction. Shrieks, 
groans and heart-rending cries for help 
from the agonized sufferers rent the air. 
Several poor fellows, suffering untold 
agonies, with their limbs and bodies burnt 
to a crisp, piteously implored those near 
them to pour water upon their scalded 
limbs and bodies burnt to a crisp,*piteous* 
ly implored those near them to pour water 
upon their scalded limbs or put an end to 
their sufferings. Strong men looked on 
appalled, and many an eye was dimmed 
with tears. Every possible phase of dis­
figurement was to be seen.

No possible horror was left to the 
imagination. No more awful scene could 
be witnessed. The first passenger car 
a terrible wreck, and several hours elapsed 
b'-foro the poor fellows buried beneath the 
debris could lie extricated.

Sign* in the heavens have of lato 
ed the speculation of the learned, snd the 
wonder and admiration of those unread in 
scientific lore. Tbe *un has risen and 
set in crude and lurid splendors. The 
moon has glimmered a ghastly green 
through a bWxxhred or flame fed veil. The 
eastern and western skies have been over­
spread w ith glaring hues of orange, purple, 
yellow and green, a* if some novice bad 
taken in hand the pai .tlng of sunset ami 
sunrise, and were seeking to make amends 
by startling effect for tbe lack of the famil­
iar soft coloring and shadowy outlines ot 
dawn and evening.

Those who keep plants during the 
winter will tind their success to depend 
upon supplying them with the needed 
water, heat, and air in preserving them 
from insect and dust. These matters 
are easily regulated in a greenhouse, 
but it is more difficult with plants in 
window culture.

Watering requires judgment. To 
saturate the earthen pot by a daily 
soaking is a slow but sure way of kill 
ing a plant. The roots need air, which 
they cannot get if they are surrounded 
by mud. It is better to allow the 
plant to flag a little than to over 
water it. Carefully watch the plants, 
and only give water when they show 
that they need it.

Hanging baskets are best watered by 
plunging them in a pail or tub of water 
until the ball of earth is well soaked. 
Allow the excess to drip, and when 
this ceases, return the basket to its 
place.

Heat for House plants—Living rooms 
are often kept too hot for plants, as 
well as for the inmates. The nearer 
the temperature can be kept at 
seventy degress, with a fall of ten or 
fifteen degrees during the night, the 
better for both.

Cold nights in some localities may 
injure plants at the windows. Remove 
them when severe cold is expected to 
the middle of the room, and/if neces­
sary cover them with a sheet or with 
newspapers.

Give fresh air, whenever the outside 
temperature will allow, if for only a 
few minutes at a time, avoiding a cold 
draught directly upon the plants.

Dust is a great obstacle to successful 
window gardening, 
other smooth-leaved plants may be 
kept clean by washing the leaves with 
a sponge or soft doth. Plants with 
downy leaves should be set in a bath­
tub or sink, and freely showered by 
water from a pot with a tine rose, held 
high above them. When the room is 
swept, the plants should be covered 
with a thin cloth, or with newspapers, 
kept from resting on them these are 
to remain over them until the dust 
settles.

THB DEXTERITY EMPLOYED IN THEIR USB — 
THE LARGE VARIETY, BTC.

To roost persons a hammer is simply 
a hammer, but every maebanio knows 
that there is a great variety of hammers, 
frqin the tiny lump of steel with which 
the watchmaker taps the mandrel of a 
balance wheel,to the huge trip hammer 
under which tons of hot iron are mold­
ed into shap*. The hammer in'fact, 
plays an important part ip the mechanic 
arts, each one

The following by Mr. T. D. Curtis, 
was read not long since before the Cen­
tral New York Farmers Club :

1. Thou shall not abuse or worry 
thy cow, nor thy maid servant, nor the 
man servant, nor thy dog, nor the boy 
whose business it is to “ drive ” up the 
cows—but thou shall at all times treat 
the cow gently and kindly, securing 
her confidence, and allowing no one to 
molest her or make her afraid. 

j:—*. Thou shall not starve orstint thy 
oow for food, nor give her poor unnutri- 
tious or unwholesome food of any kind 
whatsoever, but an abundance of that 
which is palatable and good for her sys­
tem, that she may keep in good flesh, 
have a smooth coat and clear eye ; and 
thou shalt give her salt to lick whenever 
she liketb.

3. Thou shall in no way deprive, nor 
allow the oow to be deprived of plenty 
of clean water to drink, nor compel her 
to wallow in the mud, nor to go a long 
distance to get water, nor to drink out 
of mud holes in the earth made by her 
feet, or the feet of other animals ; but 
thou shalt give her an abundance of 
spring, brook or well water, kept clean 
enough for thine own use.

4. Thou shaltfgive thy oow ample 
shade in Summer, and a warm shelter 
in Winter; and the latter shall be kept 
dean and sweet, and be withal well 
ventilated ; and thy cow shall have free 
dom of motion, a clean bed to lie upon, 
and an opportunity for such out-door 
eueroiae as she may desire, to the end 
that the blood shall freely oiroutate ; 
that her muscles shall not deteroiate, 
and become weak and stiffened, and 
that her digestion and appetite shall 
remain good.

5. Shou shall milk thy oow in a cool 
place in Summer, and when she is not 
heated or fretted, but standeth quiet 
and in a clean place at all times ; thou 
shalt dean thy cow’s bag, milk her 
gently, and avoid getting filth'into thy 
milk pail ; and thou shall not save for 
thine own or thy neighbor’s use, or 
carry to the factory any milk drawn 
from a cow with a calf less than four 
days old, nor draw milk from a cowsuf 
foring from horn and hoof disease, or 
horn distemper, nor from any eow 
which thou hast good reason to believe 
is suffering from ill-health.

