In view of the fact that there have re­
cently been several eases of contagious difc- 
eases in our neighborhood, we feel it the 
duty of the Monitor to call the attention 
of our readers, and the public generally, to 
the sanitary condition of our town, believ­
ing that the strictest precautionary mea- 

should be used at this season, as the 
excessive heat of the previous week, fol­
lowed by the heavy damp atmosphere 
of the past few days, would prove a ready 
helper to the spread of disease, were it to 
gain a foothold. It has been frequently 
remarked that we have been most happily 
free from sickness since the introduction of 
our fine water system; and there is no 
doubt that pure water is the greatest requi­
site to good health. But to insure exemp­
tion from the spread of various forms of 
disease, it is the duty of each and every 
householder to carefully inspect and thor­
oughly purify their drains and outbuildings, 
and freely use such simple and effective 
agents as dissolved copperas, chloride of 
lime, and fresh earth; and we would recom­
mend the frequent flushing of our main 
sewers, if such can be accomplished, and to 
the abundant use of water should be con­
fided the care of our gutters, used first in 
the form of a shower to lay the dust, and 
afterwards in a vigorous stream to wash 
away any germs of disease that may be 
lurking in the dirt or refuse.

CARRIAGES STOVES AND RANGES.
—A recent United States census bulletin 

furnishes some interesting figures concern­
ing the fisheries of the great lakes. The 
statistics show that these figures are of con­
siderable magnitude. The latest figures 
given are those for 1889, which show that 
in that year 6,900 men were engaged in 
the industry, employing 107 steamers and 
3,876 other craft, of the value of $683,000. 
The capital invested was $2,832,959, and 
the value of the fish taken that year 
was $2,615,784. In nine years the number 
of fishermen increased 53.48 per cent. It 
appears that the lake fisheries are mere 
dependent for their preservation on arti­
ficial propagation than those in other wa­
ters, and this dependence is yearly becom­
ing more pronounced, owing to the increase 
of fishermen. The most abundant and 
valuable fish found in the lakes is the her­
ring, a species of white fish. There is also 
a large catch of trout, white fish and stur­
geon, the latter being much the smallest in 
amount.
