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Best Way to Learn Spelling

The faculty of Columbia University has
decided that its students must hereafter
spend three hours a week in learning to
spell Eoglish words. The spelling in the
examination papers recently written by the
students has been declared tojbe abominable.
Last year the Chicago university discovered
the same defect in its students. Several of
them failed because of a general deficiency
in Eoglish. They were proficient in Greek
and Latin and the classics generally, but the
one thing needed in busi affairs
had been neglected. One way of reforming
the bad spelling among the studenta is to in-
sist on their taking spelling lessons, as has
been done by the Columbia faculty. A still
better way would be to inaugurate a scien-
tific and rational method of spelling English
words. Spelling reform is & subject that
natarally comes within the scope of & uni-
versity. Such an institution can be en-
gaged in no better work than in removing
the obstacles to learning and the improve-
ment of the mind. One of the greatest of
these obstacles is the crazy quilt spelling
that characterizes the English langusge. If
the naiversities would unite and make com-
mon cause against our barbaric system o
spelling they would confer an everlasting
benefit upon the human race.

—Comparatively few men seem to realize
the importance of being well dressed sll the
time. Especially is this true of young men
starting eut in business or professional
careers. Bright eyes and honest faces are
well enough, but who would look a second
time at a ruby set in lead ? Clothes are one
of the accepted standards by which men are
judged, the world over. They form the
chief standard of first impressions; so, for
this reason alone, it would be difficult to
overestimate their importance. They show
at a glance whether a man is neat or untidy;
careful or careless; methodical or shiftless,
and what sort of taste he has. Nothing else
about him reflects so much of his personal
characteristics. So it is not surprisiog to
be told by those who yearly give employ-
ment to thousands of men and boys, that
more applicants are turned away on account
of their personal appearance than for all
other reasons put together.

New Zealand Iron. S

The New Zealand Government is anxious
to develop the manufacture of iron in thad
colony. The ore is very rich and abundan®
in the Taranaki and Middle Island distriots.
The government proposes to pay & bonus of
s hundred thousand dollars upon the firsd
twenty thousand tons of iron that is made.
The company which produces this quantity
must have a capltal of at least a million del-
lars, and must spend five hundred thousand
dollars upon the erection of the necessary
plant to manufacture the material. The gov-
ernment furthermore guarantees to purchase
at least fifty thousand tons of the iron ep
steel thus manufactured, at a price slightly
in advance of the market rates, and if the
metal is satisfactory will probably buy the
whole of the material produced. By this
means the colony will be able to obtaln suf-
ficient iron for its own needs without golng
beyond its own confines.

Over-Supply of Mipisters.

Toronto, June 7.—At this morning's ses-
sion of the Toronto Methodist Conferencey
the Rey. Dr. Sutherland, Superintendent off
Missions, made a startling speech en the
over-supply of ministers. In 1900, gotwith
standing a depleted constituency there were
seventy-seven more ministers in Ontario dee
ing mission work than in 1898, In the cem«
tral regions of Canada ecores of ministers
had been sup ted, not b they
were no longer sble to work, but because
there were no stations for them.

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—Quite a heavy expenditure from the
public purse is being made this spring to put
the town streets in good condition, and while
we have no desire to find fault with the work
that has been or is being doue, stiil it seems
that in a good many cases patching is resorted
to when permanent improvement will best
serve the interests of the town. In this
connection the town might easily set an ex-
ample in road-making for the connty at large,
and the beuefits of such an example would
be far-reaching and, directly or indirectly,
would add much to the prosperity of the
town. Would it not pay, and pay well, to
have practically every dollar of the strect
appropriation laid out on the most approved
plans for the consiruction and maintenance
of good roads? There are few specialiats in
this important work, but the past two years
has developed a system that is far more
practical than the old fashioned methods,
aud ie being worked out to advantage in
many districts in Oatario. In our town,
where there are only a few miles of streels
to care for, the properly applied expenditare
of an annual appropriation, equalling that
provided Lhis year, would soon give usstreets
that would be absolutely free from mud and
mud-holes, and then only a trifling sum
would be required to keep them in condition.
The Town Council should see to it that the
Commissioner of Streets has at hand the
latest information on streev making, and
should supply suitable material for perman-
ent improvement. In this way, we are con-
vinced, the most economical administration
of this important service can be secured. It
is a waste of good money to be forever
patching a poor street when the cost of the
patches would soon pay for a good one. The
town is improving steadily, ite growth being
plainly marked by the better class of dwell-
ioge and business stands that are epriogiog
up, and the improvement and extension in
the water and lighting systeme, and the
streets should be included in the general
progression. . Much of the work that has
been done this spring on street improvement
has been wcll directed, but a lot of practically
useless material has been used ; the streete,
in six months’ time, will not be the better
for its application, and wasted time and
material will be paid for again when pext
season’s road work is done.

