Atlantic is on squid prin&iples which
i@ the most rapid fish in the whters |
of the world, _As the makers of wnm-
planes modelled . machines Upon the
bird, the pational habitant of the
air, so Mr. Bethune has modelled his
steamer upon the lines of the light- |
ting-ltke squid. ' ;

The model was built in the wes of
England in 1907, and was inspected
| by - London patent lawyers, who de-
clared that nothing like it had been
invented for fifty years. Mr. Bethupe
claims for his model several caonrac-
teristics and several advantages. The
ship has no screws and emits of no

| smoke, has greater stability and fifty

per cent more speed than the fastest
ship afloat. His claim for it is that
the Atlantic in fiity
After adjusting the compasses
ocean-goer may be commanded
and controlled by one man—an encin
eer. The ship will carry 8tiy p.¢
cent more cargo than any craft her
siZze and the engine- is capable of driv-
ing a seventy-thousand-ton ship with
a much smaller crew.

Mr. Bethune has earned quite e
reputation as ag inventor on the
other side of the Atlantie, where h
bas worked in the chief shipyards in
Ireland, Scqtland, England and Wales
his experience covering -seventeen
years. He has held conferences with
naval experts and professes that he
has been able to give them wvaluable
hints. Mr. Bethune states that
Japan may take held of his invention
as it would be ra2culiarly adapted for
use in the Suez and Panama Canals,
The inventor of this squid model
c¢laims that it would be practicable in
the present
sealer Southern Cross.

Mr. Bethune's father,
October, was born at North Sydaey
but Charles the inventor, first saw
the light in Newfoundland. He is
modest young man although he has
great faith in his invention, which he
will shortly bring officially before the
various aeronauts who propose to
take the hazardous air voyage acro:. d
the Atlantic.

STAMP CANCELLING AND POST-
MARKING MACHINE

One of the most economical of the
' time and labor-saving devices which
are being introduced by the United
States Post Office Department in the
post offices of all the larger American
cities is the electrically op&ated ma-
chine which mechanically ‘cancels the
stamps  and imprints postmarks on
letters. The machine, operated by
ordinary service current, is capable
of performing the double operation of
cancelling and postmarking at
speed of six hundred and fifty per
minute.

speed of experienced workers in hand
stamping is ninety letters per minut
it may be appreciated that this
chine does the work of seven men.  In
addition, it mechanically counts _the
envelopes that pass through it.
