Report of Deputies,

1t eppeared, from the statement of the
Deputies that they had the pleasure of
meeting the Secottish Deputation to the
American and Canadian Churches, Rer.
Drs. Fadie and Calderwood ; and that,
while these respected brethren had received
a telegram from the United Presbyterian
Church of Scotland to visit this Synod,
their engagements prior to the reception of
the telegram, would not allow them to
exccute their commission by attending this
Synodical meeting. Subsequently = friend-
ly letter, from Drs. Eadie and Calderwood,
way received by the Synod, expressing
regret at their inability to visit us.

SYATEMATIC BENEFICENCE.

The following Report was read by Rev.
E. A, McCurdv :—

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON SYSTEM-
ATIC BENEPRICENCE.

The present Prine Minister of Great
Buritain is reported to have said, I believe
that the diffusion of the principles and
practice of Systematic Beneficence will
prove the moral specific in our age.”” No
doubt many will regard the statement of
the distinguished statesman as extreme ;
but probably most persons, who look upon
theso principles as the embodiment of the
great trath respeeting God’s proprietorship
and man’s stewardship, who recognize in
the practice of frequent, proportionate and
conscientions giving, the devotion of a
redeemed people to their Redeemer, as well
as the homage of creatures to their Creator,
and who Lelicve and maintain that in this
way alon: the church can secure the funds
which are necessary to enable her worthily
to execute the great commission of her
as¢ended Lord, will find little difficulty in
making the admission that * this statement,
when rightly viewed, is none too strong,
and, s & doctrine to be helé and expressed
in generous deeds, is worthy of all accepta-
tion.” It is because your Committee are
swayed largely by the sentiment which 1t
contains that they feel so profoundly grate-
ful that this Synod, three years ago, gave
their unqualified approval to these prin-
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ciples, and earnestly recommended their
universal udoption tu all their people, and
it is fur the sama resson that they have
striven so incessantly 1o carry out the
instructions which, from year to year, they
Lave received

MEANS USED,

It will be in the memory of many of the
members of Synod that, when your Com-
mittee presented their first report in 1879,
only three of our congregations had adopt-
ed the practice of weehly offermng for the
full support of the Gospel within their own
bounds. It will be remembered, too, that,
at the very next meeting of Synod, they
were privileged to state that nine more had
loyally accepted your recommendations.
Last year, they were able to report that
the number had been increased by seven-
teen more ; thus making a total of twenty-
nine evugregations, which had thrown
themselves upon the free-will offerings of
their members, presented every Lord’s duy,
for all purely congregational purposes.
Believing that, on account of the very
rapid progress which had been made, the
movement had acquired suflicient momen-
tum to carry it forward fast enough, for, at
least, a single year, without any special
effort on the part of the Committee; and,
fecling particularly aunxious to test its
efficacy in those congregations which were
alrendy committed to it, they did not, at
the last meeting of Synod, ask for Liberty
to use the same means for its propagation
which they had been authorized to employ
during the previous years. They were
convinced that 2 recommendation from the
Synod to Presbyteries, sessions and boards
of managers, to use all diligence to promote
the extension of Systematic Giving, more
especially of Weekly Storing on the part of
all, and of Weekly Offering when practi-
cable ; and an instruction to the Commit-
tee to watch over the progress of the move-
mout during the year, and to endeavour to
colleet relinble information, and lay the
same before this meeting of Synod, would
be all that was necesary. Accordingly, the
Committee issued no circular immediately
after the rising of Synod. A few weeks
ago, however, they sent a list of queries to
cach of the sessions, for the purpese ot
ascertaining the facts as to the number of
congregations which are working the sys-
tem, the length ot time during which it has
been in operation, tho measure of success
or failure by which it had been attended,
the influences which had injuriously affected
the movement, and the exteni w which
vour recommendations had been attended
w by managers, scssivns and Presbyterics.
They also requested the brethren to for-
ward any suggestions which might occur
to them in comnection with the sabject.
The Synod will perceive, therefore, that

the questions proposcd to sessions this vear
were framed cl;ligtly witha view to those
congregations which had accepted joor re
commendations, and weie designed to el
all the available infuimation is to the work.
ing of the system where it had been adojt.
ed. Lo their circular, sixty-vight answers
have been returned.  In other words, atou
one-half of the moderaturs of scssions i
settled charges have reported. Your Corr-
mittee feel that the failure of so magy
brethren to report, presents o discourage
ment all the more distressing because .
might be 50 casily remedied.  Their dary,
however, only reyuires themn to direct the
atetention of Synod to the fact.
PROGRESS.

Of the twenty-nine congrogations report.
ed, on former occasivns, as having intro-
duced the practice of Weekly Cffering,
twenty-four have transmitted replies 10 e
Committee’s circular.  The Synod will te
gratified to Joarn that, so far as reported,
only onc of the con;‘:regmions which have
adopted the systemn has abandoned it. The
report from the Sessiun of Brooklyn, states
that “the congregation judged it necessary
to depart from the plan adopted last yeer,
so far as to require the stipend to be pa:d
on the first Sabbath of the month inclosed
in envelopes.” Londonderry also reported
a 1eturn to former methods ; but, it will be
ohgerved that, while, in consequence of the
transition state of the congregation, Grea:
Village has reverted to subscriptions, itis
hoped but for a short time. Portapique
and Bass River, one of the new congrega-
tions formed by a division of Lower Lon-
donderry, has retained the weekly offering.

But the Synod will regard it as much
more than an offset to these drawbacks,
that eight congrepations have reported the
adoption, during the year, of your recom-
mendations, viz. : John Knox Church, New
Glasgow ; Maitland, River John, Calvn
Charch, St. John ; Mabhon, Cage Breton,
Dundas, . E. Island; Prince St. Church,
Pictou, and Fort Massey, Halifax.

Besides these, thecongregation of Sydney
and Mira partially adopted the system, but
under the imppression that the methods to
which they had been accustomed wond
prove more productive. After a very short
trial, they preferred the use and wont of
modern times to what many reganl as
primitive and apostolic practce,

ANSWERS TO QUERIES,

Your Committee could wish that tte
time of Synod would admit of their giving
in full the answers furnished by sesicns
relative to the results of the system, sofsr,
in these congregations in which it has beet
in operation. They believe that the facts
contained in these repurts would fumish
the best possible reply to most of theod
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jections which have hegen, and are, urged
‘azminst the system, by those who have not
tned the experiment. It is true that, in
these auswers, there is a blending of light
and shalow; but, upon the whole, the
highest anticipations which your Committeo
have aver entertained, have so far been
more than renlized. Besides the instances
already specified, only two sessions have
furnizhied reports which can be regarded as
at all unfavourable, and Loth of them have
been without a fixed pastor, while one of
them hias been subjected to a series of most
Jepressing trials.  Neither of them, how-
ever, seems disposed to abandon the aystem,
Other two also report no advance on the
previous year; but neither of them pro-
posed to return to pew rent or subscriptions.
The great mass of the reports from the
thirty-four congregations from which the
Committee have heard, where the system
is in oprration, are lighly favourable, some
of them almost jubilant  Quite a number
of the brethren tell us that, so far, the re-
sults ave most gratifying, being consider-
ahly in advance of previous years. The
pastor of a congregation which has
heen working the system for five years,
tells us that ** the results have been gratify-
ing from the first. Last year $100 were
raised more than the year preceding.”
Another says,  There has been an advance
of $120 on the past year.”” A brother whose
congregsation adopted it carly in the cur-
rent year, writes, ‘ The average, so far,
would give at least $400 over the previous
sear.”  Another aftirms, *We raised
more money with less trouble than in any
previous year.”  Another assures us that,
“while the system of Sabbath Collection
is not perfect with us, it is far better than
the old, and he ventures the assertion that
if we could only get clear of the Ananiases
and Sapphiras, the scheme would be every-
thing that we could desire.” One of ouy
country congreizations, whose situation and
cdrcumstances would be regarded as most
¢ wnfavourable tu the operation of the sys-
tem, is reported to have beea very success-
fol duriny the year; to have -wised more
for stipend, to have raised it more puncta-
ally, and to have ahout doubled the amonunt
of its collections for all purposes. The
psstor of another, which has not yet be-
rome sclfsustamning, tells us that «it is
wurking most satisfactorily. I think more
ofthe system every week, 2s I regard it as
anadmirable help in leading our people to
greater felt iuterest in all Church affairs.”
Anoilier with reference to the year 1872,
dur:[}gtlxe whole of which the the system
V15 in operation reports, ** Entire snceess.
500 were paid for stipend, Leing S100
over stipulated amount.  As an eutirely
fontaneous movement they agreed to
g caise it this year to $500. Another writes,

“ Our Sabbath Collections have increased
this vear at the rato of thirty per cent.
Last year the salary pnid was $800, and
that was ahont all that the congregation
could afford. This year they are giving
81000, and paying $130 besides for hoase
rent and next year, in addition to this, we
expect to raise our contributions for the
schemes of the Church in the same way.”
The Treasurer of one of our congregations
to whom the circular of your committee
had been handed by the Session, that he
might return answers to the questions,
savs, “ From December, 1871, to Novem-
ber, 1872, our Church had no settled pastor,
yet the average weekly collection was
about 855. fince the settlement of a pas-
tor the average has been up to $80 per
Sabbath, and we are aiming at from $30
to $100. So far as we have gome the
scheme has been successful, and no one
thinks of going back to the old system of
pew rents any more than travelling in the
stage conch when railways can be had. In
March of this year we began regularly to
collect monthiy for the Church, and so far
we have averaged over $160 per mounth.”’

From the congregation in which the
weekly offering has been been longest in
operation the Conunittee learn that besides
fully sustaining their former liberality for
purely congregational purposes, their spe-
cial collections for the past year have been
nearly $800, being an advance of about
$380 on the previous year.

SIGNIFICANCE OF REPLIES.

The Committee believe the encouraging
character of these statements will be regard-
ed as an ample vindication of the length at
which they have detailed them., They
wish in their report to avail themselves of
the operation of that important law of the
human mind, according to which particnlar
traths and sharply defined statements take
hold and keep hold with a firm grasp while
general truths and indefinite statements
produce but little impression. Indeed it
has slways been their aim to press the
cause which they have had at heart by the
logic of facts, as well as the logic of argu-
meut, and they feel certain that no one can
examine the returns in their hands without
being persuaded that they are in possession
of the amplest material for the construction
of 2n unanswerable argument in favour of
the course which the Synod has scen fit to
adopt in reference to this matter. Nor is
it necessary for them to appeal merely to
documents which are in the exclusive pos-
session of the committee. Our recently
published statistics proclaim the siguificant
fact, that none of our congregations which
report thewmselves as entirely dependent
upon the weekly offering are in arrears
to their pastors, whilo quite a pum-
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number of them paid considerably more
than they promised, a fact which may
safely be regarded as a certain indication
that their finances are in a flourishug con-
dition, :

CAUSE OF FAILURE.

In aanticipation of some discourage-
ments and partial failures, your comuntiee
endenvoured tu ascertain from Sessions the
principal cause or causes operating injuri-
ously where success had not crowned the
introduction uf the system. Some trace
their discouragement to the want of settled
pastors ; others to the want of faith in the
New Testament directions for Christian
giving, or to the want of trainaug in the
grace of Christian benclicence ; others refer
to the indifferenee or vppusition ot leading
wen in their cougrogations, wlhile others
attribate it to the want uf effort vn the part
managers aud Presbyterics.  Oue brother
traces ang difficultics which have leen
expericneed in bis congregation to the want
of thoroughly explaining the system to the
people by private cunversation with each,
and he repeats that “since our annual meet-
ing, the congregation were waited upon
and the system cxplained to each,  Since
that time the results have been highly sat-
isfactory ” It will be apparent that all
these dufficultics are such as can easily be
be met, and in a short time very much di-
minished, if not altogether removed. Faith
in the system will likely increase in pro-
portion tu the fidelity with which the tiuth
is pressced upon the attention of our people,
and the distinguishing excellencies of our
methods become more apparent.  The
grace of Christian Beneficence, like every
other Christian grace, needs to be exercised
in order to its development, and such exer-
cise requires time as well as teaching. The
opposition of influential men is almust sure
to disappear under the light of facts which
demonstrate its unreasonableness and -
propriety. Our office-bearers will no doubt
Lecome more earnest in their ctiorts to pro-
mote the cause in proportion as they sce
and feel its beneficial resalts.

The Synod will be sorry to learn that the
reports which have beea received by the
Committee do not indicate any great ac-
tivity on the part of Preshyteries in their
efforts to carry out the recommendation ad-
dressed to them last year. They readily
believe that much has been done which has
not been noticed, but only a very few of
the reports refer at all to the action which
Preshyteries have taken in promating the
extension of Systematic Giving. In view
of the admitted duty of all Presbyteries to
carry out the recommendations of Synod,
and more especially of their powerful in-
fluence in stimulating those undur their
oversight in their efforts for good, the

Committee canmot but regret the fact to
which they have adverted.
HOPEFUL SIGNS.

On the other hand the Synod will by
gratified to know that quite a number o
Sessions and Boards of Managers have en.
teved miost enthusiastically iuto the wove.
ment and many of the ministers have di
rected the attention of their people puinteliy
to the subject. It is mainly to their exer.
tions that the chief part of the succew
which has crowned the cfforts of the Syuud
is due, aud judging from what has alrealy
Leen aceomplished it does not seem an.
reasunable to anticipate that if the grear
mass of our ministers, elders, and maus.
gers conld be persuaded of the Saipturd
iwacter and superior excellendics of the
system of Weekly Storing and Offcraz, o
would not be long till the Commitce
would be able to report not merely that
one third of our congregations had alopted
your recomnmendations, but that the whoie
hody of the people were from Suablath w
Sulbath cheying the inspited  precept,
* Cume into the cowmts ol the Luid and
bring an offering with you.”

OUR NEED.

The necessity fora more general diffusion
of the principles and practice of Systematic
Beneticence throughnut our Church is ap-
parent to every thoughtful persor. The
average salary of our pastors as reported
to Synod last year is only $600. Ninetesn
of our ministers received less than 8500,
and seven less than £400. Our Supple
mentary Committee has always been em-
barrassed.  Our annual contributions for
LEducational purposes have, for a number
of years heen less than the expenditure.
Our Foreign Mission Treasury last year
was reported empty. Our Acadia Mission
was in debt. The claims of the Church
upon her members are steadily rising.
No doubt they will continue to rise. In
order that we may honourahiy weet them,
there must therefore be a correspondiog
development in the grace of liherality.
What is needed is the universal recognition
and realization of the relatiouship in whick
we stand to the Lord of all on the on
hamd, and to our Substance on the other.
While Christians regard themselves as the
proprietors of their gold and silver, while
they look upon their possessions merely &
the trophies of their own industry, coter
prize and skill, while they feel free tous
God’s money so extensively in the cratifi-
cation of the Inst of tho flesh, the lust o
the cye, and the pride of life, the Treasury
of the Lord will never be filled. Butld
them generally get a firm hold of the truth
that all their” property, as well as they
themselves, belong to” God, that He bas
intrusted it to their administration
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stewards ; that He has blessed them with
His gifts that they may employ them in
His service and for the purpose of blessing
others Let them be impressed with the
fact that their Creator, Preserver, Benefac-
torand Redeemer is claiming and constantly
claiming offerings, thank offerings, at their
hands, that He IHimself has given the prac-
tice of Weekly Storing and Ofering a
place among the sacred acts of solemn
worship to be performed from Sabhath
to Sabhath as regmlarly and conscientiously
as we pray to and praise Him, and very
soon the tule of Christinu liherality will he
manifestly on the flood, and the Lord’s
Treasury full to overflowing,

GIVING IS WORSHIP.

Yuour Committec Lelieve that the truth
what giving to the Lord from right mouves
is worship, is mure and more gammg a
bo'd upon the miuds of thoughtful men,
a1 they are fully convinced that the more
thoranghly this trath becomes a prnaple
of action the larger will be our otierings
and the more honouring they will be to
God As it has been well put in alate
number of the ’rin.dton Review, ** The
fit, and beyond comparison, the chict
fature of the plan before us is, that this
doctrine shall te everywhere, from every
pulpit, in every prayer meeting, and Sun-
day school, and in every Charch periodical
taught and earnestly impressed on the
people, THAT GIVING TO THE LORD WITH
A CHEERFUL AND DEVOUT HEART 18
worsHIp ; that this is to be placed side by
side with singing God’s praises, otfering to
® lim praver, unl reading, preaching, and
BE| tearing Iis Word, and that this act of
§ vosship in its proper time and place is
just as ohligatory, jast as important us the
others.”

