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A USEFUL BOOK.

. The Society for the Propagation of the Gospel
hasrecently published, in a cheap and con

venient form, an excellent Digest of its Records |
from 1701 to 1832. It is justly described by |
the Archbishop of Canterbury as “a most |

complete and fascinating account of the work
of the Society from the very beginning, full of
interest in its narrative and full of vividness in
its-touches.”

Every country, in' which this Venerable
Socicty has worked, comes under review in its
turn, and its Ecclesiastical History is given
succinctly and sufficiently. A record is also

given of all thé missionaries whom the Society
has supported during the past 191 years, nearly
8,700 in number.

The work is illustrated by portraits of the

fourteen Archbishops of Canterbury, who lave
been the Society’s presidents, of Bishop Seabury,
the first Bishop of the United States, of Dr.
Inglis, the first Uolonial Bishop, and of the
Rev. G. Keith, the first wissionary sent to
America. It is a volume of 1000 pages and is
0% issued at the very moderate price of seven
thillivgs and six-pence post free. It is of
especinl interest to the Diocese of Quebec, and
thould be in the hands of all who are concesned
in the promotion of Missionary Work.

Mrs. Jones, in her lifetime, was conspicuous
for her deeds of charity, her kindness of heart
and her sympathy with the poor, the sick and
the suffering. The window is an appropriate
memorial of one who posseszed to so eminent a
degree these truly Christian qualities.

It represents Dorcas, of whom we read in
the ninth chapter of the Acts distributing food
and clothing to starving men, women and

children. The text illustrating it is from Prov. |

xxxi, 20. **She stretcheth out her hand to
the poor: yes, she reacheth forth her hands
to the needy.” At the base runs the follow-
ing inscription. *:To the glory of God, and
in loving memory of Mary, wife of Edwin
Allen Jones, who entered into rest January
1st, 1894." The sentiment of the desizn is
very touching and devotional, the colouring
rich, yet not opaque, and the generl execution
reflects great credit uponMessts.

Missionary Meeting in Quebec
City.

The semi-aunual meeting of th. Board of
Manugement of the Domestic »nd Foreign!
Missionary Society of the Church »f England !
in Canada, was held in Quebec, on the 1luth
and 11th of Qctober.

In connection with this a public Missionary
Meeting was bheld in the Tara Zall on the
evening of the 10t. The weather was un-
fortunately most unpropitious, and the attend-
anceconsequently notas large aswasexpected.

The Lord Bishop of Turoato presided and
the opening Litany was said by Rev. Dr.
Mockridge. Hymns weresung at the opening
and also between the diffcrent specches and
during the collection.

The Bishop of Toronto, in opening the
meeting, explained that the Socicty had been
called into being by a Canon of the Provincial
Synod, and that on the principle that all bap-
tized Christians were members of Christ's
Church, so all those i Canada were consid-
ercd members of this Society. The scheme
was alarge one, but no larger than the com-
mission of Qur ...essed Lord to His discipies.
The Board had not met in Quebec for some

years back, but both by the offerings from ting
Diocese and by the voice of its delegates, itg
interest i the welfare of the Society was made
known to the Board. The Society not only sup-
purted missivnariesin ourown country but m .
foreign lands. In the Empire of Japan they hada
most interesting field in o section of country
which ha:d been set apoart by the Bishop in
Japan for work by Canadian missionaries, and
there they now bad five missionatvies and two
female medical missionaries, who were doing a

Revd. Osborne aroop, of St. Martin's,
Montreal, was the next speaker and delivered
an exceedingly stirring and serious address,
referring to the fact that $00,v00,000 of hmman
biengs had never heard the name of Chast
while the number of coaverts from heathenizm
duting the present century had not excecded
four millions. No less than 33 Cliristiess souls
passed into cternity every minute, so that the
need for Christian and missionary cffort was
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simply awful. Yet there were tens of thous-
andsof professing Christians who never troub-
ledthemselvesatall as to thecry of the destitute
heathen. How often did we pour out our inter-~
cessions at the throne of grace for their
conversion ? None of us could escape from the
order : ‘“Go ye into all the world and
Ereach the Gospel to every ecreature.” It

ad been said that we can all go, —help
go or let go. If we did none of these, then
were we indeed renegade subjects of the King
who said : ‘“Go and preach the Gospel
to every creature.” Had we ever taken our
children, those we brought to God to baptism
and that He gave back to us to train for Him,—
had weever taken them upon our knees with
us to pray for the extensior of Christ's king-
dom? Had we told them of the millions of
heathen children, boys and girls like them-
selves, who had never heard the sweet story
of old nor the invitation © Suffer little chil-
dren to» come untome.”’ Children wete impress-
ionable and the fire once kindled in their young
minds, we might be quite sure that, when they
grew up, they would either go themselves,let go
or help go.

