The manufacturers of proprietary rem-
cdies who have adopted the lately mpro-
vised plan of adverusang the druggists as
substitutors would do well o consider
carcfully, at an early date, where such
tacties are likely to lead them.  They will
be wise to determine for a surety that
coercion 15 correct i prinaple, and is
applicable to a body of persons whose
associations, aims, and prospects are so
ntnuately blended that what affects onc
injuriously, affects all.  Condittons must
have changed wonderfudy when those who
have been fostered and built up by the
geacrous liberality of the drug trade can
afford to turn around and stigmatize thewr
formuer benefactors as thieves and pirates
because they have chosen to discontinue
the bolstering process.  ‘The druggists of
Canada may be hard to arouse, but when
they become so, thoroughly, we are cer-
tamn that some of our proprictary friends
will be taught alesson. A sgle effect
ive exhibitian of their power to turn dawn
utterly, any propnietary, would shuw all of
these mnjudicious advertisers the danger
ous ground upon which they are tres-
passing.

The druggists of Canada do not on an
average make more than $1o cach, yearly,
out of the sale of the article so freely ad
vertised under the statement, * Substita-
uon the fraud of the day,” and 1t would
not be too great a sacnfice for cach to
refuse to supply a single package in the
future. Less than three months would
suflice to teach a lesson, beside which
past lessons arc as nothing. 'This or
something else equally salutary is likely
to be meted out to some of the indisereet
would-be coercionists ere long, and we
have no doubt their -epentance, if tuo
late, will have 2 monetery constderation
attached which will make it wone the less
distasteful to them,

If they are going to quu, the time to
quit is now. They would do themselves
a greater kindness if they expended the
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sum now being used in antagonistic ad-
vertising, to better the relationship hereto-
fore existing, and to maintain their goods
in channels in which they formerly gave
no trouble,

Election of Council, 0.C.P.

- 'The election of members of the council
of the Ontario College of Pharmacy will
be held on Wednesday, July 7th, and all
nominations must be in the hands of the
registrar not later than Monday, June
7th.  Apparently but slight interest is
taken in the election of the new council,
probably owing to the fact that no ques-
tions of a disturbing nature have arisen
during the regimé ot the present council,
and the druggists of the province appear
to be satisfied with the existing state of
affairs as far as that body is concerned.
There is no doubt, however, that the com-
ing council will have many questions to
deal with which will require men of good
judgment and business experience to
grapple with, and to negleet to send such
men might prove very disastrous to the
trade. It comes quite within the pro-
vince of the council to look after the busi.
ness interests as well as the educational
affairs of the drug trade, and work that
has been left to others to undertake in
that direction may very well be assumed
by the real representatives of the trade.

The Committec on Legislation and In-
fringement will have work already cut out
for them. Fortunately the Finance Com-
mittee take hold of their work when
everything is in a flourishing condition,
but we belicve that an additional com.
mittee whose special duty it would be to
look after the commercial interests of the
trade would be a welcome and most op-
portune addition to the number.

The members representing the various
territorial divisions in the present council
are: No. 1 Division, Henry Watters,
Ottawa ; No. 2, J. H. Dickey, Trenton;
No. 3, J. McKee, Peterboro; No. 4, C.
D. Daniel, Toronto; No. 5, J. H. Mac-
kenzie, ‘Toronto; No. 6, D. H. MacLaren,
Barrie ; No. 7, A. Turner, Orangeville;
No. 8, G. W. Spackiman, Hamilton; No.
9, S. Snyder, Waterloo; No. 10, W, A,
Karn, Woodstock ; No. 11, J. F. Rob.
erts, Parkhill; No, 12, H. Days, Luck-
now ; No. 13, R. D. Scott, Sarnia. Of
these Mr. Watters has been persuaded by
his constituents to allow his name to be
put in nomination. His election as pre-
sident of the council is very generally

spoken of, and he is well deserving of the
honor. Mr. Mackenzie, who has filled
the office of president during the last term
with credit to himself and the council, is
again a candidate, and Mr. Daniel, the
other Toronto representative, who had
intended retiring, has, we are pleased
to learn, at the solicitation of his
friends, consented to stand for clection.
It would perhaps be invidious for us to
go through the whole list of the present
members, but one man who should with-
out question be returned 1s the indefati-
gable chairman of the Infringement Com-
mittee, Mr. Karn, of Woodstock. He is
“the right man in the right place.”
Amongst others who have been mentioned
as probable candidates, and any or per-
haps all of whom would be excellent men
on the council, are Messrs. D'Avignon, of
Windsor, Howie, of St. ‘Thomas, Ferrah,
of Galt, Wade, of Kingston.

We trust that the druggists of Ontario
will sufficiently interest themselves to see
that the Jesz man in each division is pre-
vailed upon to accept the nomination.

Pharmaceutical Examinations.

The Pharmaceutical Association of
Quebec at their recent examinations
adopted some changes which have been
the subject of criticism both favorable and
otherwise, One was the dictation of
questions to the students, instead of the
plan hitherto adopted of having them
printed or typewritten. The reason for
this change was that for several years
complaints have been made that some
students obtained access to some of the
papers before their submission to the
class. Only in one case has this been
proven to have been the case, and then
the offending parties were speedily dealt
with, as our readers will probably remem-
ber. In order to prevent any repetition
of such cases, or cven the utmost chance
of such a thing happening, it was decided
this year to adopt the plan mentioned
above, viz., dictating the questions when
the students were in their places ready
for the exams. The questions were pre-
pared by the examiners the day before,
and only onc copy of each paper pre-
pared and it was kept by the examiner.
The Board have decided that it was an
improvement on the former system and
at their regular meeting held last week,
approved of its continuance. They say
that no complaints were received from
the students and that some of them, at

least, expressed themselves as  being
pleased with the plan, as the fact of
having to write down the question, which
was given them orally three times, served
to familiarize them with it.  Another
change adopted was the increase of the
number of questions submitted,both at the
Minor and Major examinations, to six
questions on each subject. A number
which appears to us not at all out of pro-
position to the work gone thirough during
the session of the college. Additional
time was given for the answering of these
questions and the resuits go to show that
the candidates at the recent examina-
tions have done proportionately as well
as at former ones.

The plan adopted by the examiners of
the Ontario College of Pharmacy is some-
what different and we areinclined to think
the moet feasible. The examination
papers are prepared by the examiners and
sent by registered letter to the chairman
of the Board of Examiners, who inspects
them with a view to seeing that any two
do not cover the same ground. On the
morning that the examination commences,
the manuscript for the examination papers
is placed in the hands of the printers,
after the students are assembled in their
room. Thus all possibility of the ques.
tions being known beforehand to the stu-
dents is avoided, the entire control of the
papers being in the hands of the examin.
ers and the chairman of the Board. ‘T'he
plan has been proven to be most suc-
cessful, and there has heretofore been no
difficulty in having the papers ready in
ample time on the day they are required.

