TIIE GOLD CURRENCY.

In the July number of the New York
Bankers' ,tagazine there are three
articles well.-deserving of attention,-one
a contribution from Mr. George M.
Iveston on paper issues in England,
another an article reprinted froni the.
London Bankera' Magazine on the Eng-
lish note circulation, and a third contri-
buted to the London Quarterly, which
treats of the state of the gold coinage,
which has been materially reduced in
value by attrition. The recent advocacy
by Mr. Wm. Fowler, M.P., of an issue of
£1 notes in England has led to the
papers first mentioned. There are still a
considerable number of persons engaged
in commercial pursuits in England who
are anxious to inflate the currency, and
who are impressed with the belief that
the monopoly, as it is termed, which,
under the Act of 1844, the Bank of Eng-
land enjoys, subject to the regulations as
to issue prescribed by that Act, is inju-
nous ta the nation. Mr. Fowler makes a
strong point, although far fron a new
one, when lie dwells on what seems to be
the manifest absurdity of permitting the
issue of £1 notes in Scotland and Ireland
and prohibiting them in England. When,
however, he advocates an issue of £1
notes, based partly on a-fixed issue on
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securities, and partly in gold, he lays him-
self open ta the objection that the effect
of such a scheme would be to diminish
the supply of gold held by the nation.
Mr. Goschen strongly objected to Mr.
Fowler's proposition, because it would
dininish the amount of gold in the coun-
try, and nothing would induce him ta
lessea the extent ta which our currency
rested on gold. Mr. Gladstone seens to
hold the opinion that it would be desir-
able ta issue £1 notes, and he pointed out
the entire fallacy of imagining that the
large amount of gold, which, under the
present system, is necessarily required to
conduct the cash transactions of society,
would better enable the nation to encoun-
ter monetary crises. The L-ndon Econo-
mist in an article published towards the
end of last year stated that "there is a
"strong and growing opinion in England,
"that the prohibition against the issue of
" £l notes is unwise and injurious." Mr.
Grenfell, Governor of the Bank of England,
agreeing in opinion with Mr. Gladstone,
thatthe gold in general circulation would
be unavailable in the case of a crisis,
thoughît that in emergencies, such as the
case of a great war, paper might be
advantageously substituted for gold.

Mr. Weston is apparently desirous of
making an addition to the money of the
commercial world byan issue of £1 notes
based on securities, which is what Mr.
Fowler bas proposed, his fixed issue being
£25,000,000, and his conviction being that
the new issue would never fall below
£30,000,000. The writer in the London
Bank'ers' Magazine bas very unnecessarily
complicated the question by undertaking
ta discuss "to what extent the issue
department can help or hinder the
banking department ?" The professed
object is to provide greater accommoda.
tion for the public, but it must be borne
in mind that in view of the low rate of
interest prevailing in England there is
no occasion whatever for extending the-,
means of the Bank of England ta afford
such accommodation. We have noticed
with regret that in none of the contribu.
tions on the subject bas the very impor.
tant point been discussed as to the ex-
pediency of providing a fiational resaerve
of gold ta meet the emergencies which
have arisen on three different occasions
since the enactment of 1844, owing to
financial crises. It would be irrelevant
on this occasion ta discuss the peculiar
circumstances 'which have invariably
compelled the banking department of
the Bank of England ta use all its efforts
to sustain the public credit at such
periods. In September, 1866, after thf
Overend, Gurney & Co. panle, Mr. Holland,

