lsid down defining the standard necessary
to place a town or village in ona of the
above divisions, commencing with «A,”
and describing . the water-works,. fire de-
pariment, alarm, ete, required for such
towns, then descending to B, C and D
towns,and so on,until the lowest class(F) is
reached, which last is entirely without ap-
pliances of any kind. A great” deal of
puins has been taken respecting these
clssifications,and as astanding committee
has been appointed to decide on the
various standards there is little doubt
that even-handed justice will in future.
be meted outto each and every town alike.

2. We have often advocated the prin-
ciple of schedule rating, which is simply
judging of each risk in its class according
to its merits, giving an advantage in rate
when a corresponding benefit is provided
for substantial protection against fire, A
minimum basis rate is io be fixed for the
best mill or factory of its class built upon
the most approved method of a certain
height, and fitted up with special réquire-
nments, alter which additions will be
charged for every deficiency, and finally
an sllowance for fully-equipped antomatic
sprinklers. This is the plan pursued in
the United Stales, and its fairness must
recommend it to all honest insurers.

3. The foregoing, however, would have
been incomplete without in some way
guarding against the practice of under-
insurance, for as a risk becomes percept-
ibly improved by the adoption of appli-
ances a8y protection against fire, the
tendency naturally is to reduce the
amount of insurance, so that unless this
evil is met and counteracted, the im-
provemonts in & risk, so fav from being a
benefit to the companies, are an absolute
disadvantage, inasmuch as the said im
provementis are more than discounted by
the reduced insurance and lower pre-
mium combined. The only counterbal-
ance to this double reduction, 8o to speak
is, as we have frequently pointed out, the

co-insurance clause, partisl or total, and -

we rejoice to find that at length the
justice of our views is acknowledged,~—for
while it may be a small matter to intro-
duce the three-quarters co-.insurance
clause into special bazards, we look upon
this as the insertion of the small end of
the wedge,—and that the day is not far dis
tant when the equibty of general co-ingur-
ance will be universally allowed and
‘followed,

4, We are not surprised that the Asso
ciation has boldly_ enuneciated the doc-
trine that “a man cannot serve two

'master; " and declared it to be impossible

for an agent. to represent fairly both a
Tariffand & Non-tariff company. History is
apt to be repeated, and “a house divided
againat itsell "' will as assuredly fall in
the nineteenth century as in the firat.
0id Colonel Newcome was level-headed
when he struck his bamboo cane on
the ground exclaiming, % those who are
nob with us are ageinst us,” and the Asso-
ciation has evidently been firm encugh to
grasp the situation. It was surely anomal-
ous to suppose that g member of the
Association could be permiited to assist
in forming rules and rates, while at the
same time be was building up an outside
company by writing below these raies.
In conclusion, we may say that, consid-

-ering the importance of the subjects

brought forward and the manner in which
those subjects were handled, the meeting
at Ottawa was the most successful ever
held by the Canadian Fire Underwriters'
Association. The very fact of a deput-
ation, consisting of the Mayor and Pre-
sident of the Board of I'rade from King-
ston, proceeding to Oitawa andrequesling
an audience proves that the association
is becoming a power in the land, and also
that the public may expect to be met on
any question fairly and on sound business
principles.

THE BANK RETURNS.

The statement of the banks for 30th
Seplember shows very few changes in the
main items. As wasto be expected at
this season of the year, the circulation
has . increased, the improvement here
being $1,200.000; again in resoucces
which is however offset by a decrease of
Government deposits to about the same
extent. On the otherside of the account

_the loans to the Government have de-

creased about a million and a half, and
net foreign balances at credit have in-
creased over two million dollars. The
only other item that has changed is the
holding of Dominion Bonds, of which
£100,000 were evidently acqulrcd duung
the month.

