The words of Tertullian were not without ti-ir

effect. The Senate resumed its work but teidMens
witlî wbich (bey were now inspired restiained thern
froin all excess, and induced them te adopt a more
conciliatory plan of action.

,in case they persist in their errer aiter having been
notified of the fact.

Ia this case a Catholhe cannot, witht dcnyiug
bis faith, show imself hostile to the Chrch tf
which he is a mnember, refuse to tbehîrc the
right of defending itself, or rather defending the
spiritual interests of the souls confided to issae-
keepiug i But the Church speaks, acts, and com-

bats by its clergy, and to refuse rights to them is te

refuse them tu the Church.
Thus, the priest and the bishop can ina l

justice, and should in all conscience, mise chir
voices, signalizu the danger, declare that vcting b
such a manner would e siafu], and that te be
guilty of such au action wouid expose the gufit
parties to the censure of the Chureb. Th eyanu
and should speak, not ouly to th e eectors and
candidates, but aiso to the constituted authorities;
for the dutyof e ver'ma n willing tehsae hihesoul
is traced ont by divine law; sud the Church, as a
good Mother, owes to ber children, no matter to
what rank they belong, love and, consequently,
spiritual vigilance. It is not, therefore, converting
the pulpit into a political platfcrm to enlighten the

conscience of te faithfil on those quetions in
which salvation1is invoiv. d.

Without doubt., Our Dearly Peloved frcthren,
these questions do, not suggest thenselves
every day ; but their right is, however, not less
certain.
. It is evidênt, by the nature itselfofthe ques-
tion, that to the Uhurch alone belongs the right of
appreciating tha circumstances under which it
should raise its voice l favor of faith and Chrht.
ian morality.

It wili probably be contended that the priest
would, like every man, be liable to transcnd the
limits assigned to him, aud that then it would Le-
comle the duty of the State to makle him return to
his duties.

To this we would reply, firstly, that it is a gratui.
tous injiry to the entire Churcb te suppose that
there is not in theheirarchy a remedy for the
injustice or errer cf one cf its nisterta. lu faet,
the Chureh lins its regularly constituted tribunals;
aih if any eue hs reuson te complain ofa minister
af the OCurch, ho should not cite him beforo the
civil tribunal, but before the ecclesiastical tribunal,
aone vhich is competent to judge of doctrine or of
the conduct of the priest. For this reason Pius
IX., ainbis buli Apoatolicî. &dis, in October 1869,
declares major excommuuicatfon against those who,
either direcîl' or indiretiy, oblige la> judges te
cite beord rthem, ecclesiastical pursonages agaiient
the provision colte canoical law.Secc ndy, when the State invades the rights of
the Churcli, aud tramples under feet its nost sacred
privileges, as to-day happens in Italyv, France and
switzarland, wnuld it, not be the height of deri.
sion to give te the same State the right to gag its
vi ctim i

Tbirdly, if we would establish a principle that a
power does not exist because it may happen Ithat
somebody abuses it, it would be necessary to
ignore ail the civil powers, becanse all persons in
whoin theso powers are veted are fallible.

The name of God is holy and terrible," (Psalms
c. 9); it ought not to beuttered but with the most
profound respect, and "the Lord will not hold hini
innocent iwho takes the name of the Lord bis God in
vain,» (Exodus xx. 7.)

It is again written in. out holy books . " You wili
make Cath, saying: Long live the Lord; but- that
it may be with truîth, with discretion, with justice,
(Jeremiah iv. 2.)

The Cath i an act of religion, and, consequently,
belongs before ail to the Church, who atone bas au-
thority to define and make known the nature and
conditions.

There are two distinct part to every Cath: lat.
T7e effirmatio'zof any fact or wish; 2acd. The invoca-
tion ofGod as witness to the truth of this fact or
wisb. This affirmation takes the nane of formula
when the expressions of it are determined by au-
thority, but this difference of name changes nothing
in tee nature even of that part of the Cath.

Ail depends on the conformrity of that affirmation
or formula with the truth as known by lie who
takesthe oath. If the affirmation or formula is
truu in all its parts, the Cath is good and true.

There is peiry the moment that in the affirma-
tion or formula lie finds something false, kuown as
snch by e who takes the Cath. When even in vour
affirmation or formula there will be a thousand
truths, if you inix with them wittingly a single
word whic-ha is not true, that single lie is sufficient
to make you guilty of perjury.

