THE AFGHANS REVOLT.

‘The HRritish Embassy Assailed—A Re-
petition of the Indtan Mutiny—Fright-
fal ¥ xcitement in Fugiand—A Sprcial
Cabhinet Heeting Calied—Massncre of
Muajor Cavagunar],

Loxpox, September G.—Startling news has
-arrived from Afghanistan. A large body of
Afgban soldiers, assisted and abeited by im-
menge crowds of the popnlace, attacked the
British embussy at Cabul, the members of
which were detending themselves uuder the
desperate circumatances at the time this in-
telligence was sent. The ameer is puwerless
to render the slightest assistance, his arsenal
and military stores havimg fallen ioto
complete possession of the mutinous
‘soldiery and populace, and he is in fact be-
sieged in his palace,and in danger of assassi-
nation, The embnssy bas but a small
escort, totally inadequate to the exigency,
and it is feared that the majority of its
memberg have already been massacred. The
outbreak is said to have Leen occasioned by
the fuct that the Afghan troops had not re-
celved theirarrears. There I8 no Bews asyet
from Major Cavagnsri or the other members
of the embassy. The event will probably re-
open the Afghan campaign. Captain Massey,
who is new at Alikhezl with a small force,
has been ordered to move to Shutergarden
pass., Lord Lytton has ordered General
Roberts, with Colonel Baker, the viceroy's
military secretary, to proceed to Peiwar pass
and advance on Cabul without delay. Itis
understood that a detachment under thore
officers is now en route towards Cabul. The
British forces at Candahar are concentrating
on the Khyher pass in readiness for a gene-
ral outbreak, which is. hourly . antici-
pated. The garrison at Jellalabad is
being strongly reinforced, and British troops
-and residents are on. the alert throughout
thig entire section of country. Amazement
-and consternation prevail in London. Re-

SiMpA, September T.—Latest advices re-
ceived from Cabul tend to confirm the belief
that Majnr Cavagnari and other officers of the
British mission have met their deaths at the
hands of the infurirted mob. It is reported
that all were massacred except nine of the
native soldiers attached to the mission, who
succeeded in making thelr escape. Dead
bodies of a number of British officers are ex-
pouved on the walls of Cabul. The ameer is
helpless, and urgently asks aid to quell the
rebellion. The excitement in this city is in-
tenre. It i8 reported that the pretender
Abdul Ruhman Khan leads the rebels in
Cabul.

LATER.

Loxoox, September 7.—No later details of
tbe revolt in Cabul have been received at the
colonial office. The despatches received war-
rant the government in fully exonerating the
ameer from all implication in theattack upon
the British embassy. The advance of the
British troops upon Cabul will be made as
rapidly as possible, The British mission,
whose nmiembers have been massacred, con-
consisted of Major Cavagnari, eavoy and
plenipotentiary, Mr. Jenkins, his secrotary
and assistant, Dr. Kelly the surgeop, Lieut.
Hamiiton, commanding the escort of the 26th
cavalry, 5th infuntry and corps of Gendes. It
is fuared that this disaster may encourage the
ging of Burmah's pugnacity, and render him
still more defiant.

Intslligence communicated by Indiaofficers
is to the effect that the attack on tLeBritish em-
hassy at Cabul was commenced by thres
Afghan regiments, which were jolned later by
piny others. The Viceroy of Indiatelegraphs
that on the 6th inst,, Gen. Roberts will reach
Peiwar from Simla in five daye, and will take
command of the rapid advance on Cabul.
General Stewart has been ordered to hold
Cundahar, and threaten Ghuznes i necessary.
The ameer Wwrites that the troops at the first
outbreuk, after stoning their officers, rushed tc
the British embassy and stoned it. Several
volleys were fired from the embassy in return.
A second letter from the ameer, dated 4th,
snys thourands assembled to dcstroy the
British embassy, Much life lost on both
»ides. I with five attendants was beseiged all
day yesterday. Up to now I have no certain
news of the envoy, whetber he was killed in
bis quarters or captured.

A correspondent at Bombay asserts that
saymptoms of discontent were naticed ut Cabul
for some time. The bearing of the popula-
tion toward the emnbassy had been defiant.
The force defunding the cmbassy numbered
79. They fought with the greatest bravery.
It is said the ameer's son was tatally injured.
A number of the mutineers were killed.
After the building of the embassy was fired
the survivors sallied out and defended them-
selves desperately, but were all killed, includ-
ing Major Cavagonari, Intemnse excitement
prevails throughout India. It is believed at
Paris and Vienna that the ouibreak is due to
Russian intrigue.

The Mother of Napuleon the Grent.

