Evex-Haxngp Jusrics —The Irish Jadges are be-
gioning, in such real interest, to address themselves
to the suppression of agrarian outrages nnd party
tumults a8 to encoursge a belief ia the total disap-
pearunces of these offences from the Criminal Ca.
lendnr of ireland st nb very distant day. Irkh
Judges have it in their power to do 40 immenss deal
of social good in the course of their circuits frow
couaty to county. No officials under ike Crows
have soch'influencs in moulding the opinicns, sod in

influencing the conduct of a clesa cf the people of

Ireland mainly respousible for its deplorsble social
coadition as the Iriod Judges—we mean the gentry
from awong whom the Sherills are selected, and who
vompose the Grand Juries. 1l there were no eerls
and magistrates to figure as Grapd Mrsters, and oo
Ulergymen of whe Hatablishod Chureh (0 Qisgrace
their sacred profession by becoming Oraoge Chap-
luius, there would suvon be no Orangemen in Ire-
land; and, with the disappearance of organised
Orungeism, Ribboniae would die of inaniven. But
up 10 within the lngt fow years some of the Judges
ware QOrungemen—others bud Deen so previous to
their elevation to the Bench; and thus the very
fountuins of justive in Ireland were tainted, and, us
a matter of course, no confidence was placed in ju-
dicial professions of impartiality, Now, howesver,
the Judges are men of a diflerenl stemp ; and mem-
bers of the bar looking for judicul preferment are
careful to discoonect themselves wi h purty manifes-
wtions of every deseription. In Ennis very recently,
Mr. Justice Fitzsgerald ehurged the grand jury with
great force in condemusation of agrarian outrages,
which, he said, had the effect of preventing the es-
tablishment of various brunches of manufactures in
Itelang, ned thus impoverisbed the country by %in-
dering the cirenlation of eapital. But the lenrned
Judge omitted 1o tell the grand jurors that agrariaa
outrages very often have their origin in the injustice
of getlemen snch as be wa3 then nddressing, and
that it was really competent for them 1o give bim
great assistance in extirpating s crime cowardly,
wicked, and sure to entail ruin upoun all engaged in
its actual commisaion. The Irish Judge who wonld
deliver a charge to lrish graund jurors, showing to
what extent the Irish gentry were responsible for
ngravian murders and outrnges, would do good ger-
vice to the country. At Downpatrick, on Mondny,
Mr. Justice Hayes had to pass seantence upon teven
Cuntholics, npd more than that nuwder of Protestants
—the furmer for carryiog guns and firing shots at 4
voniire on St. Jobn’a Eve, and the Iatter for march-
ing in an Qrapge procession oa the 12th of July,
1862. The jury strongly recowmended ibe Qrange-
en to merey, but the lesrsed Judge said he would
pupish all violations of ibe Pary Processions’ Act
with strict impartiality, And with a firm determios-
tion 10 pul & stop to these party exhibitiong—-wo be
gentenced them all equally to three months’ impri-
sonment. 1lis Lordship obzerved at the sume time
that if 1t were not from a fear of speaking indecor-
ously of thuse who had gone before him, he wonld

{ give it ag bis epinion that viere had been, up to the
; present time, & judicialtrifling with guch offunces,

showing that the Crown was not in earnest in progo-
cating them,  He was resolved that Jrelnnd sheuid
ha inude 1o be u country where every men could
live, ju every part of it, safely sud withoutmjury o
his feelings, no waiter whal wus his religion, or
whut were his polizicul opinivay., He (Mr. Justice
Hayes) would make no distinction in the case of
wen brought before him ; Potestunts and Catbolics
would be dealt with precisely elike, This i3 the
sort of language for an Ivisl Judge to uss - the rule
of conduet Lo act upon to give pencs to the Norih,
And in no pact of Ireland i3 such taugunge from the
lfench mdre required than ia Dowapatrick, —ZHwll

In England there are 1,242
gecular priests ; in Scotland, 175; and in Ireland,
3,058, making a total of cearly 4,500 in the British
Ewpire. The Cburch of Rome is rapidly becoming a
very large endowed Church in this Protesiant coun-
try :

