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THE BATTLE OF THE BOYNE,

We take the followwg deseription of the
charge of the Irish cavalry from the ¢Harp, a
magaziae publisbed sometime suce ia Cork.—
The article from which we extract it is a very
well written one, exploding the false impressions
which lying historians have created respecting the
Jacobite and Williamite contest in Ireland, and
doing justice to the Irish, who, ill armed, ua-
drilled—1rregular levies, in fzct, for the tnost
parts, of peasant unused to arms—and commanded
by a weak and cowardly king, fought bravely
agamst the overwhelming odds of a well disci
plioed, well-pravisianed army, composed of
Enghsh, Dutch, Dagish, aod Huggeoot iried
veterans.

The Williamite army, at that famous battle of
the Boyne, was three to one larger 1» numbers
thap the raw levies who fought for James. Yet
it was almost a drawn battle; for though the
Trich were ¢ defeated,” the Williamites did not
dare to follow up therr victory.

Here is the story of how the native Trish
fought at the Boyne.

THE IRISH CHARGE.

s Wow was time for IHamilton at e head of
the only well-disciphined Irish force on the field
—1be horse, to act. The hedges, wineh kad not
been levelled lor the purpose, did not prevent
thew charge. The pround shook beneath the
opset of this irresstible cavalry. The third
battalion of Dutch Blues were charged i the
stream and hurled baeck; the Brandenburghers
fled afitighted, the Huguenots were broken
through and their commander Calimolte cut
down, Schomberg, wia bad remamed at the
cotrance of the gorge of King Wilham's Gler,
with a ‘cbosen body of foot, as a reserve, hear‘ing
of the fall of lus old friend, dashed forward with-
out awaiting for s helmet or cuirass, to rally
the French Hugnenots. * Come on, gentlemen,
behold your persecutors I” said the veteran, al-
ludng to the portion of the Freoch nfantry on
the Trish side, who remained on that part of the
field, and were acquitting themselves bravely ;
and against whom Schomberg sought to awaken
the veogeful recollection of the refugees. They
were the last words be ever spoke. Tyrcon-
nell’s Trish horse guards returnng from their
charge, again broke through the Huguenots gave
I two sabre wounds in the bead, and lodged a
hullet in his neck, and when they retired he wag
found quite dead. About the same time Doctur
Walker, now Bishop of Londoanderry, fell while
cxhorting the Northerns. All along the south-
ern bavk of the Boyne the battle raged with
unparalleled fury. Those glorious Irish squa-
drows charged horse and foot with equal courage.
To the cumbers of the former they appeared to
he perfectly indifferent. Wherever they met
the they routed them at the first onset. Re.
gardless of the deadly volleys which emptied
their saddles by scores, they charged with irre-
sistable fury on the serried spears aud bayonets
of the splendid mfantry of their foes, and but for
the difficulties of the ground, even the ungrateful
landerer of the Irsh, the unworthy monarch,

for whom they so gallantly fought, admits they |

would have broken them, in every instance, as
they bad done the horse. The words of James,
in his memors, are :—¢ Tho’ they did not break
the enemies foot, (alluding to the Dutch Blues),
it was more by reason of the grounds not being
favorable than lor want ot wigor, fur alter they
Iad been repulsed by the foot, they rallied again,
and charged the enemies horse apd beat them
every charge.”” They burst like a whirlwind on
the Danes when they crossed, and notwithstand-
ing the efforts of the commander, the brave
Colonel Cutis, they turped, aod like tbe Bran-
denburghers, fled back across the river, without
daring once to face the heroic descendants of the
victors of Clontarf. The whole "Willamite
forces were swept from the Trish posiions oo the
south bank of the Boyne ! With the axception
of the two battalions of the Dutch Blve Guards
who had first crossed. These uarivalled wfaa-
try, from the broken nature of the ground, and
the adoption of tactics which no_ other troops
could have employed, alone stood unbreken by
the Irsh cavalry—like the British cquares at
‘Waterloo, and the Frrench Guards on the even-
g of that terrible day.

¢William, who had been behind ile ridge
within a mile of Drogheda, waiting for the news
of Schomberg’s passage, at the head, of about
five thovsand-of the flower of the cavalry, learn.
ing that the centre bad been repulsed, and that
the ‘now - muddy Boyne flowed down from Oid-
bridge red: with the blood of his ‘best infantry,
disengaged hiz woundéd arm from its sheg, and
plunged into the stream, now swollen by tlie re-
taroing. tide, followed " by: the Eaoniskdleners,
Dutch, and the ‘whole of the lelt wing: of tle
cavalry. ~ e gamed:the Meath bank with diffi:
cilty ; and quickly marshalling his forces, charged
furtously upon' the Trish“fank.. Fle was ‘met by
the gallant Berwick, with the nght wing of tle
Irigh horse, some French infantry, acd Irish

pkemen, The steady fire of the Freneh emptied
many a saddle ; with a thiilling cheer the un-
dauoted Irish cavalry. though so much outoum-
bered, dashed upon thiir foes, and broke through
them : while the pike men gallantly charged
them in flaok ; and William and his farces were
burled back. The heavy firing from Oldbridge,
announced that the strugg'e there had been
newed ; while advancieg bodies of foot assured
Wilhiar that a portion of his troops had crossed.
Agam le led lus cavalry onward ; and the Irish
fell back along the lane to Sheeplouse, a village
about balf-way between Donore hill and OQld-
bridge. William again charged furtously. But,
Banked 1o the hedges and cabins by the mfantry,
be was again met by the Irishcavalry., Wil
ham galloped back to urge the Dutch forward.
The Enmskilleners, who were n front, received
the shoek ; and those boasted heroes were soon
spurring after their king, hotly pursued by their
agatn victorious foes. This retreat of the En-
ciskilleners the Williamite historians eal! a ms-
fake! Ginkell, afterwards so celebrated in the
Irish war, led on the Dutch cavalry. William
ip person appealed to the Enniskilleners, and
suceeeded in rallyimg them. The splendid reg-
ment of veteran Huguenot horse advanced.—
Additional troops of horse arrived lo support the
Irish, who with a cheer that rung above the bat-
tle din dashed wpon thewr foes. Never was a
more desperate cavalry combat witnessed., The
Dutel recoiled.  Gickell had to throw himself
in their rear to prevent a shameful flight. "Wil-
liam, Lke a gallant general, was it the thick of
the ennflict, and narrowly escaped being shot by
ore of the Enniskilleners, who took Iim for an
enemy. The brave Sheldon was amongst the
foremast ot the Irsh, who pressed their foes with
resistless energy. Brave and highly-disciplised
though these foes were, agam ibey yielded to
thewr irresistible valor § asd, again, down the
lane and slopes went the strugsling mass.

