The Providence Democral, in answering this question,
tells of a young farmer in that State who thought it did
not pay, and therefore went to the city to look for a situa-
tion where he could make more money. He consulted
an acquaintance who had a good position in the city,
and they compared notes. The farmer had supported
his family on a hired farm, fed and clothed them well,
but had put by only §50 during the year. The clerk,
whose family was not as large, had lived very prudently
upon a salary of §3 per day and had accumulated a debt
of $75 in the same length of time. Nearly every dollar
of his pay could be accounted for in house rent, car fare,
food, fuel and necessary clothing, and the debt was
caused by a purchase of needed furniture. It is unne-
cessary to state that the farmer returned to the farm with
a different idea of the profits of farming.
