In the confident belief that the

last, acceded to the request of a
numb,, of representative electors,
inclu.ling members of the Opposi-
tion in the Legislature, and organ-
ized a Party, known as THE

present Government at the Polls

OF ALL CLASSES AND
CREEDS; AND IT APPEALS
NOT TO PASSION OR PRE-
JUDICE, BUT ao THE IN-
TELLIGENCE AND PATRIOT-
ISM OF THE PEOPLE OFTHE COUNTRY, WHOSE
PARTY IT IS ; AND, THERE-
FORE, I SOLICIT YOUR SUP-
PORT FOR ITS CANDIDATES
WHO WILL SEEK ELECTION
AT YOUR HANDS.

MY RECORD.

I

For nearly a quarter of a century
I have been a Member of the
House of Assembly, and actively
interested in the public affairs of
the Colony, not alone in the intro-
duction and enacting of progressive
and remedial legislation, but also
for sixteen years as a member of the
Executive Government, in which
latter capacity I assisted in the
shaping and adoption of many of
the measures that have contributed



to the material prosperity o( our
Islan'l Home.

Ill July, 1907, risigiied the

Attorney Generalship and my scat

in the Executive Council as a

member o( the present Goveniincnt,
hycauf ' lelt that I had not re-

ceived their sympathy and loyal

support in my ellorts to raise the

pay of the workitiKmen of the

country. Th's policy of raising

the workiiiRmen's pay had been
advocated by the Liberal Party as

far back as 1889, but no serious or

effectual attempt had been made to

give vitality to the principle until

it was made by me.

THE GOVERNMENT'S POLICY.

In appealing for your votes as

Leader of The People's Party, I

would be quite within ray rights to

confine myself in this Manifesto to

a criticism of the policy, or, more
accurately speaking, want of policy,

of the present Administration, and
its failure to cirrj out those prom-
ises to fulfil which it was elected.

The discussion in the press dur-

ing the past year of the policy and
measures of the present Administra-

tion haa rendered you so familiar

with the chief subjects which have
evoked public criticism, that it is

unnecessary for me to refer to them
in detail here. Moreover, I take

it that the people of the country

WILL BE MORE INTEREST-
ED IN ASCERTAINING THE
POLICY OF THE PEOPLE'S
PARTY WITH REGARD TO

Let it suffice for me to point out

that the Government's policy on

tlie questions ol Culd .Storage, the

Development of our Coal and Min-

eral Areas, the utilization of our

Peat, the Sm Itinx of Iron Ore, the

opening up of New Markets for

our Fish, the Expansion of our

Local Industries, the Introduction

of New Mi^tliods into tlie Herring

Fishery, the Enlargement ot our

Lumber Industry, the Develop-

ment of our Agricultural Resources

r.nd, generally, the Providing of

New Industries and Avocations

whereby our people could be kept

at home and profitably employed
instead of having to seek a liveli-

hood in other lands—has failed

completely, and these questions,

as I write, are as little in evidence

as if they had never been referred

to.

If the political Party with which
I have the honor to be identified is

entrusted with the conduct of pub-
lic affairs, we shall devote our-

selves, to the best of our ability, to

the carrying out of a policy

which shall ensure for our people

the greatest possible advantages,
through a prudent conservation
and energetic development of the
material resources of the colony.

NO CONFEDERATION.

In my preliminary Manifesto,

THE QUESTION OF EDUCATION

I regard as of prime importance to

the whole island. The Teaching
Profession represents a power in

this Colony, which, measured by
its influence and its capacity for

good, stands foremost among the

great agencies of progress. The
teacher it is upon whom the re-

sponsibility largely rests of develop-

ing and training all the faculties of

our children, moral, physical and
intellectual.

Under our present system
of education we have a body
of men, clerical and lay, constitut-

ing the School Boards, who give
their services gratuitously, and who
are doing splendid work. The
same may be said of the Council of

Higher Education. The matters
at present calling for immediate at-

tention are the increasing of

teachers' salaries, the augmenting
of the grants for destitute places,

and the improvement of school-

rooms and school-buildings from a
health and saiiitary standpoint;

and these matters shall have our
prompt and earnest attention.

