Windsor, Feb. 4.—The iast homors have
been paid to the late Queen Vietoria. Her
body now rests peacefully near that of her
husband in the mausoleum at Frogmore.
The final ceremonies were more of a funer-
eal and pathetic character than any, of the
obsequies which preceded: them.

Shortly before 3 o'clock, in the presence
of the royal mourners, the Grenadier guard
of honor lifted the coffin from its tempurary
resting place in the Albert Memorial Chape'
and placed it on a gun carriage. In ‘the
meanwhile the late Queen’s company of
Grenadiers, drawn np in the quadrangle,
presented arms and wheeled into line, their
rifie muszzles pointing to the rear, at the
reverse, and with slow, measured steps,
marched towards the castle gate.

the Catholics of Canada to seeure the elim-
| ination of that part of the coronation oath
iwhlch, the members of the Roman Church
¢laim, casts an insult on their veligious be-
tief, and is therefore inconsistent with tpe
principles of British freedom and tolera-
tion. ‘The particular feature of the| British
sovereign's onth of office to which Catho-
lics vbject is that which declares the sacri-
fice of the mass and the invocation of the
Blessed Virgin or the BSaints as supersti
tious and idolatrous.

The demise of Queen Victoria and the
accession to the throne of a new sover-
elgn is regarded by the Catholics as a fit-
ting time to secure the elimination of ‘the
above from the coronation oath of the new
King. 1t is understood that the objections
have been formulated and presented to
the proper authorities for transmissfon to
the Home (Government. It 18 thougit,

So Says Rev. .John Mackie, Presby-
terian of Kingston, and He Pro-
poses to Have it Settled.
Kingston, Feb. 4.—Rev. John Mackie of
St. Andrew’'s Church, backed by the other
cliergymen, is taking steps to lay before
the Dominion Government the action of the
military authm‘lﬁ in compelling the bat-

terymen and ca to attend St. George's
Catheiral, on Saf@rday, where memorial
services were held. In his church yesterday
Mr. Mackie addressed the batterymen, re-
gretting their absence from the memorial
in their own church. He said he had nott-
fled their commanding officer of the ser-
vice in St. Andrew’'s. He wired to Ofta-
wa and got a reply that all soldiers were
to worship in St. George’s, and ‘‘coms2-
quently you were marched away to a com-
munion altogether foreign to you. I regret
this exceedingly as a flagrant infringement
of our religious iiberty and also as an in-
dignity to your church, a church that has
given to the Imperial force the wisest of
generals and the bravest of soldiers, and
been pre-eminently the nursing mother of
patniotism. I need not assure you that I
shall lay the matter, if necessity should
appear, before the highest eccleslastical
and eivil tribunals in the land, and in-
involve important guestions which should
forthwith be authoritatively answered.’

In similar terms he addressed the cadets
and promised that the matter would be in-
vestigated.

Emperor Francis Joseph Regrets
the Murder of King Humbert and
Death of Queen Vietoria,
Vienna,Feb. 4, —1The newly-clected Reichs-
rath was opened to-day with a speech
from the throne. Emperor Francis Joseph
pecailed his heartfelt sorrow at the death
of “My dear ally,” the late King Hum-
bert, the ‘“‘victim of an execrable crime,”
and the demise of Queen Victoria, ''who
was a shining exemplar of all -soveréign
virtues, and Wwho was united to me by

sentiments of true friendship.”

His Majesty proceeded: ‘‘The cordial
feeling which characterizes our closer ré-
lations with the powers allied to us s un-
altered, and 1 rejoice to recall the evi-
dences of German sympathy which recelv-
ed such touching expression on the ocea-
sion of my visit to Emperor Willlam, from
the inhabitants of the capital of Germany.”

In connection with events in China the
Emperor said : “The efforts of the pow-
ers are directed towards the restoration of
an ordered condition of things while up-
holding the integrity of China. Happily,
therefore, no apprehension need be enter-
tained that events in that part of the
world will react upon the peace of Europe.”

