4.—The Irish land con~
gerence has jssued a volumlnou’s repol't
of its deliberations in which it is de-
clared that the only satisfactory set-
tiement of the existing land question is:
the substitution of an occupying oOf
proprietary ownership of land for the
existing dual ownership. The report
recommends that a settlement should
be made between the owmer and t.he
ocoupier, subject to the necessary in-
vestigation by the State as to the titla,
rental and gecurity.
Resident Landlords.

1t emphasizes the desirability of im-
ducing landlords to continue to reside
jn Ireland and, with this purpose in
view it says an equitable price should
be paid to owners, based upon income,
and that provision ought to be made
for the re-sale to owners of mansion
house and demesnes. The purchase price
should either be assurance by the
State of such income or the payment
of @ capital sum producing it at 3 per
cent. or 3 14 per cent.

Good Opportunity,

The repont offers no definite finan-
cial proposals, but it considers that an
unexampled opportunity exists at the
present moment to deal with this ques-
tion successfully. It declares also that
the solution of the land question should
be accompanied by a settlement of
evicted tenants’ question upon an
equitable basis.

This is Offlgial Story From Fez Touch-
ing Latest Phase of Rebellion
in Morocco.

Tangier, Morocco, Jan. 4.—According
to official news received here from
Fez the adroit move of the Sultan
in bringing his brother, Mulai MoH
hammed to the capital, has attained
the desired object of depriving the
pretender of his prestige and the lat-
ter has retired discredited to Taza.
He has been deserted by a number

Buhamara, the pretender, having
Mulai-Mohammed, his rebellion has no
longer any reason to continue, as the
Sultan has publicly reconciled himself
with his brother, and Mulai Mcham-
med has made a solemn entry into
Fez acclaimed by the populace.

The Sultan has announced the ap-
pointment of his brother as governor
of the Province of Fez, thus disproving
rumors that Mulali Mohammed
aspired to the throne. When this had
been done, according to the official au-
thority for these statements, the tribes
around Fez swore fidelity to the Sul-
tan and denounced Buhamara as an
imposter, whom they would prevent
from coming to fez.

All immediate danger has disappear=-
ed. The routes from Fez to the coast
are open. It is said the Sultan is now
preparing a large expedition with the
intention of crushing the rebellion.

Advices received here from Fez,
under date of Dec. 29, are that the
Haina tribe, who were fighting for the
pretender, have declared their allegi-
ance to the Sultan. Twenty thousand
trcops have reached Fez from the Sus
district. The Sultan has placed his|
brother, Mulai Mohammed, in commis-{!
sion of the expedition against Buha-
mard.

Marconi Expects to Be Soon Sending
200 Words a Minute
Thru Air,

New York, Jan. 4.—The American
prints the following from Glace Bay, |
Cape Breton :

“Two hundred words a minute
at one cent a. word and the general
use of wireless telegraphy instead
of the mails for a very large pro-
portion of the personal correspon-
dence that now passes between
America and Europe are develop~
ments that I see in the near fu-
ture,” said Signor Guglielmo Mar-
coni this morning.”

“I shall leave Table Head in a few
days for Cape Cod, where I shall put
into operation at once the first trans-:
oceanic wireless station in the United
States. There {8 nothing rash in

that prediction, for, having solved the |
problem here, the success of the Cape(

Cod station means only the applicd-
tion of the same methods, and I ex-
pect within two weeks, or possibly al
little longer, to have it in perfect
working order.”

“How cheaply do you expect to be
able to send messages Rcross the
ocean?”;

“I spoke of a cent a word a few
days ago,” replied Marconi smiling.
“That seems to have worried some |
of the business interests connected
with the wireless telegraph compan-
ies.” There was a twinkle in his eye
as he mentioned the conservative
capitalists. “I believe it will come,
however, I know it will come. Of
course, we shall not make any such
rate as that at present. We are un-
der contract with the Canadian gov-
eérnment to charge not more than ten
cents a word, and’ that probably will
be our minimum for some time; but
with increased business and 4dncreased
facilities we shall some day in the not
far distant future be sending mes=-
sages across the ocean at a cent a
word,” ‘

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Cause Said to Be a Mistaken
Order — Engineers Severely
Injured, But Will Recover.

St. Catharines, Jan. 4.—(Specialy—
Two Grand Trunk firemen lost thelir
lives and two engineers were seriously
injured in a collision' between the Chi-
cago express and a light engine, about
two miles east of Merritton statign,
about 7 o'clock Saturday morning. The
dead are:

Abraham Desault, Sarnia, fireman

C. Horning, London,

S ot
mogul engine No. 9875, :

The @njured—Thomlas Buckpit and
David Duke, engineers, both of Sarnia.
Near the Tunnel.

