He 
expre; sed gratification that something had 
been iccomplished since the last meeting 
of synod. He had visited every dean­
ery and practically every centre of ac­
tive church work in the diocese, had 103 
confirmations and confirmed 1300, many 
of whom had been brought up in other re­
ligious denominations.

Relative to the condition of the diocese 
he said there was a spirit of enthusiasm 
everywhere. He said he had noticed ex­
tremes of thought in the attitude towards 
other religioiK bodies, both of which were

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MONCTON, N. B., Oct. 1—(Special)- 
A story comes frrom Cape Bald of a sad 
shooting tragedy, which occurred at Lit­
tle Cape, Westmorland County, on Fri­
day last. The victim of the shocking ac­
cident was Fred Melanson, aged 18 years, 
son of Jude Melanson. Young Melanson 
and a companion were out in a boat fish­
ing and shooting. Seeing some wild duck, 
Melanson’e companion, whose name haa 
not been learned, hurriedly picked up the 
loaded gun to have a shot at the game. 
As the young man was preparing for the 
shot, the trigger in some unaccountable 

, caught in his coat sleeve and 
the weapon was accidentally discharged, 

Young Melanson, who was sitting only, 
a few feet away, received the charge iq 
the breast and was mortally wounded. 
The wounded 
ashore as quickly as 
companion but only lived about three 
hours. An inquest was held and the 
coroner’s jury, after hearing the evidence 
of the dead boy’s companion, returned a 
verdict to the effect that the shooting wai 
accidental. The funeral of young Melan­
son took place on Sunday.

TOKIO, Oct. 1—A banquet in honor of 
U. S. Secretary of War Taft, was given 
jointly last night by the municipality of 
the capital and the chamber of commerce.

of a missionary character, but to put it 
briefly, more men are wanted. Several 
vacant parishes are to be found in the

He reft rred to a number of parishes and 
missions in the diocese that need working 
up, and expressed the hope that efforts 
would be made to rerive them and thus 
keep in touch with the church people in 
these sec ions of the country7. Some of 
the clergj , he added, are worked—or rath­
er taxed -beyond their strength, and 
many of t hem have not sufficient rest. He 
questionec if it would not be advisable 
for the c lurch in this diocese to make 
certain limitations relative to the work to 
be done t y the clergy and work only in 
such fields as caa be property worked for 
the preset t at liast.

His Lore ship also expressed the opinion 
that the . ttipencs of the clergy are, in 
most cases, too small—especially in view 
of the increased x>et of living.

He appet led str ongly to the members of 
the synod ,o use all their active influence 
that the clergy may be treated justly in 
this respect, and called for larger contri­
butions fro n all over the diocese.

He did not approve of picnics as a means 
of raising noney, except in extraordinary7 
cases, and leclared that picnics where 
gambling ani drunkenness had been in ev­
idence had loner' a great deal pi harm.

His Lords !iip strongly advocated the en­
velope system and expressed the belief 
that a stroag effort should be made to 
have each parish self-supporting.

As the office of the treasurer of the Acadia, 
synod was vacant, applications for that of­
fice were received from L. W. Bailey, 
Fredericton; Lewis H. Bliee, Fredericton ;

NEW YORK, Sept. 30—The immediate 
factor influencing conditions at the pres­
ent time is the movement of money,
Which has begun its annual passage west­
ward, and from now on there can be no 
just expectation of a comfortable money 
ntfrket until crop-moving needs are past.

IMPORTANT CURRENCY PROGRESS.

The most cheering news from a long 
view in money matters is the a nouncement 
from Atlantic City that the American 
Bemkers’ Association has approved the re­
port of its currency commission in favor 
of credit currency, and continued the 
commission in power to press to legisla­
tive action some 
scientific principles.

When it is recalled that this is the 
first endorsement ever made by the bank­
ing fraternity as a whole of anything in 
the way of real currency reform, and that 
this association is representative and pow­
erful, with & membership of 9,300 banks 
with capital, surplus and deposits of $13,- 
000,000,000, it will be recognized that the 
action of the convention is the most im­
portant step ever taken towards a solution 
of our currency.

