If they were sat­
isfied that the publication was made with­
out justification or excuse and exposed 
Mr. Emmerson to hatred, malice Mid ridi­
cule, it was their duty to find a bill.

The judge concluded by stating that if 
the witnesses to be heard by the grand 
jurors will rest ready, they could take 
recess until two thirty o'clock.

FREDERICTON, N. B., June 18 (Spec­
ial)—There was a large crowd in attend­
ance at the opening of the June session of 
the York county circuit court here this 
morning, the source of attraction being 
the now celebrated Emmerson-Crocket 
criminal libel suit.

P., complainant in the suit arrived short­
ly before the opening hour, and took a 
seat at the end of the barristers’ table in 
front of the prisoner’s dock.

J. H. Crocket, defendant, was not pres­
ent at the opening of the court, the train 
on which he is returning from Montreal 
not having arrived. He put in an appear­
ance at twelve o’clock.

Punctualy at eleven o’clock His Honor 
Judge Landry entered the court room and 
took his seat upon the bench, the bar­
risters greeting him in the usual way.

British Ambassador’s Advice 
to Students of University of

Illinois.MINISTER'S FACE
COSTS A PULPIT

FUSHIMI IN
THE FAR WEST

UKBANA, Ill., June 17—British Am- 
baesador James Bryce, in an address to 
the student body of .the University of 
Illinois, warned them the people must not 
surrender into the hands of politicians its 
judgment or its votes. •

“Leaders, honest, capable, courageous 
men, are necessary, just as necessary in a 
democracy as in other forms >of govern­
ment,” he said.

“But the whole people must continue to 
watch everything thçy do, and never sur­
render its judgment or its votes into their 
hands.

“It was said by them of old that etern­
al vigilance is the price of freedom. It is 
the price of other things also. It is 
the price of pure government and efficient 
government. No citizen in a free country 
can escape or decline his responsibility 
for the conduct of his government.”

The Ambassador was optimistic as to 
the success of popular rule. He said no 
one, seeing the faults that belong to popu­
lar government and the difficulty of bring­
ing it up to the ideal which the theory of 
democracy sets up, need be disheartened— 
no, not even by repeated failures to effect 
the reforms which good citizens desire.

“You may have a prudent and skillful 
oligarchic government which will extend 
the power of the nation in the world,” he 
declared. “But it is certain to govern in 
its own class interests, not in that of the 
people at large.

“All governments have their defects. As 
the Scripture says: ‘There is nope, that 
doeth right, no not one.’ It is only a 
question of which does less well than an­
other. And the general lesson of history 
is that the government of one or of a 
class is far worse than the government of 
the whole people.

“The pther conclusion is that although 
the best institutions and the best admin­
istrative system are worth' playing for 
and striving for, although they make an 
immense difference to the welfare of the 
country, there is another thing even more 
important.

‘‘That thing is the participation in the 
work of the government of the whole body 
of the people.”

I TORONTO, Ont. June lS-(Special)— 
Two babies have died within two days in 
the incubators at Scarboro Beach park, 
and Coroner Orr will hold an inquest on 
the bodies tomorrow. One of the children 
is described in the doctor’s certificate as 
having died of marasmus, the other child 
dying of acute indigestion. Both were par 
tients of Dr. St. Charles. Both were sick­
ly when put into the incubator and lived 
only a few days. Chief Coroner Johnson 
when spoken to said he had issued a re­
quisition for an inquest. He said that if 
such an experiment were being run as an 
amusement park it should be in competent 
hands, otherwise it would be clearly crim­
inal.

Dr. St. Charles, said the children that 
died would have died anyway and lived 
longer there than they could have else­
where. There are now six children in the 
incubators.

was 'The high price of beef and in fact meats 
of all kinds is raising a howl of protest 
from householder» but all to no purpose. 
Not in many years have the prices on all 
Iriiyfa of meat been so high as at the pres­
ent time. The quotations for beef now 
run from 20 cents to 30 cents a pound and 
it is altogether probable that it will go 
still higher. Lamb end veal and all kinds 
of poultry are likewise selling at skyward 
rates.

At S. Z. Dickson’s in the country mark­
et, a Times man was told that beef was 

costing 11 bents a pound wholesale, 
by the carcase. This is 2 1-2 cents higher 
than the normal rate. Mr. Dickson said 
they had not yet raised the price on their 
regular customers but if the present rates 
continued and he expected they would and 
probably go even higher, the price would 
have to be advanced.

