More Bulgare Called Out.
Paris, Nov. 1—A Havas despatch 

from Athens, filed yesterday, says:
“It is reported from Constantinople 

that the first division of Turkish reserv­
ists, which has been engaged on the Gal­
lipoli Peninsula, has left for Bulgarian 
Thrace.

“The Bulgarian government has called 
to the colors all exempts,of the classes 
from 1896 to 1904.

“Operations in Serbia are developing 
as expected. The present plan of the 
Germans and Bulgarians Is to cut off to­
wards the South, the line of retreat of 
the main Serbian army of the north.

“The object of Serbian headquarters 
is to conduct the retread- in good order, 
to the army’s new line of defenses. It 
is believed in Greek military circles that, 
while the position of the Serbian army 
is difficult, it is not desperate.”
Says They Are At Varna.

Paris, Nov. 1—A Bucharest despatch 
dated Saturday, says:—

“It is announced that the cruisers 
Goeben and Breslau, flying tie German 
flag, and two Turkish torpedo boats, ar­
rived at Varna yesterday. A submarine 
which arrived at Varna in parts, is be­
ing assembled at the Varna arsenal.”

The Goeben and Breslau were report­
ed in a Copenhagen despatch on Satur­
day night, as having been in an attack 
by Turkish warships on 
squadron in the Black Sea.
Evacuating Riva

Verona, Italy, Nov. 1—Austrian pris­
oners say that the entire civil population 
has been ordered to evacuate Riva at the 
northern extremity of Lake Garda in the 
Tyrol, although strong reinforcements 
have arrived from Innisbruck to oppose 
the Italian advance in this district.
Two Steamers Sunk.

London, Nov. 1—The British steamer 
Toward, 890 tons gross, and the Nor­
wegian steamer Eidslva, 1,091 tons, of 
Bergen, have been sunk. The crews were 
saved.

French Report

Paris, Nov. 1.—The French War Office 
announces:

sitions without an engagement.

"There has been intermittent can­
nonading, together with Otttpost engage­
ments of little importance, between 
Rabravo, nine miles south of Strumltsa, 
and the Bulgarian frontier. In the for­
mer, the enemy made use of one piece 
of artillery of heavy calibre, but the 
fire from this cannon wrought no dam­
age. The day of October 29 passed 
quietly.

“In the sector of Krivolak there have 
been engagements between patrols and 
an intermittent cannonading, while in 
the sector to the north of Rabrovo, a 
violent cannonading has been heard in 
the direction of Veles.”

“Concerning operations on October 29, 
Bulgarian troops continued the pursuit 
of the enemy on the whole front.

Lendon, Nov. 1—Graphic descriptions 
of the first vfait of British newspaper 
men to Great -Britain’s grand fleet are- 
published by all the morning papers. 
They unite in paying tribute to the pre­
paredness and 'efficiency of the Britls.x 
navy, not only as to the main fighting 
units, but also to the less prominent but 
equally important auxiliaries of various 
types.

A naval officer aboard one of the ships 
told the correspondents that, in addi­
tion to the war fleet proper, there are 
between 2,000 and SflOO ships of the mer­
chant marine employed in transport and 
supply duty, and as many more engaged 
in patrol work or in foiling the "declin­
ing efforts of enemy submarines.”

The visitors were shown the cele­
brated map on whic.i are marked the 
places where German submarines have 
been captured, destroyed, or sunk, and 
various methods for meeting the sub­
marine menace were explained to them.

“We actually saw vessels engaged in 
this anti-submarine business, leaving 
port,” says one correspondent, "Indeed, 
it is not necessary to go outside the har­
bor to understand why the blockade has 
failed.

London, Nov. 1—Germany’s plans in 
the Riga district have been completely 
demoralized by the successful campaign 
of British submarines in the Baltic Sea 
and the complete closing of the Gulf of 
Riga by Russian mine fields, says the 
Petrrograd correspondent of the Post.

