Washington, Feb. 26—Difficulties in 

the way of obtaining a complete medical 
examination of the body of WUHam S. 
Benton, a British subject, executed by 
Villa in Mexico, appeared today to com­
plicate the inquiry Instituted by both 
the American and British governments.

American officials were not sure that 
a promise by Villa to permit an Am­
erican representative to see the body af­
ter it was exhumed meant that an op­
portunity would be afforded to examine 
and determine whether Benton died by 
a pistol shot, as his friends say, or by 
rifle bullets fired by a squad as Villa 
asserts.
Declines to Give Up Body .

For the third day in commission, the 
new freight-suburban train due in the 
city at 7.46 over the L G. R., shuffled 
along this morning between Hampton 
and St. John (suburbanites insist that 
this is the proper word “shuffle 
rumbled into the depot three-quarters 
of an hour behind time.

The first public manifestation of the 
feeling of the suburbanites in regard to 
the condition of the train service to and 
from the city will be made on Friday 
night, when the suburban residents will 
hold an open meeting in Rothesay. The 
St. John Board of Trade will also dis­
cuss the matter at their meeting on 
Monday evening; In the meantime 
eral citizens have appealed to the man­
agement of the road, while others have 
telegraphed to Ottawa urging the gov­
ernment to take some steps towards the 
restoration of the former train service.

In the House of Commons in Ottawa 
yesterday, A. K. MacLean, of Halifax, 
brought up the matter of suburban ser­
vice between Halifax and Bedford, and 
urged the government to restore the ser­
vice recently cancelled. He condemned 
th action of the railway department in 
reducing the schedule and in making

New York, Feb. 26—Charles Becked, 
former police lieutenant convicted of in­
stigating the murder of Herman Rosen­
thal, a gambler, who has just been grant­
ed a new trial, was visited in the death 
house at Sing Sing prison today by his 
attorney, Jbseph A. Shay. Tomorrow, 
the attorney told Becker, he expects to 
serve the remittitur of the court of ap­
peals on the prison warden. Becker will 
then leave the death house, where he 
has been confined since the fall of 1912, 
and be returned to a cell in the Tombs 
prison here, until the final disposition of 
his case.

Behind him in the death cells, Becker 
will leave the four gunmen convicted of 
the, actual killing of Rosenthal, and they 
will be executed next month, unless the 
governor grants executive clemency.

Attorneys and friends of Becker be­
lieve he will never be tried again as the 
instigator of the murder of Rosenthal, 
and there Is also much talk that Becker 
if he eventually goes free, will seek rein­
statement on the police force.

District Attorney Whitman, who will 
determine whether or not Becker shall 
be tried again, has thus far refused to 
say what further action he wiU take in 
the case. It is known, however, that he 
believes that a second trial would be 
futile in the face of the court of ap­
peals’ decision. That decision in 'effect 
stamps Sam Schepps, one of thç princip­
al witnesses for the state, as an accom­
plice in the murder plot to which Jack 
Rose, Bridgie Webber and Harry Vallon 
confessed, implicating Becker. The de­
cision, it is said, also leaves the district 
attorney in an embarrassing position 
with reference to Rose, Webber and 
Vallon, who might, under certain cir­
cumstances, of a new trial, be held and 
tried for..the murder of Rosenthal.

Becker’s stay of sixteen months in the 
death house, tis, resulted in changes in 
his appearance. He has Unproved in 
health and his make-up is that 
athlete in training; Also he has read a 
great deal—the Bible, Shakespeare and 
many works of literature—for a purpose 
which he refuses to disclose.

Jack Ross, the chief witness for the 
state against Becker, said today that he 
was ready to testify again in the case if 
wanted. •

He showed feeling when mention was 
made of the suggestion that Becker was 
made a victim in order that he and 
-others who confessed their part in the 
plot might be saved.

“Bridgie” Webber, who is living in 
Passaic, N. J, refused to discuss the 
Becker decision.

