OVER IN BANGOR FIRE

Thousands Homeless and Sufferiﬁg;
Death List Believed
Limited to Two

ing Down on Them

Bangor, Maine, May 1-—Homeless, hun-
gry and exhausted by the long fight
against the flames which had destroyed
practically a third of the city of Bangor
last mnight, thousands of persons who lbad
spent the night in the open air. protect:
ed only' Ly a meagre supply of blankets,
today faced the problem of providing
themselves. with feod, shelter. and cloth-
ing, while city and state authorities be-
gan the consideration of plans for the re-
building of the city.

When dawn broke over the stricken
city today, hundreds of groups of men,
women and children, most of them stun-
ned by the disaster which had befallen
fthe ity gould  be scen huddled around
smouldering Don-fires” or stretched along
the edge of the smoking ruins, endeavor-
ing to (derive some comfort from the
warmth of the fires and protect them-
selves from  the  chilly rain that feil
throughout the night.

A Welcome Rain

Although the rain brought
to the  homeless, it was the
bringing under control the great confag-
ration - which spread uncheckéd for more
than seven hours last night. At a time
when the battle of the firemen'and house-
holders against the flames seemed hope-
less, a providential shift of wind and a
downpour of rain drove the fire back over
the burned district, and drowned out the
flames which had just started im: unburn-
ed preperty.

CLAIM TO HAVE
FOUND VERY BEST
IN ROAD COVERING

Kensington Using Ground Clink-
ers Mixed With Asphalt And
Oil

London, May 1—A new road covering
which  promises to surpass all others
known of hitherto, has been adopted by
the Kensington borough council. It has,
moreover, the advantage of utilizing the
clinker residue from the municipal dust
destructor.

The method of manufacture is roughly
as follows: On leaving the furnace the
clinker is ground under heavy stcel
rollers, after which it is mixed with
molten asphalt in the proportion of
three parts by weight of clinker to one
of asphalt, a certain quantity of oil be-
ing added to the compound.

The resulting viscous mass is then con-
veyed to a press, where it is cut into
chunks. These are subjected to a 100-
ton pressure, which turns them into solid
blocks of about the same size as the
wooden paving blocks used ‘on main
thoroughfares in London.

On cooling these blocks are ready for
paving purposes. Their cost in Ken-
sington is £4 l4c. per 1000, which works
out. at slightly over a penny each.

So satisfied are the. Kensington borough
council with these blocks that they have
decided to use nothing else on their main
thoroughfares.

The child, then quite unknown to him-
self, is the wager in a mighty battle. He
figures largely in the effort of 'the wage-
earner to improve his lot and in the en-
deavor ‘of the employer to increase his
profits. On the one hand the 700 churches
of various faiths make some. effort to
bring him up “in the nurture and admon-
ition of the Lord,”” and on the othe_r,
ten saloons to every church flaunt their

bauch. On the one hand, the home, _c»f-
ten restricted, hard-pressed and near its
dissolution, . tries pitifully to keep him
still within its weakening embrace, while
on the other hand, the sensational pic-
tures and the vulgar vaudeville of 325
nickel shows, offer ex¢itement and a taste
of life. And daily, from 40,000 to 50,8600
children of Chicago drink at these foun-
tains of sensation.

The Terribie Forces of Evil

BiG SCHEME BESIDES
HIS ATTENDANGE AT
THE KING'S CORONATION

New York, May 1—John Hays Ham-
mond, special ambassador of the United
States to the coronation of King George,
expects to leave this city this week or
London. While abroad the noted mining
engineer intends to undertake what he
considers one of the most interesting and
important exploits in his long and event-
ful career—the reclamation of the famous
desert of Kara Kum, in Russian Turkes-
an,

Mr. Hammond has already gone into the
gigantic scheme with the Czar of Russia,
who has given it his hearty approval. The
Russian department of agriculture also has
approved it, and as Mr. Hammond is well
supplied with American capital—besides
standing ready to invest plenty of his own

money—his unprecedented irrigation idea I"g
will soon be put to a test. .

