LONDON, May 7.—London’s fash-
ionable- church, St. George’s, Hanover
Square, celebrated its bicentenary re-

-| cently. with ‘a special series of services.

Often called “St. Cupid’s Church” in
the latter part of the last century, St.
George's is still popular for fashionable
weddings, and second only to St. Mar-
garet’s, Westminster.

Sixty years ago as many as 1,000
weddings took place each year at St.
George’s, but during the last 50 years
the average has been about 800. In-
cluded among the latter was that of
Theodore Roosevelt, who _described
himself in the register as a “rgnch-
man” when he walked over from

The Empire’s Ambassador,

of the British Empire will follow the
Prince of Wales on his South African
and South American tour, The Union
of South Africa was to have welcomed
the ‘Prince last year; but the visit was
postponed owing to the incidence of the
South African elections—a decision i
strict accordance with precedence, sinceg/
the sovereign or his representative is
held, under the constitution, to be quite
detached from party questions. When
the first visit of the Prince was mooted
General Smuts was in power, but now
the reins of office are held by General
Hertzog and a ministtry which is
largely Labor in composition. This
fact will make no sort of difference to
the welcome which the Prince will re-
ceive at the end of the first leg of his
journey. It is safe to assert that under
whatever aegis the Prince of Wales
makes a visit, he uniformly finds a
warm’ welcome, The animosities ' which
were a legacy of the Boer War, and
which prompted the rising of a section
of the Cape Dutch in 1914, have largely
been allayed.

MYSTERIES OF THE DEPTHS.

There are some fascinating features
about scientific research in the ocean
depths. An expedition is soon to
undertake work in the Gulf of Mexico
and the Carribean Séa, and one of the
purposes is to attempt to discover how
certain fish at great depths generate
lightt An American authority on
oceanography says on this subject:

“Thousands of feet below the surface
of the ocean, where the light of the sun
never penetrates, there live peculiar
marine animals modified in their char-
acteristics by the eternal darkness and
the enormous pressure. At a depth of
16,000 feet this pressure amounts to
7,500 pounds to the square inch. The
pressure of the atmosphere at the sea-
level is only fifteen pounds to. the
quare inch. _

“Since no sunlight penerates the pro-
found depths of the sea, many of these
inhabitants carry their own illumina-
tion. In some types, the entire body
glinfmers from a coating which exudes
from the pores and emits a soft, silvery
glow. In other types, luminous or-
gans run aiong the sides of the body or
flashing light spots are provided on the
head or face.

“T'hese lighting plants are a thon-
san®~:imes a, economical as any that
our engineers have been able to design.
Tre cxpense of the materials which
furnish the light is almost negligible,
because the lantern is capable of self-
regencration by a reverse action in the
sulistances which act upon each other
to produce the light.

TTAWA, May 6—"My ad-

Graham, minister of railways,
speaking today on the Canadian
National Railways. Mr. Graham
was dealing specifically with the
suggestion that the Canadian
National and Canadian Pacific

#should be merged.

Mr, Graham's stand summarized
was: So far as the Federal Govern-
ment was ¢ncerned the proposal for
the amalgamation of the Canadian Na-
tional and Canadian Pacific railways
was not an immediate issue, but no ef-
fort would be spared to secure reduc-
tions in the Dominion’s transportation
costs through co-ordination of the two
systems. If this could not be achieved
through voluntary co-operation on the
part of the railwaye it would be ob-
tained through intervention by the Do-
minion Railway Board,

FULL CONSENT REQUIRED,

Mr. Graham said the Parliament of
Canada should hesitate to take any
steps that would shake the confidence
of the investing public in the justice
and honesty 6f Canadians. Amalgama-
tion was a big problem and nothing
should be done without the full con-
sent of all partles who had invested
their money in these lines.

A corporation, Mr. Graham added,
whether its stock was owned private-
ly or by the Government, having pos-
session of all the transportation facili-
ties in the country, might not be in the
best interests of the people.

$50,000,000 SAVING SEEN.

- Mr. Graham thought the estimates
of W. D. Euler that amalgamation
would effect a saving of $100,000,000 a
year might be more accurately set at

INU.o. AFTER
FOURTH YEAR

Most Dangerous Time for
Married Pairs, Statistics
Show

WASHINGTON, May 6.—If a man
and woman are still able to face one
another across the breakfast table after
three years without resort to violence,
they have a better than even chance
of going along smoothly until the
20th year when the strain on the
family tie begins to grow heavy again.

The United States Census Bureau
has been at great pains to mine this
nugget of cheery information from the
bleak mountains of statistical data
which are the bureau’s stock in trade.

The fourth year of married life is
the worst, the bureau has ascertained
with mathematical certainity by ex-
amining the divorce records of the
country. Slightly less than one-fifth
of all the divorces granted to couples
in the fourth year, and more than two-
fifths of the romances which went to
smash did so within five years.

Husbands withstand the lures of the
temptresses during the first four years,
comparatively few divorces being grant-
ed tq wives on grounds of infidelity
in that period. But the masculine af-
fections begin to stray after the fifth
year. The cruel strain in the male na-
ture is likely to assert itself in the first
three years, as indicated by the divorce
records, Thereafter the wives sub-
mit or the husbands become more ‘mel-
low. Desertion by husbands in-
frequent in the first three years, bhut
frequent thereafter and the males take
to drink in larger numbers after nine
years have passed. ‘

Mr. Beatty regretted the somewhat
disappointing results achieved in the
fleld of immigration, adding that he
and the president of the Canadian
National Railways, had “made repre-
sentations” which he thought would
tend to bring more immigrants into the
Dominion.
