cloth for the purpose of straining. In cases
where this appliance is not used a small disk
is drawn over the hole. The rennet isim-
mediately added in quantity according to the
strength and condition of the atmosphere. In
half an hour the whey is divided from the
curd with a ladle and the vat re-covered. In
another half hour the separation is continued
with the aid of a copper strainer twelve by
four inches. When the curd i divided into
pieces about the size of a small nut, it is
taken out and placed in wooden cylindrical
moulds from five inches to nine inches in dia-
meter. Two moulds are used for each cheese,
the one being fixed into the other which is
somewhat larger in diameter and has a num-
ber of holes pierced in the bottom. The total
height of the two when fixed is from fourteen
inches to sixteen inches. The curd entirely
drains in this mould, and, at theend of
about twelve hours it will have sunk to about
the height of the bottom and larger part of it,
so that the top part can be taken off. The
cneese is then placed in another mould of the
same diameter as thie bottom one and put upon
the shelf upside down. After six hours it is
again turned and this turning is continued
twice daily for the two following days. In
draining the whey the moulds are placed
upon sloping shelves, which are furnished
with a rim at the edge. The temperature of
the room in which the operation takes place
if carefully kept at from 50 to 64 degrees
Fahrenheit. The next process is salting the
cheese which for this purpose are placed on
small boards made of beech, and upon which
layers of fine salt are sprinkled. The surface
of the cheese must be well salted, and the
operation repeated every three or four days,
care being taken that they are turned each
time. This turningis continued twice each
day for three days after salting, and the sur-
faces of the cheese each time are moistened
with tepid water. When sufliciently dry on
the crust they are removed to the drying
room, thirty grammes of salt having been
used in the salting process. In the drying
room the cheese shelves are built one above
the other, so that a large number of cheese
can be kept in a small space and well cured—
provided the temperature and aeration are
complete. In summer the process of ripen-
ing is often conducted in the open air, the
cheese being protected with cloths to keep off
the sun and flies, but during the other parts
of the year a specially prepared room is in-
variably used. When thoroughly dry they
are removed to the cave or cellar for complet-
ing the process and here they are managed
very carefully. The cave must be in good
condition with a draught of air passing
it; but if the temperature is too low, the
cheese crack and lose quality. The time they
remain here is determined by the season and
size of the cheese, the maker judging this for
himself. The largest are usually kept from
three to four months, however. While in
this compartment they are often turned and
washed with tepid water slightly salted, and
daily examined to see whether they are ripen-
ing too rapidly. When they are brick red in
appearance and the surface is sufficiently firm
to yield to the pressure of the finger they are

FEDERATION AND FREE TRADE.

The advocates of Imperial Federation
(few and far between) are heard from
occasionally, but without plan or princi-
pal, only sentiment and that of a very
rapid character. In factit is a British
and Colonial Tory emanation, which has
its origin in the “fair trade” fake. But
is it not most singular, that there should
be a class of p whose opposition to
extended trade with the United States, is
based chiefly upon the assumption that
by trading with our neighbors we must
necessarily discriminate against Eng-
land? And yet when our federationists
ask England to discriminate in favour of
her colonies, she turns her back upon
them, and perhaps wisely too. Any one
who studies the signs of the times should
know that England's free trade policy is
firmly fixed as the rock of Gibraltar.
In a recent speech Mr. Gladstone remark-
ed in ref to this bject : “The
Liberals will stick to their flag in sup-
port of a cause which tends tothe wel-
fare of the people and the strength and
prosperity of the empire. The Liberals
never had a greater, a8 more sacred or a
more hopeful cause than that to be de-
cided at the coming elections—Free
Trade and Home Rule.”

