HEAVY SOUTH AFRICAN CLAIM.
London, Nov. 22^—A dispatch to the 

Daily News from Pretoria says:
It is understood here that the award 

of the Berne tribunal in the Delagoa 
Bay case is in favor of the McMurdo 
claim for a sum under £2,000,000, and 
that Portugal has completed arrange­
ments for a settlement. The Delagoa 
Bay Company arbitration, to give it its 
full title, is an outcome of the negotia­
tions between Great Britain and Por­
tugal as to the action of the latter to 
East Africa. The company claimed 
compensation for the seizure of it» line 
by Portugal on June 29, 1889. The
case also involved t)ie interest of Col. 
McMurdo. The matter was referred to 
Joseph Blazzi, vice-president of the 
Swiss Federal Tribunal; Chas. Soldan, 
president of the council of state in the 
Canton Devand; and Andrew Henssler, 
professor of law at Bale University, 
the government of Portugal having pre­
sented a counter claim. To this the 

, company sent a reply - and the >-govern­
ment of Portugal made a rejoinder. 
There the -matter rested for years, 
nothing apparently being done. Last 
July, in the house of lords, the Marquis 
of Salisbury, replying to the Earl of 
Mayo, said the delay in the awards 
was most extraordinary, and 
that he feared the arbitration 
emulate the delays of the court of 
chancery.

In Victoria or 
Vancouver, the fact that a provincial 
premier or a president of the executive 
council, had become the promoter ot a 
speculative enterprise, would neither be 
regarded as something very serious in 
itslf, nor as, likely to have any import­
ant effects.

„ SUICIDE CAUSES.

•Views of a Famous Specialist on the 
Subject.

How are we to account for the prese.it 
epidemic of s licides, and by wli.it 
means can it be combatted ? These ques­
tions have been addressed to the leading 
specialists in Paris, and' from most of 
them very interesting replies have been 
received. That information on this sub­
ject cannot be denied. Not only in this 
country, but also in Europe, there has 
of late been a formidable wave of sui­
cides. and it is of the utmost importa 
for us to find out the cause of this mania 
for self-destrcution, and, if possible, the 
means Iby which it may be checked.

Here is the opinion of an expert, Dr. 
Dumontpallier, member of the French 
Academy of Medicine :

“The recent suicides are the result at" 
moral epidemic. In other words, it has 
become the fashion to commit suicide. 
At one time one method of self-destruc­
tion is used; at another time another. 
Men and women formerly used vitrol a 
good deal; now they use other weaixm.-. 
In a similar manner men formerly de­
lighted in many# kinds of sports, but 
there, is now a universal mania for b. 
cycles and horseless carriages.

“The spirit of the imitation is >0 
strong that if a desperate soldier com­
mits suicide while on guard at his sentry 
box, you may rest satisfied that several 
other soldiers will choose the same man­
ner of death. There is only one remedy 

—namely, to destroy the accursed 
box and to replace it by another erected 
at.a greater distance. Again, many per­
sons commit suicide because they an1 
tired of life. They say to themselves: 
‘We are not happy; we are constantly in 
need of money, and we have more than 
our share of other troubles.’ And then 
one fine day they put an end to them­
selves. For suoh a condition of things 
there seems no remedy. Education is 
mainly to blame for it. We have no 
longer any religions belief; we educate 
our children to become freethinkers, and 
as a result they are tired of life before 
they knew what life really is. Nothing 
retains them to this life. They have 
hope, no fear, and they fancy that only 
through suicide cam they obarin relief 
from their petty troubles. In those coun­
tries where religion has not yet been 
replaced by infidelity suicidés are prac­
tically unknown. There are places 
where there are not three sucides in 
ten yesfrs, and the reason is because all 
who live there have an* object in living.

“In Parie the number of children be­
tween 14 and 16 years of age who com­
mit ktfleide every year is very great. They 
do not choose any- particular season ot 
the year, though as a rule their elders 
seem to prefer June. July and August. 
Doubtless the reason is because the beat 
during these months plays havoc with 
the brains of these unbalanced persons, 
causing congestion» and delusions, iiç 
pelting them to imitate these unbaiW 
beings of whose end they have rend '" 
the newspapers.—New York Herald.

Shipping men on the Sound claim i'‘ 
have received news that the regulation 
heretofore in force requiring pilots to 
be present on all Alaska-bound1 steamers 
is not to be enforced in the near future.
The news is causing some concern among 
not only steamboat owners, but shippers 
as well, as it is said that underwriters 
will have nothing to do with a steamer 
plying in Alaskan waters without a 
pitot, it being required ‘by them, more­
over, that all pitots going north be thor­
oughly competent. The story is that the 
testimony in connection with the inquiry 
in the loss of. the steamship Mexico had 
something to do with the suspending of 
the Alaska pilot regulations. The local, 
agents of both the Pacific Coâst -Steam­

without pilots.

HIGH TIDES AT SKAGWAY.

Town Is Flooded and Dyea Is Still 
Lower.

The following extracts from a com­
munication from Mrs. H. S. Pullen, who 
has been at Skagway for sime time, will 
be read with interest: •,

In Skagway bay the rise and fall <ff 
the tide yesterday was 24 feet. The 
town was. flooded. People have been 
going up and down the streets in boats. 
There is. no serious damage done, but 
it is my private opinion that a great 
deal of damage will result when the De­
cember high tide comes, and that next 
June, when the high tide and flood from 
the rising river occur at the same tjw, 
the whole town is liable to be swept 
away. The June tides, I think, are 
the highest of the year. The December

day,

Dyea, it is. said, has a much lower 
location than Skagway, and that thë 
water was nearly two feet deep in all 
the stores there to-day. A great quan­
tity of goods were damaged by water.

Skagway harbor is smooth as glass; 
not a riffle stirs the surface of the water. 
The tide i@ still, higher than it was yes­
terday, though the water is so quiet that 
no harm is being done beyond lifting 
and scattering a few house foundations.

Everything is very quiet here, and 
there are many idle men. I could not 
advise any one to come here, not even 
my own family—everything Is so uncer­
tain.
" The twelve horses that were put off at 
Haine’s Mission when I came up were 
all lost iff about fifteen minutes. The 
men fpd their flour to their horses. „Thr 
did not get more than one hundred miles 
when they lost their horses and turned 
back. ‘They1 said that as far air they 
went the trail was strewn with pack sâd- 
dlaes, flour, ,badqn, etc. The Skagway 
trail, so I am told, is lined with outfits 
—that is, this end of it.

People are travelling to and from Daw­
son City all the time. I think that the 
trip is not half so hard as It is pictured.
