Statement in Commons.
London, March 14.—In the course of 

the discussion on the army estimates in 
the Commons, the secretary of state for 
war said:

“The-Dominion government has offer­
ed to assume, at an early date, the en­
tire responsibility for garrisoning Hali­
fax and Esquimalt, providing Canadian 
troops for that purpose, and until these 
troops are ready, paying cost of the Im­
perial troops retained at these stations. 
Arrangements for this are not yet com­
plete, but I have no doubt a satisfactory 
conclusion will soon be reached.”

Ottawa, March 14.—The marine de­
partment has purchased from the British 
authorities some Nordenfeld quick-fire 
arms. They were in the naval stores at 
Halifax arçid Esquimalt, and will be used 
in connection with the fishery protective 
service.

By March 1st it became! evident that 
the Japanese were moving around the 
Russian right in five heavy columns, and 
it became imperative to Withdraw the 
thin line from the southwest and form a 
new line from the bridge! across the 
Shakhe river, parallel with the railway.

RUSSIANS BUILD
STRONG FORTIFICATIONS.

Tokio, March 14.—Advices from the 
front are that the Russians have made 
elaborate preparations fop the delence of 
their positions along the high lands near 
Tiehling, and the fortifications along the 
line of the river appear from the front 
to be well nigh impregnable.

It is stated upon authority that Jap­
anese . officials who have examined the 
Russian etitrenchments declare that the 
work of reducing them will be long and 
arduous. Deep trenches have been dug 
along the apex of the hills, while east­
ward along the line \of railway excep­
tionally strong fortifications have been 
constructed. These latter extend in a 
Semi-circle some eight miles around the 
bend of the river. It is admitted at the 
war office that unless the rumors are true 
that a Japanese force has succeeded in 
penetrating around through the Kamo- 
ling mountains to the northward of the 
Russian position, the Russians will be 
able to hold out for a considerable time.

New York, March 12.—The steamer 
Saxon Prince, which has -been seized by 
the Japanese in the Tsu Straits, left 
New York on December 11th, sailing ip 
the regular service of the American and 
Oriental line.

TERRORISTS ACTIVE.

Lieutenant Who Took Part in Suppress­
ing Disorders Has Been Wounded.

Tie Pass, March 14.—As after the bat­
tle of Liao Yang, the advance of the 
Japanese army against the new posi­
tions of the Russians at Tie pass is slow. 
The leading columns are eight or ten 
miles southward, and in touch with the 
Russian van posts, but the operations at 
present are net serious. Marshal Oyama 
shows slight intentions of pressing his 
advantage in an immediate attack on Tie 
pass.

It is possible, however, that a wide 
turning movement, of Which reports are 
current, is in progress. In such opera­
tions the Japanese have the immense ad­
vantage of several bases and lines bf 
supply, to which now is added the Simin- 
tin road, 'while the Russian army is 
necessarily dependent on one base and 
one line of communication, and therefore 
may be outflanked easily.

ALBERTA RANGES SOLD.

Purchased by American Capitalist, Who 
Will Colonize Land—Price in Neigh­

Winnipeg, Match 15.—The extensive 
ranges of the Cochrane Ranch Company 
in Southern Alberta, containing some

■ 66,500 acres of land, have been sold. 
The sale was made by Mr. H. A. M*ul- 
lins, èx-M.P. of this city, general man­
ager of the Cochrane Ranch Company, 
and the consideration is said to be in the 
neighborhood of $400,000, or abolit $6 
per acre.

Authorities Will Be Ready to Act When

London, March 15.—In the discussion- 
of the navy estimates in*the House of 
Commons General Laurie referred fo 
Esqaimalt and Halifax, and asked what 
was the use of the British government 
keeping on the yards, stripped of stores 
and buildings, in the hands of caretakers. 
The only object in maintaining the garri­
sons and fortifications at Esquimau and 
Halifax was to protect naval bases. In­
stead of putting these yards in the charge 
of caretakers the government should 
hand them over to the Canadian govern­
ment, on condition that they should be 
available for the navy whenever they 
were required.

Mr. Prettyman, under secretary of the 
admiralty, in reply, said the point of Gen­
eral Laurie’s remarks in regard to the 
Canadian government taking charge of 
the naval base had not been lost sight of.

Orders Venezuelan Court to Authorize 
Seizure of French Cable Com­

pany’s Property.OF GARRISONS Wilhemstadt, Curacoa, March 14.— 
Advices received here from Caracas, 
Venezuela, announce that the hearing of 
appeal of the New York and Bermudez 
Asphalt Company against the sequestra­
tion of its property by the government 
of Venezuela has adjourned to make way 
for the action of the Venezuelan govern­
ment against the French Cable Com­
pany. It is alleged that President Cas­
tro has ordered the court to render judg­
ment annulling the contract and author­
izing the seizure of the cable company's 
property. The government has cut the 
coast cable east and west of La Guarira 
to prevent communication with the revo­
lutionists who are active at Trinidad.

