It costs twelve conts to ride on thestrect
cars to and from the Exhibition, one dollar
| in & cab, the time mado is about the same,
but life is too short for either, and I would
advise those who desire to make the most
of the show to take rooms as ncar the
grounds ns possible.  The hotels erccted
near the Exhibition buildings have acco-
modations quite as good aa those in the
city, indced better, for they have been
built with special reference to summer
comfort and for this special occasion, and
have spacious, airy features that canuot
be found in the inns of the city built a
quarter of a century ago, The prices are
the samo as at the city hotels, but those
near tho grounds are really loss expoiisive
when the cconomyof tine, car and carriage
hire is considered, for the visitor to the
wonderful microcosm in Fairmount Park
may step freeh from his bed and breakfast
into the main building, while those who
have slept in the city arrive an hour later
Jjaded by snuncomfortable rideand feeling
more like going to bed than undertaking
the fatiguing trampof forty miles involved
in a journcy around the various exhibits,

Of those hotels the ** Grand Exposition”

Miramichi as an Ocean Termints.

There is again a rumor afloat tothe
effect that the Allan Line Steamers are
to make Miramichi, imstoad of Halfax
and Portland, the terminus of their
Atlantic trips from Great Britain. Sir
Hugh Allan has always beon very'fe
ably impressed with the importance of
the Miramichi as an objective point for
European passenger traffic, and it is not
improbable that if his stcamers do not
run direct to Chatham or Newcastle
upon or soon after the opening of the
Intercolonial to Quebec, some other
Company will avail izself of the advan-
tages presented by our port for short-
ening the trip to and from Rurope.
Halifax and Portland must, owing
to their having open harbors the year
round, always be used more or less by
trans-atlantic steamers, but it is only a
matter of time for the Miramichi to be-
come a summer terminus for sowe line
of swift vessels. There are cne or two
vther ports in the Maritime Provinces
possessing almost the same natural ad-
vantages, but they caunot be made
available, excepting at great cost in the
way of railway and other facilities.

The opening of the Intercolonial and
our Branch Line for through tratic will |
vender Chatham available as an occan
terminus at very small, if any cast, to a
steamship Company, and the samne may
be said of Newcastle should that port
be preferred. Passengers bound to, or
from the Upper Provinces would be
saved several hundred miles of travel
by both steswmer and rail by coming to
Miramichi, which means asaving of both
time and the personal inconveniences of
travel. These points must tell very
strongly in favor of any Line which can
advance them, and that they will be
much longer ignored does not seem
probable,

Of course Portland is entirely out of
the question when a comparson of dis-
tances is to be made, so we willrefer on-
ly to those between Great Britain and
the two ports, Halifax and Miramichi,
respectively. They arc as follows :

If we compare the distance by water
in any other way, the result places Mi-
ranmichi at an advantage over Halilex.
Thus, it is 31 miles less to Liverpool
from Miramichi vin Cape Clear than it
is from Halifax by the same route. The
advantage to a Galway steamer would
also be G%@miiles. Coming to the Gail-
way route on this side of the Atlatic,
we have the following,

Calculating the average rate of skam-
ship time at 13 miles an hour, we lave,
say 7 hours saved by the Miranichi
route, while the time saved fron the
267 miles of railway at a rate of siy 25
miles an hour, would give ten hoars—
ora clear total saving of 17 hous by
using the Miramichi, instead of the
Halifax route.

In this connection we might poon to
show that if the Miramichi Valleyroad
were built, a distance of about 250wmiles
might be saved between Liverpool and
New York, by using this port in prefer-
ence to Halifax, but as we are convinced
that if the experiment is tried a: one
entirely in connection with trafis be-
tween the Dominion and the Mother
Country, the resnlt will justify the con-
striction of the Miramichi Valley Rail-
way as a first rate commercial wmder-
taking, we are content just now, t pre-
sent the maiter as above. The scheme
involves but little outlay and it is, cer-
tainly, worth a practical test,

Since the above was written the Hali-
fax papers of this weeck have cume to
handand their columns denote thatthere
is something more than mere ruuor in
the proposition to make Miramichi a
trans-atlantic Steamship terminus. The
Chronicle endeavors first to ignore the
Miramichi, but, afterwards, refcrs to
the proposed change in a way that is
not altogether fair.

