Great I'reshet.

The heavy rain-fall of Monday, add-
ed to those we had previously, resulted
in the greatest freshet seen on the Mir-
amichi since 1853. Not only is railway |
traffic between Miramichi and Freder-
icton interfered with, but the damage
done by the floods has extended to
other parts of the Province—railway
and other bridges being swept away,
logs set adrift, crops destroyed and
other attendant injury sustained.
When the Northern & Western train
failed to arrive at Chatham from Fred-
ericton on Monday the fact that there
was a serious freshet was realised. It
was then said that there was a washout
a few miles up the Nashwaak, but later
advices show that the Fredericton end
of that railway has suffered consider-
able damage and that it will be at least
a month before we shall have through
trains. The bridge at Penniac
carried out and swept down against the
railway bridge over the Nashwaak
river. The latter was torn away
the ruins of the two bridges were car-
ried towards Gibson’s mills. A dam of
logs formed a little above the mills
and turned the debris and water in the
oppusite channel, thus saving the mills,
but both the highway bridges at Marys-
ville were carried away. Another
bridge belonging to the Northern &
Western railway McCallum’s
brook was also destroyed. The loss to
the Northerm & Western is great.
Much of the road bed is entirely des-
troyed and will have to be rebuilt.

The water rose fifteen feet in the
Southwest Miramichiand great damage
was done.

The N. & W. Railway at Nelson's
Hollow, where there is a piece of crib-
work built along the river, is much
damaged and there are other washouts
| at streams crossing the line.
|__The demage. tc grain -and-potato
crops on the low-lying lands is very
great and will have a bad effect during
the coming winter.

Fairley’s Mill,and the bridge connected
with it were in danger of being carried
away. They were saved by stones be-
ing carted to them and placed on their
floors as ballast.

The water rose over the mooring
posts at Millerton wharf and a good
deal of lumber that was lying rafted in
that vicinity broke- away and much of
it went adrift, the river opposite Chat-
ham showing a good many logs running
during the whole of Tuesday. Hun-
dreds of thousands of feet must have
thus gone adrift.

Reports from the Northwest Mira-
michi indicate as great damage rela-
tively as on the other branch of the
river.

Mr. Richard Murphy lost a barn and
12 tons of hay. Mr. Murphy’s barn, as
it came down-river, tore away two
spaus of the Johnston bridge and also
the north shore span of the Redbank
bridge.

A large number of horses and cattle
are drowned on the Northwest—seven
young cattle being found dead on the
Cunard Meadow. Mr. Thomas Power
lost three young horses from Cunard’s
Meadow. Tables, chairs, and other
furniture, together with parts of build-
ings ran past Redbank on Tuesday.
Mr. Joseph White of Redbank was
forced to leave his dwelling at four
o'clock on Tuesday morning by the in-
undation.

It was feared that Somers’ and Bryan-
ton’s drives would go adrift, but when
the Northwest sheer boom was partially
broken away, the logs that went down
stream were caught and saved by a tem-
porary boom stretched across the North-
west at Sinclair’s.

The wharf connected with the Redbank
mill was badly damaged and the mill boom
just above it carried away.

The floor of the Redbank grist mill was
overflowed and some grain and flour there-
on were damaged.

Between twenty and thirty thousand
feet of logs ran oug of Barnaby river and
“nearly all of them'went to sea with those
from the Southwest.
on this river is Mr. Wm. Sweeney.

Grain, in stook as well as standing, has
been very seriously damaged all over the
County. Potato fields along the river
have been torn up by the freshet, while
others are so water-soaked as to render
digging almost impossible. It also
feared that the late continuous wet weath-
er will cause a good deal of potato rot.
The outlook is, therefore, a poor one for a
good many of our farmers whose prospects
of the summer have been very much
changed for the worse by the unprece-
dented rainfall,

Presbhytorian Synod.

