Every day it is becoming more firmly
established that a good roller s the most
valuable picee of machinery employed in
the roadmaker’s art, and indeed without
it neither can the foundation or subsoil
of the roadway be made uniformly hard
and reliable nor the surface layer be given
that uniform compactness and solidity
which give excellence to the road and in-
sure a perpetual econemy in the cost o
maintenance and repairs. To one who
has seen a heavy road roller used in com-
pacting the soil of & new roadway these
facts will be very evident.

If a length of 1,000 yards in an ordi-
nary earth road be cut to an exact and

oess of rolling continues the uniformity
of the grade will disappear, and whit at
first appeared to be a tolerably satisfac-
tory surface will develop into asuccession
of humps, holes and undnlations,

In the using of the roller in actual
work these depressions and soft spots are
carefully filled and brought to the line of
the required grace, while the successive
passing of the heavy roller over the filling
glves to the entire road that form and
consistency whioh are so essential to
every good highway. It is truethat heavy

rollers are rarely used in the construction
or improvement of dirt roads, but this is
owing as much to a lack of knowledge of
the real value of a good roller as to the
apparently formidahble outlay involved in
its first cost.

All dirt roads become hard and passa-
ble by the use of a roller. Every wagon
wheel acts as a roller upon the road sur-
face, and the value of its rolling quali-
ties depends upon the width of the wheel
tires and the load which the wheel sus-
tains, but the wagon wheel is generally
made 8o narrow as tocreate rutsin many
cases, and its use always tends to de-
velop the weak spots, humps, holes and
undulations which are so quickly re-
vealed in the use of the regular roller.
Moreover, the rolling qualities exerted by
the wheels - of passing traffic are never
bestowed uniformly upon the entire width
of the roadway, but are confined
throughout the length of most country
roads to the narrow lines of travel which
marked the tracks of the wheels of the
first passing vehicle, and which seem to
have been followed with scrupulous care
by all the vehicles which came after.

The result is that the roadway on both
sides of these beaten tracks is often left
in a soft, muddy or rutty condition, and
when two heavily loaded vehicles are
compelled to pass each other the necessity
of turning out results in a breakdown or
in the delay and difficulty which are fa-
miliar to every farmer just in proportion
to the number of times that he has been
stuck {n the mud by regsan of the condi-
tions here described,—Century,

BICYCLES AND ROADS.

Indirectly the Whecling Craze Will be of
Value to Farmers.

It is estimated that 500,000 bicycles
will be seld the present year, to such
enormous proportions has the cpaze for
the ‘‘wheel”’ attained. I do not suppose
that any great number of ‘these will go
into the hands of farmers, and yet the
Jfarmer is likely to be as greatly benefit-
ed by this piece of mechanism as any
class of citizens, for while country people
have for generations heen dragging along
over poor, roqugh and muddy roads mno
sooner has this great army of bicyclers
arisen than there has arisen a oconcerted
movement §# over the country for better
roads. NjWer before has public attention
been so sfiarply drawn to this matter of
wretched' highways, and, what is more to
the purpose, substantial progress has
been made, not anly in grousing public
opinion, but in actually forcing a in-
ning to be made in scientific road con-
struction. In many instances states have
taken hold of the matter and are con-
structing state highways, while elsewhere
countfes have underaken the same work.
Nothing succeeds Ilkeé sucoess, and the
experience with these new roads is sure
to lead to the building of others near
them, and so the good work will spread.
—Practical Farmer.

Soaking Seeds Before Sowing.

It is stated that soaking seeds in a
weak solution of nitrate of soda, previous
to sowing, induces gn early germination
and a more sturdy,growth. The argument
is that in the presence of nitrates the re-
serve substances of the seed are more
readily dissolved, that if too concentrated
solutions are used germination will be re-
tarded instead of hastened, The experi-
ments show phat germinating seeds take
up nitrates and oconvert them into ale
buminous matter at a very early period
in their development. Eleven-day-old corn
plants showed 15.92 per cent. albuminous
matter where nitrates had been used, and
11.68 per cent where without it

Step in the Right Direction,

While the movement for improved high-
ways has not yet accomplished what was
expected of it in some sections of the
country, the agitation of the question
has served to educate the people not only
in relation to the value of good roads,
but also as to the means of preserving
seryjceable highways when onoe secured.
It is now generally recognized that the
use of wagons with wide tires is one of
the indispensable aids to the main-
tenance of permanently good roads, and
the near future will undoubtedly witness
the practical desertion of the narrow tire

The Making of Tacks.

‘‘Where do the pins go to*’ is a come
mon saying, but when one takes a few
notes of the tack industry the question,
‘“Where do all the tacks-go to?”’ scems to
be the next thing in order.

