TRIED RECIPES.

Celery Salad~—One boiled egg, one
raw egg, one tablespoonful of salad
oil, one teaspoonful of white sugar,
one saltspoonful of salt, one salt-
spoonful of pepper, four tablespoon-
fuls of vinegar and one teaspoonful
of made mustard are tequired. Rub
the bciled egg fine and smooth and
beat the other ingredients into it ;
then put on the celery, which has
been cut into bits about an inch
long, and serve before the vinegar
wilts the celery.

Coflee Cream—Stir into one pint
of cream in a saucepan one-half
pound of coffee. Boil one minute
end strain through a cloth. Wash
the saucepan and again put into it
the cream, with the beaten yolks of
seven eggs. Let it boil up once and
sugar to taste.

Ground Nut Candy—Boil together
one pint of molasses, one gill of
brown sugar and two ounces of bhut-
ter. When this is thick, add one
pint of parched and shell ground
nuts ; then boil fifteen minutes. Pour
in a shallow buttered dish to hard-
en.
Veal Salad—Cut cold veal into
small pieces and add an equal quan-
tity of chopped cabbage and two
hard-boiled eggs, chopped rather
fine ; season with celery salt. Pour
over all a good dressing, mix well,
set it away to cool and garnish
with celery tips before serving.

Beaten Potatoes—Boil large pota-
tces until soft, drain and dry thor-
oughly over the fire. Warm a pint
of milk and two ounces of butter in
a saucepan. Mash - the potatoes
through a colander into the milk and
butter, adding salt and pepper. With
a wooden spoon or paddle beat this
mixture until dry and stifi, press
into a bowl, then turn out in form
on a dish, roughen the surface light-
ly with a fork, brown it in = the
oven and serve hot.

Cornmeal Gems—Two well-beaten
eggs, a half cupful of sugar and a
tablespoonful of butter. Dissolve
one teaspooniul of soda in two large
cupfuls of sour milk and add to the
eggs and sugar. Sift a teaspoonful
of salt with one cupful of flour into
the micture, stir in enough cornmeal
to make a stiff batter. DBake twen-
ty-five minutes in well-greased, hot
gem pans.

Molasses Cookies—One cup of
lasses, one-half cup of sugar, three
tablespoonfuls of lard, two tea-
spoonfuls of soda in almost a quart
of water, a little salt, spice to
taste, and ore-half cup of warm wa-
ter. Cut into squares and bake.

Veal Cheese—Prepare equal quan-
tities of boiled veal and smoked
tongue. Pound the slices separately
in a mortar, moistening with butter
as you proceed. Then pack it in a
jar or pail, mixing it in alternate
layers ; first the tongue, then the
veal, so that when it is cut it will
look variegated. Press down hard
and pour melted butter over the
top. Keep in a dry place and well
covered. Nice for lunch and for
sandwiches.

Many
dainty trifiles can be made at home,
which are almost, if not more ac-
ceptable, than flowers or books.

The knack of combining the right
colors in the use of the bits of vel-
vet that accumulate is a great help.
Those which seem most appropriate
are white, yellow, pink and also
green. The hare, which in Germany
is supposed to lay the Easter egg,
little yellow downy chickens, eggs,
Easter beils and Easter lilies are
used more or less in fashioning the
Easter remembrance. But whatever
the gift may be, the loving wish
that goes with it is what
makes it.

Moss Lemonane—Soak a quarter
of a cup of Irish moss in cold water,
a few minutes until it begins to
soften ; rinse ~ well through several
waters. Put into an earthen dish ;
pour a pint of boiling water over it
and set on back of stove where it
will keep hot (without boiling) for
half an hour ; strain, add the juice
of one lemon, sweeten to taste with
sugar and rock candy. It may be
taken hot or cold. Very soothing
for cold on lungs.

King Edward Sandwich—Four eggs
and their weight in flour, butter and
sugar. Mix and bake very thin.
When cold put stewed fruit or jelly
between and cut in finger shape.
Frost the cake before cutting.

HINTS TO HOUSEKEEPERS.

