Ottawa, Aug. 19.—Amusement is
felt here at the assertions which have
appeared in a portion of the press
that General Sir Ian Hamilton in his
report reeommended increased expen-
diture, The contrary is the fact.

What Sir Ian Hamiiton did point
out was that there are certain short-
ages in the plan recommended by Sir
Jolin French in 1910 and adopted by
the Laurier government. Sir John
French recc ded the or, ion
of the militia into five divisions and
a number of mounted brigades. Such
a force would need a large number
of additional guns, rifles, stores, etc.
The Laurier government accepted this
plan, with the exception that it in-
creased the number of division to six,

stead of one. This entalled the pro-
vision of a further number of bat
teries of artillery and munitions of
war.

What Sir Ian Hamilton did simply
was to point out the shortages in
corps, weapons, ammunition and
stores if the plans lald down by the
late. government were to be carried
out. He made no recommendations
on this point. His own recommenda-
tions are in the direction of extreme-
ly inexpensive reforms. The proposed
enrollment would cost very little, it
being merely an inscribing of men's
names, with no training, and the sub-
stitution of provision schools for cen-
tral schools, coupled with the aboli-
ticn of the latter, might result in a
poeitive saving.

to him an indictment charging him
with having unlawfully escaped from
Matteawan and without permitting a
plea remanded him to the jail at Sher-
:\rooke for a hearing tomorrow morn-
ng.

Two men were arrested with Thaw,
but liberated later at Coaticook. They
are believed to be of the party of
five confederates who manned  the
two automobiles used by Thaw in his
escape from Matteawan. The two
men refused to give their names or
say anything about themseives. They
followed Thaw here from Coaticook
and remained in town over night.

W. L. Shurtleff, the Coaticook law-
yer retained by Thaw, denounced the
hearing before Justice Dupuis as un-
fair, and said that he would apply
tomorrow morning for a writ of
habeas corpus for Thaw, prior to the
hearing before the extradition com-
missioner. Should the writ be re-
fused, Mr. Shurtleff said he woulkl
ask for an appeal from‘ the justice’s
decision.

DELUSION# IN THE SLIGHTEST
DEGREE ON HIS PART. 18 IT
ANYTHING ' CRAZY /TO TAKE A
PISTOL TO DEFE YOURSE
AGAINST A MAN WHO CALLS Y

TO KILL YOU BEFORE MORNING?"

The statement itself was a printed
synopsis of District Attorney Jerome's
speech, or'purported to be such, to the
jury at Thaw's second trial, January
30, 1908, for the murder of Stanford
White.

At the end of the printed synopsis
was a statement by Mr. $hurtleft, it
read as follows:

“Mr. Thaw has requested me to
thenk the people for their kindness
and strong feeling of fair play. The
remarks of Attorney Jerome, the pro-
secuting attorney, who contended that
Thaw was not insane, but shot in de-
fense of his family honor, will natural-
ly be appreciated by Canadians.”

After Thaw had spent some hours
in his cell, and grumbled a bit at his
poor quarters, he was removed to the
hospital where the accommodations
are better. At his lawyer’s suggestion
he consented to see reporters.

Will Say But Littie.

“Where did you intend to go a?ter
you left Matteawan?” he was asked.

“I may have been going home,” he
replied quickly, and no amount of ques-
tioning could induce him to modify
this declaration.

The. authorities belleve that Thaw
had an all-day ride at breakneck speed
after he flashed past the gateman at
Matteawan. An automobile answering
the description of the big touring car
in which he made his getaway passed
through White River Junction, Ver-
mont, Sunday night. The same car
was seen yesterday morning at Wood-
ville, N. H. On each occasion it was
occupied by four men.

It is believed that Thaw and his
two companions left one man with the
car near Lancaster, N. H., before
boarding the train. Of this he refus-
ed to talk.

“Do you care to say anything about
threats you are sald to have made
that you would go after certain peo-
ple once you were out of Matteawan?”

“I shall make no answer to none-
gense of that sort that has been print-
ed,” he replied. And that ended the
interview, so far a8 the reporters were
concerned. The photographers came
next. They wanted a picture. Again
Thaw balked. He could not consent
to it till he put on a clean shirt and
collar, He explained that he had no
opportunity to change his clothes since
leaving Matteawan.

Thaw's two companions surpassed
his reticence with thejr own. All the
newspapermen could learn of them
was a description of each. One of
them. is five feet eight or nine inches
tall, smooth faced, with dark bair and
eyes and heavy set. The other is
about the same height, lighter in build
and of fair complexion.

While in the jail at Coaticook Thaw
acknowledged his name, and sent de-
spatches which rivetted the already
certain i tion.

grams were addreseed .to Mrs, Mary
Thew, his 'mother, and to Roger

ty by legal means.

