Paris, Feb, 18—Willlam Bnglish Walling, the Soctalist, author
and secretary of the American Social Democratic League, said today:

«“The sudden outburst of wrath against the League of Nations from
the Paris Soclalists and the syndicalist press before the ink had dried
on the Wilson project, indicates a plan of action between the Berne
Socialist Labor Congress and the German government.

“Hach and every point of the German governmental porcy stated
by Scheidemann was adopted at Berne. Mr. Wilson declares himself
wholly satisfied with the league project, whereupon the French Social-
ists and syndicalists screech thet the plan Is a complete betrayal of
the Wilson principles. There is no longer any doubt the latter ware
working in agreement with the Socialists controlling ‘the German
government.

“Their refusal to repudiate Bolshevism at Berne demonstrates the
willingness of these u kable d to utilize Bolshevism
for their own purposes. Moreover the Berne congress establighed the
principle of the open door, meaning that the six Socialist parties which
have gone over to Bolshevism will ve admitted to the next conference
in April.

“The propaganda possibilities ol this new Socialist internationale
thus constituted are infinitely superior to anything ever possessed by .
the German General Staff, and its eutire etrength will be directed
against the League of Nations plan. Thus that plan will be subjected
to a frontal attack by the Germans and a rear attack by the Soclalist
allies of the Germans in Burope and America.

change come over France. The change
was not in Mr, Wilson. His policies
and intentions seem to have deviated
little from those with which he left
the United States early in December.
The alteration was the result of the
discovery by the French people of his
attitude and progrem.

Before his arrival the French wers
uninformed regarding him. The French
censorship had eliminated many
phrases from his speeches, even from
that of September 27, when victory
was within the Allied reach. The
statesmen who had, with great dif-
culty, dragged France through - the
trying years of the war, evidently had
also deceived themselves, following
their hope perhaps more than their
belief that President Wilson really
was strong for victory, and had been
adroit in dealing independently with
the Germans, and by that means had
seduced the Germans into agreeing
to what they had called the Wilsonian
terms of the armistice, Not only was
this the French idea, it aiso prevail-
ed among the Italians and even in
Great Britain.

Early in December, before Mr. Wil
son’s arrival here, Arthur Balfour,in
a long interview with American news
paper correspondents, stated emphati-
cally that his interpretations of the
armistice terms would include ample
payment by Germany toward the
costs of the war. Even after the Pre-
gident’'s arrival in Framce, Lloyd
George and other men mow forming
the British cabinet, promised in elec-
tioneering spepches to exact from
Germany all she could pay. Then
came the preliminary discussioms be-
tween Mr. Wilson and Premier Clem-
enceau, and Mr. Wilson and Premier
Lioyd George, after which the Presi-
dent stated that he found himself in
close agreement in principle with
these two ‘most important statesmen
in Europe.

Paris, Feb. 18—TFhe Italian dele-
gation to the Peace Conference,
according to an official note, has
informed the Secretary of the Con-
ference that it cannot accept . the
proposal for the arbitration of
Itallan ang Jugo-Slavia claims in
Dalmatia as urged by Jugo-Slavs.

The Italian plenipotentaries in
their letter to the secretary ex-
plain that all territorial claims are
being submitted to the Peace Con-
ference and they do not belleve
that recourse should be had to any
exceptional procedure.

THE FINAL TERMS
OF ARMISTICE
ARE DRASTIC

Demolition of Forts on the
Heligoland and the Kiel
Canal Will Be
Required.

SURRENDER OF GERMAN
WARSHIPS INTERNED

The Germans Will be Leit
With a Fleet Sufficient Only

for Defensive Purposes.

London, Feb. 18—(British Wireless
Service)—The final armistice condi-
tions which the Supreme Council is
considering will be made public before
|the end of the month, according to
various newspapers, and they will in-
clude among the naval conditions the
demolition of the forts on Heligoland
and the Kiel Canal, the surrender, for
purposes of destruction, of the Ger-
man warships now interned and the
opening of the Kiel Canal for civil
transports. It is stated that Germany
will be left with a fleet large enough
for defensive purposes.

