“THE IRISH FREE. STATE” UNDER

Southern Ireland ““Masters

in Their Own House.”

Birmingham, Eng., Deec. 6—Ireland
hereafter will be known officially as
“The Irish Free State” under the
mgreement  reached at last night's
London conference, it was announced
by Lord Chancellor Birkenhead in at
address here today. in outlining
the gemeral terms of the agreement,
the Lord Chancellor said.

“We propose, in the first place, that
within the area of Southern lireland,
we shall make those who, eyond ail
question within that area at this
moment are emtitled to speak for the
overwhelming majority of the popu-
%ation, masters in thelr own house”

Same Position as Caniada i
“With one singie important msar-i
vation,” declared Lord Birkenhead,
we place Ireland, and 1 shall define|
Ireland in a moment, precicely in the|
position of Canada, Australia, New |
Zealand and South Africa. And there |
s no power subject to the reserva-
tion which I shall indicate; that ds|
€lven to anyone of these great sad»i
governing domdinions that we shall|
wmot equally concede to the state|
wihich ds to be created.” |

ment to be set up would be supreme
in its own domain in matters of |

financial matters. On such a balance
being struck, they shall pay us a due
proportion, having regard for any eet-
off or counster claim they may think
proper to put florward—a due pamt of
our national debt and our expenditure
on war. The amount of this will be
determined by arbitragors to be chos-
en from among the citizens of this
country, and who, I hope, wili include
a distinguished colonial jwdge.

Article ¥YII—The Government of the
Irish free state shall afford to His
Majesty's Imperial forces (A) in time
of peace euch harbor and other facil-
ities as are indicated in the annex
hereto, or such other facilities as may,
from time to time, be agreed between
the British Government and the Gov-
ernment of the Irish free state and
(B) In time of war, or of strained
relatioms with a forelgn power, such
harbor and other facllities as the Brit-
ish Govermment may require for the
purpose of such dafense as aforesaid.

Article VIII—With a view to Secur
ing observamce of the principle of in-
ternational Limitation of Armaments,
¥ the Government of the Irish free
state establishes and maintains a mil-
ftary defénse force the establishmemt
thereof shall not exced in eize such
proportion of the miMtary establish-
ment maintained in Great Britain as
that which ‘the population of Ireland
bears to the population of Great Bri-
tain. *

Article IH—On the agreement pre
vides that ™a representative of the
Crown in Ireland shall be appointed
in like manner as the governor-general
of Canada and in accordance with
the practice observed In making such
appointments.”

“Article VI.—Until an arrangement
has been made between the British
and Irish Governments whereby the
Irish Free State undertakes her own
cons{al delense, defense by sea of
Great Britain and Ireland shall be
undertaken by Mis Majesty’s Imperial
forces, but this shall not prevent the
construction ‘or maintenance by the
government of the Irish Free State of
such vessels as are necessary for the
protection of the revenue 6r the fish-
eries.

“The foregoing provisions of this
article shall be reviewed at a confer-
ence of representatives of the British
and Irish Governments to be held at
the expiration.of five years from the
date hereof with a view to the under
taking by Irélghd of a share in her

“Article XV.—At any time after the
date hereof, the Government of North-

: Locking at the situation “from the road,” the appearances are
ithat the Hon. Mackenzie King and his friends will be called upon w
form the administration which shall have control of the public af-
\fairs of the country for the next year or two anyway. A tree can
only be judged by its fruit, but the blossoms are generally supposed
ito indicate the character of the crop that may be expected. The
\country wili have to wait awhile to find out what the fruit of Mr.
King's admsnistration is going to turn out like, but the blossoms do
lnot promise anything very good. Since he blossomed out as leader
\of his party, he has pablicly repudiated the programme which the
party drew up, and has ammounced that the course he will follow
will be dictated according to circumstances, and along just such
lines as his friends think best. - The people of Canada have looked in
vain for any definite pronouncement of policy in any of Mr. King's
speeches, and they are still just as tauch in the dark as to what the
country may expect from him and his friends in the way of a.con-
structive programme as ever was the case. Apparently a sufficient
number of the electors are willing to trust Mr. King with a blank
cheque; and it is to be hoped that they will never rue the day they
gave it to him.

