Headquarters of the Japanese army be­
fore Fort Arthur, via Fusan, Dec. 29.— 
Rüfiung fort was captured at ,3 o’clock 
this morning with a thousand Japanese 
casualties. Seven dynamite mines, ex- 
ploded at ten o’clock, made breaches in 
the front wall, though which a large body 
of Japanese troops charged under cover 
of a tremendous bombardment and cap­
tured the first line of light guns. A bitter 
fight resulted in the çapture of the fort. 
The garrison, numbering 500 men, escaped.

Outside of the capture oi 203 Metre Hil* 
of the western section of the forts, little 
is known of the positions occupied by 
Japanese, but it would seem from the 
material available that the inner circle of 
forts is now cut in three pieces and that 
203 Metre Hill prohibits communication 
with the Liaotie section forts,just as posses­
sion of Rihlung amd Keewan forts cuts off 
communication with the Golden Hill forts 
except by the many underground ways 
which are said to exist in various parts of 
the fortress. .

Prom Rihlung mountain, which is 
]y opposite 203 Metre Hill, it would ap­
pear that the Japanese fire will be able 
to reach - the shipping in the harbor and 
to anything in the harbor and town which 
the Japanese heavy guns on 203 Metre Hill 
are unable to hit, thus making it appar­
ently impossible for the Russian second 
Pacific squadron to make use of Port 
Arthur even should the Japanese content 
themselves with holding the strong posi­
tions they now ocupy.

Rihlung Port, situated on Rihlung Moun­
tain, formed part of the forts defending 
Port Arthur. Rihlung is situated about 
two miles from the outskirts of the town 
of Port Arthur from which it bears due 
northeast. The fort just captured m a 
mile and a half southeast of Keerwan Fort, 
recently captured by the Japs. 1 he pos­
session of these two forte should make a 
most important breach in the fortifications 
of Port Arthur, and cut off communication 
between the Golden Hill forts and the 
forts of the western section of the inner 
circle fortifications.

Che Foo, Dec. 29.—The Japanese line at 

Port Arthur is now, as a result of the 
general attack beginning Dec. 25, much 
.closer to Liaotie mountain. Ch'nese who 
left Port Arthur yesterday and arrived 
here today report that a greatly inferior 
Russian force defended the outermost of 
the trendies for three days, retiring when 
the Japanese artillery had secured 
fila ding position.

The greatest risks 
are oftentimes run in order to put views 
before the public, which the conscientious 
editor thinks it should know. Thus, after 
de Plevhe was assassinated, the Novoe 
Vremya, at St. Petersburg, boldly advo­
cated the organization of a responsible 
cabinet, instead of a collection of ‘minis­
ters, each of vthorn was answerable only 
to the emperor. The authorities over­
looked this violation of the censorship 
regulations.

A few months before, the Russ, another 
St. Petersburg journal, published a letter 
from a correspondent, in which it was 
stated that the students were less revo­
lutionary than boyidh, full of energy which 
had to find a vent. The street sale of the 
paper was stopped ‘for a time. But the

PIANOS, guaranteedonly censorship applied since that time 
has been on messages filed in Manchuria. 
He also received in special audience the 
editors of the Si. Petersburg daily papers, 
and spoke to them of the need of Russia 
for .their pens. The adoption of Mr. 
Stone’s advice was a concession to foreign 
opinion, which shows the weight his 
jesty attaches to it. The audience grant­
ed to the editors of the local papers em­
phasized his appreciation of the force the 
press has acquired inj Russia. The censor­
ship has not been lifted in the empire. 
Telegrams in regard to the movements of 
Russian ships and troops, which have 
been published abroad and sent to St. 
Petersburg, must first be submitted to the 
war commission, whidh does not always 
authorize reproduction. Often I have been 
with an editor, who was waiting patient­
ly to hear from the commission. About 
the time the paper usually went to press, 
he evinced growing anxiety as to the in­
tention of the commission. Would it per­
mit the item to be published? Was it safe 
to run the risk of punishment and print 
it? Wasn’t it better to leave a blank 
space, and then, if permission came at the 
last moment, to shove the type in place? 
These are some of the questions which 
flash through the mind of every managing 
editor. I have seen papers 'With a blank 
space in the roadie of a page, and others 
which were “caviared,” that is an item 
was published, which (the censor consid­
ered objectionable, and, in order to avoid 
punishment, it was blacked out.

