LEEISLATURE

HOUSE OP ASSEMBLY.
FREDERICTON, N. B., Feb. 14.

This morning the billalready introdue-
ed, were read the second time.

Rills were introduced as follows: ty
Mr. Willis, to incorporate the Loyal
Orange Association of New Brunswick;
by Mr. Lindsay, to establish the number
of members of the House of Assembly;
by Mr. Crawford, to incorporate the
Waestfield ITall Company ; by Mr. Mapier,
to extend he present afd other terms of
the House of Assembly from four to
cight years; by Mr. Hanington, to regu-
late the sale and lease cf lands held by
the Diocesan Church Society,accompani-
ed by a petition from Bishop Medlcy and
other members of the Society in favor of
the same; by Mr. Butler, to change the
name of office of certain parish oflicers;
by Mr. Tibbetts, to establish an addi-
tional polling place in Victoria County.

Mr. Napier guve notice that on Tues-
day next he would move an address to
the Governor asking that a statement of
the expenses incurred on account of
small-pox in Gloucester during the past
year be laid before the House.

Mr. Wedderburn, from the latter Com-
mittee, reported that in reference to Mr.

Maher, in closing, said we had in the
Export Duty relumquished  the only
privilege we hud of expanding our reven-
ue by duties. The sixth section then
passed, and on the seventh, relating
to railway subsidies, Gough addressed
the House, saying there were “gii -
tering generalities” in the address
whish were well enongh, but the
Government should explain in figures
exactly what it proposed to do in the
matter of railways.