6. Thou shalt keep everything about 
thy stable and dairy houses scrupulous­
ly clean.; thou shall thoroughly cleanse 
and scald—not merely rinse in hot 
water—all the pails,cans, strainers, pans 
and other utensils used in* milking, 
carrying milk or manufacturing it into 
any of the products of the dairy ; and 
thou shall carefully keep thy milk from 
exposure to a foul, tainted or diseased 
atmosphere ; so shalt thou prevent the 
oily particles in thy milk from absorb 
ing bad odors, and fever malaria, and 
thou shalt spare thyself the sin and 
shame of delivering milk that taetetb 
of the barnsyard, and of introducing 
disease into the families who eat of the 
products of the dairy.

7. Thou shall cool and air thy milk 
as drawn from the oow, by using the 
best appliances at thy command —not 
by putting cold water or ice into it, for 
that would be a violation of the law and 
commandments—but by bringing the 
milk in contact with a cool surface 
above the freeaing point, aud exposing 
the milk in thin sheets to a clean at 
mosphere, that it may be charged with 
oxygen, which hath a wonderful virtue 
to prevent sourrog by tainting. It is 
shrewdly suspected by some of the pro­
phets, that airing milk is of more value 
than cooling it,and experience showeth 
that stiring with a dipper hath a pre» 
servative effect that should commend 
it to every patron of a cheese factory. 
Thou shalt confine thy milk in a cover­
ed can as short a time as possible, and 
protect it from the rays of the sun and 
the hot atmosphere. A woolen blan­
ket thrown over tue can, and a canvas 
stretched over the milk waggon would 
be found quite efficacious—the blanket 
is not to be used .unless the milk is 
cooled.

Yes, 
and we not only ended her troubles 
and made things soft for her perma­
nently, but we made her respectable— 
and that she hadn’t ever been before. 
And now, after we’ve poured out these 
Atlantics of benefit upon this aged out­
cast, lo I and behold you, we are asked 
to come forward and set up a 
ment to us if she wants to do the clean . 
thing.

Cut suppose your statue represent 
her old, bent, clothed in rags,downcast, 
shamefaced, with the insults and hu­
miliation of 15,000 years, imploring a 
crust and an hour’s rest for God’s sake 
at our back door I That’s the aspect of 
her which we need to be reminded of, 
lest we forget it—not this proposed 
one, where she’s hearty and well fed, 
and holds up her hee-J and flourishes 
her hospitable schooner of flame, and 
appears to be invitirg all the rest of 
the tramps to come ever. O, go to — 
this is the very insolence of prosperity.

The deft hammering of coppersmiths 

is proverbial, pounding metal into any 
required sbipe. The copper plates 
that are used by engravers are hammer­
ed hard in long strips by the use of 
large steel hammers with faces as 
smooth as that of a mirror. The most 
accurate is required in this process, be­
cause the hammer face is flat and must 
bo held perfectly level to avoid cutting 
deep gashes in the plates. When it is 
necessary to make bevels on these 
plates, a skilled workman will make a 
bevel with a hammer in a few minutes 
that would require hours if made by 
filing and polishing.

Silversmiths learn to be very expert 
in the use of the hammer. Spectacle 
makers can take the temples of a pair 
of ladies’ spectacles and temper them 
by dexterous planishing between ham 
mer and anvil. A blacksmith always 
hr*s an assortment of hammers with 
which to shape the ductile iron.

File cutters are required to use ham­
mers with great judgment. Each tooth 
in a handmade file is made by the burr 
raised by tapping a sharp chisel held to 
the soft tile. After each blow the 
chisel is set up against the burr of the 
last stroke and another burr is raised, 
and so until the file is finished. The 
force of the blow measures the size of 
the burr raised, so that the regularity 
of the file depends upon the evenness 
of the hammer stroke. Many files are 
made by transferring processes by ma» 
chinery. but the handmade files com 
mand the highest price, while with 
many peculiar forms of files the hand 
work is indispensible and the regular­
ity of hammer work a necessity.

One of the most difficult jobs to be 
done with a hammer is to straighten 
large flat plates of metal. An expert 
workman will here do, with a few 
strokes of the hammer properly direct* 
ed, work that a non expert cannot do 
at all. Indeed, without great skill the 
attempt to straighten plates with a 
hammer generally results in making the 
crookedness greater.

The goldbeater's hammer is wielded 
day by day by the trained hand, al­
though an hour of it would fatigue the 
novice. The calker has a peculiar long 
hammer. The ax and adze are but 
sharpened hammers. Machinists use 
great copper hammers for work where 
they wish to strike blows without mar­
ring the ohj-ct struck.

Am >ng the queerest hammers in use 
is a magnetic hammer. There was 
once a Yankee peddler who used one 
of these to great advantage. He was 
peddling a fancy soap. He would go 
into a store, pull out his Advertising 
card, ** Buy my unequalled soap,” and 
before the astonished storekeeper 
could remonstrate, he would tack up 
one of his cards on a rafter or wall 
where -it could not be taken down 
without a stepladder. The way he did 
it was to hold up his card to the re­
quired spot with one outstretched arm, 
standing on tiptoe. He had a magnet 
ized hammer with a long handle and 
in bier mouth a fow tacks. He put one 
lack on the hammer, point outward, 
and with one tap sunk it into the re» 
quired place to secure his card out of 
reach. Recently, in South Brooklyn,
• tall bill poster pursued this plan of 
posting advertisement cards on tele­
graph poles so high that it required the 
line men to climb up the poles to get 
the cards down.—From the N. Y. 
Sun.