—The first attempt to burke the enforce-
ment of the new Prince Edward Island pro-
hibitory law comes from Charlottetown,
where the city oouncil bave instructed its
officers to bave nothing to do with the en-
forcement of the new law, in order that the
oity may not be rendered liable for damages.
It isa case of the city refusing to administer
& proviucial law, and the esrablishment of &
dangerou= precedent. Nu city has tha privi-
lege to trifle wich tie 1aw of the land, and the
provincial governwment will surely at once cor-
rect the off-nder. Premier Farquarson hae
announced his intention of providing means
for the enforcement of the prohibitory meas-
ure his government has enacted, and if his
work is as vigorous as his speech, the people
of Canada will have a practical lesson on the
value of a provincial probibition that will be
of great service in the prosecution of the
temperance movement. The workings of a
general prohibitory law and the local op-
tion law may be compared, and if the new
machinery is not more effective than the old,
then a new conviciion will be harnessed to
the latter and the measure will be more
vigorouely enforced, without further looking
forward to an easier method of producing
the sobriety and good order that all temper-
ance laws are supposed to aim at.

—Lieutenant-Governor McMillan, of Man-
itoba, is receiving much independent and
party commendation for hie refusal to sanc
tion the wholesale dismiseal of civic service
employees recommended by the Roblin min-
istry. He holds that because the employees
were appointed by the late Liberal govern-
ment is no safficlent reason why they should
not be continued'in cffice, and his stand jars

~for once the smooth working of the spoils

system that has been operated throughout
Canada to the discredit of both political
parties for too long. Lieutenant-Governor
McMillan has demanded that recommenda-
tions of dismissal be supported by some sound
reason, and he is within his rights when he
requires this. The country needs other men

The Pacfle Cable.

Washington, D. C., June 8,—The State
Department is in receipt of interesting infor-
mation concerning work on the British Paci-
fic Telegraph Cable, which is to connect the
Dominion of Canada with the Australian
Federation, The new cable is to be 5,834}
miles in length—the longest ever construct-
ed—and will be transported snd laid by one
ship, which is now being built for that pur-
pose. Mr. Abraham Smith, consul at Vie-
toria, B. C., informs the State Department
that & surveying party has placed the land-
ing site of the Canadian end of the cable at a
point on Kelp Bay, near Banfield creek.

1o the Fijis, to Norfolk Island, and thence to
Queensland. :

Work on the cable proper has already
been commenced in England, and the first
jnstalment, which will be the cable for L_he
route from Fanniog Island on to Australia,
is expected (0 leave Eoglsnd in January of
1902. By 'he terms of the contract the
whole eabi is to be laid and in working or-
der by Jan. 1, 1903 It will cost §10,000,000,

Roads and Agriculture,

(From the Report of the Commissioner of
Roads for Ontario,)

A good road is not a luxary. The road
over which a load of farm produce passes is
just as necessary us the wagon which holds
the load or the horees which draw it. “‘The
road” the opponent of road reforms will
argue, ‘“‘need not necessarily be a good one.
A irack through the fields would serve.”
On the same principle the wagon, horses,
and harness need not be good. To follow
the argument to a conclusion, they are not
needed at all, since it would be cheaper to
use & wheelbarrow, thereby saving the pur-
chase of a wagon, horses and harness. Bad
roads are cheaper than good roads in just the
same way that & wheelbarrow is cheaper
than & wagon and a team of horses. If it
paye to buy wagone, horses and harness it
will pay to build good roads. The road is a
part of the farm machinery just as much
as is any other implement the farmer
uses. Bad roads should be relegated to the
age of primitive field culture, ‘Weare living
in the days of self-binders and steam thresh-
ers and we trust it will soon be the period of
good roads.

For cities, towns and townships bad roads
are o great evil. The farmer, however, feels
the influence most directly, interfering as
they do with all his social and business re-
lations. During certain seasone of the year
he is isolated, in a measure, even from his
nearest neighbor. He cannot attend church
or the public meeting, his children cannot
reach the school, with the result that farm-
ing is generally. regarded as dull and monot-
onous. Very much has been said, for a num-
ber of years, of the undeveloped resources
of Canada, and the need of action in this
regard. So long, however, as the roads in
this country remain in their present con-
divion, we need not go to Northern Qatario,
nor Ungavia to find resources that are not
developed. Surrounding us and at our very
doors are farm lands yieldingfbut a moiety of
their hidden wealth. Bad roads are not
solely responsible but they are a factor, &
powerful factor, in locking up the riches of
the farms.

The farmers realize, ard they do not real-
jze the importance of roads. That they
realize it is evidenced by the fact that in the
ten years, 1887-96, there was spent on roads
by township and county councils, according
to the reports of the Oatario-Bureau of In-
dustries, nearly ten million dollars. Ino ad-
dition to this, there is placed on the roads
eleven million days of statute labor—the
united money and labor having a total value
of twenty-one million dollars.