WEEKLY STORING.

In this connection, your Committee wish
1 emphasize the paramount importance of
keeping the duty of Weekly Storing in
the very forefront of the movement which
{ nsweeping over the Church, They be-
leve that in the secrecy of the closct, and
in the retirement of the family circle, our
people should sit down, review God’s gra-
cous deaiings with them, and under the
powerful influerce of gratitude and love,
lsy astie in a private treasury, sacred to
i the Lord what they feel they ought to ap-
§ propriate for the advancement of His cause.
Une who is preeminently entitlel to be
heard upon this subijeet, says, * Abundant
experience teaches that unless weekly otfer-
ing be sustained Ly storing the Lord’s por-
tion, it wiil be uncertain, ineficient, and of
temporary duration.””

8UGGESTIONS.

Quite & numher of the fathers and Lreth-
#have kindly favoured the Commitsee

with sugpgestions, for which they wouid
tender their acknowledgments.  One sug-
gests that congregational meetings should
be called occasionally for the Yurpose of
keeping the subject prominently before the
minds of the people. Another impresses
upon us the importance of ministers fre-
quently preaching upon the subject. An-
other recommends that the subject be press-
ed upon congregations at meetings for
Preshyterial visitations.  Another expresses
his conviction that & recommendation from
Synnd to congregations to use vpen plates
rather than lags or boxes might be useful.
Another suzgests the appointment of com-
mittees by the several Presbyteries, consist-
ing largely of laymen, for the purpose of
visiting the congyegations and of hring the
subject hefore the people. One of the
fathers of our Synod says, ** The impor-
tance of a regular set of books of accounts,
espeeially of income and expenditure, I re-
eard as very great, both as & guide to the
sum given aud to more enlarged views of
Goll's goodness persunally. A part of all
income ought to go and at once into s
separate purse sacred to religious and bene-
volent purposes and the benefit of this ag
element of personal religious trainiug and
as securing the design of all giving is far
greater than gencrally imagined.”

RECOMMENDATIONS,

Your Committee refer to these sugges-
tions for the purpose of bringing them be-
fore the Church, so that our people may
give them thut consideration to which they
are entitled. The only recomendations for
which they ask the sanction of the Synod
are the following :

1. That the Synod recommend all the
ministers to bring the facts contained in
this report hefore their congregations as
soon as possible in that way which may
appear to them likely to be most effective.

That the recommendations of last Synod
be issued again this year,

First: “That the Synod recommend
the Presbyteries, Sessions, and Boards of
Managers, under their jurisdiction to use
all diligence to promote the extension of
Systematic Giving, more especially of
Weekly Storing on the part of all and of
Wecekly Otfering where practicable.”

Secondly : “ That tho Committee be in-
structed to watch over the progress of the
movement during the ensuing year as hith-
erto, to endeavonr to collect reliable infor-
mation, and lay the same hefore the Synod
at its next meeting.”’

In all public bodies most of the actual
work must be shaped and carried through
by Committees. It was soat the Synod-
The public at large cannot gain any ade-
quate idea of the amount of work thus
quietly accompiished.

Record.

The Report of the Record Committee was
vead by Rev. J. Forrest, shewing that the
price of the Record taken in quantities had
been reduced, and that the circulation had
increased by 500, and had reached 5000.
The Committec recommended that the
Editors be paid at the rate ot $109 each for
their services. It was agreed,

That the Report be reecived and ap-
proved and the recommendation for the
payment of the Editors adopted. *

Theological ¥all,

The Report was published in our last
issue. Rev S. Houwston moved its adop-
tion, and was followed by Rev. Allan
Simpson, who seconded it, both the mover
and seconder supporting the motion with
suitable remarks. The Report being adopt-
ed the Synod took up the Commitzee’s re-
commendation te take order Jhat collections
be taken during the month of July in all
the congregations which have not contri-
buted within the year. This recommenda-
tion was adopted with an extension of time
to the end of Aungust; and the Secretary
directed to issue & Circular, bringing the
Synod’s decision to the notice of all such
congregations.

The Secretary then laid on the table a
copy of a Resolution adopted unanimoasly
by the Committee, 2iid ordered to be re-
ported to Synod, *that, in the opinion of
the Committee, the salaries of our Profes-
sors arc inadequate to their comfortable
maintenance, and ought to be increased ;”
the resolution applying to the Professors of
Philosophy and Science appointed and
paid by this Synod in Dalhousie College as
well as to the Theological Professors.

Moved by Rev. Dr. McCulloch, second-
ed by Rev. K. J. Smith,

“That while the Synod rccognize the
Z-stice of the claim, and regret that, in
existing circumstances, they are not able to
give eficct to their convictions, agree to re-

mit the entire subject to the Committee,
with the distinct understanding, that th
Professors’ salaxies ought to be raised to a
least $2,060.”

Tt was moved in amendment by Rev. .
Ross, sceonded by Rev. Dr. Bayne:

“¥orasmuch, as 1t appears, from the Re
port of the Buard, that the salarics of the
Professors are inadequate to their comfort.
able maintenance; in order to meet the dif.
ficulty in part, so far as the Professors i
Theology are concerncd, instruet the Boarg
of Superintendence to remove the Theolo
cal Classes to the Seminary Building in
Truro.”

Rev. Juhn Forrest moved in amendmen:
to Mr. Ross’s proposal, seconded by Rev.
A. Simpeon:

“ That the subjeet of the removal of the
Hall from Halifax to Truro be postponed
till next year, then to be taken up,f the
Synod see necessary *”

Moved by Rev. J. Cameron, seconded Ly
Rev. M. G. Henxy:

“'That, after the first of January next,
the salanies of the Professors shall be in-
creased by $300-cach.”

'Fhe following mosion was submitted by
Rev. A. Ross, of Pictou :—

“ That, as the removal of the Hall tron
Ilalifax to Trure is a change of too grex
importance to be hastily effected, end
especially as the advantages set forth in
favor of such change are doubttul, the
Synod cannot as present cutertain the pro
posal. But that, inasmuch as the salaries
of the Professors are confessedly inadequate,
the Synod resolves to increase shem atles
25 per cent. on the 1st January, 1874.”

After full discussion, Rev. E. Ross with-
drew Lis motion, when Rev. J. Forrest, <
a consequence, withdrew his amecndment
Rev. A. Reoss also withdrew the motion
which lie had submitted.

The vote was then taken between 3
motion of Dr. McCulloch and Rer. J.
Cameron, when the motion of Rev. Dr
McCulloch was preferred, and adopted a-
cordingly.

Rev. E. Ross gave notice of motion &
next Synod, for the removal of the Thee
logical Classes from Halifax to the Synols
Building in Traro.

Rev. J. McKinnon gave notice of the
Hllowing motion for next year:

“ That tlus Synod consider the propricty
of appointing two Pastoral Professors
the Divinity Hall, in adduion to the {®
scnt staft of Professors.”
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Marriage Aflintty.

This is a subject which wes postponed
froralast year. The discussion commenced
on Thursday morning, and was concladed
Iate on Friday night. One intermediate
session 'was devoted to other subjects.

The discussion was opened by Rev. Dr.
Macleod, who moved as follows-~seconded
by Rev. E. Ross ¢

DR. MACLEOD’S MOTION.

«This Synod having carefully consider-
el the question of marriage in all its bear-
ings, resolve to abide by the Doctrine of
the Confession of Faith as being in perfect
accordance with the Word of God:* Lfmd
instruct all inferior courts to deal with all
parties living within the prohibited degrees
according the laws of the Church.]

Professor Macknight fullowed Dr. Mac-
lend, and moved as follows—the motion
being 1. same as was proposed by Rev.
Mr. Bennet last year. It was seconded by
. B. Webster, Esq. :

PROFESSOR MACKNIGHT'8 MOTION.

“That this Synod while discouraging mar-
riage with & deceased wife’s sister, yet feel-
ing that there is some reason for doubt
whether Scripture pronounces such mar-
riages illegal, advises Presbyteries and Ses-
sions that they are not required to enforce
exclusion from the membership of the
Chureh of such persons as may haveentered
into this relationship.”

The following resolution was proposed
by Rev. J. K. Sinith and seconded by Rev.
John Forrest :

REV. J. K.SMITH’S MOTION.

*“This Synod while believing that the
teaching of our standards on the subject of
marriage with a deceased wife’s sister, is in
barmony with the doctrine of Scripture,
2nd further, that a departure from existing
practice accordin% to our law would be not
an colargement but a curtailment of the
proper freedom of the family circle,—yet,
masmuch as there is a well-known diversity
of view among eminent and excellent min-
isters and scholars of the Presbyterian
Church on this point,—and especially as
ths cannot be decmed a matter of such
vital importance as to affect the doctrine or
% lif2 of the Church,—Resolve that she Ses-
i sions of the Church be allowed a discre-
lionary power to deal with existing cases
of said marriage, or any that may emerge
in such & way as may ia their judgment
& best subserve the interests of truth and
B righicousness.”
¢ Stll another motion was proposed by

Rev. J. B. Logan, secended by Rev. John
Cameron :
MOTION OF REV. J. 3. LOGAN.

“ Resolve to adhere to the standards of
the Church and enjoin Presbyteries to deal
with existing cases as may be deemed best
for the interests of truth and righteous-
ness.”

Rev. Dr. McLeod who closed the discus-
sion, withdrew by leave of Syned the con-
cluding portion of his resolution—(printed
above in italics.)

The question was taken fist between
Mr. Smith’s and Mr. Logan’s resolations
when the latter was preferred by a vote of
78 to 30. The next trial was between Mr.
Logan’s and Professor Macknight’s, when
the former was preferred by a vote of 87 to
22, The final vote was between Mr.
Logan’s and Dr. McLeod’s motion, when
the latter was carried by 92 to 41.

Deputition from the United States.

The Rev. Dr. Miller, of Ogdensburgh,
and Dr. Thompson, of Chicago, & Deputa-
tion from the General Assembly of the
Presbyterian Church of the United States,
were introduced ; and, being very cordially
welcomed, addressed the Synod, expressing
the decp interest which they, and the body
represented by them, felt in the churchand
people of these Provinces, as having a com-
mon auncestry, holding the same faith, and
engaged in the same glorious work. They
gave, in eloquent addresses, an account of
the great work of Evangelization in which
their church was earnestly engaged, and of
the agencies and resources by which they
were striving to possess the land for Christ,
giving special prominence to the progress
of union among Americar Presbyteriaus,
and exhorting us in these Provinces to pre-
sent a upited front to the enemies of our
common Christiacity.

The brethren concluded by presenting
the fraternal grectings of their body, and
wishing us success in our aspirations after
Presbyterian and Christian Union.

These remarks being responded to by
members of Synod, the 133rd Psalm was
sung, aud the following motion adopted by
acclamation :—

“ This Synod haile with intsnse delighs
the presence among us of honoured and
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loved representatives of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States, and gives
thanks to God for the progress of that
church, and the tokens of the divine favour
with which she has besn visited :—The
Synud invokes Divine protection for the
honoured Deputics, already endeared to us
by this brief acquaintance, and prays that
the power of the Spirit may rest on the
church which they represent, and qualify
them more and more for the great work to
which they have been called of God.”

The Moderator closed this delightful in-
terview with well-chosen remearks of grate-
ful acknowledgment for the courtesy and
kindnuess of the American General Assem-
bly, and with suggestive allusions to the
past, as furnishing many bonds of union
between their church and country, our own
and our Fatherland.

Houme Kissions.

The lome Mission Report was printed
in ourlast issue. Itwascordially approved
by Synol. Addresses on the subject were
made by Rev. Messrs. Pitblade and Guod-
fellow. At the recommendation of the
Board it was agreed that the payment of
Probationers shall be, in future, bLesides
board, at least eight dollars per week ;. and
of Catechists, six, besides board and ex-
penses of travel.

Normal Scheol.

Aletter was read from J. B. Calkin, Esq.,
Principul of the Normal School, inviting a
visit from the Synod or any of its members,
on any day next week. Ordered that the
letter be acknowledged with thanks.

We may add that many members availed
themselves of the Principal’s invitation and
were delighted with what they saw and

heard.
The Elders.

A Conference ot the Elders was held on
Saturday morning, John S. Maclean, Esq.,
presiding.

Boarid of Education.

The Report of the Board of Education
was read, shewing that the funds under
their care are safely invested, and the in-
terest in general, punctually collccted ; that
there is now in the Professorial Fund, $26,-
428.14, and in the general ministerial Edu_
catirn Fund, $33,085.24; and Crerar re-
serve Fund for missions, $7,455.77—in all,

$66,969.15, showing an increase in the Pro-
fessor'al Fund of $1,946.67, arising from
wcreased value of stock in the Union Bank,
Newfoundland, and decrease in the Crerar
reserve Fund for missivns of $1,029.1¢,
withdrawn by the Board of Fureign Mis.
sions to maet extra expenditure.

The list of securities was laid on the
table of the Synod. Rev. Geo. Walker
was appointed a member of the Board in
place of Rev. John Campbell, remouved by
death.

SADBATH OBSERTARCE.

The follow:ng Report was submitted by
Rev. Robert Laird, Convener of Com-
mittee:

REPORT ON SABBATH OBSERVANCE.

Tle perpetual obligation of the Sabbath
is & truth firmly believed among us.  Thi:
belief implies the duty of earnest and perse-
vering etforts to maintain its sanctity and
promute its continued observance. Were
the sacredness of the Lord’s Day liable 1
no infr* yement, and were the authoriry
requiring its sanctification subject to n
disregard, the Church of Christ would have
little to do in reference to it, but yratefully
enjoy it> sacred hours, and habitually prac-
tise the precepts enjoining its observance
But the circumstances surrounding it are
very different. The depraved nature of
man turns from its “ holy keeping™ witk
dislike ; while in the pride of his heart, or
yielding to the imaginary wisdom of this
world, he questions the propricty and the
profit ot spending the whole day in the
public and private exercises of God’s wor-
ship. Henee the duty of the Lord’s people
to maintain and defend in this connection
the cause and kindom of theit exalted
Saviour.

Your Committee have the satisfaction rf
reporting that during the year the holv
Sabbath has in gencral been observed witt
the usual marks of respect within the
bounds of the Synod. They are notawar
of any flagrant violations of a preventihle
kind, as the continued and frequent prac
tice of any individuals either public or pri-
vate connccted with the Church. The
Synod will be gratified to learn_that pro-
posals to run a ferzy steamer at Pictou o2
the day of rest, were immediately abandor-
ed through the commendable opposition
of friends of the Sabbath in the town T'¢
reported rurning of trains on the Interecle
nial Railway on the Lord’s Day, #lso Il
the Presbytery of St. John to apfoint
committce of inquiry; and the result wes
that information was received that nothing

particular had transpired; but that the
matter had been before the Dominion Par-
liament, when the Minister of Pablic
Works intimated that as little labour as
possible bad been done on the Government
Lines. That which has been done, your
Conunittee trust is that which shall be
done, and that no regular traffic on the
Lerd’s Day will be allowed on any part of
tie extending Railway Lines of the en-
larging Dominivn.

Amidst much that is encouraging, your
Committtee remind the Synod that con-
tinued caunse for humiliaticn, watchfulness,
and effort exists in the fact that much
pleasure-sevking on the Lord’s Day is still
practised, and that a large amount of in-
difference to the public and private worship
of God on His own day, prevails in some
parts of the Church, and is exhibited by
some of its members and adherents. As
means of impreviny this low state of Sab-
bath observence, your Commirtee have but
<0 reiterate and urge former recommenda-
tions. The sin of desecrating the Lord’s
Day should be frequently referred to by
ihe preachers of the Word. Its hurtful
dfects on Chrigtian life and enjoyment, and
on the hearts and consciences of all, should
Le be freely and fully presented to the
hearers of the Gospel. The young and the
mdifferent should be instructed, encouraged
sud assisted by pastors, BSabbath school
teachers, and parents, to remember, and
act accordingly, that they are placed under
the law of the Sabbath for their own good
and the Divine glory. Let the attractive-
ness of holy joy be diffused in the hearts of
Christians on the Lord’s Day: let the
i lessedness of true worshippers be exhibited
by those who love this day ; and with pre-
%pt and example thus combined, good
impressions may be produced, and desira-
ble results may andoubtedly be expected
t0 the glory of God.