An exceedingly brilliaut speech was made
by the Bishop of Nova Scotia, who dwelt upon
the wantsof the domestic missonary field, espec-
ially in Algoms, and of the very languid inter-
est taken in all missionary work by man
professing Christians, whose selfish ~church-
manship and solely congregational connection
he described as akind uf religious club. They
were far too much taken up with their own
concerns. His Lordship compared the condi-
tion of churchmen in the wild district of
Algoms. with that of Eastern Canadian cities,
and spoke of the neocessity, from a national
standpoint, of welding the puuple of Ganada
into & nation, and by means of foreign mis-
sions of encompassing the good of the whole
human race.

After an offering had been made towards
the funds of the Board, the Chairman closed
the meeting by pronouncing the Benediction.

Provineial Woman's Auxiliary

A meeting of the Board of Management
of the Provincial Woman’s Auxiliary was
hc-lrll in Quebec, on October the 11th and
12th,

Thero was a Celebration of the Holy
Conununion in §t., Matthew’s Church at

9.30 a.m., when the Celebrant was the Rev,

L. Williams, Rector, assisted by the Rev.
A. J. Belfour, of St. Puter's, and the Rev.
J. Osborne Troop, who gave an :loguent
and helpful address.

The business meetings took place in the
Parish Room of the above Chirch, which
was kindly placed at the disyosal of the
Auxilisvy. The President, Mrs. Tilton,
presided with her well known ability and
tact.

The reports showed that since the last
meeting in Septenber, 1893, the number
of Branches has increased from 381 to
412, and the membership from 9,904 to
10,500, but in neither case are all repovt-
ed, many of the Parochial Branches failing
to furnish returas.

The bales sent out last year numbered
533, this year 626, increasc 93.

The Treasurer reported a receipt of
§$18,993.20; of this $1,141.12 was raised
by the Junior Branches, which number
133, containing 3,313 members.

The Educational Comnmittee reported
several children of Missionariesas benefit-
ting by this department of the wors of
the Auxiliary. .

During the past year the Monthly Let-
ter Leaflet has been enlarged by the addi-
tion of four pages representing the work
of the Provincisl Woman's Auxiliary.
The circulation is now 7,000. The many
Lady Missionaries in the North-West,
supported by the Woman's Auxiliary, are
doing good work, and so is Miss Jennie

Y | Smith, Medical Missionary to Japan, who

has recently been honoured by being ask-
ed to take charge of a Japanese huspital,
and now of the Red Cross Society, about
to be formed to nurse the wounded sent
home from the seat of war. REighteen
months ago Miss Smith and her pupils
were only allowed to witness an operation
as a great compliment. The change speaks
for itself in testimony of Miss Smith's
work.

The Quebec Diocesan Branch enterwin-
ed the visiting members of the Woman's
Auxiliary and of the Board of Domestic and
Foreign Missions, in the Church Hall, on
Thursday evening, when a very pleasant
time was spert.

1st Paper by the Bev. W, 2'. Horsythe,

People of township parishes are mainly of
three classes. (1) Adherents to the Church.
(2) Romanists and Scctarians, (3) Indifferent.
Our work as Parish Priests is chiefly amongst
classes 1 and 3, viz : to build up our own people
in the faith, and to bring toa saving knowledge
f that faith those now ignorant of it.

This i3 the aim and object of all healthy
Parochial work. The Ordination charge bids
us ¢ seek out the sheep of Christ dispersed
abroad.”

Evangelistic work may be considered :

(1) In relation to nominal members of our
own flocks.

(2) In relation to those without.

{I) Parochial Missions are becoming part of
the regular machinery of the Caurch’s work
and Parochial Retreats are intended to revive
spiritual life in nominal membess.