The Tariff.

The suspense incident upon the intro-
duction of anew customs tariff and the
uneasinessfelt in cominercial circles at the
supposed change from a protectionist to
a ‘“free trade,” or ““tarniff for revenue?”
stand point has at last Leen relieved.
Hon. Mr. Fielding, finance minister, has
decided that no very great radical changes
should be made at present, but as some
members of the government put it, a
commencement has been made to pre-
pare for ultimate free trade, or as ncarly
so as is compatible with surrounding in-
terests.

To say that the tarifi’ pleases or dis-
pleases every one would be entirely out-
side the mark, and that it displeases many
of the supporters of the government and
pleases a number of its opponents is also

I'aken on the whole, the drug trade has
suflered possibly as much as any other
from the changes which have taken place.
A number of drugs heretofore chargeable
with duty are now free, but on the other
hand, the increases of duties on svae
lines and the mystery surrounding the
changes on lines * not otherwise provided
for,” makes the new tariff quite as unwel-
come and even more so than the old one.

Acetic acid, domestic manufacture, is
now charged 4 cents per proof gallon,
The duty on imported acid of 8o°
amounts to about oo per cent., the same
as under the old tariff.

Sulphuric acid has been  changed
from four-tenth cents per pound 1o
25 per cent. ad valorem. ‘The phar-
maceutical acids, as we may term
them, have been taken off the free list
and a duty of 20 per cent. is now charged.
Acids,arsenious, benzoic, butyric,carbolic,
chromic, crysophanic, citric, fluoric, gallic,
lactic, prussic, pyrogallic, salicvlic, tar-
taric, all come under this category.

The most serious change is in alcohol,
Our readers will remember that the Whole-
sale Druggists’ Association through their
representatives urged upon the tariff com-
mission the advisability of lowermng the
duty on alcohol £ . medicinal purposes.
‘The reply received, we are sorry to say, is,
as one the trade expresses it in an in-
terview ..«h one of the daily papers, “a
great disappointment,” and * the Conser-
vatives chastised us with whips; the Re-
formers (?) are chastising us with scorp-
ions.”

The excise duty on alcohol has been
increased 20 cents per proof gallon, which
is equal to 35 cents per gallon on alcohol
used by druggists. ‘I'his will affect the
prices of spirits of anunona, spirits of
nitre, fluid extracts, flavoring extracts,
tinctures, perfumery extracts, etc.

Those who are holding a stock eof sur-
gical and dental instruments feel very
much aggrieved by the placing of these
articles on the free list. A deputation
has recently interviewed the finance min-
ister at Ottawa, in order to have the duty
re-imposed, but up to the ume of going to
press no change has been made.

Electric belts, elastic belts, pessaries,
trusses, suspensories, etc, have been
changed from 25 per cent. to 20 percent.

One of the effects of the new tarifl will
be that “cheap” or lower grade perfumes
can be impotted in 4 oz, bottles cheaper

than 1 bulk, the duty bemyg $2 4o per
gallon in place of $2 25 per gallon and jo
per cent. ad valorem

Quinine and its salis are all free.  Ad
ditional items of interest now on the free
list are:  Student's text books when used
in colleges and wmversities.  In drugs,
alum, borax, arsemic, cyanide potassium,
bromine and its compounds, crude ivdine,
tanmic acid, chloride hme in bulk, sul
phates of iron and copper, sulphur, cieam
tartar, chlorate potash, musk, dyeing and
tanning articles, gums and gum resims,
otto rose, quicksilver, are all on tie free
hist.  We give elsewhere the complete
tanff as affecting the drug trade  No
doubt some changes will take place before
the close of the debate and in comuntte,
but any such changes will probably be
minor ones and the tanfl as it now is will
be law.

I'be government has decided to give a
prefereatial discount of one-cighth per
cent. on import goods of British manufac
oure 3 this will apply also to imports from
Austealia.  On and after July, 1898, this
discount will be increased to one fourth
per cent.  The effect of this should be to
stimulate trade between Canada and
Great Britain, and Lnglish papers are
loud in their praises of the Canadian gov-
ernment for making this wmove.

Summer Trade.

‘I'he advent of the summer scason does
not usually create pleasurable business
anticipations on the part of the retail drug-
gist. The city druggist knows that his
hest customers are liable to be hohdaying,
and the country druggist that his are sure
to be too busy with agricultural cffort to
pay him much attention.

Suggestions which would aid in increas
ing the volume of trade, would, no doubt,
be thankfully reccived by all interested .
and, as our columns are ever open for
anythmg which might benefit the trade,
we invite ideas {rom those who have made
a success of the cultivation of summer
business. and who are fraternally benevol-
cnt enough 1o give them to others. No
definite idea can be advanced which we
are convinced would meet all cases, but
the principle of increased effort to dispose
of such goods as the experience of cach
convinces hiis he is sure to have a de-
mand for is safe to enunciate. In
the city and town stores, the folowing
goods can be pushed: Soda water and
its adjunct, confectivnery, if choice ; sum

mer dimk products, such  a< ot and
ginger heer, acid phosphates, hquid, of
put up n reasonable size, with directions
for use . sherbet, scudhte powders, oitrate
magnesta, citric and artaric acid, cream
tartar, frit salt, cJervescent headache
preparations, colonngs and Savonings for
drinks, cte.; while in the country village,
more particular attention must be given
to insect destroyers, preparations (or
preserving trees and  shrubs  from the
destructive influence of larve, and for
kilhing potato bugs and other pests which
seemito multiply from year to year.  Seleet
kindsandqua’itiesof farmandgarden seeds
can frequently be handied 10 advantage,
and through the trade thus develuped the
druggist car sccure a pecubar interest
in the success of his custgmer’s crop.

Whatever the hine to be followed and
the class of trade to be cultivated, supen-
onty . quality must be rgdly mam
tained, as it is certainly expected.  Keep:
g this in view, and constantly striving
to adopt some original way of bringmg
those products suggestively before lus
customers, the druggist is sure to make
all out of the season which can be secured
in his locality.

Some Special Features.