Governor of the Bank of England, stated
in an address to the proprietors: Ve
"could not flinch from the duty which
"we conceived was imposed on us, of
"supporting the banking community."
During the previous May the rate of
interest had advanced to 10 per cent,
falling to 8 about the middle of August
to 5 in September, and ta 4! on 3rd
October. Now during this fearful crisis,
May, 1866, the banking department
increased its loans by about £13,000,000
or from a normal amount of l ather
securities " 'of about £20,003,000 at the
beginning of the month ta upwards of
£33,000,000 at its close. During all.this
time the Bank held about £11,000,000 of
Government securities, and although the
reserve in the banking department was
reduced to little over £400,000 priar to
suspension of the Bank Act, there was
about S11,000,000 in the issue depart-
ment. In October, 1847, and November,
1857, the Act was suspended under
similar pressure, although the reserve
was on neither of those occasions so low
as in 1866. That similar crises are likely
to occur must be sufliciently obvions, anr
yet no attempt bas been made ta provide
a remedy, which is perfectly simple,,
which bas been more than once pointed
out, and to which we are unaware that
any objection has been offered, while we
happen ta know that one eminent author-
ity, the late Professor Jevons held the
suggestion ta be good. Instead of issuing,
£25,000,000 of £1 notes on fixed securities
let them be issued as the other notes are,
on gold alone, the effect of which would
be ta add that amount ta the bullion
held by the issue department. Let the
issue department be authorized to loan
its notes ta the banking department on a
deposit ofi government securities when-
ever the rate of interest reached say 6 per
cent, and let the Bank be required to raise
the rate .to 6 per cent, whenever its,
reserve fell below eight millions. Of
course there would be danger of the Bank
keeping an inadequate reserve while'
the rate of interest was low if it knew
it had the issue department to fall
back upon. It seems to be absolutely
necessary that the issue. department
should be strengthened, so as ta lie
in a position in times of emergency,
whether of war or panics, to come ta the
assistance of the nation on conditions of
perfect security. In regard ta the cost
af the recoinage af the gold sovereigns, a
measure, which it is almost universally
admitted, is absolutely necessary, there
ought to be no hesitation in undertaking
it at the cost of the nation, which is the
view taken by the London. Quarierly,

THE CENSUS AND ITS CRITICS.

The third volume of the Census of 1881
having received adverse criticism at
the bands of soie newspapers, Mr. J. C.
Tache, the commissioner, bas came ta the
rescue, in a pamphlet of about a dozen
pages, in which he certainly throws sane
light on the subject of the apparent in-
consistencies, and shows himself not less
able than his critics ta wield the satirical
pen. Ire not unreasonably states that
siit is a false notion ta compare the oper-
ation of sucb inquiries "-made in corn-
piling a Census--" to the work of book-
keeping and of balancing commercial or
financial accounts. To impugn the re-
sults of a Census and question its immense
usefulness because errors of detail are
detected in it is just as absurd and mis-
chievous as would be an assault on the
whole machinery of postal or customs
service because a certain number of
letters get astray and certain inaccuracies
are found in reports." In the relation
between Numibers of Dwellings and
Rouses owned be says his critics have
overlooked the fact tbat lu the new Ter-
ritories, shanties, tents, wigwams and
vessels afloat are enumerated as dwellings,
although they cannot come under the
headof bouses owned i and that bouses

-owned by non-resident persons or com-
panies are not ta be included in the
number of houses owned lu Canada,
although they are Canadian dwellings.
We can illustrate this latter explanation
in our own case. The error of the critics,
in this . instance, is such that they have
dwelt on the fact that lu the Territories
there are only J,242 houses owned by
Canadians for 11,652 occupied; when the
Census shows that.9,357 of tbese dvellings
are not houses, but the lodges of nomadic
populations. There is another reason,
says Mr. Tache, which influences the differ-
ence in a greater ratio, coming from the
fact that many-a great many-houses.
built and owned as one immovable pro-
perty form two or more separate dwellings
or abodes. By instruction, the enumer-
ators were thus ordered in regard to
dwellings to be entored in table 1: "A
"separate bouse is to be counted where-,
'ever the entrance from the outside is
"separate." Hence, when the Census gives
(1881) 753,017 accupied dwellings it in.
cludes 116 vessels, and 14,692 shanties,
tents or wigwams when it gives 738,209-
bouses as dwellings; occupied, and only
712,440 owned,it is not only prima facie
correct, but it also conveys the informa-
tion, worth .having, that there were in
1881 about 25,U00 bouses with double
separate dwellings.
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With regard to the statement that the I
amount of tonnage owned by Canadians
in the Census does noti agree vith the
tonnage registered in accordance with the
" Merchant Shipping Acts," Mr. Tache
says. " It is with shipping as with,
other kinds of property : the total of
acres on the maps, of houses on the valua-
tion lists, of tons of shipping on the
register books, are no correct indication
of the number of acresof houses and of
tonnage owned .by the inhabitants of
C nada, to the exclusion of residents at
any given moment. lI regard to shipping
the mere transfer of registration from a
Canadian port to another British port,
outside of Canada, and: the keeping on
the registers of hundreds of vessels which
have ceased to exist, but the disappear-
ance of which has not been reported,-
alters the totals of tonnage to a compara-
tively very large ratio, at the same time
that the first may not alter a unit in the
tonnage owned in Canada and that the
second diminishes it to the extent of its
disappearance. Extensive sales to non-
Canadians also necessarily alter the figure
of Tonnage Owned in Canada but not
necessarily the Toniinage Registered ''he
census shows that the amount tof tonnage
ovned by inhabitants of Canada las, in
the four elder Provinces, increased 2,3,-
588 tons since the Ceusus of 1871. The
reports of the Department of Marine
siiply gives the addition of tonnage
registered in Cauada, no matter if they
are in a greater or less proportion own ed
by iihabiants tof this country.