The general impression has Veen that
the business of the month has on the
whole not been good, and the returns con-
firm this impression. It has come to be

&

the recognized season for- agricultural

fairs, provincial and local, and these are
so numerous and so fully attended by
farmers and storekeepers, to say nothing
of manufacturers and others having goods
to exhibit, that we can easily believe
business is for the time being materially

‘decreased. : But we are certain that their

BREAD-MAKIXG,

They make good flour in Minnenapolis,
yet no better than is usually produced
from Manitoba wheat; but they bake it
better than we do in Montreal. One of
these ubiquitous reporters recently paid &
visit to a large bukery in that city and
described "what he saw. We shall give
the substance of his remarks, omitting the

" painful atiempts at wit so frequently

introduced,

The process of bread-making, from the
selting of the sponge to the time it
goes into the oven, shows that the occu-
pation is one which demands a good
amount of musele and nimbleness. A
trough full of dough under the influence
of “a little leaven shows no more ineli-
nation to wait for a man’s convenience
than do time, tide, or the tailor. The -
sponge for bread or rolls is made in one
end of & stativnary wooden trough about
three feet wide by the same depth, and’
from fifteen to twenty feet long, Another
sponge is probably selting in the other
end, and  the space between is conve- -
niently dammed with flour. Either the
compressed yeast (bought in five-pound
packages) or a liquid yeast made by the
firm, is used as leaven. Sometimes the
\wo are combined. There is very litile
machine work about bread-making. After
it has ¢ proved ’’ or risen, twoable.bodied
men go to the bottonl and haul the
lower stratum to the surface, and agitale
the mass for fifteen or twenty minutes
Because of the depth of the trough and
the mass of dough usually sufticient for
200 or 300 loaves, and the dispatch with
which the work ‘must'be done to get it
out of the way belore, another balch
comes on, the process does not appear in
the light of a recreation. The brend is
left in the trough torise after this knead-
ing. It lies there perbaps an hour and &
half, and is then lilted out upon a floured
table and tackled by four men., The first
cuts off a lump of dough about as lurge
as his-two hands, The second lays it on
a small pair of scales and pinches off a
bit or adds & morsel, soas o make the
“pound nominated in the bond.” A
single addition or subtraction makes it
right five times in six, and the operation
does not take two seconds.. A mau stands
on euach side of the table beyond him,

"and, seizing & pound of dough in each

hand, rolls them down with quick deft
motions. .Then the balls are placed regu-
latly upon the farther end of the table,
‘whore they stand filteen or - twently
minutes before they are worked out in
the oblong, pointed shape in which most"
loaves, especially the Vienna, appear. The .
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loaves, having now attained their final
form, are placed in tins and encouraged
to rige by a coating of egg and sugar,
which excludes the air and imprisons the
gas. Then they are placed on = long-
handled wooden”shovel and slid into an
oven which has an area of probably 400
feet, and a temperature far above that to
be attained in the ordinary range oven.

In mixing they keep adding flour and
water until the dough is of the right con.
sistency.” The temperature of theoven is
also experimental. The time of rising
depends on the temperature of the room.
A There is,” says the baker interviewed,
“ no {such time as baking by an exact
rule, any more than there is about bring-
ing up a family.” The Vienna bread is
mixed with sweet milk instead of water,
and that is all thedifference. We use g
pound of compressed yeast to 150 of flour
in setting the sponge. A great deal, ‘of
course, depends on the yeast. If that is
not first-class you may as well * throw up
the aponge’ at once.”

In making rolls the dough is placed in
a steam box and made to rise twice as
fast. The rolls are not weighed, but
guessed at. A man makes one in each
hand, and he picks & piece off one and
adds it to the other to get them of about
equal size. Boston brown bresd is baked
in pails for 2] hours. It has corn, graham,
and rye flour in it. Rye-bread is raised
with a little galt—no yeast, Vienna and
rye loaves are raised in cloths without
pans and are baked “ right on the bottom
of the oven.”

CRACKERS.