From that two very important conclusions re-
sul;t:-let. Before taking an cathia is lanecessary to
examine and understand the forin one fa called to
swear to, lest. le find something contrary to e l
truth such as he knows it ; if there beanything one
does not thoroughly understand, if there be any
doubt, le must explain and refuse to take Cath till
bis conscience is satisfied ou the subject : other-
wise he uill perjure himself and consequently com-
mit a grave sin; 2nd. One oughat never to speak of
the form of an Cath as a matter of little importance:
and we condemn absolutely the distinction one
would make between different forma to deceive any
ont, or to give a sense wbich would not bear the
meanings they enclose. Words clear in themselves
allow no interpretation, as a liglht requires no other
light to see it by. Whei a feri says clearly and
fermally thiat sucli things exist, there lsno possible
interpretation to show that those things do net
exist.

Où entering in the exercise of their duty, public
officials iake what la known as an oath of ofice, ThTy>
promise solemnly in the presence of Almighty God
tan faithfully fultil certain duties imposed on Ihîem.
This id noenpty form,a promise devoid of sense,but
a grave .bigavin, whicb lasts so long as one is in
ofiice. - This ought to be the object of a strict and
serious examibation of the conscience wheun prepar-
ing to receive the sacraments.

If one should respect an ath in himself, lie
should none the less respect it in others. We seize
this occasion to condemn as impious and scandai-
ous the practice of certain legal men, who for the
sake of their cause, do not hesitate lo cross-examine
witnesses even to th- point of confusing themi and
making theim contradict and perjure themselves.
it is not enougi that a cause is good; it is neces-
sary thit tlhe means employed to bu triumphant
confurmn to the unalterable rules of truth, justice
aud cha-ity.,

"II,-
ON ECCLESIASTICAL BURIAL.

Ecclesiastical butriealias not, doubtless, the same
degree of sanctity as the sacraments, bt it never-
theles'Sih3ongs entirely and soiely to the judgment
of the Church. We wish to speak of ecclesiastical
burial as defined and ordained by Canonical laws ;
thaît is to say, not on]y the prayersanud religies
rites whicb accompany the intermunt, but aise th
ground sanctifieda nd conrecraed by payer and
benediction for the burial cf those whe dit lu the
pence of the Catholic Church.

Ne spiritual power can oblige the Church to pray
over the tombO e the dead vhom the Church Las
judgeci unworthy of its prayers ; it is a sacriligeous
attempt to violate by force the sanctity of iground
consecrated by the prayers and benediction of the
Church.

will not obtain pardon unless they try to repair thte
injury by alil means lu their. power.C

We, tharefore, invite ail the true children of the
Church to pray the Divine Heart of Our Lord , to
have pty on those who have thus strayed from the
path of faith and justice, that they may recognize0
their sins and obtain mrcy.d.

Lastly, illusion and sometimes hypoc-
nisy, which, under a rehigious exterior and fine pro-
testations of submission to the Church, hide at
pride beyond measure.. .Remember tiat true Christian poliey has butf
oneaim, which is the publie good; butone means,
whieh is the perfect conforiity of thd laws with
truth and justice.

Respect an eCath as an important religions act;
before taking it examine wel if the form is true in
all points, te the best of your knowledge; scrupul-
ously fulfil the duties of your oath o! office
and take care of prejudicing your future by per-
jury.

SPEECH of THE POPE to THE FRENCH
PILGRIMS FROM LAVAL.

" Your presence here this day, uy beoved child-
ren, is for me not only a joy and comîfort, but sug- .
gests to my mind the ealy daysof Christianity
when the Only Begotten Son cf God, taking uîpoîî
Hlm human lesh, condescended to converse witi
men, and to found Ris most Holy Church. Tra-.
versing the districts of Judea He left everywhere
traces of His boundless love, scattering the iight of
His heavenly doctrine, and inultiplying the por-
tents of His omnipotent Right-hand. Pertransiit
benefaciendo et eanandc. The people, astonished at
beholding the power of the messenger of God over
nature, exclaimed-' A great prophet bas arisent
smong us!' But,lu siyteriog te the doctrines whi. ch
feIl frem EHis lipa with powur ta couvince ad per-
suade they were overcome with joy, and followed
him williogl>', even in sncb crowds aud iaith rucb
perseverance and affectioas to forget thti r eud-
ful repose and sustenance.