How littlie is known of the mother of Na-
poleon! Hence, while speaking of the Balti-
more Mme. Bouaparts, I may add & paragraph
concerning the original of the name. Letitia,
the wife of Carlo Bunaparte, was mnrried at
seventeen, and became the mother of thirteen
children, of whom five died in infaucy. She
was only nineteen when her second child, the
wonderful Napoleon, was born. At the age of
thirty-five she was left a widow, with eight
children, of whom three were daughters.
Joseph, the oldest, and Napoleon, wers then
attending school, and the remainder of the
family were soon compelled to remove from
Corsica to Marseilles, to escape the danger of
war, Within two years from tbis time Letitia
Bonaparte saw her second son the first general
in Europe. When he became emperor she re~
moved to Paris, and was appointed protectress
of charitable institutions. She was thon fifty-
-four, and her intense anxisty concerning Na-
poleon. rendered her life one of. constant
distress. " 'The. rejection of Josephine, the re-
treat . from Russin, the exile to Elba, and
Waterloo, were among ber sad memorivs. She
was sixty-five when he was banished to St.
Heolena, and rix years afterwards she heard of
his death. After hix fal) she retired to Rome,
where she died in 1836, being then eightv-six
She had survived not only Napoleon but
alao her two daughters, Marie and Pauline.
No other woman was the maother of so many
monarche; for while Napoleon was vmperor,
her .oldest son, Joseph, was_king of Spain,
while the yolungest, Jerome, was king of West-
phalia, Louis was at the same time king of
Holland, -Lucien, Prince of Cairo. The thres
daughters were algp, through marriage, each
raised to the dignity of a princess. ‘A record
of family honours equal with the foregolng
has never been met with.—N.Y, Correspondent
Cin.

Is Englaud About to Annex Morocco ?—
The~panish Yearuing For Gibraltar.—

Spanish journals have been for some time
reproducing some paragraphs which may,
poerbaps, claim the attention of English readers.
“The Euglish,” they say, “bave beun and are
at work at Tangiers, constructing a floating
pier, Ly the aid of which they purpose to land
six cannon of large calibre, destiped to
strengtiten the batteries of that place, upon a
plan originally laid and eventually approved
by the government of the United Kiagdom.”
Uy on this vague report ths Peninsular press
indulges in strange comments and wild con-
juctures, prompted by the varioug feelings
which animate this country toward Great
Britsin—a pnwer which, whether for good or
evil, is always foremost in the thoughts of
every Spaniard. The works of fortification at
Tangiers, these papers Teason, are carried on
at England’s expense and must answer Eng-
lish purposes.

A Uero of Rorre's Duirr.—On  Saturday,
16th Aupust, there arrived in Cork by the
stenmer Xema, from Brivtol, 8 young meu
named Thomas Walsh, alias Burrett, beloug-
iug to the 1-24th regiment, who hus just been
discharged from the service invalided.
Burratt, for that is his real name, bolongs to
Cork. He jouined the 24th regiment some
five or six years ago, and went with that
regiment to the Cape on the Sounth African
troubles breaking out.  He s«rved in nearly
all the engarvments with the Kaffirs from the
time of the first bruxh until the memwrable
defunce at Rorke's Dnift.  Burrett was present
at the action of Isandula, and escaped with
twelve otbers to Rorke's Drift, where they
were able to commuaicate the sud intelligence
ot that disaster, and put the swmall garrison of
Rorke's Drift on their guard. During the
actiou at Isandula Buarrett lost the middle
finger of his left hand, it having bren shat-
tered by a bullet. Ia the defence ot Rorku'y
Drift he received three other wounds—two
in'the leg and one in theshoulder—the latter
wound invapacituting him from farther active
service. While wounded and unable to fire
a gun Barrett assisted in removing the wound-
ed from the bospital, which was subsegnent-
ly burned, nnd under a heavy cross fire he
continued to serve the garrison with ammu-
nition and stores.

Competitive Examination.
j Mr. George Casey, MP. for West Elgin,
has been taken sevarely to task by the Mail
fora letter which appeared in s late issue of
the Globe, condemning the present system of
appointments to the civil service. Mr. Casey,
a8 18 well known, is a patriotic young
Canadian of wealth, education and ability.
He has no axe to grind; be has many
friends and relatives in his con-
stituency, Lut not a single one of them
holds a Government situation. Nor does he
entertain his present civil service reform
views on account of a pique born of a re-
fusal on the part of the Government to grant
a place to any of his friends. His opinions
may therefore be safely taken as those of an
entirely disinterested party. It may, how-
ever, be charged that he brings forward his
competitive examination bill session after
session, to embarrass his political op-
ponents, but thig falls to the ground when it

He ix
not extraordinarily eloquent, nor is he fow-
ery in his speech, or carrie! away by his feel-
jngs. He is, on the coutrary, » young map
fall of self possession, clear and logical, with
the touch of cynicism necessary in speaking
to the British House of Commous. He
is a Parlismentary debater whom it 18 im-
possible for the clacquers of the Treasury to
frown down or silence, and in this respect he,
i8 indispensable to the Home Rule party.