¢ Dr. ‘Wilson, Limerick, said the grent -mistake
formerly made consisted in leaving. our people under
the impression that the Popish sysiem was w system
totully ignoraot of the truth. The reading of the
report would show that those who manange the sys-
tem are acquainted with the Word of God in their
possession, and ars not altogether ignorant of the
doctrines of this Church, or the system with which
weo are connected. In gsomo of the convents in the
Soutb and West of Ireland intelligent ladies can
converse upon the Word of God, quote texts of Serip-
ture io support of their particular views, and speak
upon theology. Your people should know that they
have to deal with a system which is managed by in-
telligent mea and womnea.

‘Mr. H. B. Oarson trusted that Belfast would long
bave the privilege of Mr. MoNaughtan's matchless
alliauce in resisting the exertions of the Man of Sin.
He waa disappointed that there was no refereoce
mads in the report Lo the Prizons Ministers Bill—that
Bill which the present Goverament hag been carrying
through the House for the endowment of Popish
chaplaing in the English jails, and that it may bea
step to the endowment of the Popish clergy. The
present time was not 4 time to encourage Popery.
Liet Lord Palmerston exsmine into the state of Eng-
land —let bim read such n report as las been pre-
sented that evening -let him consider what the
Jesuits are in England — let him consider these
things. and he bad no doubt that he would decline
wo pass such a Bill as the Prisons Ministers' Bill.

A very able judgment, of which a summary may
be interesting 10 the mercantile community, was de-
livered yesterday, in the Court of Bankruptey, by
Judge Lynch. It is important, as skowing the ne-
cessity of an nlteration in that portion of the Irish
Backruptey Statate which relates to the punishment
of frandnlent traders, or at least of a clearer expo-
mition of the powers of the Court with regard to such
persons. The bankrupt, a seed merckant named
M'Eiroy, had traded largely and recklesaly, sacri-
ficed 1he goods of some of hia creditors, and given
undue preterence to others who were holders of
forged bills drawn by him. Ho applied to the Court
to pass his final examination and grant him a certifi-
cate, to which his counassl contended that he was
entitled, after, at the most, a three years' suspension,
notwithstanding the fradulent practices whibh he
had admitted. Io support of this proposition, a oage
recently tried in the Court of Appeal was relied on,
in which as counsel argued, it was decided that no
matter what erime is disclosed by the bankrupt, no
matter by swhat criminal acts ke may account for
his embarragsments, she Court i3 bound to accept
such account as .ufficient, and must pasg the final
examination. Jodge Lyoch refused to accept this
ag u true interpretation of the judgment, holding
that, in the interest of commereial morality, he was
bound to refuse. the ceriificate. He observed,~¢In
that certificate I muet expressly stats my opinion
and judgmeant, ‘ that, baring regard to his conduot
as truder befors a2 well as after his backrupicy, the
Court did then and there find the bankrupt eatidled
to such certificate’ If lam bound te give that certi-
fieate, [ am then bound to put my hand and affix the
seal of this Court to 2 sietement which, comiog from
this t1ibunal, meant to be protective of irade and
commercs, must bring scandal on the admiristration
of justice. Let me push thbe case to the beight of ab-
sucdity to which this proposition may ascend. Sup-
pose the benkrupt is a convicted felon, gulfering
penal gervitude for his offence, am I bound to foz-
ward to him in the Mountjoy Prison, or other con-
vict depot, my cerlificate under the seal of this
Cours approving of his conducet as a trader—conduct
whicl, while approved of by this Court, hng brought

1 him through the criminal eourts to be & convicted

felon? Such a principle no one could say is right
—that such a thing conld leppen could ovly be by

1he tamentable blundering and negligence of the le-
gislation on Lhis sabject.  No such wmonstrous prin-

ciple ean arise in England, Scotland, or apnywhere

else but here. It would ba o peculiarly I[rish state
of the law, which enforced a fulse nnd immoral judg-

ment from the Bankrupt Court of Ireland.) Iis

lordship then reviewed the sections of the statute in
question (the 138th to the 14lst,) maintaining that
they did not bear the construction countended for.
He adjourned the fical examination sine die, bu) did
oot order » prosecution of the bankrupt, 28 the evi-
dence af his frauds had been supplied by himself, in
answer to questions put to him, witheut any previous
caution ; and it would add very cunsiderably to the
sbsurdity of the law so construed if he were to direct
a progecution, and while it was pending he were to
give hig cerrificate of approval of the act for which
he bad directed him to be criminally prosecuted.—