¢ Like Rupert at the battle of Edge Hill, the
Irish pursued too far., The overwhelming mas
ses of William’s iufantry and cavalrp, notwith-
standing the galiant reststance of the French ahd
Trish foot—not excepling even the abused pike-
men—had forced therr way at Oldbridge, and, io
detached bodies, were penetrating the inequali-
1ies of the slopes of Donore, in the direction of
Sheephouse, and the Irish iofantry were obliged
to fall back. While the Irish cavalry were m
pursuit of the Williamites, the lane leadng to
Sheepbouse was ieft unoccepied. This being
observed by two regiments of dragoons— Sir
Albert Cunnisgham’s and Colonel Leviston’s~—
they dismounted, and lined the hedges of the
lane. At the same time they siggalled to Gin-
kell and his Dutch to advance. After routing
their enemues, the Irish returned to resume their
position. They were received with a close and
deadly volley. Fresh troops pressed upon their
flanks, Ginkell charged in rear, their lately dis-
comfited foes rallied, and, three at {east to one.
they forced the °*outwearied not outbrared’
heroes of the Boyne up the lare, in upon Sheep-
house.’

¢ Where was James all this time ? It appears,
at least from s own memoirs, that durwmg the
moruing be bad been directing operations be.
tween bis station at Donore church-yard and the
advancing right wing of William’s forces under
Count Schomberg and General Douglas. From
the time when the sttack upon Oldbridge became
seriovs, he appears o have kept his post at Dao-
nore, with Sarsfield and bis Lucan horse and
some more of the flower of the Irish forces as a
body guard! Does he ever now sead them
down to support the brave men, who, agamst
overwhelming odds, are so gallantly fighting for
him? No! Sarsfield, like a chained lian, has
inactively to witness fresh bodies of the William-
ites, successively attack the outwearied Irish,
whose ammuuition nearly spent, with pike and
clubhed musket stll struggle desperately, but
frurtlessly, to resist the swarming masses of thew
foes, who, by close volleys and sheer weight of
numbers, pressed them up towards Donore—
Tyreconnell dotng everything which tis want of
skill could secomplish to present a steady front
to the assailants.”

The battie was renewed again and again, Ten
times the galiant, though undisciplined, Irish
troops charged the vast Williamite army, and
when, at last, they were forced to fall back, the

The Irish retreated, slowly, and in good order,
beyond Duleek, and prepored to resist attoek
again, but the Williamite army did not veature
to attack hem ; and the Duke of Berwick says,
1 his memotrs, ¢ I believe they- were weli con-
tent to make a bridge of gold for us®  So much
drd the disciplined and veteran Dutch, Enghsh,
and Huguedot soldiers fear the. charge of these
‘desperate Irish. This is the much boasted vie—
tory of .the Boyne. ¢ Change kmgs with us?

cried the brave Celts, indignant at the cowardrce
and ingratitude of the beggarly poltroon, James,
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enemy dared not to follow up their advantage.—.

— Change King with us, and we will fight the
battle over again !’

* Not even the baseness of their leader could
daunt the gallant Trish soldiers of the Boyne.—
About fifteen thousand of them—more than half
of whom were uadisciphoed pikemen—with five
thousand brave Freoch and Swiss, fought from
six o’clock in the moramng until nine at night
agninst over fiity thousand of the flower of the
warriors of the bravest nations of Europe, in
additton to a host of volunteer . sharpshooters ;
with six small pieces of cannom, against sixiy
large ones, mndependent of mortars; and one to
three as to cavalry ; behind o river which their
foes crossed at seven principal fords and a
bridge, and so low that the drummers covld beat
across without raising theic drums above their
koees ; retied n the evening uumolested ; and
challeaged their foes, at every defile, to renew
the combat,

¢ Before the dawn of the morning after the
battle, (he sleepers 1 Dublin were aroused by
the flourish of trumpets, the rattle of kettle-
drums, and the proud notes of hautboys, an-
nouncing the arrivals of the heraes of the Boype
~—the Irish horse—in excellent crder, and with
the gallant bearing of men who rust have felt
the world had rarely seen their equals: for,
throughcut a long summer’s day, they bad beaten
threw times therr number of the first cavalry of
Europe, * in every’ charge. ~They were accom-
panied by 2 Jarge body of foot; and,after a
sbort rest, marched out again to meet therr foes,
who were believed to be approaching. But no
foe appeared. Nor did they until eight o’clock
oo the following day. Meantime, those un-
daunted squadrons, and their companions-in-arms,
removed at leisure, with baggage and all warlike
manitions, o Limerick, .

THE ALLOCUTION OF POPE PIUS IX.

Veaerable brethren,—Amid our beart.reading
griefs we esteem it & singular pleasure and con-
sofation to enjoy once more your precicus pre-
sence and concourse, a3 well as the privilege of
addressing you m this magnificent assembly—you
who have, 10 effect, been condueted to this ¢ity,
from ail the regions of the earth by the ntima-
ton of our desire, and the inspiration of your
piely. Called to share in our solicitude, you
bave nothing more at heart 1 these calamitous
times than contributing your aid toward enabhing
us 10 defend Catholicity and secure the salvation
of souls, assuaging our multiplied sorrows, and
furnishing more convircing proofs from day to
day of your £delity, your devotion, your obedi-
ence, to this Chair of St, Peter.

We are, therefore: profoundly delighted at
your appearance, and in connection with this new
evidence of your piety and love, we willingly re-
call whatever you have hitherto done with such
concord, with such an eantire zeal, withont re-
garding care, without suffering yourselves to be
turned aside by adversity. Hence, it 1s this re-
membrance, so pleasant and so sweet, g0 deeply
imprinted in our soul, and which rmust ever
remain there—it 1s this remembrance, we say,
which renders the seotiment of our gratitude and
our effection more ardent and vivid than bereto-
fore—under the necessity of manifesting itself
thus loudiy and publicly toward you all by sigas
the most striking and brillizat.