I may be pardoned for speaking
with some warmth on this ques-
tion, since it was my privilege in

1904, in response to a request from
a deputation of the Church of Eng-
land Synod, to undertake, when
acting as Premier, to increase the
education grant of the Colony by
$60,000—more than it had been in-

creased the previous thirty years.

The leader of the Qovernment in
his mniiifesto issued last week
seeks to represent that tlw finances
of the colony will not be able to
meet the animal interest on the
cost of carrj-ing into effect this and
other measures advocated by me in
this manifesto. Sir Robert Bond
seems to have forgotten that during
the past ten years the revenue of
this colony has increased from $i,-
541,420 in 1898 to $2,750,690 in
?07- This large increase is in ad-
dition to the fact claimed by the
Premier that taxation has been
reduced by $177,000 annually.
Surely, then, we can confidently
look forward to a still larger in-
crease during the next ten years.
But assuming that instead of an
increase of $1,200,000 in ten vears
we only increase one fourth of that
amount, or ^300,000, in that period
we should still have ample means,
and without one cent of additional
taxation, to meet the interest and
cost of all the new services advoca-
ted in this Manifesto.

OUR FISHERY POLICY.
While the attention of the Leg-

islature has been occupied with
measures, in many instances, of
doubtful value to the country, the
great question of making our fish-
eries much more profitable to our
people has not been grappled with
in the manner iii which it should
be in a fishing country like ours.

j

The lamentable experience of our
I

people todiy, with the price of fish

j

reduced to one-half its normal
I

value, emphasizes the fact that the
question of most vital impo^ance

I

to this colony now, and for many
I

years to come, must be the adoption

I

of such a policy as will at once
raise the price of fish, and main-
tain it at a hiijh figure. In my

;

opinion this can best be accom-
I plished in the following ways :

;

(I) The Opening up of New
^Harkcts in the United States,
Mexico, Central and South Ameri-
ca, and other parts of the -vorld
where at present <SMr fish does not
enter. ^

(2) The Providing of Steam
Subsidies to the West Indies and
elsewhere, so as to assist in the
marketing of our catch.

(3) The introduction of modern

methods of preparing codfish for

sale, such as are in vogue in
America (where codfish is put up
at Gloucester in 64 different varie-
ties) which wonkl lessen our ex-
port of fish in bulk and drums,
and also largely increase the price
to be paid our fishermen.

(4) The Adaption of Cold stor-
age in the export of fishery pro-
di;cts, as there seems no reason
why it should not be possible to
export our varied fishes, fresh, see-
ing that mutton is to-day carried
from New Zealand to England by
such means.

The whole of our West Coast
winter catch of Codfish, Herring
and Halibut should be exported
fresh into Canada and the United



States. The market is there, and
good prices can be realized • and
in addition, the foreiVn niaikets
tor s^ted cod will in tl;is way be
relieved by every quintal of Cod-
fish that is sold fresh.

GRAPHIC SERVICE by means of

all telegraphic stations on the

Island and Labrador, to furnish
information as to bait fishes, fish

and weather conditions.

(E) THE EXTENSION AND

no man outside the Colony can
possess the familiarity with our
local conditions which it is essenti-
al that our arbitrator should enjoy
in order to fully protect the in-

terests of the people of Newfound-
land.

LABRADOR.

The time has now arrived when
the growing importance of Labra-
dor calls lor intelligent action on
behalf of the permanent residents
of that coast, as well as the thirty
thousand fishermen who annually
go down to prosecute the fishery
there. It is esiential that an ad-
ditional steam service should be at
once provided for the Coast, thus
givinr a weekly service, and bring-
ing more ports in Newfoundland
and Labrador into communication.
The establishment of more light-
houses, beacons, and other aids to
navigation

; the charting Bf north-
ern Labrador, thus giving our
people a more extended area for
fishing operations, and the develop-
ment of the resources of that region
are all matters which point to the
necessity of Labrador being repre-
sented in the Legislature.

Wit'h reference to the Labrador
boundary dispute between this
Colony and Canada my position is

well known by every member of
the present Government to have
been one of unyielding resistance
to every claim of the Dominion

;

and I pledge myself to maintain
that attitude if elected to office.

I think it only due to myself in

this connection, in view of the in-

sinuations made by the Premier in

his recent Manifesto, to state that

it was I who prepared the Colony's

Case with regard to the Question,

and conducted the researches

which resulted in the accumulation

of a mass of testimony that in my