THE CENSUS AND THE RACE CRY
‘We are all aneedthstthequuﬂonot

¢reed and race should, as far as possible,

be kept in the background in this country.
We have had a Ditter experience aloug
‘racial lines in Canada, snd anything that
tends to accentuate the fact that the coun-

tions ought to be discouraged. The -censts
seems especlally designed to kéep our
racial troubles In the foreground. If the
census is taken according to the schedules
prepared for the purpose we will Enow the
exact strength of the opposing forces. The
census enumerators are dnstructed to ascer-
taln the nationality of every individual
counted, When completed, the census will
tell us how mapy Eunglishmen there are In
the country, how many Scotchmen, Irish-
men, Frenchmen and so on. 'The rgcogni-
tion of any nationality in the taking of the
census, except that of Canada, is a griev-
ous mistake. Nothing is to be gained by
accentuating the racial characteristics of
our country. On the contrary, such action
will tend to’ aggravate the situation. We
suppose the blanks for the Census are al-
ready printed, and that arrangements have
been made for keeping g count of the vari-
ous natiomalities. If it fe too late for the
Gov nt or Parli t to change these
arrangements, the people can take the mat-
ter in their own hands and refuse to des'g-
nate themselves as belonging to any other
natlonality than that of Canada, We think
anyone born In this country would be justi-
fied ln\retns!ng to style himself anything
but a Canadlan.

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION.
Canada is, par excellence, an agricultur-

al country, and it is upon agriculture that
it must principally depend for its future
growth and development. Agriculture has
in these days become a more or less exact
sclence. The production of butter, cheese
and other agricuitural products is conducted
according to. rules which have to be ob-
served with mathematical precision to ob-
tain the best results. The agriculturist is
practically a manufacturer, and the former
hds just as much need of téchnical educa-
tion as the latter,  If §t is the propern
thing to establish technical sehools for the
mantufacturer, it is equally proper to estab-
lish agricultural schools for the farmer.
The eollege at Guelph is doing good work,
but it by no means ‘covers the field; The
State of New York has brought agricultural
education much closer to the farmers than
has the Province of Ontario, Professor
Craig of Cornell University, formerly of
the experimental farm, Ottawa, recently
egplained the New York system of agri-
cultural education at a meeting of the Pro.
vinelal Pomfological Assoclation of Quebec.
In New York State a beginning is made
in the elementary schools, but no attempt
is made to teach agriculture, either pruac-
tically or theoretically. By the forma-
tion of natural history clubs teachers are
encotiraged to interest the children in Gow-
ers, plints and trees birds apd. insects.
With regard to the generation’ of, farmers
already at work, it is sought to interest
them by a university extension scheme and
thé formation of farmers’ clubs, Any
farmer may enter without fee for a cor-
respondence class of three winter courses.
Besides occasional . lectures, he receives
regular lessons by mall, and examination
papers, which ask questions, not only about
what he has read, but as to the difficult-
fes he encounters in working his farm. In
this way the staff of the Department of
Agriculture receive prompt notification of
the appearance of insect pests, weeds or
diseases which may need investigation or
special attention. The younger farmers
are encouraged to take short courses at the
university, and some even take the four
years’ course necessary for a degree. Post.
graduate courses are provided in various
branches of agricultural science leading up
to the original research work which quali-
fies for the doctor's degree.

We do not recommend that Ontario should
copy the system adopted in New York but
we think that theoretical and practical
agriculture might advantageously be- fricor-
porated in the curriculum of the Public
schools, especially those in rural sectious,
and we think some means should be taken
to have a practical demonstration of the
jatest and most approved agricultural meth-
ods brought home to the farmers of every
county. The establishment of model farms
at convenient centres would be a step in
the right direction, as would also the addi-
tion of agriculture to the Public school
eurriculum,

NIAGARA FALLS AND ALUMINUM.

Ten years ago the amount of aluminum
made in the United States was 61,000
pounds, valued at $1 per pound. Last year
the output of the same country was 7,000,-
000 pounds, and the cost of the commercial-
ly pure metal was 30 cents per pound. The
whole of this enormous output came from
a single concern, located at Niagara Falls.
New York State. Electric current is the
most expensive item in the manufacture of
aluminum. It is only where electric cur-
rent is cheap that aluminum can be profit-
ably manufactured. No spot In ‘the world
is better adapted for the production ot
aluminum than Niagara Falls, and the
Canadian side of the river is equally as
well adapted for its manufacture as the
American. There is no reason why we
ghould not make millions of pounds of
alominum in Ontario every year. If the
Government would only develop electrie
power on this side of the river, and encour-
age capitalists to take advantage of it, we
would soon see a duplication in Canada of
the big and suceessful industries that form
such a characteristic feature of the opp site
bank. The use of aluminum is increasing
very rapidly, and a reduction in price to
25 or 20 cents per pound, which is quite
possible, would greatly exterd its consump-
tien. Competition in the manufacture of
the metal would soon effect such a reduc-
tion in the price. The factory at Niagara
Fa'ls has no competitor on this continent.
An almest unlimited field is open to the
metal as soon as it is sold at a lower rate,
Even at its present selling price, aluminum
is taking- the place of copper for maay pur-
poscs, especially for electric wires. It bas
already been largely substituted for copper
in the manufacture of cables for the trans-
micsion of powerfu] currents of electricity

Bonanza and Eldorado Are Almost
Deserted and Dawson is No
Summer Camp.