The collision occurred about forty
vards west of the tunnel under the
Welland Canal. At this point the track
takes a sharp curve and is enclosed
between high banks, making it im-*
possible for the men in charge of the
engines to see very far ahead of them.
The westbound engine was running
light to Merritton, and it is supposed
that the engineer in charge, Thomas
Buckpit, failed to carry out orders de-

livered' to him at Niagara Falle. There
is a telegraph station at St. David's,
about midway between Niagara Xalls
and Mefritton, and instead of taking
a siding there he probably thought he
could reach Merritton before the ex-
press was expected to arrive there.

Both engine and express were going
at a pretty rapid rate, and the force of
the collision was sufficient to cause the
almost complete demolition of both
engines. The boiler of one was driven
into the other, and the bodies end
trappings were twisted and breoken, but
the wheels remained intact and on the
rails. An express car was telescoped
by the tender, but the passenger cars
were not damaged, and the passengers
escaped with nothing more than a
shaking up and a bad scare.

Lost Both Legs.

Fireman Desault was pinned between
the head of the locomotive and the
tender, with both legs cut off, whila
the engineer of the express and the fire-
man of the light engine were thrown
about 50 feet ahead.The engineer of tha
light engine was found on the bank.

Fire broke out shortly after the im-
pact, in the express car, but it was
soon subdued. A wrecking train from
Niagara Falls arrived at the scene in
an hour and a half and the line was
cleared before night.

Fireman Desault was killed outright,
and Fireman Horning died about halfl
an hour after reaching the St, Cath-
arines hospital. The injured engineers
were also brought to the hospital,where
the whole medical staff had assembled
to render immedfate aid.

Coroner Goodman empaneled a jury,
which assembled at 3 o'clock in the
Mewritton Town Hall, and after hearing

A peculiar feature of the collision is
the fact that the Grand Trunk is
double-tracked all the way from Ham-
ilton to Niagara, with the exception of
a ?hurt piece on either side of the tun-
nel. 3

Engineer Buckpit's collarbone is
broken, his left knee joint fractured,
and he has a deep scalp wound, En-
gineer Duke's most serious injury is a
broken leg. He has also several cuts
about the body. Both will likely re-
cover.

COMPANY FINANCES.

Inspector-General’s Report Offers
Cold Comfort to Victims,

London, Jan, 4—The Inspector Gen-
eral’s comments on Whitaker Wright's
methods of finance in the management
of the speculative London and Globe
group of companies offer cold comfort
for investors. He finds a deficit of
about $17,000,000 in winding up the
comp_n._mes. and estimates that it will
be $37,000,000 if the vendors’ shares
are jncluded. He assumes that the
shareholders must have known the na-
ture of Wrright's transactions, and

have only themselves to blame if, af<-

ter acecepting abnormal profits without
asking questions, they finally have
met with heavy losses.
open to question whether they were
not influenced in making investments
Ly the use which Wright made of
ornamental figureheads in possession
of the prestige of diplomacy and pub-
lic life, and whether they were not
justified in believing that the specula-
tive enterprises in which they had en-
gaged were legitimate. >

Investors =interested in the reform
and purification of company finance
are’ unable to understand w there
was not a prima facie case for action
by the law officers of the Crown when
there was apparent evidence of the
issue of fraudulent balance sheets and
the employment of reckless methods of
gtock gambling. The practical moral
drawn by business men is that. com-
pany laws need drastic revision and
that investors require safeguards
against the dexterity of unscrupulous
stock promoters and cre&tulous, irre-
sponsible directors. The report of the
Inspector General enforces this lesson
indirectly when it estimates the losses
from unsuccessful companies during
the last ten years as exceeding $2.-
690,000,000. Prolonged wars for the
defence of the empire are cheap in
comparison with losses of such magni-
tude from unsotind methods of finance.
Wars have, moreover, some compen=
sation in he revival of patriotism,
whereas the only effect of reckless
stock promotion, ending in barren
liquidations without criminal prosecu-
tions of gamblers and ornamental di-
rectors, is a decline of commercial
morality and the lowering of the
standards of business life.

vienna Refuses to Recognize a Con-
tract Mentioning It.

Vienna, Jan. 4, —The muniéipal authorities
have just declared invalid an agreement
drawn up before marriage between a Jew

and an knglish woman who was & member
of the Anglican Chureby which provided
that any children resultng from the union
should be brought up in the Anglican faith.
The reason the authorities give for their
decision is that the Church of England is
not oficially recognized as one of the re-
ligious organizations of Austria. According
1o ihis decision, members of the Anglican
Church are not considered Christians in
\ustria. The Ntadtholder confirmed the
indgment. By a curious coincidence, a
Vienna district court has just given a deci-
sion recognizing Baptists as Christians.

ing, in which they have lined them-
selves up in solid phalanx against the
rest of the Conservatives in the town.