CROPS OUT OF DANGER.
The crop situation continues to be sat­

isfactory, notwithstanding the exaggerated 
reports circulated by the bears as to the 
damage by frost in a small section of the 
corn belt. While some slight injury has 
bee it--dune in certain sections, the great 
bulk of this crop is now safe beyond ques­
tion, and the small section still expqsed

in that respect through his visit to the 
Land of the Rising Sun, and that he 
thought much good would follow in the 
way of trade.

At h:.s meeting in Vancouver, B. C., 
last Tuesday night Mr. Borden referred to 
the Japanese immigration, declaring for a 
white British Columbia, and throwing the 
responsibility of the present influx on the 
government.

Mr. Justice Morrison, then Aulay Mor­
rison, M. P. for Westminster, B. C., 
asked Mr. Fisher if he did not fear that 
an undue emigration of Japanese might 
follow to Canada. Mr. Fisher had replied 
that there was no danger, that the Jap­
anese were a home-loving pepole, and had 
all to satisfy their ambitions in Japan, 
and that they would not leave Japan, 
(laughter). Mr. Fisher said he had, how­
ever, taken all necessary precautions. He 
had ascertained that every Japanese had 
to get a permit before leaving Japan, and 
that the government would permit 'only 
travellers, students and merchants to have 
such permits. (Renewed laughter.)

He had this promise verbally and in 
writing from the Japanese government. 
Mr. Clancy, another member, asked if this 
applied to Japanese immigration to other 
countries than Canada, and Mr. Fisher re­
plied that it applied to all countries. In 
1906 Mr. Kenendy, M. P., Westminster, 
again brought up the question and the 
Premier on the floor of the house almost 
repeated what Mr. Fisher had said three 
years before. The treaty was in fact ac­
cepted by parliament on the assurance of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier that the Japanese gov­
ernment had restricted immigration to 
four or five Japanese a year from each 
province of Japan. “Why is it,” contin­
ued the speaker, “that we hear nothing of 
this today ? The government, if they de­
sire to do so, are in- a position today to 
ask for the abrogation of that treaty.” 
(Continued cheering.)

PRESTON ON THE SCENE.
Mr. Borden then went into the history 

of W. T. R. Preston and his Emigration 
scheme, the North Atlantic company and 
the Canada Labor bureau. He said while 
Mr. Preston repudiated the latter pub­
licly, he was helping them privately. Next 
he was heard of in South Africa, and then 
in Japan, and it was strange that coincid­
ent with his advent in Japan, Japanese 
commenced to pour into Vancouver. It 
might have been only a coincidence, but 
the circumstance, taking everything into 
consideration, was suspicious and they 
could draw their own conclusion.

Japan was a great nation, the ally and 
friend of Britain and its subjects should 
be treated with respect. He greatly de­
plored the violent acts that had been com­
mitted. The government, however, had 
brought this unfortunate condition of af­
fairs about themselves, and if it continued 
without restriction this Asiatic immigra­
tion would drive every white laborer from 
the country.

Philadelphia, Sept. 30—In one of the great­
est base ball games ever seen in this city, 
Detroit and Philadelphia, who are making a 
great fight for the American League pennant, 
to<iay played each other to a standstill. The 
game went seventeen innings, and was called 
by the umpire because it was too dark to play 
another. Both teams were worked up to a 
high pitch and neither side wanted to quit, 
although the street lamps surrounding the 
grounds had already been lighted. There be­
ing no result, the positions of the teams re­
mained the same, Detroit having a lead of 
seven points. Each team has seven games 
on its schedule before the season ends. Had 
it not been for the fact th 
to have been played, necessitating an early 
fUart, the game could not have gone seventeen 
Innings.

It was a remarkable contest in many ways, 
and the crowd that saw it was probably the 
largest that ever witnessed a base ball game 
in this city. It is estimated that fully 40,000 
persons were packed in and outside the 
grounds. The official paid attendance was 
24,172, and several thousand more were ad­
mitted on passes or otherwise. Hundreds 
gained admittance over the fence, the police 
for a time losing control of the crowd out­
side. The surrounding houses were crowded 
to the danger point, the house owners charg­
ing from twenty-five cents to $1 for standing 
room on their roofs.