The shortage of hay and the high price 
of feed of all kinds is given as a reason 
for the unusual condition of affairs. The 
majority of stock owners killed their cat- 
tie at the commencement of the winter 
rather than winter them at the high prices 
asked for feed and as a result there is a 
Shortage of the supply at present.

In former years if beef was higher than 
usual, lamb and veal could generally be 
secured at moderate rates, but this year 
these meats are equally as Ingh as beef, 
so that many people have given up all 
idea of trying to purchase meat. Round 
steak that formerly sold at 12 or 14 cents 
is now quoted at 20 cents a pound, while 
sirloin steak is being held at 25 to 30 
cents. Roast beef is selling all the way 
from 20 to 30 cents.

Vegetables, green stuff and nearly all 
lines of foodstuffs are higher in price than 
usual and the outlook for drop in figures 
is extremely blue.

The first use made by John McCall’s 
widow of the fund coming to her by the 
death of her husband through his member­
ship in the office “benefit association” was 
to send the whole amount to the widow 
and family of an old employe who died 
in poverty and upon 
“economy” had cut very deeply.

Upon McCall’s death ,the aged Alexan­
der Orr was made president of the New 
York Life, as a respectable figurehead.

The number of trespassers killed an rur­
ally on American railroads exceeds the 
combined deaths of passengers and train­
men. From 1901 to 1905, inclusive, 23,694 
trespassers were injured. From one-half to 
three-quarters of the trespassers were va­
grants. The annual totals show no signs 
of decreasing. The cost to railroads of such 
injuries and deaths is often considerable.
Hospital and burial charges are often paid 
by the railroads, towns being unwilling 
to assume such expenses. The cumulative 
cost to society from injured vagrants 
not be estimated, but is evidently enor­
mous.

Few railroad systems maintain syste­
matic railroad policing. The Pennsylva­
nia Railroad, with efficient policing, re­
ports that the 900 vagrants arrested in 
1906 were but a small part of the total 
number of vagrants constantly travelling 

the road. Police work in each sta:e 
should be carried on vigorously against 
vagrants by four co-operating agencies: 
railroad police, special state police officers, 
town police, and, in cities, special mendi­
cancy police officers.

In cities troubled with beggars there 
should be at least one special mendicancy 
officer in plain cloths,

Mr. Hartley called 
Adolphus Lovely and after his evidence 
the examination was postponed until 
Wednesday afternoon.

The first witness was Louis Bliss. He 
resided in ’St. Mary’s Ferry, Was boom- 
mas ter and secretary-treasurer of the St. 
John River Log Driving Company, form­
erly the Fredericton Boom Company. All 
the lumbermen on the river filed marks 
of their logs with him. He had the marks 
filed by Smith in 1906. (Marks put in evi­
dence.) Had been engaged With the boom 
company for eight years and connected 
with lumbering for 23 or 24 years. He 

instructed by the president of his 
company to lay the present information. 
The mark in black point with R on end 
of log is Randolph A Baker’s mark. He 
described other marks of lumbermen. 
None of these marks are those of B. F. 
Smith*

To Mr. Hartley witness admitted that 
it was common for logs to drift under 
rafts and so float to booms.

TiZe Dyer sworn said he lived in Bris­
tol, was a common laborer, was working 
for Smith in 1906, also this year rafting 
in Bristol and Bath, the latter village is 
three miles above Bristol, 
spruce logs bought by Smith from Harry 
Giberson, two-thirds were spruce logs, the 
good logs did not lay in the river, but 
got them from the bank. He rafted the 
logs at Bath and run them to Bristol. He 
was assisted by Adolphus Lovely and 
Billy Burnham. Lovely said to Smith that 
there were lots of prize logs running. 
Smith said: “Why not put them on the 
raft.” He put six in the raft next day. 
Some of the spruce logs had three hacks. 
Five joints were run to Bristol. When 
at Bristol he picked up 17 or 18 logs. 
When Smith came to Bath he asked wit­
ness whose logs they were. Witness said 
they belonged to him (Dyer.) “I told 
Smith we would put them in his raft.” 
We did so. Next day Smith and J. R. 
Tompkins were there when we were raft­
ing. They were on the main raft. Saw 
Smith counting the logs in the raft. Told 
Smith my 20 pièces were in the raft, 162 
pieces in all. I was working for Smith at 
$2 a day. I must have picked up 60 or 70 
logs in all. They were run to Smith’s mill 
at Florence ville. I got 20 cents a piece for 
such logs from Smith, also got 25 or 30 

^ spruce logs for which Smith, paid me $1. 
| Ï was not acting under Smith a instruc­
tions. I was arrested by Deputy Sheriff 
j Foster in May.