“The Germans are now endeavoring 
with the most feverish energy,” the cor­
respondent says, “to hasten the restora­
tion of the slender and inadequate rail­
way services in their ‘rear. This work, 
heretofore, has been carried on in leisure­
ly fashion because of the belief that 
present needs could be adequately served 
by the sea route. This plan of cam­
paign has been made more vital by early 
snowstorms which the Russians declared 
presage a winter of unusual severity.

“The belief here is that when the 
Germans are compelled to undergo the 
rigors of a real Russian winter, con­
stantly annoyed by guerilla attacks and 
with inadequate supply facilities, they 
will lose more men by sickness anl suf­
fer greater demoralization than comes 
from even the worst defeats in the fields. 
It is reported that the Germans already 
are experiencing terrible hardships and 
severe epidemics of sickness, although 
the weather still is what the Russian
Sweden Closes Sound

Copenhagen, via London, Nov. 1—The

must be performed at all costs, and to 
that end every member of the corps is 
taught the use of his rifle and carries 
out drill just as do the infantrymen, 
the occasions being many when the 
supply columns are called upon to fight 
their way. to the men they are keeping 
furnished with the sinews of war. In 
the great retreat from Mons instances 
without number occurred where the sup­
ply men were called upon to fight in 
order that the regular fighting men 
might not suffer, and in all retreats or 
advances through 'hostile country they 
are constantly called upon to be — the 
alert to avoid surprise and to save their 
supplies.
Details of Service ,

Some interesting information on the 
work of the transport sections of the 
Army Service Corps is contained in an 
article by Philip Gibbs, one of the Brit­
ish correspondents at the front, en­
titled ‘Romance in the Work of Motor 
Lorries,” from which the following ex- 
cecerpts are taken:

“Pious men in the trenches, who are 
also very hungry men, utter their little 
morning prayer, of ‘Give us this day 
daily bread,’ and, after sniping a Ger­
man or two, wait impatiently for break­
fast. T.ieir prayer is not unanswered, 
and already at the break of dawn, along 
many highways of war in Flanders, the 
divisional supply columns are coniine up 
from rail-heads to refilling stations with 
the army’s food. They are the life pre­
servers of the fighting men—who take 
their grub for granted. If these long 
caravans of motor lorries were to lose 
themselves on the way, or get cut off by 
the enemy (some of them had to be 
abandoned in the great retreat), it would 
be » disaster for British arms. Because 
as Napoleon said, ‘an army fights on its 
stomach.’

“The other morning sitting by the side 
of a young captain of one of these col­
umns, whose motor car led the way 
for all his lorries, I realized the rom­
ance of our progress in the light of 
dawn. ... As the captain led the 
way to the refilling station there was 
more behind him than bully beqf and 
biscuits, or pickles and marmalade. 
There was history behind him, of wild 
days and nights with an army in re­
treat, of a column of supplies searching 
for brigades which had gone astray down 
the roads, of narrow escapes from burst­
ing shells and hostile cavalry, and of 
winter months when mud ditches on the 
slope of a steeply cumbered pave had 
had an irresistible attraction for all his 
lorries. The division had always been 
fed. That was the main result of all his 
struggle and the chief credit to the col­
umn. Good enough, it seems to me.

The spirit of the men is shown by 
one of their adventures in the early days 
when a lorry was hopelessly broken 
down near the enemy’s lines. Some run­
ners passed and shouted out: “There 
are thirty-five minutes between you and 
the enemy. You’d better hurry up 
boys. We’re the rear guard !’

“ ‘That’s all right,’ said on» »* the 
mechanics who was working in a mix­
ture of mud antVgrease. ‘I can get lier 
going in twenty minutes’. And he did.

“Recently most of the adventures have 
been on special work apart from the 
ordinary supplies when the lorries have 
gone up to the firing line with barbed 
wire and other materials for the engin­
eers of the division. It has often been a 
drive under shell fire through the ‘un­
healthy places’ at the front.”

which shows ' that the per capita con­
tributed from the maritime provinces is 
the smallest of all the provinces, being 
36 cents, compared with .80 from Quebec, 
.68 from Ontario, $1.48 from Manitoba, 
.40 from Saskatchewan, .46 from Alberta 
and .78 from British Columbia. The av­
erage per capita last year was 70 cents. 
For the current year it must be at least 
$1 per head. New Brunswick’s share 
must go up to 61 cents per head instead 
of 36 cents, and it should go much high­
er, for Alberta is called on to contribute 
$2 per head because of the large num­
ber of men it has sent to the front. If 
we do not give more men we should give 
more money. .