Two lives were lost last night in a 
«re which badly damaged the Grand 
Union Hotel in Mill street. In addition 
to the body of twelve-year-old Alfred 
Johnson, found by firemen last night, 
another was found this morning about 
four o’clock, that of Jude LeBIanc, aged 
about sixty years, employed as chef in 
the hotel. Both are now in Chamber­
lain's undertaking rooms where they will 
be viewed by a jury to be appointed by 
Coroner W. F. Roberts, who has decided 
wiat an inquest shall be held.

When the fire broke out Mr. LeBIanc 
was in the building and made his way 
to a room on the fourth floor facing 
Pond street, and it was there he was 
found this morning by Police Sergeant 
Copies, James Lamb aud-Charles Wil­
liams of the Salvage Corps. He was 
missed while the building was burning 
last evening and search was made for 
him at the urgent request of W. H. Mc- 
Quade, proprietor, who is deeply grieved 
at the dual loss of life. Even after the 
flames had been extinguished search 
made but it was not for some hours 
that the body was found in an upstairs 
room between the bed and a window.
Trying to Get to Air

It was apparent that he had made a 
desperate effort to save his Hfe. The 
heavy safety rope had been uncoiled and 
was partly wound about him, and the 
window in the room had been broken, 
it being plain that his intention wm to 
lower himself to the street four stories 
below, since the onward rush of smote 
and flames from behind was rapidly 
encroaching upon him, and cutting off 
means of escape.

Saskatoon, Feb. 25—The receipts of 

the municipally owned and operated 
electric street railway system continue 
to encourage. For last month a total of 
820,661 passengers were carried, which 
with the total receipts shows an. in­
crease of six and a quarter per cent in 
traffic. The total mileage of the month 
was 62,370 miles- The average amount 
paid by eacli passenger was 4,447 cents.

The fact that Saskatoon’s population is 
about 80,000, and that more than that 
number used the cars every three days 
of the month, is considered by the offic­
ials to be very satisfactory.

The 
magistrate ordered them all to be bound 
over in a bond of $25 each for six 
months. All refused to enter into the 
bond.

NORWAY ICE CROP

Primitive Methods of Cutting and Stor­
ing the Frozen Harvest.

The methods used to secure the Ice 
harvest In Norway are primitive. To be­
gin with, the Ice lake is cut up by means 
of a small plow, drawn by a pony. Two 
long cuts, with a space of 26 inches be» 
tween them, are made along the lake, 
and then men armed with huge saws cut 
the strip of ice thus separated Into 
blocks, each 26 Inches square.

The next step is to take the blocks 
of ice to the storehouses, at which the 
ice ships can call. The first stage of the 
journey is simple enough. The ice har­
vesters have already cut a channel in 
the lake. Could anything be easier than 
pushing the blocks of ice along the 
channel so made? This argues, of course, 
that some of the blocks are first re­
moved from one end of the channel. 
They are taken to the head of a slip­
way, from which point they are in posi­
tion for tfie final journey overland.

These slipways remind one irresist­
ibly of the modem switchback railways. 
The ice blocks are allowed to slide along 
a set of very rough and ready wooden 
lines hemmed in with wooden railings 
so that the ice blocks shall not slip 
away and be lost. Some of these slip­
ways have to be carried round comers 
and in order to minimize the risk of 
blocks running off the line a series of 
very primitive brakes has been de-vlsed.

At one point a long plank will be sus­
pended over the track in such a way 
that its centre, bending by its own 
weight, nearly touches the rail. The 
ice block passes under the plank and its 
speed is checked considerably when it 
reaches the center of the plank, but it is 
not stopped entirely, and it goes on its 
journey at a much slower speed. In 
spite of the use of these brakes, how­
ever, the end of the journey is generally 
reached very quickly, and means have 
to be devised for the stopping the 
blocks at convenient places.