In effect the plan is to construet irriga- ]
tion works in the southeastern part of the
desert of Kara Kum, in the Transcaspian
territory. Owing to lack of water this ter-
ritory has never been colonized and is now
only slightly known from the researches of
a party sent out by Moscow merchants in
1908. With permission frqm the Russian
government, Mr. Hammond intends trans-
forming the desert into good pasturage and
farming lands and then colonizing it. If
the plan succeeds, it will mean a valuable
addition of fertile lands to Russian Turkes-
tan and millions of dollars for the Ameri-
can capitalisfs interested in it.

But Mr. Hammond is not promoting the
scheme for the money he thinks there is
in it. To successfully irrigate the Kara
Kum lands means that other deserts may
be similarly reclaimed. He is simply fol-
lowing out one of his pet theories.

If Sir Wilfrid remains in
Ottawa instead’ of attending the imperia
conference and the coronation, and if the
general elections are precipitated, it will
be because the Conservatives regard the
game of politics as of more importance
than imperial interests.

DANGER TO YOUTH -
IN THE SALOONS

Rev. Dr. Crowell in Strong Ad-
dress Before the Every Day
Club

Rev. Dr. Crowell, of Halifax, addressed
a large audience in the Every Day Club
last evening, on total abstinence, and the
supression of the liquor traffic. He had
read in a newspaper a few days ago a let-
ter written by a liquor drinker who defend-
ed the drink habit, contended that it did
him good to drink when he felt like it,
and declared that efforts to secure prohi-
bition were wrong because such a law
could not be enforced.

Mr. Crowell said in reply that liquor
contains poison, and that there is much
adulterated liquor which is very poisonous,
and that science declares the use of liquor
to be injurious to the human system. As
to the suppression of the traffic, he knew
of his own experience in various communi-
ties that 1a% could be enforced to so great
an extent as almost to remove temptation.

;Need of Financial Assistance is

Strongly Felt and Association

Hopes P e o p | e Will Rally to
Membership and Assist in Fight

But few people in the city realize the
amount of good work that is being done
1in St. John by the members of the St.
! John Association for the Prevention of
iTuberouh)sis in order to stamp out the
dread disease. Neverthelesy this active
| organization is constantly at work, and
! since it was organized, about a year ago,
{has done much. They have fitted up
.rocms in the Water and Sewerage Buill-
,ing in Leinster streef, and there much
of the good work is done.

The rooms are well lighted and sanitary
land are well equipped for the carrying
fon. of the work. One room is fitted up
for an office, one for a waiting room, and
one for an examining room. The place
is open three afternoons each week, on
Monday and Wednesday for adults, and
on I‘rlda) afternoon for children.  The
hours are from 2.30 until 4.30. Miss Rog-
ers, one of the Victorian nurses, who
new devotes her entire time to looking
after tubercular patients, is in charge of
the dispensary, and is ably assisted by fhe
ladies of the association.

People who,K go to the dispepsary for
examination, are looked after by local
physicians who give their services gratui-
tucusly. If, on examination, the patient
is found to be suffering with the disease,
he or she, is told what to do in order
to check the disease. If the patient is
too poor to purchase medicine, it is sup-
plied free. The addresses are taken and
Miss Rogers vigits their homes to see that
the instructions are carried out. When
the patient can not afford to buy eggs.
milk, fruit, ete., and other esssentials, the
church to which they belong is asked
to furnish these things. When the suf-

Need of Funds

And right here it might be stated thau
the association is not very well supplied
with funds, having but a very small mem-
bership. It is hoped, however, that dur-
ing the year the membership will be great-
ly increased, and that sufficient funds will
be raised to enable them to carry! on
their good work.

At the present time the society is aun
Fing to have a Tu 1
examination in schools compulsory. Many
children suffering with the disease are al-
lowed to go to school, and as a conse-
quence”other pupilg become infected. They
are also agitating "the equipping of one
of the old ferry boats for a floating hospi-
tal on which tubercular patients might be
tieated. This has been worked success-
{fully in New York and ether cities and
|’\Ils~; Rogers has submitted a report to
the association explaining the work that
is carried on on one of these boats. it
has been suggested that the Ouangondy
could be fitted- up at very littls expense
and used for such a hospital.