Why then Federationists, waste your
time and breath in asking for that whicl:
it is impossible to obtain—for without
discrimination in trade mat favorabl-
to the colonies’ federation is an impos
sibility. Then why such nonsense as
cry out against a measure for reciprocity
with the United States, because England
is likely to suffer thereby? She says
she wants no closer trade relations witl:
us, why be 80 solicitous about Englanii:
Is it not all humbug? Verily we really
believe she only laughs at us. Her dis-
position is to allow her colonies to do the
best they can for themselves, and she
will never throw a stumbling block in
their way, even with our open irade rela-
tions with our neighbors, and shutting
out British manufacturers altogether
although it could not possibly come to
this—for with their great wall «f pro-
tection in the United States, English pro-
ductions enter and flourish.

BRITISH FAR!EE DELEGATES’
REPORTS.

The reports of Messrs Davy and Mc-
Queen, the British Farm delegates; were
presented to parliament on Wednesday
and the reasons fur such a long delay in

bringing them forward was quite
apparent. The reports, especially
that of Mr. McQueen, must be any-

thing but interesting reading for the
Tories. In it he says: The reporis o.
former delegates to Canada are mislead-
ing and overdrawn. Agricnlture has for
a number of years been on the down
grade and in a very depressed state.
Mr. MceQueen asks : What is the cause of
this? And can I recommend brother
farmers, laborers or artisans to emigrate
to the Maritime provinces. In answer to
the first question, he says:—from my
own observations, and from all I could
learn and hear, it is from want of better
trade relations with the United States
natural market for surplus produce.
Some may say you have nothing to do
with this question, it is interest of your
province and touches on politics, but I
hold it so closely associated with our
mission and object of our report that we
are bound to bring it forward. In an-
swer to the second question, as to the
recommending of emigrants to go to the
Maritime Provinces; until there is un-
restricted reciprocity with the United
States, so that farmers would have a
better market and be able to command
higher prices for their produce, I must
decidedly say no.

BLOWN TO PIECES.

A Mining Superintendent Cooly Places
Giant Powder on His Stomach and
Lights the Fuse.

“When I die I want my body to be scat-
tered to the four winds of earth” is a remark
said to have been frequently made by Alex-
ander Sharpe, superintendent of the Arnott
gravel mine, at Drandy City Sierra connty.

There was cvidently more meaning in his
words thau his neighbors imagined, as is evi-
Jenced by his tragic death, the full details of
which reached the city yesterday.

Sharpe was a successful business man and
hadahappyhome. Earlythis week hiswifewent
to San Francisco for the purpose of making a
visit of severzl weeks with friends there and
in Oakland. She was visiting in the latter
city when a telegram came one afternoon,
stating that her husband had committed sui-
cide. Sne immediately started home, but
the shock she received after arriving there uu.
nerved her to such an extent that she is yet
prostrated. .

On the morning of the s uicide Sharpe rose
early and set the day ship to work as usual,
but it was afterward remarked by the men
that he was unusually kind to them. He
then went into a cabin near by and prepared
a cartridge of giant powder. Afterward he
lay down on the floor, and as near as can be
ascertained placed the cartridge on his stom-
ach at a point where it would be- exactly half-
way from head and foot, and also midway
from side to side. Then taking some hand-
fuls of wet mud which he had prepared he
covered the cartridge and plastered it down,
evidently with the thought of preventing the
cartridge from rolling off his body should he
become nervous. Men who know the amount
of fuse that was on hand state thathe must
have attached a long piece to the cartridge
and cooly watched the fire creep up the fuse
to the deadly powder. There was a dull roar,
and the minersrushed in only to find Sharpe's
body literally scattered to tho four winds of
the earth. Detaclied portions of the flesh
were found on the walls, ceiling and on the
mantel over the fireplace. Although the facc
was frighfully mutilated a smile seemed to rest
on the features as if the man had tuken de-
light in the act.

That the self-destruction was ‘premeditated
is evidenced from the fact that Sharpe left
letters addressed to his wife and friends, in
which he bade them all farewell and disposed
of his earthly goods as he deemed_best. He
had carefully posted thebooss of the mining
company to date and had ascertained that he
was not in debt one dollar. The cause of the
suicide is a mystery.