Ottawa, March 15.—On July 1st Can­
ada will take over the command of the 
garrisons at Halifax and Esquimalt.- 
Details have been completed between the 
Imperal and Dominion governments. 
Canada will assume the command and 
!the payment of the troops, have full ad­
ministration and responsibility for every­
thing connected with these garrisons.

A Canadian officer will be placed id 
command. It is likely that the new com­
mander of the forces at Halifax will be 
D. O. C. for Halifax district. All the 
principal officers will be Canadians.

A few Imperial officers will be retain­
ed temporarily. All the infantry will be 
Canadians. Some of the Imperial artil­
lery and engineers will be retained until 
such time as Canadians will be available 
to take their positions.

The present strength of the permanent 
corps is 2,000. An amendment will be 
made to the Militia Act this session pro­
viding that the number be increased to 
4,000. The greater number will go to 
Halifax and the remainder to Esquimalt.

Sir Frederick Barden will shortly 
uounce his scheme for a larger military 
command. The main feature will be the 
creation of two districts in Ontario, one 
}n Quebec, one in the maritime prov­
inces and one in the west. One of the 
D. O. C.’e will command the larger dis­
trict as well as his own.

Will Act If True.
Paris, March 14.—The foreign office 

here has not been advised of the action 
of President Castro in regard to the 
cable company, but declares that France 
will act-energetically should fhe informa­
tion prove true. President Castro’s atti­
tude with reference to the asphalt com­
pany is regarded by the foreign office as 
a mere pretext t'o gain time.

erals are now looking for salvation. 
The 652 deputies then assembled at 
Moscow were made up of delegates of 
the Senate, of the Synod, and of col­
leges; of nobles elected by districts and 
citizens chosen by the towns; of sol­
diers, militiamen, peasants; and repre­
sentatives of Christian and non-Chris­
tian tribes. There was a great display 
of fine sentiment on the part of the 
Empress. ' Each" delegate received a 
medal bearing the inscription, “Dedicated 
to the Happiness of One and All, Decem­
ber 14th, 1766." Catharine, who had 
studied Montesquieu and Voltaire, pro­
claimed that “the nation is not made for 
the sovereign, but the sovereign for the 
nation,’’ and “better spare ten that are 
guilty than sacrifice one who is inno­
cent,” etc. After two years of discus­
sion and more than 200 sittings the as­
sembly was dissolved, ostensibly on ac­
count of the war with Turkey, 
was the end of the last semblance of a 
Zemsky Sober.

tute hall Monday was a great treat to 
those of the audience who are able to 
speak French, and more than interesting 
to many who are fairly familiar with the 
language. The Victoria branch of 
L’Alliance Française is to be congratu­
lated on its enterprise in bringing to the 
city so distinguished a gentleman. It is 
understood that the ^receipts did not meet 
the expenditure, hut the society did not 
expect that they would, and will willing­
ly supply the deficiency. It was noticed 
with much regret that there was an al­
most entire absence of the recognized 
educationalists of the city, while the at­
tendance of the French population was 
very small.

The lecture was under the distinguish­
ed patronage of His Honor the Lieuten­
ant-Governor, who was present with a 
party of his friends. M. Funck-Bren- 
tnno, who is a gentleman of pleasing per­
sonality, was introduced by the chair­
man, Lieut.-Col.'Gregory. The lecturer, 
who was cordially received, acknowl­
edged the hearty welcome that had been 
accorded him, and spoke highly of the 
hospitality of the people and the beauty 
of the city. -He then took up his very 
interesting subject, “The Secrets of the 
Bastile,” a subject with which he is more 
intimately acquainted, perhaps, than any 
living man. He dealt with the world of 
mysteries that enveloped this great 
prison, in which were incarcerated peo­
ple concerning whom little was known— 
when they went in, when they came out 
and why they were imprisoned;

After referring at- some length to the 
Bastile generally, he devoted hte remarks 
to that other great mystery in French 
history and literature, “The Man in the 
Iron Mask,” M. Fnnck-Brentano gave 
an interesting, account of this extraordin­
ary personage, who entered the Bastile 
on September 18th, 1698, and died No­
vember 19th, 1703; He was buried at 
St. Paul cemetery,- November 20th, 1703, 
under the name of Marchioli, and this is 
the name, with a slightly alteration, that 
appears in the original manuscript re­
lating to the ease. The- lecturer then 
proceeded to deal with epme of the 
legends concerning “The Man in the Iron 
Mask." It was Voltaire who first start­
ed the report that he was the brother of 
Louis XIV-, whom he resembled1 very 
much. Others said it was the Grand 
Monarch himself. There was also a 
story to the effect that he married the 
jailer’s daughter, and, their son was 
Bonaparte. All these legends were ef­
fectually exploded by the lecturer.