It says : — >

““In a fow wecks the Intercolonial Rail-
way will be complete and open for traffic
from Halifax to River du Loup, conncct-
ing at the latter place with the entive rail-
way system of the Upper Provinces.
We believe it is intvmle(ll that after the
opening of the road the Allan steamers
which now, under Government subsidy,

the European mails to Quebeg, shall
touch at Rimouski, on the Guli of St.
Lawrence, and Jand the mails, While
the steamer is slowly making her way up
the Gulf and river St. Lawrénce the mails
will be taken on fast trains which will
reach Quebec a considerable time ahead of
her. To all points West of Quebec there
will be a corresponding gain of time. Tle
Lower Provinces will also receive some
advantage from the change, At present
a good deal of mail matter for this section
of the Dominion is forwarded by the
steamers to Quehee. These mails will
no longer be sent to Quebec, but will be
dispatched from Rimouski by rail to the
several distributing points in the Maritime
Provinces, thus cffecting an  important
saving of time. For instance in the case
of the mails for Halifax via the St. Law-
rence, there will be a gain of two or three
days—the whale timie now occupied in the
convoyance from Quebee to Halifax, as
the mails will reach this city abeut the
Heime that the steamcr reaches Quebec.

vance the argument of the above in fa-
vor of Rimouski, and not recognize the
fact that it must apply with much great-
er force to the Miramichi. A journal
of the-high character of the Chronicle
should be prepared to sink local preju-
dices and not act on the principle that
seems to actuate too many Halifax pa-
pers, viz., to say a good word for any
port sooner than one in New Brunswick.
Referring to the statement that the
stoainers are to be sent to Miramichi
the Chronicle says:—

That statement, we believe, is totnlle'
unfounded. Report says that the British
Government have determined to withdraw
their portion of the subsidy for the Hali-
fax line. The result of this might pos.
sibly be, not to send the steamers to Mir-
amichi, but to destroy the service te the
Maritime Provinces altogether, as there
may be difficulty in getting a line of
steamers to undertake the work for the
subsidy paid by the Dominion, It would
be of interest to have the ddespatch-—if
there is one—in which the British Go¥ern.
ment announce their determination to
withdraw their subsidy, but we suppose
that information cannot be obtained be-
fore Parliament meets, In the meantime,
it is not too wuch to expect that the Do-
minion Government shall make all reason-
able efforts to maintain the steamshi

vice to Halifsx which has existed tor so
many years,

The Chronicle and other Halifax pa-
pers must loarn to recognize the fact
that a groat ocean trade like the passen-
ger and mail traffic between the United
Kingdom and Canada cannot be kept
out of its legitimate channels by the local
interests of any vne cily. Whon the
Intercalonial, therefore, is opened all
the way through, it is neither reason-
able nor natural for the Dominion gove
vernment to be cxpected to step in and
act as a wet nurse for ‘“the Steamship
service to Halifax which has existed for
o wmany years.” Such servicesarc, and
ought to bo governed by economical
considerations in respect to time, dis-
tance and money. A saving of time
generally follows a shortening of dis-
tance on a stcamship route, and the sure
result of bothis a savingof money. All
these considerations will bo found in
favor of Miramichi.

Returning to the proposition which
finds such favor inthe Chronicle’s es-
teem, a few figures will show that, from
a Halifax stand point, the Miramichi
terminus, or port of call, onght to be
considercd very far ahead of Rimouski.
A steamer coming from Liverpool, or
any other purt in the United Kingdom
bound either to the Miramichi or Ri-
mouski, would follow the same course,
in either case until reaching 3t. Paul’s.
From that point the comparison of dis-
tanccs commences. By reference to the
latest Adwmiralty charts the following

We believe theabove figures are fivted
to convince the Chronicle, or any other
journal that the Miramichi is the natn-
ral Canadian terminus for trans-Atlantic
mail and passengor steawmers during six
months of the year.

We observe that some of the Halifax
opposition papers are endeavaring to

ernment because it is suspected of being
about to recognise the superior ad-
vantages offered by Miramichi as an im-
portant pointin the future wail route
between Canada and the United King-
dom. Such an attitude is to be expected
on the part of those organs, as they
make a business of turning everything
to polivical account. The fact that the
proposition pinches the corns of their
local interests, also, lends additional
zest to their political abuse. We hope
however, that, the Dominion Govern-
ment will pursue a consistent and busi-
ness-like policy in the matter and do
Miramichi the justice her geographi-
cal position damands.

Tho Valley Route Mails.

It was with somesurprisethat we learn-
ed on Thursday oflast week, afterthe Ap-
vaxCE had gone to press, that the Post
Othce authorities had, in addition to
lessening the efliciency of the mail ser-
vice on the route between Miramichi
and Fredericton, made a blundering ar-
rangement by which the local mails
from all points below Nowoastle were
made to lic in the Post Office of that
town for from three to four days cach
week. A written notice was posted in
¢ghe Chatham oflice, for scveral weeks,
stating that the mails for Fredericton,
ma Boiestown, would be despatched
from Newcastle on Wednesdays and
Fridays, and that correspondence in-
tended to bo transmitted by them must
be posted in the Chatham office at or
before 2 p. m. on those days.

As a matter of conrse, people in this
community posted their letters and
other mail matter in the belief that
the notice was a corroct one, and we have
every reason to believe that the Post-
master here carried out his instructions
to the letter in posting it up.

m. We subscquently, learned that the
Postmaster had becn sending the mails
up, latterly, by the Contractor when the
Iatter made his trip on the 10.15 boatto
connect with the train for St. John, but
it was all the same, for the stage loft at
ten, taking with it only the Newoastlo
mail, and all the other mails lay over
for three or four days as the case might
be.
The Editor at once represented the
whole matter by letter to the Inspector
at St. John and asked for an explanation
and an immediate change.