(Specially reported for the Advance)

The Synod of the Maritime Provinces
met in the city of Charlottetown on the
25th Sept. The Synod comprises that
portion of the Presbyterian Church in
Canada which is resident in the Prov-
inces of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia,
P. E. ‘Island and Newfoundiand.
About two hundred churches are fuund
within these liwmits; and each church is
entitled to send one clergymen and one
elder to the Abcut three-
fourths of the clergymen, and more
than one-fourth of the <lders entitled
to a seat, were present. A very able
aod appropriate sermon was preached
by the Rev. E. A. McCurdy, the re-
tiring moderator, from Mark, 16. 15.
He founded upon the text a powerful
and eloquent plea for missions. Four
men had been nowminated by Presby-
teries for the Moderatorship, Rev. D.
B. Blair, Rev. H. B. McKay, Rev. N.
McKay and Rev. J. M. McLeod. The
last nemed gentlemen was, on motion of
the other three, appointed to the chair.
The chief business of the Synaod was the
coasideration of reports of standing
committees. These committees halin
charge the subjects of Home Missions,
Foreign Missions, State of Religion,
Augmentation of Stipends, Sabbath
Schools, Temperance, &c. Each of
these committees presented carefully
prepared reports and these raised mauny
questions for consultation and discus-
sion. The subject of Foreign Missions
always excites the greatest amount of
interest. The Synod maintiins mis-
sions in several of the Islands of the
South Pacific and in Treinidad, among
the Hindeco Coolies laboring on that
Island. All these missions have been
very successful and are prosecuted with
great vigor. Once in a while a mission-
ary who has spent many years in the
foreign ficld retnrns howme to recruit
his health, and his descriptions of life
and woik among the heathen stir the
churches to incieased literality. There
was no returned missionary present
at the Synod this year; but in various
sections of the field much interest has
been excited by the stirring addresses of
Miss Blackadder, who has several years
been a missionary teacher among the
Trinidad Coclies.

A most interesting report was sub-
mitted by Rev. M. G. Henry, on
systematic giving for religious objects.
The report showed that while the rate
of giving throughout the church was
fully abreast of other denominations,
it was far short of what could be attained
under proper methods. The church
has not even approximated the meas-
ure of its ability in support of christian
objects. This failure arises chiefly from
two causes,—the lack of honest convic-
tions among the people, and the lack
of proper methods in securing contri-
butions. The method specially com-
mended is that of weekly storing,
making it a part of the sacred duly of
every Sabbath day to set apart for the
service of God, a suitable proportion
ol the previous week’s gains, Many
persons who have honestly adopted this
method are greatly pleased with it. It
introduces exact system into the man-
agement of the family finances and puts
it into the power of the family always
to respoud promptly to the claims of
humanity and religion. A thoughtless,
methodless expenditure of the family
resources will always be found wasteful.
The man who feels himself to be under
law to Christ in the management of his
means, and who sets apart for the claims
of religion a fixed proportion, will
usually gain mpre than he gives away,
and will, besides, be comforted with
the consciousness of duty performed.

The report of the Committee on the
Augmentation of Stipends also received
much sttention. The work of this com-
mittee has been a blessing to the church.
Ten years ago there were within the
Synod’s bounds very many well trained
and hard working ministers receiving
less than $500 for their support. A
considerable number received less than
2400 and a few received no more than
8300, The Augmentation Scheme was
formed with a view of calling forth the
liberality of the richer and stronger
congregations in aid of the weak oues
upon the prineiple that the churches
being all members of one body the
strong should help the weak.

The Whitechapel Murders.

Several mysterions murders have oc-
curred in Whitechapel, London, lately,
which have drawu to that locality the
attention of the world. A place of great
bustle and activity, its streets are very
broad, and its inhabitants belong to the
lower order of citizens. It does not fol-
low that because it is inhabited by the
poorer clagses that sin abounds there
more than in many other partsof London,
and indeed it is not so; but of the mur-
ders which have been committed there,
and which have been of the most hor-
rible character, the victiins have been
from among that class, and of course hold
the locality up to the world in the worst
possible light. It is strange that with
all the surveillance of the police, no clue
kas yet been found to the perpetrator of
these dreadful crimes, nor is it any won-
der that the most efficient boly of police
in the world should be paralyzed at such
repeated occurrances right under their
noseé, almost, notwithstanding their most
careful watchfulness. The maurderer is
supposed to be a monomaniac, but if he is
there is certainly method in his maduess,
A despatch gives an account of one of the
latest of these mysteries.