The first tacks were made by hand
The operator used a vise and dies. A bit
of metal was held with a clamp, and the
head was made by strikiug a blow with
& hammer. Later on machinery began to
be used, and now metal is fed into an
enormous apparatus that will cut out
nearly 800 tacks a minute. The processes
are extremely interesting, and a tack face
tory has many visitors. The machinery
is automatic; narrow strips of metal are
fed in and clipped off, the heads are made
by pressure, and it literally rains tacks
into large boxes placed underneath to
receive them, They are then poured into
a rattler, which {s a rapidly revolving
cylinder, through which a jet of air is
forced under high pressure. This re-
moves all of the dust and loose particles.
Black lead is sometimes put in to glive
them a polish, and then they pass on to
the sifter, which sorts them and takes
out the imperfect tacks, leaving the good
ones to be passed on and dropped into &
box, from which they are taken to be
packed by quick-fingered girls. A good
workwoman can pack 600 pounds of
tacks in & day. When one roalizes that
many of these machines are going, and
that tacks at this rate are being sent out
to market, the wonder grows—where all
the tacks go to,

Restigouohe and Benaventure.

Acoounts from Restigouche indicate
that the return of Mr. John McAllis-
ter is quite assured. The people in
.that county live so near the proviace
of Quebec that they are fully alive to
the methods of Mr. Laurier and his
friends.

Sic Chailes
cheerfully cunsented to do so, and kept
his word, and Mr. Lunrier's friends
organized parties to drown the premier’s
guica. Now, where is the victory 7 Itis
not wn easy thing to make ten thousand
people hear under the best circumatances,
Nout one speaker in a hundred can do it
when there is no disturbance. No man
in the world can do it if a score of people
scattered among the andience try to pre-
veut kim. What Mr. Lauriec’s friends
did was easy enough, but from a party
point of view it was bad policy and the
beast of the opposition press over it is bad
policy. Recert Mountreal history teaches
this lesson. After M-, Merzier was dis-
missel and before the general provinecial
election which followed the opponents of
Mr. Mercier called a mass meeting in
Montreal. The meeting was an immense
one, but the speakeis were not heard.
Supporters of Mr, Mercier and Mr. Me-
Shane disturbed the meeting in the same
way as they did Isst Fridiy.

The building
last erected, 75225 ft., was the moat
valuable part of the property destroyed.

Our readers will, doubtless, remember
the difficulties experienced by the Sisters
at that peried, in performing their self-
sacrificing work, owing to the annoyances
to which they were subjected and the
petty jobbery practiced by those who
principully reprosented the lozal Govern-
ment authorities. It was through the
sturdy tight made against the then cor-
rupt and inadequate system of local
Government coutrol by Rev. Mr. Babi-
neau, the late A. K. McDougall and
others, aided by the Apvance, that the
Lazaretto was transferred from the local
to the federal Government in Nuvember
1880, when the lata Sir John A, Mac:
donald was premier. This tranafer’
proved a great blassing to the institutiun
wnd was the source of its present prosper-
ous condition. In 1894, money wss voted
at Ottawa for the erection of new build-
ings, as the old buildings had become
entirely nnfit for their purpose ;° were
urcomfoitible and unwholesome.

The corner stune of the new huilding
was laid on the 11th of June 1894. The
Sisters acd lepeis took possession of
it April 8th 1896. These new buildings
are of stone from local quarries. They
are 190 ft. x 39 ft. ; w.th front wing
36x39ft They are heated with hot
waterand provided with the more neces-
gary modern improvements. The federal
(loverement is deserving of all praise for
this work, which affords . the lepers and
their self-sacrificing nurses all the com-
fort to which they are entitled.

It was fortnnate that these new build-
ings we-e ready before the fire destroyed
the old ones. The Sisters had no insur-
ance on the buildings destroyed.

ADDRESSES AN OPEN LETIER TO HON.

A man might be a
giant in rhetoric, yet, his whole effort,
beyond 8lling vp a few pages of Harsard,
would be wasted if that qualification
stood out alone.

MonTtrEAL, May 15.—OF all the grand.
demonstradions ever witnassed in Mon-
treal, that tendered to Sir Charles Tup-
per this evening was the greatest. The
torchlight procession was a maguoificent
display and some seven thousand people
were in line to escort the prime minister
from the liberal conservative club rooms
to Sohmer Park, where the meeting was
held. It is estimated that fuliy twenty
thousand people were in and around the
building, and with the exceprion of a
dozen or so roughs, who were a little
noisy at the beginning of the meeting,
the immense crowd was a quiet and order-
ly one. Senator Villeneuve presided
and on the platform were the premier,
Hon. Messrs. Angers,- Taillon, Desjardins,
Sir A. P. Caron and over five hundred of
the leading conservatives of Montreal and
the province of Quebec. Although Sir
Charles lovked in splendid form and his
voice was good, there were many thous-
ands who could not hear him, bat this
mattered not, they saw the veteran
premier and cheered themselves hoarse in
his honor. S8ir Charles invited the busi-
ness men of the metropolis to the Windsor
Hall on Saturday evening, where they
could listen to him . with greater comfort
than at this tremendous meeting. He
said that although he realized the vast
ness of Montreal, yet he never believed it
poasible for such a body of meu §o be got
together st a political assembly. The
prime minister repeated what he had said
at Winnipeg, and amid thundering cheers
detied Hon. Mr. Laurier aor any other
man to show that he had ever during his

night the last portion of the buildings fell
as the fire, working against a southeaster-
ly wind, made slow progress.