Coflee stains are quite difficult to
remove, and sulphur seems to do the
!work most efficaciously. Moisten the
spots and hold them over a bit of
smouldering sulphur in an iron dish.
As sulphur is an acid, the spots
must be washed at once in water
containing a little soda and am-
monia.

It may be well to remember
assertion that grass stains can be
removed by rubbing the place with
|molasses, and afterwards thorough-
i ly washing it.

Hot water will take out every kind
of fruit stain—if used soon. But the
stained place must not be wet or
washed prior to the use of the hot
water.

|our calculating and our planning
{must be handed over to others. To
{whom? To our sons. Are we pre-
paring them for the stewardship as
{we are preparing our farms and our
cattle for increased and continuous
prosperity. This is
A SERIOUS QUESTION.

The seriousmess of it is in the fact
that we are accumulating property
which will prove either a blessing or
a curse to those who will inherit it.
This statement requires no proof.
There is not, we venture to say, a
reader of this article who cannot re-
call the name of some young man
whose management or mismanage-
ment of his inheritance abundantly
proves the proposition. And it is
not confined to farming alone. In
every sphere of ‘life where young
men have entered upon duties for
which they had not been trained the
result—with very few exceptions —
has been disastrous. The merchant
carefully trains his son for a mer-
cantile life by keeping him in touch
with the  store and its workings,
teaches him the secrets of buying
and selling, amd the many intricate
but vital problems upon which suc-
cess or failure depends. On what
grounds can a farmer hope that his
son will be able, untrained and um-
educated as far as farming is con-
cerned, to successfully manage the
farm when the responsibility falls
upon him? The son may be a bril-
liant stwdent in college, he may be
|a model young man as to character
and habits but withal know so little
about the farm that his manage-
ment of it cannot be other than a
failure.

In this province of ours the great
majority of our boys are or ought
to be in training for the business of
| farming. How are we
{them? The first essential to suc-
!cess in any calling is love for that
calling. Are we teaching our boys
.to love the farm, and the business
of farming? In very many cases,
we fear we are doing the very op-
posite. When farm life becomes a

round of drudgery and hard work it[
| becomes an occupation which every |
| self-respecting boy will endeavor to !

failure of life and the property we
have been hoarding up for him will
be a stumbling block and a snare to
him. One of t,he_lmost pitiable ob-
| jects in the human procession is the
man who has mistaken his calling
and every profession, from farming
through the long list of so-called
‘‘learned professions’’ has its sam-
| ples. Let us see that our sons shall
avoid _ this  misfortune by training
| them for their life’s work. When
1laying our plans for the future of
{our crops, our flocks and our herds,
|let us not forget the future of those
into whose care they are to fall a
few years hence.

NAMING THE FARM.

In naming the farm several things
should be considered. The name
should be attractive, that is, it
should sound well and suggest plea-
sant scenes when spoken. It should
be short amd unpretentious. A
name of one word and not more
than three syllables is to be prefer-
red. It should be descriptive of
dither the appearance or the prin-
cipal line of business of the farm.
There is no use in attaching a whol-
ly meaningless name to a farm. It
there is nothing about a place to
suggest a nice name, the probability
is it doesn’t need one. .

Having decided that the farm is
at least to suggest its own name,
choice may remain from among sev-
eral things. A very common me-
thod is to let the trees or shrub-
bery about the house suggest the
name, as Maplemont, Roselawn,
Five Oaks, Maplehurst, The Cedars,
Oakpoint, etc. Or, the location or
some special feature of the place
may suggest a title, as Highpoint,
Westview, Riverside, Greenbank,
Middlebrook. Names similar to
these, but of more genmeral applica-
tion, are such as Fairmont, Sunny-
side, Fairview, etc. Sometimes the
specialty of the farm is recognized,
as in Cloverdale, Wheatlands, Peach-
dale of Fruitland. :

A farm should not be burdened
with a bad name; but it ought not
to be difficult to find an attractive
name for an attractive place. Pos-
sibly those given may be of service
to some one in suggesting others.

RESTORES FERTILITY.