The keen wit and eye of a rural
deputy sheriff enmeshed Thaw once
more in the process of the law, and
while the crack detectives of eastern
cities were seeking him the villaze
constable here topk him into custody.

Burleigh H. Kelsea, depdty sherift
of Coosm County, N. H, boarded a
Maine Central train at Lancaster last
night and sat down in the smoker to
read his paper, He was well on his
way to Colebrook, his home, when he
heard the conversation of men in the
seat behind him.

Vancouver lIsland Coai Strike

Vancouver, Aug. 19.—One hundred
arrests had been made up to six
o'clock this evening in the coal mine
strike zone on Vancouver Island. The
presidents of the union at Ladysmith,
Nanaimo and Cumberland are in jail
charged with rioting, and charges of
attempted murder and arson are yet
to be laid against some of the hundred

In the early hours this morning, under
cover of darkness, the special police,
accompanied by soldiers passed from
house to house in Ladysmith and ar-
rested twenty-nine men, alleged to
have been implicated in the rioting
and disturbances of the past week.
They were marshalled between a file
of soldiers to be marched to the Ab-
botsford Hotel, where under a strong
guard they were held until the arrival
of a special train to take them to
Nanaimo at 9 o'clock.

Preparations are going ahead to
flood the Western Fuel Company's
workings to extinguish the fire which
has been burning in the south wall
for some time. Chief Government
Inspector of Mines Thomas Graham
said this morning that in the event of
a mine being flooded, it would be sev-
eral years before it could be worked
to capacity again. Mr. Graham, who
was formerly in charge of the proper-
ty, knows the conditions there, and
was positive that the steps which the
union is forcing to put out the fire
will prove disastrous to the men, and
the whole community.

Ottawa, Amg. 19—Commander Ro
per, formerly of the Canadian navy,
who was borrowed from the British ,
Admiralty to.be chiel of the naval
staff, and spent two years endeavor-
ing to organize the department, has
made public a vigorous letter he has
written to Hon, Rodophe Lemieux,
replying to an attack made on him by
the ex-Postmaster General during the
naval debate.

not seek to pervert the true circum-
stances so as to'serve his own ends.

“This, however, was apparently
your endeavor, for after Mr. Hazen's
statement, the language you used, cal-
culatedly and deliberately, was more
extravagant and unwarranted than
previous to it.

4. That if the British Admiralty
was aware of my conduct, I should
not have been kept in office.

These charges, any one of which,
if true, is sufficiently grave to seri-
ously injure my character and reputa-
tion, was made under the shelter of
the House of Commons, which is I
believe, a privilegsed place.

Whilst I care little for the opinion
of those who, for political purposes,
and, after all justification has been
removed, see fit to abuse and stultify
one in whose judgment his duty ren-
dered it necessary to state plainly and
emphatically hig opinion with regard
to certain matters, I do value most
highly the good opinion of the Cana-
dian people in general and of those
in particular with whom I came in
contact during my two years’ service
in Canada. It is with great regret,
tl:erefore, I find myself in the position
of being unable to take the necessary
steps to refute in public these charges
which you have thought fit to make
against me in so unjustifiable and un-
warranted a manner, and which you
must know you are unable to sub-
stantiate, containing as they do no
particle of truth.

In conclusion I would say that I ad-
here absolutely to every word I said
in my speech at the Ottawa exhibi-
tion and to every word contained in
the above mentioned document, both
of which, if read in conjunction, will
be found to contain the same prin-
ciples and recommendations the lat-
ter, however, drawing attention to oth-
er matters, which in my humble judg.
ment, it was my duty to point out.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

JACQUES CARTIER.

On this date in 1541 Jacques Cartler,
then on his third voyage of explora-
tion, reached the Indian village of
Stadacona, on the site of the future
city of Quebec.

THE HUMAN PROCESSION

THE PRESIDENT OF FRANCE.

M. Raymond Poincare, President of
France, will today pass his fifty-third

milestone, having been born in Bar-
le-Duc on August 20, 1860. The emi-
nent statesman who recently succeed-
ed M. llieres in the Elysee comes
of a mily eminent in literature