The naval correspondent of the
Daily Mail. writing of the immensely
strong fortifications on the Island of
Heligoland says:

“The . summit of the island is one
immense bomb-proof affair and the
batteries are so placed as to be invis-
ible from the sea. The heavy guns
there—11 inch and 12 inch weapons—
probably were reinforced during the
war by 15-inch guns. The guns are
mounted in steel turrets of great
thickness. All the batteries and ob-
servation posts are connected by sub-
terranean passages and the roads
leading up to them run along gallerica
which are shell-proof.

“The guns are mounted after the
usual German fashion so as to give
them an immense. range, probably
from ten to twelve and a half sea
miles. To enable the island to stand
the concussion of their discharge and
resist fire directed against it 6,000,000
pounds is said to have been spent be-
fore 1910 and subsequently other
large sums were allotted.

“The immense seaplane sheds are
said to have been of the disappearing
type, which could be lowered as a
protection against longrange fire
There are store shops and repair
works with all the usual equipment
of a naval base. The fortifications
presumably will be blown up, but thefr
destruction will be no easy business,
They are of armored concrete and
steel and a very large quantity of ex-
plosives will be required.

“The fortifications at either en-
trance to the Kiel Canal are of im-
mense strength and are lavishly sup-
plied with the heaviest guns in steel
turrets.”

E ptoms of widespread “mevolt
against impending prohibition are de-
cidedly complex in their significance.
From one point of view they are com-
mendable and reassuring. “We should
have regretted to see the nation su-
pinely acquiesce in the monstrous sub-
version eof personal liberty, and equals
ly of constitutional principlesthat is
involved in the measure with which
we are threatened. From the vantage
ground of its success there would be
only a short step to a regime com-
parable with that of the legendary
. “blue laws,” in which even the most
intimate details of domestic and per-
* sonal life would become subject to of-
¢ ficial inquisition and dictation, and in
which the national comstitution, in-
stead of serving as a popular bill ot
. rights, would become an instrument
= of oppression and pergecution. That
American citizens revolt against such
© an outlook is creditable to them, as
¢ an indication that they have not yet
* been entirely seduced and perverted
by Pharisajeal doctrinaires.
From another point of view these
* manif ns of popular sentiment
ject to severe criticism. That

the nation desired and demanded the
undoing of it, it could not be undone,
save by a forcible revolution such as
should be an unthinkable thing in
America. There was ample warning.
These millions of indignant citizens
who are now raging against prohibi-
tion at the very time when there is
most need of aggressive industry and
the best possible morale, knew weeks
and months ago just as well as they
know today with what they ‘'were
threatened. Yet they were - silent.
They sat still while State Legislature
after State Legislature ratified the
amendment. They knew that unless
those ratifications were halted before
the thirty-sixth was achieved the
amendment would be irretrievably
fagtened to the comstitution. But
they did nothing and said nothing to
stop the business. Had they then
manifested one-half the  opposition
which they are niow exploiting they
might have prevented matification.
Now it is too late.

‘The matter presents, however, two sa-
lient phases, requiring separate treat-
ment. The protests in question are
against the prohdbition = ‘which s
thréatened for July 1 next. But that

a a e i il

is not al prohibition, for
constitional prohibition will not come
into, fonce ugdil more than six'monthg
later. It wa# mebely through the ex-
arcise of the extraordinary war pow-
ers granted to him by a subservient
Congress that the President issued
the ukase for prolnition on July 1,

a ukase which is to be in force only
s0 long as it pleases the President.
The supposition has been that he would
keep it in force umtil it was supplant-
ed by constitutionat = prohibition,
which will become efective in Janu-
ary next—perhaps—and that thus
July 1 would see the estadblishment of
perpetual prohibition.