By far the most regrettable feature of the whole day's proceed-
Ings is the defeat of the Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen, and it is nothing
but the simple truth to say that his failure to obtain a seat in the
mext House is little short of a nauonal calamity. His non-election is
@ loss not only to Parliament itself, but to the country at large. As
a statesman he is without a peer in this country; and whether as leader
of the Government or leader of the Opposition, the loss of his
services at ihis time cannot be otherwise than most regrettable. One
hardly knows how to find words that will adequately express the
{eclings of diegnst that must naturally arise at the ingratitud= and
lack of appreciation of the services which Mr. Meighen has rendered
to his own hrme constituency; ard one can only wonder what man-
net of people they must be that live in it, when they deliberately

turned down the most prominent statesman in Canada, a man whom
any other constituency would be only too proud and delighted to
have as its .epresentative.

However, it is the fortune of we:; and Mr. Meighen is‘only given
leave of al sence for a time. He'll be back “on the job"” again in
some constituency or other, before many moons have waned.

IN NEW BRUNSWICK !

As far as can be gathered trom the returns of the pon'm’g to hand
at midnight, it weuld appear that New Brunswick will be represented
in the next Pagliament by five Conservatives, five Liberals and one
(so-called) Progressive. This is 4 lcss of one Conservative as com-
pared with the membership in the last House. If Liberal representat-
ives will only do for the province all that their newspaper organs
have been so lavishly promising should be done, were the Liberals
retuined o power, it may be that the people will not have so very
much giound for complaint; but bearing in mind Mr. Fielding's
dictum that platforms were only meant to get in on, just how much
of all that has been promised will eventually be performed, is quite
problematical. We have, moreover. Mr. Mackenzie King publicly
discarding the platform which he and his party solemnly pledged
themselves to carry out, and if the leader is not ashamed to repudiate
his pledges, there does 1ot appeor to be very much blame attachable
to the suboidinate members of the party if they should do likewise.

It York. the election of R. B. Hanson was generally expected.
The county has been preponderantly Conservative for the last twenty-
years and nothing has happened which should give occasion for the
people to change their alleghance. The Liberals had about the
strongest candidate it was possibl= to find, in Lt. Col. Osborne, and
he put up a good fight, but all t» no purpose. York remains Tory.

The most satisfactory victory in the province was gained in Royal,
wher~ Mr. Geo. B. Jones, with {wo opponents to fight, comes but
victorions by upwards of 160 votes. This will be a bitter pill for the
Liberal party, for there has becn no misrepresentation too gross, and
po slander too vile for them and their newspaper organs to throw at
Mr. Jones.

Sacramento, Cal.,
Plans Effective
Local Liquor Act

Would Have City Officers and
Courts Enforce Laws With-
out Federal Aid.

Sacramento, Dec, b6—For the firet
time simce American cities began to
experiment with government under
the city manager plan, a city manager
has come out flatly for .a municipal
prohibition ordinance, and with the
domand that the Volstead Act be tak-
en over, within the mumicipality, by
the municipal peace officers and
courts, and the federal officlals and
agents relieved of this much of the
task of enforcement. Following a
conference with Mayor Albert Elkus,
and the members of the city council,
all of whom approved the plan, Clyde
Seavey, city manager of Sacramento,
has presented to the councHl an or
dinance making i€ obligatory upon
the eity police force, and the city
courts, to aenforce an ordinance, em-
bodied in this one, prohibiting the
sale ©of amy “vimous, epirituous, or
malt Giquor, or drinks, comtaining a
greater percentage of alcohol than is
permitted by the laws of the Undted
States.” The ordinance gives author
fty to the courts fo impose fines up
to $500, and jail terms not to exoeed
six months, for violations of the or
dinance, Explaining the reasoms for
his action, and for his belief that the
prohibition enforcement should be un-
dertaken by local police and courts
under a local ordinance, Mr. Seavoy
said:

This club, which organized two

years ago to elevate boxing through
the moral support of “the best people
in New York,"” serves notice on the
warring elements to quit warring or
they’ll all have to go to work

The club says. unless conditions are

changed, it will go before the govern-
or and ask the repeal of the boxing
liw.

Tips from up state have it that

Governor Miller is just waiting for
some responsible organization to give
him the excuse to close all the fight
shops and put the poor abused prize
fighters to work,

he National Sporting Club drew
up the Walker Boxing Bill and was

largely responsible for getting it
passed under the administration of
Governor Al Smith. The club had

plans to rule and control the game in
an elaborate club house .which was
never built. The organization was
about on the rocks until recemtly,
when it was reorganized with Gutzon
Borglum, noted sculpter, as its presi-
dent,

Tex Rickard was one of thé ofiginal
members of the club, but he withdrew,
and some bitter feeling resulted, which
still exists.