To avoid the disapproval or displeasure 
of the authorities, various expedients are 
resorted to, which excite admiration. 
Abuses in Russia are covertly attacked 
by sharply criticising similar abuses in 
other countries. If the authorities forbid 
the publication of àn item, it sometimes 
happens that a paper will make a denial 
of it and thus convey the information to 
the public. Above all, however, Russian 
journalists rely upon the innuendo. It is 
a joy to read betweep 'the lines of what 
they write. The ideas arei there, but they 

subtly expressed that it is quite 
impossible for the censor to place his fin­
ger upon a statement that should be struck 
out. frequently, the censor gets around 
the corner (by disapproving the entire ar­
ticle. “That is the heartbreaking feature 
of the censorship,” said one writer, who 
had been informed that his matter could 
not be published. “I have devoted hours 
to that article, then I had td submit it to 
a censor, who knew little about the sub­
ject and cared less.

today. It is not complete freèdom; the 
censor’s red pencil yet draws its forbid­
ding line across statements which it is 
not wise or desirable that the people 
rfhotrid know. But permission is tacitly 
granted to criticize military and naval or­
ganisation and bureaucratic administration 
and the fear of punishment after publica­
tion no longer stays tihe adroit pen of the 
editor.

He policy of one man, Prince Svieto- 
polk-Mirsky, minister of -the in-tenor, is 
responsible for this comparative liberty. 
Before he began the discharge of his pres­
ent duties, the press was subjected to a 
close censorship. “You cannot appreciate,” 
a journalistic friend said at tihe beginning 
of the war, “the restrictions under which 
we -muet write. We cannot discuss poli­
tics, we cannot expose abuses of admin­
istration, we cannot fix the responsibility 
for the war and -the defeats our forces 
have Buffered, we cannot say anything, in 
short, -to which objection may be made 
by some one in authority. You have no­
ticed the character of our papers. In their 
tone, they compare favorably, I think, 
with some of the best foreign journals, es­
pecially those published in Europe. It is 
true they are polemical, that they seem 
ffco discuss interminably m&tterd of aocond- 

| ary importance, that they devote too much 
space to foreign affairs, and -that they too 
vigorously attack foreign governments. 
These are the effects of the illiberal pol­
icy which the government has pursued. It 
has been the idea of the authorities that 
the press dhould have no other object than 
to make known to the people the acts 
and will of -tihe autocratic power, to in­
struct them in all matters save that of 
Hberty and self-government, and to amuse 
them by the publication of fiction and 
comic stories which are absolutely free 
from the pernicious doctrine of revolution. 
We believe we have another mission: That 
of making the government more liberal, 
more careful ' of the real interests of the 
people.”
Troubles of a Newspaper.

The power of the press was significantly 
recognized by Emperor Nicholas at the 
outbreak of tihe war. In the face of the 
strong opposition of Monsier de Plevhe, 
minuter of the interior, he adopted the 
advice of (Melville E. Stone, general man­
ager of the Associated Press, and ordered 
the abolition of the censorship on ail press 
despatches sent out of thp empire.
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was
of character lies the hope of the press. 
The penalties are severe. They include 
complete suppression, stoppage of street 
sales, prohibition to publish advertise­
ments for a certain period, removal of the 
editor from control, banishment of the 
contributor. It is fair to say that the 
government acts only with the greatest 
reluctance. Rarely does it order total sup­
pression; that is a destruction of property 
which no official desires. (But certainly it 
is a mean little act to prevent street sales, 
or to forbid publication of advertisements. 
“We do not impose any punishment,” said 
an official, “unless the true interests of 
the empire demand it. When we have to 
take action, we do so, at first, in the form 
of a warning. If a paper receives three 
warnings then it may (be suppressed or 
otherwise punished.”

Official supervision of the contents of 
the papers cannot prevent the growth of 
their circulation. The anxiety of the peo­
ple of all classes to get news from the 
front has caused them to become eager 
purchasers, t have seen them crowding 
around newdboyi^, who have papers %ot 
off the press,” and reading aloud the re­
ports of military operations.

■Likely enough. The natives will die off 
in time anyway. There is hope in that 
thought. That the United States will be 
able to subdue them before the present 
warriors are aged and feeble seems most 
unlikely.

When the British go about pacifying 
native tribes, the American newspapers 
pretend to abhor the "butchery.” Now 
they lament the fact that the Filipinos 
appear to be doing all of the killing. The 
Boston Herald says:

“From our point of view the most sur­
prising part of all these engagements in 
the Philippines is the small total of men 
killed on the Filipino side that is owned 
up to by the war department. Surely the 
lolling cannot be entirely one way, and 
some of the ibolomen must lose their lives 
in these engagements with the American 
led scouts. As a rule, when such native 
forces attack soldiers who are in charge 
of white officers their loss is terribly heavy, 
often tenfold that of the better disciplined 
troops. That certainly is the result in 
the engagements between the Dutch and 
the natives in Achen, and it is remarkable 
if the same is not also true of the engage­
ments in the Philippines.”