Oa the other hand, this energy is spent
with but little forethought, without system,
as is evidenced by the condition of the roads.
It is scattered and misapplied, and lends
emphasis to the statement that the value of
goods roads is nou suffiziently realized by
the majority of the people of the country.

The bettering of the country roads, while
of as universal importance as railways or
canals, must be looked at, in the main, from
the farmer’s standpoint. To be able to haul
a fair load in all reasonable weather, to be
able to drive out on business whenever nec-
essary, on roads that permit travelling at a
fair speed, are no doubt the chief require
ments of trafficc. We do not neced English
roads, nor French roade; nor the roads of
Massachusetts. Oatario roads are needed,
such as are suited to moderate travel and o
not thickly congregated population.

It is not proposed that an expensive plan
of construction should be undbrtaken. From
the figures quoted above, it is evident that a
considerable expenditure is already placed
on the roads. What is needed more than
additional expenditure is that we make the
best ‘use of the annual expenditure now being
made. The total production of Ontario
farms has a value annually, it is estimated,
of $200,000,000. All this mast first pass
over the common highways before reaching
the markets. It is the basis of Ontario’s
wealth. The amount is far in excess of that
needed for home consumption, and the only
resource is to obtain a market in foreign
countries. Thia market is available only so
far as we can sell more cheaply and produce
a better quality than other competing coun-
tries.

Bad roads, whether dusty, muddy, rough,
or from any cause heavy, change what should
be one of the advantages of farm life into
one of its most disagreeable features. Itis
the reason why so many of the brightest of
the younger generation press into the towne
and cities in order to escape the duliness of
the country. What should be one of the
greatest pleasures of country life, driving
and travel, remains as one of its most gerious
drawbacks— bad roads.

Farming ie & business which can be carried
on a: successfully and in as intelligent a
manner as the industries of the towns and
cities, but the difficulties of travel repel
rather than attract. Distance does not con-
stitute the difficulty. Itis absence of proper
means to overcome it. With good roads
the agricultural community will discover a
means of attracting rather than. repelling
population.

No farming country ever had a good ap
pearance however fertile and productive,
when looked at from a road that is rough or
dusty, or a river of mud. Appearance even
in farm lands ie of as much importance as in
a house or carriage. It is a well known fact
that a properly designed street transforme
the appearance of city property, and greatly
increases the value. A good appearance is
a source of pleasure to the owner and a good
many dollars in the eyes of the purchaser.
Good rosds affect the appearance of farm
land in a way that is startling, and those
who have any doubt of the matter cannot do
better than make the experiment. When
a bad road iz made good, those who use it
have sn opportunity to tura their eyes away
from ruts and mud, to look at features of far
greater attractiveness, which no locality of
Ontario is without.

This increase in the value of property
ariseg, too, from the greater profits accruing
as the result of the saving in the cost of
transporting farm produce. Thereare many
ways of rendering a business more profitable.
One I8 by decreasing the cost of production,
Cheaper transportation by means of good
roads, means, in effect that the cost of pro-
ductin and the conseqent increase of profit
will guarantee a large: and readier invest-
ment in the farm.

The value of the farm is further enhanced
by the increased opportunities jthat arise
through good roads. The farmer is not im-
peded in any season of the year in the sale of
his produce and can in consequence reach
the market when prices are highest. Per-
ishable produce, fruit, certain vegetables,
milk, are articles which, if they cannot be
taken to the consumer in the town or city
with the least possible delay, become un-
saleable, or can be disposed of only at are-
duced price. Good roads bring farm lands
ten, twenty, forty miles away, into available
distance of a city market, whereas on the
other hand one mile of really bad road may
render otherwise fertile land useless. Dis-
tance with respect to the farmer and the
market is not measured by miles so much as
by the time and labor it takes to transport
his produce.

There i difficulty in arriving at exact
conclusions with regard to the economic
value of good roads, because of the absence
of complete and reliable data. The impedi-
ments to our reaching a complete solution in
the fact that the different benefics of good
roads will combine, act, and react upon one
another so as to materially alter relative
conditions. Ease of traction, long hauls,
more rapid travel, fewer horses, saving in
wagons, harness and horseflesh; increased
rural population, less congestion in the cities,
increased land values, greater profits on the
farm, better business and social facilities,
will all unite toward the one end in enabling
us to live well and more wisely. The people
of the American continent have, to an ab-
pnormal extent, turned for their ideals to
city life. The greatest ultimate benefit
which good roads can coofer is to bring us
back from the towns which men have made,
where brick walle, stone pavements and
odors of filth have shut out our remembrance
of field, forest, stream, sky and nature’s
God—thie is not the least desirable of econ-
omic resalte,
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Our Foreign Trade.