Former recommendations as to watchful-
ness on the part of members of Synod re-
siding in the centres of population, appear
10 be as much required as ever. In addition
to these your Commiittee see cause to invite
Jeattention of ministers and elders residing
at seaports to the duty of watching the
movements of managers and crews of ships
inport as regards labor on the holy Sabbath.
The reported unloading of some steamers
on the Lord’s Day, is sufficient to prompt
the suggestion, even though the circum-
stances connected with the labour are not
Qlly known by the Committee. During
the season of the * shad fishing,” & con-
Siderable amount of work is engaged
during the sacred hours of the Sabbath by
some conmected witl: this business. All
such labour should, if possible, be prevent-
ed as wrong in itself, and as a bad exam-
ple 10 the crews of smaller vessels, and to

farmers and mechanics. Our farmers, who
rigidly abstain from farm labour on the
Lord’s Day, have on many occasions just
as good an excuse for sach work as seaman
in nort and fishermen. When earnest
Christian and prayerful efforts and influ-
ences fail in securing cessation from such
labour, magistrates may be asked and en-
couraged ta cause these labours to cease
by the exercise of the authority vested in
them.

In closing the Report nothing appears
to be necessary beyond reminding the
members of Synod of the duty and privi-
lece ot striving to maintain and promote
with increasing devotedness and zeal the
sanctification ot the haly Sabbath. Unless
the hearers of the Gospel give some degree
of attention to the Word, and shun amuse-
ments on the Lord’s Day, the Gospel is
not likely to come with power to their
souls. Only when Christians allow the
Spirit of God a quiet opportanity of oper-
ating on their hearts, as on the hallowed
hours of the Sabbath, can they confidently
expect growth in the graces of the Spirit,
The chosen occupation of holy time in
amusements, indifference or slothfal in-
dulgence, is directly opposed to the neces-
sary work of the Holy Spirit in regenera-
ting and sanctifying the soul of man. Let
all ‘pastors, therefore, who desire to see the
pleasure of the Lord prospering in their
hands, earnestly and prayerfully endecavour
to secare for the precious souls under their
care the proper use of the time which “ God
requires to be spent as a holy Sabbath to
Himself.”

All which is respectfully submitted by
the Committee.

The Report was received and adopted,
and the following motion agreed to :

That the Synod authorize the Convener
to opea correspondence with similar Com-
mittees, in connection with other Churches,
with a view to secure co-operation in efforts
to prescrve the sanctity of the Lord's Day.

Rules and Forms of Procedurc.

The Committee in charge of the Rules
and Forms reported. ‘The book as a whole
was adopted unanimously, as a uscful ex-
hibit of the Law and practice of our church
courts.

It was then agreed that at least 1000
copies be published ; and it was remitted to
the original Committee of three, with the
additior of the Synod Clerk and Mr. R.
Murray to sccure the publication on the
most reasonable terms, and so to arrange
the price and form as to prevent its becom-
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ing a charge on the Synod Fund. It was
recommended to ministersas a guide to the
Commuittee, to ascertain and report the
numbers which will be required in their
congregations,

STATISTICS.
Professor Macknight submitted the Re-
port of the Committee on Statistics. It is
as follows:

The Committee on Statistics beg to re-
port that the Table now in the hands of
Synod comprises returns from 127 congro-
gations. There are no returns from Went-
worth, Bay ¥ortune, Summerside, Tryon
and Bonshaw, Acadia, Musquodoboit Har-
bor, French River, Little Harbor, Scots-
burn, and some congregations recently
formed. All of these congregations either
were or still are vacant, except three. An
estiinate of the persunal statistics of these
congregations was formed by usicg the mest
recent retarn found in previous Tables ; but
it was thought as well to leave them out of
account altogether in the financial depart-
ment, as it too often happens that there is
a collapse, partial if not total, of the finan-
cial organization and work efa congrega-
tion when it is vacant.

In glancing over the general Summary,
and comparing it with that for the previous
year, it will appear that there is a con-
siderable increase in the funds raised for
local purposes, especially for church build-
ing, whilst there is scarcely any increaseon
the contributions for Synodical objects.

The most satisfactory feature presented
by this comparison is an increase of tully a
dullar in the rate of contribution per family
—the average rates being for 1871, 89.24,
and for 1572, $10.31.

The Committee find that our guestionin
the Schedule is ambiguous, that relating to
the average attendance at Church. They
would recommend that in reprinting the
Schedule, average attendasce be defined to
name the average number of persons what
attend preaching on one Sabbath.

In conclusion the Committes would urge
upon mimsters, the importance of a more
punctual transmission of the returns to the
Clerks of their respective Iresbyteries;
and they would also request that the Clerks
complete their several tables by adding up
the columuns, as it is very inconvenient to
have nearly the whole ot this work to per-
forn at the last moment, when the tables
are actually passing through the press.

The Report of the Committee was read
by Rev. Dr. Bayne. It was as follows:

UNION COMMITTEE REPORT, 1872-3.

Your Committee feel great gratification
in being able to report proceedings whicli
presentsuch brightening prospects of speedy,
and happy consummation. Since it be-
eame their privilege, as well us duty to re-
present this Synod, your Committee have
sought to realize the responsibility laid upuy
them, on the one hand, to conserve the
sacred interests of the Doctrine, Discipline
and Government delivered to faithful guar-
dinnship, and on the other hand, to remuve
the reproach caused by the grievous and
unseemly, because unnecessary and injuri-
ous divisions in the various brauches of the
Presbytetian Family throughout the Dy-
minion. 1t is with peculiar pleasure your
Committee have to affirm that the Com-
mittees of sister Churehes manifested the
same spirit and pursucd the same course
throughout all negotiations. When th:
joint meeting was held at St. John on the
11th April, it was found that a previous
meeting of the Committess representing the
Presbyterian Church of Canada, in conner-
tion with the Church of Scotland, and the
Canada Presbyterian Church had taken
place at Montreal for the purposc of con-
sidering matters arising out of the deliver-
ances of the Supreme Courts of these
Churches, and specially affecting Tnex
The minutes of the conference when sub-
mitted to Joint Coromittee were found t
contain the results of deliberation on the
then important subjects, which had hithertc
caused the greatest divergenee of opinior,
viz.

1st. The deliveranee of the Canada Pres-
byterian Church or the Headship of Chris
over His Church.

2nd. The deliverances of both Churches
on State Grants to Denominational Cel-

leges.

3rd. The deliverances of the Synod of
the Presbyterian Chureh of Canada in con
nection with the Church of Scotland onih.
mode of appeintment of Theological Pro-
fessors.

Instead of entcring immediately on the
consideration of the decisiouns of the Con-
fesence on these subjects, the Joint Cox-
mittee resolved to take up the Busis o/
Uhnion.

Tho articles were severally read s
adopted in 1871, and it wa~ unanimou's
agreed that they do form the Basis of Uni t
for the United Church, viz. :

1st. That the Seripture of the Qld and
New Testament, being the Word of God.
arc the only infallible rule of faith an
menners.
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ond. That the Westminster Confession
of Faitn shall form the subordinate stand-
aid of thus Church, that the Larger and
Shorter Catechisms shall be adopted by the
Church, and appointed to be used for the
instruction of the people~it being distinct-
ly understood that nothing contained in
t{e aforesuid Confession, or Catechisms,
regarding the power and duty of the Civil
Magistrate, shall be held to sanction any
principles or views inconsistent with full
lwerty of conscience in matters of religion,

3rd. Thas the Government and Worship
of tins Church shall be in accordance with
the recognized principles and practice of
Presbyterian Churches, as laid down gene-
rally n the * Form of Presbyterial Church
Government,” and in *The Directory for
the Public Worship of God.”

4th. That the Chuarch while cherishing
Christian affection towards the whole
Church of God, and desiring to hold frater-
nal intercourse with it in its several
branches, as opportunity offers shall, at the
same time, regard itself as being in such
Ecclesiastical relations to Churches holding
the same doctrine, goverament, and disci-
pline with itself, as that Munisters, and Pro-
vationers from these Churches shall be re-
caved into this Church, subject to such
negotintions as shall, from time to time, be
adopted,

HEADSHIP OF CHRIST.

After due consideration of the authorita-
tive documents of the respective Cliurchies,
it was found that not only was there sub-
stantial unity already in existence, but that
the Church which had been suspected of
holding lax views on thig vital point of
Christian _doctrine had issued from its
Supreme Court in 1844 a statement thercof
much sironger and faller than any siwilar
satement in any of the published docu-
ments of the other Church. It was further
found that to this statement Ministers and
Probationers were required to confurm on
licensure and ordination. It was therefore
resolved with perfect unanimity that the
Joint Committee having heard the muautes
of Conference regarding the subject, which
have been read, does now express its satis-
facton with the unanimity of sentiment
which is exhibited in the documents refer-
red 10,

STATE GRANTS.

The subject of State Grants to Denomi-
national Cuileges was disposed of with like
unanimous approval, and the resolution of
Cunfererce was adopted by the Joint Com-
mitice s its own, viz. : The Commitee claims
for the respective Churches represented by
i, the fullest forbearance as to any differ-
ence of opmion which may exist respecting
the question of State Grants to Educa-
nonal Estabhisiinents of a Denominational

character, and does not see, in such diversi-
ty of sentiment upon a subject on wiuch
uniformity of opinion is not enforced within
any of the negotiating bodies, anything
which need prove a barrier to Umion, or
disturb the peace of a United Church.

APPOINTMENT OF 1HEOLOGICAL PROFES-

sons.

After lengthened deliberation and a free
expression of upinion it was unanimously
agreed, ““That it is inexpedent for this
Committee to pass at present any resolution
or. the subject.”

In like manner the maintenance of the
Theological Iastitutions of the Church
formed subject of free and full discussion
but no formal resolution was taken.

PUBLIC WORSHIP,

With regard to modes of worship, it was
unanimously resolved, that the practice
presently followed hy congregations, in the
matter of worship shall be allowed, and that
further action in counectivn therewith be
left to the legislation of the United Church.

COLLEGIATI EDUCATION. .

On this subject it was agrecd also with
perfect unanimity, that the negotiating
Churches shall enter into Union with the
Theological and Literary Institutions which
they now have, and that application be
made to Parliament for such legislation as
will bring Queen’s University and College,
Knox College, The Prosbyterian College,
Montreal, Morrin College and the Theolo-
gical Hall at Halifax into relations to the
United Church similar to those which they
now hold to their respective Churches, and to
preserve the corporate existence, govern-
ment, and functions on terms and condi-
tions, like to those under which they now
exist, but the United Church shall not be
required to clect Trustees for an Arts’ De-
partment in any of the Colleges above
named.

MINISTERS’ WIDOWS AND ORPIANS FUND,

The Joint Commitiec resolved to recom-
mend that steps be taken at the first meet-
ing of the General Assembly of the United
Church, tor the equitable establishmentand
administratior of an efficient Fund for the
benefit of the Widows and Orphans of
Ministers.

RIGHTS OF PROPBRIY.

It was agrecd that such legislation shall
be sought as shall preserve undisturbed all
rights of property now beloogiug to congre-
gations and Corporate Bodies, and at the
same time not interfere with freedom of
action on the part of congregations in the
same locality desirous of unitirg, or on the
part of Corporate Bodies which may find it
to be expedient to discontinue, wholly or
partially, their separate existence.
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TEMPORALITIES FUND.

It was reported on the part of the Synod
of the Presbyterinn Church of Canada in
conncction with the Church of Scotland.
« That the Temporalitics fund shall reinain
as at present in the hands of a Board, the
membership of which shall be continued
after the consummation of the Union by
the remanent members having power tu fill
vacancies, caused by death, resignation, or
otherwise, and the administration of the
Fund shall continue on the same principles,
and for the same purposes as at present,
uatil all vested rights shall have lapsed,
and these rights shall be held to be the fol-
lowing :

1st. The annual receipt by ministers now
receiving four hundred aud fifty dollars,
(8450) four hundred dullars, (840U) or two
hundred dollars, ($200) of the same amoant
during their lifetime, and goud standing in
the Church.

2nd. The annual receipt of two thousand
dollars, ($2000) by the Treasurer of Quecn’s
College.

3rd, The annual receipt of two hundred
dollarg, ($200) by all the ministers who
shall be on the Synod Roll at the time of
Union, and by all recognized Prcbationers
and Licentiates during their lifetinie aud
good standing in the Church ; that as soon
as the Fuad or any part of it shall no longer
bs required for these purposes, it shall be
appropriated (1) to the formation of a
Fund for the benefit of Aged and Infirm
Ministers of the United Church, retired
from the active duties of the ministry with
tue sanction of the said Church, in the pro-
portion of six-ninths (2) for the main.
tenance and extension of the Theological
Facalty of Queen’s College, in the propor-
tion of two-ninths (3) to the Ministers’
Widows’, and Orphans’ Fund of the said
United Church in the proportion of one-
ninth—these calculations .0 be based on a
capital fund of four hundred and fifty thou-
sand dollars, ($450,000) and the residue
over and above tie amount, up to forty
thousand dollars (840,000) to be devoted to
the maintenance of the Theological Faculty
of Morrin College; and whereas the Com-
mittee on Union desire instructions as to
the mode of making provision for the pay-
ment of two hundred dollars ($200) per
annum to all miuisters on the Roll at the
time of Union, until such time as they be-
come beneficiaries of the Temporalities
Fund, the Synod refer the matter to the
wisdom of the Committes to arrange such
method of provision as they may deem best,
drawing if necessary, and only as an ex-
treme measure, when no other method of
meeting the difficulty can be devised, apon
the capital of the Fund—the same to be re-
paid to capital before any distribution of the
principal gund take place.

In view of this Synodical delivernuce the
Joint Committee agreed unanimously te
record its satisfaction with the proposed
arrangement of the Synod of the Presbyte.
1ian Church of Canada in counectivn with
the Church of Scotland.

HOME AND FOREIGN MISSIONS.

On these most important departments of
Church work it was after earnest conside-
ration resolved that the Cummittee dues
now express its confident expectation thag
the United Church will heartily take up
and prosecute the Home and Foreign Mis.
sivnary anl Benevolent operations of the
several Churches according tu their respec-
tive claims ; and that with regard to the
practical work of the Church, and the pro-
motion of its schemes whilst the Geueral
Assembly shall have the supervision and
control of all the work of the Chureh, 3ot
the Committes recommend that the United
Church shall have doe regard to such ar-
rapgements through Synods and Local
Committces, as shall tend most effectually
to unite in Christian love and sympathy,
the various sections of the Church, and at
the same time to draw forth the resources
and encrgies of the people on behalt of the
work of Christ in the Douminivn, and
throughout the world.

NAME OF THE UNITED CHURCH.

After some friendly conversation on this
puint it was finally resolved that the name
of the United Church shail be ¢ The Pres
byterian Church of British North America.”

Having thus happily exhausted all the
subjects prepared for mutual consultation,
the Committes resolved to record the fol-
lowing statement: *This meeting having
carefully reviewed the deliberations and pro-
ceedings of the present, and two fouwr
joint meetings of Committee, records its
gratification at the agreement which has
been attained on the various subjects that
have been considered, and believing thatal
matters claiming attention have been dis-
cussed, resolves ““ That the Cummittee :a
reporting to the next aunual mesting of the
Supreme Courtsof their respective Churches
shall submit an extract of this minute,
along with the propused Basis of Uniui,
and the deiiverances that huve been passed,
with a strong recommendation in favour vf
the adoption of the same without charge,
so that precisely the same document may
be transmitted by all the courts, and that
there may be no further delay in ascertain-
ing the views of all parties concerned oo
the subject of Union.”

Before concluding this Report your
Committee feal great pleasure in drawing
attention to the very satistactory decision
recently taken by the Assembly in Toronto
and Synod in Montreal, which contain the
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result of the deliberation of these Supreme
Courts respectively on all the subjects to
which the consideration of this court is n-
vited. In the Assembly the only Basis of
Union was accepted by an overwhelming
majority, only cight members disseating,
and all the resolutions were passed as re-
commended by Joint Committee.

In the Synod the only point of contro-
versy was that in which the other negotiat-
ing Bodies have always disclaimed any
right to judge, and have always manifested
approval of the arangement which the
Synod or their Committee have presented.
The arrangement 8s given in the minutes
of the Joint Committees was adopted final-
ly with the exception that the salary of
$200 shall in the case of ministers, who
shall hereafter with the cousent of the
Chureh, retire from the active duties of the
ministry from old age or inability, be
increased from $200 to $460.