Every Parish Priest must acknowledge the
need of seasons of spiritual awakening, Every
parish has a tendency to lapse into a state of
carelessness,

The object of a Mission is to awaken and
teach. Teaching must be complete, both as to
Gospel truths and distinctive Church doctrine.

The emotional and intellectual faculties must
be appealed to. The Mission Preacher should
be other than the Parish Priest. Old truths,
presented in new lights, attract and rivet atten-
tion. The chief value of a Mission is its pro-
tracted nature.

A Mission, properly conducted, produces a
more spirituat relation between Priest and
People. A lack of this knowledge of our peo-
ple’s spiritual life is a hindrance to healthy
Parish Work.

(II) Wehave & duty to souls within our

religious body are under the care of the Church.
The Church tobe a live one must be niissionary
and aggressive. True Evangelistic work will
build ap the Church in every parish, Methods
will vary according to circumstances, but will
include informal School-Tlouse seivices, distri-
bution of plain tracts on Church doctrines and
house to house visitation, There is absolute
need of reviving the affections of people, of
kuowing them and their knowingus : of defi-
nite dugwatic teaching and of vigurous Evange-
listic propaganda in our Country Missions.

Ree, L, HTusbind was at one time very con-
servative as to the Church's services being held
in any other than Church buildingg, but now
he felt the need of some special form of service
for use in school-houses.

Ree. Principal Adams did not think any
other than the Book of Common Prayer, adapted
according to circumstances, wes needed for
the successful interesting and edifying of
school-house congregations. He felt sure of
this from astual experience, and he quoted the
similar impressions of an English clergyman
recently in this country, who had helped him to
conduct a service or two of that kind. He
believed that the school-house services offered
special opportunities for teaching the actual
use and the love of the Prayer Beok.

Canon  Foster spoke of Bishop Whipple's
pioneer work and his ractice of carrying about
with him everywhere a number of Prayer
Books and Hymn Books, which would be
used under varying circumstances, and alluded
to a similar practice being just as important in
this country.

Rev. Eraest King did not suppose there conld
be much difference of opinion as to the impor-
tance of school-house services. Few clexrgyman
conlu be present who did not know that the
developement of the Chwich’s work and the
opening of new Missions, which hau taken place
in recent yeurs throughout those townships,
was mainly due to those very school-house ser-
vices, fostered now and then in fitting localitics
by the holding of well conducted Missions.

The Bishop thought Mr. Robertson’s sug-
gested plen might be tried. In England he
believed it was generally felt that once in ten
years was often enough to hold a general Mis-
sion in a city like London for example, His
lordship agrced with what had been said about
Canon Bullock as a Missioner. He felt, how-
ever, that, perhan3 his work was not individual
enough by a han to hand and heart to heart
contact. In vie.7r of success a spirit of ex-
pectancy should ‘nvariably be induced by well
planned preparations and careful announce-

ments. He had himself witnessed the attrac.
tion of Missions for outsiders and alluded toa
special service with open-air preaching which
tooh slace in Peterborough last year, when ¢
had the yprivilege of addressing hundreds ot
s¢gll sorts and conditions' under the broad
canopy of heaven, The Bishop asked, if the
preachers of the various denominations insisted
definitely upon their own peculiar tenets, and
yet gained adherents, why should not we ? Only
let us not forget that God alone ¢‘can give the
increase.” He thought tle Prayer Book con-
tained all that was needed for school-house
services. All depended upon the judicious and
reverent way in which it was used. His lord.
ship concluded these summarising remarks by
expressing thankfulness that this first morning
session of the Conference had been of so happy
and beneficial a character.

Archdeacon Iloc remarked that it might be
helpful to many if his lordship would state
what he meant by the definite teaching to
whick he had alluded.

The Bishop replied that he referred to re-
pentance, farth and a good life of obedience in
adults as a preparation for Holy Baptism, and
then the further spiritual building of them up
by the help of the Church’s ordinances of Con-
firmation, Holy Communion and regular minis-
trations.

Tue CATHEDRAL AND ITS RELATION TO THE
Dirocest AND CHURCH AT LARGE.

1st Paper by the Very Rev. Dean Norman.