Recoguizing the fact that the diug
trade of Canada canunot depend solely on
the sale o drugs and the dispensing o.¢
prescriptions, we have at varous times
placed before our readers for considera-
tion some desirable side hines which could
be handled with advantage by some at
least of the trade. A few vears ago we
were convinced that the handling of pho-
tographic supplies wonld he a ¢ ound hne,
and commenced devoting a portion of
our space each mouth to ** Photographic
Notes.” At that time, as far as we know,
only two pharmaceutical journals had
touched this subject at all, one n Eng-
land and another i Australia, but since
then the idea has so readily commended
uself that nearly all pharmaceuncal puby
lications give more or less attention to 1t,

Shortly after our adopuon of the hne
mentioned, we decided to allot a portion
of space to Optics, as one of the recog
nized additions to a legitimate drug trade.
The rapidly increased tnterest which tias
has evoked throughout the entire country
shows that the line is one especially de-
sirable and perfectly adapted to the trade,
and can be handled to greater advantage
and in a more intelligent manner by drug-
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gists than by any other business men.
"The tine, in fact, has become so popular
that we should not at any time be sur-
prised to hear of any of the old-time
journals following in our lead, and devot-
ing space to the Science of Optics and
optical work generally.

Tuy Canavian Druccisr is ever alive
to the fact that new avenues of trade are
opening, new lines suggesting themselves
which druggists, through ther fitness by
education, and, it may be, sometimes of
necessity, are able to take up and associate
them with their existing trade.

Wholesale Drugglists and Patent Medl-
cine Dealers' Association.

‘I'hie regular quarterly meeting of the
Wholesale Druggists and Patent Medicine
Dealers’ Association was held atthe Wind-
sor Motel, Montreal, on ‘T'hursday, May
6th. The President, Mr. John Henderson,
having retired from the drug business,
sent in his resignation as President, which
was accepted with regret.  Chas. Mcl.
Hay, of the Lyman Bros. & Co., Ltd,,
‘I'oronto, was elected President, and V.
S. Elliot, of Elliot & Co., Toronto, was
clected Secretary-Treasurer in place of
Mr. Hay ; the other officers of the associa-
tion remain as before.

One of the principal items of business
was the report of the committee, con-
sisting of joLbers, manufacturers of patent
medicines, aund retailers, appointed to
consider if some means could not be de-
vised to improve the methods that have
been employed to prevent the “ cut-
ting” that is demoralizing the drug
business. As a result of that report it
was felt that the manufacturers held the
key to the situation, and it was resolved
that a committee of jolbers and retailers
in both Toronto and Montreal be ap-
pointed to confer with the manufacturers
with a view to devise some scheme where-
by proper prices on  patents could be
maintained. ‘T'he tariff question was also
thoroughly discussed, and the general
opinion was evolved that on the question
of spirits, liquid patent medicines, and
surgical instruments, the changes were
detrimental to the interests of consumers,
and it was the duty of the association to
memoralize the Government to reconsider
their ruling on these articles.  ‘The meet-
ing adjouned to meet in Toronto in
thirty days, to receive the report of the
committee on *cutting” referred 1o,
We might add that the convener of the
Montreal Jobbers’ Committee in Mont-
real is Mr. David Watson, of Kerry,
Watson & Co., and the Western Cowm-
mittee is Mr. James Mattinson, of the
Kerry, Watson Co., Loondon, who will be
glad to have the views of any one inter-
ested that may be of service when the
committee is called together.

Tho New President.

M. Charles McDonald Hay, the newly-
clected president of the Wholesale Drug-
gists and Patent Medicine Dealers’ Asso-
ciation, began his connection with the drug
business in 1872, being then an apprentice
with the firm of C. S. Mason & Co, doing
business in Brantford, Ontario.  After
his apprenticeship he entered the whole-

Pharmacy in England.

Ramsay vs. Dewarat the Chemical Soclety~Dr.
Murrell on Face Powdcers—Mother Selgol's
Syrup at $5,000,000-Bleyclists’ Outfits as
Profitablo Extras.

(By our own Correspondent,)

When in February 1 penned the re-
marks upon Professor Ramsay and the
Chemical Society, published in the March
issue of the Canadian Druggist, no onc
anticipated that such a revolt would oc-
cur in the peaceful circles of that learned
body as has since taken place. The true
account has not yet appeared, although
the British and Colontal Druggist has got
hold of most of the facts, it may beas
well thercfore to put it on record.  Most
of these societies elect their officers by
what ts known as 2 house list, that is 10
say, the out-going council or that portion
that has to seck election, recommend cer-
tain names for the officers and as a rule
the fellows accept without a word.  But
itis quite possible for the fellows, upon
giving proper notice, 10 suggest other
names than those on the houselist and
the ballot is invoked. For somec few
years a number of the “ young bloods”
in the Chemical Society, emanating from
the city and Guilds, Institute, and the
Rogal College of Science, have not been
satisfied with the present condition of
affairs.  lLast year an unorganized at-
tempt was made to black ball the secre-
tary, Professor Duunstan, owing to some
objection 1o his dictatorial mannerin con-
nection with his duties, but as no other
name was substituted no harm was done.
‘This year, the announcement that Pro-
fessor Dewar, F.R.S,, of the Royal Insti-
tution was the nominee of the council for
the presidency aroused the dissentients
to fever heat, and a determined effort was
made by organizing all the clements that
felt dissatisfied with Professor Dewar to
vote in favor of Ramsay as president.
‘There was found very little difficulty in
rallying 2 number of distinguished men
to their cause for a number of reasons.
Furst of all they had the black-ball party,
principally consisting of public analysts
and their assistants who arrogatc to them-
selves the function of censors of the certi-
ficates of new candidates for election as
fellows.  This party has lived for the last
five ar six years in more or less open re-
volt, as they think that the couancil should
exercise some sort of discrimination re-
garding candidates. Then several past
officers of the society joined as a protest
to the mcthod of electing a president.
Owing to an absurd by-law, that should
be repealed, all past presidents are ex
aofficio members of the council. 1t is
stated that they only exercise their func-
tions on the occasion of the discussion of
the houselist and in mare than one in-
stance bave carricd their candidate in
spite of the opposiion by those duly
clectad o their position on the council.
‘Thenall Ramsay’s past students supported
hiwm, whilst the Cambridge men showed
their affection for their Professor, Dewar,
by backing Ramsay. Al the assistants

of the past-presidents voted *‘on prin.
ciple ” against Dewar.  In one casc, that
of Dr. Armstiong of the city and Guilds
Institute, this so upsct him that it was
reported that if it had been in his power
he would have dismissed them. As it
was he penned a bitter protest to Nature
on the subject and thereby strengthened
the opposition to Dewar, as re prints were
sent to all the fellows and his intemper-
ate and ill-advised language was univer-
sally condemned. Manifestos were is-
sued by cach side, some manufacturing
chemists supporting Dewar for no other
reason than that he was selecied by the
council-—thus ignoring the motive of the
opposition. Finally Ramsay’s position
was strengthened by Dewar’s incautious
statement during the early days of the
Argon discovery that there could be no
such gas as he would have discovered 1t
when liquefying air ; a statement that he
must have regretted considerably since.
On the clection day it was anticipated
that recrimination would be indulged n,
but so much time was taken in voling
that the other proceedings were tame.
1n the end Dewar was clected, but his
majority will never be known, although it
is quite certain that the figures were close.
T'hus ended an unscemly trial that ought
never to have been attewpted.