Respecting tiie changes in the owner-
ship of, lands in districts, Mr. Tache says

It is in such districts wiere the largest
ownership of wild lands was formerly
existing that immense reduction of acre-
age owned nust take place; simply from
changes in residence of owners of' et limits
of districts, and because these lands were
to be sold, and vere actually, te a large
amount, sold te inhabitants of other dis-
tricts. The City of Quebec had 2,632,874
acres of lands owned in. 1871, and only
ô88,117 in 1881 ; but the County of
Quebec, which encircles the city, had
oîily 363,727 acre% owned in 1871, and as
muci as 1,078,005 in 1881. A simple.
change of residence of largo ovners frm
the limits of the city te the surrounding
district explains the vastness ef the
change, se far as the figures go, and wlhen
by inquiriig you learn that hunîdreds of
thousands of acres of vild lands, owned
by Quebec inhabitants, have been sold t
inhabitants of other districts, such as v'ast
tracis situated iu Anticesti iil the Eastern
To wnshi iithe seigniories of Beaupré,
Fossaimbault, and in maiy!other places,

lie wonder vanishes away., There are s
other changes lîvhich are due ta another
cause, in addition ta those mentioned,
from the fact that the readjustment of
electoral districts, folloiving the Census of
1871, has made many census districts i
materially different In 1881 from vhat
they were in 1871, in extent of territory,
population, and in every other respect'
The same remarks apply te village lots,
houses, warehouses, shops and vessels."

As ta the charge of excess of acres o
Land Occupied over the area in sme m
districts, Mr. Tache quotes the explana-
tion given in the introduction ta the third
volume of the Census which points out
that residents o towns and cities occupy
and work lands situated outside the
limits thereof and on which no persan
resides. The property is, as in the case
of products such as cod-fish and furs, regis
tered in the district where the informa-
tion could be procured, without possibility
of attributing them ta any otier specific
district; the only alternative being to
enter thiem there or omit thim froin the
reports, and great care was taken to avoid
duplication.

Concerning the charge that there are
industries not at all mentioned in seme
districts, the auther makes seme palpable
bits. Tie critics, he says, make ne dis-
tinction between a manufactory and a
shop,-between the industries by which
a substance is made te change its forai
and the commercial. operation by which
products are sold. This was also ex,
plained i the initroduction ta the third
volume. The division of labor in estab-
lisiments such as " Carding and Shingle
Mills," IlGrist and Carding Mills, c.
is not se clearly defined as lu more popu-
lous comumunities, and as 'lit was tound
impossible ta separate one from the
other" they were presented under the
iead te which the parties seened te
attaci the greater importance.

If a de-,
monstration vas wanted, per contr, Of
the erors into which the assaulters of the
Census have fallen, we could find it in
the commentaries of that paper on the.

tave industry. The critic says :-I The
stave industry is one of the largest in
the country, and employs safely 1,000
men." The fact is that the making of
taves, instead of being one of the largest,
s, per se, one of the smallest among the
niportant industries of the country, and
that 1,000 men, exclusively employed,
the wvhole year at stave mnaking alone,
could glut our hone and foreign stave
markets for several years. If the writer
means, by stave industry, ta combine the
umbering of the raw material and the

cooper's voi'k applied to the manufacture
of staves into barrels, tubs, &c., &c., lie la
far short of the mark with 1,000 men;
but if ha mans aimply stave making he
la mach ahovaý tise mark, being grossiy in
error anyhow-a state of affairs he would
have mended for hiiself and his readers
if, instead o unjustly attacking the
Census, lie liad inclustriously studied it.I
Mr. Taché6 deais ne less efi'ectively with
other charges made by his critics, and it
is ta be loped that the reply will have
the effect of leading to a more thorough
study st te Ceunsus in its important
deaais. WVe siiould be pîeased te learn
tisat the Ontario Superintendent of Insur-
ance has as good a.cause in his Mutuai
statistics.