Cracker-making is a more mechanical
and _less free-hand process than bread-
making.  Winter  wheat ig used
exclusively : ¢ Crackers made = from
spring wheat are tough and springy,
The cracker sponge 1s set gver night
In an lmmenss trough, and is worked the
next marning  through & patent serew
mixer. The dougli comes out jn round
columns about a foot through, and is
dumped back two or-three times until it
is. well knen.ded._ Then it is sent down
through a chute in the floor to the plat-

the stamp, a boy stands ready with a
sort of very thin wooden shovel without
raised edges and with a bandle several

feet long,and with this instrument,called-
a peel, he takes off 2 section whout three
feet Jong, which he dexterously flirts with

o twist of the wrist into the .oven, or

ratherupon one of the immense revolving
iron shelves which are contained in the

oven. Theseshelves are about three feet

wide and fifteen feet long, and one revol-

ution serves to bake the crackers a deli-

cate brown As they come up done,

another boy stands with a rake and hauls

them unceremoniously into large baskets,

in which they are transferred by elevator

to the third floor for packing. When

only partially cooled they are put away

by girls into barrels and boxes, neatly

lined with white paper, and. are lelt

uncovered until thoroughly cooled and

dried. While still warm they have a

toughness which makes it possible to

handle them in a way that would

bresk them into bits when cold,

In getting a perfect edge on the outside

rows of crackers a strip about three

yuarters of an inch wide is incidentally

sacrificed on each side, and this, thrown

back into the general mass of dough, is

supposed to greatly improve. it. The

batch must consequently improve from

firse to last, as the amount of scraps keeps

climbing up towards a majority. Cracker
dust is another branch of the manu.

facture. Any crackers that have been

broken in handling or packing are ground

fine and sold, principally to hotels and

restaurants, for breading meats, oysters,

soups, etc, All the flour sweepings are
sold to farmers for cattle feed, so there
is little actual waste any where about the
establishment.

butter and lard. There is a certain amount of
olive oll produced in the United States, but the,
facts and figures given in & recent report by the
Amoricas Consul at Leghorn bring out the im -
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purlance of the culture in Jurope, and many
of them are worth repenting for our readers,”’

Hestates that the eatimated extent of lundin
Tialy devoted wholly or partially to the olive
tree is over 2,000,000 ncres, the produce of
which in & good year is 75,000,000 gallons of
oil. Spain comes nextin importance with 25,-
000,000 gallons, and france, including Algeria
raises about 1,000,000 gallons.

Notwithstanding that the export from Ttaly
is only one-fourth to one-third of the produc-
tion, n large amount of cotton-seed oil is
imported from the United States and used for
adulteration, 1tis reassurving to learn that o
comparatively small amount of ndulterated oil
is exported, and that the choicer oils are never
tampered with, The flavor is in any ense des-
troyed by such a mixture, and therefore only
{he inferior olive oil is adulterated.

About one-half of the product of Italy is fit
only for sonp-making and similar purposes. The
districts that produce the finest oils for the

the table are Tuscany, Bavi, and the Riviern, of

which Tuscuny is fucile princeps ; the oil grown
there is not excelled anywhere. [t is known
in the market ns Lucea oil, although produced
in qther districts adjoining that foenlity.  The
primest oil is oblained from thoroughly ripe
fruit, on the first pressure, washed out with
cold water. A secondl pressure, with hot water
10 assist the process, produces an oil of inferior
quality, aud after that a third and fourth
quality ia secured, unfit for culinary purposecs.
Tho finest oil is very susceplible of taint, and
iy ensily loge its flaver if brought into con-
tact with foul utensils or impure water, and
once Lainted can never be restored.

On the vexed cuestion of Italian versus
French oil, the consul pronouncea for Italy.
His opinion may be bingsed by his residence in
Leghorn, but e shows hat the Freneh export-
ing market is supplied mwainly from Italy, the
native production being quite insufficient to
supply thelocal consumption. Ile concludes that,
by denling with firme of bigh atanding in the
trade in Tuscany, absolutely pure oil of the
finest quality may be obtained, and that® those