"Suchb popularity displcased the hypocrites of
those days, all of whoin set themselves to the aworkt
of discrediting the Divine Tenluer before the pe-1
ple. The baspheniul' sid th Smiracles wrohgt s
b>' Hlm w-r oral>' thte oriif Satan, sud with tiiss
ad other calumnies they endeavoured te obscure1
the wondrous deeds whicha He performed, and to
detacb the people fromi lim, but la vain. Then.,
setin 1th1 uselessness of tixeir own attempts, they
betconitthenseivea te tht e cînnirent,suri se b>'
uniting their own stregth te that of the Govern-
meut they succeeded in destroying the Divine Re.
duemer. Fools and blind! They perceived not that
they wert mere instruments of Providence, which

at neGoverrntteogniires 'and clli by their -E
proper titles whenever it chooses to burden tiein I
with fresh taxes,, imposed on the very charity t

yeceive asBishobps.
"The shades of this sorrowful picture, thusbriefly

sketched become stillidarker when we consider not e
merely the abandoument in whichth e Church of a
Christ is left, on est qi consoletar cam, bt the as- s
saults and attacks made on ber by poweiul ene- f
mies. Look around upon the different portions of 1
the globe, and observe the hostilities against which t
the Church is forced to contend.
. "In the North is a mighty empire, called, for sake
of ceontràdiction, Orthodox, and which steadily and i
constantly for a series of years employs its every en-
deavor.r to destroy Catholicism within its vast a
limits.

" Another empire, recently founded, and vhich
openly calls itself Protestant, aims at causing the
disappearance of the Catholic religion, not only
frdm its own territory, but evenfrom the face of the !
earth, And to obtain this desired end it puts in
act:oa all the most violent, harsh, and unjust
methods, which insensate fanaticisa n suggest.

" In a Eepublic, dividud !ito Cantons, there is a
certain Government w-hich is a perfidious imitator
of the German persecution.

"If this spectacle saddens and embitters the heart,
let us tura our looks elsewhere, and seek, for relief
beyond the ocean. And there what de we sce ? We
bebol, alas! but fresht siubjects for sorrow aand
wuuping. There, in those countries where Spain
and Portugal planted the Cross of Jesus Christ, wu
sec Bishaîois and priests flung inte squalid dungeons,
victinîs sacriticed te the wrath of Freemasonry
whici cannot brook ana Catholic influence whai
ever. Wu sec snoie of those republics vauntinîg j
their prowess in banishing UiisIops, expellhg Reli-
gions, and tearing away the spouses of Jes Clu-ist
frou their asylums of peace, in oider to gain pos.
session of the patrimon>y of the Church.

"lu the inist of rih delirions examples one
Repulit unler the quntor was listinguished,
wonderful to relate, for th rectitude of its governiorsl
and the indestructible faith of its president, who
showed himself day by day more obedient to the
Church, mure atectionate towards the Holy See,
and more desirous to preserve in the fIepublic the
spirit of piety and religion. But lI i impiety be-
comes awake, and regards as an impediient to co-
calidi modern civilization a Governumenit which not
only devotes itself to the material prosperity, but
also to the spiritual wvell-being of its people, per-
suaded that this is the true blessing, because it con-
cernas not only the present, which liasses away, but
the future, which is eterna. The impious conspi-
rators me-et secretIy in a neighbouring Republir,
and there destine to death by ahe hands of sectaries
the excellent President, who feull, if report speakt
truly, beneath the dagger of the assassin ; fell, .
say, a victirm to his faitith and to Lis Christian love
for bis cauntry.

" Even the MussuInan, who in years gone by
showed signis of tolerance, now shows binself the
protector of the Neo-schisniatics, nud reproduces
the old ferocity against Christ ianity.

" Contemplating such cvi's it would seei that
human wenkness ougbt te faint and fal1 prostrate
under the enormous weight of suci misfortunes.
But no. l lth first days of Christianity imupiety
saw its efforts crowned for the moment wit sile-
ces, but the sprcad of the faith and the punish-
ment of the impicius coisoed the bearts of the true
believers, whoe shone out resplendent by their glo.
riouns actions and b' the heroisin of thcir endurance
The barbarities cf tyrants produced millions of
martyrs, who shine as stars in Ieaven, and wlhoni
ve venterate on earth. By generous actions and by
patient sufering the Church awasC elabled to eniy
the fruits of peace. And nor also, by the same
means, the Church can obtain the sanme end.

"l Yes, my beloved children, let us ail put trust
in God, Who will console and strengtien i s by
working the works of His own cl«ory :-Omnnia pos-