Indeed I may
mention that in street talk with one of your
strongest Montreal manufacturers, & canny
Ycot, he expressed bimself in most- decided
terms in favor of seeking admission into the
family of States south of line 45°. Itisa
question that sooner or later must be taken
up and discussed as not only a possible buta
very near eventuality.

Qur late unplensantness has come to that
part of the programme called footing the
bills, a disagrevable role st any time, but a
very difficult one tor the city at present.
The ship iaborers of No. 1 section baving
reduced their scale of wages, the seceding la-
borers now find themselves in & Wworxe posi-
tion than befare.

For tn thiy most noble
of studles It 1s necessary that the many aod +i-
wvarse points of heavenly doctrines be bound to-
Fenher asin one body, so that all belng conven-

entiy disposed in their own blaces, and dertved
from thelr sroper principles, they may cohere
paturaliy; and, in fine, that each be confirmed
by the unanswerable arguments in favor of ail.
Nor is that more accurate and abounding know

ledge of things whicu are believed, and that
more luecld unnerstanding, a8 far as that may be,
of the inysteries of faith, to be pas-ed over, or
made Hitle of, which Augustine and the other
fathers both commended and strove tu attain,
and which the Vatican Synod has decreed ro be
most fruitful.[17) Certalnly they will more fully
and with greater facility attain that knowledge
and uuderstanding who combine a mind cul

tivated by pbliosophic study with Integrity of

We know that alm st allt '@ frunders and legls
Tatoraof tha raligtcusorders have o datned that

ardor of his soul, disposed of the calumnies with
which they were aspersed, defend-d them in the
presence of the Ruman emperors with as much
courage as eloquence, and showed the concor-
dance which often existed between them and the
ideas uf pagan phllosophers. Atthesameepoih
Quadratus ans Aristides, Hermias, and Atben-
agoras followed asimilar course with success.
The same course ralled forth a defender not less
iliustrious 1n the person of the great martyr
Irenweus, pontiff of the church of Lyons, who in
boldly refuting the perver~e opinions brought
from the East by the Gnostics, and dlsseminated
by them throughout the whole cxtent of the
cmpire, explained on the same occasion, as St.
Jerome says, the “origin of ull heresies. and
discovered In the writings of the philosophers
the sources from which they emanate.”

Every one I3 aware of the coatroversy
sutained by Clement of Alexandrin, with re-
forence 10 which St. Jerome cries out with ad
miration: * What want of culture is to be found
here? What{s there in It that does not procew!
from the very bowels of philosophy ¢’ Clement
left a quantity of the most ussful works on an
incredible varlety f subjects—ns well on the
history of phil wophy as on art or the use of dia-
lectics, or the re-establishment of the concord
between faith and renson, After him comes
Origen. The Nusirious master of the schoa] of
Atexandrin, well informed in the doctrines of iie
dreeks and the Orientals, published books as
numeroud a8 they were learned, of marvellous
utllity In the interpretation of the dlvine Serip-
tures and the exglanation of sacred dogniae, and
a'though his wourks, at least such of themn as re-
main to us, are not altogether exempt from
erros,they contain, nevertheless, n greit aumber
of muxims for at ouceexpanving and eonfirming
natural truths,. Tertulitan oppores horitics with
the authority of the sacred letters: like the
philosophers, he changes hls armor and con-
fronts them with philosophy; and he refures
the philosophers themrelves with 30 much sub-
tiety and vrudition that he {a not afraid openly
to give tuem this chalienge: * In the matter of
science us in thatin discipline, whatever muy
be your own ideas, you aie not my peers.”

His Holiness next speaks most approvingly
of the wnritings of Arnoblus, Lurtantins—
specially referring vo tha ** Divine 1nstitutions™
of the latter—St. Athunasius, st. Chrysostom—
whorn he calls ““the prince of orators*''—t.
Basi' the Great and the two Giegories. Con-
tnulng, he says:

But the patm above all seems 1o belong to St.
Augustine, that powerful genius who, having

epetrated the depth of all s-lences. divine and

aman, armed with a sovereign falth, and pos-
sessing & knowl dg= of Its tenets not less greiat,
combated uuwear ingly nll the errors of hir time.
What polint of philosophy has h~ not touched,
nay, haus he not fathomed, whilst he elther dis-
covers to the falthful the highest mysterles of
falth, at the game time tha  he defewds them
from the furlous assanits of theiradverssr es, or
vxposing the fictioas of he academicians and of
the Manicheans, lays down and secures the
foundation of haman sclence, OF again searches
out the reason, the origin, ami the causex of the
evils under tho weight of which the human kind
is groaning? 'Witn what eloquence and what
penetralion has he not treated of the angels, of
the soul, of 1hs buman mind, of the will,
and of free seleetiony of religion and tho happy
itfe, of time and etermity, and even of the
nature of bodies subject to change! Later
on {u the Fasy John Damnascene, in the font-
steps of Gregory of Nazianzen, and in the West
Baetius and Anselm, inthe wake of St. Augus-
tice, enridhed in taeir turn the patrincony of
philosopuy.