Grand Master of the Orangemen); we find on the
other huud, thatthe leading Roman Catholic no-
bility and gentry in lrelasd are mostly of English
and Protestant extraction. Tlhus, the Browaes, Enrls
of Kenmave, came over origizally in the reign of
Queen RBlizabeth, and being Protestants, obtained
large grauts of the O'Donoghue property in Kerry,
forfeited by Roderick O’Dunoghue,in the reign of
Elizabeth, and by Geoffrey ("Donoghue, ‘dead in
rebellion, in the reign of ber successor. The Earls
of Kenmnre are now, us is well known, at the head
of 1be Irish Roman Catholic Peerages, and so of the
Dillans, Plunkets, Burkes, Nugents, Prestons, and
other Irtsh Romun Catholie families of importance;
they ata ali, with few excenlions, of Eanglish and
Protestant descent, while we have seen that the de-
scendauts of the native lcish are almort all Protest-
ants.— Times.

Sir,— The Queen has commanded me to express to
you the pain with which Her Mujesty has rend the
account of o fatal aceident whioh has occurred dar-
ing u fele at Aston-park, at Birmingham,

Her Majesty canpot refrain from making known
through you her personal feelings of horror that one
of ber subjects—a female ~shonld bave been sncri-
ficed to the gratification of the demoralising taste,
unfortunsately prevalent, for exhibitions attended with
the greatest danger to the performers.

Were any proof wanting ibat such exbibitions are
demornlising, I am commanded to remark that it
would bo at once found in the decision arrived at to
coatinus the festivities, the hilarity, und the sports
of the occasion after an event so melancholy.

'The Queen trusts that you, in common with the
rest of the townspeople of Birmingbum, will uge your
influence to preventin future tke degradation to such
exhibitions of the perk, which was gladly opened by

bibition would be attempled.

For the future i have every reason to hope that,

The mad-
man drew the blade of bis Enife through the fingors
of M‘Leap, and thrust with it wilidly., Worlend bud
now reguined his senses, nud he ut once entered into
the combat, gettiog bebind the mdmn, wad throw-
ing him down.  The manises yells were londer than
those of the womaz; ey were continuous, but
neitber guard nor driver beard them.  And so the
tragedy cootinued one lung act, n raving maniac
held down by two meo, sll covered with blood,
lighted by & dim Ixmp and the grey dawn. Fur
forty long wiles this scene Justed, uatil a ticket eol-
tector, hastiiy opening the doovr, saw the two gashed
and hageard men beading over the exhausted mad-
mean on the blood-stained fAvor. Bince the French
police found the body of & murdered French Judps
in & railway carriage, npothing so terrible hos oc-
curred.

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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The tone of cur latest European journals, and
the improved condition of the money market,
would seem to indicate that the war panic on ac-
couat of the Polish embrogho is on the decrease.
Diplomacy has not yet exhausted all its resour-
cts, and the Western Powers are agan about to
try Lhe elbcacy of another serres of Notes upoo
obdurale Russia. These Notes are to be sent
by the several Cabinets separately, every one
“on its own heok as the Yankees say, but in
substance their contents will be identical. Aus
tria we are informed has already most prudently
declared her intention of not gaing beyond diplo-
matic action.

The news from the seat of war is barren of in-
terest. The army of the Potomac 15 busy watch-
ing that of General Lee, and the Coufederates re-
turn the compliment ; neither seems anxious to
come Lo Liows again this kot weather. The
siege of Charleston progresses, but whether fa-
vorakly or unfavarably {or the assailants we are
vnable to determine—seemng that the accounts
{urnizbed by the Northern press are meagre and
voreliable.  In several quarters there have been
iudecisive skirmishes ; but, appareatly by mutual
consent, the belligerents on both sides have made
ap their minds to avoid general actions until the
weather gets cooler. We read of coptinual de-
predations upon Northern commerce by the

_Confederate men of war, Alabama and Florida.