But 1f this rapd survey of the past fills us with
such consolation, you yourselves, veaerabls
brethren, will easily understand, "we are per-
suaded, with what joy and love our hear: burps
to day on baving again the bappiness of your
presence, and the proof of your aflection ; yon
who, from the most distant Catholic provinces,
have come hitherto meet us, m response to our
desire, and 1zoved hereto by your piety and your
attachment.

Nothing, indeed, could be more desirable,
nothing more delightful, than to find ourselves in
tlus assembly—1than to enjoy the fruits of our
reupion—above all these, to take partin those
solemoities in which al! tbat s passing before our
eyes spezks of the umty of the Catholic Church,
of the immovable foundation of that urity, and of
the solicitude with which their unity ought to be
protected and maintained, Yes, everything
speaks of that admirable unity. by which, as by a
sort of channel.ere ruaming through the mystical
body of Christ, the gifts and the graces of tue
Holy Spirit, creatiog 18 each of its ‘members
those examples of f2ith and charity which attract
the admiration of the entire human family.

We now in fact contemplate, venerable
brethren, decreeing homors to the saiats and
lustrious heroes of the Church,, the greater
number of whom have fought the glorious. fight
of martys,'some in defence of the supremacy of

that Apostohc Cbar which 1s the centre of truth
and unity, and others again to recafll to the Ca-
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tholic Church men estranged from it by schism,
bave suffered voluntarily a precious death, So
that the marvellous design of Divine Providence
shioes out maovfestly hiere, since it has piven
these examples of attachment to Cathalic unity,
and the triumpbs of 1ts adherents precisely at the
lime when the Catholic faith and the authority
of the Apostolic See were attacked by machma-

tions the most rmplacable.

It is also contemplated to celebrate by solemn
rites the memory this day of such favorable
augury in which the blessed Peter and his co-
apostle Paul, haviog suffered 1,800 years ago in
this city the most llustriows inartyrdom, con-
secrated with their blood the impregaable citadel
of Catholic unity.

What then, venerable brethren could be more
desirable for us, and more in barmony with the
trinmph of such martyrs, than to cause to shine
m the houors whiel are rendered them, 20d with
an eclat and magnificent hght, the most beauti
ful examples and most splendid spectacle of the
umty of the Catholic Church?  What more just

thun the joy ut the trinmphs of the Prince of the
Apostles, who belong to the whole Catholic
universe, should again be ncreased by your pre-
sence and your zeal? What more suitable, 1a
fine, than the splendor of spectacles, sn many
and 50 grand, should be rendered yet more bnl-
1ant by the accession of your piety and rejoiciny ?

Bat tius piety and this intimate union with the
Apostolic See are not osly in accord with the
circumstances and with your sentimenls, vener-
able brethren: 1t is, above all, of the greatest
importance that we should derive the most
salutary frnts from it, as well for repressing the
audacily of the impious as for turmng it to the
common advantage of the faithful and yourselves.
Tt is necessary that the adversaries of religion
should understand from it what are the force and
life of that Catholic Cuurch which they cease not
to pursue with their hatred. Tt is necessary that
they learn how insensate, and mapt is the injury
which they inflict on it when they accuse it of
being destitute of vizor ond unsuited to the
timet. It is necessary they should learn how
evenly inspired are all who rely on therr own
their own success, on their own efforts and their
own enterprises, and they should perceive that
they cannot break a faisceau of forces like Lhat
which Jesus Christ and bis divine wirtue have
consolidated on the rock of the confession of the
Apostles. Tt is necessary in fact, that now more
than ever, venerable brethren, all men should see
clearly that there 1s an intimate and sure hood
between the spirits where reigns over all the
sole spirit of God, and that if men abandon Ged,
and despise the authority of the Charch, they
cannot attain that felieity which they seek in the
way of crime, but are precipitated miserably iato
the most cruel discords und calamitous tempests.
If we consider the common advantage of the
faithlul, venerable brethren, what cau be for Ca-
tholic nations a more salutary and favorable time
for increasing their obedience towards us and the
Apaostohe chair thap witnessing how dear are the
rights nf Catholic uaity to the parties, and con-
templating these pastors travelling vast spaces of
loud and see without any concern about the in-
convenience of the journey,-n order that they
might haste to Rome and the Apostolic See—
that they might revere 1n our humble person the
successor of Peter acd the Vicar of fesus Christ
here below, Thal exemplar authority will lead
them to recogmze much better than the most
subtle teachings-hiow they ought to be filled with
veneration, with submission towards us, to whom,
in the person of Peter, it has been said by our
Lood Jesus Christ: ¢ Ieed my lambs, feed my
sheep. and lo whom, by these words, have been
confided the care and supreme power over the
Church universal.

Yon yourselves, venerable brethren, in per-
forioiog your sacred ministry, will sbtaw excel.
lent fruit from (hat dependence to the Apostohe
See. In a word, the more the honds of faith,
of tenderness, and of love, attach you to the
angelic work of the mystic elilice, the more also
as the memory of all the ages of the Church
teaches us you will find yourselves invested with
that force and that courage which are required
by the grandeur of your charge, against the
astaults of the enemy and the adversities of for-
lune. -

Is this anything else than what our Liord Jesus
Christ wished to indicate when he charged Peter
with supporting the firmpess of His brethren, and
smd: “I have prayed for thee,that thy faith may
not fail thee, opd that when thou shalt have been
converted, thou mayest coofirm thy brethren.”
In fact,as St. See, the Great says, the Lord
takes a particular care of Peter, and specially
prays for the faith of - Peler, as if the condition
of the others were more sure when the heart of
their prisce is ucconquered. . In Deter, there-
fore, all strength is deposited, and the ad of
Divine grace 18 made co ordinate, so that the

firmoess given by Christ to Peter is conferred by

Ne. 53,
that it was necessary that this power with which
Peter was clothed by a special gift of the Lord,
should descend upon you every time when you
approach the person of Peter living'in his sue-
cessors, or even when you wisit this city, which
the Prince of the Aposties has moistened with
Ins sncred sweat and wirh hes triumphant blood.
We even have never doubted, venerable brethren
that (rom this very sepulchre in which repose the

ashes of the blesse-t St. Peter amidst the ever- -

lasting veneration of the uaiverse, proceed a
certain Indden power, 2 salutary strength, which
inspires the pastors of the flack of the Lord with
bold enterprises, great dssigns, magnanitaous
sentiments, and thanks to which their restored
fame refllects vpon the jmpudent audacity of the

-enemy, unequal to the power of the Cathaolie

umty, a certain defeat and ruin in an unequal
light.