ROYALTY BIGGER THAN PROFITS.

Mine ,Ownet; Gets Small Reward-—
Lion’s Share Goes to Transporta-
tion and Trading Companies, ;

In a letter to The World, Mz. J. B, Tsr-

rell, the well-known mining en r, writes
from Dawson: ‘I enclose a serap
snowing conditions here. . Our output this
year is large, but we have reached the sum-
mit, and next year there will be a hedvy
drop. Bonanza and Eldorado are almost
deserted, and the talk of this being a sum-
mer camp from this time on is all bosh.”

Below is the extract referred to: J. B.
Tyrrell, mining engineer, in speaking of the
profits of the mine owner in the Yukon,
states that he does not receive as much as
the Government would were it to get the
entire ten per cent. royalty which it en-
deavors te collect from the output of the
district. He says further:

“A readjustment must take place in th}s
region befora the mine owner gets & fair
share of the profits of mining.

«Ag it.is, the transportation companies
and the merchants have perhaps received
the lion’s share of profits. The laboring
miner has not fared badly. He has Yeccived
§1 to $5 a day, and board, which means
perhaps $1200 clear money to him each year
after the clean-up season. This, of course,
weuld not be saved by a man keeping a
wife or family or supporting others here,
but the"majority of laborers in the Klond ke
region have come here alone, and therefore
have all their profifs to take or send to the
outside. A big share of the dividends:of the
vield of the Klondike has been distrbuted
into the pockets of the working man, wh ch
iz a good feature, but mine owners do not
get a large enough propertion of dividends
on the investment,

“Just how a readjustment would be un-
dertaken is a question. Every man in the
ring of operations, all those subsisting on
the ecamp, wouid declare he could not take
tess. Still, it will not do to stifie'the mine
owner, for if he be discouraged and shut
down then the foundation enterprise of the
country, that which. supports all the super-
siructure of trade, transportation and labor,
will be removed, and everything will give
way. A way must be opened for better
share of profits to the mine owner.

“‘As touching the mine owner,, it may
be said the country has to a cons‘lderable
extent existed on losses.

“Jt is. quite a fallacy to suppose this 1=
to be a summer camp.

“The great share of the output of the
Klondike is distributed among only five or
six mine owners. The mine 6wners among
whom the remaining smaller proportion 18
distributed are numerous.

“One reason why prices of transportation

Henry Clews’ Views. Toronto Grain Stocks.

The stock market continues an enigna
to the average observer, and shows an ut-’
ter disregard of all precedents, Activity
lLas been greatly diminished ,and sowme el-
forts were made to force declines, but
with very limited success. At the moment
the public shows no disposition to enlarge
its purchages. The average outsider has
made monéy during the last few months,
and has either taken his profits and with
drawn until lower prices or some other in-
ducements tempt him to re-enter, ar he 18
so confident of the future that he is con-
tent to wait and take chances of sl
larger profits. Since railroad earnings are
large and general business active, and
there are fewer weak accounts open
to attach .. than usual, there seems
to be nothing in sight to check the
present wave of optimism, until the latter
has spent its force and began to recede.
When that point will be reached Is, ot
course, beyond human wisdom to deter-
mine, Just pow the outlook for a reactiom
fs not very positive. Prices seem very
high and good securities scarce. Solid in-
vestments are rapidly settling down to a
21t to 4 per cent, basls, and so long as
money continues abundant we are not
likely to see any important recessions in
the best securities, Tt is the difficulty of
finding safe and profitable em fpyment for
money that is really und?ﬁlﬂ&:‘.‘ the pres-
ent strength of the market. ipulations
and deals of various sorts are simply the
levers. by which prices have been lifted.
They could never have attained the present
high level but for the prolonged period of
cheap moneysand until this underlying coi-
dition: is changed we do not look for any
serious reaction in th&%stock market. . . .
For the average outsider the market at
present “ is @& somewhat dangerous one;
bheing mrﬁculnrly dependent upon manipa-
lations of a few opulent men, whose con-
trol of the market {s more complete than
usual by reason of the deals they can
make or break as their Interests prompt,
The industrials are an element of uncer-
tainty, the speculation in this quarter be-|
ing less legitimate: and while Dbusiness |
continues large in volume prices are de-
lining, and the  profits. of 1900 are not
likely to be repeated in 1901. New com-
petition is steadily increasing in the In-
dustrials, and the experiment of putting a
lot of scattered establishments into huge
dingle . concerns. has not by any means
proved a permanent success.