SPEAK AS PROPHETS

Wireless Messages Can Be Sent
Solving the Traction

New York, Jan. 4.—The World sent
James Creelman to Table Head sta-
tion, Glace Bay, N.8., to interview
Marconi, and the result of his talk is
thus epitomized:

The Atlantic cables average twenty-

one waords & minute. We can eas-

ily send thirty.

Those who talk about the danger
of having our messages read by
outsiders do not understand the
subject. I have offered to pay a
large sum ef money to any one who
could do it after notifying me. We
can guarantee secrecy.

Will Cost $200,000,

Tt oosts only $200,000 to estab-
lish a wireless transatlantic sys-
tem. .

Our rates can be made cheap
enough to attract an immense vol-
umie of business now prohibited by
high cable rates,

In time it will cost no more to
send a message from New York to
London ‘than it now costs to send
the same message from New York
to Philadelphia.

It is as easy to telegraph with-
out wires over land as over sea.

There is no limit as to distance.
We can send messages to the Pa-
cific coast, and thence across the
Pacific Ocean to Asia.

The opening of our system to
public business is delayed until the
Hnglish postoffice gives us permis-
sion to connect with its land wires.

1t will probably be several months
before we will be ready for public

messages. i

Marconi further eaid: “I can send
wireless messages from New York to
San Francisco as easily as from Glace
Bay to Poldhu.

But what is our high paid Minister
of Railways or the Attorney-General
of Ontario doing in this direction to
protect the public? They should be
doing something—we have not heard
of their doing anything. When wijll
they stir?

As to trains being late: we believe
most of the causes of late trains are
avoidable. It may take more money
to run trains on time, but surely the
railways can afford the increase. One
story going at present to account for
a steady record of delays on a portion
of the main line of one of our big
roads .is poor coal—that the engineers
canmot raise eteam enough to do the
work -asked of them. There is also a
scarcity of motive power. There are
not enough telegraph operators, not
enough yardmen, and the like, Who
sees that the train hands get out in
time in the morning, have their fires
up, that the switchmen are out when
they should be, that the best inten-
tions do not fall down for men to carry
them out?

DRONKARDS ON- BLACKLIS

How London's New Excise Law
Operates Against the Public
House Keepers.

DARE NOT SERVE ‘“‘HABITUALS”

Drunkenness Now & Ground for
Legal Separation_Clubs Also
Hit Hard,

London, Jan, 4.—The greatest feature
of the new year is the Licensing Act,
which went into operation on Jan. 1.
The newspapers yesterday and to-day
printed columns as to how the new
law, which carries terror to the hearts
of habitual drunkards, was applied.
proprietors of
saloons from the opening to the closin~
hour in a condition of nervous appre-
hension. It invests the police with
power that even Carrie Nation might
envy, and promises to overwhelm the
police magistrates with a new cigss
of work.

The principal malcontent now, per-
haps, is the habitual drunkard, Former-
ly the police could not touch & mian or
woman, no matter how drunk they
might be, unless they were also dis-
orderly. Under the new law, any one
found drunk in any public place may
be arrested, prosecuted and punished.
Three convictions within 12 months
constitute “an habitual drunkard.” Al-
reauy trom all parts o. E.glana reports
are coming of habitual arunkards be-
wg biackusted for uwwree coavictions,
the law ‘being retroactive.

A 1Typical Kxample,

The following # a typical example
of e applicaton of the new law “iou
wili go to prison for a month,” ~2id a
Saltord magistrate to a wman arraigned
for arunkenness yesterday; “you will
ve puacea on tne blackhst and while
in prison you will be photographed. A
copy of this will be sent to all license
hoigers in Sailtord and the surrounding
district. Any publican serving wvu
with drink in the next three years Is
liable to a heavy fine.”

A London magistrate, in sentencing
a woman drunkard to-day, said: “1f
you attempt to get served you will be
fined. 1f any one treats you, he or she
will be fined. If you get liquor in the
next three years it will be at your

Also Protects Children,

From these expressions of two dif-
ferent magistrates in the cases of a
man and a woman, the fate of any one
who may be convicted of drunkenness
three times in a year will be under-
stood. The act also protects children.
Any one found drunk while in charge
of a child is liable to a fine of £2, or
a month’s” imprigsonment., Several wo-
men in London and the provinces have
already been punished under this
clause.

The act is causing dismay in the night
clubs, which abound in Soho and the
East End. They are bogus clubs and
are run merely for the purpose of
evading the licensing law. Under the
old law the punishment was a fine,which
was cheerfully paid, Now the impris-
onment is provided many of the clubs
have closed, and scores of others will
be closed within a week.