The multitude within the enclosure was 
well controlled, except in the fourteenth in­
ning, when First Baseman Rossman, of De­
troit, nearly caused a riot. In this inning 
Davis hit to centrefleld. Crawford dropping 
the ball on the edge of the crowd. Crawford 
claimed he was interfered with, and the 
Whole Detroit team came in to back up 
Crawford’s claim. In the confusion that 
followed, Rossman struck Monte Cross, who 
was coaching. Cross went at Rossman, but 
the other players interfered and stopped hos­
tilities. The crowd surged on the field, and 
for a few minutes matters looked dangerous, 
but the excellent work of the police prevented 
further disorder, and the crowd fell back. 
Davis was declared out. and Rossman was put 
out of the game. Killian took his place.

Not as Represented by Recent 
Published Reports—Report 
of a Visit.

The leading article in last week’s issue 
of the Canadian Grocer deals with the Ni­
agara canneries, which its representative 
visited after the recent sensational report 
had been published with reference to the 
cleanliness of the canneries. The Grocer’s 
representative reports that the general 
conditions in the factories are good, and 
methods strive toward cleanliness. The 
only difficult matter seems to be that of 
the housing of the employes. At thé of­
fices of the Canadian Canners he wàs giv­
en letters to the managers of all their fac­
tories and was afforded every facility to 
see how the operations were carried on.

We quote a few paragraphs which will 
tend to remove the misapprehension caus­
ed by the inspector’s report before refer­
red to:—"

“Two or three facts which bear im­
portantly on the matter should be men­
tioned at the outset.

“Dr. Hodgett's report was not based, as 
many seemed to think, on any visit made 
this year. His visit was made last fall 
and the report written shortly afterward, 
but through delay in passing the house 
and further delay in passing through the 
printer’s hands, it was not issued until re­
cently, when it was embodied in the San­
itary Journal for 1906. The report, then, 
has no direct bearing on conditions as 
they exist this year.

“Again, Dr. Hodgett told The Grocer 
representative that he had visited otily the 
canneries at St. Catherines. Thus, his re­
port, including the Niagara district, is bas­
ed on conditions found in one town only. 
There are fourteen canneries in the Ni­
agara district, only five of which are in 
St. Catherines. Furthermore* one of the 
factories which Dr. Hodgett visited and 
which local parties admit to have been in 
the least desirable cpndition, is entirely 
closed this year.

“After all the public need not be much 
The general conclusion one 

comes to after a visit to these canneries 
is that the food put up there is just as 
pure and just as sanitary method's are in 
force in its preparation as in a first-class 
hotel or restaurant kitchen. With the fac­
tories, on the whole, not .much fault can 
be found. Most of them, considering the 
character of the work done, are in surpris­
ingly clean condition. They show evidence 
of frequent flushings and scrubbings, and 
it seems that a good deal of trouble is be­
ing taken to keep them in a condition 
compatible with the industry.”

Information From Different 
Points Shows Great Diversity

MONTREAL, Sept. 30—That the price 
of milk will be increased shortly seems 
almost certain, but the position taken up 
by the purveyors in different places is 
considered surprising. Montreal dealers 
threaten to raise the price to ten cents 
per quart, effective on October 1, and 
Winnipeg and Kingston are said to be fol­
lowing suit. In Toronto, where the 
dealer can purchase milk for 20 cents per 
gallon, as against the enhanced price of 
22 cents charged to Montreal, an ex­
change says the consumer will pay nine 
cents per quart after Nov. 1.

Ottawa is so far the paradise of those 
who exist on a milk diet. Seven cents 
a quart is all that is charged, and al­
though it is reported that the price is 
certain to be raised, yet it is not expect* 
ed to gc beyond eight cents. The produ­
cers appointed a committee to ask the 
Ottawa Dairy Company for an increase 
making their priice 20 cents per gallon. 
This was refused, on the present seven- 
cent basiç charged to consumers.
“But, if Ottawa can supply milk costing 

the purveyor 20 cents a gallon for eight 
cents, why must -Toronto charge nine 
cents and Montreal ten cents?” is the 
question asked.

Prices will also rule higher in the Uni­
ted States, says the New York World. 
The Sheffield Farms Company will 
their price from eight to nine cents on 
Oct. 1. The Borden Company and the 
Mutual, the other two big milk supply 
concerns, have not yet decided upon an 
advance.