The Patriotic Fund is1 the people’s 
pledge to the men who are fighting for 
them in France and Flanders. That 
pledge must be kept. The Fund must 
not be allowed to dwindle. There is 
plenty of money to (teep it up. An av­
erage of one dollar per head of the 
population of Canada would provide all 
that would be needed for the next year. 
There are many ri& men who could 
greatly swell the fund without feeling 
the loss. But, whether they do their full 
duty or not, the Fund must be kept up 
to the full requirements.

There could be no more moving ap­

worth. My part now once we were with 
in striking distance- was to prepare the 
bombs and pass them to Corrigan who 
certainly delivered .them with gfeat ef­
fect as evidenced, far the screams and 
yells from the Germans who were in the 
trench not more than thirty feet distant.
Of course the trench being very crook­
ed we could not see any enemies but 
the noise they made told us plainly their 
position and that Gomgan’s bombs were 
landing among them with telling effect 

We advanced this, way until we elear- 
edJhe trench ançfc étjopp as the infan­
try in the rear -deïMved this they 
charged according to the original plans 
and the direction picked out before­
hand..

We now found our bombs had all been 
used and Messrs. German were again 
coming for us noting that we had ceased 
bomb fire. We retired at the double 
quick our enemies chasing us. When al­
most to our front lines we met Corpor­
al H------ coming to our aid with plenty
of bombs. I forgot to say that Corrigan 
and 1 had been alone for some time, the 
rest of our party having retired. Here 
we got our revenge for the oncoming 
Huns presented a great target which We 
took full advantage of. Finding that we 
were again reinforced with ammunition 
and were devastating their ranks the 
foremost Germans tried to get back but 
those in the rear kept pushing them for­
ward so we kept delivering the bombs 
the three of us working with might and 
main.

Finally they turned and fled and now 
again having all our bomb throwers 
with us we chased them right up to their 
own trench. We got them out of the 
communication trench again and pushed 
on towards their firing line, but we were 
badly exposed and they managed to 
turn a machine gun on us, killing several 
of our brave fellows.

Corrigan, myself and four others how­
ever got across unnoticed among the 
safety ones being Major — who imme­
diately asked for a volunteer to go back 
for grenade ammunition. I offered to 
go and it was this no doubt which saved 
my life for while I was off on this er­
rand Corrigan and the three next chaps 
to him of whom I would have been one 
if not otherwise engaged attempted to 
crawl up and bomb the machine gun 
which had cost us many lives. But the 
Huns were too quick and turned the gun 
on them and all four brave lads were 
killed instantly.

All this loocurred in shorter time 
than it talocs to tell but I shall never 
forget the splendid sight of Corrigan 
standing alone In the first attack and 
pasting the enemy with those bombs re­
ceiving them from me as coolly as though Passed Wire Entanglements 
he were playing ball. He was recom­
mended for the Victoria Cross for his 
brave act that morning and one other of 
my comrades who returned unharmed 
has received a D. C. M. We congratulat­
ed him heartily.

■ Every now and again come stories of 
the exploits of our 
diers on the battle front, proving 
that our men possess and exqrt qual­
ities of individual bravery uriexcelled by 
any of the crack regiments of fame. 
Among the letters just to hand is one 
relating the experience of Private E. 
Hansford of Annapolis County, N. S., 
who tells in simple story about an ac­
tion participated in by him at Festu- 

« Jwrt in nçhicb Private Ge«rw»<Bl*ys the 
leading part. The incidents described 
are from Hansford’s own description 
of what occurred and are of sufficient 
interest t* be. .read "by St. Jqhn people, 
illustrating, ■ as they do, the indomit­
able spirit of those Maple Leaf men in 
the trenches today.