One plan is to put some inclined 
planks at the end of the slipway and 
a rough and ready kind of “buffer,” 
made of a trunk of a tree, at the top 
of the planks. The ice blocks come 
rushing down the slipway and up the 
planks. A man standing at this point 
prevents the blocks from slipping back 
onto the line and thus getting in the 
way of the oncoming train. He then 
guides the ice blocks to a place of safety 
from which they are passed on to the 
storehouse by the mere act of pushing

Hon. Mr. Hazen has once more thrown 
the St. John Standard Into paroxysms 
of joy. What the fearless representative 
of St John did in parliament tMs time 
Is thus described i—

“In the House of Commons yesterday 
afternoon, Hon. J. D. Hasen, minister of 
marine and fisheries, brought the (sub­
urban) matter to the attention of the 
house and pointed out that he had al­
ready spoken to the acting minister of 
railways and had been assured that 
every effort would be made to have the 
service arranged satisfactorily. Mr. Haz­
en has taken a strong stand in Ottawa 
in the demand for Justice for St. _ John 
and he has also interested Premier Bor­
den in the matter, and there are now 
bright prospects of the trains being re­
stored.”

It Is to Be regretted, however, that the 
Ottawa correspondent of the Standard, 
who was on the spot, did not witness 
Mr. Hazen’s great exploit. That corres­
pondent tells a différent story which can 
only be accounted for on the assump­
tion that he does not know the difference 
between a man from Halifax and a man 
from St. John. His version of the affair 
is as follows i—

“Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 24,—A. K. Mac- 
Lean of Halifax drew to the notice of 
the house today, what he described as 
the arbitrary destruction of the sub­
urban train service into Halifax by the 
General Manager of the I. C. R.”

After Mr. MacLean had pointed out 
very clearly the injustice of the cancel­
lation of suburban services Mr. Hazen, 
according to the Standard’s own corres­
pondent, made his remarks telling of the 
telegrams he also had received, and what 
his constituents said to him about the 

' cancellation of the St. John suburban 
service. Mr. Borden also spoke, and 
both Mr. Borden and Mr. Hazen further 
assured the house that they had both 
spoken to the minister of railways, and 
the minister of railways had assured 
them that he would discuss the matter 
with Mr. Gutelius.

Saskatoon, Fçb. 28—A case which is 
the first to go to the privy council from 
the province of Saskatchewan, npt only 
involves the ownership of $280,000 worth 
of inside Saskatoon property, but also 
the precise powers Which a vendor of 
land may exercise in the cancellation 
of a purchaser’s agreement of sale when 
payments are not promptly forthcoming 
in the terms thereof. In the present case, 
that of Drlnkle vs. Steedman, the sec­
ond payment on the property was not 
tendered until two weeks after due date 
when it was declined by Steedmap, 
who in the interval had served notice of 
cancellation upon the Drinkles who im­
mediately entered suit to force Steed- 
man to carry out the agreement for salé.

The case was tried first before Judge 
Newlands in the supreme court here. 
His Lordship followed the casé of Steele 
and McCarthy, which was the law in 
Saskatchewan at that time, and found 
against the Drinkles, dismising the ac­
tion against Steedman. The case was ta­
ken to the court en banc, which is the 
highest court in1 Saskatchewan. This 
court reversed the decision pf the trial 
judge, following the case of Kilmer 
sus the British Columbia Orchards Com­
pany, this latter case being a decision 
of the privy council overruling Steele 
versus McCarthy.

Steedman decided to take the case di­
rect to the privy council, taking advan­
tage of „s provision which will permit 
him to do this without going to the su­
preme court of Canada. Ferguson Sc 
MacDermld, have prepared the appeal 
book, which is necessary, and this was 
despatched through the mails to assist 
council and the case will be argued be­
fore the privy council at an early date.

Three alarms were sounded. When the 
firemen arrived the flames had already 
gained a handicap ln their race for de­
struction, and were forcing their way 
out through the top floof. The firemen 
on reaching this floor made an inspec­
tion of each room to assure themselves 
that there were no occupants. The men 
fought hard against the encroaching 
flames, but were gradually driven back 
and when it became known that young 
Johnston was still in a room upstairs, it 
was impossible to reach *" the top 
in time for a rescue.

On all sides this morning there 
expressions of sincere sympathy foe the 
bereaved woman who has had more than 
her share of trouble, her husband having 
been accidentally killed not very long 
ago. Another son, G us. survives besides 
herself.