In order to increase their funds, the
association are having a large number of
stamps, somewhat similar to those issued
by the Muskoka Hospital last year, print-
ed.- These stamps will be placed on sale
in a few days, in various places in the
city, and it is hoped to raise a consider-
able sum by this means. Many have won-
dered where the sign of the double cross,
which isuséd on all literature, ete., issued
by Tuberculosis Associations, originated.
It was first adopted in Berlin, by Dr. &.
Sersirlon in October, 1902, as a symbol
of the International Anti-Tuberculosis
.Association, At that time there were
not more than half a dczen associations
for {he prevention of tuberculosis organ-
ized on a wide basis, while to-day there
are associations of this kind all over the
world.

“Rules to Follow

The local association has issued a set
of rules for the disinfection of rooms that
have been occupied by persons suffering
!from pulmonary tuberculosis.

1—Leave everything in the room which
has to be fumigated. Prop the mattress
and pillows up so that the fumes can
| reach them on both sides. Hang out all
{ clothing worn by the patient which can-
not be boiled; also blankets, rugs and
furs, etc. -

— After fumigation: Place out of doors
and in the sunlight for seven days, mat-
| tress and pillows, blankets, all personal
| clothing which cannot be boiled, heavy
curtains, rugs and carpets, blinds, etc.

From what I
have been able to glean concerning the®
work of Sir Thomas Taitr in Victoria, 1
am able to state that the difficulties sur-
mounted and work accomplished stand as
a monument to his great administrative
ability.”

The news from Sir Thomas serves as a
remindér that Canadian society is  still
strongly represented on the continent, in
Egypt, -and at' Mediterrancan ports. The
unfortunate illness of Mrs. F. William,
Taylor, wife of the London manager of: the
Bank of Montreal when on a visit to Sieily,
nas not deterred other Canadians from vis-
iting this. increasingly popular island.

NOTED LIBERALS
GOME HERE TO
GIVE ADDRESS

Will Discuss Reciprocity in Sev-
eral Parts of New Brunswick
—Prominent Borden M an
Scores Tory Tactics

Ottawa, April 30—The Liberal view of
rcciprocal trade will be presented to the
peaple of St. John and other important
centres in New Brunswick within the next
week by some .of the most eloquent and,
convincing Liberal speakers in the house

of commons. These will probably include
Hugh Guthrie, M. P., for Wellington,
' Ontario; Dr. Clark, of Red Deer, Alberta,
and Dr. Neely, of Humboldt, Saskatche-
man.

Arrangements are being made now to
have these gentlemen speak in St. John,
Sussex, Carleton county, Fredericton and
Hillsboro.

F. B. Carvell, M. P., for Carleton, and
Dr. McAlister, of Kings-Albert, will ac-
company the parliamentary visitors to
New Brunswick, and the party will leave
Ottawa Friday afternoon and arrive in
New Brunswick Saturday, speaking that
evening and the following Monday, ac-
cording to programme that will be an-
nounced later.

These meetings: will probably be: follow-
ed later by others in counties not' in-
ciuded in this tour. The strain upon par-
liamentary members from this to the end
of the gession is likely to be severe and
too many of them cannot absent them-
selves at one time.

Ottawa, April 30—The threatened ex-
treme obsfructive tactics of the opposition
with reference to reciprocity do not ap-
peal to that stalwart Halifax Conservative,
8. M. Brookfield, who is at present in
Ottawa. Mr. Brookfield was one of Mr.
Borden’s nominetors at the Just general
_election, and his status in the party is not

T in question.

“I am unable to understand the opposi-
tion,” he said on Saturday. “If reciprocity
is such a bad thing and so unpopular in
the country as they allege, why do they
not allow the government to go ahead and
hang itself? The genecral clections are only
a little more than a year off, in any event,
and if what ‘the Conservatives declare is
true, the.government would be defeated on
the issue. It, and not the opposition, must
accept the responsibility.

“Personally, I think the trade agreement
a8 good thing for Nova Scotia and the
country generally. I think it most regret-
table that by reason of the fight on’ reci-
procity still being kept up here Sir Wil-
frid Laurier is likely to be kept from the
imperial conference. His attendance there
'is indispensable.”

Mr. Brookfield expresses an opinion that
is widely held by many prominent Conser-
.vatives like himself who have privately ex-

pressed their dissent from the policy now
embarked on by the opposition.