“The Man in the Iron Mask" was 
Count Antoine Hercule Mattioli, spoken 
in French literature as Martioli, secre­
tary of state to Charles IV. of Gonzague, 
Duke of Manton. He sold to different 
foreign countries the secret of the suc­
cessful onslaught by Louis XIV. on the 
stronghold of Manton. He was arrested 
hy ambush in time of peace, and a 
mask put on him, not so much to hide 
his identity as to prevent inquiries as to 
how he came to be arrested at all. At 
first he was treated with gérât respect, 
but after a time he was dealt with in the 
same way as other prisoners. The man­
ner of his arrest and the concealment of 
his identity have been greatly exaggerat-

With the inquiry that has lately been, 
going on concerning the districts in the 
northern part of this province adjacent 
or in close proximity to fhe probable 
route of the Grand Trunk Pacific rail­
way. there has been brought to attention 
a country destined, according to those 
who have investigated, to become one of 
the finest stock-raising sections of the 
province.

This is what is known as the Ootsa 
and Chestabta country. It lies a little, to 
the south of the Bulkeley valley and to 
the east of the coast range.

On the low 
lands the soil is rich and well adapted 
for tillage, and in the several lakes and 
rivers fish abound.

The 
thermometer seldom drops to 30 below 
zero, while blizzards are unknown. The 
climate appears to combine the proper­
ties of at'mosphere on the Pacific slope 
and in the Eadt, and this not only makes 
it congenial for mankind, hut permits of 
all kinds of vegetables being produced, 
such as potatoes and turnips arid oats, 
which are now grown by the datives. 
The snow fall averages between a foot 
and a foof and a half from the "end of 
December to April.

The resources of the country have not 
been exploited, but it is known that good. 
quartz is available, and that coal lies 
close to the trail. The game is unlim­
ited.

W. W. B, Mclnnes asked' if the 
pany had a Dominion charter. In the 
railway committee it had been said that 
the company had a Dominion charter. 
If so, then the Dominion act would 
this, and running rights would be given 
over the road to other lines. That being 
so there was no need to insert a clause 
here which appeared to be irritating to 
those in charge of the bill. If it were 
as Mr. Oliver said, that the G. T. P. 
was going to acquire the charter, then 
the amendment proposed was unneces­
sary. He opposed the insertion of this 
section proposed.

The amendment of Mr. Oliver was 
defeated.

J. A. Macdonald then proposed the 
following amendment to the bill as a 
new section:

“When a line of railway desires to 
connect with this company’s line of rail­
road it shall have the right to so con­
nect, and whenever a line of railroad 
so connect, and it is proved to the 
Lieuteiyint-Governor-in-Couacil that from 
the nature of the country or other cir­
cumstances it would foe impracticable, 
except at heavy expense to build a 
parallel-line, or that the public interests 
would be better promoted, by giving such 
company running powers for their trains 
over the line or lines of this company, 
it shall be lawful to grant such powers 
under such limitation and condition as 
to compensation and otherwise as to the 
Lieutenant - Governor - in - Council may 
seem just.”

He said that he had been struck by 
the statement of the Premier, who in­
timated that there were those who doubt- 
td the sincerity of public men in the 
professions they made with respect to 
railway construction. Was the Premier 
referring to those who heard his (the 
Premier) announcement after he had re­
turned with the Chief , Commissioner 
from Seattle, and stated that 2,000 miles 
of road' was to be constructed, or was 
the Premier referring to the promises 
made last session that railway legisla­
tion was to be introduced into the House, 
or the promise of the Premier that there 
would be a summer session, or the an­
nouncement in the speech from the 
throne that railway legislation would 
come up this session?

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if the 
Premier included this company, now un­
der discussion, as a paper, railway. Sure­
ly he did not pretend to doubt the good 
faith , of the company to build. He 
contended that the legislature in insert­
ing a section as was proposed was not 
breaking faith with the company. If 
there was any breaking of faith it was 
surely on the part of the company, which 
had failed to build as agreed to. He 
thought there could be no opposition to 
this section he proposed, as it was in­
tended to enforce the rule which was 
contained in the general act, hut which 
was avoided owing to one of the com­
panies concerned not wishing to agree 
to the joint use of a line.

Premier McBride said that on the 
hustings in 1902 he had announced that 
the Conservative party would give all 
the railway development that could be 
made. When the House met last ses­
sion he had to announce that nothing 
definite had 'been arranged. Later he 
promised to call a summer session if 
negotiations for railway construction 
advanced far enough. He would not be 
forced to make contracts which would 
not mean railway construction. He felt 
satisfied that the leader of the opposi­
tion would bring down railway legisla­
tion which would mean no construc­
tion. The province was tired of that, 
and wanted railway legislation which 
meant railway construction.

As soon as this government had secured 
the proper contracts they would come 
before the House and ask for the rati­
fication of these, which would result in 
railway construction.

It must be a difficult matter for the 
promoters of a railway like the Pacific 
Northern & Omenica Company to get 
money to carry on its work. It would 
not be fair to read in extra sections.

Mr. Macdonald said that be was being 
misinterpreted. He was not imposing 
any restriction on this company. He 
simply proposed to make sub-section 3, 
section 78, of the General Railway Act, 
operative. It had been found that by 
one company holding out, lines might be 
kept running for years parallel to one 
another. He proposed by this amend­
ment to force companies to use a com­
mon route. The Premier was fond of 
using an expression that roads were to

fording Valley Railway Company was 
proposed by J. R. Brown. This road 
opened up, he explained, a large area of 
coal lands in the southeastern part of the 
province, upon which there bad1 been ex­
pended already about $75,000.