Repudiation.

The News is discussing what it calls
“The Repudiation Question” and is
waging war with a number of news-
paper correspondents whose efforts ap-
pear ik other journals. The articles it
publishes are all written in the interest
of the proposed Central Railway and are
aimed against the policy suggested hy
the Apvancein March last in reference
to provincial subsidios to Railways.
The News does not admit that the fin-
ances of the province are too low to
stand the drafts it proposes shall be
made upon them, and it is quite, ovi-
dent that the whole game of the News
is to gain political strength for a tertain
gentleman who stands sadly in need of
a great deal of bolstering just now.

The result of such postal g t
was adding materially to the just in-
dignation of the people on the route be-
tween Miramichi and Fredericton over
the reduction of their mails from a tri-
weekly to a semi-weekly service ; it was |
causing permanent injury to all classes,
for as the people wp-river do most of
their business with Chatham they were,
in many ocases, obliged to come down
personallywith their own teams because
letterscould not passbetween themselves
and their correspondents without a de-
lay that almost prohibited Bhsinoss,

The postal authorities may not attach
much importance to such matters, but
we have no hesitation in saying that
there is no excuse, whatever, for man-
agement which so palpably. bears the
impress of incompetency.

As we write we receive the assurance
that the Post-office Inspector was not
aware that the connection was not made
between the Chatham and Neweastle
mails, and that he has given orders for
despatch from Chatham on Wednesday
and Friday mornings in time to connect
with the stage from Newcastle on those
days.

Had we known before that such a
state of things could be—that it was
suspected at the Chatham office and
positively known at the Newcastle of-
fice, ever since May 1st, and not report-
ed, and no effort whatever made to ef-
fect a change—we would have done all
we could to have a better arrangement
effected before this late day. Asit is
the letter to the Inspector has brought
the assurance of & change.

We have already expressed, in the
ADVANCE, the %ﬂs&tisfaction of the peo-
ple with tho withdrawal of one mail a
weck from the route uuder disaifssion.
They have our full sympathy in the
matter and, in a few days, they will be
called upon to sign petitions to the
Postmaster-General for a restoration of
the old arrangement. The business be-
tween the ports of the Miramichi and
the scttlements along its banks is so
large, and the quick exchange of corres-
poudence between the mill-owners and
merchants and the lumber operators,
farmers and fishermen of such impor-
tance, that at least three mails a weck
have become an hmperative necessity.
The Post-office Departmient has acted
unwisely and unjustly towards the in-
terests involved in lessening the mail
facilities, and the demand of the people
for their restoration is one that cannot
be much longer ignored.

The Rallway Question,

The Telegraph has made wp its mind
to speak out on the Railway question
at last, and it utters precisely the same
sentiments entertained an® expresed by
this paper nearly - three months ago,
While we are glad to find so able a
papor on the side which we think right,
we cannot allow our own position to be
misreprosented byit.  Our cotemporary
says

“Our friends of the Past, Advance, Times,
etc., probably mistake the position of the
Telegraph, We are not opposed to or in
favor of any particular line of railroad at
proscnt.  As to contracts actually made,
we wish the Government to do their part,
while holding the promoters of the rail.
roads tostrict account, and requiring them
to do theirs. - In any case in which the
Government has promised to enter into a
contract, as perhaps in the case of the Ri-
chibucto brauch, we wish them to carry
out their cngagements. Beyomd this we
are utterly opposed to the making of any
contract for any line great or small, before
the Government shall report to the Legis.
lature on the subject of ways and means.
The reasons for this, afising out of the
state of our finances, arising out of the
non-realization of our expectations as to a
full scttlement with the Dowminion Gov-
ernment, and as todoubts as to the renew-
al of the suhsidy, have Leen very fully
touched on in these columns, We cannot
approve of robbing the great roads and
bye-roads and schoals of the conntry of the
large sums required to pay the interest on
the number of miles of railroad indicated in
the Subsidy Act of 1374, unless that the
half million oz more dollars we claim from
Canada can be obtained and the subsidy
rencwed at least for a time, or such an ad-
dition to our financial resources sccured as
will enable the Government to show that
if any Company does dv, what we believe
neither the Central nor the Miramichi
Valley has yet done, show that it has the
means of building the proposed voad, the
country will be able to pay the iutercst on
the proposed subsidies.”

The above 18 precisely what the Ap-
vaxce urged all along, and while doing
80 we took occasion to blame the Tcle-
graph for not taking some stand on the
question. Whether it did not attach
sufficiens importance to the matter, or
was quiet from other causos, we cannot
say, but the country knows that it was
ailent on the subject up to within about
a fortnight ago, when it was known that
the Government had made up ‘its mind
to resist the influences brought to bear
in favor of the Central Then, the Tele-
graph began to speak out, ‘but its utter-
ances were not clear and pronounced.