“This morning the whole city was
again startled by the news that two more
murders have been added to the list of
myscerious crimes that have recently
been committed 1n Whitechapel. At an
early hour it was known that another
woman had been murdered and a report
was also current that there was still an-
other victim. This report proved true.
The two victims, as in the former cases,
were dissolute women of the poorest class,
That the motive of the murderer was
not robbery is shown by the fact that no
attempt was made to despoil the bodies.
The first murder occurred in a narrow
sourt off Berners street at an early hour
this morning, beneath the window of a
foreiguers’ Socialist club. A concert was
in progress and many members of the
club were present, but no sound was
heard from the victim, The same pro-
cess was followed as in the other cases.
The woman had been seized by the throat
and her cries choked, and the murderer
with one sweeping cut, had severed ler
throat from eav to ear. A club man on
entering the court stumbled over the
body, which was lying only two yards
from the strcet. A stream of warm blood
was flowing from the body into the gut-
ter. The murderer had evidently been
disturbed before he had time t> mutilate
his victim, The second murder was com-
mitted from three to four hours later in
Mitre square, five minutes’ walk from
the scenc of the first crime. Policemen
patrol the square every ten minutes.

NO INTENTION OF COMMITTING MURDER,
yet in view of the damaging character of
some of t!ie evidence adduced at the trial,
they wero fortunate in escaping with the
sentence which they received. In ap-
pearance neither of the priconers are men
who wor'\l intentionally be guilty of a
murder. Trafton, who is 24 years of age,
is a shorr dark-bearded man, with a pleas-
ant smile and merry eyes, and looks
more likc a man with a keen sense of
humor, than of criminal inclinations.
Philipine, 21 years old, and the smaller of
the two, is of the usual type of au English
working lad. It was with the latter that
the reperter had most conversation. He

He told his storyin a free and natural
maunner, and many parts of the recital
were most pathetic.

After leaving
our canoes we walked up to about a mile
to a place called Rubertson’s Haad and
there we hcard some one fire a gun.
That was one of Major Howes’ party kill-
ing owls—they said so at the trial.
Frank turued round and eaid to me
‘Henry they're coming,” So we stayed
thers and I cut abeut a dozen byshes,
little boughs, and stuck them in the
ground, in a half circle, to screen us from
their view. Frankstopped by the pine
stump. The ranges they talked so much
about were a few boughs broken off the
trunks of trees so that we conld get a
clear view of the river.

NONE OF MY S{0TS STRUCK MRS. HOWES.
The river was there four or five feet deep.
We were on a high bauk akbout 30 feet
above the water level. Their canoes
were about 50 feet from the bank, so that
firing in that way, almost straight down,
it would be impussible for a bullet to
glance on the water and strike Mrs,
Howes. It must have glanced from a
tree or stump. Uur ranges were directiy
across the river, and I think that the hole
in Mrs. Howes’ head ran up and down
river; the bullet entered behind the left
ear and came out over the right temple,
go that the ball must have glanced on
something. We did not know that any-
one was hurt until we landed at Sisson
brook. That would be about three or
three and a half miles from tho place,
As soon as we left off firing we started
down the river. We stayed about ten
minutes after the last canoe went dowr,
then we

to a ridge and followed it to where we
thought we had lelt our canoe, Then we
struck across and found our cance,
launched her, and poled half way down
home, taking our time. We stopped at
Mr. Day's old honse and left our guns
there. We were haying on his place at
the time, Then Frank paddled us down
home, and on arriving at Sisson’s brook
we met Will Day, who said to us ‘Boys,
Mres, Howes is shot through the head.’
I thought he just said that to frighten us;
I would not believe it, nor Frank either.
I then went right home and so did Frank.
We each went to our homes and stayed
there till the officers came. I was well
eatisfied with the way in which Mr.
Gregory conducted our case, though I
feel that the

PROSECUTION WAS UNNECRSSARILY BITTER,
as Mr. Blair drew onhis imagination for
a great many thiugs.