On that day some of the Sisters were
washing iu the old kitochen, having a fire
in the stove, as they had had for years.
Some defect in the chuuney caused the
building to ignite and the flames, when
disvovered, had spread under the roof so
that they could not be controlled. It
was plain from the beginniug that the
destruction of this building or kitchen
meant the destruction of all the others
adjoining, a8 with the appliauces as hand
it was impossible to makea gap anywhere,
Whilst a crowd of men worked to protect
the Sisters’ barn, and two other buildings
within a few feet of the fire, others work-
ed to save what could be removed from
the buildings—which would certainly
burn—such as windows, doors, etec.

These old buildings had been vacated
by the Sisters and lepers on the 8th of
April last, whep possession was taken of
the new bnildings just completed by the
federal Government.

The old Lazaretto establishment consiste
ed of several buildings which were erected
according as circumstances required.
The first Lazaretto in New Brunswick
was built in 1844 on Sheldrake Island in
the Miramichiriver,9 miles below Chatham
About the year 1851, this building was
destroyed by fire, and it was then resolved
to rebuild in Tracadie, as at that time,
the lepers came almost exclusively from
that place. A building was put upip
Tracadie for the lepers, in 1852, and this
was one of those destroyed by last week's
fire,

In 1868 the local Government, under
which the Lazaretto then was, consented
to vote the woney requirod tv secure the

, however, my voting frarchise is
a part of my sovereign right, and to
exercise this right justly is a matter of
grave importance with' me as with every-
body else.

A Terrible Oyelene.

HErMAN, Texas, May 16.—A few minatea
before five o’clock last evéning a cyclone not
exceeding two blocks in width, but carrying
widespread destruction and death on its
way, swapt through the western half of the
city, travelling almost directly north. The
approach of the whirlwind was announced
by a deep rumbling noise like thunder, A
fierce and driving rain accompanied it. * The
truth dawned upon all that a cyclone was
prevailing. From the point where it seems
to have descended to where it suddenly
arose from the ground just north of the city,
it Ieft terrific matks of its passage, not a
house in its pathway escaped, not a tree or
shrub is left standing that is not twisted
and torn out . of shape. Fences are gone,
the iron bridge across Houston street is
completely wrecked and blown away not-
withstanding its hundred thousand pounds
of steel and material. The number of per-~
sons wounded will reach not less than 200
and it will be several days before the exact
number of fatalities can be given, as many
persocs and especially children are missing
and many of the injured are in such critioal
conditions that recovery may. be impossible.
The total number killed so far as tidings
from other points in the country have been
received is about sixty, Itis estimated
that many more who are missing are dead.
Conservative estimates place the total
\ number of killed in Grayson county at be-
| tween 120 and 150. The path of the storm
which passed west of the town was through
a section of country which has no telephone
or telegraph connection with the city, All
teleph icati west and north of
the city is cut off. Reports from north
indicate that the direction of the main
cyclone which passed through Sherman
weant between Denison and Ponsboro, The
width or strength of the storm did not varg.

The World endeavors to create confusion
in connection with the pending civic elec-
tion, by stating thst sll ratepayers must
ha:v_e‘this year's taxes paid before they shall
be entitled to vote. For the purpose of the
Arst election, the Act (Sec. 12) provides
that the: Returning Officer shall make up
the list of the duly qualified electors “‘as
“‘detined in Bec. 21 (except that he shall not
“omit from soch list the name of any
“glector otherwise qua'ified merely because
**his taxes may not have been paid)”

And Seec, 21 reada—*The elections, after
the first election, for Mayor and Aldermen,
shall take place anuually” & * * *
“and at al such elections every male
“person and every widow and unmarried
*“female, being ratepayers of the town on
“‘income or personal property to the amount
“of $100 or upwardes, or on resl property to
*‘any amount aod having paid his or her
“rates Adue” &c., shall have the right to
vote.

It is, therefore, quite clear that the
intention of the law is not to make the
payment of the current year’s taxes the
test of the right to vots in the firat election.
Besides, the lists were necessarily based
on those of last year, because the liats for
the present year were not legally complete
at the date when the Chatham Incorpora-
tion Act (Sec. 4) required the asgessore to
assist the Returning Officer in the prepara-
‘tion of the lists on which the election is to
be held.

Another consideration which shows the
absurdity of the World’s contention is that
the Collector has not yet issued his bil s to
ratepayers, and the election is to take p'ace
next Tuesday week.

Union Blend leads and is sold
all over the Maritime Provinces. Mesars,
DeForest send a handsome clock with every
order. Batter of good quality is scarce; a
reaily choice article sells readily at 18 to 20
cents, Eggs are tirmer and have advaunced
to 9 cents per dozen.