It is interesting to watch the pro-
cess by which nature restores lost
fertility to the soil. If the condi-
tions are not too bad, she will
speedily cover the surface of the
earth with either grass or timber.
These in their growth and develop-
ment, feeble at first, for lack of nu-
trition, gradually restore the lost
humus to the soil, the trees furnish-
ing leaves and decaying wood and
the grass, the yearly decaying
growth for the same purpose. It is
a slow process, but one which works
continuously towards the restora-
tion of fertility. Where the soil is
so poor that neither grass nor trees
will grow, nature will have some
form of crude vegetable life to ac-
complish in almost a pathetic man-
ner the same end. It is worth not-
ing that all of nature’s efforts in
this direction are accomplished by
living organisms and that she nev-
er works with a bare and barren

ST. LAWRENCE FISHERIES

HAVE PORPOISES FRIGHTEN-
ED COD AWAY?

Interesting Possibilities of Peren-
nial Fisheries Dis-
pute.

A correspondent of The Quebec
Daily Telegraph recently remarked
the disappearance of the codfish from
the waters of the St. Lawrence. In
1856, end later, he said, cod were
caught in abundance as far west as
Father Point, Metis, Sandy Bay end
Riviere Blanche. Merchants started
regular fishing establishments, em-
ploying armies of men and fleets of
boats, and the summer catch was
dried and cured for sale to the preat
Jersey firms then trading in Waspe.
Until 1865 or thereebouts the trade
was profitable and important, but
about that time, the. correspondent
says, the ‘‘white whale”” or por-
poise, appeared in numbers and had
S0 increased by 1867 that the . cod
suddenly and finally disappeared. It
seems by this writer to be assumed
that the advent of the porpoise. was
the cause of the departure of the cod,
though whether by eating the food
which had attracted the cod, or by
devouring the cod fry, or by their
Dresence near the spawning groynds
frightened the fish away, is not made
plain. o

It may have been that sharks, f
lowing the porpoises, frightened the
food fishes away, but, in any event.
wherever the porpoise was fo
and salmon became excm
scarce.

AN EXPERT'S VIEW.

Professor Prince, vomm:ssioner of
Fisheries, who recently returned to
Ottawa from an official visit to the
Maritime Provinces, is net at all
sure that the porpoise eats the cod.
It probably cemes up the St. Law-
rence in pursuit of the salmon. Any
tourist from Central Canada must
have marked the abundance of por-
poises at the mouth of the Sague-
nay. They are often found further
west, and their presence that far
from the sea.seems to indicate that
they are seeking the Saguenay sal-
mon rather than the cod, which has
been found very seldem, if ever, so
far from the Gulf.

In point of fact, there is still some
cod fishing about Anticosti, and. in
other parts of the Gulf. Canadian
fishermen are not often disturbed in
these grounds. The Gloucester men
take their cod on the Grand Banks
or on the coast of Labrador, and
any recent trouble the Americans
may have made for themselves and
us inside the three-mile limit has
heen due to their apparent inability
to let go a school of mackerel which
they may happen to run across when
they are within the limit for the pur-
pose of taking on supplies, of which
they have encountered at sea and
followed inshore. It is one of the
most engrossing tasks of the Can-
adian fisheries protective service to
keep the mackerel out of the big
American seines in prohibited wa-
ters. There is no trouble as to the
cod, the Americans taking all they
wish on the Banks.

Now, though there is still some
cod fishing in the Gulf of St. Law-
rence, there is no doubt that the cod
in the.Gulf is not nearly so plentiful
as it was years ago. Professor
Prince, after his years of intimate
study of the conditions of fish life,
is not inclined to the belief that the
fish are killed off by their eneraies.
They succumb rather to the absence
of their natural food. The natural
food of the cod is caplin, and the
inhabitants of the shores of the Low-
er St. Lawrence have been for years
destroying the caplin in those wa-
ters. Professor Prince says that he
himself has seen in the brush wfers
in the Lower St. Lawrence (:nplm
lying knee deep, amd the inhabitants
carting it away for use as manure.
His opinion, then, is that the ab-
sence of cod is not due to the pre-
sence of natural enemies, but to the
failure of natural food.

There is no means of knowing whe-
ther this conditién will persist. Cer-
tainly a permanent absence ol cod
may be predicted if some steps to the
preservation of caplin be not at-
tempted.