and science. His father was a promi-
nent official, and one of his brothers
has also attained high position in the
government. His cousin, Henri Poin-
care,” the famous mathematician, was
elected to the French Academy in
1909. The family name of the Presi-
dent was originally Poing-carre, mean-
ing square-fisted.
M. Poincare is the ninth chief-of-
state gince the mighty structure of
the French republic was reared on
the ruins of the empire in 1870. In
the opinion of many observers of
European affairs, he has already
shown a fitness for the high office
that entitles him to rank among the
greatest of the nine.
M. Poincare early gained an envi-
able reputation as a lawyer, and was
one of the leaders of the Paris bar,
where his eloquence, wit and humor
attracted wide attention. He was
only twenty-seven when he was elect-
ed to the Chamber of Deputies from
his home district. He carried on a
personal campaign, visiting all of the
172 communes of the arrondissement.
The opposition was based principally
on his extreme youth, but to this he
rgplied, “I promise you that it is a
tault of which I will speedily cure
myself.’
At the age of thirty-two M. Poin-
care became a member of the govern-
ment as Minister of Public Instruc-
tion, a position requiring ability of a
high order. Next he was chosen
Finance Minister, and afterwards
Premier of France.
Great as was his success as a law-
er, M. Poincare in his young manhood
had an ambition to become a journa-
list, and wrote many “thrillers” which
were published in a Bar-le-Duc news-
paper. Since then he has attained
such ability as a writer as to be elect-
ed to the Academy.

Eastman Concern Must
Lose Patent.
MILLIONS OF DOLLARS

INVOLVED IN ACTION
Eastman Company In-
fringed on Patent of Rev.
Hannibal Goodwin, and
they must pay Huge Sum

(New York Evening Post..

A decision affecting the patent rights
to the modern photographic film in all
its forms has been handed down by
Judge John R. Hazel, of the United
States District Court, of Buffalo, which
declared the Kastman Kodak Com-
pany, infringers of the Hannibal Good-
win patent owned by the Goodwin
Film and Camera Company, which is,
in turn, controlled by the Ansco Com-
pany of Binghampton, N. Y. This de-
cree terminates litigation which has
lasted for eleven years and upholding,
as it does, the patent right of an am-
ateur photographer long since dead,
who, twenty years, was rector of
@ Protestant Episcopal church in New-
ark, involvés the profits of the Kast-
man Company since September 13,
1898, which are variously estimated at
from five to twenty-five million dol-
lars.

The broad scope of the court’s
award is indicated by the magnitude
of the output of the company declared
guilty of the infringement. On good
authority, the Hastman Kodak Com-
pany is sald to manufacture eighty
per cent, of all the cinematograph film
produced in the entire world, as well
as exporting large quantities of cart-
ridge films and film packs of every
form.

Only Manufacturers in America.

The Eastman and Ansco Companles
al'e the only manufacturers of photo-
graphic film in America, each owning
and controlling all the other film pro-
ducts. Every possible legal delay has
been used by the defendants, and the
present decision comes at the end of
litigation begun by the Goodwin Com-
pany shortly after coming under the
control of the Ansco Company.

T, W. Stephens, president of the
Ansco Company, in commenting on the
l%d, sajd thi§ morming: . &

he patent \’\: by this decision giv-
en a broad and controlling construc-
tion covering the universally used
modern photographic film in all forms,
including cartridge film, film packs,
and cinematograph film, and the East-
mdn Kodak Company is found guilty
of infringement.”

The argument advanced by the de-
fendant company rested upon the con-
tention that other chemicals had been
employed in the processes used by
themselves, and that the terms of the
Goodwin patent,” stipulating that “the
principal solvent was nitrobenzole,”
and later amended to read “including
amyl acetate as a substitute, or their
equivalents,” could not cover their
process. Judge Hazel disposed of this
point in his decision as follows:

“] am unable to accept the view
that either by the addition to defend-
ant’s process or the exclusion there-
from of amyl acetate, a high boiling
solvent, or of acetone, a low boiling
element, infringment is avoided. True
enough, defendant’s modus operandi
is somewhat different from Goodwin's,
but the two processes are not disting-
uishable on principle, and to colorably
change the solvents by modifying the
Reichenbach proportions in the man-
ner stated does not create a new pro-
cess, but seems simply to differently
tarry out one that is old and already
known through the instrumentality of
the patent which is the subject of
this controversy.

“It is true that in the production of
complainant’s film supports nitro-
cellulose is not dissolved in nitroben-
zole and alcohol alone—the specific
solvent of Goodwin’s invention. But
the improvement in the firm support
is due to the combination of equiva-
lent high and low boilers, and there-
fore the departure in its production
is fairly within the scope of the
claims. It is not improbable that cer-
tain of«the new features or steps of
the defendant involve novelty, but
this, of course, would not justify in-
fringement of complainant’s broad in-
vention.”

Injunction, Costs, and Accounting.

The decision stated further that the
Goodwin Company was entitled to a
decree with costs, an injunction, and
an accounting covering the process
and product of the patent,

The injunction, which usually fol-
lows an adjudication of this character,
restrains the infringer from further
manufacture pending an appeal or fin-
al settlement. It is believed, however,
by lawyers who were consulted today
that the usual injunction which fol-
lows a sweeping decision of this kind
will: in this case be modified. The
Ansco Company is unable to manufac-
ture all of the film the market de-
mands, and in consequence it is believ-
ed that a supersedeas injunction, un-
der which the defendant is required
to give bond to preserve to the com-
plainant all the profits made during
the period of the injunction, will be
employed.