1t is obvious, however, that it is in
the President's power to terminate
the prevalance of that ukase at any

time; and indeed to rescind it alto-
gether before the time set for it to
become effective. In that case it
would never become operative, and
and there would be no prohibition on
July 1. Obvious motives for taking
such a step must strongly appeal to
the President's mind. .The probabil-
ity is that the treaty of peace will be
made and that the war will thus be
ended both in theory and in practice
before July 1. In that case it would
be illogical if nothing worse to con-
tinue extraordinary war measures af-
ter that date. It would be absurd to
enforce measures ‘“for the efficient
prosecution of the war” afiter the war
was officially declarea to have ended.
We submit that the prospect uhat it
will thus be ended before July 1 is
sufficiently assured to warrant the im-
mediate rescinding of the prohibition
ukase.

Thare is another reasom, to which
we have already referred. We are
emntering upon a cruicial period of
economic reconstruction scarcely less
crucial than the war itself, in which
it is supremely desirable that there
shall be no strikes, no soclal disturb-
jances. It would be nothing short of
disastrous to have at such a time a
nation wide strike over am entirely
extraneous issue. To avert such a
catdstrophe, would be abundant rea-
son for immediately abolishing the
provision for nation wide prohibition
on July 1, and for postponing the date
until January next, by which time the
processes of industrial reorganization
will be sufficiently advanced to enable
us far better to endure such disturb-
ances, if they must oceur,

‘Whether they are to occur at all is
a question for future getermination;
which is to be gommended to the gov-

consideration. Or perhaps we should
say that there 18 thus to be commend-
ed to it the matter which may be
made the pretext for strikes; for it
would be intolerable to have govern-
mental action or nonaction influenced
by fear of such disturbances. If a
thing is right, yet the government
stand by it, though all the etrikes in
the world be threatened; #f it be
wrong, let it repudiate it, even though
there be mot a single threat or de-
mand made concerning it. The ques-
tion before the government will be,
‘then, whether it is right to impose
this sumptuary ordinance upon the
nation by constitutional amendment,
and thus to prostitute the organic law
of the nation to a purpose for which
it was never intendes.

Asked
relative to the pfl ng on the Hast and
West sides, witness replied the East
Side dock appeared much safer.

John  Peterson, chauffeur for Van-
Wart Bros., & passenger on the ferry
at the time, stated he remained in
the gentlemen’'s cabin going across.
‘and @s they neared the West Side he
went out, cranked his car, and got in.
Soon after he got out, fearing an ac-
cldent, as the ferry was moving quite
fast, and he had seen an accident pre-
viously on the ferry when a horse was
hit by a falling piling, His evidence
was & ocorrobation of that given by

i the former witness relative to the cir
} cumstances surrounding the accident.
To Mr, Baxter witness replied that
| he thought the piling was not safe on
| the West Side, and should he have
anything to do with it would have a
chain and bolt in the top of the pil-
ing so that in case they might fall,
the caain would aid in holding up the
piling. Further he kaew not how the
plling was fastemed, as he had not
investigated.

Captain Andrew Norwood called,
stated he was in charge of the ferry
'at the time of the accident. At the
time it was what was called a quick
trip, to get over and back to the
Hast Side again in about ten minutes
|1t possibie. This was accomplished
by @etting the passengers on and off
the boat as quickly as possible, so as
to return to the Wast Side docks
quickly. Witness stated the tide was
getting up, throwng the bow of the
ferry on the southern wing of the
dock. The ferry was moving at a us-
ual rate of epeed, and the proper sig-
jnals @iven. ‘The broken piling did

not appear as a fresh break although
it might have been. The mabte was
in the wheel house' with witness on
the trip across, and later went below.
the mext witness seeing of him was
when he aided the passengers im lift-
ing the piling off the deck of the fer-
ry. Witness in his evidemce stated
he was & master mariner, having pre-
viously mine years in the ferry ser-
vices as mate, and chief master, dur
ing the late eight months. The ferry
was going into the dock at the usual
rate of espeed. Omne bolt was not
sufficient to hold & piling if broken.