The “Boxer’s Union” did not take
kindly to a “crowd of boiled-shirt
fronts” trying to tell them how to run
the game, and the club had g tough
time getting a license, only to lose it
after the Lynch-Herman fight, a $100,-
000 propoesition on which the club lost
money.

The club does not like the way box-
ing affairs’ are being conducted, and
through Borglum says: “We shall be
the first to lead a movement to repeal
the law and suppress it, because as an
enterprise Where large purses and
reels, rather than rounds, govern the
duration of a bout, it can onhly ‘de
generate to a cock fight or an oceu
pation of sordid commercialism.”

b the Bonomi Cabinet, formed
on July 4, will prove to be more than
a stopgap government. Their wons
der has been stimulated by the speech
made by John Giolitti at Cuneo, in
which he drew a gloomy picture of
Italian finance, and pointed out that
the temporary expedients of paper
money and loans must end in nation-
al bankruptcy, unless the taxpayers
were preépared to bear the heavy
burden of largely increaséd taxation.
It may be added that, in the’ case
of foreigners, this has already been
applied, for the writer knows of cases,
in which their so-called “family tax"
has been decupled, in order to neu-
tralize the effects of their high ex-
change. "This speech of the veteran
former Premier, especially his - ob-
servation that a tax upon super-profits
found more opposition than a tax up-
on bread, has been interpreted as &
political program and bid for the pre-
miership for the sixth time.

Mr. Giolitti between 1892 and now,
has heen Premier for over 10 years,
longer thanm any other of Italy’s 30
prime mMinisters since 1848, longer
even than the eight years of Depretis
and the eight of Cavour. But prem-
iers are apt to find the loss of power
intoleraBle. Sir Robert Walpole, after
governing England for 20 years, beg-
ged his deughter not to read him
history ¢o beguile his leisure. Mr.
Giolitti has not the literary resources
of Gladstone, but, like Walpole and
Bismark, has few interests outside
politicsl’ But there are other, and
younger candidates for the premier-
ship.

Mr. Nitti Active,

Mr Nittl, another former ‘Premier,
who was at the head of affairs from
June, 1919, to June, 1920 has latterly
shown great activity. One newspaper
after another has passed umder the
control of his friends, and he has
found a uwseful supporter in a recently
ennobled Neapolitan, who made a
fortune in Brazil. Mr. Nitti's ego-
nomic program is the development of
Italy with Ameérican capital’ and with
this policy quite extraordinary
energy of.the American Ambas-
sador, Mr. ChiM} who has been tour-
ing about the country making
speeches before he has had time to
study it, and the continued presence
of General Marsh in Rome seem to
coincide.

In foreign pelicy the Nittian idea is
to draw away from the Allies, and
especially from France (whose Am-
bassador he does not like), and to
treat Germany Jeniently. These ideas
he has inculcated in the book which
he has just pwblished under the title
of “Burope Without Peace.” But Mr.
Nitti, despite, his geniality, his un-
doubted ability, and his friendship
with Mr. Lloyd George (who preferr-
ed him to Mr, Bonomi), is unpopular
in Italy. His hour has not yet come.

Another possible Premier is the
Roman - Catholic leader, Mr. Meda, a
Solid politiciam, who has been Min-
ister of the Treasury, but is not a
showy speaker. His appointment
would be a uniqgue selection since
1870, due to the power of his party.
The Socialists, who are not yet strong
enough to form & Cabimet of their
own, have been debarred from par-
ticipating in a middleclass govern-
ment by the resolution passed at their
last Congress at Milan; otherwise Mr.
Turati, who ‘was offered office in 1903,
by Mr. Giolittl, would perhaps have
accepted now., The grepter unity of
thé Roman Catholic congress at
Venice is a sign of the superior organ-
ization of #hat party—thanks to Don
Sturzo, its “boss.”

Mr. Bonomi’s Record.

There may, however, be no Cabinet
crisis, although this Ministry never
bad a substantial majority, but is
based, like mest Italian combinations,
upon the shifting guicksands of a coa-
lition. Mr, Bonomi is personally sym-
pathetic; he is straight and has ideals;