Clearly the Herald regrets the premature 
recall of General Smith, yclept “Hell- 
Roaring Jake,” who, by all accounts, was 
not a nice man but a “pacifier” of rare 
abUrtt.

Vand substantially the same percent­
age, he believes, applies to Japanese, 
Russians, British, French, Germans, and 
even Americans. A stanch American him­
self,a typical Western Yankee, red headed, 
aggressive—and weighing about 100 pounds 
—this Mr. Millard proves himself a man 
able to get the facts and weigh them. He 
has few illusions, and he destroys many 
that are common. It is much for Mr. Mil­
lard to admit that the United States army, 
raised to a war footing and fighting un­
der exactly the circumstances attending 
the Russians, would have made just about 
the Russian record against the Japanese. 
He believes the Russians as a military ma­
chine in the field are about at the European 
average of effectiveness. The Japanese, in 
many respecte, are far and away better. 
But the Russians, the American writer 
notes, have improved considerably during 
the last few months.

A well-known painting, Mr. Millard re­
minds his readers, represents Napoleon 
personally directing the French at Auster­
litz, from an eminence overlooking the 
field, his aides galloping here and there 
with orders. A very different pic­
ture would represent the general of 
today. The Russian and Japanese 
armies are stretched out, as at 
Liao Yang and Skebo, a distance of 
forty miles. Neither enemy sees the other 
except at rare intervals. The artillery is 
three or four miles away from its target, 
perhaps firing from behind a hill. The 
general is ten or fifteen miles in the rear 
with a stenographer at his elbow and a 
telephone at his ear. There are telegraph 
instruments, and messengers, and clerks. 
But for the uniforms the general might 
seem to be directing a campaign of brokers 
in the stock market» The men in the 
ranks have long periods of rest and go 
forward cautiously, principally at night, 
and entrenching as they go. A charge, 
except in the final stage, is executed by 
crawling, not by running. Oftentimes 
hours are required to advance a few hun­
dred yards.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 12—'Nihilism, with 
its bomb and revolver, is again the sinister 
spectre which is hovering over Russia. 
The indifference of the peasant to the 
revolutionary propaganda, or rather his re­
fusal to accept -the invitation of the So­
cialist party to overturn the throne, has 
forced the terrorists to wage war against 
officia-l s. A quarter of a century ago Gen­
eral Trepoff, Prince Kuropatkin and 
finally Emperor Alexander II, were the 
vdetims of their criminal operations. Their 
success did not facilitate the destruction 
of the government.- Since the war with 
Japan two governor-generals have been 
killed, numerous attempts have been made 
upon the lives of others, and finally de 
Plevhe, the most powerful man in the em­
pire, was assassinated.

their families living in small towns or the 
country hundreds of miles away. When 
they return home, they discover that they 
occupy a mental plane far above that on 
which their fathers and mothers stand. 
They have nothing to hold them to the 
earth. Conditions after graduation also 
favor the development of students into 
revolutionary agents. Many experience 
difficulty in getting employment perhaps 
because they are suspected of holding revo­
lutionary views. I asked a student to de­
scribe the attitude of his comrades with 
respect to the war:

“For some reasons,” he answered, “we 
wotfid like to see Russia defeated. Al­
ready, the reverses suffered have led to 
reforms, and we believe that should Japan 
be victorious, a reorganization of the gov­
ernment would take place. (Because we are 
Russians we want to see the arms of the 
empire triumphant, and we would likq to 
help our wounded. We understand bet­
ter than the peasants, for we are edu­
cated, the importance to Russia of an out­
let, open all the year, on the Pacific. We 
appreciate also the loss of prestige our 
country would suffer should it be defeated. 
To some extent, we are! on the horns of a 
dilemma, but. I think the majority of the 
students are against the war and hope 
for Japanese victory. The new Russia 
oould prove to the world the fighting 
power of tjbe Slav,”

Talk with avowed Socialists here in the 
heart of the empire and you will soon find 
that grandly as they describe the ‘‘impend­
ing revolution,” they do not believe the 
people are yet ripe for it. Their cause 
has made progress in the thirty years of 
its activity; but this progress has been 
among the educated class, not among the 
people. The highest estimate of the 
her of Russian Socialists was 100,000, ex­
clusive of the (Finns and Jews. And what 
influence can 100,000 men and women 
exert in a population of more than 130,- 
000,000? They are the foam produced by 
waves breaking upon the shore. The sea 
of mujiks either os untouched by the bub­
bles of revolution or declines to be dis­
turbed by it. There is still semi-religious 
loyalty to the throne.