Ottawa, June 11.—The trade statement
issued by the Customs Department to day,
for the eleven months ending May 31 last,
shows that the aggregate trade of the country
increased in that time over eleven million
dollars. 'The indications are that the year's
figures, when they are made up, will show a
grand aggregate foreign trade of nearly four
hundred million dollars. It isepecially noted
that for the past eleven months the exports
of Canadian manufactured articles increased
over two million dollars, which is an increase
of about seventeen per cent. There was a
drop in the imports from $164,801,196 in
1900 to $162,202,534, for the past eleven
months, or a decrease of $2,598,662. The
exports, however, show an increase of $14,-
229,382, compared with the same time last
yesr. The figures are $173,024,662, as
agningt $158,795,280 in 1900. In regard to
the imports it should be pointed out that the
entire decrease is made up in coin and bullion,
which of course is not trade, and that the
total imports of dutiable and free goods show

a slight increace over the eleven months lagt
year. -

1t is ramored in Ottawa that Sir Wilfred
Laurier will be offered a life peerage when
the Duke and Duchess of Cornwall and York
visit Canada.

The first issue of the coinage of King Ed-
ward will bé made in about & month’s time.
Silver will be issued first, then bronze money,
and later in the year gold.

A despatch to the World from London says
the British govesnment hus decided to levy
$250,000,000 on the Transvaal gold mines to
help pay the cost of the war.

The imports for the month of May show
an increase of over six hundred thousand
dollars, and the exports of over one million
dollars.

According to & despatch to the London
Daily Mail, from Simls, a favorable monsoon
had started there on June 7, and rains were
everywhere reported in India except in the
northern portions of the Punjab.

Canada is specifically execpted in the of-
ficial announcement that the federal council
has decided, from July 30 to extend to the
products of Great Britain and her colonies
the most favored pation treatment.

The Inter Provincial rifle match was shot
at Sussex, N. B. the 14th inst. New Bruns-
wick captured the cup for this year. The
scores were New Brunswick 732; Nova Sco-
tia 690; Prince Edward Island 707.

A report is current that Edward Blake
may be the Canadian member of the Judicial
Council of the Empire, which Mr, Chamber-
lain has promoted, the members of which
are to be life-peers, with salaries of $30,000.

A preliminary census volume, just issued,
gives the population of the five largest cities
of England, exclusive of London, as follows:
Liverpool, 684,947; Manchester, 543,069;
Birmingham, 522,182; Leeds, 428,953; Shef-
field, 380,717.

The firat sod on the air line from the Strait
of Canso to Louisburg will probably be turned
on July 1, and by the new year is is expected
that the Cape Breton Extension Railway
Company will have its road built from the
Strait to St. Peters.

Little Figh Island, Chester, purchased by
Mrs. Dewey, has again changed hands, and
is now owned by Hon. Perry Heath, late
postmaster-general of the United States,who
has just begun the erection of a residence,
costing $35,000, on the island.

Lord Kitchener, in a despatch from Pre-
toria, June 10'h, says the number of Boers
killed, imprisoned or surrendered duriog the
last month totalled 2,640 From June lst
to June 9th, twenty-six Boers were killed,
four were wounded, 409 were made prisoners
and 33 sarrendered, and 651 rifles, 115,550
rounds of ammunition, 120 waggons and
4,000 horses were captured.
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The Machinist's Strike.

(Montreal Witness,)

The machinists’s strike in the United
States is assuming proportions and character-
istics similar to those cf the strike of British
machinists a few years ago. It was that
great and prolonged disturbance in British
industrial conditions which led to the boom
in American machine construction and the
placing of many large orders in the United
S-ates for locomotives, steel raile, bridges
and machioery of all kinds required in India,
Egypt, South Africa and other British de-
pendencies. That the present strike will
have a like effect in transferring orders from
the United States to Britain is quite probable,
and whatever advantage the former may
have gained will be lost. This seems more
likely since the published declaration of the
masters that under no conditions will they
give in to the-demands of the men. It was
precisely this no surrender attitude, main-
tained for many months by British strikers
and employers, which cost both a loss of
millions of pounds and so greatly injured the
trade of the whole nation. When the strike
was all over these were the only results ap-
parent. A lesson.so pointed and recent
should, one would suppose, deter American
operators from repeating the folly which had
cost their British confreres so dear.

Manitoba Crop Outlook.

Winnipeg, June 13.—The first govern.
ment crop bulletin for the season was issued
today. It embraces reports up to June 10.
Every feature is most encouraging. The
total acreage under crop this year is 2,961,
409 acres. Of this total 2,219,201 acres are
under grain crops, and for the first time in
the history of the province the wheat acre-
age has exceeded the two million mark,
being 2,011,834 acres. The total acreage is
oaer 800,000 more.than last year and over
500,000 more than the record of 1899. -The
bulletin states that the seed time was early
and almost perfect, and the warm weather
of May caused good germination, whiie the
rains duriog the early part of June came just
when they were needed, and the short cold
snap has cansed the grain to stool out well,
Stock of all kinds wintered fairly well, and,
as there has been abundance of pasturage,
they are now in good condition. Oae result
will be a great increase in the output of the
greameries and cheese factories of the prov-
ince, of which there are now 29 of the form-
er and 32 of fhe latter. ' Farm laborers have
been plentiful enough to meet the demand
in most localities, and few morewill be re-
quired till harvest. The bulletin closes with
quotations from government correspondents,
which are almost withont exception of &
very encouraging and hopeful character,

“The Man with the Hoe.”