It is thus quite evident that so far as the
pegotiating  Supreme Courts in Ontario
and Quebec are concerned, the Union must
be regarded as settled, and that there is but
one course for the Synods of the Lower Pro-
vinces to pursuc and this course, your
Committec would strongly recommend
this Synod to adopt, seading down to
Presbyteries, Sessions and Congregations
the Basis and accompanying resolution for
their favounrable consideration and with in-
structions to report at next mecting of
Synod. :

Action of Synod,

The Report was received. The recom-
mendations of the Comuittee were then
taken up one by one. In dealing with the
Basis,

Article I.  Passed.

That the Scriptares of the Old and New
Testaments, being the Word of God, are
the only infallible rule of faith and manners.

Article I1.

Rev. Dr. MacLeod moved, seconded by
Rev. D. B. Blair, that article scoond be
amended as follows :

“That the Westminster Coafession of
Faith together with the Larger and Shorter
Cateclisms shall be regarded as the subor-
dinate standards of the Church—it being
distinetly understood that nothing con-
tamed in the aforesaid Confession or
Catechisms regarding the power and duty
of the Civil Magistrate, shall be held to
sanction any principles or views inconsist-
ent with full hberty of conscience in matters
of religion.”

It was moved in amendment, by Rev.

Professor McKnight that the arvicle
pass as it is, when the amendment ‘vas
adopted by a vote of 89 to 14, viz. :

“ That the Westminster Confession of
Faith shall form the subordinate stand-
ard of this Church; that the Larger and
Shorter Catechisms shall be adopted by the
Church, and appointed to be used for the
instruction of the people it being distinctly
understood that nothing contained in the
aforesaid Confession or Catechisms, regard-
ing the power and duty of the Civil Magis-
trate, shall be held to sanction any principles
or views inconsistent with full liberty of
conscience in matters of religion.”

Article III was then adopted unani.
mously.

“ That the government and worship of
this Church suall be in accordance with
the recognized principles and practice of
Presbyterian Churches as laad down gener-
ally in the “Form of Presbyterial Church
Government,"” and 1n ¢ The Directory for
the Public Worship of God.”

Article IV was then adopted.

“That this Church while cherishing
Christian affection towards the whole
Church of God, and desiring to hold frater-
nal intercourse with it in its seyeral
branches, as opportunity offers, shall, at
the same time, regard itself as being in suck
Ecclesiastical relations to Churches holding
the same doctrine, government and discip-
line with itself, as that Ministers and Pro-
bationers from these Churches shall be re-
ceived inte this Church, subject to such
regulations as shall, from time to time, be
adopted.”

The Resolutivns of the Joint Committees
on the subject of the Headship of Christ, of
State Grarts to denominational Colleges
and on modes of Public Worship were
successively adopted without amendment
ag follows: On the Headship :—

“That the Committee having heard
the Minutes of Conference regarding this
subject, which have been read, does now ex-
press its satisfaction with the unanimity of
sentiment which is exhibited in the docu-
ments therein referred to.”’

On Stete Grants .—

“ The Committee claims for the respec-
tive Churches represented by it the fullest
forbearance as to any difference of opinion
which may exist respecting the question of
State grants to Educational Establishments
of & Denominational character, and does
not see, in such diversity of sentiment
upon & subject on which aniformity of
opinion is not enforced within any of the
negotiating bodics, snything which necd
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prove & barrier to Union, or disturb the
peace of a United Church.’¢

On modes of worship :—

“ That with regard to modes of worship,
the practice presently followed by congre-
gations in the matter of worship, shall be
allowed, and that further action in con-
pexiun therewith be left to the legislation
of the United Church.”

The following resolution on Collegiate
Education was adopted with the under-
standing that arrangements will be made
for implementing the engagements of this
Synod with Dalhousie College :—

“That the negotiating Churches shall
enter into Union with the Theological and
Literary Institutions which they now have;
and that application be made to Parlia-
ment for such legislation as will bring
Queen’s University and College, Knox Col-
lege, the Presbyterian College, Montreal,

orrin _College and the Theojogical
Hall at Halifax, into relations to the United
Church similar to those which they now
hold to their respective Churches, and to
preserve their corporate existence, govern-
ment and functions, on terms and cenditions
like to those under which they now exist;
but the United Church shall not be required
to elect Trustees for an Arts’ Department
in any of the Colleges above named.”

The following resolutions were then

greed to:

“That the Committee recommend that
sieps be taken at the first mecting of the
General Assembly of the United Church,
for the equitable establishment and ad-
ministration of an efticicat Fund for the
benefit of the widows and orphans of
ministers.”

“ That such legislation shall be sought a3
shall preserve undisturbed all rights “of
property now belonging to congregations
and corporate bodies, and, at the same time,
not interfere with frecdom of acticn on the
part of congregations in the same locality
desirious of uniting, or on the part of cor-
porate bodies which may find it to be expe-
dient to discontinue, wholly or partially,
their separate existence.”

The Resolution on the disposal of the
Temporalities Fund of the Presbyterian
Church of Canada, in connection with the
Church of Scotland, was read, but the
Synod did not feel that it was called to
record any deliverance on the subject.

‘The recommendations ot the Joint Com-
mittees on the conduct of Missions and
the name were then approved :

“That the Committee does now express

its confident expectation that the United
Church will heartily take up and prosceute
the Home and Koreign Missionary and
Benevolent operations of the severs)
churches, according to their respective
claims ; and that with regard to the pract-
cal work of the Chureh, and the promotion
of its schemes, whilst the General Assemb]
shall have the supervision and eontrol of ajj
the work of the Chureh; yet the Committee
recommend that the United Church shal
have dug regard to such arrangements,
through Synods and Local Committees, ag
shall tend most effectually to unite 1p
Christian love and sympathy the various
sections of the Church, and at the same
time to draw forth the resources and ener-
gies of the people in behalf of the work of
Christ in the Dominion, and throughout the
world.”

“ The Committee further agreed that
the name of the United Chuxch should be
“ The Presbyterian Church of British
North America.”

The following motion was then proposed
by Rev. John McKinnon, seconded Ly Rev
J. K. Smith.

*“That the Synod having heard angd
discussed the report of their Committee on
Union, adopt the same, with thanks to the
Committee for their services ; and, further,
having considered the proposed basis of
Union, with the deliverances of the Joint
Committee on the various subjects bronght
before them, approve of the said basis and
deliverances, viz.: On the State grauts to
educational establishments of a denomina.
tional churacter; on the mode of election
of theological professors; on the Headship
of Christ over His Church; on modes of
worship; on collegiate education; on the
establishment of & fund for the benefit of
widows and orphans of ministers; on rights
of property; on the missionary schemes of
the chureh ; on the proposed name of the
United Church; aus now, rejoicing in the
prospect of a speedy and harmonious union
of the four negotiating churches, resolve, in
terms of the Barrier Act, to send down to
presbyteries, kirk sessions, and congrega-
tions, the aforesaid basis and deliverances
for their consideration, with instructions to
sessions and congregations to report to .
presbyteries, and presbyteries to remit their |
own reports, and those of sessions and con- !
gregations, to next Synod.”

This motion was then submitted, and
passed by a vote of 80 to 1.

The Waldenses.

A letter was read from Rev. Mattee
Proshet, Deputy from the Waldensian
Church in Italy, expressing rogret at his

inability to be present, and asking the sym-
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pathies and prayers of the Synod. On
motion agreed the letter be courteously ac-
knowledged and that any funds that may
e sent in along with the $10 on hand be
forwarded along with the letter.

TEMPERANCE,

The Report on Temperance was read by
Rev. John MacLeod :

Your Committee regret that they cannot
give & more favourable report regarding
the decrease of intemperance, or the abate-
meat of the causes by which it is produced.
The manufacture, unportation, sale and
use of intoxicating liquors seem to have
andergone no diminution during the past
year. The drinking customs of society are
sill so largely patronized by all classes,
nder the terms “moderate,” “‘respectable,”
and “ occasional,” that the power and in-
fluence of she evil are coutinually being
maoifested in the history of its vietims, as
it is ever bearing testimony to the divine
declaration, that ** Wine is 8 mocker, and
srong drink is raging, whosoever is de-
ceived thereby is not wise.”

Your Committee regard the vice of in-
temperance as one of the greatest that exists
inour land. It is & muoral, a social, and a
ggysicnl evil. Alcohol is declared by the

st authorities to be a cerebral poison. It

directly attacks the muscles and the brain
when taken into the system. As a moral
evil, theretore it difters from almost all
other sins, and outstrips them in its disas-
trous results, because it is the only sin
which is the direct and wilful extinction of
reason. Itis & social evil, because it is
the main cause of poverty, crime, insanity,
ignorance, and numerous other evils, tend-
ing to social debasement and personal de-
moralization. It is a physical disease, a
fendness, a passion, a sort of madness for
drink, produced by drink which grows and
strengthens by indulgences, until the poor
devatee, dead at leagth to all appeals, en-
treaties, and arguments, holds out the cup
inpalsied hand to cry, give, give; and finally
yields to that current that bears health and
property, wife and children, soul and body,
do‘wn'; down into one common and eternal
Toin.
_ 0%, suraly the kind hearts it is daily break-
ing, the happy homes it is blighting, the
fair characters it is ruining, the innocent
children it is beggaring, and sterving, and
murdering, the gray hairs it is bringing
down with sorrow to the grave, and above
all the precious souls it is sinking down to
eternal perdition—surely 2ll these proclaim
uto be an evil of the most gigantic pro-
7 portions, and call earnestly and loudly for
the combined and continued and prayerful
elforts of all great and good men.

We fearlessly wharge intemperance with
being the cause of more than one half of
the crime, poverty and wretchedness that
exist in the civilized world ; with furnish-
ing tho largest number of inmates to our
jails, asylams, and poor houses§ with being
one of the greatest hindrances to the spread
of the gospel and one of the most powerful
weapons in the hand of the great encmy
for the ruin of precious souls. Aud yet
this evil is upheld and protected by law,
and patronized by & lar%e proportion of
the wealthy and fashionable of the world,
and even, alas! by professing christians.
Now we feel ourselves warranted in laying
it down as a general principle that man
has no right to legalize the sale of alcoholic
drinks as a beverage, because, as such, it
results only in evil to men, whether viewed
as & physical, intellectual, moral or im-
mortal being, and in this view we ave sup-
ported % a large array of great and good
men. We lay it down as another general
principle that if the pure, self-sacrificing
spirit of Christianity constrained the apostle
Paul, lest his example shonld be a stum-
bling block to the weaker brethren, to
adopt this magnanimous resolution, « If
mcat make my brother to offend, I will eat
no more flesh while the world stands, lest I
make my brother to offend,” Surely in
this advanced age of the world’s history
the same unchanged and unchangeable
principles render it obligatory on every
Christian, not only for his own sake but
for the sake of his weaker bretbren to ab-
stain entirely from the use of all intoxica-
ting liquors and to use all legitimate means
to reclaim the erring and to prevent others
from felling victims to this tremendous
evil.

Of course the first eause of intemperance
is the depravity of human nature, and con-
sequently the foremost of gll remedies is
the spread of the ‘Vord, and the faithfui,
earnest preaching of the gospel ; but never-
theless, there are causes acting upon and
through the depravity of our nature, which
are the immediate causes of this evil, and
which may be modified or prevented by
means suited to their nature and origin.
If then we look around us for the causes of
the prevalence of intemperance, we shall
find them to be principally, (1) False no-
tions and estimates of the nature of intox:-
cating drinks; (2) The social tashions and
usages of society ; and (3) The great num-
ber of taverns and dram shops to be found
in our cities, and towns, and villages, and
throughout our whole land, presenling to
young and old, temptations to indulgences,
which alas ! in many cases they are unable
to resist. Did these dram shops and dens
of hell give up their secrets as the sea does
its drowned cast upon the beach we should
have & roll, like the prophet’s written
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within and without, full ~f Sabbath dese-
cration, gambling, debauchery, drunken-
ness and ruin. These three causes must
be met by their corresponding cures; viz.,
suasion for the head; the fishion of a better
associated example for the conventional
usage, and the prohibition of the traffic by
legal enactment, as crown and complement
of the temperance movement.

‘While your Committee do not underrate
the value of many of the organizations now
in operation for the suppression of intem-
perance, and for the advancement of the
Temperance Reform, nor the sacrificing
spirit manifested by many in the ranks of
the great Temperance Army, yet we be-
lieve, that under existing circamstances,
it is to the Church of Christ, in lrer collec-
tive character, and to Christians in their
individual capacity, we must look, under the
b:rc;iv,sing of God, for an sbatement of this
[+

Your Committee are gratified to learn
that several of our largest and most flour-
ishing congregations have establishdd con-
gregational Total Abstinence Societies,
with the Kirk Session for a staff of office-
bearers, and that the influence of these
societies is already being felt for good. It
is also gratifying to know that the re-
commendation of Iast year, viz, that ser-
mons bearing on this evil should be preach-
ed on a certain day, has been very gener-
ally complied with, And your Committee
would recommend,

1st. That this year also the ministers of
this Church should preach to their people
on the subject of Temperance on the third
Sabbath of December, specially warning
them against the drinking usages connected
with our Christmas and New Year scason.

2nd. That an appeal be prepared and
addressed to the Church, setting forth the
duty of individuaal abstinence, on the part
of professing Christians, from all partici-
pation either in the traffic or use of in-
toxieating stimulants.

3rd. That Sessions organize Total Ab-
stinence sucietivs under vheir own control,
in their several congregations, aud strive
as far as possible to have all their members
enrolled.

4th. That in all our Sabbath Schools,
the Total Abstinence pledge should be ad-
ministered to as many as would accept of
it with the consent of their parents.

5th. That, for totel suppression of this
great evil, among the masses of society, &
vigorous and continued agitation sheuld
be kept up, with & view to the enactment
of a law prohibiting the manufacture, im-
portation, or sale of intoxicating liquors,
except for mechanical, medicinal or sacred
uses.

Your Committee feel that were their re-
commendations followed out honestly and

encrgetically, that if the Church of Christ
were to rise in her might and majesty and
take her true position on this great question,
and employ her combined encrgy, her
moral power in its advancement, the drink-
ing customs of society would feel the hand
of the great Master laid on them, and tie
Temperance Reform receive & pusition and
a power in the land which it has never yet
attained.

All which is respectfully submitted.

Jorx MecLeop, Convener.
Action of Synod on the Report.

The recommendations were considered
seriattm. ‘The first was adopted as fol
lows :—

“ That, this year also, the ministers of
the church should preach to their people
on the subject of Temperance, on the third
Sabbatk of December, speeially warning
them against the drinking usages connect-
ed with our Christmas and New Year's
season.”

Fhe second was also adopted :— That
an appeal be prepared and addressed to the
Church, setting forth she duty of individual
abstinenee on the part of professing Chris-
tians from all participativn either in the
traffic or use of intoxicating stimulants.”
And the Committee was directed to carmy
out this resolution by preparing and pub-
lishing the address in such periodicals as
they may think best fitted to further the
desived object.

Instead of reselutions third and fonrth,
which recommended the organizing of Cun-
gregational Abstinence Societies, and the
odministration of the pledge in Sabbath
schoools, the following was substituted .—

“That Sessions and Sabbath School
Teachers be recommended, as far as circum.
stances admit, to keep the evils of intem-
perance prominently before the minds of
children in Sabbath Schools, and encour-
age them to practice the principles of total
abstinence.”

The fourth recommendation, in faveur of
agitation to procure & prohibitory law, wss,
after discussion, withdrawn.

Bequest.

A letter from George McLeod, Esq,
Executor of the Estate of the late George
Kerr, Esq, of Chatham, requesting the
Synod to authorize an agent to receise 8
Legacy bequeathed to the funds of this
church, when it was agreed to notify 3
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McLeod that Rev. P. G. McGregor, the
Synod’s Treasurer, is authorized to receive
the bequest, and to grant a discharge.

Agent's 8alary.

Tn accordunce with nutice given, Rev,
Mr. Forrest moved, and Rev. Mr. McNeill
seconded, * That the sum of $300 be added
to the salary of the Agent of the church.”

It was moved in amendment by Rev. I,
Ross, and seconded by Rev. A. McL. Sin-
clair, ““ That no increase he made in the
meantime.””  The motion was prefured by
a large majority.

Charlottetown,

Rev. Dr. Bayne read the Report of the
Committee appointed by Synod last year to
visit Charlottetown, and try to convince the
erngregution of Zion Church of their duty to
provide for the payment of interest due to
our Educational Board for debt on the
church: and also for Insurance, that all
parties may bLe protected from loss. The
Report shuwed that the Committee had
been unable to accomplish the object of
their appointinent.

The Report was received, and the dili-
gence of the Commuittee approved.