The Dean of Quebec gave a sketch of the
origin of the Cathedral system and of some
features to be noticed in the Cathedrals of the
0ld Foundation in England. He gave proofs
of the strong desire of many prominent Church-
men in Euélnnd, to increase the efficiency of
these anclent Institutions, and mentioned some
suggestions which might prove useful in adapt-
ing so important a feature to the needs of the
Church in Canado and the United States.

2nd Paper by the Rev. Canon Von Ifland.

Canon Von Iffland pointed out that the relations
of the Cathedra) to the Chur. "1 at large were in-
volved in its relation to the Diocese, and referred
to the constitution and uses of the Cathedral
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Church in primitive timegas the Mother Church
of the Diocese, whence radiated the light of reli-
gions truth in the surrounding district, che head-
quarters of the Bishap and his clergy, who went
forth to evangelize the pagans of the surround-
ing hamlets. He spoke of the applicatic. of
this prineiple in the Churcl’s Missions to the
matter at the present time. He quotec Bishop
Stillingfleet’s definition of the purpose and
character of Cathedral establishments as the
pattern ol worship to the whole Diocese, and
their further use as a ¢ Concilium Episcopi.”
He enumerated the various oificials and other
members of the Chapter, all at first existing in
the closest relation to the Bishop and traced
the causes of the strange coutradiction now
presented in England and elsewhere, by which
the Bishop has less authority in the Church of
which he is the titular h»»d than in any
other Church in his Diocese.

He drew attention to the more nominal ehar-
acter of many Cathedral establishments in
Canada and other colonies, where the attempt
has been made to graft the Cathedral system
upon a parochiul Church, concluded by a
reference to the Cathedral Church of All Saints,
Albany, asthe type of an establishment intended
to answer the requirements of the case under
existing conditions, an institution thoroughly
Diocesen in principle, with the Bishop as its
ex-officio head, the gomerning body chosen by
the Diocese, and itself the centre of organized
work in its various aspects of the devotional,
the charitable and tke educational.

DISCUSSION,

Rev. C. B. IPasher praised highly the scholar-
ly character of both papers. He suggested that
the Cathedral system known to the Old Coun-
try required adaptation to our very different
cirewmstances.

The Cathedral service should doubtless be 2
“model” to the whole diocese, but with this
comes the question, “What isa model service ¢
In England there is great variety even in the
Cathedrals. Should it not be ir the best sense
a Catholic service, modified according to circum-
stances ? At all events the Diocese ought to
aim at having a Cathedral of a true type and
well adapted to our needs,

Lural Dean Thompson said we required Jubf,
such o Cathedral as those modelled in the papers
read, but vur own Cathedrol was not the bond
of sympathy and help for the whole diocese, nor
the source of spiritual strength which it might
be. The clergy did not want the Cathedral
chapter nor any individual to come betveen
them and their Bishop.

Archdeacon Ryc said that a council of adviee
had indeed been appointed from amongst the
senior clergy, but the Bishop had never called
them togsther for advice, nor 'vas his lordship
bound to follow their advice, even if he should
ask it. To make our Cathedral more what it
should be, many changes in view of improving
its usefulness had Leen receutly brought about.

Canon Von Ifiand could not concrive what
objection could reasvnably be raised ageinst
the present constitution of the Cathedral chap-
ter, nor against the existence of a body of ad-
visets, whom the Bishop may consult if he
chooses and yet by whoin he is not controlled.

Dran Norman confirmed the statements made
by previous speakers in reference to the iw-
proved coudition of the Cathedral services and
attendance thereat, sad warmly disclaimed
for himself as Dean any lack of sympathy or of
fraternal concurrence with his clerical brethren
in the Diocese.

Rev, J. B. Debbage confirmed the existence
amongst some of the cleigy of the impression
expressed by Rural Dean Thompson.

The Bishop thereupon explained the nature
and power of the Cathedral Council.

Dr. Addams said the Canon of the Synod
crerting the C-*hedral staff was not made or
meant to govern the Bishop. He hought the
results of the Cathedral system in the diocese
had been so far good. He said this the more
freely, because neither prineipal nor other pro-
fessors had been included in the Cathedral
chapter. He believed the present discussion,
and anything which may have justly given rise
to it, would serve a wise purpose and work to-
gether for good.