Dr. Murrell, the lecturer on pharnna-
cology at a London school of medicine,
has for the past few years been attempting
to make sensational discoveries. Since
his discovery of the value of terebene in
winter cough (which, by the way, has suf-
fered an eclipse like many another boomed
specific, although its use in certain cases
cannot be gainsaid,) he has been on the
gut vive.  About three years ago he gave
a guarded panegyric respecting the use of
Senceio [acobaa in amenorrheea, yet it can-
not be said to have found favor in the
profession.  Then he started on an ana-
Iytical cruise accompanied by Dr. Wilson
Hake, the lecturer on chemistry at the
same college. Furkish and Egyptian cig-
arcttes were stated to be laboring under
the awful suspicion of containing arsanic,
although why that poison should be added
is still a myslery. Sufficient was it for
the 1wo doctors to issuc their seport that
no such ingredient occurred, although
there were traces in the gold embossing
on some cigarcites. Now they have in-
vestigated the composition of a number
of face powders, and while their analytical
results are probably correct enough, the
deductions are simply ridiculous. Of
course, they found starch and zinc as a
frequent ingredient, and onc consisted of
boric acid pure and simple.  Half the so-
called rice-starch powders swere innocent
of rice, although that does not scem very
dreadful.  But it is absurd to abuse zine
oxide and boric acid as ingredicnts in
face powder, and the doctor bolsters up
the case against the boric by a relerence
to the use of borax in cascs of epilepsy !

The
extension of the business amongst the
English colonies and India has been an
cnormous benefit to the company, for in
no other places are these patent medicines
consumed in such quantitics and the pro-
fits cut eatremely fine.

‘T'he introduction of agencies to bicyele
manufacturers is a new feuture of the ex-
tension of the * profitable extra.  Many
British pharmacists have, however, for
some time past catered for the small
wants of the ever growing bicycle frater-
nity, and these include 1epairs for the
muscles of the cyclist and repairing out-
fits for the puncuured ure. The former
1s best composed of a diluted lanoline and
witch hazel jelly, that is rapidly absorbed
m the skin by friction, and leaves a cool
and soothing sensation afterwards. “I'he
outfit chiefly consists of a hitle sheet of
rublier tissue and a solution of rubber in
benaine or carbon disulplnde supplied in
a collapsible tabe. Itis as well that the
chemist should make a prominent dis-
play of these requisites now and again,
and the introduction of the ubiquitous
bicycle into the window would doubtless
fill the bill. T must confess that 1 have
not noticed it yet in any English pharmy
acy, but already the tailors are finding
good business init.

Buffalo Bug Destroyer.

A reader—H.W.T, —asks for a formula
for this preparation. It is as follows:

Spts. turpentine..... ... . .4 parts.
Benzine Che reiieiieieaen S parts.
Moth canphor....{ to !4 or to 1 pint.
Coaloil.eeienns civnninnnien 4 parts.
Alanet 1002, .v ... .. Sufficient to color.

Directions—Spray well the cdge of the
carpet with the compound, closing the
room securely, if possiblee.  When im-
possible to do this, soak some porous
paper, such as blotting or filter papet or
old rags or cloth, with the mixture, plac-
ing it under the carpet : the vapor arising
permeates the carpet, destroying hoth the
moth and the eggs.  All beetles should
be killed when discovered. .

‘The bottle requires to be continualiy
shaken, as the muature separates rapdly,
and especial care must be taken to
avoid contact with fire or lights.

Crrrurea is the name given by Rad-
lauer {Pharm. Centralk.) to tablets com-
posed of urea and lithium bromide, with
a very small proportion citne acid.

BoraLip is a mixture of equal parts of
acetanilid and boric acid (Pharm. Zeit.)
which has been recommeanded for use in
the treatment of eczema, cte.

J. Covernton,
J- E. Tremble, C. E. Scarfl, H. W, Rey-
nolds, H. R. Lanctot. R. . Williams,
‘T, E. Barbeau, A. M. Mcdhllan, ]. R.
Parkin. During the cvening the Dean,
Dr. T. D. Reed, gave a short lecture on
“Acetylene and its Applications in Lan-
tern Projection.”

A very good disc was obtained by
means of a specially prepared apparatus.
A number of fine illustrations, photo-
graphic and ait, were thrown on the
screen, concluding with some amusing
local hits. A vote of thanks was coi-
dially passed to the doctor for lus enter-
taining discourse. The meeting then ad-
journed to the chemistry classroom,
where light refreshments were served, and
an informal conference was held on mazi-
ters pertaining to pharmacy. It is in con-
templation 10 have a re-union of the phar-
macists of the province, at a banquet at
the Windsor, some time in June.

The prizes obtained at the recen exami-
nations were presented to the successful
students.

The Pharmaceutical Association Wins.

In the Court of Sessions at Montreal,
May 14th, Judge Dugus rendered judg-
ment in the cascs recently instituted by
the Pharmaceutical Association of Quebec
against the departmental stores selling
patent medicines. The S. Carsley Com-
pany, H. & N. E. Hamilton, and Boisvert
Freres, were each condemned 1o pay 2
finc of twenty-five dollars.  The threc
cases were all tried at once, the complaint
being Iaid under section 4,035 of the

Pharmaceutical Act of Canada, which
virtually chaiged the defendants with con-
ducting a drug business without a license,
and thereby endangering the public. The
defence maintuined that whereas the only
drugs handled in their stores were patent
wedicines, which were received wrapped
up, there was no more danger of a person
bang poisoned by buywg it m ther es-
tablishments than there was in a drug
store.  In both cases the clerk would
simply take the bottle or package from a
shelf and hand it over.  ‘They did not fill
prescriptions, and therefore did not sce
the necessity of passing an examination.
Judge Dugas, in rendering judgment,
sad the Irench version of the Act was
not very clear, but under the English law
it was quite apparent there was an offence,
and he 1endered judgment accordingly.

Cash or Credit.