Specie for the month has increased about
ha'f a million, and Dominion Notes have
increased about $400,000. The outlook
would point to a comparative monetary
stringency as soon as the crops begin to
move. The arguments adduced by bor-
rowers upon stocks'that, if they cannot
get accommodation from the banks they
can procure it froml private sources, is
not more fallacious than that sometimes
urged concerning capital and deposits.
If private lenders advance upon stocks it
simply means the withdrawal of just so
much money fron their deposit accounts,
and lessening by that amount the lend-
ing capacity of the banks. Any increase
in bank capital means likewise that thus
much money has been withdrawn from
deposit, and it cannot advance the aggre-
gate loaning power of the banks a single
dollar. The addition of the totals for. the
corresponding month of 1882, and those
for May, 1873, to the usual synopsis, will
we trust render this feature of our finan-
cial reviews more valuable to our readers:

HOUSE LIGHTING BY iLECTRIOITY.

The above is the title of a contribution
te the July nunmber of the Ninetcueh
Cen/ury by Viscount Bury, who about
thirty years ago spent some time in Can-
ada, wbere he was Sir Edward Head's first
secretary, and married the eldestdaughter
of the late Sir Allan Macnab.

The object of Lord Bury's paper is to
suggest that it bas become evident by
the publication of the provisional orders
of the Board of Trade, under the authority
of the recent Electrie Lighting Act, that
the terminology and measurements of
electricity are no longer the undisputed
property of professional electricians, that
they have invaded our every-day life, and
that those who take part in business must
be prepared to understand them. The
orders of the Board of Trade are said te
be couched in highly technical language.
The author proposes to give a short
account, with such éxplanation as may be
necessary, of the model provisional orders
devised by the Board of Trade, and to
endeavor to answer, as far as in his power,
the questions, " when is electri lightin'
"likely te come within the reach of the
"'general public ? " and Il as any, one
<'any positive information as to the cost
" of it?" The conclusion arrived sg after
a full statement of the difficulties of all
kinds, is that " there can be little doub't
" that electricity vill furnish the' bouse'-
"light of the future." If this opinion be
wrell founded it is most desirable that the
whole subject should engage much more
of the attention of business men in Can-
ada than it lias yet done. While the
author has arrived at the conclusion that
we have stated, he is far from under-
rating the difficulties in the way of a gen-
eral substitution of electrie lighting for
gas. lie admits that " the cost of lighting
"a large area in a populdus town is, and
"must remain, until tested by actual ex-
"perience, very doubtful, and, further,
" that all experts are agreed that it is
" only ôn a very large scale that it cati be
" expected to pay.",

It seems desirable to explain that Lord
Bury commences by referring to the
opinions which prevail as to different
systems of electricity, and observes that
" there are only two really distinct
"systems: arc-lighting, in which a true
"voltaic arc is formed between two
" neighboring pencils of carbon i and
" lighting by incandescence, where a
"filament of carbon is heated to white-
"ness." Ie adds that he proposes " to
"deal with incandescent lighting only,
"as it alone seems fitted for general bouse
"illumination." The Act of Parliament
was rendered necessary, or at least highly

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desirable, by the number of companies
which were formed lest year ready to tear
up the streets and carry wires into honses
on the very smallest encouragement.
There was so much publie alarm among
householders, a select committee was
appointed in 1882 to which was referred
the Electrie Ligliting Bill, after it had
passed the second reading. The chief
points for consideration were: Ist. The
nature and probable cost of the proposed
supply. 2nd. Who should introduce the
liglit into towns? Should it be done by
municipalities or by private enterprise.
After much discussion the Committee
agreed to a series of resolutions, whicli
are substantially embodied in the Act of
1882,

The Board of Trade is empowered to
grant in any district, either to the local
municipal autiority or to any company,
with te consen tof such municipal author-
ity, a license to supply electricity within
a given area. The license is for seven
years, renewable with the consent of all
parties for periods of seven years. In case
of disagreement between the municipal
body and the contractor the Board of
Trade nmay issue a provisional order to the
latter, which is to be laid before Parlia-
ment, and, if opposed, referred to a select
comnittee, like a private bill, the muni-
cipality having a right to purchase at the
end of twenty-one years.