Nuw Sourn WaLss LoaN.— A Toan of £5,
100,000 sterling of this colony, bearing 34 per
cent interest, was placed in London about a
fortnight ago, and, notwithstanding the abun-
dance of mouey secking investment, the price
vealized  was only £91 133 50 per cent,
almost exaclly 2 per cent less than the
Joan issued by the smme colony was taken at
Inst yenr. Assome invidious compnrisons were
then made between the prices realized by New
South Wales and Canada for similar Toans, it
may be well toremind our readers thal events
proved that the New South Wales loan Iast
yenr was largely taken by banks and olhers
interested in the Colony, acting in concert with

the colonial authorities, and was really placed
on the murket only alter many months' labor
and effort.  As to the presentloan the Aeono~
mist suys : -~ What makes the loss in borrowing
power more marked ig the fact that the present
time is distinctly more favorable for borrow-
ing than was the case a yearago. Morcover
there is every reason to believe that although
the tenders for the present loan nmounted to
over twelve millions, yet the amonnt taken by
the public Is not more than one-halt, or perhaps
one-third, of the amount offered. The amount

Tny Exarisn Posr Orwice.—The report of
the Postmaster General for the year ending
31st March last haa been published, and aflords
the usual interesting information. Every de-
partment of the business shows more or less
incrense, the most marked being in the number
of parcels carried, which were 11.3 per cent,
wore than in 1884-85. The increase in the
total number of aclicles carried was 3-8 per
cent. The total figures do not convey much
info rmation, but the average number for each
person in the United Kingdom is striking; 37.8
letters, 4.5 posteards, 8.9 book-packets or circu-
tarz and 4 newspapers—making in all 56.6
articles for each person. Thirty yeurs ago the
average number was 15. The parcel-post sys-
tem lns grown to Jarge dimensions, nearly
23,000,000 packages having been handled, at
an average charge of 5 1-3 pence cach, of
which the railroads received £256,000 and the
department £251,613. In the Savings Bank
branch of the department s conegiderable in-
crease i8 also observable. The year closes on
31st December, at which dnte the balance
due to 3,333,000 depositors was L£44,700,000,
an increase of .£3,004,000 during the year.
In the telegraphic branch the incrcase has
only been slight.  0n 18t October the new rate
for Inland telegrams eame into force, sixpence
for 12 words or less, and one half-penuy per
word afterwards, nll addresses being charged
for. Sowe alicrations have been made in the
mode of counting, double names of towns and
villag  being taken as one word, and a very
sensible chiange has been made a8 to fignires, five
of which are to be charged as one word.

The preliminary report of tf® Unsilage Com-
mission is published in our English Exchanges.
We shall refer to it again when fuller details
reach us, but gsome of the conclusions of the
commisioners may be noted. They are of
opinion that the evidence has established that
u nourishing and useful food for animals can
be preserved, independently of any drying pro-

“cess, within wide lines of divergence in the

details of "the methods employed. The degree
to which chemical changes inerease or dimin-
ish the feeding value of the silage, or itg
relative value to tho green crop, is yoia
matter of - opinion, and the question can

only be solved after earefui and conlinued
experiment. The experienice of dairy firmers
shows that the feeding of mileh cows with
well-made silage improves the milk and ereni
and quality of butter. The commissioners
finally report that they have already heard sufhi-
ciont evidence to justify them in encournging
the development of the system, as a valuable
auxilianry in farm practice. Its cconomy,
through the saving of hay and other crops in
unfavorable weather, and the possibility of
growing some crops wol now raised in the
country—noatably some varieties of maijze—thev
regurd a8 itmportant elements in the question.

Tz Byowsy Boawn or Tuape Rerurss for
September are at hand, and confirm the cabled,
figures which we gave lnst week. e falling
off in exports is8 mainly in the two ilems of
yarns and lextiles (£680,000) and melals and
machinery (£710,000). Inimports, food products
show & reduction of £1,520,000. As far as
Canadinn tonde i3 concerned we are glad to
note .that the cnltle imports from this side
maintaiu their previous level. Ior September
the number entered was 10,088, valued at.£205,
559, against 10,261 in 1884, valued at £218,317.
The imports from the U nited States show a
falling off, they were for the month 9,325 nnimal
valued at £216,146. In butter and butterine
the total imports show a falling off to the ex-
tent of 45,000 cwt, ; cheese, notwithstanding an
inerease in quantily of 20,000 packages, shows
a decrease in velue of £70,000. On the whole,
the figures of the returns are considered un-
favornble and discournging. )

The money market in England is reported
still ecasier than at our last writing. The
accumulation of idle capital continues, and
rates are very little. beyond 1 per cent for
three months bankers billa. How long this
state of aflairs may continue it is impossible to
say, but it is evident that lenders at that rato
are running a risk of finding rales suddenly
rise. The possibility of withdrawals of gold
for shipment to the United States is now
remote, but the war-cloud in Roumelia and
the Kast may burst at any moment. The eftect
of such an event would be felt in every part of
the civilized world.