rhe doctors of the middle ages, known under
the nnme of scholasties, came to undertake tie
enlossnl work of carefully gatheriog the luxn-
rinut harvest of doctrine seaticered theoughout.
the innume able works of (e Fathers, and to!
mas ¢ them as it were one single aguregation
for the use and convenience of future geaera-
tionk. Aund here, vencerabie brethren, we urc
glad 1o e abie 10 muke vur own the words b
which Nlxtus V., a man of profound wisdom,
and eur predecessor, exphizins the o igin, the
character, and the excellewee of wthe s-nalastic
doctrine:

* By tha divine munificence of Him who
alone gives the wplrit of knowledge, wisdon,
and Inteldigenee, vnd who, In the enurse of
szes and according to the necesdiles tint exist,
censcs not to enrich his cbuarch wah new favors
and to strengthen 1t with new llney or defevcee,
our aneestors, men of profound learning, in-
vented ¢he scholastle theology. But the two
glurious doctors, the angellc »t. Thomas and the
seraphic St. dopaveuture, both 1llustrious pro-
fessors (n this fueuity, are those who. aboveall,
by their i comparable taieat, their assdiduous
zenl, thetr greal mbors 2and  tucubrations, ealti-
vation ithls sclentce, enriched it, and han led it
down to their descendants arranged i perfect
order, made lucid by abutwdant developments,

sAU, I tranhn, the kaowledge and the use of
so salutury & science, which springs from the
prolifie source of the holy seriptures, of the Sov-
erelgn Pontlils of the hold” Fathers, and of coun-
cils, aymat nt all thney e o1 great advantage to
the etizreh, as wetl for the safe understanding
sandd the true interpretation orthe ~crip: ures, and
for the purpose of reading nnd explaining the
Fatbers wath more certainty and profit, as for
that uopmuskiog nud refating the various errors
and heresies. But in these Jauter days, which
have biought upvn us those crivleal times pre-
dieted by the apostle, when biasphemners, men of
pride, und seducers progress in evil, erring Lhem-
selves aopd Induelng vthers tu err, the scieace of
whien we spenk iscertainly -more than ever ne-
cossury In order to coufirm the dogmas of the
Cathiolle mith and refute heresles.”

This eulogiuny, even though 1w appears to com-
prehend ouly scholastie theology, silll_uninis-
tnkabty appiies to phites pby iteelf. For the
cminenr qualities which reader the scholastic
patlosop)n 50 furmidableto the enemiesof truth,
namely, to continue the language of the sune
Pou- it “thuat elose and perfect cohesion of el-
fects and cuuses, that order and that sy mmetry
simiiar o thosgof qurrmy i} ba tie, Lthose ju-
mioons detlnitions and disvincetions, that soll-
Alty of argunt-pation, and4hut subtlety of con-
troversy, 2 things by whiclh 1ight {s separa ed
Lrom dariness, trauh sdistinguished from (alse-
howd, nud the tes of heresy, despoiled of he
prestige and the tietions which envelope them,
are discoverced und lald barer~all these britlant
guallties, we say are solely dee 1o the happy nse
of phailosuphy wlich the scholnstle doctors had
generally 1a&ken the wise oourse of adopling
evel In thoeologicsl controversies, Besides, ns
tite proper and distinetive charenctor of the seho-
lastic theolmgians s w0 combliy., by the most
parrow link, div.ne and humnn science, the

Benedlctines, the Carmelites, the Angustinians,
the Noctety of Jesus, aud several bther religious
orders are committed to this law, as their re-
spective statutes testify.

And hereit is trwy with pleasure that the
mind reverts to thi.se celebrated ‘and furmerly
fiourtshing schools and academjies of Parls, Sal-
amanca, Alcala, Dousy. Toulouse, Louvaln.
Padus, Bolognr, Naples, Colmbra. and others io
large numbers. Allare awarg that theglory of
these academles increased, In some manner,
with age, and that the consultations which were
demanded from them {n the most important
atlulrs, averywhero enjoyed a high reputation.
Itis known, toy, that in these nobie asyinms of
human wisdomn Thomas reigned as in his own
empire, Hke aprince, and that all minds, as well
those of mastersas thuse of auditors, confided
rolely and with admirable concord in the teach-
ing and authiority of the angelic doctor.