1t is again confidently reported that the Fede-
Government will attempt to enforce the draft in
New York and a laige military force has been
soncentrated in the City, to crush out resistance,
shou!d any be attempted, and to puta stop to all
demonstration ia favor of State Rights, and per-
sonal liberty. On the other hand we learn that
tke Governor is determined to assert the rights
of the State of New York, and 1f soa collisien
ketwizt the Federal and the State authorities is
nprmpent.  That such a colliston may occur we
sincerely desire ; for as friends of liberty, we na-
turally sympatbise with the several States, in
tseir opposition to the usurpations of the Federal
Governwent, This it is wiich challenges our
gympatines for the Scutherners. In that they
are slaveholders, and in that, aceidentally and
secondarily, the war assumes the aspect of a
coclest for the mamtenance of the peculiar do-
mestic institution of the South, they cannot ex-
pect the sympatbies of any British subject.  Bul
1 that the Southerners are State Rights men;
in that the war is substantally and primarily a
war {or the maintenance of jocal self govern-
wseat—we, with all our lLearts and souls, desire
seceess to the Southerners. We wish them to
couquer,—not because they are slaveholders;
but because, according to the strange political
nowenclature of this Continent, they are Demo-
crats—the word demoerat in the U. States
meaning precisely the opposite of that winch it
means 1 the Old World.

$nto the river. They then drove the three girls and
boy into the river at the point of the bayanet, club-
bing them with the buit ends of their muskets whilat
runping. ‘The bedy of father Beckham and the
voungest boy have been recovered, and were seen
by the majority of the passengers who went ashore
to cee the evidence of this diabolical work, The
black wretches fired geveral times at one of the
weighbors who related us the different incidents, but
he eacaped unbarmed,

The policy of the English Goreroment during
tbe War of Independence, in arming the redman
against the msurgent colouists, was ably and
justly denounced by the best and most elognent
of British statesmen, as a crime against the civi-
lised world ; but in comparison with the arming
of the negroes against their masters, the policy of
George 111 appears legitimate, and even praise-
worthy, To let loose he Indians upon bis re-
bellious subjecls was, we adwit, snd no British
subject of the present day will contradict us—a
monstrous act of cruelty, and of itself suflicient
to absolve tbose against whom 1t was aimed from
their allegiance to the government guilty of it.
But to ann the negroes, but deliberately to in-
cite 1o servile war, as the Yankee Governmem
is now doing, but to renew on this Continent the
horrors of St. Domingo, 1s the act not of men
but of fiends.

The Southerners we are told, do not treat the
armed negroes who may [all mnto their hands as
prisoners of war, but apply to them the Jaw of
thesr several Stafes—a faw which existed long
belore the present troubles commenced; & law
which neither Congress nor President bas
the legal or moral nght to modify or abro-
gate, because expressly, by the nct of Union it-
self, placed beyond the reach of either :he one or
other. Well! and if the Southerners do hang,
do sell 1nto slavery all armed negraes whom they
may ~apturej if in a simlar mancer they treat
the degraded white mep, who encourage and
hound on these infuriate black savages in then
hellish work, the Southerners do nol exceed
either their legal or their moral rights,  The
law 1s so clear in their ease that it s only upon
the fimsy prelence that they are “ rebels,”
and that as rebels they bave forfeited all thesr
fegal rights, that the stnet legality of their deal-
ings with their negro prisoners can be impugned.