Why, in fact, should we conceal it? Vener-
able brethren, for a long time we have been on
the field of Dattle and have fought for the de-
fence of religion and of justice agamst perfidious
and violent cnemies: the combat is so pro-
tracted, so formiduble, that ail 1he umted farces
of the sacred army appear to be barely suflicient
for resistance. As repards us, combattmg for
the cause of the Church, for tiie free exercise of
the rights of our supreme trust, we have, thanks
to the aid of Almighty God, hitherto escaped
fatal perils. We are tossed by winds and ad-
verse waves, but we fear not shipwreck ; for the
assistance of our Liord Jesus Christ does not
permit us to fear ; but we are afllicted witha
profound grief ot seeing so many monstrous and
novel doctrines, so many crimes and impielies
commtted agatnst the Chureh ard the Apostolic
See. We have already conlemned them on
another occasion, and 1n order to fulfil the duty
of our office, we to-day again cocdemn and cea-
sure them.

Nevertbeless, in the present circumstances,
and in the mdst of the joy which your presence
affords us ; we do not wish to recall so much
solicitude, sorrow, and anguish which torture and
rend our learts by severe and unnatural wounds.
We shall rather place them upou upon the altars
which we have so many times loaded with our
prayers and mostened with our tears.  'We shall
again in our sunplicatinns, pour out all these sut-
ferings into the bosom of theall mereiful beavenly
Fatber, trusting without fear, Him who can
work out, the glory and salvation of His Church,
and who meling out justice to all who suffer in-
jury for our cause and to all who choose to be
our adversaries, will pronounce IIis righteous
Judgment on the appointed day.

Nevertheless, you understand, venerable breth-
ref, with your approved wrsdom, how important
1t 15, in order to appose the designs of the im-
pious, and to repair the disasters of the Charch,
that your accord with us and with the Apostolic
See, should day by day shine forth more and
mose clearly, and become deeper and deeper
rooted. Still more, this love for Catholic union,
which, when it is deeply implanted in the soul,
strives to spread itself abroad for the good of
others, ought not, assuredly, to permut you to
rest where you are until by putting forth every
eflort you bave brought to the same universal
concord, to the same indestructible commuaity
of faith, hope and charity, ail the ecclesiastics of
whom you are the chief, and all the farthful who
bave been entrusted 1o you.

Of a certamnty there can be no spectacle more
beauttful in the eyes of ansels and of men than
tie reproduction in the pilgrimage which leads
us back from the land of exile to onr native
country, of a faithful image of that pilgrimage
which the twelve tribes of Israel performed n

their common journey toward the blessed land of

promse. They travelled all together, each tribe
directed by its chiefs, distinct in name, and baving
i's separate place i the camp, each family ren-
dering obedience fo its own domestic head, each
baad of soldiers to ils own captaio, the muititude
to its prince ; and nevertheless there was ra all
these tribes but one people, who adored the same
God and worshinped at the same altar, one
people, subject to the same laws, to the same

High Priest, Aaron, to the same envoy of the -

Almighty, Moses ; one people bowing to the
same lasws i the labors of war, and in the fruls
of the wictory : one people, in fine, who, liviog
under the same tenets, were nourshed by the

same mracelous food, and strove,m their com-

mon aspirations, toward a common end."

THE CANONIZATION OF THE MARTYRS AT
ROME.

THE GRAND TR DEUM—THE HIGH MA83 —TEY PROOES

Rome, Juoe 29.—1 have just returned from
witnessing the magnificent ceremony - of the
canonization of twenty-five martyrs of the Ro-
man Catholic Church, and anything so gorgeous,
apything so umque and out of harmony with that
world in which we live, move, and think, it bas
never been wy lot to witness. My reasoning
powers for the present stumber, while imagina-
tion is wide awake and active ; and thrilled as I
have beea for full five hours with all that can
gratify the senses and charm the fancy, you must
not.expect me to tzke up the pen of the ertic,
and avalyze what should be received as repre-
sentiog one grand idea. 1 cannot do so, for
though 1t would be easy to write about gaudy
display and frippery ; to attack the pretensions
of the Roman Cathohie Church; or to denounce
the Pope Kiog ; yet, glowing as my imagisation
now does with the glories of the pageant which
bas just passed away, I wust for the hour, 8t
least, ascend into that higher «tmosphere where,
stripped of 1ts accidents, the universal religious
sentiment attracts and unites us altogether.—
1t is eaid that one man summoned from all parts of
the world the mightv boss of ecclesiastics who were
ranged this moroiog round tbe Tomb of St. Peter,
and that one'man created all the glorien of a scene
which bewitcbed and impressed every one who wit-
neseed it; yes. what could Pius IX bave done bad
it not been for that religinug sentiment whirh dwells
in every man who is above the beasta 7 That it is
which bas brought 10 Rome from the’ North apd the
Soath, the ‘East and the West, tenw of thonsands of
gincere worshippers; I bow before it while for my-
gelf I digeard the accidents with which millions of
my fellow beings have surrounded it. With 1hese
feeliogs, tben, let me describe sll that I have gazed
upon with wonder.

The fetes began last night, which was the vigil of
8¢, Peter; aud as 1 entered Bome by the Porta 8an
Pancrazio, thers ro8y on the horizon, still blushing
with the gorgeons colors which en Italian Summer's
sun had left, a thing of lig<t a magic cupola so ex-
quiaite in itg beanty apd 5o repid in its birth, thet
one might have fancied it bad been crested by Him
who.gaid ‘Lot there be light.’”