D PRINCE CONSORT

In this day of England's sorrow thoughts
will turn to the quict, secluded garden at
Frogmore, in Windsor Great Park, where
the ashes of the late Prince Counsort ife in
the great mausoleum. It Is here, by the
gide of her ever-mourifed husband, that the
| Queen was Jaid to rest yesterday. .Ngurly
forty years ago, when Her Majesty se-
Jected the spot upon which to rear the
peautiful tomb for Prince Albert’s morta’
part, she resolved that :when for herself

-{had also come the end of earthly things

she should share with him its eternal re-
pose. Over the entrance to the mausoleum,
wh'ch stands within a stonethrow: of that
wherein dle the remains of the late Queen’s
mother, Her Majesty caused to be set up in
Latin the following tender and lovlnsv in-
scription:

“‘His mourning widow, Victor'a the Queen;
directed that all that is mortal of Prince
Aibert be placed in this sepulchre, A.D.
1862, Farewell, well-beloved. Here, . at
last, I wiil rest with thee; with thee .lIn
Christ 1 will rise again.”

When her mortal remains were borne into
the magnificent mausoleum it scemed as if
the late Queen were coming home at last to
rest. During all the long; lone'y years: of
her widowhood, when in residence at Wind-
sor, Her Majesty made daily pilgrimages to
her husband’s tomb, and no place in ail
the fair domain rodnd her Berkshire howe
was so dear or more famillar. And,indeed,’t
is a fitting resting-place for even the great
est  of England’'s sovereigns. Situated
among the lovely socenery of the Frogmore
Gardens, the stately tomb is placed amid
jdeal surrounilings. When the Prince Con-
sort was lying dead in Windsor Castle, the
late Queen, leaning on the arm of Princess
A.ice, walked thru the grounds to choose
the place where the dear dead should le.
Close by her mother's tomb the late Queen
seiected the spot where Prince - Albert,
and she herself also, should be interred. On
that site she built what is one of the most
sumptuous buildings of its kind and size ‘n
Burope. Familiar as many of Her Majesty’s
subjects, and numerous subjects of for-
eign states, are with the stately royal resi.
dences of England, very few, comparatively,
have seen the interior of the royal mauso-
lenm at Frogmore. Upon only one day in
the year was It permitted for strangers to
enter the precincts, and even then the privi-
lege was confined to idents of Wind
and the vic/nity, and a few others who wete
granted permission by special favor. . The
only occasion upon which the rule was re-
laxed was the memorial gerviee held upon
esch anniversary of the death of the Prince
Consert.

In outward appearance the mausoleum has
something of. the character of an ancient
Roman fomb at Ravenna, It stands on high
brick vaults, to raise it somewhat above
the damp soil on which it is built, for Frog-
more, as the names implies, was at some
period ‘a swamp or marsh. There is a cen-
tral chamber, with four transepts, making
the whole monument into a cruciform chap-
el. The exterior, to the height of ten or
eleven feet, is faced with Pet‘athen‘d gru‘:lﬂ!:

‘1he celling of the porch is of Vene
tlan mosajce, and. the interior beyon1
is a rich combination of color and artis
tic effect. The fioor is of inlaid marble,
and the walls are covered Wwith marble
panelling of varying and beautiful de-
sign..

and incidents in. Secripture history, with
appropriate inseriptions in English and
German. The chancel, as the central
c¢hamber may be called, is lighted by
windows In the octagonal lantern sur-
rounding the domed roof. It is entered
from the porch thiru beauiful brass
gates of exquisite workmanship: The
ceiling is covered with a fresco, painted
from 2 sketch by the Crowm Princess of
Cermany. representing the glorification
of the Saints, On the ceilings of the
transepts are painted representations of the
Annunclation, the Ascenston and of the
Redeemer; bearing His Cross, A large
painting of the Nativity (after Raphael)
covers the south wall.

Within its walls are erected cemotaphs
in memory: of the Grand = Duchess, of
Hesse and the Duke of Albany, two of the
Queen’s children who are interred else-
where. That of the Grand Duchess form
a very touching grbup. It represemt: Prin-
cess Alice lying as if Asleep, with the
child, in attempting to save whose Jife
she Jost her own, lyving in the hollow
of her arm. Surrounding the mausoletim
are a number of magnificent trees,  most .
of which have been planted by Roryal|
Mands, The whole of 'the grouwnds
around the beautiful buflding are =nclos:
ed by an iron railing, which protects the
enclosure from  idle sightseers.