Applies to West End Clubs.

The act applies equally to the social
West End clubs, and there are strin-
ge'nt regulations in rd to register-
ing a club and depositing a copy of its
rules. Frequent cases of drunkenness
on the premises have ereated such ex-
citement that every club in London
and the provinces is overhauling its
rules. Clubs of this kind, however,
are not aimed at, but any one may
get information as to what goes on in
a club. Any ome,on payment of a fee
of a shilling, may inspect the rules of
a’club, which are deposited with the

committee appointed by Council to ob- |
tain a supply of coal and wood in |
order to alleviate suffering during the/

The five men held up the night watch-
man in the main street of Abingdon
shortly after midnight, bound and gag-
ged him, and placed him in the office
of the bank while they wrecked the
vault and safe with dynamite. Having
secured their booty, they gave the
watchman $40 and fled. Their escape
was made in a buggy stolen from a
barn in the outskirts. Their horse
proved a slow traveler, and they ex-
changed it at a farm house neac town.

The thieves, it is thought, drove to
Galesburg, 'where I’they boarded 2a
Burlington ewpress, bound south. In-
formation was wired ahead, and de-
tectives were in waiting at Quincy
when the train drew into the depot.

THE PRICES ARE BEING BID UP

Te Umload on the Pablic — Local

Stocks Stronger—
Quotations,

The marvellous difference of the worth
of a stock when in the hands of the public
and In that of the banking interests or jn-
silers has been manifestea by the prices of
Dec. 15 last and the present. At tne form- |
er date some floating stock was still oug- |
standing, and according to those who ougut
to know, there was not sufficient mouey
1o allow of its being carried on margin. A
wrench of the most heartless description |
dispossessed holders of their supposed
equities gnd Jeft «he securities in woat
are generally termed strong hands. This
strength is doybtless due to the strain
they sometimes place on values and the
support they accord on other occaslons. |
After such an advance as Wall-street has
witnessed for over two weeks, it would not |
be out of place to consider why prices have |
been rushed up in such a hurry, It needs!
no admission from brokerage houses that!
up to a few days ago the public were not
buyers of stock, The December wreck was
sufficient to displace the confidence of <his
important body for some little time, and
it is only mow that this necessary branch
of New York support has been nibbling |
again, The operators for the big combina- |
ticns, together with the remnants of the|
1100 members of the New York Exchange, |
have been busy mgaking prices attractive
and profitable to'themselves, and are now
willing to feed out stocks under conditions |
made to appear very promising. A promise |
>f easier money is flauntingly waved over |
the scene, and roads that a month ago |
were not supposed to be earning enough
to pay the bond Interest are magically dis-
covered to be showing even something
palpable on the common stock. Stock
values have only one consideratjon with the
big fellows at New York, and that is the |
same consideration that inspires the specu- |
lating public.  Profits have to be secured,
and a portion of the public is only accord-
ed the privilege of sharing these, whea the
other portion i providing both for the
manipulators and those of themselves for-
tunately situated for cleaning up. On just
bow much following is provided from the
outside depends the present advance, but
prudence would seem to indicate that the
swell in values has about spent its force,
But for the fact that a market s being
made fof stocks now in the hiands ef lo-|
slders, it would be difficult {0 imagine
why a partlal boom gould be created under
call money rates of 10 to 15 per cent. The
banks are sajd to have fostered the ad-
vance, and will no doubt find it very con-
venlent to make rates more attractive
twhen the unloading process is wel] ‘matur-
ed. The opinion ventured thru these col-
umns some weeks ago that previous prices
had about discounted all the prosperity of
the present cycle, finds concurrence from
some good judges nearer to the New York
whirlpool. ~ A great deal ls being made of
the November earnings of the coal roads,
and why should they not be good? Can
it reasonably be expected that the demands
on these propositions will be greater for
vears to come than this month has shown?
Every car that could -be requllltéggied,_was
pressed into service, and will ajn so
for a while yet. The loss in earlier months
will fully offset the recent and immediate
future demands, and the npet result will
probably show no Improvement on past
years. The ' reports have been used to
generate a spirit of optimism, and that
purpose served the final result js imma-
terlal. London has been announced as a
buyer of American securities, but whether
for New York account or home specula-
tion is not divulged.

dealing by the ordinary trader will usually
end in failure, The bank statement this
week carrled the eolor of other news favor-
able to the situation, and was in advance
of the hest of expectations. Jt must again
be remembered that many interested In
making the stock prices also have a hand
in the manufacture of the statement.
Everything points to a well-arranged plan
to secure the confidence of the public agaln.