On May 28rd we of our company 
were called upon to report at Brigade 
Headquarters and understood there was 
to be an attack at daybreak in which 
our bomb throwers were to assist.

At midnight about three dozen of us 
well supplied with bombs, started for 
the trenches, arriving just before the at­
tack was planned to take place.

Ten of us were detained to bomb a 
communication trench right up to the 
German lines and as day was breaking 
by this time we clearly understood that 
every minute was precious, as immedi­
ately following our bombing, the 
charge was to be sounded.

After we had separated to handle our 
own little job, Private Corrigan, who 
was one of the ten, asked who was In 
charge of the party, and on looking 
round we discovered for the first time 
that there was no N. C. O. with us. 
Without hesitating a second, however, 
Corrigan shouted “Come on boys, follow 
me,” and after him we all went, each 
man carrying his nine bombs. He soon 
was over the barricade of our own de­
fences built to stop the German rushes, 
and then into the trench beyond. At 
this Juncture a machine gun opened fire 
and a bullet hit the man behind Corri­
gan, wounding him in the hip. Of course 
he fell and that made me second man. 
add Private Corrigan

Captain Trapped by Flames After 
Seeing Men Safely Off—Boats 
Stood by For Three Hours and 
Saved Him

TRAVELERS’ PLANS

A FIFTY-PRIZE DRAWING; All

, ■Baltimore, Md, Oct. 80—The Merch­
ants’ and Miners’ Liner Swanee brought 
to this port Captain L. E. Congdon and 
crew of thirty-five of the Mallory liner 
Colorado, which was burned at sea off 
the Carolina Coast. For three hours, 
from IDO until 4.30, on Monday morn-, 
ing, these men rode about in the Atlan­
tic In lifeboats, risking their lives again 
and again by getting too near the crack­
ling, roaring Colorado. They did that 
because they were determined to save 
Captain Congdon, who had been trapped 
on the forward deck of his ship by the 
flames.

“I was asleep when the Are was dis­
covered by Second Of fleer Frank Ma- 
gruder, at 1.30 o’clock on Monday morn­
ing,” said Captain Congdon. “We had 
left Charleston some hours before with 
six thousand bales of potton, bound for 
New York. Mr. Magruder first saw the 
flames coming fi*om an after-hatci. He 
gave orders to get the pumps to work 
and called me.

“I got out on deck, wearing nothing 
but my undershirt. There is no time 
to dress when a ship catches fire et sea. 
We had worked for half an hour when 
the flames broke out again from another 
hatch—this time forward. There was a 
ring of fire between the crew and the 
lifeboats, and I thought for a minute 
that we were trapped.

“I,ordered the men to rush across the 
flames and they made it. When I had 
seen that all wére able to reach the life­
boats tie Are between me and the boats 
was too hot. I could not go through,, 
So I ordered thçm to pull off.

“Mr. Magruder did not want to do it, 
but he obeyed tmrders. Then for four 
hours the thirty-three men, in two boats, 
stuck close to-ihe.

On the Continent of Europe, of course, 
there are vast numbers of the race in 
the various conscript armies, the total 
being estimated at 600,000 men, a larger 
army than probably marched beneath the 
banner of Independent Judea of old.

Petrograd, Nov, 1-r-Russia before long 
will have a vast number of men available 
for service—they wiU not however, actu­
ally bear arms yet. Russia has wider 
views than merely the provision of sol­
diers and the caUing up of millions is in 
no wise necessitated -by the conditions of 
the fighting.

Of the millions who will now be sum­
moned, while all will be under strict 
military law, the majority are intended 
for perfecting services on which the suc­
cess of the fighting forces at the front 
depends. Within a brief period of time 
aU Russia will be turned into a military 
camp. Factories, iron works and engin­
eering shops have already been appropri­
ated for the manufacture of everything 
needed for the success of the armies in 
the field and also, in all probability the 
raUways will be served by the men un­
der mUitary discipline.