The hotel today was coated with ice 
both outside and in. The rooms and 
furniture were a sorry sight, but more 
damage would undoubtedly have result­
ed had it not been for the able efforts 
of the- members of the Salvage, Corps. 
They spread their rubber protection 
sheets over much of the furniture and 
fixtures, and after the blaze was con­
quered left two members on guard tor 
tne night.

Among the marvels of discovery 
which distinguished the dosing years of 
last century that of radio-activity stands 
unrivalled in Interest and importance, 
since it has completely revolutionised 
our conceptions of physics and chemis­
try, especially as regards the relation­
ship between dectridty and matter, and 
although the atomic theory of matter 
remains, yet the atom must now be re­
garded, not as the indivisible ultimate 
unit of matter, bat as an exceedingly 
complex aggregate of smaller bodies. 
This discovery has almost realised the 
alchemist's dream of the transmutation 
of metals, since It is now recognized that 
radio-activity is accompanied by 
tual transmutation of the elements. 
Uranium,

tegration, and perhaps 
is that of the contin 
radium emanatiqp—an inert gas with a 
radio-active life of less than a week— 
from radium with a life of about 2,000 

•years.
The discovery of tedium itself in 1898 

by Madame Cilrie was no mere product 
of chance; it was the logical outbome of 
Rontgen’s discovery of t>e X-rays in 
1896, and Of Beqquerel’S discovery of ra­
dio-activity in 1896. Becquerel found 
that uranium salts acted on photograph­
ic plates without previous exposure to 
sunlight, so that there could be no ques­
tion of phosphorescence. Many other 
scientists then started to investigate 
whether any other substances showed 
the seme properties, and then Madame 
Curie set herself to measure the radio­
activity of a large number of substances 
as a thesis for her degree. She soon dis­
covered that certain salts of uranium 
were more active than uranium itself, 
and, with the generous assistance of the 
Austrian government, who gave -her a 
large quantity of pitch-blende from the 
Joachimsthal mine, she was finally able 
to isolate small quantities of the salty of 
a new clement which she called Radiiim 
and In the development of-our know­
ledge of its properties and of radio-ac­
tivity in general, no name stands higher 
than that of Sir JEmest Rutherford, of 
Manchester University; with Professor 
Soddy he has formulated the only theory 
which furnishes an adequate explana­
tion of the facts, the hypothesis being 
that any radio-active body is merely one 
stage in a whole series of transforma­
tions of radio-active bodies, due to the 
spontaneous disintegration of the atoms.
Properties of Radio-Active Bodies

It should be noted that although pure 
metallic radium bas now been obtained, 
it Is one or other of the salts of radium 
—radium-chloride, radium sulphate, or, 
most common' of all, radium bromide— 
that is made use of and not the pure 
metal. All these salts and all other ra­
dio-active bodies In varying degrees pos­
sess certain peculiar properties. In the 
first place they give off heat, and it has 
been shown that the temperature of ra­
dium is always about 8 degrees centri­
grade above that of the surrounding air. 
Radio-active bodies also set up fluoresc­
ence in various substances, such as zinc 
sulphide, and Str Wm. Crookes has de­
vised a very simple instrument, the Spin­
thariscope^ for observing these effects. 
Radio-active substances also act on a 
photographic plate, and this property as 
already stated, led to their discovery, 
but of greatest Interest is their property

of ionising the air—that is, they produce 
ions, or carriers of electricity, in the 
air, causing it to become a vastly Im­
proved conductor of electricity, and so 
bringing about the discharge of a body 
charged with electricity. Since the 
rate of discharge can be measured, this 
forms a convenient method of measur­
ing radiations, the photographic action 
or that of fluorescense not being so 
easily determined.
Three Kinds of Rays.