The bill passed its second reading.
C. W. D. Clifford moved- the second 

reading of the Queen Charlotte Islands 
Railway Incorporation Act, which 
carried.

Mr. Clifford asked that the bill to in­
corporate the Stave V alley Railway 
Company be referred back to the rail­
way committee.

On the second reading of the bill re­
specting the Pacific Northern & Omineca 
Railway Company, Mr. Clifford explain­
ed that the object was to reduce the 
capitalization from $5,000,OOQ to $1,000,- 
-O00, and to get a further extension of 
time in which to complete the work. 
The first amendment was made neces­
sary in consequence of a part of the line 
being likely to be utilized by the Grand 
Trunk Pacific.

The bill passed its second reading.

Brown in the chair.

Mr. Bowser explained that the object 
of the bill was to overcome the difficulty 
where the law was violated by organiza­
tions incorporated as clubs.

The section applying to it was as fol­
lows: i ’ “The incorporation of any society 
incorporated under the provisions of this 
act may, at any time, be declared to be 
revoked and the society to be dissolved 
by order of the Lieut-Govemor-in-Coun- 
ciL and such revocation and dissolution 
may be upon such conditions and subject 
tOi such •provisions as to the Lieut.-Gov- 
erhor-in-Council may seem proper.”

J. A. Macdonald held that ÿiis was a 
rather dangerous power to put into the 
hands of the government.

Mr. Bowser said that would complete­
ly destroy the bill.

Mr. Oliver thought the interests of the 
pioneer company were protected by the 
fact that before incorporation was grant­
ed a second company the latter would 
have to come to the legislature and get 
permission to build.

Lands belonging to the Dominion gov­
ernment in the province, claimed or oc­
cupied by any person under agreement^ 
lease or permission from the Dominion 
government shall be assessed and taxed 
as real property, wild land, coal or tim­
ber land, as the case may be, and snch 
person shall be personally liable for the 
taxes thereon, but the land itself shall 
not be liable therefor, nor shall the rights 
of the Dominion government to such 
land be affected in ally way by such as­
sessment and taxation.

The government intended to exempt in­
come up to $500 as recommended by the 
assessment commission, but were forced 
by the caucus to put it back to $1,000 
again.

On exemption of pre-emptions the sec­
tion has been made to read as follows: 
So much of the personal property of the 
owner or lessëe of any farm, orchard or 
ranch as consists of the direct produce 
of his land, which has been reaped; or 
garnered therefrom and which may be 
in his possession on tue land at the date 
of assessment of his other personal pro­
perty, and so mnch of tils income as may 
be derived from such land: Provided, 
however, that his real and other personal 
property and income from all source» 
other than from such land shall be as-’ 
sessed and taxed.

Other amendments exempt the un­
secured book debts due at the date of 
assessment*

Moneys deposited in the bank in the 
province, whether on deposit or upon 
current account, is also exempted.

Minerals, matte or bullion in course of 
treatment at any smelter shall also b» 
exempt.

The taxpayer Is not to be assessed on 
both his personal property and income. 
He is to be taxed on whichever gives 
the larger return to the government.

Banks are to be assessed and taxed 
on income under the regular schedule of 
rates instead of by* a special onev

The assessed value of townsite lots 
shall not be less than $25.

The government has introduced a sec­
tion to allow of the rolls being gone into 
and revised even for ten years after it 
has been prepared. The section reads 
as follows: If, after the final revision 
of the carrent year’s roll, the assessor 
should discover that any person has e*- 
caped taxation (other than upon land), 
for which such person would have been 
liable had he been assessed and taxed 
under the Assessment Acts heretofore in 
force, he shall, upon a supplementary 
roll for the current year, assess and tax 
such person for the amounts omitted, 
according to the information then had 
and obtained, but for a period limited to 
ten years preceding the date of Such sup­
plementary roll; and due notice of suck 
assessment shall be given to such person, 
who shall have the right to appeal to the 
special court of revision at its next or 
some subsequent meeting after said 
notice of assessment has been given, and 
sneh appeal-«hell be lodged with the as­
sessor within fourteen days after the 
date of the notice of assessment. Before 
making such assessment, the assessor 
shall have the right to exantine the tax­
payer on oath or otherwise, and to de­
mand and obtain -production of the tax­
payer’s books, papers and accounts, wrçl 
to examine the same. If, after such ex­
amination, it is proved that the taxpayer 
has wilfully evaded just taxation, or 
withheld correct information for the due 
assessment for which he would have 
been liable during any portion of said 
period, the taxpayer shall be liable in 
the penalties provided in the Assessment 
Acts; but if the omission has been caused 
unintentionally by the taxpayer, Ire shtili ' 
be1 liable for the correct taxes Only,"êttià 
he shall havé- llo right to claim that all 
the taxes for which he had been assessed 
ha* been paid in fall by any ofllcial re­
ceipts which he may produce, if the- i 
omitted amounts, or any balance there- ' ;

There are several persons in town who 

would tike to renew their acquaintance 
with one Edward Haas. This individual, 
who ie a young man somewhere in the 
early twenties, came here from Tacoma 
about a year ago, and last Saturday 
night he abruptly left, after having 
hibited a number of symptoms which 
qualify him for police investigation.