The third shot I did
not see it strike, I fired "two shots at
the rear canoes. All my shooting was
done in the direction of down the stream.

Justice of the United States, at Washing
ton on Monday. He is the second Demo-
crat chosen for the position, and the
seventh Chief Justice sworn in since the
feundation of the national government,
The other Democrat was Roger B, Taney,
who was sworn in in 1836, and held the
position until 1864, when he was suoceed-
ed by Sal.non . Chase, who, in 1874, was
succeeded by the late Chief Justice, Mor-
ton R. Waite. Mr, Tanev's predecessor
was John Marshall, of Virginia, a Whig,

The steam-tug, JMascot,
Messrs. H. A, & W. Muirhead, is the
latest addition to the Miramichi Steam
fleet. She was constructed at the Miru-
michi Foundey and Machihe Works,
Chatham, and is an additional proof of
the efficiency of that well-known indus-
trial establishment. The Mascot is 68 ft.
keel, 18 ft, beam and 8 ft, hold. ~Her
keel is of oak; frame, hacmatac; bottom
plank, 3 inch birch aud top-siles, 3 inch
spruce. The fastenings are copper and
galvanized ircn and the clamps are screw-
bolted to the frame. The hull was con-
structed under the foremanship of Mr.
Dudley Walls, who has an excellent re-
putation as a master-builder. The en-
gines which were designed by Mr, Geo.
Lick, the Mechanical Superintendent of
the Works, are triple expansion, having
cylinders of 10, 14 and 26 inches diameter
and 12 inch stroke. They are of the
latest improved pattern as built in Great
Britain and work admirably. The boiler
is of steel and is 8 ft. long, 7 ft. in di-
ameter, has two 28 in. furnaces and re-
turn tubes, andis allbywel by the Govern-
ment Inspector to carry 160 lbs, of work-
ing pressure. It is claimed for the Mas-
cot that she can do the same amount of
work as any boat of equal power on the
river, usingonly one half of the quantity
of coal. She bas now becn rnnning three
weeks since making her trial trip and her
owners are thoroughly satistied with her
performances.

The previous
Wednesday at noon she was got under
way, and started from the Clyde on her
last voyage. \With her own steam she
could make a speed of between 4 and 5
knots, but 'she was also towed by the
powerful tug Stormcock. The weather
was bright when the vessel started, hut
next morning the wind freshened, while
dark masses of clouds presaged the bad
weather that followed. The gale was at
its highest when the vessels were off the

day cyeuing. The tug cast loosc the
hawser, which seemgd an impediment to
navigation, and while the engiucs of the
big ship were stopped for a while, she be-

seain ships. My fifteenth birthday |
found me anr orphan and a |waif in the |
streets of New Orleans. 1 had run |
away from a farmer in Illinois to vhom
I was bound, and by hook and crook
had reached the great town on the Fa-
ther of Waters. I had been living a
precarious life for a month when the
proprietor of au oyster house gave me a
job. It was part of my work to open
the oysters consumeq in the place, and
this portion was done in a _little room
in rear of some private stalls or com-
partments. They fronted the public
rcom, of course, and were intended for
parties who desired privacy while eat-
ing a stew or drinkiag a glass of wine.
I could hear all that was said in two of
them, as the partitions were only cloth;
bat 1 had been in the place two weeks
betore anything of interest was dropped
from either. Oue evening while I was
at work two men entered one of the
stalls, and drank some grog, and, after
lighting cigars, entered upon a conver-
sation which at once attracted my atten-
tion.