USEFUL, BUT RISKY.

Professor Prince has had vyhat he
describes as a most useful visit to
the three Maritime Provinces. In an
attempt to cross to Prince Edward
Island he was stopped at Pictou by
the blocking of the Government
steamer Stanley in Pictou harbor.
He was obliged at last to make the
journey$ to and from the island in
the iceboats. This is a sort of Arc-
tic travel across the icefields, the
boats heing amphibious contrivances,
built to travel both over ice and in
water. All who have made the jour-
ney have found it a highly exciting,
ov::r]y strenuous, sometimes hezard-
ous, but, generally, most enjoyable
exparience. The iceboat men, by
whom the Prince Edward Island
mails are carried, whenever, as at
present, the steamship service breaks
down completely, are trained to the
work and skip about upon the small
ice blocks with the fearlessness, agil-
ity and surefootedness of lumbermen
in a drive.

The chief object of Proiessor
Prince’s visit to the mainland pro-
vinces was to seek an adjustment of
the differences between the trout and
salmon anglers on the one hand and
fishermen on the other. The anglers
clvima  better protection of the
streams against the sea tishers. The
two interests did not appear to have
come together at all, and their sev-
eral views will be presented to the
Department in writing.

It had been Mr. P’rince’s intention
{0 go to the Pacific coast, ufter his
return from the Atlantic, to discuss
the British Columbian demand for
permission to use salmon traps sim-
ilar to those with which the Ameri-
can canners have been ravaging the
Columbian waters, but, as the coast
salmon comimissioners will be in Ot-
tawa for the session of Parliament,
he will hear their views here.

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Against Law, Lozic and Loyalty. |

Mr. Clarke, M. P. P., of Charlotte
county, appears to be more than
opaque in his ideas of both logic and |
law. According to the official reporter’s |
summary of his contentions in the \
matter of the Halifax Fisheries Awurd |
in the legislature, he takes the ground
that the province is mnot entitled to
interest on its proportion of the money,
because the Dominion Government has |
been paying bounties to fishermen.

If it be decided that the money
belungs to the provinces and not "to |
the Dominion—and there does not seema
to be any doubt. on that score —the
question will Who
authorised the Dominion government to
administer it ? Even if it were admit-
ted that the Dominion was justified in
making use of the interest in giving
bounties to fishermen, by what process
of equitable computation has more thun
one hundred thousand dollars a year
been paid to those of Nova Scotia and
only thirteen or fourteen thousand to
those of New Brunswick ?

It must be remembered, too, that the
Dominion bounty is given to off shore
and bank fishermen, aud not to those
engaged in-the inshore fisheries, while
it was on account’ of the inshore
fisheries, which are the property of the
provinces, that the award was paid.

Newfoundland was paid $1,000,000
directly out ot the award, by the
British Government. Yet, if that
colony came into confederation to.duay,
the Dominion fisheries bounty system
would be extended to its off-shore
fishermen as a matter of course. Those,
therefore, who argue that the fisher-
men’s bounty can be accepted usan |
offset, against the interest claim of New
Brunswick oo account ot its long
witheld share of the Halifax award,
will find themselves out of court.

The contention of Mr, Clarke that
the payment of this money—principal
and interest—to-New Brunswick would
throw upon the province the responsi-
bility of protecting the fisheries, seems
absurd. Would the Dominion govern-
ment ‘‘get mad” because it was obliged
to hand over to New Bronswick what
it m;rely holds in trust for it, and
abandon the duty imposed upon it by
the B. N. A. Act of “regulating” the
fisheries? We think not. And if it
continued to regulate them, as it is
bound to do, must it not also see thut
its regulations are enforced? And
not this enforcemnnt what is otherwise
known as protection ? :

We are surprised, therefore, that
Mr. Clarke, who is & lawyer as well as
an editor and member of the legislature
of New Brvnswick, should tuke a posi-
tion in this matter so much at variance
with law, logic, and loyalty to his
province.