The history of the development of
the manufacture of photographic film
began with Rev. Hannibal Goodwin, a
High Church Episcopal clergyman, rec.
tor of the House of Prayer, in New-
‘ark, N. J. In response to the impera-
tive demand from the users of photo-
graphic apparatus for a substitute for
glass plates, a need which was being
widely exploited at the time by the
British Journal of Photography, Dr.
Goodwin overcame, after long experi-
menting, the dificulty of finding a sub-
stitute which was at once rollable, un-

. breakable, and transparent, and ap.

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GETTING STEEL
AEADY FOR THE
NEW BRIDGE

Dominion Bridge Company
Has Material for Super-

structure Under Way.
ANCHORING _STAYS
AN IMPORTANT JOB.
Provincial Engineer Says
Excavation on Fairville
Side will be Finished in
a Few Days.

R. 8. Buck, chief engineer of the
Dominion Bridge Company, which has
the contract for the steel work of the
new bridge at the Reversing Falls,
was in the city yesterday and spent
most of the day at the Falls, ingpecting
the work in connection with the bridge
foundations in progress there. A. R.
Wetmore, engineer of the Provincial
Department of Public Works, wag also
in the city and was in consultation
with Mr. Buck as well as with Mr.
MacVey, the contractor for the foun-
dation work.

Mr Buck said his company had the
steel work well under way, and that
everything was proceeding satisfac-
torily with the foundation work. He
left last evening for Montreal. Mr.
Wetmore, the provincial engineer, had
an interview with Com. Agar yester-
day afternoon and asked that the city
grant the contractor for the bridge
foundations permission to use a por-
tion of the public street near the
tridge in connection with the excava-
tion work on the east side of the
river. Mr. Wetmore said to a reporter
of The Standard that the work was
progressing satisfactorily, and that the
contractors for both the substructure
and superstructure had their respec-
tive works well in hand and barring
accidents the work should go ahead
as fast as could reasonably be ex-
pected.

“The contractor for the excavation
work has to exercise a certain amount
of caution,” said Mr. Wetmore. “It is
not advisable to use too heavy charges
in blasting away the rock; but the
work on the Fairville side has gone
along rapidly and will be completed in
a few days. In a day, or so work will
be started on the excavation for the
bridge foundations on the east side.
On this side the rock is more naturally
adapted as a site for a bridge pier than
was needed on the Fairville side.
When completed the foundations will
be splendid ones and would easily
carry a much larger and heavier bridge

FOUND I BIVER LAST NIGAT

E. N. Herrington Picked Up Corpse of Lad who Per-
ished in Motor Boat Accident on Evening of Sun-
day, August 10th — Search had been Continued

for Nine Days,

On the ninth day after the fatality
in which Ernest Earle lost his life by
drowning in the St. John river, and
when almost continuous search had
proven futile, and hope of recovery
had been abandoned, the body of the
young boy who met his death in a
motor boat collisi was last ing
picked out of the water by B. N, Her-
rington- a little below Boar's Head,
about a quarter of a mile from where
the accident occurred.

Mr. Herrington was not searching
for the body at the time but, with a
party, was sailing up river in his
motor boat Ruby. Tt was dusk and
coming up to a form in the water, the
body was found to be that of young
Earle. When found, the body was
floating on the top of the water, the
face turned downwards and the arms
and legs were extended.

The body was much decomposed. It
was towed to shore and covered, left
upon the beach while Coroner Roberts
was notified and word was sent to the
family of the boy. Dr. Roberts gave
orders for the removal of the body and
it was brought to the city in a motor
boat.

FACTORY
PRLSPECT

New York Manufacturer
has Proposition Under
which he may Locate In-
dustry Here.

Mr. Allison, a New York umbrella
manufacturer, who was seen by Mr.
Hoag a few weeks ago, and who has
developed an active interest in St.
John, is now going forward with a
definite proposition regarding the es-
tablishment of a plant here. It is
understood that Mr. Allison occupies
a factory of four floors in a somewhat
congested district in New York, that
he pays several thousands of dollars
yearly in rentals, and that his output
is in the vicinity of $200,000 per year.
In view of the increased competition
which aaturally tends somewhat to
reduce the percentage of profits, he
feels that in a more favorable mar-
ket, the industry could be made profit-
able on a small output. Mr. Allison,
in conversation with members of the
Board of Trade, has pointed out that
rentals here would be very much
lower, perhaps not more than $700 or
$800 for a floor space equal to that