Bllsworth Normand McBeath, en-
gineer, residing at West St. John, was
at his duties as engineer when the
ferry collided with the pilings. Wit-
ness felt no sudden crash, nor did the
vibration of the boat lead one to be.
lieve when in the engineer’s room that
the boat had been hit. He had re-
ceived the proper telegraphs as was
usual on any trip, and when the boat
struck was ordered to reverse and
stop. This he did three times ac-
cording to orders of the bell He paid
no particular notice of the piling on
the West Side, nor had he ever in-
formed his family to watch out while
they were on the ferry for fear of pi'-

falling.

last evening and hearing will be re-
gumed in the City Hall, West St. John,
on Thursday evening next at eicht
o'clock. Coroner F. L. Kenney ad
vised the jurors in the meantime to
ascertain for themsélves first hand in-
formation relative to how toll houses
were being run and under what or-
dess, ete.

UNIFORMITY IN
~ MINING LAWS
Fi or.thg Best Interests of Cana-

' dian and United States Min-
ing Interests.

New York, Feb. 18-The existing
confusion in the mining laws of Can-
ada and the United States, which, it
is sald, has led to a duplication of
effort and has sometimes created a
barrier to international co-operation
in mining, was the principal subject
for discussion today at the annual
meeting here of the American Insti-
tute of Mining Engineers.

Nearly 100 members of the Canadian
Institute of Mining Engineers were
bresent for a consideration of the
problems, in the belief that a joint dis-
Cussion might be the means of gevis-
ing a plan which will remove wasted
effort and possibly result in a uniform
mining law for the two countries,

The principal address of the meet-
ing was made by C, V., Corless, of the
Canadian delegation on “industry, De-
mocracy and Education.”

Mr. Corless said that it is not a
Quiestion of wages or hours, or work-

days that ts the cause of unrest in the
labor world, with its consequent
strikes. Granting all demandg of jabor
along these lines, he said, never satis-
fled angq gives no permanent improve-
ment of relations between capital and
labor,

“The whole difficulties,” he added,
“are that in modern industry the
workers do not feel personally inter-
ested. They do not have the oppor-
tunity to think for themselves, They
have little or no sense of personal re-
sponsibility and little or no voice in
governing themselves. Hence,” he
sald, “their spirit rebels against ex-
ternal authority, In which they have
no share.”

MOTORS IN THE
FIRM ISSUES
Oils Were Again Depressed on
Profit-taking and Bearish

Issues.

New York, Feb. 18-—Uncertainty
and consequent irregularity of pxices
marked the sluggish trading en the
exchange today, the session reflecting
none of the previous day’s.public in-
terest, activity or breadth.

Motors and some of the minor or
unimportant specialties comprised the
firm to strong issues and oils were
again variably depressed on profit-tak-
ing and bearish pressure. The net re-
sult represented little more than the
conflicting views of cligeus and pools.

Almost the sole hopeful feature
was the relative strength of rails, buy-
ing of that group at intervals includ-
ing most of the representative shares
in the Granger Transcontinemtal and
ocoal divisioms at 1 to 11 point gains.

Rails were almost the only shares
to retain a fair proportion of their ad-
vance in the selling movement of the
last hour, which virtually effaced
General Motor's extreme rise of four
points and affected moderate unsettle-
ment elsewhere.

United States Steel closed at a loss
of virtually a point after having made
a slight gain, other steels and equip-
ments re-aeted 1 to 3 points with Ma-
rine Preferred and Mexican Petrol-
eum's further reversal extended to
other oils. Early gamns of 1 to 2
points in local tracttons were held
and popular tobaccos ciosed at irregu-
lar advances. Sales amounted to 625,

000 shares.