Tills may seem an optimistic descrip­
tion of the situation in Russia. Has the 
activity of the Socialists produced noth­
ing? it may be asked. The government 
will tell you that it has, but it will add 
that it is infinitiestimal in Russia proper. 
This is an exaggeration as much as that 
of 'the Socialist who prates about the tre­
mendous strength of his party. There has 
been progress, but not that which has 
taken place in Germany or England or 
even the United States. The conditions 
do not admit of great Socialistic gains.

Before the war with Japan, the Social­
ists expected that their teachings would 
bear immediate fruit, and that an out­
break •would take place at once. Nothing 
of the kind occurred. Then it wae hoped 
that the privations imposed by the war, 
•the constant succession of defeats, and the 
killing and wounding of thousands, would 
arouse the people. There has been no re­
bellious movement of any character. The 
greatest enemy the revolutionary party has 
today is Prince Svietopolk-Mirsky, the 
new minister of the interior. His liberal 
programme is a grave -menace to them be­
cause it contemplates gradual achievement 
of'-the very things for which they have 
been agitating. Many students, many 1. 
eervotive Socialists are saying today: “Let 
us wait. The minister has begun well. 
Perhaps, after all, we will get the reforms 
we need.

And right here, something should be 
said in praise of the Emperor. Certainly 
he has had as great excuse, almost as his 
father for instituting a policy of absolute 
repression of liberal ideas. Three of his 
ministers have been murdered, several of 
his governors general have -been slain, and 
attempts have been made upon his life and 
that of many of his subordinates.

Everywhere in the world, de Plevhe was 
considered a reactionist of the most vio­
lent type. Witte, however, regarded him 
as a man who would bring Russia ito a 
Constitution, and I happen to know that 
this was his ambition. He clouded his as­
pirations by his harsh, /arrow policy. 
When de Plevhe was assassinated the Em­
press Dowager and Pobyedonostseff, the 
head of the Holy Synod, both uncompro­
mising supporters of the Autocracy, urged 
the Emperor to appoint as minister a man 
who would sternly uphold the government 
as constituted.

The Emperor disregarded their advice 
and chose the most liberal administrator 
in the Empire. But he was driven to it 
by fear, his critics say.

M. Melanson, Meteghan River, Dlgby Co., The vast majority of the peasants are 
illiterate. How can they read secretly the 
pamphlets, booklets and proclamations 
which students and Socialists scatter 
among them when they cannot read at all? 
The partly understands this condition. It 
has formed two organizations—one for the 
industrialists, the other for the agrarians1. 
The former has achieved the most safs- 
factor}- results. The industrialists - are 
crowded together in large cities, where 
they are ’easily accessible, whfre they rap­
idly learn to read, and where the spoken 
word may be quickly passed. Bit they 
form only two per cent of the vast popu­
lation! The Socialistic missionaries who 
work in the country are mere spe ka up­
on the vast ocean.

They apparently duplicate, triplicate 
their numbers by moving about the 
try. What, people say, move about the 
country in a land where the passport is 
as necessary to travel as is the means of 
transportation ? But it. will not be a mat­
ter of the slightest surprise to it he gov­
ernment authorities to say that the pass­
port is the easiest obtainable instrument 
in ‘the empire. Some Socialists and crim­
inals have been arrested who were found 
to possess three of these documents.

The failure of the revolutionary propa­
ganda is based upon the loyalty of the 
people to the emperor, as well as their 
ignorance. The mujiks form a heavy foun­
dation, which it is difficult for a class, 
possessing education and more or, less Eu­
ropean manners, to move. In contradiction 
of this, it will be said that there has not 
been a national crime in which a peasant 
did , not participate. SikonSeky, who 
aided Sasoneff to slay de Plevhe, .. 
peasant. But to use a homely simüie, 
swallow does not make 
does one peasant make a revolution.

The Socialists play upon the credulity 
of the niasses, putting into circulation 
more thqt there is to he another distribu­
tion of land. These rumors are followed 
by official denials, which are used by the 
Socialists to prove the hostility of the 
government to the true interests of the 
people.

This is only one of the ways in which they 
get out of condition. Nearly every farmer 
experiences something of this kind during 
these seasons. The only safe way is to see 
them every day, feed there, every cay, look 

them careiully, and keep them in condi­
tion, growing and gaining. This season of 
the year is the growing season, not the fat­
tening, but the building of frame, bone and 
muscle.

One of the first things to be sure of is 
that they are not constipated. Oive them 
some oil cake meal, or if this cannot ba se­
cured, a little bit of linseed oil. bee that 
they have plenty of good pasture, and only 
a small quantity of grain, ground and fed 
in slop, or else soaked, will be beneficial in 
producing growth.

The condition or tonic box should never 
be empty, and pigs should be where they 
can have free access to wood ashes, salt, 
sulphur and linseed meal or oil cake, thor­
oughly mixed and kept covered, so that the