Not often, among the verses that achieve
their first appearance in the columns of the
daily press, do we find anything that com-
mands such attention as Prof. Edwin Mark
ham’s “*The Man with the Hoe” has aroused.
The poem is an interpretation of Millet’s
famous painting known by that name
now in California. We quote the lines as
they appeared in the San Francisco Exam
tner:

Bowed by the weight of centuries, he leans
Upon his hoe and gazes at the ground.

The Weather.

We are not alone in having had a wet sea-
son thus far at date of writing, June 15.
We find that spring work has not been com-
pleted in many parts of the N. E. States. A
cold, wet, backward spring seems to be gen-
eral. We hope the cold, rainy weather of
the last of May has not materially lessened
the apple crop.

Frequent Cultivation Needed in Wet
Weather.

Here on the college farm we are planting
at the opening of June as we can between
rains. Oar land is the latest, wettest clay
that I ever had to deal with. Just asfastas
the surface soil gets anywhere near in condi-
tion possible to stir we cultivate to kill the
weeds. Notwithstandiog the wet weather
the soil has hardly becoms saturated in many
locations, that is deeply, because of the ex-
cessive drying out last fall. The wet condi-
tions are making the meadows boom and I
think the sun will shine in haying time; in
fact, we may have a drought before snow
flies.

Have you noticed that the frequent rains
make the grass grow even where the soil is
not well fertilized? What & lesson it gives
us of the value to farming of irrigation.
Agsin what emphatic witness is given of the
necessity of suitable underdrainage for all
tillage and graes land. It all goes to show
that the farmer who has his soil under con
trol and studiee ite conditions and needs, can
and will grow good crops. Good drainage,
good tillage and water will enable the farmer
to win the crops.—Director 4. A. Brigham,
R. 1. Experimental Station, in N. E. Home-
stead.

The editor spares no pains to obtain au-
thorative answers to any questions which
may be sent to any of the depertments, while
the contributora to the paper are either prac-
tical, successful farmers, or specialists along
their different lines.

The horticultaral page is in charge of our
well known Prof. ¥. C. Sears. The horse
department is edited by J. W. Powers, of
Halifax, while A. G. Goodacre, one of Nova
Scotia’s most snccessful poultry breeders,
contributes to that department. We wish
more of our farmers had this paper coming
to their homes.

Copper Sulphate.

That copper sulphate is copper sulphate,
no matter where it is purchased or made, has
long been the opinion of the writer, though
several local farmers and dealershave spoken
of different kinde. One farmer last year
purcbased some which came from somewhere
in the United States, and concladed that as
the practice there is to use six instead of
four pounds to afegty gallon cask, the blue-
stone from there mual essarily be weaker.
The explanation is that

bluestone of the B. P, It is this which is
for sale, as & rule, in our drugstores and us-
ually is quite pure enough for all hortioul-
tural purposes. Most of the samples of this
bluestone which we have examined have
proved commeroially true.
Finally, there is ¢ chemically pure” blue-
stone. This is never used save in the labor-
atory, and would be altogether too dear for
the preparation of spraying mixtures,

Fruit Outlook,

At present we are not in a position to say
what the apple orop outlook portends. Dar-
ing the last week when the trees were in
bloom, we experienced about the worst
weather we could have. We have no doubt
it affected the orop to some extent, but how
much, we dare not say. We give the out-
look from the New England Homestead.

Fruit Promise Generally Well Maintained.

The outlock for tree fruits continues good,
with the exception of apples, the prospect
here being less promising than a month ago.
Our preliminary report published in the
Homestead, May 11, indicated bright pros-
pects at a time just before blooming in the
heavy orchard sections of the north. As
then intimated, trees have bloomed with
considerable freedom, yet later enquiry de-
velops the fact that this is not as heavy as
at one time seemed probable. The bloom
tas been relatively heavier in the middle and
central west than in the older established
apple regions of N. Y., Pa. and N. E In
the'southwest the weather was unfavorable.

While it iz altogether too early to offer any
sort of forecast as to final results, the close
of May presents a condition in the commer-
cial apple orchards suggesting much less
than a bumper crop. Other tree fruits have
come through the blossoming period well,
with & good set of plums, peaches pears and
cherries. Frosts the first half of May caused
some damage to fruit in Mich. and a few
other sections of the west, and the prevalence
of ourcalio in the middls south has cat into
the peach prospects of Ga. and N. C.