Rev. lsaac Murray, ot behalf of himself
and of others, in whom, as Trustces of
Synod, the legal tide was vested, asked
that they might be permitted to protect
themsclves fiom pecuniary loss by such
steps as they mizht find to be necessary.

It was agreed to grant the permission
sougat; but direet that final measures be
not resorted to before next meeting of
Synod, and ask the pastor, in the mean-
time, to deal with the congregativn, so as
to sccare an amicable arrangement of the
difficulty.

Studenis.

A Specinl Committee had been appoiuted,
Dr. MeCullueh, Convener, to report on the
reception, examination and transference of
Students.  The report, slightly amended,
was adopted as follows :

L. That a Board of Examiners be consti-
tated by Synod, composed of onc member
for each Presbytery of twelve ministerial
members and under; two for each I’resby-
tery exceeding twelve ; appointments to be
made by Presbyteries. Returns of such ap-
pointments to be made, before 1st Tuesday

in September, to Synod Clerk. Five to be
a Quorum.

II. That said Examining Beard shall
meet at ‘Truro, on the 1st Tuesday of Oct.
IIT. The duties of the Board shall be,

1. To prepare a series of questions 10 be
Elml Iro all applicants for admission to the

all.

II. To examine applicants for admission
to the Hall on said questions, subject tv the
Synod’s deliverance anent degrees.

1I1. The subjects of Examination shall
be the Collegiate Course, Scriptural His-
tory and Theology, together with such in-
quiries, as to motives, as the Board may
deem necessary.

IV. Subject to Synodical approval; or,
by Synodical autbority, the Board may
appoint Sub-examiners for New Brunswick,
P. E. Island and Nova Scotia, to meet at
St. John, Halifax, Charlottetown and Bad-
deck, C. B. And, respectively, the result
of said Exam'nations to be forwarded to
the Convencer or Sceretary of the Central
Board to carry into effect.

V. No Student to be admitted to exami-
nation, except under certificate sigued by
the Moderator and Clerk of Presbytery.

O¥ TRANSFERENCE.

1. Students preparing, at college, for the
ministry, shall place themselves under the
Presby tery in whosc bounds they reside, and
are hereby so placed by act of Synod.

II. Stadents leaving the Hall shall be
provided with a certificate from the Board
of Superintendence, to be presented to the
Clerk of the Presbytery where he resides,
within fourteen days

III Students shall not pass from one
Preshytery to another without a certificate
of transference.

IV. A certificate of transference shall be
given to students on due reasons assigned,
without which no student shall e entitled
to the supervision of the Presbytery to which
he removes.

V. It was agreed to recommend that
Examinations at the close of the Session be
committed to the Examining Board.

All which is respectfully submitted.

Agreed that each Presbytery shall pro-
vide for the payment of the expenses of its
own member or members.

ACADIAN MISSION.

The Report of the Acadian Mission for-
the past year was read by Rev. A. Fal-
coner, the Convener of Committee being
absent:

thing more than a passing notice to the
System of Iniquity against whose misre-
presentations the encrgies of our mission-
aries have been directed. It may be ob
served, however, thit in two ways we have
had indications of the intolerant and ag-
gressive character of the Romish system dur-
ing the past year—the first in the burning
of the Scriptures at Grand Falls in Septem-
ber last, and the second in the daring and
startling attempt to dircct parliamentary
action in such a manner as to threaten the
integrity of our legal rights and privile.zes
under the constitution.

Although both these acts tended to excite
the alarm of Protestants and cause a health-
ful reaction against Popery and its claims ;
they have at thesame time served to un-
mask the unscrupulous character of the
system and they justify the severest terms
in which it is denounced.

At the date of last Report your Commit-
tee had two missionaries engaged at Grand
Talls, with very gratify ing prospects of suc-
cess.  The services of these young men
were continued until the end of September.
During that month Mr. Paradis made a
Drief visit to some localities in P. E. Island
and Cape Breton. The result of this tour
as well as of the labors at Grand Falls, are
already before the church, showing very
gratifying results for the expenditure of
means and labor made.

During the month of November the Con-
vener of Committee visited Grand Falls,
and after spending several days in visiting
the parties who had renounced Romanism
he was fully persuaded that the promising
character of the mission had not been by
any means over cstimated; but that 1t
could not be profitably worked without
faller organization and the public preaching
of the Gospel. In order to do this a place
of worship was necessusy, and it must be
erected immediately if the mission was to
be profitably prosecuted.

It was found by conversation that the
English speaking population of all Denomi-
nations were deeply interested in our mis
sion ; and after due intimation at the Sab-
bath services, & meeting was held to con-
sider what could be done for the erection of
a mission church, :

It was found that a site granted by the
Government and conveniently situated in
the town could be made available. It was
laid before the meeting that the building to
be erceted should be owned entirely by the
Presbyterian Church of the Lower Pro-
vinces, but that when not required for use
by Preshyterians it might be occupied oc-
casionally by adherents of other evangelical
Denominations. The meeting consisted of
eleven persons, not one half of whom were
Presbyterians. A Baptist occupied the
Chair, aud a Methodist acted as Seccretary,

A subscription list was opencd and 5350
subscribed on the spot.

The Committee felt that this was & good
beginning, and an appeal was issued to the
Ciaurch fur funds in aid ofthe undertaking,
In response to this appeal about $150 have
been received. Plans and  specifications
have also been secured, and if the response
of the Church were & little more liberal the
work of creetion might be proceeded with
at ouce.

In April of the cuitent year the sametwo
young men returned to the service of the
Committee. Mr. Brouillette was directed
to resume work at Grand Falls, and Mr.
Paradis was allocated at Buctouche. At
Grand Falls it was gratifying to find that
notwithstanding the strenuous eifurts of the
Priesthood to recover lost ground all the
converts stood true to their new found con-
victions.

At Buctouche the field was found to be
very difficultto work. The people are very
iznorant and consequently difficult to ap-
proach. They cannot read Books and
must be reached by frequent personal con.
versation. A marked change is now ap-
parent.  Many who once sought to escape
the missiunar{. now anxiously seck oppor-
tunitics for religious conversation. Before
the lieht of divine truth old superstitions
are losing their hold, and while a few only
are ready to renounce the Chureh of Rome,
many are sensible of her corruptiuns and
seeking for the truth. Itis but the seed
timein thisfield and yet the harvest already
abundantly fore-shadows itself.

It is the intention of the Committee to
dir=et their effurts during the remainder of
this season chicfly to those fields already
oecupied, but seme inviting fields in the
eastern part of Nova Scotia will be visited.

The Committee would carnestly desireto
elicit a more liberal response to the call for
funds for the church at Grand Falls
There are a few Presbyterians in the town
who will contribute very liberally according
to their means; yet they will need and they
deserve a helping hand. At prescot there
is not a single Presbyterian place of worship
in the County of Victoria. Eight or ten
dollars from each of our congrewations ora
few cents, say a single dime from each of
our Church members would secure in the
rising town of Grand Falls, a saug little
building, which would be a credit to our
Church as well as a great convenience to
our scattered co-religionists, as well as &
help to the missionaries who are there with
striking success fighting the man of sin.

On motion of Rev. S. Houston, the fol-

2. Toinstruct Presbyteries and ministers,
tuat half of the colections to be taken up at
the meetings which Mr. Chiniquy may ad-
dress within our bounds, be applied to our
Canadian Mission, especially to the pay-
ment for the church wRicb is being erected
at Grand Falls.

3. Torejuice at hearing such information
from Mr. Paradis, aud encourage the Com-
mittee and our estcemed young Evangelist,
to continue in the work, which appears to
e attended by such success, and to com-
mend the mission and its agents to the
prayers of the church.

FOREIGN MISSIONS.

The Report of the Board as printed in
the last Record was adopted :

: SALARIES.

The recommendations of the Board were
then taken up serintim. Respecting the re-
ference on the subject of the increase of the
salaries of Missionaries, it wasagreed to re-
mit the matter to the Board simpliciter,
with instructions to deal liberally with the
brethren, who have left their country to
preach the Gospel among the heathen.

CAPTAIN FRABER.

Captain Fraser, who had returned home
with his family since the last meeting of
Syned, being present, was introduced to the
moderator ; and, on motion, the thanks of
the Synod were communicated to him for
his valuable services, while in charge of the
Dayspring.  Dr. Bayne, by request of the
moderator, led in a prayer of thanksgiving
to God for protection to Captain Frascr,
his family, the Missionaries and natives
arried in the Dayspring while under his
command. Captain Fraser was then ap-
pointed & member of the Board of Foreign
Misssions, after which he made a suitable
acknowledgment of the courtesy and re-
spect thus shown him,

MRS. GEDDIE.

It was next agreed that the Synod insure

to Mrs. Geddie a support ot at least $600

per annum, to be made up of her widow’s
allowance, tho interest of the Geddie Memo-
rial Fund, and a sum to be voted directly by
the Board, so as to make up a sum of not
less than $600 per annum.

THANKS TO THE CHILDREN,

It was agreed *“to express the cordial
thanks of the Synod to the clildren of the
church for their prompt respunse to the ap-
peal made to them to provide for the pay-
ment of the debt on the Church for Asiatics
in San Fernando; and fur houses fur our
Missionaries in Trimdad; and that each
minister, the children of whose church have
contributed, should intimate the Synod's
thanks from the pulpit; and farther, that,
in congregations where the children have
not contributed, they he invited to aid in
liquidating the small debt remaining.”

FURLOUGHS.

It was next agreed that the Missionaries
at Trinidad shall have the privilege of re-
turning home, for a seasun, at the expira-
tion of every five years; and that similarre-
lief, by a voyage to Australiz or something
equivalent, be grantcd to the missionaries
of the New Hecbrides, under the direction of
the Missionary Synod.

ANOTHER MISSIONARY.

It was further agreed to adopt the recom-
mendation of the Board, fur the appoint-
ment of a third missionary to Trinidad,
should the expectations of the Missionaries
respecting local support from Christian
Proprietors be realized.

TRINIDAD.

The Constitution of the Presbytery of
Trinidad was next read, that the Synod
might sanction it, should it meet its appro-
val. Consideration of this sulject, in its
bearing on our Missionarics abroad in both
parts of our Mission ficld, was postponed
till next meeting of Synod.

NEW HEBRIDES.

Rev. Wm. Duff moved “ that the Board
be dirccted to imitiate measures for the
withdrawment of this church from the New
Hebrides Mission ; and, as a preparatory
step, to open correspoudence with the Aus-
tralian churches.”

Rev. T. Sedgwick moved that “ this sub-
ject be deferred till next meeting of Synod,”
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when, the question being taken, the amend-
ment was preferred by a large majority.
Postponed.

The overture of the Presbytery' of Hali-
fax in favour of the adoption of the Hymn
Book of the Free Church or that of the
English Presbyterian Church could not be
considered for lack of of time. Tt was left
over till next year. Rev. John MacKin-
non’s motion respeeting constituent mem-
bers of Church Courts was left over for the
same reason.

Ensurance of (hurches.

Rev. G. Pattcrson, reported the action of
the Comnittecon the insurance of churches,”
showing the applications, so far had been
too limited in number to warrant the Com-
mittee in putting the seheme into operation.

Agreed that it be remitted to the Com-
mittee to prosccute the scheme, and they are
authorized to put the scheme in operation
s0 soon as the numbers making application
will warrant it

The order of last year for the Committee
to consider the practicability of including
manses, was renewed.

Bvangelists,

Rev. Dr. McCulloch gave notice of mo-
tion next year fur the revival of the office
of Evangelists in the Church, and asked
that Presbyteries should in the meantime,
consider the subject.

SUPPLEMENTING FUND.

Rev. T. Sedgewick reported as follows,
from the Committeec on Supplements:—

T submitting their annual Report to
Synod the Committee would begin Ly
briefly presenting some account of their
work during the pas. year; how they have
carried out the Synod’s recommendations,
what suceess has attended their efforts, and
10 what extent their obligations have been
fulfilled.

The Synod will remember that at their
Iast meeting, full power was given to the
Committee to tahe what steps they consid-
ered best to improve the cundition of
the Fund. It will not be fosgotten
that at that time it was fur from be-
ing in a satistactory state. DMore than
fifteen hundred doliars had to be drawn
from the Home Mission Board to meet de-
ficiencies, winle the amount asked for by
the Committee far exceeded that of any
former year. At the first meeting of Com-

mittee after the rising of Synod this ques-
tion was the matter of long and anxious
deliberation on their part and the cunclu-
sions to which they came were as follows :—

1. They felt themselves in the first
place under nccessity of authorizing the
Sccretary to communieate with the Colo-
nial Committecs of the Free Church of
Scotland and the Irish  Presbyterian
Church, and instructed him while makingno
formal «ppeal, to give them a somewhat
full account of the position and work of
our Church, in the hope that they might
take our circumstances into consideration
and render us some assistance. The Synod
are perhaps already aware that the Colonial
Committee of the Free Church has respond.
ed by granting £100 sterling for two years,
thus adding another to the many proofs
they have already afforded of their interest
in us. The Committee rejoice to think
that in acknowledging their liberality they
will be able to inform them at the same
same time that a part of their grant
will be devoted to supplying the spiritual
wants of that large colony of Scotch people
who have recently settled in New DBruns
wick. No official reply has as yet been re
ceived from the Irish Presbyterian Church.
Much to his surprize the Secretary’s com-
munication appeared in the Record of that
Church with the remark eppended that a
good case had been made out, and from this
and other facts in the Committee’s know-
ledge, they entertain a strong hope thata
im'l(furable response will be given by themas
well,

2. The Committee, in further earrying
out the instructions of the last Synod,
caused two cireulars to be drawn up, ex-
plaining and enforcing somewhat fully the
claims of the Scheme, the one intended for
Kirk Sessions and the other for those indi-
vidual members of the Church most likely
in our judgment to help us. These cir-
culars obtained a somewhat extensive cir-
culation throughout the Church,and though
the response to them was not perhaps so
widespreac and liberal as we expected the
Committee feel that the result has amply
Jjustified them in taking this course.

3. And lastly Presbyteries were alo
visited by members of Committee in the
interests of the Scheme, and it was kept
before the Church throughout the year in
the pages of the Record.

Such then are the means which the
Commiittee adopted in carrving into effers
the Synod’s instructions and they are hap-
Py to be able to report that at the close of
the financial year the fund wasin a better

osition than ever before. Allourobligatinns
if not met altogether, have been very nearly
so. Whether this result is in any measurt
owing te the Committee’s efforts they wil
not presume to say, but be this the caseor
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pot, it is not the less gratifying to them
and we doubt not to the Synod as well.

Perhaps it may not be amiss for the in-
formatiun of the Synod and the Church to
state here a few facts as to the position of
the Churchin relation to this scheme, drawn
from the the last statistical table.

tions of Covehead, East St. Peter’s, and
Brookfield, which the Committee, aftcr
careful considelation, have not been able
to recommmend.  In the Presbytery of Vie-
toria and Richmond, Mabou at present
vacant, has been added.  In the Presbytery
of Cape Breton, Glace Bay is withdrawn,
having become self-sustaining, and Cape
North, at present vacant. has been added.
In the Presbytery of Halifax, Noel has been
added. As to the amounts granted in the
Presbytery of St. John, Londonderry re-
ceives $20 additional while Bocabec has
asked for 825 less. In the Presbytery of
Victoria and Richmond, $50 has been
granted to Baddeck in place ot 80 as before.
In the Presbvtery of Cape Breton, Cow
Bay asks for $40, in place of $80 as before.
In the Presbytery of g’ictou, 880 instead of
260 has been granted to French River. In
the Prestytery of Halifax, the grant to
Annapolis has been reduced by $30, the
Annapolis scetivn of the congregation hav-
ing assumed that amount. The grant to
Lawrencetown has been increased by £20,
the Committee having gone as far as they
could to mect the wishes of the Presbytery.
In the Presbytery of Lunenburg and
Yarmouth, the grant to Mahone Bay has
been reduced vy $10. To sum up, the
whole amount asked for is $3805.00, an
increase of between three or four hundred
dollars upon the grant of last year, but as
there are 2 good many vacant congrega-
tions on the list it is not probable that the
grant of Jast year will be exceeded. The
amount, however, is sufficiently large. It
is true, as already reported, that very con-
siderable aid may be expected from abroad,
but the effect of this should be to stimulate
rather than check the liberality of the
Church, and the Committee feel that keep-
g this foreign aid out of view altogether,
the most carnest and active cffurts on
the part of Presbyteries, and Ses-
sions, and members of the Church will be
needed to meet our obligations, and to pre-
serve unimpaired this right arm of the
Church’s strength.