Canon T'horncloc explained that, in the draw-
ing up of the Canon referred to, all the names
of the men who were destined to fili the offices
thereby created were utterly unknown to those
who, with himself, had part in helping the late
Bishop to prepare the Canon for consideration
by the Synod.
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Rev, T, L. Ball re narked that he Canon al-
iuded to was considered by manr to heve been
‘fultrn vires,” but as far as he knew n~ jealousy
at the time or since has existed in regard to the
“personnel” of the Jathedral staff. .

Dr Allnatt could see no reason why a Clerical
Council thould not be uppointed to advise the
Bishop.

Zev. T. IV, Fylesspoke in confirmationof Mr.
Thompson’s remarks.

The Bis" ap declared that the coldness in +he
Cathedral services, which had been complained
of, was disappearing. He did not think any
harm could come from the help of the Adv.sory
Council. He was certain from actual returns
that the Church of England popul:*ion in the
diocese was ipereasing, notwitustanding the
decrease of Evglish-speaking people as a whole.
They had now a well-ordered service in the
Cathedral and in all Saints’ Chapel. Certain
chuiges were asked for by geod Bishop 3Toun-
tain and were provided for by the late Bishop
‘Williams, From them he had received . great
heritage which he hoped to pass on to successors.

Necessity of early instruction in the reason-
ablencss of faith, for reason will never be con-
sciously untrue to itself ; also need of carefrl
teaching in the historic and catholic nature of
the Church of England.

B. Staful thoughts which come through the
undisciplined imagination. The rial of many
to whom the grosser forms of sia would be
abhorrent,

Evil thoughts however are not Sin unless the
pruvient will invites them to remaia.,

C. In prayer, the converse of evil thoughts,
True prayer har to att.in to, Wandering
thoughts in pri.ste prayer and especially in
public. Distractions varicus. Praying agninst
time. Our minds stray off to our doily duties
or the conducting of the service. No power of
concentrating onr thoughts,

Great need to acquire this, clse prayer will
become a deadiy formalism, and also, in order
that we may be able to bear with patience the
sufferings, God may bo pleased to send usin vhe
last illaess, wherein, like the martyrs of old, we
must set the seal to ourtestimony before otheis,
No zeal for works will justify negligence in
prayer.

D. Building castles in the air. Allowing the
mind to despise the present and dwell upon a
future which may never come, ambiuions under
a heavenly disguise. The one talent is buried
because it is only one, and the decey of the
soul-life hegins.

IT.—Intellcctual Indolence.

Loss of mental elesticity, growth and sym-
pathy, through idleness and neglect of reading,
or the following of soize particular fad. The
priest must keep his ~"- ¥ on. the alert to dis-
cever the truth “nat is ever struggling up
thirough the surface-exrors in the waves of
thougnt around us. Truth does not chary.,
but the Church’s message to any particularage
will vary according to the needs of that age.

II" —Intellectual Fatigue.

The feeling of depression and religious un-
concern after periods of hard work and spiritual
excitement. Often confounded with mental
indolence, but is me~:ly a temporary reaction
of the over-strained nervous system, and must
be borne patiently and with courage as one
would bear fatigue of the body.

IV.—Difficultics arising from the trend of
scieatific thouynt and teaching at the
present time.

1. Religious doubt. To wmost earnest minds,
who have had a previous religious training,
doubt is merely & morbid sensitiveness as to
what may be said against the truth and has
little to do with the subject in its abstract
form. It affects mainly those minds which at
another period of life may be afflicted with
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dovbts as to their bodily health or the trust-
worthiness of others, It must be met cheer-

fally, and if the soul struggles manfully, the[

cloud will puss anc peace ensue.

2. The attitude of science towards th: doctrine
of moral responsibility.
unsettlement of faithin these days, the aceept-

srceof prevalent scientific doctrines is exercising «

s sibtle modifying power over our conceptions
of personal responsi.ility.

Woe be to the priest whe justifies sin in him-
self or others on the principle conte _ed in the
doctrines of heredity, o. moral insanity or in
the light of statisticd, It is ours neither to
cordlemn nor to justify. Our message, to our-
selves and others, must clways be that of the
master, “Be ye therefore pesfect even as your
Fath.r which is in Heaven is perfect.”