“I'he present thorough discussion of the
methods  which have made the depart
ment stores successful has served to em-
phasize the importance of merchants
placing their trade upon a cash basis, or
at least to refuse credit within the nar-
rowest limits.  ‘The Alaritime Merchant
reports a Halifax dry goods trader as hav-
ing stated that there was no difficulty in
adopting cash methods, provided the
metchant “had  backbone enough to
carry ot the groposition in its entirety.
On the assumption  that thirty days is
equivalent 10 cash, or 1s a1 means towards
attaining such a desirahle basis, firmness
and promptness in sending out and col-
lecting the bills would seem to be one of
the strongest levers that can be used to
gain the desived end.  The great evil of
a large portion of the retail dry goods
trade in  Halifax is caused by the six
months credit system which bas been so
prominent a feature of the business in the
past. Il merchants who are tied down
by the existence of such a custom would
hut make an effort, steady and persistent,
in reducing this long term, it would not
take a great while to educate the custom-
ers that the short time or spot cash
method was the most satisfactory in the
long run.  As it is at present, when the
long-term system is in vogue, a customer
looks upon the receipt of a bill in the
light of an impertinence, and if the
amount is at all large the dealer stands a
chance of offending a person who owes
him, and everyone knows that it is very
much cusier to offend a customer who is
largely indebted to you than a cash
hyver”

The genial young man slapped the
merchant on the back and exclaimed :

* How’s business?

“How’s business ?* the merchant re.
peated thoughtfuliy. Then he took a
bundle of notes at anything from thirty
days to six months from his pocket and,
with an effort at cheer, exclzimed :

“ My boy, T never saw a time when
business was more gromising.”

The owneiship of the prescription has
heen settled by Jaw in New York, Massa-
<husetts, and a few other states, says the
Albany Medical Annals.  They all give
the presciption to the druggist. Sume
time ago a judge of a court in Berlin,
Germany, gave a similar decision. The
iext of the decision from the judge of the
Supreme Court of one ol our stawes 15 as
follows . ¢ The question before the court
seems to be very simple, indeed. A pa-
tient applies to a physician and receives
from him certain advice, for which he
tenders a fee.  The physician hands a
piece of paper to the patient, purpurting
1o be a written order for centaia goods
called drugs, which order is filled by a
merchant or apothecary. The payment
of the fee and the delivery of the goods
or drugs terminates the verhal contract,
and the druggist keeps the prescription as
an evidence that the contract has bheen
fulfilled, as far as he is concerned. The
druggist can, if he so please, on his own
responsibility, renew the drrgs, for he is
but a merchant, and has a peifect right
to selt drugs to anyone and in any shape.
He need not keep the prescription, nor
is he bound to give a copy, but should
error occur, he has no protection in case
of suit."—ZVe Pharmacologist.

Adulteration of Olive Oil by Castor oil.

Ferraro Annibale states that the adul-
teration of olive o1l by castor 0ii has risen
1o such a degree that the Italian Govern-
ment intends to legislate against the prac-
tice. A simple test will suffice to detect
this falsification, since castor oil will dis-
solve readily in absolute or high-grade
alcohol and itself dissolves fuchsin. - The
reagent consists of 25 vols - =7 alcohol and
1.2 vols. of a o.03 per cent. solution of
fuchsin in alcohol, and 235 parts of this
mixture are carcfully poured into a tube
containing 5 parts of the oi t¢ be tested,
the height of the plane of contact being
marked by a strip of gummed paper or
other means. T'he tube is then agitated
for a few minutes, and left at rest for half
an hour, whereupon the alteration m the
level of contact will afford a direct mea-
sure of the castor oil originally present in
the oil and extracted by the alcohol.
The method is equally adapted for the de-
tection of adulteration in castor oil itself.
—Bolletino Pharm.

Pearl Coating Pills.

‘The following paper was read at the
meeting ol the Edinburgh Chemists’ As-
sistants’ Association :

Mr. James Gauld stated that after
heing made, the pills should be allowed
to dry for a day or two. They should
then recewe two coats o« varmish (either
tolu one drachm and cther one ounce, or
sandarac one part and absolute alcohol
one part). ‘This prevents pitting and the

exudation of ersential oi), which colors
the conting. Tk~ apparatus for coating
consists of three covered pots, a sieve, and
a marble slab. ‘T'he coating-powder is
French chalk, or a mixture of lkrench
chalk and starch (one drachm to one
ounce), which is whiter, A small quant-
ity of Martindale's mucilage of tragacanth
(four grs. to one ounce, with one drachm
sp. vin. reet) 1s placed in one of the
covered pots, and the pills are evenly
coated with tins by shaking them up
the pot.  They are then transferred to a
covered pot containing the cha'k, and ro-
tated for a minute or so. Then they are
turned into the sieve, which removes ex-
cess of chalk. They are then placed
upon the slab, and carefully rolled under
the palm of the hand gently, and gradu-
al ncreasing the pressure as the coat-
ing dries.  They are next turned into a
clean pot, and rotated geatly so as to
make the coaung adhere more Grmly.
The process 1s then repeated, two coat-
mgs being sufficient. To give the pills
the hugh polish so much desired, they
should be allowed to staad for a day to
dry, then vigorously rotate them for sume
time in a clean smooth covered pot.
For prescription pills the same perfect
fimish canuot be obtained, but witha little
practice two or three dozen pills can be
fimshed sausfactonly 1n  about fifteen
minutes.  Pink pills are easily made by
adding a httle carmine to the chalk,
Mo, MMag. Phar.,

Detecting Nitvites.

Zambellh recommends the following
colorimetric methed for determining mi-
trites. A reagent is made by dissolving
2 grammes of sulphanilic acid and 2
grammes of phenol in 50 cc. of equal
parts of sulphuric acid and water. A
measured quantity of the solution to be
tested is placed n a flask, and 2 or 3 cc.
of the above solution added. In ten to
fiftcen minutes the solution is made just
alkaline with ammonia ; if nitrous acid be
present a yellow coloration will be pro-
duced. ‘This color is matched by repeat-
ing the reaction, using a standard solu-
tion of silver nitrite.—/our. Soc. Chem,

Drugs Made in Gsrmany.

The AMedical Record says that a German
pharmaceutical journal s authority for the
estimate that 117 new drugs were brought
on the market in Germany duning six
months Jast year. It is said that there
arc already more than 10,000 different
medicinal substances in vse, If the in-
troduction of new therapeutic agents is
cuntinued at the present rate for the next
fifty years the consequences will be ap-
palling. It will take a large sized book
0 even mention them.  An encyclopedia
will be required to Jescribe them. The
medical student of the next century will
have a great deal to learn.

An Electric Plant.