Lord Buiry lias procured from the
Board of Trade a list of all applications,
for license up to the time when lie wrote.
In the great maejority of cases the muni-
cipal authorities have been content to
stand aside, and allow private companies
to hear the brunt of the necessary experi-
ment. Out of eighty applications .whicih
are to be proceeded with, sixty-five aire
made by comnpanies and only fifteen by
mîtinicipal alithorities. It is highly ui-
portant to learn that mu Aberdeen, Brad-
ford, Bristol, Carlisle, Granthiam and
Norwiclh the ligiting has been uniler-
taken by their Corporations or local
boards. li other cases a vestry, a board
op police tand gas commissioners have
uticiertaken the work. Altlouigh, as Lord
Bury points onit, the conparatively small
proportion of the cities and towns that
have made any move in the direction of
electrie ligbting is an indication that
r the public generally will have to be

very slowly eduIca ed to the use of the
liglit " yet it must be borne in n2ind tîtat
t took a long tine before the use of gas

became general, and as yet the electric
ligliting, more especially for houses, is a
mere experiment. If once it should be-
comle a pionounced sùccess, there would
probably be a general rush, such as it

would be dificult for the companies to
meet. We confess that we are astonished
at the number of applications that have
been made, and we cannot but look on it
as highly probable that Lord Bury's con-
clusion that electricity will furnisli the
house light of the future will be found
correct. It may turn out very advan-
tageous for Canada that the subject has
engaged so large a share of attention in
England, and that we shahl be able to
reap the benefit of Englisli experience
before we are called on to consider the
subject with a view to legislation. Lord
Bury observes that " no one can look at
one of these orders without being struck
by the energy and courage with which
the prominent officials of the Board of
Trade have grappled with an en tirely new
and very difficult .problem. This brief
notice may possibly induce parties inter-
ested in the subject to examine Lord
Bury's very interesting communication.

No
matter vhaL niay be said of business, there is a
feling of dissatisfaction among traders, and
this extends to the retail trade as well as the
wholesale. Tie wnholesale dealers w fini] flitat
where tley were inost successful in pishing
goods oi a retail dealer they only transferred
the stock fromu their roons to the shelves of the
smail sliop.kcecper. Money is not dcar nor
scarce to the riglit custoiner, but incrcased
caution is observed by the batiks. Payments

are rallier inceriain from the country. Ster-
ling E xclaige is rather lower at 1083 to 109 for
60 days bills between banks, and j higher to
custoners. Demand bills are quoted 3 higlher.
Drafts on New York are quoted at par. The
Stock Exchange lias been without any notice-

able event. Bank shares have varied only within
narrow limits, and prices have beeni maintained
contrary to the expectations of soume operators.
Loan Companies have been steady but not ac-
tive, demonstrating a strengtli of character
that aplreciates tleir value. Miscellaineous
secirities, of a more commercial nature have
not lieen so steady, but showing sone activity.

The
stocks re still low: on Moniiday last, there
were 2,615 barrels, agaist 1,300 iarrels July
17, 1882; itiiu704 barrels July 18, 1881. Out-
mCa isquiet asnd steady; Standard selling at
$5.15, and Grauulated at $5.35, ini large lots.
Cornmeal is quoted nominal at $3.80 per barrel.
Bruin is advanced to $9.50 and $10. ihorts
Clling at $14 to $15 in car lots.

Wu r-The ~weat market is more sensi-
tive thuais tbat of ((our, snd changes of cithuer
an upwvard or downiward tendency are sharper.
Notwithstanding the large reserves of nearly
30,000,000 buosels cf wheat *i the United
Kingdoni, and large stocks couparatively on

the continent, it is now a conclusion that
wheat will be far short of the quantity it
measured last year. Tie deficiency in the
United States will reach 75,000,000 buîslels, the
total wheat crop this year being estimaited at
425,000,000 bushels. A slight advance and
firmness in Liverpool have operated to send
prices up it Obicago, where wheat lias advanced
about Pc in the past two days. 'ie market
here is also reasonably firmer. On Monday Nu.
2 Fail was quoted at $1.04; and No. 2 Spring
et $1.05. On Tuesday No. 2 Fil wais quoted
at $1.06 andNo. 2 Spring at $1.07; Goose
Wheat quoted at 98e, but tiere were no trans-
actions, iholders seemingly thinking a further
advance likely. At tie market to-day there
were somte cars of No. 2 FaIl sold at $1.07, and
No. 2 Spring was quoted at $1.08, without sales.
Stocks here on Monday were 167,595 busiels ;
against 180,277 July 9, 1883; against 147,060
bisiels July 17, 1882; and 165,434 bushels
July 18, 1881.

oAnsE GRMNS AND SeeDs.-Tlie market for
coarser grains is very quiet. Barley li quoted
nominal at 52c to 70c. Stocks on Monday last

BWrER.-Trade is unsettled. IL is known
that large quantities are leld throighout the
country. The local market is supplied to its
fullest capacity, and numerous enquiries are
made from outside to place larger lots here.
Siipping butter, of good quality, clear yellow,
wvould not be blioglt here for more thanl 12e to
13c. All advices from.the old country tend to
the belief that prices there will not be higher,
for some lime at least. It is feared that colm-
try nierchaiints will suier less this season by
holding on to their stocks looking for higlier
prices. It is expected that by next veek prices
in tis market will belover than they arequoted
to-day.