Wa recently mentioned the course adopted by
the Royal Commission on the Depression of
Trade and Industry for the purpose of ob-
taining information, and expressed the opinion
that they could scarcely hiope for snccess. We
learn from an  exchange that this proves
to be the cagse. The questions asked are of so
controversinl a charactér that few replies have
been received, and the composition of the com-
misgion isalill regarded as unsatisfactory: It is
to be hoped greater success will be achicved as
the commission settles down to the work.

Boveorrva.—In the course of a decision
recently pronounced in the U. 8. Circuit Court
at Jefferson, Mo., the judge said, in addressing
the grand jury: A system and name, foreign to
onr institutions and laniuuge, known a8 “boy-
cotling,” has sought to be intreduced among
us #3 4 means of inducing or compelling con
cossions in wmatters of conllicting interests.
Combinations of the kind are not unlawful, so
long as their exclusive purpose is to foster the
interest of its ow'n members. But if the object
of the combination i3, or embraces objects the
necessary effect of whichis, the interfering with
other's right, the eombination becomes a conspi-
racy, and may be denlt with as such. lLord
Coleridge and Chief Justice Fry, in a late case
declared this to be the luw of Kngland, hold-
ing that boycoliing, as above defined, is action-
able and indictable. The courts of the United
States have no common law jurisdiction, but
there is a statute which is applicable to the
‘matter, .

Despite all precautions the disease has recently
appeared in East Sandwich. In Brant county
the inspeetor there has ordered fifty of the in-
fected swine to be killed, and he is now in com-
munication with the, Dominion and Provincial
authorities in regard to compensation. The
probabilities are that fully two-thirds of their
value will be allowed on diseased animals
killed by order of the various inspectors. The
disease is also said to exist in Oxford county.
It is agserted that it originated nt Princeton
station, on the Great Weslern railway, as a
consequence of the clennsing of gome cars oceu-
pied by infected animals from the Western
States. Attention may hero be directed to the

tact that farmers neglecting to give informa. .

Lion of the existence of the discase, or attempt-
ing to conceal its appearance in any way, are
liable to u penalty of $200, and are not entitled
to governmental compensation. The plague is
much worse in the United States, and js spread.
ing rapidly in Iowa, Kansas and Nebraska,
there being scarcely a_county in those States in
which it has not obtained a foothold. ' Dr. Hol-
comb in the Kansns Farmer says:—Belweon
thirty and forty counties in the State of Knneas
are now infected with hog cholern. The dis-
case is rapidly sprending, cn.lTsing the daily loss
of thousands of valuable swine. Some countieg
huve alrendy lost as much as forty thousand
dollars from this cause. An impression has
gone abroad among the farmers and swine-
raisers of the State that this is not cholera, but
some new and falal disease.

FIRE INSURANCE TARLFF.
T'o the Editor of the JourXAL oF CoMMEROE,

Duar Sir,~Let me thank ¥ Equity ” for his
compliment: I cannot however, take any
credit to myself; T have merely expressed what
1 have obierved.l
* My, error, if any, in under-estimating the
value of the flgures given in the Insurance
Blue Book hasyet to be proved, The subject
is important enongh to merit study, and, if
time is given and your patience aad valuable
space hold out, I will try to justify the opinion
I expressed in my first letter, but I must point
here to the concession which Equity makes to
what will be & part of my argument on this
subject, when he says  That the natural in-
creage in insurable values in 1884 is larger
than the increase in insured values.”