Still more, the Roman Pontifts, our predeces-
%015, bave honored the wisdom of Thomasof
Aquin with specinl eulogluma, and most ample
attestetions. Clement V1., Nicholas V., Hene-
dict XII. and others, bear witness to the lusire
that bis admirable doct inegives tolhe univer
salchurch. St. Pius V. recognized that this same
doctrines dissipates heresies, after having con-
founded and refuted them, and that each day it
dellvers the entire world from pestilentia' errors;
others with Clement XI. afirm_that abundant
beneflts have resulted to the church from his
writings, and that to him are due the honors of
the culius that the churcli renders to its greatest
doctors, Gregory, Ambrose. Augustine, and
Jerome; otherd, {in tine, did not bolieve thev
were golng foo far In proposlug 4t. Thomas to
the acudemies ard Lthe grest schoolr, as & moael
and n masier whom they might foliow with se-
curity And tntuls connection the wards of the
blessed Urbatn V. to the academy of Toulouse
are worth recalling here: :
“wedesire, aud by the tenor af the present
communication we command, that you should
follow the coctrine of the blessed Thomas. as
being truthful and Catholic, andshould endea-
vor with all your ability to develop it.” Follow-
Ing the exammple of Urbain V., Innocent XILL
tmposes 1h¢ same commands on the University
of Louvain, and Benedlet XIV. D onyslan col-
lege of Grannda. To put the climaX to tnese
Judgments of the Supreme Pontiflia on St
Thomasof Aquin we willi add the testimony of
Innocent{V : “The doetrine of st Thomas s,
above all others, ket for'h with & propriefy of
terms, i force of expression, aad a trathfulness
of the propositions, so that those whahold 1t are
uever surprised vutside of the path of truth, and
that whoever has combated it has always been
wuspected of errar ”’

Iu their turn (Eeumental counells, in which
are displayved the flowers of wisdom culled fromn
all the e4rth. huve at all times agreed to pay
speclnl homage to <t. Th wmag One would have
believed he saw Thomas taking partin the (‘_.(_nm-
ells of Lyons. Vienna, Florence, and the Vati-
can, even presiding ina certain sen ¢ over the
deliberation of the decreos ofthe Fathers, and
combating with an indomitable vicor and the
happiest success the errors of Greeks, herctics,
nnd rattonnlists.  Bul thegreatest honor paid to
Nt Fhotnas, reserved for him alone—an honor
which ha stinrex with none ofihe Catholle doe-
tors—was cotiferr«d upon him by the Fathers of
the Councit of Treut when they resolved that, in
the st of the sacred Risembly, the "“Summe”
of $t, Thomas should be laid open on the very
afar with the book of the divine Seriptures and
the decrees of the Hupreme Pontifts, {n order
that they mixzht be able to draw from it counscl,
gensons, and positive knowledge.
In fine, a last palm seems 1o have been re-
served for this 1ocompsrable man: she haxs
elicted fromn the very ¢ -emles of Catholtelsm the
tribute of thelr praise and admiration  For i1 is
known that amongst the leaders ol the heretical
parties there have been those who loudly de-

selves an effective suppoert from the restora-
ton of g(tlulogophlca 1sclences which we bave just
prop-sed.

Tl?.e fine artsdemand from philosopliy,ns well
a8 from moderating sclence, their rules and
their method. und draw from It, a8 from o com-
nﬁon 8. urve of life, the spirit which animates
them.

The certain facts and experiences enable us
to see that the ilberal art< flourished every-
where 5o long as philosophy held il hooor
safe aud Its judgment correct; while on the
other hand, they faded and became neglected
and almost - forgoiten when phllosophy in-
lf-.lined towsrds error or embarrassed itsell with
ollies.

Thus the physical sclences themselves, 50 ap-
precisted at this momentand {llustrious with so
many discoveries, demand admiration without
Iimii—these scivncen, fiur from suflering, wounld
gnin incuiculably by a restorationof the ane ent
pailosophy. Itis hotsuffictent todevelop thelr
study and assure their advascement thal thelr
use shoutd be confined to the examinntion of
facts and the contemplation of nature ; but, the
faets proved, It 18 neces iry to rise higher aud to
apply ourself with care to a knowlei'ge of things
corporal and the laws which gevern them, is
well as the principles from waich they proceed.
the onder which Is thelr charncteristie, thelr
unity 1 variuty, and their mutun afioity in di-
versity. We cannot conceive how the schol-
astic phitosopny, wisely 1auzht, could full {o
mwurvs those rescarches with foree, Hght, and
TeRONTCY.