No one will deny that, if thee or four years ago

an armed negro had been captured in any of 1he
Slave Stater, be might legally Lave been sold
or even bung,in virtue of the positive laws oi
the said States. Now these laws bave ot been
repealed by any competent authonty,
1f we are told that the Soutberners are “ re-
bels,” and have therefore fortented ali their legal
nghts, and that Cousgress bas superseded or
abrogated the parlicular State laws regulating
the condition of negroes within the limis of their
States—we reply 1 First, that this plea, whetler
good or bad, capuot be urged by tue Federals,
or Lheir government, seeing thal they bave them-
selves already recoguised the Confederates as
“ belligerents,” in 1bat they exchaoge prisoners
with them, which is never done in the case of
“rebels.” In the second place, adwitting for
the sake of argument that the Southerners are
“ rebels,” they have by therr rebellion forfeited
those legal rights only which they beld fromg e
authority or sovereign power against which they
have rebelled~—just as in the feudal times a vas-
sal, traiter to his liege lard, forfeited to the lat-
ter the lands and nghts which from bim be beld,
But the nght of North Carolina, or of any other
of lie seceded States, to legislate for, and de-
termine upan, the condition of the negro within
its limits is not a right by it beld fromn 1he
Federal Government 5 so that even it the seced-
ed States and their cilizens be rebels, they can-
not have forlened that right,  This is striily in
analogy with the luw of treason in Europe. A
subjeet rebelling against bis sovereign, forfeits
ipso facto, all bis property acd all bis bouors,
because he lolds both from the power against
wineh he has rebelled.
lowiug thatl the Southerners are rebels agaiust
the Federal Government, sud applying o them
the law of treason in s extremest rigor, and ac-
cording to the pripciples of feuduliy, they have
forfeited those rights only which they held from
the Federal Government § amongst which rights
cannot be covnted that of deteimining 1be con-
dition ol the negro within thewr several Stare
limits ; seeing that thal night existed before the
Union was framed, and by the act of Federation
was expressly and for ever placed beyond tbe
reach of Federal encroachment.  That even us
rebels the Southeruers can have forfeited only
that which they teld from the Federal Gorvern-
mnent, 15 a point winch it seems 1o us that teo
many of those who atlempt to discuss the moral
aspect of the question as betwixt North and
Sauth, altogether forget.

were by the latter to be treated precisely as all
British subjects, ndiscriminately, were treated
in France duriog times of peace, and with the
tacit asseat of the British Government. Now
before the war broke out betwixt the Northern
aud Southern States, the latter in virtue of thew
several State laws, known to, and tacitly assented
to by the former, treated as slares all negroes,
armed or unarmed found within their several
limits. With what face then can the North
complain, if to-day the Southerners apply to the
negro the same laws wiuch they applied to him
before the war commenced—seeing that there-is
no power on this Continent, eitber in President
or in Congress, which can legally or constitution-
ally repeal, modify, or suspend any ome of the
Slave States’ laws determining within the limits
of the said States, the condition of the slave
and the status of the negro.

And seeing what manper of men these negro
«oldiers are ; knowing from the histery of the
past what bas been, what ever must be, the re-
sult of armmng slaves agaiost their masters, and
inciting to servile war—we see not how any one
can coutest the moral, ag well as the legal, nght
of the Southerners, fighting not for territory, but
for independence, waging not aggressive but a
purely defensive war, to refuse to armed negraes,
to the hell bounds whose true proponsities have
in the case of the Beckbams been so strikingly
illustrated, these courtestes and amenities which
are extended by the soldiers of one civilised na-
tion to another. In Indiz certainly Great Bm-
lan did pot treat the ruffians whom 1t made pri-
soners after the Sepoy mutiay as ordiary prisun-
ersof war. The murderers of little children, the
ravisbers of women in India were summarily
dealt will, and were often blown from the can-
now’s mouth. We do not blame the British au-
thonities for this exercise of wholesome severity ;
and pexther shovld any hopest man blame the
Southerners were tbey in & similar manner to
deal with their revolted negroes, and the brutish
murderers of the Beckham family whose exploits
have been detalled above. 1o a servile war,
such as that whch the Yaokees are now doing
their best to force upon the South, the white
men of the latter are morally justified in employ-
ing every means within their reach to protect
their etildren {rom murder, and their wives and
daughters from duhonor.

By wen of all parties, the fact that the gov-
ernmental machivery of Canada does not work
smoolhly, that m spite of oiling the frietion is con-
stanily 1mcreasing, and that yearly the difficulties
1o be encountered are becowing greater and
more serious, 1s frankly admitted.