The great.day of the feast was. however, vet to
come. and  wearied travellers were appalled to hear
that by six o'clock the church of St. Peter wouald be
fall. ™ A brillinnt morming it wag when I started at
balf past § o'clock, and found erowds in carrisges or
on foot, all tending to one point. Many a window
was hung with crimson tapestry ; the Papal banner
wss floating over the Ponte St Abgelo, and Papal
troops-were dashing about in all directions. The
QOardicals were indulging in sn hour's more sleep
secure in their places, but with thia exception, per-
song of sll classes were en roufe. Thanks to kiud
friends I entered the church by a priva‘e ghte, the
Porta Santa Martha, and from my place under the
Ambassador’s loggia, and close to -the Papal throre
will now describe the scene which thonsands besides
myself were gazing at, even at that early hour. The
taate displayed in the decoration is muchk more sim»
ple than that which was shown in 1862. The
effort was to give the etfect of color, and this has
been done so as to bricg out in bolder reiief the
architectural ornaments. It would be useless to
nota the materiala employed  Ope ilooks at the
whole, at the general ¢fect, and this was rick and
gorgeous in the extreme. Richer still it became
when about seven o'clock the Servitori began to
light the great wax tapers which huug suspended in
festoons beneath the arches, under the colossal
atawues  Still, it was a fearfa] sight to wateh these
men suspended in mid air on g nsrrow bit of wood
and swioging backwards and forwards, apparantly
no bigger than crows, Twenty.five thousand tapers
were thng soon made to shed their light upon the
building giviog to the crimson tapestry a deeper
hue, now that all daylight was excluded, and lepd-
ing increased brillaney to the gilding. Sometimes
a puff of wind blew uside a curtain and thea down
streamed on one particalar £pot a sunbeam 8o bright
«od unexpected that it aeemed like a flash of light-
ning, startling those sround as if danger was near.

Grander, however, than all else in the way of
light was a colcesal inverted cross, formed of prisms
and glass, which bad been sought for far and wide
Above it were the keys, gigantic in their proporti.ns
an! fo-med of tbe same material, while above them
still was suspended an enormous tiara of calored
class Hanginog, as did these symbols of the Roman
Catholie faith, in the centre of the pave, aud flagh
ing with directed light, the spectacle wns indescrib
ably beautiful  We were looking and wondering at
th e grand effects of light when a general confasion
ensued amoog the masses who wera under the
cupola, There was & murmur of many voices gra-
dually ewelling into & storm  Ladies were rising in
their srats, and guarda rushing here and there—in-
dications, as some thought, of the approach of the
Papal procession, but instead, it waa a panic created
by the curtain of one of the windows tsking fire.—
Thete conld be no danger in.so substantiai a build
iog a8 Bt. Peter’s ; but people do not reasen on such
occesions, and bad it not beep that the fire was ex-
tingoished it ia difficnlt 1o say what might have
been the result of the panic  Anotber, und the only
other painful incidert which occurred, wasg, aa it was
reported, an act of suicide by & man named Achille
Rossi, & native of COremonia, before the Chapel of
tke Holy Sacromeut. The paor fellow, it sppears
wap 90 dazzled DY the wonders of the scenes that be
lost his head, and cot bis throat with a penknife.

Meentime, all the great people are comiog in.—
Above me are the French and Prussian and Austriao
and Spanish and Mexican, in fact., all the Ambas
sadora now in Rome, not excluding Ambssiador of
the Grand Duke of Monaco, who has been recently
appointed, together with the wives and families of
those who bave the good fortune to pozsess them
and thejr attaches. In the opposite loggia were the
ex King of Naples and the Dowager Queen, with ber
family, and & large cuite better adapted to better
times.

Tbe Portugurse Princesa -he aunt of the present
King of Portugal, ia also there, togather with her
ladies in waiting. There are few Epglish of the
laity. Lord Naorthesk and Me. Howard, of Corby,
who has lately bad the misfortune tolose his dough
ter, ate in the same loggin with me, ard not far
from us j8 the General of the Jesnits who attracts
much atteotion.

| Orders began to cuter, and then came the bishops,

Wearing a red cope in honor of the martyrs they
pregented a grand spectacle. Many of them wore
a violet. colored berretia on the head instend of a
black one, Each carried bis mitre, white for the
most part; though there were varietlies, as in dress

Some had mitres resembling imperial crowns, stud-
ded with precious stones, while some wore over the
cope & dress resembling a Hugenr's jacket with up-
right collars rigid with golgd.

As he mnade some rather pointed inguiries
respecting the numbers and resources ot the organis
zation, which looked very suspicious, comiog from n
man who was not actuslly 8 member, the receipt of
this comtaunicatiun was never acxknowledged. With-
in ten or fiflaen days thereafter a lo!ter was received
from &p old and prominent Fenian cf the New Or-
lesns QCircle, reporting that a very promisiog and
influential Fenian meeting bad taken place ic that
city, and attributing the success thereof to tke stre-
nnous exertions acd eloquence of Colonel Goudon,
At the same time the writer recommended him to the
office of State Centre, or State organizer for Louis

jana. Within a few days a second letter was re-
ceived from the spurious Oondon himself, giving
what purparted to be a full atatement of bia oot ea-
dents. Upon this, an organizer being greatly needed
in the Sonthern States, and the home pressure for
immediate supplies being incessant and urgent, he
was appointed to thai office and furnished withe
number of Fenisn Bonds for sale.

nisn convicts. The complaigts made oy the prison~
e:8, or 1ather by 8dme three or four of them, and dis.
seminated by their friends outside, ere, in some in-
gtances, pure inventions, In others they are utterly
frivolous.

The prison fare, a8 far as we saw it, i3 excelldut of
ite kind, and we do not for cne moment believe that
wo saw anything bui aversge samp’es. The bread
was in store in large qusntities for the pext days
consumption ; the soup was in large cavldrons ready
to be perved out. Other stores wera in large quan-
tities Everything was excellent of its kind.

We have been condacted into every hole and cor«
ner of the establishment st Portland and we had
foued it far more perfect in all its arrangements than
we could believe it poseible such an institution eculd
be. The sanitary arrangements were excellent ; mo
wag the foad ; the hours of labor not unresasonnble ;
cleanliness and order overywhers.

Ag to the amount of work accomplished by these
prisoners, until lately it was quite insignificsnt; it
was 00t & half, not a third, said tha principal warder
in charge 1o s, of what is accomplisbed by ordinary
convicts. Even from the work for which they ara
credited cn the books a large deductiva must hs
made for what is cootributed by the instructor.