In other Words Russia is about to do 
what Germany wisely did at the outset 
of the war. AU able bodied men of the 
nation must serve, some with the rifle 
and bayonet, gun or maxim, pick and 
spade, but with the equally necessary 
tools of peace.

HEWS OF THE STAGELAST NIGHT’S WAR CABLES
------------------------------

London, Oct 31—The Serbian fortress of Pirot, described as the key to 
Nish, is in the hands of the Bulgarians, while the Austro-Gemtfos, advancing 
from the north, are endeavoring to form a ring around Kraguyevatz, where the 
SerbUn arsenal is situated. Thus, besides endangering both the Serbian war 
capital and the town where the Serbian munitions are manufactured, the Cen­
tral Powers, with Bulgaria, are narrowing the gap through which the Serbian 
army in the northeast must escape. >

Simultaneously, the Austrians are attacking Montenegro to remove, if pos­
sible, the danger of having an enemy army on their flank. Little has been said 
about the fighting between the Austrians and Montenegrins along the Drina 
river, but apparently it is of a most sanguinary character, as it took the Aus­
trians with far superior equipment more than a week to force a crossing of the 
river at one point alone, that south of Vishegrad.

The Anglo-French troops are firmly established along the southern end of 
the Nish railway, and crossing into Bulgaria, have occupied the hills surround­
ing Strumitxa, although the capture of that town, which has been reported, is 
not officially confirmed. ,

The Allied fleets, too, have again bombarded the Bulgarian towns on the 
Aegean Sea. While these efforts take some, of the strain off heavily tried Ser­
bia, there is no reliable information as to the movement of the greater forces, 
which, it is hoped, will save her. Reports continue to circulate, chiefly from 
German sources, of a Russian army which is to march across Rumania to the

CO.In the same mail which brought the 
written news of his death, Mrs. J. S. 
Knowles received a letter written by her 
son, Private-R. E. Knowles of the 26th, 
which he had not been able to mail be­
fore he was wounded. In his last letter, 
dated Oct. 7) Private Knowles said:

“Weii,- mother, the good old 26th have 
shown wnat tney arc uiaue or. We were 
in the trenches six days and are out now 
having a few days rest. We had very 
few casualties and you probably have 
seen them in the papers by this time. 
One night, just after dark, we gave the 
Germans a good dose of rapid firing, 
and we all whooped like Indians. The 
poor simps thought we were going to

The letter closes with the request that 
he be remembered to all his friends.

On the back of the letter appears the 
following note:
Dear Madame:

“Your son .was wounded in the en­
gagement on Wednesday, but is doing 
nicely, and the doctor told me this 
ing that he was coming on well. It is a 
bullet graze on the neck.”

tion severely wounded in the neck, and 
is in an extremely critical condition. 
Everything possible is being done for 
him, and I am glad to say he does not 
complain of much pain. He sent his 
love and said I was to tell you he spe­
cially wished me to write and let you 
know he was wounded, but wants you 
not to worry. He said: ‘Tell her I shall 
Pull round all rights There is a Metho­
dist minister here Wfrfoo visits daily at the 
hospital, and he saijphim this morning. 
You may rest assured that, if the poor 
boy does not recover,, we shall do all in 
our power to make Jiim comfortable and 
happy while he is with us.”

In her next letter, dated Oct. 17, the 
nurse says:

“I hope you will receive the letter I 
wrote you yesterday informing you that' 
your son was brought to us, seriously 
wounded, before this letter reaches you.

“I am very sorry to tell you he passed 
away at midnight last night (Saturday, 
Oct. 16). He was unconscious from 
about seven o’clock and went off quite 
peacefully.

“He will be buried tomorrow in a part 
of a cemetery reserved for our brave 
troops, and the graves are all marked 
with little wooden crosses bearing the 
name and date of death of each. There 
are no further details to mention, only 
to assure you he had everything possible 
done for him, and his last hours made 
as easy as could be.”

In Centenary church yesterday, Rev. 
W. H. Barraclongh made a touching 
reference to the death of Pte. Knowles, 
who was a member of that church and 
Sunday school, and asked the congrega­
tion to stand for a moment in silent