It has been shown that these and 
other effects are due to the rays and em­
anation which radio-active bodies liber­
ate. Of the rays three kinds ere recog­
nized, the Alpha, Beta, and Gemma 
rays. The Alpha rays consist of a 
stream of partides projected with great 
velocity and carying a' positive charge 
of electricity. They have been compar­
ed with the projectiles Bred by a Max­
im gun with an almost infinite supply 
of ammunition. The penetrative power 
of the Alpha rays is small, as they are 
absorbed by a tirin sheet of notepaper 
or even by a layer of only three inches 
of air. An Alpha particle in its path 
produces a trail of ions or carriers of 
electricity, and these form under certain 
conditions condensation centres in a 
moist gas, so that a line of minute drops 
of water is produced along the track of 
the Alpha particle. These bave been 
photographed, giving a graphic record 
of the path of the particle.

The Beta rays are far more attenuated 
than the Alpha rays, and have therefore 
a greatly increased power of penetra­
tion, although it most be remembered 
that the variation in these rays is so 
great that the “soft” Beta rays may 
have little more power of penetration 
than the Alpha rays. The precise nature 
of the Gamma rays has not yet been 
definitely and fully established; they 
have been regarded as merely pulsations 
of the ether, although this hypothesis 
does not seem to- cover all the facts. 
They bave a still greater penetrative 
power and are supposed to correspond 
to the Rontgen rays.
Radium Emanations

Of .an entirely different order is that 
firoperty of radium by which it give’s 
off an emanation of a highly radio-ac­
tive gas with a comparatively short life. 
The radio-active strength of the eman­
ation falls to oqe-half in three and three 
quarter days and vanishes in less than 
a week, but authorities are agreed that 
this is the most economical method of 
using radium, since in this way the pre­
cious store at the Radium Institute can 
be made available-over the whole of the 
kingdom.

The results so far obtained by the 
of radipm In medicine, while not 

justifying all the claims that have been 
made for it, are such that Its use in cer­
tain conditions is directly indicated, 
while a vast field for research has been 
opened up. Its action on cancer depends 
largely on the nature of the growth, 
and has frequently proved disappointing 
but rodent ulcers disappear under its 
action in a marvellous fashion, while 
its influence on various warty growths, 
on tuberculous glands, and in neuralgia, 
sciatica, and other nervous affections is 
also favorable. (There can be little doubt 
that when its mode of operation is bet­
ter understood and the technique of its 
application more ifully developed its, use 
in medicine will be greatly extended.

SUIT FOR $80 WAS IN

THE COURTS 14 YEARS

Twice to Supreme Court of the United
State», Railroad Company Finally 
Losing.

St. Louis, Mo., Feb. 25—One of the 
most determined legal battles 
fojight in an American court was a suit 
prosecuted by Attorney Virgil Rule 
against the Walbash Railway Comp 
It lasted fourteen years and went t 
to the Supreme Court of the United 
States.

The action was started by Peter Tour- 
ville, a switchman employed by the Wa­
bash Railroad. He was sued by Alex­
ander Fiannlgan, of East St Louis, for a 
debt. A 'month’s salary of $80 was in­
volved. After a judgment the Wabash 
paid the money to Flannigah.

Tourville brought suit in St. Louis 
in Justice J. J. McCaffery’s court against 
the Wabash in 1892 for $80. In Mis­
souri at that time a month’s salary of 
a married man was exempt from judg­
ment

Judgment for the amount sued for was 
given in the justice court against the 
railroad, which appealed to the circuit 
court. Rule appealed 
Court of Appeals, which gave judgment 
for the full amount.

The case was taken by the Wabash to 
the Missouri Supreme Court 
stltutional question, because the 
pany had paid Flannigan the amount al­
lowed by the Illinois law. Rule won in 
the supreme court and the case was ap­
pealed to the United States Supreme 
Court, where Rule again won.

The Wabash then filed an injunction 
suit in the St. Louis Circuit Court to 
restrain the collection of the money.

The action went up through lower 
courts to the United States Supreme 
Court. Rule winning in every court. 
The money finally was paid with an al­
lowance of $800 to Rule for a fee by or­
der of court.

Rule was on the circuit bench when 
the ease was finally decided. Tourville al­
lowed Rule to keep the money to reim­
burse him for expenses. Mr. Rule said 
that the $80 and $800 paid his actual ex­
penses, which included trips to Wash­
ington to argue the case. He received 
nothing for Ms services.