But it was discovered not very long 
ago that Mr. Haas did not retain the 
religious fervor inspired in him by the 
revival services, and recently he dis­
closed unmistakable evidence that the 
good intentions he then announced were 
sacrificed to dangerous and erring ex­
pediency. Last week he solicited the 
agency of a friend to cash a cheque for 
him, which was promptly done. He 
passed another cheque on the pastor of 
the church. On Saturday night he hur­
riedly departed, and: it was then learned 
that the cheques were worthless—that, as 
a matter of fact, they were forgeries. 
The signature of Mr. Leigh, of Leigh’s 
mill, where Haas was employed for a 
time, was forge* on the documents. 
Further than that, it is alleged, Haas 
victimized his friends in other ways. 
Some of them backed his credit for 
carpentering implements, his board bill 
and so forth, and now they will have to 
meet the hills. Should the long arm of 
the law envelop him he will participate 
in police court proceedings.

The police are also investigating what 
may be a case of robbery with violence, 
which occurred on Monday night. The 
complainant is Jack Carson, who lives in 
cabins on Humboldt street. It is claim­
ed that during the night someone enter­
ed the cabin, where Carson was lying, 
and struck him in the head, inflicting a 
nasty wound.

Farmers of Chilliwack Are Said to Be

Tilt bill to adjust the Dyking Assess­
ment introduced by the government, in 
common with other financial measures, 

prepared apparently without careful 
consideration except from a party stand­
point. Two ridings are affected' by the 
hill—Dewdney, represented by the Pre­
mier, and Chilliwack, represented by 
(1ms. Munro. Chilliwack, according to 
tin' government scheme, is to be taught 
(hat it is unwise to vote against the 
powers that be.

The dyking district of Chilliwack is 
pe culiarly situated as compared with the 
other lands in the dyked area. The 
former are protected by these works, but 
ore not redeemed. In the areas of 
.Maple Ridge, Coquitlam and Pit 
Meadows the lands are useless without 
dykes. Immediately upon the carrying 
out" of the scheme these lands became 
very valuable. The land was at once 
tillable, and offered a fair field for 
-speculation. The result is that a large 
quantity of it, particularly in Maple 
Ilidge and Coquitlam, is owned by 
absentees, who hold the property for 
speculation.

In Chilliwack the dykes were not re­
clamation works, but protected the land 
against inundation, probably once in ten 
-or fifteen years. The land was heavily 
timbered, and the cost of clearing alone 
is held to constitute a charge equal to 
the vaine of the property.

The Chilliwack dyking district has 
been settled by actual farmers, who are- 
industriously endeavoring to make a 
living. The original estimate of the 
work for Chilliwack district in 1898 
$131,000. This was found to be insuffi­
cient. and the district after careful con­
sideration decided to contribute tewthe 
amount of $155,000, but not one dollar 
more. This was in 1899. The work was 
carried out. and cost not $155,000, but 
$289,899.79. This was not authorized by ' 
the people benefitted. The government 
now proposes to assess Chilliwack $252,- 
300. This expenditure is regarded as an 
actual loss to the property rather than 
a benefit.

The government’s bill to amend the 
Assessment Act was introduced Wednes-, 
day. In line with the recommendations 
made before the commission, coal land 
an* timber land have been given a spe­
cial classification independent from wild 
lands.

“Coal land” is interpreted as all land, 
owned, leased, held under license, claim­
ed or occupied by any person for the 
special purpose of mining coal therefrom, 
and which is not held or used for any 
other purpose, and which land, for the 
purpose of assessment and taxation, shall 
be classified under two heads:

Class A includes land from which coal 
is being mined and in respect of the coal 
being mined therefrom, w|hen the taxes 
and royalties paid to the crown on said 
coal, and on the coke produced there­
from for the year ending the thirtieth 
day of June preceding the date of assess­
ment, shall amount to twenty-five cents 
per acre, at least, to cover the area 
claimed by the owner, lessee or license 
as land from which coal is being mined, 
or from coal land owned, leased or held 
under license by him adjoining thereto.

Class B is coal land other than that in­
cluded in Class A from which no coal 
is being mined or is not covered by the 
area ascertained under Class A.

The words “timber land" shall mean 
all lands owned, leased, held under li­
cense, claimed or occupied by any person 
for the special purpose of cutting or re­
moving timber therefrom, or is held ns 
an investment for the accruing value of 
the timber growing thereon, and which 
is not held for any other purpose; timber 
land from which timber has been cut or 
removed, but from which land.the roots 
of the trees and the underbrush growing 
or remaining thereon have not been re­
moved, shall be classed as wild land 
til the same is made fit fjpr agricultural, 
pastoral or commercial purposes: Pro­
vided, however, that where land is be­
ing cleared of timber, roots and under­
brush for the purpose of making it fit 
for agricultural or pastoral purposes by 
a bona fide settler, such land shall not 
be classified as timber land.