‘Well, you have got it all fixed? ask-
ed one.

*Everything ship-shape and under-
stood,’ replied the other.

‘She is wsured?

‘Way up?

‘And no suspicions?

‘Not a one.’

‘We take machinery to Rio Janeiro?

‘Yes. That and other stuff?

‘And bring back sugar and coffee?’

“Yes, if we. return.’

‘What do we get?

“Three thousand a piece.’

*Well, I don’t like 1t, but I'm in with
you. She’s to go down oft'the Guinea
coast, eh?

‘Yes, down that way.’

‘Spring a leak and founder, and all
hands to take the boats, I suppose?’

‘That’s the plan.’

‘Well, here’s succees to it. The Al-
batross is a good old crafs,and I hate to
see her go, but one must look ount for
himself.’

‘Aye! mate, that's Gospel truth.
That’s what you and me are going to do
now. Itll come from the rich insur-
ance companies, and noone will be the
poorer.’

‘And we can trust Willlams to hand
over our divvy.’

‘He’s square. He's got to be square.’

I wasa green country boy, butI
caught on to their talk. They were
sailors, and they were planning the loss
of a ship to get the insurance. I rose
up and founa a hole in the cloth through
which T could get a look at them. They
talked a bit more aund then went ous,
and within twelve hours one of the my-
steries occurred. A boy who had form-
erly worked for the restaurant, and who
had fallen sick, recovered sufficiently to
displace me, and I was cast adrift again
with only four bits in my purse. The
next day but one, as I entered the tav-
ern on the levez in hopes to find some-
thing to do, the proprietor gave me a
cordial welcome, with a dinner, and at
last got around to say :

‘Now, my boy, I feel like a father to
you. Ido indeed. You have hada
hard time, and you have been full of
pluck. DI'm interested in seeing you,do
well, and have got a nice place for you.
My brother, who is the best man in the
world, isa sea captain, and he wantsa
good boy to sail with him.’

‘But I was never ona ship,” I pro-
tested. i

‘Of cougrss not, but that makes no
difference. You will have a nice Littls
room to yourself, live like a prince, and
as for work, all you have to do will be
to hand the captain his spyglass when a
ship comes in sight.’ :

I had no desire to go tosea. Indeed
I had a dread of it; but in half an hour
he had won me over, and that after-
noon I was sent off to the ship in com-
pany with seversl sailors. In two
hours after comizng aboard she started
down the river ou her trip, and it was
only then that I got my eyes opened.
There was such a hubbub aboard that 1
had not paid particular attention to the
officers or men, but all of asudden I
discovered that the captain and mate
were the very two men I had seen and
overheard in the oyster booth. Then
Iasked the name of the ship, and
learned that it was the Albastross.
I was greatly troubled, or would have
been if left to myself. We were hardly
in tow of the tug before the first mate,
whose name was McCoy, cameup to
me witha rope’s end and a terrible

" curse, and exclaimed:

“Now, then, stir your stumps or I'll
break every bone in your body. Did
you come aboard to play young gentle-
man ?’

That was the beginning. I had been,
shipped, not a cabin boy, for there was
no place for one, but as a ship’s dog,
a boy who must come and go at every-
body’s call, and who would be kicked
and cuffed by everybody. According
to the novelist, I should have founda
staunch friend in the forcastle, a Jack
Bolt or Ben Brace, who would take me
under his wing and offer to fight the
whole ship in my behalf, but nothing
of the kind happened. Most of the
crew were Dagoes, and no one showed
me the slightest pity. When we had
been out four days I began to feel very
anxious about the safety of the ship.
The plan was, as I overheard it, to
take to the boats, and it suddenly oc-
curred to me that they would refuse to
take me with rhem. I suppose I got
this idea from the men telling wme that
I was no good, and that I ought to be
flung overboard, and other expressions
intended toupset me. Youcan judge
how green I was by what followed.
I wasin McCoy’s watch, and on the
night of the fourth day, as he seemed
to soften upa bit when giving me an
order, I made bold to say;

Mr. McCoy, when you get ready to
have the ship go down, you won’t leave
me to drown, will you?”