A good example .of Mr. Blair’s courage
and fairness, says the Globe, was afforded
the other day by his treatment of the
Grand Trunk Railway Company’s bill
authorizing a loan of fifty million dollars
for the improvement of the system. He
pointed out to the Railway Committee
that under its provisions there was noth-
ipg to hinder the company spending the
greater part of this‘capital outside of
Cauada, and asked that a c'ause be insert-
ed providing that- the expenditure be
made subject to the approval of the
governor-ia-council. This proposal was
at once accepted by the railway company’s
representative, and, from all that is
known of the Graud Tiunk management,
there need be no doubt that it will be
acted upon in good faith, It is to be
hoped that when the time comes for Mr.
Blair to resign his portfolio it may pass
into the hands of a successor equally
vigilant and determined.

We cannot
forget, also, that Ministers of Jnstice
have always denied the soundness of our
local government’s contentions until the
Supreme Court, or Law Lords of the
Privy Council of England have sustained
the New Brunswick view. Mr, Fitz-
patrick’s decision, therefore, does not
affzct the matter in any way, as it is now
referred to the Supreme Court, Noa
Scotia baving asked leave to join New
Brunswick in the case against the Fede-al
decision.

, views in this reepect have been more than
realized but in their zeal for the interests of
the dominion they seem to have forgotten to
deal prudently and wisely with the

interests of the separate provinces.

No man in 1867 could have roasensbly
aoticipated that the dominion would become

1 as great in 1903 as it has done.

No man could have forseen that the
Northwest would become so important a
factor, or could have dreamed of the devel-
opment of the Yukon. Daring the 36 years
that have elapsed simce then the greatest
advances have bven made in all lines of
human endeavor. New powers of nature
have been made subservient to the uses of
mao. The only people that seem to have
stood still are the people of tne separate
provinces, because they had no provision
made in the aot of union for their proper
develodment.

REVENUE MORE THAN FOUR TIMES GREATER.

In the first year of confederation the
revepue of the dominion was $12,000,000,
now it is upwards of $50,000,000, yet the
provinces are practically receiving the same
subsidy that was granted to them by the
British North America act. That is not
right. Allowance should be made for ounr
development.

It is true that some say that the pro-
vinces should be taught economy, but it is
impossible to properly look after the interests
of the province and to practice such economy
at the same time. When Mr. Blair and
Mr. Fielding who were members of the
Quebec conference of 1886, became cabinet
minisiers at Ottawa, I felt it was an oppor-
tune time to ask them to carry out their
own policy. Haviog got into power, I feit
that they should have the opportunity of
doing that justice to the provinces which
they had demanded. If that is incousistency
on my part, I intend to be incounsistent, and
will continue to be inconsistent until they
carry out their pledges.

I drew attention to these matters last
year and our action has been the means of
stirring up the other provinces. The leader
of the Quebec government asked that a
conference be held in that ocity, This was
done and every provioce was represented.

PEOPLE OF DUMINION MAKE DEMAND.

It is, therefore, not the people of New
Brunswick alone who are making this
demand, but the people of the whole
dominion. The people of all Canada are
included 10 this movement snd they are
simply asking the dominion government
that their own money shall be divided in a
different way,

MORE NEED FOR LARGER SUBSIDY,

The time has come when the provinces
cannot get along with the amount that
answered our needs 36 years ago. Everyoue
koows that living is much more expensive
than it was at the tme of confederation and
that the demands made opon the fands of
the province are mueh greater. The people
are not satisfied with the roads and bridges
thet would bave served their purpose 36
years ago. Tne province eannot stand still
while commmunities are advancing.

WE HAVE TO PROGRESS A8 THE INDIVIDUAL
PROGRESSES,

There was no tourist associations in old
times to claim money from the government.
The agricultural demands were much less at
the time of confederation that they are at
present, yet these demands are rightly
made by the representatives of the people
and we koow that sgriculture has made
immenee advances under the increased
expenditure aad with the assistance that
the government has been able to give.

The best expenditure evef made by the
government has been for “the salaries of
those men who are acting as agricultural
echool trustees aud who have raised the
standing of their own profession to so high a
level.