New England ought to bave a good aggre-
gate crop of apples, if early prospeots aro
maiotained, the yield promises anything but
burdensome. Recent returns to the Home-
stead from correspondents show an unques-
tioned shortage In Baldwins, that standard
variety blooming sparsely, especially in orch-
ards which bore heavily last year. Trocs
came through the winter in good ehape, but
bloom was quite irregular, and it is too early
to fully determine the st of frait. In east-
ern Mass. outlook good for Russets and
Greenings, poor for Baldwine. Ia Worces-
ter last named bloomed iudifferently, but
fair amount of Hubbardston, Greening and
King. In the western part of the state
Baldwin and Gravenstein light, but Green-
ing, Russet, Portcr, ete., bloomed well. In
Ct. shortage in Baldwin, but good outlook in
Spy, Mackintosh Red, King, etc. InR. I,
Baldwin light, Greening blossomed full.
Apple prospect as & whole not particularly
brilliant. * In northern N. E. season not so
far advanced, conditions in the Me. apple
belt generally promising with probably some
shortage in Baldwin snd Talman Sweet.
Early advices show full bloom of Greening,
Russet, Spy and King.

The cold, wet weather of April and much
of May has been followed by torcing condi-
tions at least a part of the time in practical-
ly all sections of the six N. E. states. The
retarded development of fruit buds up to s
short time ago proved advantageous, pre-
cluding danger from frost, Peaches and
cherries in southern N. E., particularly in
Ct., made a heavy bloom, followed by &
good seu of frait, giving every indication of
handsome crops. Pears have also bloomed
freely and a good yield is looked for. Straw-
berries appear to have wintered well, bloom-
ing freely, with indications of a large crop.

In eastern New York, outlook uncertain.
bloom in Orange Co. irregular, weather un-
favorable for a good set of fruit; W. D.
Barns reports many orchards very full, oth-
ers of same variety adjoining may have none.
In Albany Co., Baldwins scarce, also light
bloom of Spitz and several other red apples,
while Greenings show the best, buv apple
outlcok as & whole for a light crop in the
upper Hudson valley. Baldwins bloomed
very light throughout nearly all the impor-
tant apple secticns of central and western
New York. The apple outlook in O. and
W. Va. is fair, bat not brilliant, late varie-
ties in many coanties blooming rather spar-
ingly. In Del., prospects variable, some
varieties blossomisg very scantily, others
full. Delaware peach orchards have bloomed
and set well, especially in Sussex Co.

The prospect for tree fruits, other than
apples, in the middle and eastern states, is
gencrally good. In the southern edge of the
peach belt, considerable complaint of insect
damage, but in Md. and the Delaware penin-
sula fruit has set well, and as far north as
N. Y., Ct. and Mass. good prospects of lib-
eral peach yield; in the mountain peach belt
west of the Chesapeake, growers hope for a
good crop. In W, Va. and O., peaches cher-
ries, plums, etc., seem to have set well.

Our advices show that in the matter of
sprayiog, some advance is being made in
fruit sections of Mo. and Mich., but this im-
portant work is very generally neglected
throughout a large part of the western or-
chard belt. Spraying continues to grow in
favor in the middle and eastern states, yet
outside of central and western N. Y., where
it is a part of the farmer’s regular employ
ment, ip is by no means general. The merit
of frequent and thorough spraying is & hard
lesson for farmers to learn, and is still very
largely neglected outside of certain heavy
fruit-growing counties in N. Y., N. E. and
further south. Orchardists in the west are
taking hold of this work, but not in a gen-
eral way. Too many farmers accept it as a
theory, but fail to put it into practice.

State Owned Rallways.

The following interesting interview with
Premier Seddon, of New Zealand, spp
in the correspondence of Frank G, Carpenter
to the St. Louis Republic :
The conversation here turned to some of
the New Zealand, and I asked the Premier
about the government control of the railways.
Sald I:
 Your Excellency, you have been a rail-

road man from the ground up. You have
worked in the shops. You run an engine,
and had to do it with all sorts of railroad

oconstructions. You are now the chief man-

ager of a government which has built its own
rallways and to which the raillways belong.

Do you think it best for the government to
own the railroads?”

“Yea, I do,” sald the New Zealand premier.

It is the only way in which the railroads
should be owned and operated. We believe
the roads are for the people, and we are
mansging them in the interests of the people,
and for the development of the country in
that way which will best help all the people.
We are now trying to make a profis out of
them, and &8 our revenues increase we stead-
ily reduce freight rates and passenger fares.
We are already giving an excursion rate of
& penny a mile to parties, and we expect to
cut down the fares right along. We give a
reduced rate to workmen golng to and from
work. We use the trains to bring out the
school children to and from school free of
charge, and we have excurasion trains to take
the school children now and then over the
country and give them practioal geographical
lessons. We send out such trains which
give excursions of 100 miles for 36 cents per
child. This is just about the extra cost of
running such trains, and any school child
can be taken off on a vacation, or on an in-
structive excursion, at that rate at the re-
quest of the teacher.