There is onc matter, which for some
years has forced itself upon the Committee’s
notice. We refer to the practice of Pres-
byteries dividing congregations, the effect
of which division being to make two weak
congregations take the place of one strong
one, and either, or perhaps both becoming
dependent upon the Church at large. We
do not wish, of course to tie up a Presby-
tery’s hands, and there are exceptions to
every rule, but we would recommend,—

1. That the Synod enjoin Presbyteries
to use cvery cffort to secure that when con-
gregatiors arc divided they should be self-
sustaining, or, at least, there should be a
a strong probability of their becoming so
within a reasonable time.

————

2. That any Balance against the
Scheme be defrayed from the funds of the
Home Mission Board.

3. That the powers given to the Com.
mittee by previous Synod be continued.

4. That an allowance be made to the
Seerctary of $50 to defray nceessary ex.
penses. . .

All which is respectfully submitted.

Aged and Infirm ¥inisters.

Rev. G. Patterson read the Report of the
Aged and Infirm Ministers’ Fund, showing
that the sum io fund amounted to S3157.85.

It appeared that the scheme had rot been
followed out in all the Presbyteries.

The Report was received, and the dili-
gence of the Committee appruved. The
Synod then reaffirmed the resolution of last
year: “That the Synod renew their ic-
junction to those congregations which have
nut contributed to this scheme, to do so a8
early as possible, authorize the azent of the
schemes of the church to give his aid as fer
as convenient, direct the attention of Pres
byteries to the subject, and remit the mat-
ter to the Committee to prosecute the work
of collecting-

Decensed Minisiers.

Rev. G. Patterson from the Committee

appointed by Synod, submitted the Memo
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rial motices of Rev. John Campbell, of

Sherbrooke, and of Dr. Geddie, of Anei-
teum, in the New Iebrides. These were
accepted, and ordered to be engrossed.
Rev. E. Ross addressed the Throne of
Grace in connection with these dispensa-
tions of Divine Providence.

Agreed that the Clerk forward a copy of
this Minute to the respective families.

PUBLIC BEDUCATION.

The following Report was submitted by
Rev. C. B. Pitblado:

BEPORT OF COMMITTEE ON PUBLIC EDU-
CATION.

Your Committee feel that in presenting
their Report they should call special atten-
tion tou the insidious and persistent eftorts
of the Church of Rome against free educa-
tion. Whilst she pretends to be the friend,
she is in reality the inveterate foe of public
schouls,  Mur ustensible policy is to encou-
rage the education of the people, but her
real policy 15 to establish and maintain &
trrannical priest craft.  Her educational
iastitutions, however much learning and
refinement they may contain, are little bet-
ter than schools of superstition. She has
an educational system which has produced
the most Laneful results in every country
end community where it has prevailed.
She vducates not to guicken but to paralyse
the intcllect, not to enlighten, but to en-
siuve the comscience, not to benefit the peo-
ge, but to secure power for the priest.

er whole history, 1n every country over
which she has acquired power proves be-
yond dispute that her educational system
does not tend to the emancipation and ele-
vativn of micn, but to their mental and
woral enslavement and degradation. She
pretends to be & friend of education in or-
der that she may thereby disarm opposition
against her treacherous designs. Her aim
is to secure she control of the educational
institutions of the world and subvert them
to her own purposes. To gain her object
ste works with unﬁniging zeal and un-
scrupulous energy. She takes care to let
the pressure of her direct political power be
fdt on the legislation of every free country
where she has any influence. No where
does she work harder and more pessistently
to control and mould legislation than in
our own country ; and, we believe, that the
question, whether the priests or the people
constitutionally are to rule, is the practical
1ssue which will finally fix the destinies of
this Dominion. Roman Catholic supre-
macy means for us, and every nation sub-
jxted to it—political corruption and na-
tional imbecility. Rome will if she can

build up her power on the ruins of the free
school system of the Maritime Provinces.

During the past winter a bold and un-
serupulous attempt was made—no doubt at
the instigation of the hierarchy of Rome—
10 overthrow the free school system of New
Brunswick. The Local Legislature of that
Province found it nceessary te pass an
amendment to their school law for the pur-
pose of rendering it effective.  Without such
an amendment the law of New Brunswick
would have been to a very large extent in-
operative. The Roman Catholics knowing
this fact opposed the measure with all their
might, but were defeated. The measure
was shown to be absolutely necessary for
the working of the law and by the highest
legal authorities of the country it was de-
clared to be perfectly constitutional accord-
ing to the federal cumpact upon which the
Dominion was formed. This, however,
did not satisfy the Church of Rome.
Priestly influence was used to get the House
of Commous of this Duminion to interfere
in the matter. A motion was introduced
into the House of Commons the purport of
which was to force the government to ad-
vise the Governor General to disallow the
amendment which had been constitutionally
passed in the Local Legislature of New
Brunswick from going into effect. To fol-
low the ceurse pointed out by this motion,
your Committee felt would be a gross in-
vasion of federal rights as well as a death
blow to our free school system. We conse-
quently met and prepared a protest against
the action of the majority in the House of
Commons who voted for Mr. Costigan’s
motion. Weremonstrated against the mo-
tion on the ground that it was unconstitu-
tional as well as detrimental to the interests
of education. It advised a course which
was revolutionary in its character and an
open violation of our educational rights,
This protest was forwarded to the premier
of Canada; and a reply acknowledging its
receipt has been received.

The Brethren in New Bruaswick con-
nected with the Committee prepared and
published a circular on the subject which
was 10 doubt very effectual in awakening
the public mind.

For the present the difficulty is tided
over; but the end is not yet. The Gover-
nor General has not disallowed the amend-
ment referred to, but the constitutional
point is to be carried before the Privy Coun-
cil of Great Britain. No doubt that before
this tribunal the law will be sustained, but
Rome will not be stilled, she will struggle
for the victory by sorae other methods, and
we cannot be too watchful of her machina-~
tions. Your Commnnittee fear that unless
the Protestants of the Maritime Provinces
act more unitedly and determinedly the
servants of Rome will triumph in the de-
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struction or sabversion of our free school
system.
All which is respectfully submitted.
C. B. PresLano, Convener.

The following resolution drafted by a
Special Committce was adopted unani-
mously :

*“The Synod receives the Report, ap-
proves of the principles expressed 1 it, and
instructs the Committee to continue their
labours, giving them full power to act as
may seem advisable to them.

““ And whereas this Synod has reason to
believe that etfurts both open and covert,
are being made to overturn the Educativnal
System of the Maritime Provinces,therefore
be it resolved :

“1. To protest decidedly against any
tampering with our Educativnal rights and
institutions.

“2, To call upon the people under our
Jjurisdiction to exercise(the strictest vigilance
with reference to this matter, and on the
slightest appearance of dang.r to take the
necessary steps to awaken the Church to a
sense of its responsibility, and if need be to
withdraw their countenance and support
from the public men that originate or abet
such proceedings.

“4. To express the deepest sympathy
with the brethren in New Brunswick and
P. E. Island in the struggle they have to
maintain with the advocates of Sectarian
Education, who are_insidiously endeavour-
ing to uproot the Free Schoul System of
these Provinces; and the Synod declares its
determined purpose to stand by the said
brethren in that struggle.”

Letter from Scotland.

Read s letter from the Clerk of Synod of
the Reformed Presbyterinn Synod of Scot-
land, announcing the appearamce before
that body of Rev. Robert Sedgewick, our
delezate ; and expressing the great satisfac-
tion experienced in receiving the Deputy of
this Church. Ordered that the letter be
acknowledged and filed.

The Queen.

The address of the Synod to Her Majes-
ty the Queen, prepared and forwarded last
year by a Committes in the name of Synod,
was read.  The reply of Her most gracious
Majesty was next rend, and heard with
much satisfaction. 1t was also reported
that an address to Lord Dufferin, the Gov-
ernor General had been presented to which
his Excellency had given a very cordial re-
sponse. ‘These documents being published
were regarded as read.

Sabbath Schools.

The Report was submitted by Mr. Simp.
son. The following statistics were given,
There are 383 schools, attended by 13,920
children, and 1,748 Teacniers : increase of
10 schools; 140 Teachiers, and 500 children,
The International Series of Lessons has
been adopted and notes issued in the Re-
cord —The Report was reecived and ap-
proved.

With regard to books, the supply of
books in the Biitish American Bovk and
Tract Society was highly spoken of.

&Gift Enterprizes and Lotteries.

The attention of Synod was called to
the provalence of illegal and demoralizing
practices such as Lotteries and &ift Enter-
prizes. The following motiun submitted
by Rev. E. A. McCurdy was &dopted unani-
mously :—

That the Synod in view of the existence
of certain “ Gift Enterprizes *” vithin their
bounds, and of the greut publicity given to
the same, desire to protest in the  strongest
terms against all such movements, which
do so much encourage the spirit of gambling
throughout the country.

STATE OF RELIGION.

Rev. S. Houston submitted the Report
on this subject, as fullows ;—

Your Committee have the gratification
of reporting that more Presbyteries than
ever beforc have made returns this year.
Eight of the ten Yresbyteries have complied
with the order ot Synod, having made re-
tarns to the Convener. The two that still
neglect to do so are Cape Breton and
Miramichi.

In accordance with the leave granted
at last meeting of Synod, querics were
issued to which answers were requested to
be sent by Sessions to their respective Pres-
byteries. These queries were inserted in
the December number of the Record, the
Committee believing that in that way they
would not fail to be read by every minister
at least of this Synod. Nevertheless the
report of one Presbytery contains the fol-
lowing statement: * As the queries which
had been expected from the Commitie
have not reached any of the members of
Presbytery, they cannot give so particular
a report as would be desirable ” Canit
be that in the bounds of an entire Presby-
tery no copies of the Record are taken’

From statements made in the reporis
that came to hand it appears that Preshy-
teries have as much tronble in getting re-
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Committec have from some of the Presby-
teries.  Nor are thereturns that are obtain-
od always what they ought to be. For
¢ instance the following statement is made
% :  where a committee of Presbytery was ap-
ek | pointed to draw up a report: * Your com-
mittee after & careful perusal of the answers
and comparing them with those oflast year
cannot help feeling that there is a tendercy
10 overlook the real vbject of these queries.
In many instances they do not appear to
have been submitted to the Session at all,
the answers are only the opinion of the
pastor.  In many cases the pastor has for-
gotten to return answers until requested to
do so by the Committee, and then the
time was too short to summon the Session.
The result is a great many answers are 8o
vague and general that it is almost impos-
sible exnctly to know what is really
meant.”’  Such a mode of doing things is
very culpable indeed.

The difficulty that lies in the way of
preparing a report on the state of religion,
¢ven when Presbyteries and Sessious atford
every facility within their power, is pretty
well known to the members or Synod. It
is not easy to ascertain the exact condition
of religious life in a community, perhaps
itis uttterly impossible. The diffi~ulty is
made greater when, as in the present io-
stance, returns in some cases are not made
atall, and in others are vaguc and point-
less. The vagueness is due in the case of
some to & sensitive scrupulousness, to a
shrinking from forming avy estimate. It
is to be feared, however, that on the part
of some it is due rather to spiritual care-
lessness.

There i3 nu progress of a startling kind
to report now, mno revivals, no extensive
ingatherings from the world. There has no
1 wave of spiritual excitement swept over
congregations or communities. The aspect
of things in the Church has been calm and
regular and orderly. It is not souertea
here whether the calm and order are an
sdvange or otherwise. There is room for
{ discussion on that question. The gospel
has been preached in a measure both of
Isbour and of faithfuluess. The young
bave been trained in the Sabbath School,
the Bible Class, and in some cases in the
atechetical meesing.  There have been
prayer meetings, visitations from house to
bouse, and in some cases cottage mectings.
“ine Presbytery reports that special services
were held within its bounds in compliance
vith the recommendation of last Synod.
And there has been the savour of a holy
Ife diffuecd in a silent manner by many of
the office bearers and members. ~ Some re-
wlt has followed from all this; it seems to
b impossible that there should not be
tme result. Men have been brought out

tarns from some of the Sessions as your F'of a state of nature and into a state of

grace, and other men that were already in
a state of grace have been lifted up to a
higher level of knowledge and of spiritual
life. We cannot perbaps lay vur hands on
such results and affirm without tear of
contradiction that it is such results that
we are laying our hands on, but we would
fondly hope more or less of that issue has
been reached. Such fruits as joining the
fellowship of the Church, leading & moral
life, engaging in Christian work, giving of
means to the cause of God, both at home
and abroad, loving onc anuther, are referred
to in the reports, and such fruits are very
desirable. A large measure of these was
was brought to maturity during the past
year, and in this we rcjoice, for this we
give thanks.

To be honest, however, that we may
not congratulate ourselves on what may
after all be gilding and not real gold, let
us confess that there may be much of what
we have now referred to and yet no infalli-
ble certainty that genuine godliness is
flourishing. Makinga ‘pro(ession of religion
by coming to the Lord’s Table in obedience
to Christ’s command does nut prove that
the practice agrees with the profession.
Extesnal purity, at least much of the parity
that is current in these days, i3 not suffi-
cient, it may be but the respectable deceney
which i3 the natural outcome of moral
habits, and of the civilization of our age,
the heart never having been changed in
the sense of being born again. Men may
engage in active service even, in Sabbath
Schoo! work, in Traet Distribution, in ex-
hortation, public and private, and in simi-
lar work, and yet be far trom the kingdom
of God. And one cannot say how far
liberality may go and not be based on the
right motive. There are men whom we
all know, and whom nothing but the work
of the Spirit on the heart could makeliberal,
their nature is so niggardly. There are
other men of nature so refined and gener-
ous that they can give and give largely
without any self-denial, there being nothing
behind but a delicate and subtle desire of
self-esteem, even though they themselves
be unconscions of that sclf-csteem. There-
fore we need to be careful lest we count
that to be fruit which is not genuine frait.
Oh! how cautious we as ofiice-bearers in
the Church of God ought to be, ready to
be encouraged and yet not to be over
saoguine.

Among the discouragement that almost
all the reports refer to are drunkenness,
love of the world, and fashion. Dranken-
ness need not he enlarged on here, as it
forms the subject of a distinct report. That
it is a great hindrance to the growth of true
godliness all of us are well aware. That
millions of dollars arc spent on drink,
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where thousands or even hundreds cannot
be got for the support of the Gospel is a
scandal, ablot on our profcssed and boasted
civilization. And that is not all. In
bluating the mental as well as the spiritual
powers, and in vpening wide the gate that
other sing may pass through, it would be
difficult to estimate the hurt that is done by
it. The love of the world bulks up largely
in the face of the Gospel. Time would fail
to describe all the aspects that worldliness
presents. It would be interesting were it
not so terribly sad to ubserve the varivus
phases it presents. We hear of families,
and we have some knowledge of them that
once were in moderate circumstances, and
in those days a primitive and puritanic
simplicity characterised the life which they

led. ®ince then they have risen to com-.

parative wealth, and one consequence is
that the simplicity of deportment has given
way to expensive and vicious indulgence,
habits that once were regarded with horror
are now the order of the day. :If the
parents still prefer the old ways, are still
found 1n the prayer meetiogs and other
places where the means of grace are enjoy-
ed, not so the children, they have outgrown
the old ways of serving their father’s God,
they havelearned to serve God and mammcn
at the same tune, they have negatived cur
Lord’s declaration, * Ye cannot serve txo
Masters.” In the race for riches too there
is a departure from honesty and trauthful-
ness that is sad to contemplate in the light
of an eternal world. The ordinary ways
of amassing wealth are no longer sufficient,
they are too slow, a royal road has been
found out. The intense eagerness with
which men, even professors of religion,
grasp at speculations that are preseated,
whether habitually in the mercantile world,
or occasionally m the lottery, the latter
being dignified by a smoother and more
captivating name, is a sign of the times in
which we live. And if pastors and others
raise their voice against such gizantic and
iniquitous schemes, a flood of abuse is let
loose upon them from various quarters,
which amounts to a veritable persecution.
The pulpit is brought into bondage, or if it
asserts its heaven endowed freedom revenge
is taken by emptying the pew. This isa
favorite mode of punishing faithfulness.
Ever literary men notice and comment
upon the way in which faithful preaching is
regarded in worldly and fashionable cireles.
Here are striking words which a minister is
made to say: ** llow often have I thunder-
ed with all my heart and soul against the
wicked extravagence of dress among women
—against their filthy false hair, and their
nauseous powders and paints? How often
have Idenounced the mercenary and ma-
terial spirit of the age, the habitual corrup-
tions and dishonesties of commerce, in high

places and in low? What good have [
done? I have delighted the very people
whom it was my object to rebuke. ¢ Whas
a charming sermon!’ ‘More eloquent
than ever.” ‘I used to dread the sermon at
the other church—do you krow, I quite
look forward to it now.” That is the etfect
I produce on Sunday. On Monday the
women are off to the milliners to spend
more money than ever; the city men are off
to business to make more money thanever,
while my grocer, loud in my praises in his
Suuday coat, turns up his week-day sleeves
and adulterates his favourite preacher’s
sugar as cheerfully as usual.” hfa..y of us
know how true the picture is.