Vi—The loss [ Ideals.

Last and often the greatest trial of the J5iri.
tunal Life. The special difficulty of middle and
oaage. Thesoul has come to know the world
in all its impurity, littleness, self-seeking and
irreverence, and the temptation comes 10 go on
in a dead level, without pressing on with eager-
2ess and enthusiasm. Vet the man whose
ministry has been stained, and who sces all
around him others whose lives are no better
than his own, must <iill press on to yerfection,
and again and again “wash his robes whit- i
the Blood of the Lamb.”

The one clue to all mental and mor-l difi-
culties in religion, is the censtant realizing of
the blessed truth of the Incarnation ; and the
living, through joy and sorrow, in communion
with the God-Man, Jesus Christ, and in hours
of perplexity, the clasping of His living Hand.

Work besides leeving us out of mischiel is
the visible, manwa <1 side of the spiritual life,
A Clergyman’s work, parish organization, ete.,
gains him the confidence of and makes him
better able to sympathise with his people.
Hones* work wins respect and forms a character
in which self-sacrifice is a large ingredient.

Over-
work may produce, says St. Bernard, ¢ Hard-
ness of heart, vexaticn of sprit, the disens
bowelling of iie mind, tue witd drawal of grace.”

| Rector, Rev. Gionon Thoraeloc, touk the Cham

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conference, viz: the bringing together of the
parishioners at least once a year, that they
may be able to exchange ideas, and thus be
induced to take » mote hearty interest in the
general welfare of the parvish. A number of
swtistics were also presented by the Rector,
showing the standing of the Church and the
progress that was being made in the parish.

Miss Woodward, secretary of the Ladies’
Guild, then presented and read the report of
that adwmirable Society, showing the work
done during the vear. This organization is
perhaps the most flourishing of the many in
the parish, and is always foremost in promot-
ing the interests of the Church.

M. H. D. Lawrence, superintendent of the
Sunday School, was then asked to read the
report of the work of the sehool, which showed
that there are on the roll 250 scholars and
eighteen teachers. He also said that the
Library of the school is in an efficient state,
and that the singing has much improved
during the past year.

Mr. John N. Hunter, the lay reader in
charge, and who is shortly to be ordained,
then gave a report of the various organizations
of the Cnurch of the Advent. This Church
has an active Ladies’ Guild, Sunday School,
Tewperance Society, etc.,, and these are all
doing 2 good work, and are continually grow-
ing in usefulness. Since the opening this
Church has made much progress, and is
gathering a good congregation together every
Sunday, there being an average attendance
at the services of 4v 1n the morning and of 50
in the afternoon.

After the presentation of the several reports
and discussion juvited upon them, several
Eithy and interesting papers were read, the
rst gentleman called upon being Mr. Dorey.
The title of his paper was ¢ How to Increase
the Heartiness of our Services,”” but Mr.
Dorey being unavoidably absent. it was read
by the Pector. It was brimful of bright
suggestion 5, and was warmly commended to
the confercnce by Dr. R. W. Hencker.

Mr. H. D. Lawrence, who is 2 member of
the building committee of the new St. Peter's
Churcb, which, it is boped, will be com-
menced in the near future was then asked to
present & scheme, which had been prepared to
provide funds for building the new Church.
The plan suggested was as follows : subserip-
tions of any amount may be received on the
astalment plan, annually, semi-annually,
quarterly, monthly or weekly. For example:

senmn-annually, or $2.50 quarterly, 83 cts.
monthly, or 20 cts weekly. In the cvent of
the donor's death before the expration of the
ten years the agoreementis to b null and void.
The scheme was favourabiy looked upon by the

conference, but no definite action taken
thereon.

Hunter for his excellent paper, annvunced
that he was extremely sorry to tell tae con-
terence that Mr. Hunter was soon to sever his
connection with the parish, to take up a larger
field of work elsewhere.

Mr. John P. Wells read a paper on *‘ The
Duty of Young Men to their Church.” The
paper brought out a number of new and
suggestive thoughts on the duties of Young
men to their Church, and all who heard it
could not fail to be edified and instructed by
it.

The meeting was brought to a close by the
chairman thanking all who took part in the
proceedings, and by the pronouncing of the
benediotion.