Nicaragua produces a plant which ap-
pears to be charged with electnicity to
such an estent that, if ats bianches are
touched with the bare hand, a pertect
shock s felt, sumlar to that given by
clecutenty. It miluences the magnetic
needle at a distance of half a dozen yards,
and the nearer it is placed the greater
this influence is apparent, ahile Jf the
strument 1s placed o the centre of the
bush a steady circular movement 15 ob-
servable.  ‘The ume of day exents a
marked influence upon the activity of the
plant, the maximum of 1ts electrical flu-
ence being evinced at about two o'clock
in the afternoon, while duning the mght ot
appears to have no ceffect  whatever.
Stormy weather :ncreases its remarkable
demonstrations.  The plant s caled the
Phytolacca electrica.

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Saerificing te Secure ‘Trade.

“T'hrowing a minnow to catch a whale "
is a familiar hyperbolical expression to
indicate the policy of sacrificing a small
object to secure a larger one. [n trade
this policy is no novelty in itself, but the
extent to which ilie practice is carried is
one of the features of modern business,

In numerous cases of insolvency which
have come under our notice, the bankrupt
trader has been found to have so far over-
shot the mark as to have sacrificed so
large an amount of valuable bait without
catching more valuable fish as to have left
himselt without the profits necessary to
maintain hissolvency. Theres. ™ insech
cases was the sacrifice of the wae. salers
who supplied his stock; and his other
creditors ; and the trader’s own reputa-
tion. A merchant, wholesale or retail,
carri~s on his business for the sole pur-
pose of clearing an amount of profit by
the sale of goods as will pay interest on
his invested capital, cover the running
expenses of his store, will provide enough
for bis private nceds, and, as far as pos-
sible, enable him to lay by a tund for the
contingencies of his business and his
family. By whatever degree his business
fails to meet these essential requirements
and objects, to that extent it is a failure,
and in proportion to its failure to secure
these rewards for his enterprise and labors,
his business is being so conducted as to
be dragging him graduaily towards the
brink of insolvency. ‘The sacrificing of
goods, the selling them that is, without a
fair amount of profit to meet the above
needs, is a violation of the basal principal
of honest business.

‘The trader who invites custom by sacri-
ficing to ensure trade practically appeals
1o the public to encourage a style of busi-
ness dealing which runs very close to the
border between imprudence and fraud.

Buyers watch this strife between the
different stores, and buy on the culling
system ; they go to one store for its
“leading article,” and to others for those
each one is offering as a bait. This is
great sport to shoppers, but it is death to
profitable trading. The departmental
stores meet this condition by declaring
their whole stock to be selling on the lines
of sacrifice on particular ¢ays. It is per-
fectly notorious to experts in dry goods
that not one retail buyer in a thousand
knows whether goods are cheap or dear
as compared with their real cost, or in
comparison with goods in another store.
The flaring advertisements that certain
goods worth so much are to be sold for
one-half that sum, are the rankest bun-
combe in most cases. 'Those goods which
are really sacrificed are cleverly selected to
act as baits or set down in price as a blow
at some rival,

\Whenever the opportunity occurs the
buyer is the sacrificial victim, not the
goods. But the system demoralizes the
whole trade, and the general effect 1sto so
stimulate competition as to bring profits
Below the line of safety. Upon buyers
the effect of the excitement kept up by

incessant appealsto secure sacrifice goods,
is most mischievous.

The perpetual hunting after so-called
bargains in drygoods is becoming a mania,
as many men of limited income know to
their cost. ‘I'he whole system is radically
wrong. If a trader is really sacrificing
goods, he is doing business on dishonest
principles ; he is preparing to victimize
his creditors.  If he is not doing so when
he proclaims toat he is in order to catch
custom, he is showing a talent for decep-
tion which makes those dealing with him
run great risk of being sacrificed.-—Can-
adian journal of Commerce.

Acetylene for Blowpipe Work.

In a letter to the editor of Nalure,
Prof. A. E. Munby says the cheap pro-
duction of acetylene has come as a great
boon, and is now in regular use for lab-
oratory blowpipe work. ‘I'hie apparatus
in use consists of an aspirator holding
about fiftecen litres, permanently con-
nected with 2 water supply, and possess-
ing a quarter-inch aperture exit tap—the
water flows in from below to minimize
absorption ; at the top a three-hole rb-
ber cork carries an upright pipe, passing
through the table, which serves for filling
the aspirator with gas or using the gas on
the table, a second pipe goes to the blow-
pipe, and a third carries an open mercury
manometér, For filling the jar the cal-
cium carhid is placed in a four-ounce
bottle, closed by a cork carrymng a small
separating funnel from which the water
drops; the gas passes to the aspirator
through a wide glass tube, which acts as
a reversed condenser, returning most of
the water vapor to the bottle. With the
large exit to the aspirator the gas can
always be collected under a reduced
pressure of several centimetres of mer-
cury, which quite provides against any
sudden rushes of gas; the operation takes
some ten minutes, and requires practi-
cally no attention.  In using the gas the
water is turned on with all taps closed for
a few seconds, 1o correct any reduced
pressure caused by absorption, as shown
by the gauge—this is very slight indeed—
and then the gas tap fully avened and the
flame regulated entirely by 1he water
entrance. To bring the gas into use
takes hardly any longer than with an or-
dinary gas blowpipe.

Ergotinol.

This new j ‘paration of ergot is ob-
tained by exhausting pewdered and oil-
free ergot with water. The extracts ob-
tained are treated with acids and hydro-
lised. “The acid is then neutralised and
alcoholic  fermentation induced. The
pruduct is then subjected to dialysis, and
concentrated until 1 C.c. of ergotinol cor-
responds to .5 grm. of extractum secalis
cornutum. Ergotinol is said to be a sub-
stituie for the extract, without possessing
the unpleasant properties of the latter.—
Pharm. Zeily., Phar. J.

On all the products of countries en-
titled to the benefits of this reciprocal
tariff, under the provisions of section one,
the duties mentioned in schedule “A*
shall be reduced as follows: “On and
after the 23rd day of April, 1897, and
until the joth day of June, 1898, w-
clusive, the reduction shall in every case
be one-eighth of the duty wmentioned in
schedule “ A,” and the duty to be levied,
collected and paid shall be seven-eighths
of the duty mentioned in schedule ** A.”
On and after the first day of July, 1898,
the reduction shall in every case be one-
fourth of the duty mentioned in schedule
A, and the duty to be levied, collected
and paid shall be three-fourths of the duty
mentioned in schedule “ A’ Provided,
however, that these reductions shall not
apply to any of the following articles, but
such articles shall in all cases be subject
to the duties mentioned in schedule “* A,”
viz., ales, beers, wines and liquors ; sugar,
molasses and syrups of all kinds, the pro-
duct of the sugar cane or beet root;
tobacco, cigars, and cigarettes.

Lady Doctors in Greeee.