Di& Goos.-Tlhe regular trade is still very
quiet. The real condition of tradte li the Pro-
vince is unfaivourable to tlie expectation of
doing a large and safe business in fall and win-
ter goods.

Fun. -Bsiness s somewhat uinsettled.,
Dealers are advised of hiigler prices at (le
mines, and there has been some delay in getting
cargoes by vessel from Lake Ontario ports. An
advance in retail prices is certain by tlie first of
August. Prices at present aire: for domestie,
hurd ad soft, $6.50 per ton, delivered'; steam
coal, $5 per ton. Wood is scarce, delivered at
$6 per cord for best; and $5 for Second.

Nis are in liglit demand
Jlice, $3.623 to $4. Sugars, Porto tico, dark to
fair, 7c to 7jc ; brighît, 7,c to 8c; Canadien
refined 63e to 83e; granulated, 9c to 93e ; Paris
lump, 10e to 103e ; Scotch refined, 6o to 7e.
Syrups common, 55o to 57e; amber, G3e I066e;

molasses, 40o to 4te. Spices quiet. Teas in
moderate demand and prices steady with an
opinion that somte advknce is possible. Tobaceos
are limier, with a sliglit advance. Prices are:
dark,-313c to 32e ;lWestern-Leaf, 31e to 34c ;
brigit shorts, gooà to fine, 43c to 52à choice,
70e to 75c.

HARDwAE.-Business is very quiet. The
chances for any improvement this fall are
feeble.

MinEs ANn SEINs, ro.-Trade is rather quiet,
for although there are no large quantities of
bides offering the demand bas not been active
for native hildes. Prices are steady; green
bides are bouglht at 73e for cows and 83c for
steers No. 1 ; No. 2 are le lower. 0ured hides, No.
I cows have been sold recently in car lots at
8C, which is probably nearer tl:e val ue thian
83e, at whieh dealers profess to hold them.
(jalfskins are unchanged, buying, green, at 13e
for No. 1, and 1le for No. 2, cured skins are 2e
dearer. or 15e for No. 1, and 13e for No. 2.

Butter, small lots selling at 14e to 16c for good
to fine, and 12c to 13c for inferior.: Lower
prices are looked for. Cheese quiet, at 10e for
skims and ]lc to 1lie for full cream. Eqqs
selling in lots ofa few cases at 166. Beans quiet,
selling at $1.50 to $1.80, according to quality.
Dried Apples, slow et 10c for common, and 16e
for evaporated. 1loatoes, new, about $3* per
barrel. Rope ii small demand at 60e to 65 per
lb in single bales. Sali, dairy, in 3 lb -bags,.
$3.75 lier barrel ; 8 lb bis, $2.75 per barrel
barrols, Canadian, $1.35 in car lots, and $1.45
to $1.50 in small lots. Liverpool bags 65elin
car lots, and 80e delivered. P.resed Jlay, $11 to
$12 in car lots.

WooL.-The market shows no signe of ini-
provement. Tliere has been more business done,
but it was at prices nio better tliain wlat have
been ruling for the pats two months Pur-
ehases bave been made in the cointry, and
dealers outside are not nanifesting aiy desire
to hold stocks on speculation. Inferior woolis
quoted at 15e to 16c, and at this price it is pos-
sible that some quantity may be taken by
American buyers; but for good fleece there
lias beeu no enquiry yet froni United States
dealers. Reports from the United States do
not lead to the idea that prices will be any
higher immediateyi or for sone time to come.
For some lots of 10,009 Ilbs. the prices have
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blen paid of 18c te 206 for fair te good conb -
ing wool. Coarser lots 2ar bougt at 14e te
lic. There tare few offerings of outhdown
which are worth 23c to 24c. Demand from te
factories has fallen off' and clothing wools are
easier. Supers are quoted selling to the rnills
ai25c t ;26c Extra Supersat 30c.