The Blue Book deals with insured values
oply, and if an inequitable tarilf in really
widening the diflerence between the two the
difficulty of accounting for the increase in
inswred valnes, as shown by the Blue Book, is
augmented. But be that ag it may, the truth
will be discovered when the subject is dealt
with ; meanwhile I return to the one in hand,

- Your view, plainly stated, is that the failures
met with in the business of Fire Insurance

result from the mismanagement of Fire Under- -

wrilers ; I, on the other hand, am of opinion that
insurance managers accomplish all that can
be expected, and that the troubles to which fire

_insurance is exposed arise from cauges beyond

their control.

I bave stated the range and pliancy of the
present taritl, and shown it to be wide enough to
meet every ocemrring circumstance and case,
and, having done so, I do not think I have
avoided the main iesue as stated.

The taviff is sufficiently pliable to he made to
yield to all reasonable requirements ; but what
is wanted is concession without prudence,
abandonwent of the right of judgment in the
intereat of insurrnce enpital, the emasculation
of the tariff, and its final overthrow. This iz
whatis really wanled ; and the ignoraut who
think that insurers have no rights to maintain
against the insured, and the half friends of
ingurance interests and the eccentric among
the fraternity who have hobbies to ride, become
oracles, and gain popularity for their criticisms
of insurance wmwanagement among those who
regard the tariff as an infringement of human
rights ; but, fortunately, the people that Equity

-8peuks about are not only becoming aware of

their interest in systems of insurance rating,
they are becoming awsare also of their interest

in solvent insurance companies .and in the
practical economy of their management. They
know that there is no business or profession
which is not open to criticism, none which are
abgolutely free from friction, and they will have
more confidence in the deliberative and neces-
vary policy of trained and experienced men
than in illustrations of mismanagement which
have no place in practice. I believe sincercly
that ‘¢ Equity” has no prounds whatever for
assuming that any manager other than a mere
novice knowingly writes policies.on deficient
applications from his agedits. He forgets that
there is less litigation over insurance contracts
proportionately than there is over any other
class of contract. He forgets that the instances

are rare indeed where litigation is not on the
grounds of either arson, frand, misrepresenta-

tion or change of risk without consent, and
never over the interpretation of an application.

I bolieve he is wrong in his estimate of insur-
ance clerks and loeal agents, for exceptions
prove no rules, and [ am told by prominent
insurance men, svho have had large and varied
experience in other occupations, that they find
both taking & high average position in com-
parison with otheragents and other clerks ; and,
moreover, 1 believe that if the practico of in-
specting every risk were adopted it would be
found that the great army of inspectors would
not only afford instances of mistakes for critics
to enlarge upon, but would introduce confusion
and a vast amount of herrt-burning where now
thore is little or nons. I ignore the necessity
for every possible care by insurance managers
inthe selection of risks, as little as T ignore the
necessity for liboral -and conciliatory respect
for the rights of the insured, but insurance
companics caunot safoly be driven into regard-
ing every risk as being its own standard ; they
must clasgify them and deal with them in
classes. ’ '

All capital is invested in educational estab-
lishments, and no insurance manager can dis-
regard the morality of men and of communities.-

"They are the pedestal upon which the employ-

mont of capital is based, the pedal with which

- the director of its oxyloyment modifies its

action ; but veither insurance capital nor mana-
gers, can create them, no more than baoking,
conimercial or private capitul can all have an -
equal right to their existedice, and it is outside
of the province of either to be responsible for
their abgence ; it is unfair to eallupon insurance
managers onl{;‘to create them, it s illogical as
well, and to blame insurance managerg when
they fail to meet them issimply an illusiration
of what I have said, that the courge of modern
thought is to throw all rcsponsibilitl)' upon the
insurer and take it all away from the insured.

One critic_suys, mind your own busi-
ness and there will be’ less argon, less traud,
less litigation, less disturbance; another says
don’t mind your own business, don't regar
what I did, if you do we will litigate, we will |
fight, we will slander. )

Tt is the duty of the agent to facilitate honor-
able business, not to insist upon written appli-
cations for insurance upon known city risks,
apd in other cases to help the applicant by re-
cording the information he imparts and‘the ex-
pression of his wishes. In doing so the agent
acts as a notary upon instructions, the applicant
has no right to assume that the sgent knows,
whatis wanted,further than is explained to him,