Inthls connection it 1s Important to forewnrn
miluds againat thie soverclgn iunjustice done to
this » hilosophy 1n aceusing it of obstructing the
progress kid wrowth of natural sefences. As the
roholustled, following the sentiments of the
holy Fathers, have taught nt cach step inan-
thropology that the hmiclligence cwonot lift
liself nut Dy things senstble {n a knowledge of
incorporeal and Limmaterinl belngs, vo theyhave
nnderstood the uility of sonpding attentively
the secrets of nature, and employing & consider-
able time i the asswduous study of physleal
things, St. Thomus, tho blesred Albert the
<reat. and other princes of scholastles, dud not
abxorb themselves In the contemplition of
philosopny to such an extent as 10 exchule a
enreful vhservation of naturpl objerts; indeed,
fn this orderof ldeas it is one of their aflirmn
tions and approved prineiples, the justiee of
whicn they fully recogulzed.  Moreover, in
our owit epoch, many dactors of  physienl
sclonee, men of high renown, tedtify pablicly
aud emphatically that amonsst the certaln
eomclustons of modern physies nud the philo
sophile prinelples of the schoot there {s o read
contradierion.

We, therefore. In proclalming that 1t 18 neces-
rary to recelvein good grace every wise thought
and useful discovery, from whitever souree it
may come, exhart you, venerable Lrothers, it
the most pressing munner, to put in action aud
propagite vigorously the preclous coctrine of
St Thomas,for the defense and adornment ol the
Cathorie faltl, for the wenl of soelety, angd for
the wdvanecement of sclenee st Inrgs, Lot the
nuisters o vour dellberate cholee devote them-
selves to nmapianting in rheintellects of their din-
ciples the doctrins of 8t Thamas of Aquia, and
i duae appreciatlon of the superfority ot this doe-
frine over wll o-he s Let the acsdemies that yon
have establishad, or may in the fatare es ablish,
une this doetrine sdso, explaining b, defending it
and employing it for the refutation ol dominwut
errors,

Men wilingly allowing themselves Lo becar-
rled awny by erample, n passion for povelty np-
pearcid ta have 1o eertnln countries, fnvaded the
minids of sutholie philosephers themselves, swho
despising the patrittony of ancient wisdom, pre-
forred to build up n uew than 1o eniarge and
perfect the 0ld edifice—a project in truth not
very prudent, and one which was carried out
aniv 1o the great detrimeut of the &elences, IFor
th-ke mutipled sestems, supported sol-ly by
the gutharity wl the desire of eancly narticainr
master. have only un unstable base, and conse-
guently can only produee, fustead af that sure,
unwavering, and robust knowledse of old, ¢
shaking and ineonsistent philarapliy of this
kind that i s itself searee y able to resist the
assaults of the cnemy, It ought ta lmpute to
itself nloae the cause of the funlt of 1ts wenk-
ne-s.

Apples.—1t'doesmot pay to market inferior
specimens ; but'in this season of scarcity, it
will pay to send: smaller fruit,. if fair and
sound, thau in years of abundance. Assortand
pack with unusual care. ' o
Cider.—~While the best cider is made from
late ripening fruit, and in cool weather, the
inferior apples and windfalls may be made
profitable, by -making them into cider for
vinegar.  Even those who have a cider-house,
furnished with a mill and press worked by
power find it profitable to keep & hand-mill
and press, for the purpose of working up
windfulls and inforior early fruit, before the
‘cider-making season, on a lurge scale, begins.
Drying Fruit.—The primitive way of dry-
ing apples, peaches, etc, exposed to the sun
and air, als» exposes it to iusects. Excellent
dryers are now to be had, and at a cost which
the iucreased value of the dried fruit will
meet in a single season. These dry with arti-
ficial beat rapidly, turning out a handsome
light-colored product, In drying in the old
way for bome use, protect the fruit from in-
sects, by netting, and provide some arrange-
men to dry by the heat of the stove in a rainy
day.
Budding is an important work at presents
the most of the immeunse stock of peach-trees
are budded this month, as are the pear or
quince, and the cherry on the Mahalch. The
precise time depends upon the condition of
the stock. The ties should be cat as soon as
the buds bave become firmly set, or have
ttaken,” which will be known by their re.
maining plump and green and falling away of
the leaf-stalk.
Peaches for shipping, should be gathered
when mature, but before they begin to soften.
A singic over-ripe peach will render nn other.
wige choice crate quite unsalable. Step-
tadders should be at hand.
Pears should always be ripened off the tree,
and must be sent to market before they soften.
Half barrels are handled with ease and satety,
and this is a favorite puckage. It should be
lined with white paper, aud packed from the
bottom. In no case should the fruit be shaken
from the trees. Various pickers are in use
for reacuing the specimens which grow upon
high and unhandy branches.
Plunting.— Iu those parts of the country
where the autumns are long, fall planting is
coming iuto favor. The ground can be more
thoroughly prepared, nnd planting can go on
more carefully und with greater comfore. At