TRE DocTriNE oF TRANSUBSTANTIATION
SvusTaiNep: An answer to the Reverend Dr.
Bura’s Strictures on Dr. Calull’s Lecture on
Transubstantiation. By Archdeacon O°Keeffe,
St. Michzel’s Cathedral, Toronto.—In dealing
with Protestants, Catholics are not bound to
prove the truth of the dogmatic teachings of their
Church: it is sufficient for thew (o show that
the objections urged against the trath of those
dogmatic teachings, by Protestants, are irrele-
vant. This, in the case of Mr. Burn’s objec-
tion aganst the Catholic doctrine of Transub-
stanliation, the Rev., Archdeacon O'Keeffe has
fully accomplished 5 for he shows that the doc-
trine whizh his opponent co:nbats, and aspires to
demolish, is not the doctrine wlich the Church
proposes to her children, but merely poor Mr.
Burns’ conception, or rither misconception of
that doctrine. The latter may well be, mdeed
is, an absurdity, a tissue of errors ; Lut the doc-
irine itself, as propouvnded and defived by tbe
Catholic Church, cannot be affected by Mr.
Buras’ misapprehension thereof. .

That we do no injustice to the Rev, Mr,
Burns, Professor of Knox’s College though he be,
shall be evident to all who know swhat the real
doctrine of (he Catholic Church s, from the fol-
lowing extract from the Professor’s pamphlet :—

tion.. But suppasing that the first were the only
‘enemy France had to deal with, the difficulties
of an invasion by Russia are made too light of,
but are far greater than those encouatered 10
that last war, whea Constantinople was saved by
the 1ovasion of the Crimea and the destruction
of Sebastopol. An expedition into Poland 1s
not so easy as the war party suppose. Napo-
leon I. commenced the war of 1812 with an
army of 600 000 men, of whom 180000 kept
his communications open between the Rhbine and
the Nicomen, and he entered’ the Russian ter-
ritory with 420,000. Marches, battles, sickness
want of food, or bad food, destroyed many ; de-
tached corps diminished the rest, and ‘he reached
Moseow with only 80,000. The Grand Army
on its return from that expedition numbered but
from 30,000 to 40,000 men. The others had
perished by cold, fainine, or the enemy.

The Emperor Napoleon IIT. bas, no doubt,
able commanders at his disposal; but, however
great the merits of such men as M‘Mahon, Niel,
Pelissier, Canrobert, Forey, and others, nobody
will set them above Berthier, ehief of the stail
of the Grand Army, Murat who commanded
the cavalry, Davoust and Ney, who commanded
ibe iofantry ; and fattery itsell will bardly say
that Napoleon II1. is a more consummate cap-
tain than his uncle. The uncle, moreover, had,
willingly or not, all Germany with him ; 1t 1s not
likely that the nephew would have the same ad-
vantage. ‘Lo get at the Russians it would be
requistte to traverse the Prussian territory; and
cousiderirg that one of the results of the present
war, supposing it to be suceessful, would be the
loss of Posen, it is not likely that the Prussians
would remain quet. It s even probable that
they would resist if the French proceeded to oc-
cupy Dantzic, for instance. The [rench would
doubtless take the Rhine Provinces, and the
consequence ls that the liberators of Poland
would soon have the whole German Confedera-
tion on therr hands as well as Russia. - 'The
Army of Poland, blocked up by the ice of the
Confederation, and deprived of reinforcements
and communications for balf the year, would be
1n no very enviable condition.

If it were possible that Austriz conseated to
remain neutral durtng tlus war, the Poles them-
selves would not allow of her doing so. The
Poles, as we know, will be content with nothing
less than the Poland of 1772,—that is Galicia as
well as the rest, and it would be bluck ingrati-
tude towards the Galicians, who give arms and
men to the insurgents, to condemn them to re-
main separate from reconstituted Poland. Mere
uveutrality is not the only thing Austria should
contribute to the great cause. She should be-
gin by sbandoning Galieia.  If she refased to do
so the Poles and their liberators would compel
her, and France would count Austria, as weil as
Russia and Prussia, among her enemies. But
Poland is not the only nationality that claims to
resuscitated, Hungary and Venetia have views
that way, and would, as well as the Christian
subjects of the Porte, expect the same service
from France. Iu fact, the more one feels be-
wildered and dismayed at the complications and
dangers that surround 1t.  ‘They are so great as
to justify the surmise that those who clamor for
wrar al any cost are actuated by other motives
than the stability of the 1mperial Government of
France.— T%mes Cor.