A Bripce over THR Excurza Ceasnen.—The fol-
lowing extract from an exchange papor is bnth suba
lime and ridiculous.

mittiog & plaa of a bridge from Calis to Xew Yerk
—wonders however will never cerge :—

i Boutet, a Franch engineer of considerablz cele-
brity, propnses insterd of the long meditated tunnel,
to build a bridge across the English Channel. The
proposed bridge will be broad enongh to hold a
doublo line of railwey, o carriage roai, and path for
foot passengers. There will aigso be space enough
on the Dover and Cealais road for & row of shops,
which i1 is supposed, if once established, would pay-
The following i3 the description given of the intended
bridge ;—* The bridge would rest on u series of
thirty-two vertical rectangular iron piles, each pile
to be two hundred motres in height, and one hun-
dred metres in breadtk, The depth of the chanpel
berween the two points selected is found to be cot
more than from thirty -to thirty-six metres, so that
the bridge would be about one hundred and seventy
metres above the level of the sea/

‘ln Inying down the bridge the first step taken
would be to coanect tae iron piles by means of six-
teen cables of plaited wires, stretched in parallel
lines from Shekespear's Clif on the Eagiish side of
the chanuel to Uap Blane Nez on the French side, &
distance of thirty thres kilometres (about twenty
miles)  The body of the bridge would thus be
tormed of iron iresseq from pile to pile) Mr, Boutet,
in caleulating the feasibili'y of hiz plan, supposes
that ¢ if u wire of a certain strength and thickness
will hapg extended between two given points, then
if the strength and thickness of the wire be increased,
the distance berween the points may be increased
proportionately,’ It is estimated that the cost of
this bridge will be 400,000,000f.. and Mr. Boutet
baving deposited his plans ot the Ministry of Public
Wotks, actually proposes to ford a company with
that amount of capital. It i3 said that for the bene
fit of the ineredulous, praciical mode! of the bridge
is sbout to be constrncted across the Seine at Paris.

Tos Exerisy Moxey Marxer.—Neither the favor-
nble harvest weather por the arrival of & quarter
of a million of gold from America have bad the slight-
est infuence on the funde. The public, who pur-
chased largely a mooth ago, are unable to resiat the
temptation to realize the five per cent profit that has
accrued, and are satisfied for the present to let the
proseeds lie idle st their banker's :-who in their turn
find 1t difficult to ebtain employment for it at two
per cent. Thus far it 18 evident the revival of finan-
cial confidence has scarcely made any progress sither
ib Paris or London. The unparalleled accumulation
of bullion and the low rates of discount have ren-
dered it impossible to obstruct a certain advance in
the prices of the funds ; but the inhersnt feeling of
distrust is. almost as strong as ever, and coore-
quently when bolders discover that they can actually
obtain n fair profit on their original investments
they rush to secure it as if there could bae no hape of
its permanence. A similar tendency pervades every
department of trade, and by checking all orders for
foreign goods, except such a3 are indispensible, jo-
creases the prospect of a large continnance of the
influx of bullion, .

The posaibility of another indiffereat harvest con-
gtituted the only apparent contingency that might
be likely to'tnrn the tide, and now that the promise
of abundance seems to be daily streagthened the
problem a3 to the point the. plethora in -the money
merkat is likely to reach, and the mode in which it

Experiments are at present progressing at
Panis for the purpose of enabling post-masters to
send each other letters by means of subterraneous
passages. Pneumatic influrnce will be the pro-
pelling torce.

During the eighteen hundred years that have
elapsed since the mariyrdom of St. Peter and
St. Paul, Rome has witpessed many grand sights,
but it 18 admitted on all bands that the assembly
which bas just taken place far surpassed any-
thing that ever before occurred.

Every country 1 Christendom was repre-
sented by i.s Episcopacy, all uaited 10 paymny
homage to the head of the Catholic world—re-
cogmsing the Bisho; of Rome as their Chirf, and
rendering obedience to km as the legitimate
successor uf a line of Sovereiges, compared with
whose antiquity the dyaasties of Europe are as
yesterday.

Those bishops, teo, who came at the bidding
of tbe Supreme Poouff from the far Eas: and
the far off West, from the cold regioas of the
North, and from the sunny lauds of the South
assured his Holiness 1n an Address, that neither
Princes nor people wili permet the rights or au
thority of the Pope to be ignored. Todepedently
of tbe occasion which brought them together,
{his great congregation of the rulers of the Ca-

" tholic world was a demounstration which must
. bave its eflect upon those whe would rob the
Pope of the city of Rome, and 1he small terri-
. tory which still remamns to him. The as-urance
of the Bepresentatives of the Catholic world
__must bave gladdened tbe beart of the Venerable
Popuff. But pot only did the bishops go to
tender their loyaltv and obedience fo the Supreme
_Pastor of the Church, but each carried tribute,
" and presented it to His Holinesse  One Eaghsh
B -hop alone banded in the munificent sum of
* £100 000 sterling. The Canadian Bisbops pre
“gented a work of art in the shape of a silver ship
ballasted with nuegets of gold from the different
. diocese ot the British North American Colonies.
But the most ;ip‘t“erest.iug item connected with the
paying ofi\th»eﬂ tribufé 13 that of the old Bishop

who nsistéd ggainsi ehiguetie upon carrying his

_staff into the presepce of the Pope, when, lo!
"1t was discovered to be a staff of gold which be

trasferred to His Holiness.. The mcidents
show the great barmony and -the- zreat. respect
for authority which exists i the Catholic Churck.
1t Pio Nono were capable of such a feeling he
ought to be a proud man. The representstive
of a line of Sovereign Pontiffs, who bave held
sway for over one thousand years, there was no
predecessor of us duriog that lengthened time so
honored aund beloved by the millions who ac-
knowledge him as the Supreme Ruler on earth
of the Catbolic Chuich. He bas had his
troubles ; hut surrounded by the Bishops of the
world at the celebration of the eighteenth cen
tenary of St. Peter, the Prince of the Apostles,
he must bave felt far more than compensahon
for the ingratitude and infidelity of Lis own
countrymeaq.

THE THREE WANTS OF ITALY.

We bave seen, in a preceding arlicle, what we
must think of the fist want of Italy, which, ac
cording to our cerrespoadent, is money ; who
has created that want, and what has been for
Trahans the result of the awful expenditure of
mogey which has been carried on in their country
since it is at the hands of revolution. Our cor*
respondent continues :—

¢ Tue second want of Italy is edacation.”

Aud what are the means suggested by hiw for
imparting education to the people ?

* This must be » work of time ; but with money n
the lreasury, it would be undertaken on o broad
ecale a8 the work of the government.’