“Wild land” is redefined to mean nil 
land, other than coal land and timber 
land, claimed by any person, on which 
there shall not be existing improvements 
to the value, when assessed, of two dol­
lars and fifty cents per acre, In addition 
to the cash value of the land itself, on 
land situate west of the Cascade range 
of mountains, and of one dollar and 
twenty-five cents per acre on land situate 
east of the said Cascade range, but im­
provements upon any part of the land 
owned or claimed by any person .shall 
be deemed to be improvements upon the 
immediately adjoining land of such per­
son to the extent of one hundred and 
sixty 'acres on land situate west of the 
said Cascade range, and of three hun­
dred and twenty acres on land situate 
east of said Cascade range, in tike

improvements hqd been 
equally distributed over the whole 
hundred and sixty acres, or three hun­
dred and twenty acres respectively, 
cept where the lands of such person ad­
joining such improved lands are suitable 
only for pastoral purposes, and where 
the business of farming and stock-rais­
ing are jointly operated by him, in which 
ease the value of the improvements shall 
apply towards exempting from the wild 
land tax such adjoining pastoral lands: 
Provided, however, that where wild 
lands are situate within a radius of five 
miles from the boundary of an incorpor­
ated town or city which has a popula­
tion of not less than five thousand 
pie, the quantity of wild land to be 
empted from the wild land tax shall be 
limited to forty acres to each assessed 
owner or occupier thereof. When ascer­
taining the assessed value of improve­
ments upon land, the assessor shall not 
include the cost of surveying the land 
part of the improvements.

The rate of taxation on wild land is 
reduced from 5 per cent, to 3 per cent. 
On personal property a reduction is made 
from one per cent to two-thirds of one 
per cent. The whole schedule of rates 
under the new act is fixed as follows:

Montreal, March 13.—The plans for 

one of the greatest educational endow­
ments in the history of education on this 
continent were laid before the Protestant 
committee of the council of public in­
struction for the province of Quebec to­
day. Sir William C. Macdonald, the 
millionaire tobacco manufacturer of this 
city, whose gifts to McGill university 
total about $3,000,000, is the donor, and 
while no figures'are supplied as to the 
extent of this gift the magnitude of the 
plan outlined shows that the expenditure 
and endowment contemplated will1 be 
certainly over $2,000,000, and may reach 
to $4,000,000 or more.

Sir William has selected Professor 
Robertson, the man who developed the 
Canadian dairy business, as the director 
of his scheme, which briefly contemplates 

’" 1 the provision of an agricultural trains
mg of school teachers and a fund to as­
sist in the consolidation of schools in 
the rural districts of the province. The 
two colleges will be located at St. Anne 
de Bellevue, about twenty miles from 
Montreal. A large tract of land has 
been purchased.

The college of agriculture will be.di­
vided into three divisions, departments 
of farms, research and instruction. The 
first will he subdivided into farms 1 of 
suitable size, which will be operated at 
a profit and will be practical in ail their 
methods. Apprentices will be received, 
and will be able to earn enough on these 
farms to pay for their maintenance dur­
ing the winter months in the college. 
There will also be departments for wo­
men with similar appointments, 
research will deal with agriculture 
throughout the Dominion, and any re­
sults secured will first be tested- in 
farms before being given publicity. Resi­
dences will be provided for both male 
and female students, including gymna­
siums, etc. The buildings, which occu­
pying a fifty-acre tract facing the river, 
are to be all of fireproof construction. Jt 
is expected that everything will be in 
readiness for the reception of students 
by the fall of next year.

In the teachers’ college there will be a 
long-term course for teachers qualified 
for advanced rural schools. That is to 
say, qualified in ordinary requirements 
and to teach natural studies, household 
service and manual training and a short­
term course for those already engaged in 
teaching and desirous of increasing their 
efficiency.

The third section of Sir William Mac­
donald's gift is intended to provide the 
avenue of employment for the teachers 
the college will turn out, a fund for 
the consolidation of rural schools into 
one large school with a male teacher at 
its head and staff of qualified teachers, 
and contemplated to lead to the disap­
pearance of the “tittle red school- 
house.”

Increase Rates.

British Postmaster-General’s Reply to 
Request For Reduction on Maga­

zines to Canada.

London, March 16..—Postmaster-Gen­
eral Stanley, to-day informed a deputation 
headed by Sir Gilbert Parker, that to 
grant their request for a reduction of 
postage on magazines and periodicals 
from England to Canada to the same 
rate as charged from the United States 
to Canada would entail a loss of $15,- 
000,000 yearly* He fully appreciated the 
value of the circulation of English news­
papers, etc., in the Dominion, but it was 
impossible to adopt such a course. One 
American postmaster-general had de­
nounced the American rate because it 
entailed a heavy loss on the United 
States post office. In the convention of 
1875 Canada had practically given a 
bounty to Aanerican publications, and 
any variation in the existing charges 
should be an increase of the American 
rate, rather than a decrease of the Eng­
lish rate.