““W—what!” he gasped, as he stag-
gered back like one shot.

In ten minutes he had itall out of
me, and he stood before me pale-faced
and trembling' When he had made
sure that I had not said anything to
any of the crew, he took me aft and
locked meup in a statervom designed
for the super-cargo. Next morning I
was taken to the cabin and questioned
by the Captain and mate aud returned
to my prison. They were not harsh
with me, but on the contrary, promised
that I should goin the Captain’s own
boat, and that I need not work any
more. I was made cabin boy, and was
warned, that if I dropped one single
word to any person J should be flung
to the sharks at once. They could not
trust me, Simple Simon that I was I
cared only to save myself when the
hour came. Icould not realize that
the scuttling of a ship was anything
more than a sharp trick. For all |
knew, it was practised every day in the
year.

One day when we had bsen out
about two weeks, as near as [ can re-
member, I was sent to help the second
mate look fur something wanted from
the lazarette. Hisname was Elderson,
and he was the only one shoard who
had a friendly look. He had spoken
to me kindly two or thee times, and
I felt that he was a friend. We were
scarcely alone when he took from his
pocket a box of sulphur matches, a
fishline and several hooks, and a large
pocket knife. He handed; them to me
and said:

‘Ben, take these and stow them
away in your pocket, and on your life
say nothing toany one! Be sure to
keep them about you.’

He turned fromfme as if he did not
want to be questionel, and I pocketed

At 10 o clock in the forenoon the ship

then all hands were called aft. When |

‘Aye, aye, sir!’ chorused the crew. |

ashore here, he continued, ‘and you aie |
my witnesses that it is a etep necessiy
for the safety of all.”

There was a ready assent, and belore
I fully understood what was going on
I was in the boat 'with McCoy and be-
ing pulled toward the island by two
satlors. Even when I knew that L was
to be left I didnot raise an objection,
I supposed the island to be inhabited.

perhaps there was & city thore, and I
was not sorry for the change. We ran
in so close that I could wade ashore,
aud the mate hauded me several bun-
dles which the men supposed contained
food, clothing and conveniences. As
soon as I had everything out of the
boat the ctew gave me a curt good-by,
and 1 sat down on the sand and watch-
ed them returned. The hoat was hoist-
ed up, the Albatross made sail, and 1
was marooned upon an uninhabited is-
land. The fact was not fully realised
until toward night, and I was so simple
that it was several hours before [ had
figured it out why 1 had been set
ashore. I was in possession of the
plot to scuttle the ship, and I must be
got rid of. The captain had called me
a leper to justify his action with the
crew, and it was planned that I should
not live long ashore. When I came t)
undo the bundles I found them to be
composed of empty bottles, oakum aul
bits of canvass. There was not a par-
ticle of food—not an article of clothing
—nothing but rubbish. 1t was then [
realised the kindness of the second
mate. He must have overheard them
plotting to maroon me, and he went as
far as iv was safe for him to go. !

When, at about noon, I rose up and
anderstood 1y position, I felt that the
first thing to do was to explore my is-
land. 1 am writing of the year 1852.
At that time many of theislands in the
Caribbean Sea had not been chartered
or named. I was, as I afterward ascer-
tained, on a key or isle to the north qf
Trinidad, and up to twelve years ago it
was down on the charts as “Little
Ceco.” :