GREAT DEMANDS HAVE BEEN MADE

on the government tor the building of rail-
ways. The goverament has bad to give
subsidies to railways because the represeat-
atives of the people demanded them. Someé
of these subsidies were unwise. The greatest
disaster that ever happened this province
waa when the legislature gave 10,000 acres
of land a mile to the building of the New
Brunswick Railway, thereby greatly mnjuring
the counties of York, Carleton, Victoria and
Northomberland.

Mr. Fleming—Oa what side were you
then ?

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—I moved a resolutien
in the assembly in 1875 condemning this
grant, and let me say that when my honor-
able friend from Carleton has been 30 years
in the legislature, which I doubt if he will
ever attain, I doubt if he will have as good a
record as my own, In the words of scrip-
ture I wonld advise him to tarry at ‘Jericho
till his beard grows. (Laughter.)

Mining developm:nt is aunother matter
which demauds mueh greater expenditure
than we are pow atls to giveit, New
Bruoswick is a difficalt country to prospect
because it is 8o heavily wooded, yet I believe
that oar mines are of great value snd, if we
could afford it, it would pay to have the
provionce divided into districts and thor-
oughly explored.

Now if our financial condition does not
permit us to expend as much money as we
should on this work, so npecessary for the
future of the province, is it not right that
we should ask the dominion goverument to
grant us an increased amount and a fair
share of our own money. If we had this
$130,000 which is c'aimed for New Bruns-
widk under the Quebec resolutions, it would
materially assist us in many lines.

New demands are constantly being made
upon us. Recently we were asked to give a
subsidy to a steamer ronning from 8t. Johao
to the south shore of Nova Scotia. We have
given §3,000 becuuse we fclt it was right to
do this and that we must always stand by
the commeicial wmetropolis of
province. Our roads and bridges require

TO ADVANCR OUR PROVINCE.

There has been some discussion as to
whether it would be necessary to amend the
British North America act in order to graot
these demands. The premier of Canada has
mid that he would deal with the matter as
soon as possible and I am satlsfied that
before the legislature again meets he will
¥ave a tavorable reply.

of the terms of the British North America
act so that our 80 cents s head subsidy,
instead of stopping when our population
reaches 400,000, will cuntinue unpil
reaches 2,500,000,

There is another matter which was die-
oussed at the conference, the expense of
administering criminal law, It will hardly
be believed that in the province of Quebec
the adminwstration of eriminal justice costs
nearly $300.000. It is claimed that the
dominion shou!d contribute to this and
demand is made for a sum not exceeding 20
cents a head of the population of the pro-
vince to pay for administering the criminal
law. If this demand is granted, it wounld
give us an additional $60,000 a year to
divide between the province aud the
mnoicipalities and relieve the latter from
the expenses to which they are now put for
criminal justice.

I now leave the matter in your hands.
Whatever may be said by the opposition
press against us, whatever motives may be
charged or whatever slanders may be utter-
ed, I do say that this government is
actuated only by the desire to advance the
best interescn of the province. We have
only had one motive and that is to make
our province one of the most infinential
provinces in Canada,

Mr. Charles Bernard, asconded by Mr.
Patrick Ryan, moved that the proposed loan
be §10,000.

Mr. W. C. Winslow obj-ctad that the
Board of Trade, whea it recommended that
the town make the proposed I1dau to the
compary, stipalated that it was to be toa
company with a eapital of $50,000, $30,000
of which was to b- pud up. He coutended
thet the capital nuned in Mr. Marduch’s
resolution shouid be $50,000.

Mr. Stewa:t contradicted Mr. Winslow’s
statement and said hs was at the Brard of
Tride meetiug and that he and Mr. Winslow
vreparad ths resolution and this was the first
he had heard of a $50,000 conpany. No
such proposition as stated by Mr. Wianslow
had been made. In any case, this mueting
had power to deal with the matter for
irgelf, regardless of anything the Board of
Trade might have done.

Mr. Winslow agaiu urged his po.nt.

Iureply to Mr. Bernard the chairman
showed that the whols sum that woald be
aisessed in the tweuty years, would be
$8,400 —aeantime the estimated tax receipts
from the factory itself and its employees
would be $600 a year, s0 as Mr. Mardoch
had stated, there would be $12 000 paid 1o
the 20 years from those sources, leaving a
balance in the town’s favor.