«“It is my ides,” Premier Seddon con-
tinued,  that the railroads are the servants
of the people, and they should be run entirely
in their interests. We want to bring every
farmer’s produce (o the market at the lowest
possible cost, and make it 8o that our people
in all parts of New Zealand can compete
with those of other countries in the markets
of the world,” Jf we can build railroads so
that the man 106 miles from the seaboard
can send his produce to the ship at the same
cost a8 the man who lives 10 miles away, we
raise the value of the first man’s land to that
of the second, We get that much more taxes
out of him, and he becomes a more prosper-
ous member of the gommunity. Weare now
devoting the roads largely to opening up
new country. We are pushing out into the
public lands and settling them.”

« How much railroad have you in New
Zealand "

« We have now more than 2,000 miles, the
total cost of whioh has been mere than
£16,000,000, or in the neighborhood of $80,-
000,000. Nearly all the roads are making
money. The gash revenues for 1899 amounted
to more than £7,000,000, while the expendi-
ture was less than $5,000,000. The earnings
of some of the lines ranged from 5 to 13 per
cent. The matter is very closely figured,
and, on the roads belonging to the govern-
ment, there is no incentive to give anythiog
else but the best service at ibe lowest pos-
sible ooat.”

Sang His Father’s Songs.

PATHETIC STORY OF THE LITTLE SON OF A
POPULAR COMPOSER.

Near one of the doors of the Stock Ex-
change in the Produce Kxchange Building,
on Friday afternoon, a little flaxen haired
fellow stood singing. There was » plaintive
pathos in his voice, and as the members of
the Exchange passed they looked at kim and
dropped a coln in his hat. Policeman King
asked the Jittle chap his name. He replied:

“ My name is Howard Grabam. [am ten
years old. My father is dead. He wrote
the songs I am singing.”

The policeman ordered him to move on.
He did so, but returned when the policeman
went away and began singing *‘Two Little
Girls in Blue.” He got more money. He
then sang ‘“My Dad’s the Engineer,” *‘ Prove
to the World You're a Man,” and other
songs. The policeman came a second time,
and arrested the boy. Young Graham said
that his mother, Mrs. Alice Graham, had
sent him out to beg.

Two years ago Charlee Graham, the writer
of many -popular songs, died in Bellevue
Hospital in dire poverty. He bad written
songs that were widely known and sung by
English speaking people. His song, “Two
Little Girls in Blue,” was translated into
the French, German and Norse languages,
and was a delight to the children of those
nationalitiee, yet, being pressed by want, he
sold_all his rights in the song for §10.

The boy arraigned before Magistrate
Brann, in the Centre-St. police court, yester-
day morning is hisson. Mrs. Alice Graham,
the widow, was in court. She said that she
lived in two small rooms with her four chil-
dren. Her oldest boy, Harry, fourteen years
old, is a meseenger, She has another boy,
younger than the prisoner, and the two little
girls who inspired the father to write his
famous song.

““My husband,” sobbed Mrs. Graham,
““was a good man, but unfortunate. He
was always doing kindnesses to others and
was always hard up. Though he was hard
up, he never complained. I did not tell my
son to beg, Judge. I wish you would send
him to some institution. He is not a bad
boy, but I am too poor to take proper care
of him. I am employed in cleaning a build-
ing and I do not earn very much. For his
dead father’s sake, Judge, please send him
to some institution.”

Magistrate Brann, while the woman was
tearfully making her plea, looked out of a
court window. There was a lump in his
throat. The little defendant began to cry
.and his mother caught him up and kissed
him. The scene was a pathetic one. Magis-
trats Brann permitted the mother to embrace
her son, and then said :

«] will send the boy to the Catholic Pro-
tectory. You can see him, Mre, Graham,
whenever you desire.”

Mrs. Graham, before the boy was taken
away, kissed him sffectionately. Some of
the court officers started a movement to help
the family of the dead song writer.—New
York Tribune. .

How to Study a Song.

A well-known local singer said recently,
in response to the question as to the render-
ing of a certain song : “‘If I were going to
sing that song I should sit down and study
the words for half an hour. Absolute knowl-
edge of them and the rhythm is one of the
greatest needs of the vocalist.

Hints on the Management of Weakly child-
ren.

Frail children need methodical develop-
ment of vital organs, including muscles and
nerves, These are small matters that affect
small children materially—the attention of
many & foud and otherwise worthy parent.
We are apt to think that what we can
stand of some of these small things with so
much ease, must, of necessity, be of small
account to baby.

The matter of light, for Instance. We do
not mind a strong light, or a sudden expos-
ure to the same, half as much as a small
child, whose eves may sustain damsge from
what to us is harmless. There is such a
thing as giving a child too much to see ina
short space of time, so that & strain is put
upon the eye.

Especially s this the case when the objects
observed argin rapid motion. It is very
wrong to move an object rapidly before a
child’s eyes, especially at short range.
Children who are not roubust must be par-
ticularly guarded as to undue exposure. The
knees and shoulders are two points needing
thorough protection from changes of temper-
ature. Adding salt to the bath water cleans
the skin nearly as well as eoap, snd withal
is stimulating to the skin and strengthening
to the general systeni.