In the report of ono ot the Presbyterics
there is reference to another evil tendency
on the part of our people. Itis ag follows:
“The lack of labourers is felt in this Pres.
bytery, and in some districts itis aif the
more felt from the fact that the people seem
to depend on the ministers for everything,
as if there could not be worship on Sabbath
or during the weck without his presence.
If our elders and church members were
.nore_alive to duty and privilege ther
would be no district without meetings for
worship whether the services of an ordained
agent conld be obtained or not. 'We need
the working power of our membership to be
more fully developed before the work can be
properly carried on among us.”” Thisisa
tendency that we have been combating for
some time, and progress has been made, but
less than there might have been. Viewed
in the right light this tendency is nothing
bug ritualism, a raising of the ministry o
the position which the pricsts of old occu-
pied, and which the Church of Rome and
the High Church so called still claim.

And as pastors have we not to take
blame to ourselves in the low state of reli-
gious life that now prevails? Have we all
and at all times preached the Gospel in its
simplicity, and in its directness, and with
faith, in it being the power of God unto
salvation to every one that believeth?
Have we never substituted the wisdom of

men for the foolishness of preaching, have

we always been free from the fear of men :
that bringeth =& snare both in our public |
ministrations and inone privateintercourse! |

Have we not failed to present as a witness
for the truth such holiness and consistency
of life as cannot be spoken against ? Have
we all made the work of the ministry the
one object of our life, have we not rathe
turned aside frem that in_thought andis
act, as well as in word 2 Xf we would bave
times of reviving from God’s presence, &
we not need to put away all strange gods
out of our own hearts, as well as ask our
hearers to put them away ?  If our thought
be turned in such a direction as that, then
it will not be in vain that & sitting of ths
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court has been given to a consideration of
the State of Religion in the bounds of our
hurch.

THE LATE SYNOD.

The meeting of Synod at Truro was
largely attended cepecially by ministers.
The discussions, which are inevitable in
such assemblies, were conducted in a very
becoming and brotherly spirit. One sub-
ject, the Marriage question, occupied two
days with the exception of one session.
This necessitated short speeches and great
condensation in dealing with other very
important subjects. It is especially to be
regretted that the *‘ Report on the State of
Religion” was crowded into the very last
sederunt. Arrangements had been made
for addresses on several subjects, but these
were precluded by lack of time.

The matters determined on by the Synod
and requiring prompt action by the church
may be briefly summed up as follows :

1. The Educational Funds fell short last
year about $800. This balance is to be
made up and sufficient sent in if possible to
raise the salaries of the Professors to a re-
spectable amount, say $1500. The congre-
gations which made no collection last year
will please bear in mind that 2 double share
of responsibility falls on them for the pre-
sent year. The keynote has already been
struck. Fort Massey opens the list by
sending in a half year’s contribution of
$160. St. Mary’s sends §77.77. Who
comes next ?

2. The Supplementary Fund must be
kept constantly in view. Our weak con-
gregations—weak in numbers or very weak
in the grace of giving, must be aided, that
they may live and flourish and be able to
aid others.

3. Union has been approved of by the
Synod with remarkable unanimity. The
path has been made plain. Duty calls.
The Great King and Head of the Church is
pointing out the way. Itis now for Pres-
byteries and Sessions to deal with the ques-
tion according to theirligh! and their sense
of responsibility. The question, we need
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not say, is one of immense practical im-
portance.

4. The Home Mission, the Foreign Mis-
sion, the Acadian Mission, ull claim our
increased attention and interest.  There is
no time for halting, much less for fulling
back, in any department of our work as a
church. God has ¢iven usa noble ficld to
cultivate ; let us ask for grace to be faithful
to our high calling.

MISSIONS [N PERSIA,

The great and terrible famine which has
desolated Persia for years has given place
to plentiful times. So at lvast it is hoped.
The last harvest was prosperous. Prices
have fallen, and bread is within reach of the
industvious. But while the famine no
longer desolates, its dark shadow still hov-
ers over the land.  Multitudes have escap-
ed from the scourge only with their lives.
They have exhausted all their resources in
the struggle between life and death ; and
now, when bread is plenty, they arein dan-
ger of perishing from their helpless poverty.
Thousands of these unfortunates are just
drifting over the country in quest of com-
passionate hearts and hands. It is impos-
sible to estimate the numbers of these that
succumb in their desperate cfforts to pro-
long mere existence.

In Oroomiah, the locality of the principal
Presbyterian Missions, great numbers of
these wretched creatures havesought a tem-
porary home in the villages and city. To
these refugees of the southern districts of
the country, Mohammedans in faith, the
sympathies and charities of the miss'on
have been largely extended.  Huadreds of
them have been aided to return to their
houses with vague hopes of reconstructing
seattered families and fortuncs,

To hundreds of others food and other
necessaries have been regvlarly supplied
throagh the past months. A large room
and court have been hired where the poor
asgemble every day. A Nestorian helper
of character and experience, has charge of
the distriburions of bread among them.

At noon the door of the room is opened
and the crowd of hungry ones file in. On

a given day 312 is the mumber meuntioned
as having presented themselves for the por-
tion allotted to them, or to the families they
represent.

Upon their assembling the Missionary in
charg e delivers a short discourse on the life
and teachings of Jesus Christ. Their cager
attention is most gratifying. Now and
then they nod assent, and sometin.es, too,
the tears are seen trickling down their
wan faces as the stories of a Redcemer’s
unselfish love, so new to them, touch their
bearts.

“ A day ortwo since,” says Mr. Coam
““the room where the preaching is held was
so crowded that some had to stay outside
by the windows. When deacon Yosip, 3
convert, finished talking he gave ont the
bread.  One poor man who had beds lists.
ing outside failed to get his portion  The
deacun expressed Lis regret, but the nuas
replied ¢ Never mind, I have eaten thie het-
ter bread—these gracious words of Jesus
which you have spoken.” He went away
happy. .

These people are questioned each day op
what they heard the day hefore, and though
they belong 10 the more simple-mindeland
ignorant of the Persian Mussulman popu-
lation, it is surprising how they treisurep
the trath they hear on these occasi.ns.

The missionaries often visit their wretch
ed haunts in the city, to ascertain Ly per
sonal observation their condition and needs.
‘When necessary, places are rented for them,
clothing is supplied and the sick are furnish-
cd with soup. Mr. Coan again writes, * To-
day we foand a poor boy relating to hismo-
ther and several others the subject of the
day’s discourse with deep interest. Inap-
other place—a mere hole—whera five wer
huddled together, the same thing was going
on. The poor creaturcs seemed so have
forgotten their hunger in feasting wpon the
true bread of life. They really scemed to
be happy.”

“ One young man in going to his wretch
cd abode, Lept ejaculating, ¢ Praise to Jesus
A well dressed Mussulman met him anl
said, * Why do you give praise to the Sun
of Mary, He is nos your prophet? Wiy
do I,’ said he, “because I love to ; e luves
me, and I love to praise Ilim.””

One of the ladies of the mission frequent-
Iy meet the women and children by then
sclves, in the room mentioned, aud gist
them simple religious instruction. The
missionaries have also a systematic arrange-
ment for the extension of aid to those i1
distress among the resident population ef
the city and villages, both Christian aud
Mussulman.
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An English missionary in Persia wroto
during the femine in 1871 :

“It is impossible to hive in Persia at this
time and labor for the temporal and spiritual
goodof the people without feeling the strong-
est hopes that God in lis mery is preparing
this land for the light of His Gospel, and that
the famine is an instrument in His hand for
this end.  Nor is it the only instrument at
work,nor the only cause for entertaining such
hopes.  The Persians are a remarkably
thinking people. They never at any time
submitted their necks unquestioningly to
the galling yoke of Mohammedan bondage.
The tenets of theancient Magians, and
the legends of the ancient Persians, bhave
pever lost their hold on the mass of the
people.”

The Persian Emperor, the Shah, is now in
England on & visit of inquiry. He has
aanounced his intention to introduce re-
forms into his Kingdom, and to bring his
people within the circle of modern civiliza-
uon. This Shah is the first Sovereign of
Persia who ever left the country except to
CAITY On WAI.

INFLUENGE OF MISSIONS.

We have already referred to the hand-
iome testimonial of $25,000 made to Dr.
Moffat by friends in Great Britain. On the
oceasion of making the present, Samuel
Motley, M. P., made the following state-
ment which should be read and remember-
ed:

_“By far the most striking fruit of mis-
siom work in South Africa is witnessed
smong the Bechuana tribes across the
Orange River. When Mr. Hamilton and
B{r. Moffat crossed the river in 1820, those
tribes were almost unknown,. They proved
to be a most iuteresting people, with strance
cistoms and & rich language. But thgy
were barbarous in the extreme, with indes-
cribable vices, and formed a state of society
amongst which only a benevolent heart
tould live in comfort. Mutual jealousies
and individual ambition kept up ‘incessant
wars, which were carried on with heartless
eruelties, and produced appalling misery.
But the two colleagues set sheir faces
tteall; together to recover and reform
these suffering and decraded masses of hu-
mamty. In 1824 they commenced their
settied station at the Kuruman, and as the
expericnced eye beheld in its neble fountain
and stream sure guarantees o' that material
prosperity which should ever cover the land
vith beauty, and satisfy the wants of man
ad Least, so the compassionate heart saw
in the fountain of the Saviour’s love open-

ed up for the first time, that stream of liv.
ing water which should cure all sorrow in
removing all sin, and should brighten the
darkness of mortal life by visions of a ver-
fect immortality. With patient toil, sen-
tence by sentence, and word by word, they
gathered and wrote the strange but beautl-
ful language. Making themselves servants
to all, they showed the people how to irri-
gate fields and gardens, to plant and to pre-
serve trees; they visited them in their sick-
ness, they taught them buman duty, and
told them of Divine love. And while the
objects of their care thought them to be run-
a vays from their own nation, and in ignor-
ant ingratitude tried to drive them away
from the country, they adhered to their pur-
pose, and spared neither strength, nor time,
nor speech, if by any means these outcasts
might at length be saved. So, amud the
dry and blinding heat, the sparks lew from
the anvil, the medicine chest was daily op-
ened, the printing press produced primers
and lessons, hymn books, and Gospels; in
the daily schools were taught chiefs and
people, old and young ; the Sabbath grew
into an institution; and the Gospel in all
its elevating and sanctifiying power was
eloquently preached. Itcould not be preach-
in vain. The wise counsel which was equal
to all emergencies ; the strong arm which
conld repair a waggon wheel; the skiliful
hand which could set & broken bone or mend
a gunlock ; and the eloquent tongue which
in melliflous Sichuana told sach wondrous
tales about heaven and earth, and Divine
lIove, and a stranze resurrection from the
dead, from the first exercised a& potent in-
fluence over the people, and drew alleyes to
the little band of white teachers who had
settled at the Kuruman, and who did so
much good.”

After referring to the improvement in
the habits, dress, and social condition of
the natives as the result of missionary
work, the narrative was sumnmed up as fol-
lows:

“ Notwithstanding all opposition, all aa-
cient customs, the truth of Christ preached
by the missionary brethren has made its
way far into the interior of the country.
War has greatly diminished between the
tribes ; English travellers and traders jour-
ney everwwhere in safety ; houses, wagons,
clothing, and the arts are increasingamong
the people ; seventy thousand pounds’ worth
of English goods are annually introduced
among them ; the ideas and the experience
of these socluded races are being stweadily
enlarged, and houest trade and Christian
teaching are giving liberty to serfs and sub-
jects, and are breaking down the slavery of
many generations. The demand for Looks
has steadily incrcased on every side, and
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Christian civilization is making rapid pro-
gress.”

The Gospel is the best, the cheapest, tho
only means of civilizing the Heathen. Wit-
ness the expericnce of the United States.
In one year—in 1864—an Indian war cost
Seventeen Million Doliars, and resulted in
nothing but the death of some twenty or
thirty Indian warriors. A few mission-
aries among those tribes would have secur-
ed their good behaviour at a thousandth
part of the cost. This is only one out of
inaumerable illustrations that might e
produced.

THE LATE JOUN MGDOUGALL.

John McDougall was the son of John
McDougall and Euphemia Bethune, beinyg
the youngest of ten children, five brothers
and five sisters, and horn after his father’s
death, at Glen-Urqubart, near Lochness, in
Inverness-shire, Scotland, on the 15th
March, 1805. is parents were in humble
circumstances, but respectable and religious.
His mother especially was a woman of
sterling piety, sound judgment, and clear
understanding ; being descended from the
Bethunes of the Isle of Skye, whose ances-
tors were once celebrated Physicians in
Mull, Islay and the Western Isles of Scot-
land.  Under her training he was brought
up from his childhood, like Timothy, in the
knowledge of the holy Scriptures, and in
the fear of the Lord. Often did he speak
of her in after Iife, making mention of her
name with peeuliar tenderness and affection,
and decply scnsible of the gieat debt of
gratitude which he owed her. "In carly life
he had opportunities of hearing the Gospel
from the lips of those eminent and godly
servants of Christ, the Rev. John Kennedy
of Kedcastle, and the Rev. Dr. John Me-
Donald, Ferintosh. He also associated with
good and pious men, such as Mr. John
piclonald, the Cathechist, of Glen Urqu-
hart, whom the Rev. John Kennedy of
Dingwall, in his work on the Ross-shire
Fathers, calls the “ Turretine of the men,”
on account of the extent and accuracy of
his theological knowledge. Under the in-
struction of such men, young McDougall
grew up to manhood, and became well
versed in Scriptural learning; and being
possessed of good natural parts he soon at-
tained to a degree of theological knowledge
which is not asual among men of his age
and position in life.  In lus earlier years he
also visited Inverness, Nairn, Auldearn
and Ardelach, where he met with several
intelligent christians and godly men, who
were futhers in the Church.

In the mounth of June, 1828, when he was
above twenty-three years of age, ho emi.
grated from his native land to Nova Scotia.
After living for some years in different
parts of the County of Pictou, he settled at
last at Blae Mountain, together with his
fellow-countrymen there, who were then
under the pastoral care of the Rev. Donald
A. Fraser of McLellan’s Mountain.  Here
he married Jessy the daughter of Roderick
McDougall, by whom he had children, twy
of whom survive him, & son and daughter.
His wife died 22nd March, 1843, le was
left & widower with two small children, and
in September, 1843, he married Janet Me.
l1'4‘cmmn, his second wife, wWho now survives
him.

At the Disruption in 1843 and 1844 he
cast in his lot with the Free Church o
which he continued a consistent and faith.
ful member till his death. lle was ordain.
ed an Elder of the Free Churchin 1848,
during the ministry of the Rev. Alex.
Campbell, of Lochaber and St. Mary’s, now
of Strathalbyn, P. E. I. He discharge
the duties of the Eldership with great
efficiency and faithfuluess ; he was & guide
and counsellor to his brethren of the kirk
session; and in cases of perplexity anl
doubt they always applied to him for ad-
vice, when by his aid and direction their
difficultics would be speedily removed and
explained.