Angelica and Alexandra Panagiotatos,
recently took their degrees as doctors of
medicine in the University of Athens.
The clder is aged 22, the younger 20.
They are natives of Corfu, where they be-
gan their studies, continuing them later
in the French School at Athens, and
afterwards in the University of that classic
city.— Britisk and Colonial Druggist.

Phycicians and Drugglsts.

A Prussian law forbids physicians to
direct their patients to any special phar-
macist in order to have their prescriptions
compounded. A medical man has re-
cently been fined three hundred marks,
under this statute, for displaying in his
waiting-room a notice requesting his pa-
tients to have their prescriptions dispens-
ed by a neighboring druggist. In the
course of the trial another law was cited
which debars pharmacists from giving
Christmas presents to physicians.—AMeds-
cal Record.

DerEcTS 1IN NEGATIVES AND  THEIR
Rememes.—Want of Delail in Lights
and Shadoivs. It is gencrally supposed
to be due to under-exposure, but this is
not always the case. For instance, you
expose a plate four seconds. It develops
in from one to two and a half minutes,
and the result is with the above dcfect.
It is a~proof that you have used more
pyro than the plate required. Now try
again.  Take a piate out of the same
package, give three scconds eaposure, use
only half the amount of pyro stock solu-
tion to the usual amount of sal soda stock
solution, and the negative will develop in
threc or three and 2 quarter minutes ;
result, a fine negative in definitions and
l)r)lllancy On the other nand, a negative
may have precisely the same appearance

" as the fOregonw one, but it took from five

to ten minutes to develop.  T'ry another
and double the amount of exposure.
Granularily of Negative.—T'his defect

generally appears  during  the  warm
weather.  There are two causes, one the

result of insufficient mixing of the devel-
vper before pouring over the plate, especi-
ally if too strong and too high a tempera-
ture.  Remedy: Dilute the developer
with water one-third, or use ice water
without the dilution.

Another cause is the fixing bath being
t~~ milky, through containing too0 much
.. Remedy : Never use a fixing bath
which is muddy. Filter it.

Flatness,cor Want of Fligh Lights in
Negalizes.—This generally is due to over-
timing,. The more rapid the plate, the
less latitude you -have in time of exposure.
A slower piate always gives a wider range.
‘Too much sal soda produces flatness, also
a developer weak in pyro.

Small, Round, Sharply Defined Trans-
parent Spols.—Some photographers wet
their plates before applying the developer.
If this is not thoroughly done, air bubbles
will be formed on the surface, and hence
cause the spots above referred to.

Another cause of similar spots 1s llalng
water for the developer, which contains
vegetable matter, causing it to bubble
more or less while pouring it on the plate.
Remedy: Use distilled water.  Good
well water might do.

On account of the extreme mpidity of
some plates, great care should be taken
that they are developed in a suitable light.

Green glass covered with one or more
thicknesses of post-office paper makes a
pleasant and saft light for rapid plates.

SOLID PERFUMES.

‘The solidified perfumes brought out,
we believe, in France are very easy 1o
prepare.  They are, in fact, mercly hizhly
scented paraffin wax.  The wax is simply
melted in a water bath at as low a tem
perature as possible. and the essences
thoroughly mixed in, a litle glycerine
being added.  For instance, 250 grammes
of paraffin wax with 33f grammes of
glycerine is perfumed with 334 grammes
of neroh, 334 grammes of geranium, 334
grammes of lavender, 734 grammes of
bergamot, and ¥ gramme of heliotropine.

The petfumed wax s then moulded nto
sticks, and used by rublung lightly over
the handkerchief, ete. — Z%e Perfumer.

CARBOLIC ACID PASTILLES,

Accorlng to Salzmann, these may be
prepared as follows - 3 geammes of oth
aal envstalline carbolic acid are melted
w tire water bath, and § grammes stearine
soap added.  Aflter the solution of the
latter, pour out and stir wath the pestle
until a doughy crystalline wmas. results.

Anstoer—Asthenopia is weak or pain-
ful vision caused by weakness of the ocular
muscles, errors of refraction (i.e, hyper-
opia myopia astigmatism) strain or over
use of eyes, over-sensitiveness of the
reting, etc. Asthenopia is usually divided
into (1) accommodative, (2) muscular, (3)
retinal; nervous, or reflex. Asthenopia
in any case signifies nothing whatever as
to 115 cause—just as pain wm any organ
of the body may be duc to many
causes ; in ke manner pain or weakness
in or about the eye may be dueto any
one or more of the above specified causes.
Headache isa very constant companion
of other symptoms of asthenopia, and
over Go per cent. of all headaches are due
to eye strain of one form or another

Antipyrin as a Reagent for the Nitrites.

As is well-known, nlitrous acid is the
comuon reagent for antipyrin, the reac-
tion consisting of a green colored com-
pound — nitroso-phenyl-dimethyl-pyrazo.
lon. It is now proposed by Schuyten
(Dentsch. Chem. Zeit.) to invert the reac-
tion, and use antipyrin as a test for nitrous
acid and the nitrites, the proceeding being
as follows : Prepare a solution of 1 part
antipyrin in 100 parts of acetic acid of
1070, and to 5 cem. of this add an equal
volume of the hquid to be tested. The
acetic acid decomposes the nitrites, with
the formaaon of mtrous acid, which at
once combines with the antipyrin to form
the green compound, as above. Thistest
is stll quite casily recognizid when the
mtnites exist i the proportion of 1 part to
20,000 of the liquid under esamination.
Iron oxysalts, in fact all oxidizing bodies,
sulphuric and nitric acids, interfere with

_the sharpness of the reaction, since many

organic compounds, and the organic
bodies in drinking water form a long series
of metaliic salts, iron oxysalts included,
without preventing, however, the form.-
ation of nitroso-antipyrin.  The reagent
(antipyrin) may also be uscd in the quan-
titative  determination of nitrites.—Nas.
Druggist.

Preservation of Color in Specimens.

Curators of pathological museums have
made numerous attempts to obtain a pre-
servative fluid which will enable the
original color to be retained by the speci-

mens, but hitherto only indifferent suc-
cess has rewarded their efforts.  Tispeci-
ally has this been the case with the lungs
and  brains.  In the Berliner Klinische
Wachensehrift, an interesting paper is
published by Dr. C. Kaiserling describing
a process he has introduced, and with
very encouraging results.  ‘The organ to
be preserved is first placed in a solution
of the following cumposition. Formalin,
750 c.cm.; distilled water, 1000 c.cm.;
nitratc of potash, 10 grammes; acctate
of potash, 30 grammes. ‘T'he organ is
disposed in such position as 1o preserve
its form as far as possible, and the fluid
should be large in proportion to the size
of the specimen.  ‘T'his solution does not
abstract any color, but remiins quite clear,
and can be used for a large number of
specimens.  An immersion of twenty four
hours in the fluid is sufficient for any tis
sue, but double this period will not do
any harm.  ‘The organ is then allowed to
lie for twelve hours in 8o per cent. alco-
hol, and then for two hours in g5 per
cent.,, and is subsequently preserved in
equal parts of water and glycerine, with
the addition of thirty parts of acetate of
potash. Very delicate tissue, such as in-
testing, are best kept in cqual quantities
of glycerine and water, with the addition
of the strongest grain alcohol in the pro-
portion of one part of alcohol to ten of
the mixture, .