There dues not appear to be any present
remedy for this state of feeling in the north of
Ireland. Both garties are to blame equslly,
and as long as both sut such value upon out-
ot-door demonstrations, that are distinctly re-
ligious in their charucter, we may look for a
continuance of these periodical outbreaks.
Wiser counsels will undoubtedly prevail in
the end,and the more immediate causes of
conflict will be done away with when Catoolice
aad Qraugemen may perhaps learn that fight-
ing i8 not really essential to the maintenaace
of their religious self-respect.—A, 17, Sun.

this season ruise a mound of earth about the
tree from 10 to 15 inches high; this will
gorve to keep water from settling about the
roots, keep away mice, and serve as a support
to steady the tree. Trees may be set out
befure the leaves fall, provided the wood is
fully ripe, and the leaves are through with
their work, and are only waiting tor a hard
wind to take them off. In this condition the
leaves aro readily stripped off by hand. If
treed are to be set in the spring, it is best to
prepate the ground now, and to secure the
trees and heel them in, in a safe place, where
water will not settle nbout and de injury.

The Fruit Garden.
Blackberries und Raspberries are preferredly
planted in the fall, ss they make such un early
start in the spring, that the shoots may get
broken. Keep this year's canes cut back as
directed lsst mounth.

Curraats aud Gooseberries.—Prune as soon
as the leaves full. Cuttings may be made at
the same time, and plunted at once in rows a
few inches apart. A mulch may be applied
with good effuct.

Grapes.—In pathering choice clusters use
the scissurs which hold the bunch atter it is
cut, thus avoiding the tonching of the burries,
which removes the bleom and iujures their
appearsnce. Those to be packed in boxes
should be placed in trays sud kept ina coor
place for u fow days, until the skius toughen,
wheu they are to be pucked with great care,
using 3 or 5 puund bouxes.
Strawberrivs,—The beds should be kept
clear of weeds. New beds may Le made and
set this month.

IKitchen and Muarket Garden.

When the crop is removed, clean off the
ground, and dispose of nuy refuse and wesds
If uo other use is to Le mude of it, occupy it
with flat turnips.

Beats. —Continuc to hoe the late grown
crop, until the tops are too lurge. o ne thin-
ning of the late sowings may be done for
greeas,

Culery.—Keep clear of weeds. If soms is
wanted for eurly use, straighten up the leaves
sud draw the earth to chem with the hands,
But around New York, this operation is not
performed uutil next month, as the plants will
make their most rapid growth io the cool
nights and warm days.

Cubbages and cauliffowers are benefitsd by
frequent boviug, and a dressing of gusano or
other concentrated manure is often applied
with advantage.

Corn.—Dry a quantity for winter nse—it
pever comes amiss, Save the best and earliest
ears for seed. Cut up and cure the stalks for
winter fodder as soon as the crop is off. Clezn
tie ground.

Cucumbers.—Gather for pickles every
second day. Lut none ripun save those nesded
for seed, and they sbould be of the earliest,
otherwise the vines die.

Martynias.—Gather for pickles while very
tender.

Melons should be turned occasionally, as
they ripes better. Remove the very latest
ones as they det.

Onions.—Gather and store in a dry cool
place.

Sweet potatoes.—The largest may be re.
moved from the rows for use, and the rest left
to grow, Do not allow the vines to root at
the joints.

Spinach for next spring is to be Rown this
month, io drills 15 inches apart. = First thor-
oughly manure.

Tomatoes.—Destroy the large green wormas.
Make into catsup when fruit is abundant,
Gather green fruit for pickles before frost
comes and spoils them.

Turnips.—Hoe and thin the larger until
prevented by growth of taps. The strap-leaf
sown before the middle of the month will
usually make a crop.

Weeds.—Do not put them in the compost
heap if already goneto seed. It is bestto
burn them.

Flower Garden and Lawn,

THE DoUBLE TRAGEDY.

The Ingunest en the Went Winchester
Murder—the Work of s Featricide.

West WiNcuestin, September B —»A most
atrocious double muvder was committed near
this village last evensng abont 9 o'clock.
Robert Brown, a well-toado and respectable
farmer, and his davghter Ada aniunocent little
pirl of some 12 yearsof upe, were literally chop-
ped to death in their own onse. Tt is stated
by Alrs. Brown that the fumily consisting
of herself, Mr. Drown, her son Ciark, Adu,
aged 12, and Winnie, aged 8, were sleeping
up-stairs, Clwk in aroom  over the main
piurt of the house, the others in the chamber
over the kitehen, both chumbers having sepa-
rate stairs 3 that a man rapped at the front
door of the kitchen, when her husband went
downstairs. and  was  attacked by the
mun, and o struggle  ensned. She went
down, fo Jowed by the youngest girl, and see-
ing some one strogeding with her hushaned,
ran out at the buck door to give the alnrm.
The elder of the two girls, being the last to
come down, was attacked at the foot of the
gtairs by the nan sod bratally murdered, her
head and shoulders being hacked in a shock-
ing  manner in  four  or five plices.
The sun, Clark, who makes a shmilar
stutenment, adds that he ran down the stairs
trom his reom snd encountered the strango

son Clark were in the kitchen at hal{ past
eight on the evening of Tuesday; her hus-
hand and two daughters went up stairs, over
the kitchen, to bed first ; she and her son
went about the same time to bed, at abeut 10
minutes to nine, Clark going to the bedroom