Pawts, July 30.—Le France of this evening asserts
that the difference upon the Poliab question hitherto
exiating between Lord Palmerston und Ear! Russell
has terminuted, and that both are now completely
agreed to support evergetically the common action
of the three Powers. Lu France says thut communi-
calion to thiz effuct have been made to the Oabinets
of Paris and Vienna.

The late Census, which is takem at the end of
every five yeurs, sbows that the population of the
89 French departments amounts to 37,382,225 inha-
bitants, to which are to be ndded 90,000 troops em-
ployed in foreign countries, The previous Census
get down tho population for the 86 departments of
which France was then composad, &t 36,039,364 in-
babitants. Deducting 669,062 inhabitants for the
pravinces anpexed to 1he Bmpire, tho increass of the
population since the previous Census is 673,802 in-
habitants, or 1.86 per cent. The increaee from 184G
to 1851 was only 382,684, or 1.8 per cent. This
may be accounied for by ibe revolution of 1848,
which produced an unfavorable effect on the general
prosperity of the country. The deKcient harvests
likewige during that pertod were unfavorable to the
The greateat incrense in the
population is remarked in the departments of the
Seine, the Nord, tho Rhone, the Bouches du Rbone,
the Seine-et-Qise, the Gironde, the Loire Inferieure,
the Tinisterre, the Seino Inferieurc, the Haut-Rhine,
the Marne, and Corsica.

‘I'he Picdmontese journala ave notorious for their
fulsehouds, and any auch bargain would be aninfamy
on the part of the Freoch Government, so that it is
best to wait and see,

having refused to sdminister the Sacrament to Mon-
sigoore Oaputi, the Rogal Chaplain, when at the
point of death. e wns ably defended by the advo-
cate Casella, and acquitted on the ground that his
refugal did not arise from political motives, but from
an obligation to obey his spiritual superiorz. [ nl-
lode to this caeo more particalarly because it bears
much on the present anomealous pasition of the lta-
lian clergy.

M. voo Balsbine was very lrequently
in the company of Austrian military men of high rank
and family, and it iz probable that they induced bim
to believe tbat the Emperor Francis Josepb and Coum
Rechbergs were more 1nclined to go with Russia and
Prussis than with England and France. When in
conversation with the other membera of the Dipln.
matic Corps, the Russiva Miuister at this Court rare-
1y feiled to express his approval of the measures of
the Imperial authorities in Galicia, and his convic-
tion that, in as far as their Polish possessions were
conceraed, the interesis of Russia and Austria wero
the same, While the Russian despatch of the 131h
inst. was being read to the Austriap Minister for Fo-
reign Affxirs he munaged to keep his temper, but as
M. de Bnlabine had lefuhim he gave free expression
to his indignation. On the same duy that Prince
Gortschukoll’s note was presented Cuunt Rechberg
informed Count Guido Tbun, by elcctric telegraph,
that he wasg astouished and hurt thnt such an inter-
pretution had been given to his last desputeb, asis
was calculated to excite the suspicions of 1he West-
ern Powers that Austrin was not acling in a straight-
torward manner, On the 20th inst. M. de Balubine
received orders to leave for St Petersburg imme-
diately ; and be did so after having infurmed Count
Rebhberg that Baron Koorring, a Cousncilior of 1he
Lussino Legation in this c¢ity, would act aa Charge
d'Affuires ud inferim. The suddep depariure of the
Russinn Minister has ciused u alight panic oo

tance is inclined to think that the pence of Europe
will e distarned. [t was yesterday steted that the
Austrian furlough men had received orders to join
their respective regiments, and that three army corps
are 1o be posted in Gulicia; but persons connected
with the War-office have given me the assurunce
that there i no truth whatever in the garreat report.