Here 1s money again asked for, There is
nething, 1t seems, but what a hiberal government
will attempt, and promise to aclieve, as long as
you fill up its tressury.  Money, and some more
Mo ey is invariably its matto,

Bur, before examining how far Italy may be
want of education, we would like to koow what
our correspondent wmeans by educauion; for he
will forgive us for saying that we doubt him to
be well posted on this matter; that there must
e a little confusion in his mind, although he has
taken care to tell us, in his own way, what
be means by this precious education wiich le
seems s0 azxious to bestow on Ttaliaps :—

% The second wnrat of Italy is education,—'he en-
lightenment of the body of the people in practical af-
fairs

But we would ask again: what dees the man
mean by education, the enhightenment of the body
af the people 1o practical affurs ?  Does he mean
that the daughlers of Italy should be taught
cooking, sewing, washiog, &2.: that the men
should be taught driving horses, conducting cars,
boating, marketing, trading, &ec., &ec.? B
thus 1+ not education : and, besides, Italians konow
those things as well as, and oo doubt better
thap, our amiable correspondent bimself, and all
those who take so deep interest in their weltare.
But, we would ask again, what does he mean?
Does he mean readiog, writing, ciphering? If
so, he 15 again mistaken: for these constitute
instruction, aod not education. A man may
have a thorough koowledge of all those thingss
and still have but a bad education, or no educa-
tion at all. '

Education consists i ‘he regular and harmome,
if we may use this expression, development of all
the faculties of man, Tts object is not only the
celtivation of the mnd, but also, and more espe~
cially, that of the heart. It teaches man his
duties towards his Maker, his fellow-creatures,
and bimself; and regulates his relations with
both the moral and physical world.

2uch being the nature of education, let us re.
mark that our correspondent bas, in the means
he suggests for the diffusion of education, laid
down. in two lines, two false propositions, namely,
that education is a function ot the state or gov-
ernmeont, and that with money educativn cau be
imparted to the people atlarge. We merely
point out those two errors en passant, without
any furtber remark, for they bave been more
than or ce, and most learnedly disposed of in the
coluwns of this journal.

Although we coufess ourselves ncapable of
stating, in a precise manner, what our corres
pondent means by education enlightenment in
practical affairs, taere is bowever one thing of
which we are postively sure, namely, that thig
so-called education does hy no means rest upon
principles, that 1t has no reference at all to
principles, which are the basis of a true educa-
tion ; but that 1t tends to make of man a mere
machinere. TFor likerals nave nn love far prin
ciples ; on the contrary, they have them 10 abomi-
nation ; and,if they could anmihilate them, 1t is
certain that the tusk would have been accom-
plished long ago. For we must not forget that
if the revolution in Ttaly has to contend with so
great obstacles—ovstacles which will prove un-
surmountable, we hope—it is due to the princi-
ples of right, justice with which Italians have
been imbued, and which the bulk of the people
have stil retained, 1n spite of all the efforts of
h‘ell and liberals to snatech them from them —
Revolution keeps them down by the sword, and
ijs at work, not to give them education, as is
hypocritically asserted, but to deprive them of it,
in order to demoralise them more easily.

Ttaly o want of education ! none but a-wilful
slanderer or an ignorant blockhead can make
such an assertion. We will not loose our time

jo proving a fact acxnowledged by all honest

and sincere writers, . Listen fo one of England’s

‘most accomplished scholars and: refined gentle-
.nen, speaking‘on Catholic countriesn general :-—

+ 4 There i3 o country in Earope 80 greatly ema
bellished by noble edifices, either public or particu
lar as ura Roman Qatholic countries, none g0’ greatly
cultivated and peopled : none that sees flncking in
its precincts ‘a8 mauy stracwers either fo acquire a
more perfect knowledge of all kind of arts and sciences
either to breathe the aweat snd habitual joy which
is always and universaily to'be found in their society,
the most polished in-tke world. in the reformed
states of Europe, the seed of civilisation has been
ttrown by the Catholic religion, and whatevor still
remaios of it to~day must be attributed to its primi-
tive source.'— Filzwilliam, Lettres £ Alticus, p. 16,

It this can be said of Catholic countries in
general, @ fortiori must these words be applied
to Ttaly, the Catholic land par ezcellence.

With regard to popular istruction, Italy can
stand competition with any couatry in the world,
A few years past, M. Fulchiron, French Deputy
at Rome, after haviog refuted many errors
which bad been accredited in certam quarters,
proved by statistics that the number of public
educaticos! institutions, and that of scholars at-
tending them, were far more numerous 1o Rome,
in proportion o its population, than 1a any other
city in Europe.— Voyages dans 2'Italie meri-
disnaie.

What 1s said bere of I ome, which 15 the head
of Italy, can he applied, almost to the same ex-
tent, to the whole counlry. \

Wilh reference to arts and scieaces, of which
Ttaly is the classical land, we have heard the
testimony of o distinguished writer ; here foliows
that of a man whom una one will suspect of being
partral for the Catholic Clergy, or tor Ttaly :—

“T do not belizve thatin any other city than Romo
can be found & greater number of savants who are
learned, a thiog rarely to be found! The yonrng
men of the midd e classes, as well a3 those who ba-
loopg to the nobility devote themssives to study with
an earnestness that ingpires great bopes for the fu.
ture ; there are to be fouund ‘n the clergy men ot
eminent merit and endowed with brilliant qualities
which we aré astonished (o fiod in & vestry-room ¥ —
Mery—Scenes de lu vie Ilalienne.

There is a little malice m the last words, but
which hurts nobody ; 1t rwerely shows the spirit
with which the man 1s animated, and the power
of truth which thas forcesself vpon a mind thus
disposed.

Yes, Ttaly, as regards education, in the true
sense of the word, is not surpassed by any Ca-
tholic country, and leaves far behind her all
Protestant communities. This is due to the
nature itself of Catbolic education, which con
sists essentially in the cultivation of the heart
in the wcu'cation of sound priociples, ia the mind
and besrt of youth. If it does not put practical
instruction 1 the first line, 1t is because it aims
first at making men before making scholars.—
Hence 1t 1s that a Catholic child, even before nt
can read aod.write well, has clear and exact no-
ticos of truth and error, right and wrong. This
accounts for the opposition with which the re-
volution has met in Catholic Italy. Catholics
are a hard case to deal with when principles are
at stake, and have to be trampled upon.