\and to recognize him (Mr. Powell) as 
counsel for the prosecution. This de­
cision, which is regarded as a most im­
portant one, was the upshot of a lengthy 
argument by Mr. Powell and H. A. Mc­
Lean, the deputy attorney-general, last­
ing the greater part of two days.

The real question involved was the 
right of the attorney-general to inter­
vene at a preliminary investigation of 
an indictable offence, against the will of 
the private prosecutor. In giving judg­
ment Mr. Justice Duff went exhaustively 
into the law governing the matter, trac­
ing the rights and position of a private 
prosecutor as against the crown - from 
the earliest times. It was plain that the 
attorney-general must possess the power 
of nolle prosequi at any stage of the pro­
ceedings if the contention of the deputy 
attorney-general was correct, but the au­
thorities were against this, and no pre­
cedent had been brought to his attention 
which conceded it. On the contrary, all 
the cases cited with respect to this power 
referred to indictments and criminal in­
formation filed in the Superior court, and 
he must hold with Mr. Powell that the 
King’s suit did not commence until the . 
indictment was found. More particular­
ly was he confirmed in this view by Mr. 
Powell’s reference to the report of the 
British parliamentary commission of 
3856, where the position of the crown 
and private prosecutors was fully dis­
cussed, and so eminent an authority /&s 
Sir Alexander Cockburn, the attorney- 
general, had stated to the commission 
that no such power obtained before an/ 
indictment had been found. Our own 
code, moreover, in section 732, distinctly 
laid down that the attorney-general could 
stay proceedings at any time after an in­
dictment had been found, and he must 
conclude that parliament understood that 
these powers must be so limited when it 
was enacted. And it must be obvious 
that where the crqwn claimed a pre­
rogative as against the right of a sub­
ject, that right must he clearly backed 
up by precedents, otherwise courts would 
be reluctant to extend such power.

Accordingly he had no difficulty in 
coming to the conclusion that the crown 
could not intervene at this stage. Again, 
the code now recognized the fact that the 
prosecutor at a preliminary hearing 
could have his counsel there, something 
not allowed under the old law, bat hav­
ing decided the above he did not propose 
to say how the magistrate should exer­
cise his discretion, which he thought was 
a large one under the code, as to the 
manner in which the examination should 
be conducted.

There promises to be a lively time on 
the next occasion the city council brings 
its deliberative faculty to bear upon the 
question of street renaming. This pre­
diction is made advisedly, based on a 
hint dropped by one of the aldermen. As 
the Times has already pointed out, the 
council is very much divided on this mat­
ter, but the committee hope to have a 
majority on the strength of which their 
report will be. adopted. But even when 
the new order of things, or rather names, 
prevails it will take a long time for the 
people to accustom themselves fo the 
change.

Accompanying this is 
the comment that this expert was con­
siderably cheaper than the one Victoria's 
council engaged.

Another clipping says: “A plebiscite, 
taken in Charlotetown, P. E. I., on the 
question of the municipal ownership of 
the electric light plant resulted' in a 
majority of over four fo one in its favor.”

A third says: “To reduce the cost of 
living in Winnipeg the city council is 
considering municipal ownership along 
every line possible. Figures for a muni­
cipal telephone system are now being 
secured.”

tion by the following dispatch, to the Times 
from Ottawa:

“It is understood that the British am­
bassador at Washington has recommended 
to the Imperial authorities that the offer 
of the United States government to pur­
chase the rights of thé Canadian sealers in 
Behring Sea should be accepted.

“The offer is something like $500,000 to 
Indemnify the sealers. At any rate, it is a 
cash offer. On two previous occasions the 
Canadian government has refused to ac­
cept a similar offer. In fact, It was not 
considered in either Instance. The Do-- 
minion has not changed lte mind in thl* 
regard, and the statement that the British 
ambassador has recommended that the 
offer be accepted Is not received with favor 
here.”

The number of vessels engaged in the 
local sealing business was originally given 
as 54. The fleet has since changed some­
what, but practically remains as stated in » 
point of tonnage. Victoria sealers claim 
that the compensation offered does not 
fully cover what they have put into the 
industry, but, It Is understood, they would 
be satisfied to accept the sum mentioned.

well understood. Further than that he 
would not say.

Finally the judge said he did not think 
there was any necessity of taking out 
an order, as the magistrate was present 
and had heard the judgment, but on. Mr. 
Powell’s application it was suspended 
for the time being.

Mr. Powell was seen as to the decision 
this morning, and said that it emphati­
cally ousted the attorney-general from 
the control of the case, which would now 
proceed.

Further, that though the judge had in­
timated. abiter dictum, that the justice 
had wide discretionary powers as to the 
mode of conducting the inquiry, and 
might possibly have the power of call­
ing in a representative of the crown to 
watch the proceedings, the judgment did 
nothing to alter the status of counsel 
from the unvarying practice of the mag­
istrate’s court, which was that the prose­
cutor’s counsel practically conducted the 
case as if it were a trial.

representations from Ferule In connection 
with telephones. The committee decided 
that public utilities should be open to ex­
propriation. Mr. Farrell, of the Telephone 
Company, made representation before the 
committee, and it was rescinded.