It was about three miles long by one
anda half wide, and fully wooded.
There were various birds, troops of
monkeys, and numerous snakes, but
no wild animals to put one in fear. 1
had been landed in the little bay oun
the western side of theisland. I found
a spring of water & quarter of a mile
inland, with plenty of wild fruit all
around me, and on the first night of
my stay [slept on the open beach. It
was three days before 1 fully realised
my position and saw that I must de-
pend entively on myself. Then I walk-
ed clear around the island and across
it, and I decided that my best location
wasnear where I had come ashore.
Had I gone to the east end of the is-
land and raised a signal I should have
been taken off in a week, as there was
a channel between that and the next
island north much used, but thi I had
no me:ns of knowing. When I found
,mysetf-the sole inhabitant, I made up
my mind that escape was impossible,
and that I had to live out my yeus
right there. The Captain had callud
me a leper. [ had never heard the
name hefore. He had sent me ashore
because I endangered the safety of the
crew. While I suspected that this was
a subterfuge, I was not quite satistied
about it. If I was something to be
shunned and afraid of, why shouid 1
date to escape! If taken off I had no
home to go to, no friends to welcome
me. I was lonesome aud somewhat
afraic here, but was, nevertheless, en-
joying the novelty of the situation.

1 built me a rude shelter, wandered
over the island, fished. set snares and
captured parrots and moukeys, and
after the first w eck was quite content.
I had been on the island three weeks
before the second mystery occurred.
A peninsula or neck on the western end
of the island was composed of - sand,
and bare of tree or bush. It was about
30C feet long. There had been a heavy
blow from t he south, with a big sea
rolling in, a nd after this had lasted two
days there was an unusually low tide.
I caught si ght of a timber heav.d up ou
the spit. nd went out to imspect it,
and while surveying the banks which
the tide had uncovered I caught sight
of some queer little boxes half buried
in the sand. I dug oneout, to tind it
80 heavy that1 could bardly . drag it
away. They were of wood, hooped
with iron, and ten or twelve inches
long by eight or ten inches high. 1
had little curiosity as to the contents,
and the idea that they contained trea-
sure never crossed my mind. I got
out four before the tide turned, and
there were several more in sight. Afte:
Ihad them all together above high
water, I began to wonder whether thy
contained nails or bullets, and set about
breaking one open. When rows upou
rows of silver coins greeted my eyes [
came nexr Josing what little sense I
had. Two others contained silver, the
fourth one gold. It was English money,
every piece of it, and as I had never
seen any before I was at a loss to es-
timate the value.

Before the discovery of that money
I wanted nothing but a pair of shoes,
and the sight of a sail would not have
affected me. Now I was wild to get at
the other boxes, and my eyes were con-
stantly searching the sea for sight of
relief. I dragged the boxes to my
house, and most of the next week was
spent on the neck in the hope of get-
ting more treasure. The water con
tinued high, however, and I got noth”
ing more. On the eighth duy after I°
got the treasure, and about thirty days
after my landing, the third myst.ury
was revealed. At about 9 o'clock in
the morning, while the tide was sctting
in strong, I observed a ship’s boat drift-
ing in from the gouth-cast. It was not
ten minutes after I saw her before she
was cast on the beach, and as she roll-
ed over two bodies were flung out. To
my amazement and horror I recognised
them as the captain and mate of the
Albatross, though it was more by the
clothing than by their features. It was
plain at a glance that they had dicd of
exposure and want. There was neither
food nor d:ink in the boat, and the
bodies were little becter than skeletons.
It was the captain’s gig, and it seemed
that these two got away alone. They |
must have drifted here and there for
days, for there was neither sail por oar.
I was scooping outa grave for the
bodies when a turtle sloop rounded the
island and was in the cove before I saw
her. She had a crew of three men and
a boy, and they had come for a stay of
a week or two, it being the season
when tne turtles came ashore to lay
their eggs. They were not from the
mainland, but from a larger island to
the north and were native West
Indians. The captain spoke En:lish
fairly well, aud I gave him a full ex-
planation, even to: the finding
of the treasure. They could have
knocked me on the head and safely
taken all, but they did not do it. The |
cptain looked over my money,and said |
I had about $23,000, and it was agread |
that, in repayment for a passage to |
Porto Rico I was to surrender all|
rights to the ship’s boat. In four days |
those poor tuctle catchers, none of |
whom had ever had $50 at once, took
£50.000 out of the sands. There were
more boxes left, or it was believed so,
but they required other outfit to secuie