Children who are predisposed Lo consump-
tion or scrofula or any enlargement of the
glands of the neck or elsewhere, have poor
debllitated ekins ae a rule, which need more
than the usual attention. Inunctions of cod-
liver oil, sweet oil, or lanolin, are good nutri
ents for the skin, and of much benefit to the
general health, serviog to put on flesh.

Directly after the bath is a good time to
app!r Lheee oils, and they should be worked
in well, wiping cnly the surplus off before the
next bath.

Exgosure of the skin of children—weakly
or olherwise—to the air or sunlight inan
evenly heated room, at a temperature of
about seveuty degrees, at regular intervals,
say once or twice a day, is » wholesome prac-
tice. This may be well supplemcnted with
a gentle rubbing down or massage of the
muscles previous to putting on the clothing.

The clothing of the child should never be
more than is needed for comfort, as clothing
too heavy or warm werkens.

Great care should be taken that weakly
children are not sabjected to undue excite
ment or nerve strain. Such children are apt
to have very sensitive nerves that need quiet-
ing end toning rather than etimulation.
Children with weak lungs shouid be early
taught to breathe well by regulated breathing
exercies. These may at first be accomplished
by something game-like, such as blowing
soap bubbjes, or peas through a tube ata
mark.

Exercise with the old-fashioned bean bag
is a practical way cf developing muscle in-
doora. Qutdoor study of botany, roamiog
securing needed exerciee combined with that
diversion so necessary lo get full benefits
therefrom.

In the case of boys in delicate health, it
is often the case that nothing will take the
place of camp life in the woods. This would
apply to boys from eight ycars cnward. A
boy under proper control in the woods is the
freest, from those things which disturb him
or derange his nature, that he can be any
where, and lives close to nature, which is al-
ways wholesome. .

I would put particular stress upon the de-
velopment of the nervoas system of weakly
children, for it is the lack of nerve force
that is at the bottom of many a human
wreck, and life is strong or weak according
as to whether we poasess a good;accumlation
of energy or vital force in the nerve-cells or
otherwise.

Simplicity of life conduces as much to the
storing up of nerve force as anything, to il-
lustrate which statement, I would point to

the difference in temperament between the
simple, sturdy countryman and his city cou
siu, as often seen:

A child may not be so forward and at
tractive from certain points of view, in lead-
ing a simple life, but it will be better able to
to endure, when any sudden or exhaustive
strain is put upon it, than will the child who
is weakened by luxury.

—A woman with the real mother inetinc:s
does not need to attend mothers’ congresses
or lectures or to study books. We see her
io the most simple and natural manner pos-
sible bringing up good, healthy, happy child-
ren who are to be the bone and sinew of the
nation. If one should ask her upon what
system she proceeds, she could not tell, for
it is all done instinctively. Bat the truth
is any system for the training of children
must be a very elastic one and vary to suit
the individual, The mother’s sympathy gives
her wisdom to deal with the diverse temper-
aments and disposilon, and if there is any-
thing in these alien to her own nature her
love bridges the differenoe—that love which
follows her offspring no matter how far they
may go, 8o that her heart, as Mme, de Sevig-
ne expressed it, is ‘‘always on the high
roads.” If a child of hersis crippled in mind
or bedy homely of countenance, dull of wit or
broken in fortune, around that one is her af-
fection protectingly cast, because he needs it
the most. Her heart is the unfailing refuge,
the sanctuary that cannot be violated, the
one place of all where even the erringgnd
the defeated will not be jundged but loved.
And though all the rest of her children may
be happy, honored and successful, her love is
forever wandering away after the unfortun-
ate who has failed and fallen short of her
teachings—out into the cold, through the
rain and snow, over the dreary stretches of
the hightway like a beseeching angel plead-
ing with him to turn homeward. But
whether she is a happy or unhappy parent
her love is not, like the passionate egotism
of the animal, limited only to her own. For
their sake 'her heart is tender toward all
childhood, and her pity embraces the little
ones who are orphaned and uncherighed.

—The moment a boot or shoe wears down
at the heel that moment should it be sent to
be repaired. Nothing makes a foot look
uglier or spoils the walk so much as & boot
worn in this manner. Laced boots are to
be perferred to buttoned ones for the reason
that they look neat longer. Allboots stretch
with wearing, and unless buttons are con-
stantly moved back the effect is very baggy
about the ankle, quite fatal to the prettiness
of a foot. But laces should be drawn even
and tight, and no loose ends shoucld be left
hanging. A trim and neat foot, no matter
how large it is looks better than a small foot
ill shod and untidy.
—Tarantulas are now bred in Australia
for the sake of their webs, the filaments of
which are made into thread for baloons.
They are much lighter than silk. Each tar-
antula yields from 20 to 40 yards of filament,
of which eight twisted together form a gingle
thread of sufficient stoutness for strength
and durability.