In the month of December, 1855, he was
seized with inflamnmation of the lungs
which greatly impaired his health and
sowed the seeds of disease in his constii-
tion from which he never thoroughly re
covered s0 as to be the same man in health
and vigour that he was before. Becaus
of his infirmitics he often compared himseif
to a man waiting tor the ferry-boat to con-
vey him across the River. IHe felt sume
what like the Apostle who had a desire to
depart and be with Christ which wwas far
better, knowing that while he was at home
in the body he was absent from the Lord.
but willing rather to be absent from the
body and to be present with the Lord,
nevertheless he waited patiently till the ap-

ointed hour came. In the same way as

dr. Guthrie wished for a speedy transla-
tion like Dr. Chalmers and Dr. Welsh, so
he often expressed to the writer his desire
that he might be taken home in a simiiar
manner. Mis prayer was heard; during
the last twelve months he was in a feclle
statc of health but able to go about. On
Sabbath the 15th June he was presentat
the dispensativn of the Lord’s Supper at
Springville. On the 22nd June Le joived
the communion at Baruey’s River for the
last time. On Monday, the 23rd, he went
to New Glasgow, attended public worship
in John Knox’s Church, on the sacramental
thanksgiving day, thereafter visited several
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friends and appeared to be in better health
than was usual with him of late. During
the week he was quite vigorous and able to
move about, visiting a number of his
friends and neighbours, whoum he had not
seen for some time before.  On Monday,
the 30th June, he was in his ordinary state
of health ; besween nine and ten o’clock, P.
M, he went out and tuld hus son that the
Synod had scttled the marriage question
satisfactorily. At 10 o'clock he went to
bed as usual, but awoke and got ap between
11 and 12 o’clock, when he sat down at the
fireside for a short time, gasping for want
of breath, after which he was conveyed
back to bed by his wife and son, and being
in bea for a few minutes quite conscious
that his end was necar at hand, he turned
his face to the wall as if to pray, and
breathed his last a little before one o’clock
in the morning of Tuesday the first day of
July, 1873, being urwards of 68 years of
age. The immortal spirit took hus depar-
ture 0 the eternal world.

The want of his bodily presence is felt by
the whole congregation, and by none more
than by the writer, who fecls somewhat
like Elisha, after Elijah was taken from
him, when he cried out, “ My father, my
father, the chariot of Israel and the horse
men thereof,” or like Alexander Peden
when he sat down wearied and moarnful at
Cameron’s grave, aud exclaimed, “Oh!
to be with thee, Ritchie!” The members
of the Church of Christ at Blue Mountain
may adopt the words of King David upon
the death of Abner, “Kunow ye not that
there is & prince and & great man fallen this
day in Israel”  There is mo other single
porson in that congregation whose death

-would have been so wuniversally felt as
causing such a great and extensive blank
in the christian community of that place.
This was clearly seen on” the day of his
funpml, for notpnly did the whole congre-
gation gather together, but many also came
from the neighbouring congregations, from
New Glasgow, McLellan’s Mountain, East
River, Barney’s River, and fro.n St. Mary’s
There was a large concourse of people; it
was supposed that nearly 300 persons as-
ssmbled on that occasion. An unusual
number of the females of the congiegation
were also present to testify their grief and
thesr respect for their departed friend.

He was remarkable for his kindness and
benevolence towards all; hie was umversal-
Iy beloved hy old and young, high and low,
neh and poor; and he often proved a wise
and fanhful counsellor to inquiring souls
who were seeking the way to Zion but
cuuld not clearly see the path.

He was very zealous to advauce the cause
of Christ; the prosperity of Zion was his
chef care.  According to his means he was
very biberal in his contributions for religious

objects which he performed in a systematic
manner. For this end he adopted a plan
for laying by him in store according as the
Lord had prospered Lim. At the end of
every week he laid aside a certain rate per
pound or per dollar, for every dollar re-
ceived, which he placed in the Lord’s
treasury to be devotud to Lim. This he
reckoned to be sacred muney, notto be
touched, nor used for any other purpose,
except for something in connection with
the cause of Christ, either at home or
abroad.

In ccclesiastical and theolugival questions
he took a deep interest. LI'he Marriage
Afhaity Question gave him great concern.
Last year went up to Halifax to attend the
Synod which met there, for the purpose of
hearing the discussion of that su gect. He
lived to hear the decision of the Synod at
"T'ruro, on this question, anl this wag the
last thing on earth in whicl he took an in-
terest. He was highly pleased with the
decision, and expessed lis delight some-
what like old Simon when Le said, * Lord,
now lettest thou thy servaut depart in
peace, for mine ¢yes have scen thy salva-
tion.” .

STATISTICS OF ST. JOHN PRESBYTERY,

The following is the Report (slightly
abridged) of the Cemmittee on Statistics
of the Presbytery of St. John. The Com-
mittee consisted of Revs. S. Houston and J.
C. Burgess:

The Adherents returned this year num-
ber 8,363, or, if there be 200 or su set down
for the stations in Victoria County, they
are about 8,600. The funilies are 1,697,
making allowance for the district just re-
ferred to, they are 1,750. The communi-
cants are 1,992, About the samne number
of accessions were made to full membership
last year as the previous one, namely, 158;
buy the removals by death and otherwise
are unusually numerous, amounting to
135. ‘The net gain has, therefore, been but
23, ‘The Ruling Elders are 104, being
an increase of 3. There are 37 Sabbath
Schools, 216 Teachers, and 1,732 Pupils,
heing an increase of 22 in the Teachers and
71 in the Pupils.

The census returns taken by Govern-
ment in 1871 were published a short time
ago, and it may be interest'n to compare
them with those mow presented to the
Presbyterv. Within your bounds are em-
braced 10 entire counties, Charlotte on the
west, the seven river counties and Albert
and Westmoreland on the east, together
with & slice of Kent. In these 10 counties
the census gives to our Synad a population
of 14,405, or if some allowance be made for
the column headed Presbyterians, some of
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whom without doubt belong to us, they
will be over 15,000. Comparing these
figures with those presented to the Pres-
bytery now, it appears that not less than
7,000 of a population, claiming to belong
to the Synod, are nevertheless outside the
control of the Preshytery.
FINANCE.—MINISTERIAL INCOME.
The stipend paid last year to 18 pastors,
amounted in the agpregate to $9,408,
against $8,289 paid to 15 the previous
year. Itistoo bad thata decline in the
average stipend must be reported.  In last
Report the average was set down at $840
nearly, now it is only §522.66. Of course
the average does not reveal the worst fea-
tures in the picture. When the stipends of
the three ministers in the city and of St.
Stephen are subtracted from the aggregate
sum, the average of the remaining fourteen
amounts to no more than $393. The
working man who gets a dollar and a
uarter per day for each working day of
the year zets within an insignificant trifle
of that sum. More need not he said to
show the disgrace that is involved in keep-
ing ministers of the gospel at that figure.
And that is the average of the 14, there
are some cven below that. Iven when
the $1,000 of supplement is added to that
the average is no more than $464. It may
seem to sume that all the hardship connect-
ed with what Dr. Guthrie characterized as
& “scandalous maintenance” falls to the lot
of the country pastor only with his small
salary. His cawse is hard enough doulitless,
yet there is a question whether the pastor
of the city and the town, with a salary ap-
parently much larger, be in the end more
at case in the things of the world than his
rural brother. In scveral cases there is
some improvement however, over the pre-
vious year. Six congregations increased
the salaries of their pastors by a total of
89231. ‘These are St. James, Sussex and
Union, Harvey, Londonderry and Campbell
Settlement, Salt Springs and lHammond
River, and DBocabec, Waweig and St.
George. In the congregation last named,
however, the pastor writes that while he
got more last year than he has got in any
year since ke entered the ministry, more
than 27 years aygo, yet the increase is due
to new stations that hie has opened lately
and not tu growing liberality on the part
of the old. That increase of $231 is, how-
ever, rendered partially nugatury by a de-
crease that has affected three other congre-
gations to the amountof $183. These are
Prince William, Moncton, and Springfield
and English Settlement. The bulk of the
decrease belongs to the first. The net in-
crease is therefore no more than $48.
MISSIONS.

It is gratifying to have to report that the

contributions reported now as given to the
schemes of the church are 50 per cent,
above what was reported last year. Part
of the increase is doubtless owing to the
the fact that congregations heretofore va
cant, and therefore giving little or nothing,
have got settled and now give with some
measure of liberality. Last year 76 dis.
tinet contributions were reported as given
to six schemes; this year there are 99,
That, however, would account but for 30
percent. of the increase. Honce the growth
is more or less spread over the Presbytery.
Last year it was reported that four congre.
gations wero withous a blank; this year
there are nine. Twelve congregations Lave
have increascd their contribution~ by s
total of &513, and we may add to this
S$114 for three congregations and & sta.
tion that gave nothing before, making a
gross increase of $627. Four congrege
tions have decreased to the amount of 837,
The net increase therefore is $540. Of
those that have increased their contribu.
tions, there are several that deserve special
mention. The contributions given by
Carleton are fourfold what they were be.
fore, Fredericton three and a half, and by
St. David’s two and a half nearly. In
Moncton, too, the increase has been 70 per
cent. Let the two years be now compared
as to each scheme separately. Asrepurtel
now 16 congregations have given to the
Synod Fund 8138, the previous year 13
gave S104.  As reported now, 14 congre-
gations have given to Ministerial Educa-
tion $161, as against $111 by 11 congregs-
tions. 18 Congregations have given to
Home Missions 8314, as against $203 by
13—increase over 50 per cent. 20 congre-
eutions have given to the Supplement.
Fund $384, as against $254 by l4—in-
crease fully 50 per cent. 18 congregations
have given to )goreign Missions &508, as
against $268 by 14—incrgase 80 per cent.
13 congregations or Sabbath schouls have
given $253 to the Duyspring and to the
Church and Manse at San Fernando, s
against $213 by 10. The whole amount
given to the schemes of the church was
$1,759, as against $1,193 in 1871, As
usual, there are in the amounts given.by
congregations grave discrepancies which
caunot be explained sufficiently by nem-
bers or wealth, or both together.  One cour
gregation, St. David's Church, gave 20 per
cent. of the whole amouant. Two congre-
gations, St. David’s and Calvin Charches,
gave 36 per cent. of the whole amount
The congregation that stands at the head
of the list this year ought to take that po-
sition, as all know its numbers and weslth
demand that it should, but it will hardly
be claimed that the second and third on
the list are the second and third in numbers
and wealth in this Presbytery. The aver
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age given to the schemes of the chureh is
soll Jess than a dollar ®r communicant.
One congregation does not net 25 cents
per communicant, In contrast with that
wo have Moncton giving at the rate of $2
er member; Fredericton, €1.62; St.
David’s and Calvin Churches, $1.49; Sus-
sex, Union and Studholin, $1.20; and some
two or three others, $1 and upwards.

No prayer meeting is reported as heing
held in Prince William and Salt Springs.
No Bible Class is held in St. James’, Sus-
sex, Moncton, Londonderry, Salt Springs
and Bocabec. In Prince William and
Baillie, Bible Classes appear to be particu-
larly well attended. Insix cases there are
no answers given to the query regarding
the families that ohserve family worship,
while in othery the answers given are not
very definite.

There is a slight increase in the circula-
tion of the Record. Last year it was 650
this year some 683. The increase is most
marked in Carleton, Baillic and Richmond.
The average circulation is perhaps as high
asinany Presbytery in the Synud; but
were all the congregations equal to two or
three, the eirculation would be double what
itis. There is not a copy for every two
families in circulation yct, while in four or
five of the congregations two-thirds of the
families take it.

Heligions Fntelligenee,

Frightful Massacre at the Fiji Is-
lands.

By the arrival of the Pride of Viti, which
came into port on Thursday morning last,
the full particulars have atlength arrived of
the late frightful tragedy on the Ba River.
News arrived in Levuka last week of this
truly hornble occurrence; but it was still
hoped that it would turn out to be one of
the tales the natives are so fond of circulat-
ing, and that thoagh perhaps founded on
fact the particulars furnished might tuia
out to be in the main untrue. Iowever,
the details brought by the steamer leave no
doubt that a hurrible murder has been com-
mitted ; aid the unly question now (and it
is to be feared that it will prove a very
grave problem to svlve) is, how cffectually
w check the repetition of such frightfui oc-
currences and at the same time to so ar-
range matters with the least possible effus-
ion of blood ; for in the interests of humani-
ty each man, otic and all, much natarally
wish not for Ulind, bratal, Llood-thirsty
vengeance, but for speedy, strong, and effce-

tual justice. The circumstances of the out-
rage can be brictly told, and perhaps it is
well not to linger too long on the sickening
details.  From all that can be gathered, the
mountaineers who had threatened Mr.
Burns many times came down in foree to
the number of about 200, and concealed
themselves in the cotton during the night,
Mr. Burns when proceeding to call i
labour in the moruing was rushed at snd
almost instantly tomalawked. The mur
derers seem to have divided, and while part
attacked the labour—massacring twenty.
vue of them—the remainder attacked the
house. Mrs. Burns and lier three children
were  brutally slaughtered, their budies
being covered with woands, and every a.ti-
cle of furniture, fittings, or anuything of the
surt in the huuse was utterly smashed and
rained by the insensate rage of these bloud-
intoxicated semi-demons. One of the la-
bourers, a Tanna man, fled to the planta
tion of Mr. M'Intosh about three mifes dis-
tant and gave the alarm.  That gentleman
immediately dispatched his two oserscers,
with 30 or 40 armed labourers, to the scens,
where they arrived just in time to save the
budies from becoming the material of a can-
nibal-debauch. The bodies of the unfurta-
rate labourers, however, by the inutilation
they had sustained, showed too plainly the
work of man-eaters, and portions uf their
corpses have no doubt fiygured in the horri-
ble orgies of these devil-worshippers. An
inquest was held on the remains, and a ver-
dict returned to the effect that the unforw-
nate deceased were murdered by the Kai
Colos, together with a rider strongly cen-
suring the Government for their late action,
to which the neighbouring settlers, quite
disregarding the previous threats of the
mountaineers, which date over a period of
about two years, ascribe their mefancholy
fute. ‘Lhe greatest excitement prevails
throughout the district, and the setders
have—as one man—~—collected to defend the
remaining residents of the Ba,  When the
news first reached Levuka an excited public
mceting was held, and a small foree left o
Saturday night—personal fricuds of Mr.
John Berry, who was then in town—to do-
fend his house and goods from outrage.
On Sunday, Lieutenant Pritchard, withs
few whites aud ahout fifty or sixty native
troops, left for the scene of action, and the
Minster for Native Affairs has since follow-
ed. The Government are straining cverv
nerve, and mustering all the forces at their
disposal, besides calling for volunteersto
protect the lives of the settlers, as well asto
punish the atrocious miscreants who have
committed this awful crime ; and it is sie-
cerely to be hoped that party differences
will not be allowed to hinder them in their
rightcous wrath—ZLcruka Gazette, Fé-
ruary 15,

The
tials with which they meet in their pers
sonal affairs, and the apparent difficulties
in the way of the progress, so distress
them, that some questivn whether they are
called to the ministry. Alas! the faith of
srme fails, and they quit the struggle, but
lurger views would give them comfort.

Ttis to be expected that there will be
much in the experience of the church of
God and of individual believers, that will
be trying to faith and patience.

Often most straight, however,
snd rapid, in mountainous and difficult
regions ; and nsost crooked, like our Mis-
sissippi, where the earth is most level and
flast. It is turned, amidst the hearts of
kings and men, by the foot ot the great
Husbandman, in a way which ounr finite
understanding find it hard to be assured
is wise and good. Yet from its fountain
toits mouth, every mile of its course, in
theeves of angels and beings who kmow
more than we, is full of beauty, shines with
the .eflection of heavenly light, and is the
means of blessings and benefits beyond
price to the people mpon its bosom or its
shores.

Christian minister, Christian students,
fnend of Jesus, whatsocver your name or
position, De not afraid. The River of Life
wwidening. Itis deepening. There are
are upon its surface innamerably more
vessels, great and small, and now we see
the sails and flags of kingdoms and people
which never appeared upon it before, The
nations of them which are saved ride joy-
fully upon its peaceful waves. The kings
of the earth do bring their glory and honor
4 © lauoch upon it.

Let us not be troubled by the ripples, of
the gusts of wind, or of the currents and
tides, over rocks and shoals, or by the
bends in its conrse.  There have been far
greater dangers and troubles higher up in
the stream. Let us rejoice that we are
where we are.  Let us get as much of our
earthly treasure as we «an, our gold and
silver, into the ship with us. Let us use
every means to collect all vur hindred, and
a great company of souls fiom our own
and other landy, to join us as wespread all
#ail and press onward in the present estaary
whenee the River of Lite shall suon spread
into the propletic “sea of glory.”

Tue Canada Presbytorian church is doing
a very good work in foreiyn missions—in
which are included missions to the Indians.
The receipts to this fund last year were
$12,425.07. The missions in Brtish Co-
lumbia have been transferred tv the Home
Misgion Board, the Board ot Foreign Mis-
sions having had control of them for twelve
years, and spent $25,000 upon them. The
Saskatchewan Mission reported in August,
1872, 33 communicants, and 24 scholars in
the school. A gratifying report was made
ot the work accomplished by Mr. Mackay,
in the island of Formosa. The Board of
Home Missions reported receipts, $21,242.-
90. ‘They have 123 mission stations, and
53 supplemented coungregations. ‘Lhe in-
crease in contributions to this cause from
1861 to 1673 had been four times the
amount of contributions in 1861.