Preservation of Anatomical Specimens
in their Natural Colors.

—

Jones recommends the following mix-
ture for tins purpose :
Solutior of formaldchyde. . 2 to 10 parts.

Chloride of sodium.....+«.c.. 1 part.
Sulphate of magnesia........ 2 parts.
Sulphate of soda...... ..... 2parsts.

Water.cioeer ceenaines <+ .. 100 parts.

Organs are also bleached in this solu-
tion ; but if, after hardening, the liquid is
poured off and replaced by 957 alcohol,
the natural color returns after thorough
saturation of the preparation, at the latest
in 24 hours.  The hquid is agam changed
and in place of the alcohol’ a mixture of
equal parts of glycerin and water is sub-
stituted and this brings the natural colors
still more in evidence. This method is
not only applicable to gross specimens,
but it is equally valuable for such as it
may bhe desired to preserve for micro-
scopic examinations, yielding superior re-
sults and preserving the tissue clements
petleclly.— Therapic per Gegentvart.

When an advertiser drifts away from
the newspapers, and trom circulars and
hooklets entirely devoted to his own husi-
ness, he is likely to make an unprofitable
investment.  If a man wants to be abso-
lutely certain that he is on the right track,
he had better stick to the best dady pa
pers.  If there s no daily paper that he
can use, take the best weekly paper. 1
don’t believe, however, that a daily paper
of less than five hundred circulaton, or
any weekly paper of less than one thou-
sand circulation, is hkely to be produc-
tive of returns in proportin to the cost.
‘There are exceptions, of course.

An advertisement is a printed salesmane

A good advertisement says practically
the same thing to a prospective purchaser
as the salesman says in the store.

‘Thatas the kind of adverusmg that |
believe will produce brtter results at less
cost than any other kind in the world,

It 1s common-sense advertising.

There are no flounishes about it

‘There is nothing very smart about i,
but it *“gets there ”—t arrives.

The trouble with scheme advertising is
that you shoot it out in the dark at noth-
ing in particular, and ht 1t every tme.

1 don’t pretend 10 be infallible. T make
mistakes sumetimes.  \When | express an
opiaion about advertising, it is merely my
honest opinion, based upon a long and
varied experience in actual advertising.
1 am no: entirely a theorist. 1 haye had
experience with  advertising in all its
phases. I have managed voting contests
and other schemes, and I have unever
known more than three or four that 1 be-
lieve to have been profitable.  As a mat-
ter of fact, I can remember only one, and
that was profitable, partly because it did
not cost much of anything.

I have been told that my judgment on
advertising novelties was * warped,” inso-
much as I very seldom see one which 1
think possesses any advertising value.

If any of my readers know of an in-
stance in which there was any positive
evidence that the circulation of an adver-
tising novely brought profitable returas, 1
would be very glad to know it

The effort in making an advertising
novelty is always to produce something
* cute,” and the tronble with agreat many
of them is that they are a trifle “ 100
cute.”

‘T'wenty-six business men af a large city
in an castern state were interviewed some
time ago on the subject of advertising.
With one exception, they were all very
much in favor of newspaper advertising
as against all other kinds. One man went

so far as to say that *all forius of adve

tising, cxeept the teade paper and the
newspaper, are fakes, and worthless " -

which is drawmg it pretty sirong.

There is no doubt n the world tha
trade paper and newspaper advertising is
the best that a retailer can do, but the
judicious use of circulars and booklets s
also almost certan ta be profitable. When
it comes to programmes, souvenrs,
rectories, advettisements on maps and on
clacks, in hotel registers, and the thousand
and one other advertising dodges whuh
come under the head of * schemes,” the
advertiser had better save his money. 1
have had experience on both swdes of
“ocheme ” advertising. T have pub.
lished programmes and schemes of war
ious sorts, and 1t was quite profitable
wotk —for me.  1do not believe that any
advertiser ever got enough returns from
the advertisemenis in a scheme to pay for
its cost.

It 1s astomshing how many really good
business men can be talked into taking
space in a chart or progranune, or some
other thing that bas no possible ¢xcuse
tor existence except the pablisher's desire
to make some money. A thing which, if
pussible, is even more astonishing, is the
way in which these advertisers will pay the
bills for such things without m any way
knowing that the contract has been ful-
filled by the publisher.  The advertsing
“fakir” will pronnse any amount of cir-
culatton that he tunks would influcuce
the advertiser, It s just as easy for him
tu say fifty thousand as onc thousand,
and the *schemer ™ who really prints as
many copies as he promises is an ex
ceedingly rare birfl.  As far as my per-
sonal observation has gone, 1 have never
known more than half a dozen times in
which the number promised was printed.
Mcre numbeis amount to unothing any
way. Ten thousand circulation in a good
paper is better than fifty thousand circu.
lation in some valueless * scheme.” If
all the money that is paid for these out
side schemes were put into the papers,
we would not hear of one business man
in a thousand who would say that adver-
tising did not pay.

One of the worst kind of “schemes”
that is presented to the retailer is the pro-
gramme for a church fair, or religious en-
tertainment of some kind.  These things
are always a clear case of blackmal,
They cannot be called charity, because a
pretence is made of giving something in
return for the money spent. It would be
very much more honest if the managers
of such affairs would simply go around
with a subscription paper and ask for the
money as a gift.  Merchants gointo these
programmes because they feel that if they
da not they will antagonize the members
of the church or society, and that they
will lose trade, If they would give the
money withouwt taking the advertisement
for it the society would te better off, be
eause their printing bitls would not be so

Drug Reports.

Canada.

Except the change i duty on alcohol,
which has advanced about 35 cents a gal-
lon, there are no radical changes affecting
the reul drug trade 1 the recent tanff
changes, unless it be an adjunct to the
trade, viz.,, surgical stuments, which
have been put on the free hst.  'be ad-
vance on alcohol is farteaching v the
drug tradg, as it enters into the composi-
ton of so many preparations.  Fhe most
prommcnt of these is pure spirit tinctures,
which will be about 5 cents a pmt, and
proof unctures, 3 cents a pnt lugher.