The present aspect of financial affairs not
only in this city, but throughout the country
is more favorable than for a considerable time
past. Notes maturing at the banks this
month are being satisfactorily met, and there
is an increased demand for accommodation.
especiully at the Lank agencies throughout
the country, and at slightly advanced rates;
7 per cent is now about the lowest figure, at
which good commercial paper is discounted,
and for some lines 8 per cent is charged,

Money is loaned on call at 6 per cent, and
on time at G to 7 per cent. Sterling exchange
in this market i3 quiet at 8! for round
amounts of 60-day bills between banks, apod
83 to customers. In New York the rates rule
nominal at $4.82 for long.dated, and $4.84
for short-dated bills.

For the suspended bank bills brokers seem
inclined to ease off a little in the rates re-
cently paid. To-day Exchauge bank bills
were worth 85 to 974, and occasionaily 98¢ on
the dollar for a large amount was paid Con-
solidated, 90¢ tv 92}c; Ville Marie, 90c to 91¢,
and Mechapics’ are seldom, if ever, taken now
at over 25¢. ‘There are very few of the last
named bills changing hands.

THE FARMERS' MARKETS.

Retnil Prices at Bonsecours axd S§t, Anns,
September 9.

Despite the wet weather of yesterduy,
which interfered considerably with the gather-
ing of fruits and vegetables, there was a large
supply of farm and garden produce on the
various city markets this morning, some
habitants from & distance having taken up
the most advauntageous positions as early as
one aud two o'cluck in the morning. Market
gardeners admit that never before have they
had such abundant yields, and the only
trouble is to find a demand for the supplies.
Quebec, having a later season, has tuken large
quantites of stuff, but this state of things
cannot be expected to last much longer.
Montresl nutmeg and mush melons are ir
great favor with the citizens of the ancient
capital, as the recordr of the Quebec steamer
continue to show. The ¢ Duchess of Alden.
berg" is the title of s new apple, which
growers arc placing on the markets this sea-
son for the first time. It resembles the
striped St. Lawrence somewhat in appearance,
but is considered superior even to the cele-
brated Montreal peach apple, as it is better
tlavored, and will bear more handling. For
this reason it will probably grow 1n favor with
sbippers. Blueberries are not quite so plen-
tiful, and shipments from the Saguenay will
begin to fall off conriderably by the middle of
the month. Between 700 and 800 boxes
came up on this morning's boat and sold at
from 50c to T0c per box. Plums, peaches and
tomatoes are plentiful and cheap, and a large
business is being done in these fruits. Vege-
tables of all kinds were rarcly offered at such
low rates, as our annexed list will show.
Snipe, plover and partridge are now in seasor.
Meats, poultry, fish, &c., unchanged.

Montreal Fuel Market
WEDKESDAY, Sept. 3.

Since the date of our last weekly reference
to the coal trade, a good steady business is re-
poried to bave been done in the dificrent
kinds of bard coal, chiefly for domestic use, in
this market. Of course nearly all the largest
orders usually given bave been filled, and
very little,if any, change is expected in the
course of trade here between this and next
Christmas ; still some of our largest dealers
bave reported a few fairly large orders, re-
cently received. We beard of a sale of some
300 tons of Plymoth red ash, made
yesterday at $5 40 per gross ton. The re-
ceipts of anthracite coal from New York
state have considerably increased, and it is
estimated that over 3,000 tons have arrived at
this port since last Monday. According to
the officinl statement there were 503,791 tons
of anthracite coal at the tide shipping points
at the end of July, as agaiust 432,167 tons on
June 30th last. The retail prices for it at
Boston are $425 to 4.75 perton, Scotch
steam coal sells slowly in this market at $3.40
to 3.50 for cargoer, without cartage charges.
There is not a great deal of lower port steam
coal coming forward just now, as the demand
for it is very limited ; what has arrived has
been chiefly to supply contracts previeusly
made. Cargo lots of lower port coul have
been Bold at prices about 156 to’ 25¢ per ton
below those for Scotch steam. The total
sales of Pictou coal to the 16th August last
amounted to 164,231 tons. Prices for all
kinds here are nominally unchanged.