Hence the mmpossibility with Ttalians—the
greater oumber, at least — who had not yet been
perverted by secret societies, of making them
abandon their lawful rulers, and the recourse to
most barbarous tortures, and lastly to the sword,
making hundreds of vietims, Hence their un-,
willingness to bend the knee before the State-
God aodsacrificing to him therwr cluldren. Heace
thewr contempt for the king-robber; and how
conld 1t be otherwise ? how ¢ould men, taugl’
{rom therr infancy, that to take from a neighbor
a dollar, or even-a half doliar is a grievous sin,
not despise the unscrupulous usurper who setzed
upon whole provinces, and laid his sacrilegious
bands upon Church property 2 Hence also their
natural repugnance and resistance to be over-
taxed, not for beiog wisely governed, but for the
gratification of a licentious tyraat, and of extra:
vagant and unlaithful ministers. Thank God,
Catholic education gives to man too just and too
high au idea of bis dignity, that the people who
are imbued with its prisciples, shoula ever offer
to the world the sad speclicle of ignorant slaves,
ramely and stupidly submitiing to injustice and
yranny, without protesting with all their might.
They may be compelled to yield to brutal forces
but they are pever subdved.

Several of the delegatea then explained the one-
side1 manoer in which the conveation was called
by invitieg chiefly those who wers koowa to be
favorable to hfr. George Brown. Tue gentiemen ip
Barrie to whom invitations were sent was too
hono able to act on tho advice of the convention
packers by nomianating dzlegates himself, soa public
meeting wag called to elect delegates to repreeent
ke Catholies of Barrie ; and further delegates were
reqnested to oppose any uninn with the reform party,
while Mr. Brown is the head thereof and to give
a fair teial to the existing government of the Dominion
of Canada The d:legares had faithfully carried oat
theit ingtructiong aod had sigaed prorest agaiast the
partizan characier of the meeting, the exclusion of
many delegates who care to represent the Catho'ic
opicion of many piwrts of Casads, and againsy the
mapifest desire of ihe conventios paclers to create
a split in the OCathohic ranks by securing a part
of that vote in favor of Mr. George Brown's fullow
ers.

Tue IrisH STATE CHURCH.—We learp
from our Engiish.ex,qh'ankges that there is a pro-
posal to leave the Established Chusch as it 1q
and provide a separate endowment for the Catho.-
lic clergy.  The mention of such a thiog in the
English House of Commons was merely spoken
of to be never entertained. ~The evil which Ire-
and really suffers from the Church‘”Establish.
ment would onyy recewve fixity and tenure by
such a change, and by way of consolation the
people would only be offered what they have
never either asked or denied. The Catholies of
Ireland are not suing as paupers-for alms (o keep
theiwr clergy out of the workhouse. la far more
depressed times they have supported their priest-
hood,and will not pray the State to do for them
what {or centuries they have done for themselves,
If the Church Establishment is a seatimental
grievaace, it 1z at all events, pot a pecuniary
grievance. It is its position as the State Church,
far more thau its posttion as an Endowed Church,
which gives 1t so unenviable a prom:nence g
Trish polities.  The whole theory of Protestant
ascendancy is bound up with its existence. The
Lord Lieutenant of Ireland must conform to it ;
its dignitaries are among the great officers of
state; its bishops have seats 1n Parlament ; its

courts possess coercive jurisdiction ; ils territp- -

rial divisions are the basis of civil orzamzation.
It these things remained, the Establishmert
would not be made tolerable by the seculariza-
tion of 1ts revenues, still less by an Eleemosynary
proviston for Cathoheism. Rich and poor, the
Church of an alien miority bas no right to spe-
cial recozgnition or peculiar honors ; and as long
as it receives them it necessarily keeps alire the
traditions of a time when religious equality was
unknown, Nor doees it do this only, or eveg
chieily in the minds of those who do not belong
toit. Oa the contrary its baneful wfuence is
primarily exercised on its own members. At the
roat of all the poltical evils of Ireland hes the
estrangement of a class from class, and of this
estrangement the position of the Establishment
as a State Churel 1s the ultimate cause and the
abiding symbols. In all great antagonisms it is
the spinit of vscendancy to the ascendant class
which is the deepest rooted and the most firmly
set of all the obstacles that block the way of re-
concihiation ; and 1o Ireland tins spirit draws its
suck from the political privileges of the State
Church. Whether as that Church 1s upheld as
the Church of ¢ Scriptaral doctriae * in contra-
distinetion to ¢ The Errors of Popery,” or as the
Church of the educated and wealthy few, in the
midst of the poor and ¢ benighted ” many, or as
the prop of the English connexion against the
hostility or indiffereace of the Trish—whatever
be the ground taken, it is hopelessly ioconsistent
with any true theory of State duties or popular
or civic rights aad privileges.

Tre RicHeLieu CoMpany's New STeam
ER “ CANADA.”—OQu the 25th ult,, about nooun,
the ¢ Canada,” the new iron stesmer of the
Richelieu Compauy’s Quebec hoe, arrived frum
Sorel and excited considerable interest as tne
last acquisition to their niver fleet.  As is weli
knawn the * Canada,” has been bwit as a day
boat between DMontreal and Qu:bee, and the
following particulars will be interestiog :—The
hull is 2,50 feet trom stem to siern with 30 ft.
beam and 11 feet hold, and was built by Messra,
Barclay, Curle & Co., of Glasgow, Scotland, in
the Spring of 1866, of Bessemer steel and iron.
She was put together at Sorel by Mr, Mr, W,
C. Wiite of Moatreal, wae also ouilt her boilers.
The engine, which 1s the skeleton beam engine
of the oid ¢ Europa” and of about 300 horse
power, was refitted and erected by Messrs,
Pontbre & Bellerose of Sorel, the frame heng
of wood. The steam 1s supplied by two large
boilers shaped much lixe those of a locomotive,
but baviog each two Bues and [urnaces with re-
turn tubes. T'hese boiers are pliced on the
main deck at either side the boat immedmntely
abaft the paddle boxes, mear which m roomy
stake holes, 1s placed the coal. The terior of
of the hull is n2atly fitted up as a diomg salooo,
which, though divided into two parts by the
space pecessary for the engzine, extends ahmost
the whole feogth of the boat, the forwird part
beicg fitted with a double tier of births. The
Liadies® Saloon is placed as usval on the mam
deck immediately asiern, and is a nicely fitted
and roomy apartment enclosed by large panes of
plate glass, extecding fram floor to ceiling.