The question was one of trouble for some 
time, and It was decided that the matter 
should be settled finally last evening. Mr. 
Farrell again appeared before the commit­
tee and represented that his company 
might be Injuriously affected if legislatioa 
was passed which rendered the telephone 
system liable to expropriation.

It was decided by the committee to leave 
telephone companies free from expropria* 
tlon, inasmuch as no municipalities were 
known to be seeking the power at present.

Another important subject which came up 
was that relating to the appointment of 
police commissioners and licensing boards. 
A very warm discussion, ensued on this 
point. Several members of the committee 
reported difficulties In connection with the 
present system. It was urged that the gov­
ernment having the full .power to appoint 
two members of the boards no continued 
line of action could be carried on.

John Houston suggested a change in the 
law which would overcome the difficulty. 
He proposed that the alderman appointed 
on the boards should be named by the city 
council instead of being appointed absolute­
ly by the government as at present. The 
Lieutenant-Governor In council should still 
have the power to appoint the third mem­
ber. This received the support of nearly 
all the members of the committee. W. J. 
Bowser, true to the doctrine that the pres­
ent government ^ould do no wrong, opposed 
It strongly, but the amendment carried.

It was urged that Mr. Houston was actu- 
atediby personal feeling In the matter. Mr. 
Houston denied it. He contended that the 
last election in Nelson had hinged on the 
question of municipal ownership of utili­
ties, such as electric light and street rail­
ways, and in the suppression of public pro­
fessional gambling. The people who favor­
ed these issues won, and elected Mr. Hous­
ton as mayor. The provincial government 
appointed as police commissioners and 
license commissioners men who had the sup­
port of the gambling element and the people 
who are opposed to municipal ownership of 
public utilities.

The government held a long caucus Tues­
day night, taking up the question of railway 
’egislation. Nothing definite was done. 
Proposals for railways all over the prov­
ince, It Is said, were mentioned, prepara­
tory to the government backing down with 
no legislation.

Isadora Braverman, a Jubilee Hospital 

Director, Passed Away This 
Morning.

field, Box 406, city. __ ;___________w Early Tuesday morning another of Vic­

toria’s pioneers passed away in the person 
of Isadore Braverman, a well known and 
respected citizen. The death occurred at 
the family residence, 172 Yates street. Mr. 
Braverman had been ailing for several 
months, and, in spite of the bçst medical 
attention, gradually declined in health. 
Having come to British Columbia several 
years before the strike of gold in Cariboo 
and the subsequent rush of miners from 
California Into the Interior, )4r. Braverman 
took part In many events rfow recorded in 
history, and witnessed the development of 
Victoria from a small Hudson Bay post to 
the capital of the province. His death will 
be regretted by the whole community.

Mr. Braverman reached Vancouver Island 
from Germany, his native country, in 1858, 
and immediately established a wholesale 
and retail tobacco business. Before long it 
became necessary to extend Its scope, and 
a partner was taken into the firm. When 
gold was discovered about 1862 he derided 
to try his luck and joined the crowd 'that 
passed through Victoria on the way to the 
diggings. As a miner, however, Mr. Braver­
man did not meet with great success, and 
in a few months returned to the Coast. He 
continued the business mentioned for many 
years, and during this period showed his 
foresight by investing in considerable prop­
erty and making other speculations that 
have since proved profitable. As a result 
Mr. Braverman was able to retire some time 
ago and since then has not taken an active 
part In commercial affairs.

When the Royal French hospital was 
formed, Mr. Braverman was one of the first 
subscribers. He was a prominent director, 
and, when It was absorbed by the Provin­
cial Royal Jubilee hospital, was one of the 
three who were permanently appointed 
members of the board of directors of the in­
stitution. Since then he has taken a great 
interest In the management of the hospital, 
attending every directors’ meeting.

Deceased was born at Pelchen, Germany, 
and wag 75 years of age. Besides a widow 
he leaves two brothers residing In the 
States, and one sister, now In the Old 
Country, to mourn his loss.

The funeral Is arranged to take place to­
morrow afternoon at 2.30 o’clock from the 
family residence. Members of the board of 
directors of the Jubilee hospital will at­
tend.

Two Men Reported to Save Perished—Sev­
eral Injured by Washing Away of 

Bridge.

Los Angeles, March 14.—The storm that 
swept southern California since last Sunday 
morning, from San Diego to Tehachapl 
mountains, interrupting all communica­
tions by wire with northern California, de­
moralizing railroad traffic and flooding the 
entire country with from three to five 
Inches of rainfall, shows signs of breaking. 
The casualties in the vicinity of Los An­
geles are briefly summed up as follows: 
Two men reported drowned and five in­
jured by the washing away of the Seventh 
street bridge; seven other bridges reported 
to be in a weakened condition; the damage 
along the Santa Monica beach is estimated 
at $200,000; the auditorium at Ocean park 
was wrecked, and 300 feet of the pier was 
torn away; two hundred feet of piling of 
the San Pedro breakwater has been wash­
ed away. Trains on the Santa & Southern 
Pacific are stalled in the washouts.
